Tue old debate as to the respective advantages
of read and spuken sermons still gees on, But
howover much some preachers may profor the cold,
classic, essay style on account of the cunfidence
with which they can go into the pulpit, the popular
demand will continue to bo for burning words
springing up from o heart on tive, The domand
has not been, nor shsll it ever by, for extemporans-
ous thought. The preacher is now at a diecount
who nss the idea that he cau stand before the
people, open the Bible anywhere, solect the first
toxt his eye falls upon, and then, depending upon
divine inspiration and illumination, preach an
edifying discourse. ITe should carofully study his
subject—saturato his mind with it—and then whon
he risos to address the audience appropriato words
in which to clothe his stored up thoughts will pour
into his mind and carry his ideas out to his
hearers.

SoME people seem to be unable to find anything
to do—at least that is tho excuse thoy give for their
inactivity., Usually they are like tho young mau
who wout to Boston to make his fortune, but wrote
back (o his family, ¢ X have not yot found anything
to do, but of course I have not tried.” He who
gits with folded hands and placid brow ¢ waiting
for something to turn up,” is not likely to notico
his chance when it comes. If he wers to start out
determined to turn up something, he would not in
many cases come back unsuccessful. Many closo
their eyes against their opportunities and then
solemnly declare that they cannot see them.
They remind us of mariners sailing across Lake
Superior and mourning because they have no fresh
water, whon all they had to do was to throw their
buckets over the vessel's side and they should have
found an inoxhaustible supply. The man who
really wants to do good will always find more work
waiting for him every day than he can compress by
most dilijent effort icto the twenty-fuur hours.
Tho one who cannot find something to do ¢ for
Christ and His church ” does not seek. It is true
here as it is elsewhere, ‘““He that sceketh, findeth.”

AN idea seems to bo abroad that in pleading for
tho suuls of men it is wrong to appeal to their feol-
ings. Show thewm their duty, it is said, and thoy
will do it. But evidently tlus is a mistake. You
can count by the huundred those who have a thorough
understanding of the course they should pursue
and still refrain from a free, hearty and prompt
complianco.  Their intellects aro sufliciently
instructed, What they now negd is some power to
bo brought to bear upon them which will compel
thom to act. We must ‘‘compel them tacome in.”
It may bo that the love of Christ will constrain
them, Their feelings may boe touched and their
hearts warmed toward Him by a realistic picture
of all He suffered for them. O somo temperaments
this will act as an irrosistible power. They will
yicld, With others it will fail, Lut perhaps argu-
ments and exhortativns based on the *“ terr 18 of
the Lord” will pruve successful in pursuading them
to flee from the wradh to comme.  Insvwe way their
sensibilitics must be tuuched, Thuvy must be
‘¢ piorced to the heart,™ and when this is done thoy
will gladly fleo to Christ, Tho preaching of the
apustlus wae heart-reaching and heart-scarching,
and wo know that they “aspake as tho spirit gave

them utterauco,” Thisis not a plea for vmotional,
sonsational preaching, where thoro i8 more zoal
than knowledge; but it advocates that the feclings
be enlisted as a potent factur in driving kavwledge
to action.

Paul declared that ho preached not himself, but
Christ. A great many of the popular preachors of
to-day cannot truthfully say the same. True, thuy
may incidently mention the name of God, or of
Christ, they may casually allude to some of the
Redeemer’s demands upon us and we may derivo
somo benefit. But too often their great concern is
not, Iow shall I induce theso immortal beivgs to
have more love toward God and more faith in His
Son? how shall I implant in them a stronger
desire for personal holiness? how shall I enlist
their co-operation in behalf of our fallen race?
The great aim at times scems to be, How shall I
conviuce these peoplo that I myself am some great
onc? Hoe is a failuro as a preacher who is like a
stained glass window, which, while beautiful to
behold, yel prevents our secing anything wmore
beautiful through it, Our attention centres upon
it alone. The true sorvant of God is like the most
transparent of glass, In looking at Christ through
hiw the medium is iuvisible, and you seo none but
‘¢ Jesus only.” A man in London went to hear tho
two most famous preachers there. From one he
went away saying, ‘“What an attractive speaker he
is, his diction is 80 choice, his delivery so charming,
and his geaturos so graceful. He is indeed a groat
man.” As he left the tabernaclo of tho other he
said, ¢ What a great God? what a loving Saviour?
what o glorious gospel! And how simply tho
preacher told it all. He must be a good man.”

