"Tea and coflee were. mtroduced xnbo Europe about the samu‘
time {rom different quarters of the globe—tea.from China and
ofiei from Arabis—and it is, s;ngular that whilat the British
publxc and: the Anglo-Suxon mace. ge.nerally have with com-
mon consent given a ygrdict in favour of tea,.50 as to gwe a
consumption of motge -thapn 2 s, per head per annum for the

population of the United Kingdom, and whilst it has also been

well received in: Holland snd: Russia, yut the population of
France, Prussis, and Germany and the Eastern nations prefer
coftee and clhocolate, and consume from fifty to one hundred
times as much of these buverages as of tea.

In Russia tea is flavoured with Jemon, instead of cream and
sugar, whilst in Germany it is common toadd cinnamon or
vanilla.

i In 1664 the East India Company presented 2 Ibs. 2 oz. of
tea to His Majesty, and it appeared at the roysl table not as »
beveyage; but in the form of a dish of tes leaves, with pepper,
salt, and butter like spinach, but was found so tough that no-
body could eat it,” Ten gardens and coffee: shops were soon
after established, from which tobacco smoke was jealousty ex-
cluded—these became the # gossip centres™ and the “casinos”
of the pericd. At the coffiee shops an orator was engaged to ;
spout on the subjects of the day, whilst at the tea gatdens a

band played 1o lead the dance.

A few years after Theo-broma, the. food of the gods (ﬁrst
introduced into Europe by the Spanisrds from Mexico) came
into gencral use under the name of .cocoa, or chocolate, and :
yradually assumed an important place amongst -national-’
beverayes, :

1t has beert amongst the .friumphs of chemical dlscoverv to
find that each of these popular dicts contain an identical
active principle called ¢ Theine,” possessing the propermes of
an atkaloid, and in many respects resembling quinine.

Since the introduction of these beverages a new style of

- diet has generally obtained amongst the Anglo-Saxon race,—
which has greatly aided civiliza‘'ion.and which bas materially
assisted its literature, science and gencral intellectual progress. l

The bref and beer diet of Elizabeth’s reign nourished poets,
actors, warriors, statesmen and orators of a4 high order of intel-
ligeace, it is true’; but the reign of Victoria will be still more
celebrated by the achievements dnd discoveries of tea and
coffee’ drinkers and tobacco smokers of ‘the 19th century.
That the unpatural waste of nervous tissue caused by extra-
ordinary mental exernon requires an auxrhar) in the form of
restorative stimulus, is generally admitted, and the increased
applic ation of brain work to ordinary business required by the
present age, ‘causes the .want of this kind of auxiliary food,
or stimuli, to be generally felt. ~ This needful food is furmahc.d,
by & numerous class of ALgaLOoIDS. A very similar alkaloid to
Qainine has been found in the nervous tissues themselves by
Dr. Bence . Jones, -which . has the same properties. These,
restoratives, however should always be regarded ag medicines |
rather than as djet.a, ‘whether they affect chiefly the nervoua’
or the physical system. Excessive tea drinking destroys the-
digestive power of the stomach and causes it to reject solid
nutritious food. Excessive smoking or chuwing also impairs !

- the digestive organg and catses an unpatural jrritability of .
the muacus suriaces. Alcohol, in the same way, is to a certain
extent tolerated by the system, but beyond this it is a poisonous
izritant to the human stomach [See “Park’s Hygiene "—san
oxcellent modern trestise.] It appears to be well established
o the highest mlhta.r) authority that even the phy-ical ex-
tremes of huat and cold can be best: dred by large bodius
of men without the use of alcoholic st.lmulua, and that this
power of physical enduraunce can be promoted by the use of
warm stimuli, such a8 tea and coffee.  The evidence is also in
favour of thr use of tobacco as & stimulant under conditions
of exposure to cold end on long marches; and ‘whilst abund-
ani proof exists 48 to the advantage denved from the choice
of warm beverages in preference to raw spirits, the habitual
but moderate use of tobacco in smoking, appears from . the

" military statistics to be consistent wu.h the lughf.st, dcgree of

ngﬁur and physxcal efficiency.”