THERE are some unreasonable peoplein the world.
They expeet imposaibilties, and becaues they are
disappointed become unjust. They settlo in their
own minds that a certain thing is your duty, and
after throwing as mauy difliculties in the way of its
porformance, they condemn you on account of your
fallure. Tako this as au example. A good brother
aues to church on Sunday morning and occupics
tho scat ncarest the door. By some line of reason-
iny, satisfactory to himself, he has arrived at the
conclusion that it is ono of the preacher's
most iucumbent duties to speak in kindly
greoting to everyone in the audienco, and ho
especially muzt not bo neglected. If the minister
fails to prasp his hand he is not suited for lus high
position—he is not avciable enovugh. Now watch
that man, The congregation is singing tho clusiug
hymn, but he is puttitg on his uvverceat. The
pastor is pronouncing the bhenediction, but he is
bonding to pick up his hat. The amon has been
spoken, the preacher and congregation raise their
heads, and open their eyes; but lo! our good brother
has disappeared. And as he goes away he mutters
to himaelf that thoy aro the most unfriendiy veoplo
ho over saw, oven the minister would not speak to
him. And whoss fault was it, thuu unreasveable
man!  Was it not as much your duty to give thom
the uppurtunity tu speak, as it was theirs tu take
it?  Aud did nov your hasty aud irreverent
departure tahu all the responsibility of the suppused
unfricudliness from their shuulders, aud place 1t
upon your ownl? Do you imagine that it was their
duty tu climb over barriers to reach you, which you
yoursolf had piled up? Henceforth you will not
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find yourself so friendless if yon will remember
that ho who will have friends must show himsolf
friendly.

Ovur readors will be surprised when they read the
consus returns giving tho membership of the various
roligions bodies in Canada, 'I'hey will bo especially
pained to read that while in 1881 the Disciples of
Christ iu Canada numbered 20,193, they have iu
1891 apparontly decreused to 12,763, or a decreaso
in ton years of 7,430, or 743 annually, In two
more decades at this rate, the consus enumerators
shall havo dune what many combined influences at
work for the last three-fourths of a contury have
not been able to accomplish, namely, war us up
root and branch, Truly they aren wonderful class,
and their work is ono of the marvels of the age.
But we havo this satisfaction, that while wo are
becoming swaller in the consus returns—swhich
after all does not matter much—wo arve growing
steadily, and in some places rapudly, in this country,
Any one who is at all conversant with our history
during the past decade must know this to bu tho
caso. Of course we Joso a great many by cmigra-
tion, and gain very few by immigration, but the
accessions to our churches more than counter-
balance tho loss. This the roturns from the
churches abundantly show. Heroisa way, however,
in which we appea:. ata disadvantage when compared
with the various denominations, Wecountoaly those
who have become professed Christians, which is
strictly accurate; but they include the mon, women
and children of a family, only some of whom have
identified thomselves with tho denomination. Thus
they count the actual membership of the church,
those who lean towards it, and those who are sur-
rcunded by the family influencoe. If the census
roport wero accurate, it would have & lony and well
filed column headed, ¢* Belonging to no church,”
For statistical purposes it might be well to follow
tho example of the denominations. Wo have also
suffered, and always will, from the fact that wo
have 8o any different but scriptural ames. The
consus taker gets confi.sed, and in many cases the
Disciples have beon classed among the Baptists,
The loss on this account ic greater than many
think. We must continne to hold fast to our
scriptural names.  All ave correct, and one may be
a3 good as auothor; but for the purpose of gotting
our proper placo among the roligious bodies of the
country, it would be well, when tho census is again
taken, for every one to give his * denomination’ as
‘¢ The Disciples of Christ,”

Q. TPlease explain the following  Scripturo.
‘¢ After this I will roturn, and will build agetu the
Tabernacle of David, which is fallon down; and I
will build again the ruins thereof, and I will sot it
up; that tho residuo of men may seek after tho
Lord, and al} the Gentiles upon whom my namo is
called, zaith the Lord who dooth all these things,
Acts xv: 16-17. W. H, A,

A. This is a quotation from the prophecy of
Amos ix: 11, and is applied by tho Apostle James
to the Church as then composed of buth Jows and
Gentiles. Tho Tabernacle as erected in the wilder-
ness by Moses was a type of the Church, Thus
Paul speaks of the Church as ¢ The true Tal er-
nacle which the Lorad pitched, and not man.” Heb.
viii. 2, But this tabernacle had beon destroyed, and
the Ark of Gud carried away amung the heathens.
But becauso David propared a now tout, or taber-
nacle, and brought the Ark und put it therein,
(I Chron, xvi: 1,) thus restoring the true worship
of God to Israel, the Tubernaclo is callod by Amos,
‘¢ The Tubernaclo of David.” This, without doubt,
would be the Tabornacle which was aftorwards

replaced by the more permanent building—tho
Temple, whioh the prophet would have on his mind
whon considoring the then low state of the true
worship of God.