It 45 therefore greatly tw be rogrettcd tba.t whilst an
tmzproved morale attends the substitution of tea, coffce and
tobicco for the heeyy stimuli of porter and rum, we do not
thereby. escape from the franpds of adulteration, nor can we
find onrsclves “landed on any purer platformu of commercinl
enturprise.  Tea, cofice and tobacce are thoroughly well adul-
fa ul.ra——noc Tess 2o.tbhan beer, wines and spirits ; whxlst
iwwvvur, every v ulteration of Uu. alcoholic bev cTages increases
their toxic properties, the tendency of adulteration in the case
of thess vegetabte productions is chiefly to dilute them and to
st‘mu)aw thy palate rather thau to affeet the nervous system,

Lasrapor tea is the nume given to the dricd leaves of
Ledum latifolium, and Ledum palustre ; plunts which grow on’
the borders of swamps and of lakes oo this Continent, and’ in
the north of Europe. 1t also contains Theiue, Ar.matic Oil,
Tannic Acid, but is murc narcotic than Chinese tea. The
latter is, huwever, very powerful when fresh, and ig never
used until it has been dried for twelve mouth». Iafusion of
fresh-tea leaves cruses delirium ; the peculisr essential oils in
Chinese tea are, therefore, neither neeessary nor desirable.

Whilat 80 many plants arc known which yicld excellent and
agreeable substitutes for wea, aud wliich poss:ss the same
physiological pruperticy, it seemsagreat pity that these should
be neglected b) the public—whilst, under the nuame of tea,
they are really buying worthless mixtures of the commonest
leaves which give a rough. ﬂavohr, but yield no alkaloid. The
more common adultcerations are shown ip the 1lluxtmmons
presented, bul'it is a.matter of some trouble and. of paticut
examination to identify these leaves aftir cut into small
fragments and rolled up.  The microscope, however, wssists in'
the identification of tho leaves.

FIGHT BETWEEN FRENOH PEASANTS AND

‘ . BAVARIAN . TROOPS. '
-~ Our illustration represonts n scene that hus lately heen only
“too common along the track of the victorlous Prussinn anmics
in ¥rance.: In the early days of thie war, before the calas-
-trophe of Sedun;- wé.used to be charmed, on reading the ac-
county of thu movements of the invading nrmy, at the orderly
and equitable mannec in which the Prussglun connnanders
made their roquisitions for the necessary food and forage for
the maintenance of their corps.” Thero was no outrage, no
raping, no pillage. Kverything was fairly snd duly pald for,
the peasantry were. treated with moderation, almost with
kindnuss, until once began to think that the advent of the
invacors was, after all, rather u windfall for the peasantry,
mauny of whom. were rapidly  fattening on the high prices
puid by the Prussian commisearjat - Now, however, “ nous
avons. changd toub cela,” 'The right of might is tho rule,
violente is the ordor of ‘the day, and sinco the cruel ¢pisude
of ‘Bazeilles the French pensantry know protty well what to
expect at the bands of the German commanders. Whore food
is not forthcom!ing a requisition in monoy.is made; and whero
* neither coru nor coin 15 to be had the unfortunate people, very
often, have to pay with their Jives for the miserable privilege
“of being breadless and penniless, and by their poverty alone
being excmpted from contributing to the support of thuir
enemies. 'The repeated exactions of the Prussians, their inso-
Jent buaring, and. their hursh treatinent of non-combatants
have ut length roused a spirlt of deep hatred and an unquen-
chable thirst for revenge in the breasts of the whole French
people.” And nowhers is this hatred so deeply fmplanted ns
among the peasantry-—the clags which has most sufiered at
ths hands of the Prussians. With them wmurwuty at the high-
handed proceedings of the Gertnans bave given way to open
violence and spirited resistance, causing many such scenen as
that which we have ilustrated,

THE ECLIPSE EXPEDITION.

A Jetter has just been received from Cadiz, which summa-
rises the nccounts obtained from most of the observers con-
uceted with the Goverument Eclipse Expedition. The
gentlemen forwing that body, on their arrival at Cadiz, spent
the vveniug of the 13th and the whole of the 14th on fixing on
the ost fuvourable sites for observation. They finnlly chose
a4 theit central observatory the vireyard of San Autonio, very
couveniently situated some nine miles neariy due north of the
Royal Observatory of S8an Fernando. The position of San
Antonio was accurately determined by Captain Toynbee, who
found it to be lat. 36 dey. 37 mir. 13 sec. N, long. 24 deg. 45
min. W, of Greenwich. When the preliminary observations

had been made, the instruments eximioed aud finally adjusted .

of the 21st Insted but a day;-and at 2 a.m. of the 22ud the
clouds and rain returned.