Thus when tho worship of tho Temple, which
was but the more permanent Tabernaclo, ceased,
the Tabernacle was said to have fallen down.
Indecd the falling down of the literal Tabernacle
follows closcly the neglect of the worship therem.

When James speaks of this prophecy as being
fulfilled in the bringing in of the Gentiles into the
Church, he evidently was looking at the Church or
true Tabernacleas having been already sot up, and as
gathoring into its folds, not only the Jews, but the
peoples of all nations. Of tho setting up of tlus
Tabervacle we have an accouut in tho second
chapter of Acts, where the promise of our Lord to
build His Church, (Matt. xvi: 18-19,) was literally
fulfilled.

Our evening social meetings aro a grand success,
Bro. Stevens will soon leave us, but some of our
young sistors and brothers have taken tho respon-
sibility on themsclves, and get up tho work and
lead the mectings in turn, We feol there is a
growth among us all”

We aro still unable to get an ovangelist to labor
in this field. We are yet hopeful of securing one.
Meanwhile wo think our own preachers are doing
good work, and that the money is being wisely
spont. Weo hear a number of reasons for with-
holding from giving to tho Home Mission Fund.
Ono says, ‘¢ Thoy have not got a man in tho field,”
At the same time we had two—one working in
Halifax, tho other in Southville. Another says,
ho ** Will not give if we got a preacher from the
United States.” And yet he is not giving much to
support our own preachers, who have been doing
good work.  Another says, ¢ O, mission boards
overrule the churches and elders, and I won't
givo.” Waollif he would inquirs, he would find
out the board does not, but to the contrary the
churches stato what thoy will do, and what they
wart tho board to do. And so far as lies in their
power, they comply with the wishes of the churches,
Anothor says, *“ It costs too much money to run a
board.” Now wo want to tell the people that not
u member of this board rcceives a single cont.
Another says, ‘We can’t pay our own preachor
enough,” and he makes that.cxcuse for not holping
to pay any preacher at all.  Another says, ** They
don’c do anything for our place.” We supposu that
ho is under the first commission, which was to one
land and one people.  We ave undor the great and
last commission, which is for all pluces and ull
pooples, Another says, ‘‘I dou’t see any good
results, and what is the use of giving when you

can’t seo hmmediate success.” Woll the woakest
Chvistinn ean work in the midst of success, but it
takes the strong one to work whon success is not
apparont. He is the faithful one who plants and
wators, and trusts in God for tho increase. Wo
trust those objections havo been answered, and
that none will continue to withhold from giving,
We neced all the funds that tho brothron can sparo
to carry on the home mission work with any degreo
of success. Wo hopo our receipts will bo larger in
the future than they have ever been in the past,
Many of tha brothren havo contributed liberally to
this fund in the yours go.ie by, and many souls have
beon saved by the preaching done under the diree-
tivus of tho Home Mission Board. Churches have
been rovived and established, and untold izood dono
by the men supported fromthis fund.

THE OnricIN or CHILDREX'S Dav,

In an adcress made before the Foroign Socioty
in Louisville, Ky., in 1880, J. H. Garrisnn spoke
as follows:

¢ Has not the time come for pushing our adrance
column into some pagan land where the people
know not God, nor His Son Jesus Christ whom
He has sent? If what we have said of tha reflox
influence of our foreign missions on vur home work
he true, it will be true in a much larger sense when
we shall have come in dirvect contact with those who
have never before heard the sweet, old story of the
cross, Nothing would so touch the hearts, and
dovelop the missionary spirit of our people as to
go to them and say, ‘* We want means to send tho
gospel to those who have never heard the nameo of
Jesus. Some of them, through the efforts of our
missionaries, have learned of Him, and are rojoic-
ing in His love, whilo many are crying. ¢ Tell us
more about Jesus.”  \We want you to help us with
your dollars and dimes to tell them of tho Saviour
of sinners.”” Such aun appeal as this wuuld open
hearts and purses that nover otherwise would bo
reached. Lven little children wonld pour out
their hoarded ponnies in response to such an appeal.
Tho night before 1 Jeft home, when my little ones
learnod that I was to leuve tho next day for the
inissionary convention, went and brought their
little jugs and emptied out all tho pennies and
nickals, amounting altagether to 81,13, representing
the savings and self-denials of many months, and
brought it to me saying: ** We want this to go to
tho children who know nothing of Jeaus.” I
accopted with gratitude, and brought it with me,
and will turn it over to the sccretary of this scciety,
and it must be leld sacred for the purpose for achich
it was given. Need I romind you that, as yot, wo
havo no mission where this little child oifering can
bo applied? God grant that theso few peunies may
boa precious sced from which may grow a Childron’s

Heathen Miszion Fund, that shall carry tho gospel

of Him who loved the children so tonderly wnile
here, into many a dark corner of tho esrth,”

The ¥Foroign Socioty was organized in 1875, but
in 1880 wo bad no missionaries in heathen lands.
Tho work was dono in Europe. The suggestion
made was referred to aspecial committee, After
duly considering the whole matter, it was recom-
mended to ask the Sunday-schools to contribute
funds for work in heatheniends The first offoring
wag made in 1881, and amounted to 8750, The
offerings year by year sitcoe avre As follows: 1882,
$2,174: 1883, £3,205; 1884, $4,125; 1883, £5,125;
1886, $6,035; 1887, $10,613; 1888, 815,662; 1889,
$19.123.08; 1890, 817,765; 1991, $21,411. The
presont missions in India, Japan and China were
started, and in a large moeasure sustained, by the
offerings of the children in Sunday-schools. Work
began in India in 1882; in Japan in 1883; in China
in 1886. According to the last annual report there
aro sevonty-six missionaries and helpers in these
three fiolds; aund tho oxponditures last year
aggregated $42,444.10. Wo want to raiso $50,000
this year. Wo must do this if we are to do the
work outlined at tho Allugheny convontion.

Strange, indeed, that our
Captain would command us all to bo one, ¢ that
thero should be no divisions among us,” and then
put Iis conmmands in such a way that wo conld not
understand them !

THE RICUNESS OF THE BIBLE.

Now that Spurgeon, the groatest of preachors,
has gono to the grave, it is.instructive to read his
testimony to the Bible, as the fountain of wisdom
and knowle:lee, from which he drew through his
long ministry:

After preaching the Gospol for forty years, and
after printing the sermons I have preached for more
than six and thirty years, reaching now to the
number of 2,200 in weekly succession, I am fairly
entitled to spoak about the fullness and richness of
the Bible as a preacher’s book., Brethren, it is in-
oxhaustible. No question about freshness will
avise if we keep clusely to the text of the sacred
volume. There can be no difliculty as to finding
thomes totally distinct from those we have handled
before; the variety is as infinite as the fullnoss. A
long life will only suflice us to skirt the shores of
this great continent of light. In the forty years of
my own ministry, I have only touched the hem of
the garment of divine truth, but what virtue has
flowed out of it! The Word is like its Author,
infinite, immeasurable, without end. If you were
ordained to be a preacher throughout eternity, you
would have before you a theme-equal to everlasting
demands.

Brothers, shall we each have a pulpit somewhero
amidst the spheres? Shall wo be witnesses for the
Lord of grace to myriads of worlds which will be
wonderstruck when they hear of the incarnate God?
Shall we be surrounded by pure intelligences,
inquiring and searching inte the mystery of God
manifest in tho flesh! Will the unfallen worlds
desire to bd instructed in the glorious Gospel of the
blessed God, and will each one of us have his own
tale to tell of our experienco of infinite lovel I
think so, since tho Lnrd has saved us to the intent
that now unte the principalities and powors in
heavenly places might be known by the church the
manifold wisdom of God. If such be the case, our
Bibles will suflice for ages to come for now thewes
every morning, and for fresh songs and discourses,
world without end.