This break was only a change from thick
clouds to thin Cir—S., but they were enabled to observe the
time of contact of the limb of the moon with several of the
mory remarkable solur spots, In the north the sky wns
partislly clear, but in'the south no part of the heaveus was fres
from cloud. A very striking change of light un the land-
scape was noticed when little more than three-fourths of the
solar disc way covered, and a chill was felt by all.  The
thermometer, vbserved by Captain Toyubee, fell 3 dvg. Fah,
from the commencement to totality, and rose again 1-7 deg,
before the end of the eclipse. The barometer was fulling
tapidly sll the time of the eclipse, wnd ulso wfterwanrds, at the
tate of 0-04 inch un hour. The wind was west by north truc.
During totality. it lulled, but treshened afterwards, with very
henvy rain. Theinoment of totality approschbed, and nochance
remained of even a momentary brenk in the thin Cir-8. that
enveloped the sun, and abscurad Tuost of the southern heuvens.
Asg the crescent became thinner, the cusps were observed first
to be druwn out a length of several minutes, and then blunted :
the well-known Baily beads were formed, and the coroua burst
fortu more than 20 sec. beforv totality.  Viewed through a
lescope of very modernto dimensions, the spectacie was
grand, Lut the Cir.-8..clouds destroyed almost all the grandeur
“of the cffeet for ihe nuked eye, The brightest part of the
corona appeured Lo the unassisted eye to be searcely more than
one-tenth of the sun's diameter, fading rapidly when one-fifth,
Lut being still clearly visible atsoven-eighths. Son:e observed
two curved rays, but the general appearmoce wis thut of
diffuse light interrupted in four places distinctly, and in o fifth
fuintly, by dark intervals. “I'he corona was whity, and rendered
faint -by the clouds, The darkucss was never sufiicient to
provent sketching with comfort without the aid of a lump.,
Venus ulone was visible.  Tutality ended by the formation of
Baily's boady, and the coroun was visible to the naked eye 15
or 16 seconds after totality. ‘I'be corona was soen for 2 min.
50 see., totality lasting less than 2 min. 10 sen. The clouds
obscuring the aun appear to have aimost destroyed all chance
of detecting wiy exeept atmospheric polarisation  The obser-
vutions with the spretroscope were nlso grently interfered with
by-the Cir.-8., and the bust instruinent was rendered entircly
uscless, - Shortly after totality the clouds thickened stifl
more, ant nothing further could be observed. The view of
the eclipse oblanined nenr Arcus is deseribed as very magnifi-
cent; o sketch was made there by Mr. Warrington Swmyth,
Al the Arerican station near Xeres, thére was o break in the
clouds which Insted somewhal more than half of totality. But
Lord Lindsay's party was the most favoured in Spain, having
scen the sun through a rent iu the clouds for ive minutes,
and thisg time embracing the whole of totality.

The whole French force withdrew upon the slopes of Valerien,
nn er the shelter of the guns of that fort. ‘Fhe general feeling
is that the end is close at hand. - To-morrow morning a par-
lc:}ncrnu\il'u‘will be rent g0 Gen. Trochn, with the information
of Gen. K idherbe's rout. - The prisoners captured yusterday
concur in the statement that yesterday's sortic wus the last
desporate effort of the besicgued. They say that they were
diminclined to fight, and that they were actually driven to
the front like sheep Lo be slaughtered. The Prussian loss in
thix aflair was unly four hundred, but that of the French was
80 heavy that they nsked for anarmistice of 48 hours for the
purpose of removing the wounded and burying the dead. The
resull of this terrible duefeat, occurting alinost simultancously
with the defent of the three armics of the provinces, must be
the speedy capitulation of Paris, und, uniess other powers in-
tervene, the nce ptance by the French of perhaps harder
terms than those offered two months ago by the Prussian
chancellor. : ’ ’

so much the repualse of the great sortic of the 19th as the total
ront. of tho army of the north, which, under Gen. Faidherbe,
was marching npon th - besicging army around Paris with the
nim of estabilishing communications with the besieged and with
the nrmy of the Loire at the south, Aflerthe repeated defeats of
the mimy of the Loire, crowned by the rout of Chanzy's forces
sad the oceupation of Le Mans Ly the Prussinns, Feidherbe's
army wag the sole remaining hope of the garrisou of Paris.
¥aidherbe hnd advanced from Areas in the direction of Paris,
by way of Baprume, where o severe, and apparently undecided
vngagement took place between his corps and the German
nriny under Manteuffel.  He then resumed his march townrds
the Somume, but was attacked by Von Goceben, who had re-
placed Manteiffel, and driven into St Quentin. Oa the 19th,
the same day that Trochu made his unsuccessfnl sortie, he
resurmed his march bat was again opposed by Von Gocben,
and after n severe contest his army wns utterly roated and
driven-back upon Cambiai,  Details of the engagement show
that the army of the North has suffered a severe . blow from
which it ean hardly recover. The entry of the army into
Cambrai was n sad scene of disorder—ragged, shoeiess troops
in the most miserable plight.