No alteration of Scripture can by any possibility
be an improvewment. Believers in verbal inspira-
tion should be studiously careful to bhe verbally
correct. Tho gen*lemen who see errorsin Scrip-
turo may think themselves competent to amend the
langnage of the Lord of hosts, but wo who beliove
God, and accept tho very words he uses, may not
make 80 presuinptuous an attempt. Let us quote
the words as they stand in the beat possible trans-
lation, and it will bo botter still if we know tho
original, and can tell if our version fails to givo
tho sense. HBow much imischief may ariso ont of
an accidental alteration of the Word,
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THE PARADLE OF THE SOWER,

o—

Wo pass from the consideration of the failure in
tho caso of the seed that foll by the wayside to that
of the scoed that foll on roocky ground The refer-
once is to ground that thinly covers the imbodded
rocks benoath, and that, thorefore, presents no
dopth of soil,  In such soil tho sced finds compara-
tively littlo nourishmeut. Basides heing thin, and
little of it, it soon becomes parched, and the tendor
blades that at once spring up speedily, withe
away, and there is no harvest. It is common to
rogurd this ground as ropresenting thoe man of hard
and stony hoart, but this does not appear to bs the
thought of the Saviour, His explanation is:
‘““And he that was sown upon the rocky places,
this is ho that hearoth tho word, and straightway
with joy receivoth it; yet hath ho not rcot in him-
solf, but endureth for awhile; and when tribulation
or persecution arise becsuse of the word, straight-
way ho stumbleth,”

The man of hard heart is not apt to hear the
word with joy straightway, It is very diflicult to
roach such an ore atall. Much time is required.
But in tho case of the rocky ground hearer he re-
coives the word straightway joyfully. As in the
case of tho thin soil that is spread over the flat
rocks beneath the surface, the reception givon to
tho seed sown, which is tho word, is a surface
reception. The truth f God must be received
deop within the heart. It must take possession of
the inward man; it must dwell within the soul and
have full possession. ¢ Lot the word of God dwell
in you richly in all wisdom,” says Paul. A surface
reception will not do, Divine truth must have
comploto possession of the soul, [t must possess
us; and we must possess it, and chorish it as that
which brings to us the unsearchablo riches of Christ.
Those Scripturea that sposk of being established
and grounded in the truth, urging that this shall
be truo of the Disciples of Christ, recoguize tho
dangor of receiving tho truth slightly, Tho trials
that come to all, sooncr or later, demand that we
shall have a firm hold on divine truth, that we shall
be rooted and grounded in the love of truth, and
that nothing else shall posscss our souls. How
many of those who bid fair to bring forth a rich
harvest, disappoint the hopes ot their frionds.
They begin their downward course by neglecting
the reading of the Scriptures, by ceasing to pray,
by failing to be present at the services of the
church. The prayer-meetings is given up. The
meotings on the Lord's day are attended only
uccasioually, aud afterward not st all, aud then
Christian character goes, and apostasy comes, and
the end is cverlasting failure. Better never to
have known tho way of righteousness than thus to
fuil of the grace of God after having tasted of its
Joys.

There is another class of men who fuil. They
aro represented by the ground that received the
seed among thurns, The thorns sprang up and
provented the successful growth of tho sced that
was sown. The thorus prevented a harvest in two
ways. first, by exhausting the svil, and second, by
shutting out tho light of the sun. Sume who re-
ceivo tho truth allow the cares of the world, the
desite for wealth, thoughts about business plans,
to exhaust their minds until they can give little or
no thuught to divine things, Even on the Lord's
day, when they are hearing the preacher as he
speaks of tho Saviour, ana of our spiriturl wants
and dutics, their minds are on ecarthly things.
‘Chis is the chuking process. Thero is nv barvest.
Tho light that beams from the faco of the Sun of
Rightoousness 18 shut out from thoir souls, and
thore is no growth. We cannot serve God and
Mammon. No ficld can yield thorns in abundance
and a satisfactory harvest of grain. No mind can
givo 1ts best thoughts all the days of the woek in
gotting gain for the gratification of solf, and sorve

God acceptably at the same time. No man cau
serve two mastore—two maators who aro indeoed
two, with opposing interests, Jeosus iz to bo our
Lord and Mastor, and must be if we aro to bring
forth even thirty-fold. Tven our worldly affairs
aro to be managed as the servants of Ohrist and
used for the upbuilding of His kingdom among
men, We are to realizo that we are not our own,
that wo ure the servants of Jesus Christ, and that
all our powors and possessions are to be consecrated
to s serv ce. A failure to understand this loads
to overlasting disappointment.—Standard,