LOOKING FOR DIAMOYDS IN NATAL.

The following account of the operations of a Sonth African
diamound- hunterisgiven ina late number of the Natal Merc~ ry

“ When we got here (a place called Hebron) we found about
twenty waggons and fifty people. There are now about 150
here I should think, & good many from Mooi River, aund
several {rom Natal. It took us threc days to make a cradle,
pitch our camp, and get square. We commenced washing on
the 18th of Angust and bave been.at it eversince, but without
success, but that is nothing, as we are going to haul out some
soon. They find on the average about five diamonds a duy
‘now ; no.very Inrge ones; the biggust about eleven ¢ -rats,
About ten days ngo a beauty of ten carats was found. I im-
mediately secured a ¢laim next to syhere it wasg found, theonly
bit of ground vacant. - They have been' finding diamonds all
round us, and I am- sure we shall ‘get something out of iteTI
dare ray about twoas big as peas.’ I could have sold the ¢laim

- to-day for £100, but did not. We are working another claim
Dbelow, too, and are just in the middie of them, but it secms
to be all chance. I don’t mind as long as we can pay expen-
ses. I think in the long run one is sure to hiton a - big'un.’
If we don’t have any luck in about three weeks time [ think
we shall move .down to Pniel, Gong Gong, or Bang Bang—
(bright names, ¢h ?)—about twenty or thirty miles down the
river. | think they find larger and more perfect stones there,
Hebron is at present a very quict little place. . We arc all
pitched on the Lanks of the Vaal River, which is about 300
vards wide with trees on each -ide and very pretty. The camp
extends aboat a wile, and there arc abont eighty WAZZONR,
You see huts of all sizes and shapes, and all kinds of wondi-r.
fal contrivances for riding on the ground. Sprinyg earts, bnck
WAZLons, tent waggons, carts rigged up on the frout wheels of

a waggon, ditto on the hind wheels, Scotch carts, &e. We
get up at sunrise, have a cup of coffes, and then cart gronnd
down to the river till eight o’clock. We then have break fast,
after that wash and cart the stones till say three o'clock, and
then till sundown pick up gronnd ready for next day. The
sorting is the worst of .the work, it is awiully tedions looking
over the stones.  We have a large credle with two-sicves; the
top sieve lets through stones as big as nutd; the bottom ene
much smaller stones. - We put a lot of stuff in the top sieve,
rock the cradle, while a Kafir pours water on, till all the small
stunes have gone through the top sieve and-the dirt iy all off.
‘We then look roughly over the big stonus in the top sicve and
throw them away. The bottom sieve is then empticd on to a
tuble, and we have to look carefully over the stonex,  Ax yet
we have only managed to pick up, cirt on; wash und sort, fwo
cartloads a day; three of us work—mysclf, R, and a Kafir,
There are lots of people I know, but after working all duy «
fellow feels too tired to go out at night, and-T generally read
for an hour and then go to sleep,  Rowent to: Klipdrift last
week.

In
this way, by meana of two shafts, a tunnel of three miles
might be divided into six sections of half a mile each, und s
in proportion. But in the case before us the height of rook
abuve the tunnel would be as mich us 1,500 feet at a distance
of less than half a mile on the Pledmont side, and almost ns
much on the Savoy.side. To sink two shafts to a depth of
1,500 fuet in an Alpine country, and after all leave an interval
of more than six mlles, wasnot to be considered fora moment.
The whole distance (seven and a half miles) must thuerefore
Le pierced from the two ends, A machine was contrived by
M. Maus which, taking advantage of the water power abund-
antly available on both sides of the mountain, was expected
to reduce the time required for the woik by one-fourth, but
owing to the political events of 1848 this machine was never
actunily put together and used.  After the disturbed times
had passed, and when Italy became -8 kingdom, the engineer
charged with the exceution of the work bhad perfected the in-
genious and most vffective machinery that hassince been used
for perfornting the rocks. Some time, of course, elapsed be-
fore opuerations could be carried on with ateadiness and vigour,
but for many years past the.tunnelling has been going on, not
only steadily, but with gradually incruasing certainty and faci-
lity, and the work is no'w, as we bave already reen, almost in
