CUSTOMIS AFFAIRS.
hie mills of the Departiment, like those

of " the gods, grind slowly," if 1 they grind
exceedingly snall." It is but rarely that
charges of irregularity are disiosed of
with the celerity of the MeLachilan case
anîd the little less scandalo.us churcli orna-
ment fraînds. TY2here is understood to be
one matn at least in this latter line of trade
in Motntreal who can be depended upon
not to show bis contenpt for Iuni laws
iidro ioderate temptation. It can scarce-
ly fail to inpress worslippers with miiiigl-
ed feelings to coitemtplattte such goods
when put it their places,-that is, slould
ciurch aithorities continue to deen the
itmporters wortlty of patronage; and one
can funiey tlie Mephistoplelean sner on
tie lips of the doubter as he bolokls these
stuggled goods it exalted situations. One
of tle slow cases il point is that of an Amer-
ican rubber comtpaniy whicI, althougli a
year has elapsed since tie making of the
charge, appears oily iow' ripe for settle-
ment. Thtis je one of Lte fow cases in
whiicli the iiporters have been able to
prove their entire innocence of the charges
brought against theni by the Departnent.
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The fancy goods seizure anticipated last
week is still in abeyance, but the depart.
ment lias been put in possession of the
results of the examination, made by the
oflicers or the service. To avnid arousing
suspicion anong the employees, or inter-
fering with the ordinary routine, the ex-
ainination was made after business hours
with the assistance of the book-keeper
who had received explicit ingtructions to
furnish the oflicer with every information
lie demanded and to give iiin access to all
the books, letters and any other documents
relating to the matter. The sum involved
as far as discovered amounts to sonewhat
within $2,000, and most if not ail of the
entries were presumably the result of
clerical errors. For instance one invoice

for $165 was erroneously included as
S16.50, owing to the writing of the 5 at
more than the ordinary distance froin the
two precedfing figures, a common every-
day occurrence with persons writing in
haste. Some suspicion was aroused in the
case of this firi through the departure of
tieir custoin-house clerk for Europe at the
tiie of the MîIcLachlain disclosures. This
clever young man of the gentle cognomen,
il is now understood went to Europe
for the solo purpose of purchasing goods
oi arranging for agencies on his own
account and has since chosen Chicago as
the sceie of his future labors. As this
case lias been tonched with mucli re-
luctance, and the methods of the service
are iow admitted by implication to be iot
wlolly free from fauîlty friction-if the
ieople must attach due meaniing to the
promiises of modification in the, law-it is
probable that the high standing of the
firi will be deemed suflicient guarantee
of the correctness of their statement that
iany discrepancies discovered were not in-
tentional and not greater in numnber or
aniiit probably than mighît be expected
to occur in the transaction of so large a
business.

TIIE CITY SEWER CONTRACT.
That the remarks in these columns on

tie rcecnt city sewer contract have not
been quite in vain is shown probably by
the re-npening of the question at a late
mllectinîg of the Council. The city sur-
veyor, whose judgment and good faith in
tle matter caninot be imipigned, estimates
thalt the work can he completed by day
labor for $110,000 to $113,000. Wly anîy
contractor, whatever his merits, slould be
paid $100,000 for the samne work is prob-
aly oe of those mysteries which lie peut
up in the bosois of a certain species ol
aldermoan, and may have some remnote re-
litionislhip to the exalted motives vhichl
leid m(n to seek such opportunities foi
serviig tleir fellow citizens without mnone
aiil Witlout price. It las been intiiate
tlat the difference in the two sums.bc ap

propriated to the purposes of the City Fire
Departmnent, which, it has been shown, is
wofully defective for practical purposes in
cases of more than ordinary emnergency.
The suii of $50,000 woull accomplisi
inuch in this respect, and would undoubt-
edly be more economically expended and
be of more general and practical benefit to
"fellow citizens" thai if employed to show
the high estimation in which a successful
and capable contractor is leld by a very
influiiential portion of the Council. It is
claimed, and with a degree of -justice per-
haps, that some contractors are more skill-
ful and thorough in tleir work than others,
but surely this ils a reason for considering
the opinion of the citysurveyor; for if there
be only one contrator in the city,as a very
candid alderm:a claims, who eau do such
work as it should be done, the advertising
for tenders is a mere farce-only a malter
of form which adds another straw to the
back of the poor beast of burden. There
are not wanting influential and reliable
citizens amnong us to criticize much of the
work hitherto performed by wvell-knowii
contractors. People who have visited other
cities fail to see in what respect our street
pavements are superior ; indeed, it is gen-
erally reimarked that they do not bear
comparison with those of other cities on
this continent or Europe. To be sure our
spring weather is very trying on pave-
ments, but on the other hand much wear
and tear is avoided for several montlhs in
the year while nteady winter roads prevail.
We need only .allude to the paving of
McGill street as an instance that cannot
fail to convince any one who bas visited
othier cities at home or abroad. This street
is fully as wide as Superior street in Cleve-
land, Ohio, and the material used for pav-
ing is not very dissinmilar, yet what a
difference in resuilt! One or twe of our
city fathers might spend the value of that
farcical "advertising for tenders " to some
advantage in visiting that and a few other
large cities along the neighboring border-
we mean soine one or two among thei
likely to returni with broader views, and
not like the rubber tliread that hecomes
more and more narrpw the fartier it goes.

TUHE FIS11ERY QUESTION.
, The moderate and judicial tone observa-

ble in the late utterances of the Aimerican
press, in dealing with this much vexed
question, proves that the sound common
sense (f the Ainrican people lias tri-
uimpled over the intemiperate appeals of a
few interested politicians. Now that the
first leat and excitement of the contro-
versy lias died-out, the more responsible
papers fully admit that the Canadian stand-
point is a just and a sound one, and it is
gratifying ta note that the Washington
correspondent of the New York Herald, in
a leader presumablyaoflicial, expressly ad-
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mits the right of the Canadiantauthorities
to strictly and literally insist upon the ob-
servince by American vessels of the pro-
visions of the treaty of 1818, as well as
upon conpliance with the Doninion cus-
toms reguîlations, and acknowledges that
the schooners seized and fined by the
Canadian ofljcials had comnitted a delib-
erate trespass upon these regulations.

The compliiint that suflicient warning
was not given to the fishermen that these
enactmnents, which had been good natur-
edly ignored so long as a frienlly reciprocal
feeling existed between the two countries,
would be rigidly enforced is absurd, w'hen
it is renienibered that every phase of
the question had been discussed and
re-discussed months before the first seiz-
ure was effected. The Canadian Gov-
ernmnent gave distinct warning to the
United States of the lapse of the fishery
clauses of the Washington treaty, and
the resultant enforceinent of the treaty of
181S, and consequently the onnus of warn-
ing ils fishernien lay with the Anerican
Governnent and not with us.

The fact that only two of ail the seizures
were made on the charge of vlolating the
fishery laws does not appear to have at-
tracted suflicient attention. Because ail
the vessels seized were fishermen people
have erroneously believed that they were
ail detained for infractions of the treaty of
1818, but with the exception of the Adams
and the Douîghty, the other vessels were
libelled for deliberate infractions of the
customs laws.

It is well known anong the lishing popu-
lation of the Lower Provinces that a very
considerable quantity of smuggling is donc
by the crews of these American fisiernen.
Being two-thirds of themi natives of that
coast, and only hired on board Anerican
schooners for the season, they sec no larm
in purchasing clothing, presents and othier
articles in the States and landing themi
quietly with thcir dirty clothes in Nova
Scotian harbors. Ii fact it lias been the
custom with nany American skippers to
put into these ports solely to allow their
crows to land these articles for their private
advantage, and it is in consequence of
these systenatie infractions of the customs
laws that the regulation requiring the cap-
tain to enter his vessel at the Ciston
House before allowing any communication
with the shore, bas been so rigidly in-
sisted on.
1 The American fishernen after the abro-
gation, at their own special request, of
their rights under the fishery clauses,
claimed to have the privileges of traders,
and armed theinselves with permits to
toucli and trade, but they appear to have
ignored the fact that the right to trade is
subject to the customs and regulations of
the country traded with, As fisherien
they could go into any port freely, but un-
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deOr Ilherrle of traders they can on1ly entner
such ppris ar olir Ou otir'w dccitred open
to î'ouimc as 0r sf inty, and :m ist

grailually becoming general all over the
world. This result is iidobiltlediy due to
lie hlng cointiumieid osses of individual

maniuactururs and firmis wlio have stood
tihe Iiiriiden ujntil disaster tircatelned, and
in fact iad already overtaken a inumber
locate in districts enjoî îyinlg the iniu
or niatural advantages.

This iicirOnisO d tIlle to file iiproved
prices obtained for Amnerian pig iron, and
to the iiciased ildcmand for steel rails in
the construction of railways on this conti-
neuf. Englishi journals derive somne coin-

fort from the report that hie Germin out-
put which has been steadily increasing of
late years, at last shows signs of contrac-
tion, and it is significant tlat the returns
for the first lour iontlis of ISS6 placed the

production in iGermuanîy at 1,145,336 tons,
against 1,242,704 in 1885. Another circum-
stanice whicli gives satisfaction is the dis-
solution of the International rail syndicate.
So long as tliis contiiued and exception-
ally high prices were naintained for steel
rails, it cold not be expected that neîw
railway works would lie undertakon. The
competition b)etweeni Eng.lishi and Conti-
nenfal makers is still severe, althougli
prices havc beenî reduced froi £5 to £3 15s.
Large quantities of railway inaterial con-
tinue to lie soit to lndia.

The ollicial retiums show a slight in-
creîse in British trade coipared with last
year, but tiiis is enîtirely due to larger ex-

ports to the lUnited States, and a special
demand for 13essemner lienatite pig iron.

Uiited States were 73,000 tous more tiian
in 1885. 'lie large purchases of hienatite
ore and pig were consequent on the com-
plaints respecting (he inferior quality of
American-made steel r'ails, wlici it wus
stated did not wear so well as those of
Englislh mae ; this lias been disputed, but
these purcliases aie ratherstrong confirma-
toiy evidence of tle above statement. The
falling off in ouir general export trade, says
ihe kc",omînisi, is due in some imcasuro to
the severe competition of Gerimîany and
3elgiuim, but to a larger extent it may be
traced to the decreased purchasing power
of' our loreigii custoiers, consequent upon
the exceptionally low prices ruling for aIll
foreign and colonial products. We cannot,
therefore, expect iiich imnprovenent in
this direction until a general advance in
prices of produce takes place, and of this
there lire few indications at present. At
lioie the shipbiuilding and engineering
tradies continue as 'depressedi as ever, and
any recovery imust be slow. The outlook
in the iron trade cannot therefore bc p'o-
notiuiceul very lopefuil, but it nay be that
Swhie things are at the worst they are
nearest mnding."

AT HOME AND ABROAU.

hie weck las becu a quiet one in com.n
mercial aud finaLcial circles. Rates are
unchanged sinice last week, being still 3 ®
4 per cent. for call loans, and 6 to 7 for dis-
counts. The diemainnd is light, and it is re-
ported ti at surplus money is again accumau-
lating.



Th*weather has been cool throughout
Eastern Canada, and the crops are all the
better for a period of slower growth. We
regret to chronicle great lieat and crought
in the Nortliwest, whbich have, il is feared,
seriously affected the proinised leavy
crops. Ini many places gr is heading
with but a few inches of stalk, and hay
is mnuch diminished its yieIld There is
lowever yet timue for grain te recover to
some extent, but the magnificent promi e'
of i few weeks ago is we fear boyond
anmy chance of realization nlow.

We referreli last week te the failures
tihrouglout ilie United States and Canada
for the first lialf of iSS6. Froin a ore de-

iiled report we sec thit the record for
Caniada is rather better tliani theni given,
is the failures showed a steady reduction

ais the year went on.
Of lc failures in the Dominion, 55.5 per

lcnl. in number and 63.5 par cent. in
:nuunît occurred in the first quarter. The
falling of l amoumnt in Ontario was very
inarked. Out of 3,004,000, $2,000,000 oc-
curred in the first three montlis, and
SI,00i0,000 in te last threc montis. In
Manîitoba 83 per cent. of the lialf year's
faihires occurred in the first thrce months
of the year.

The clar ged iosition of financial afihirs
is cleirly apparent in the recent sale of 4
pier cent. bonds effected by the city. The
laiîk of M1ontreal took the whole issue of
500,000 ct 101, the liglest Price yet

reached we believe, for issues otlier thtan
oveiernmiinift bonds. A littie over a year

ago the Bank of British North Amnerica
1.id 971 for a similar lit.

In New York the liassociated banks show
ai iiicrease li the surplus reserve of about
tiwo millions, briiiging the surplus up1i to
thirteen million dollars. The Chroi.cle
p ints out that the larger portion of this is
held by tiree or four of the leading baiks,
so that spaking'geerally the N. Y. banks
mare ableto liold their rates for call loans
an1d commiiiîercial discounts pretty firmely.
'l'le flist break in '-i long-contied
lhigli rates for steilihg oc,:urred last week,
i decline of i bout one cent a poiiud being
recorded. This is said te be due to large
speculative purchiises of American stocks
(n l ropetui mCaccui nt, and not to larger
ofern i gsi of coiiimîercial bills, whicl are
still s .1reve iimdl promptly bought ip. h'lere
aie no frtlîr signs of weaukeiing at pres-

i uit i lie niew erop mis, 0oom becomie ma
faictor ini th e exclhaige situation, espechilly
ais imany liouses s'il lîhir stlinmg, or mnake
iim rates for it, soiiietiiies inontlis i ad-

vlimLe of, ils delih cry.

Tile graîin markets have bemn mclih agi-
taited over the repoits of daminage te the
cro1 s, and prices have vacillateid greatly.
There is said te ha large shoi t interest lu
ileat, and to bo short mit such low prices
lis have ben current of late is calculatei

to make mei uneasy over droughts and
other enemies of a gord crop. It seeis
lowever to be generally admitted tbat the
spring wheat is considerably damaged in:
somte parfs" of the countiy, especially the
Northwestern States, bull that the drought
did net last long enough to injure corn.

Reports as to general business in the
States are on the whole very favorable.
There are still the chronie conplaints about
lack of profits, but business is active and
stocks move freely.

WORKMEN AND TRADE DEPRES-
SION.

The British commission appoinled te en-
quire into ie causes for the depression in
trade and industry !s now iu possession of
mny instructive facts given by home
manufacturers and conmunicated by the
consuls at fereign ports. 'These refer prin-
cipally to the competitive efforts of other
nations. No sources of information scein
to have been neglected, as leading opera-
tives of the varions trades have also been
suminoned, and liswers to questions have
beenrequested from associations represent-
ing the interests of the working classes.

The nost important of the questions ad-
dressed to these associations runs as fol-
lows: -' Are there any special circui-
stances aflecting yoir district to which the
existing condition of trade and industry
therein clan be attributed ?" It is usuallv
stated la reply tliat trade is very depressed,
and in some cases more se than las been
known before, but in the majority of cases
no special reasons aire given to explain the
causes of this condition of afairs. Too often
the anîswer resolves itself juto "Do not
know," or cise the depression is attributed
to circiiistances of vurely local infilence.
Hostile foreitm tariffs and over production
arc in a good many cases considered to be
the main adverse causes now in operation.
Fromil Glasgow the secretary replies as fol-
lows:-"1. Tle great increase of labor-
saving macbincry. 2. The systei of rim-
ning tliat maclinery 24 heurs par day
wyhenever an order is booked, andalso
systenatie overtime, by this means rush-
ing work out in half the tine, and though
if increases the vages of the workmuen for
a short periol, only ends in enforced idle-
iess for a longer period. AIso excessive
ierdship dues on minerais." And fromn
Htartlepool the answer to thesaine cjuestion
also is "over-production, overtine and
piece-wrk." 'j'lie secretary at Sunderland
states:-" The principal causes that we eau
attribute the great depression tW are-.
Over-production in good trade through the
great amnount of overtime worked. 2. The
great nunber of boys introduced into the
trade." Fron somie quarters there is re-
ported to be increased competition for cm-
ployment, owing te the agr!tltural depres-
sion, and the consequent influx of labor
fron the country to the towns is mentioned
as a cause of the depression, but if is dilli-
cuilt to understaînd this in view of the
skilled character of engineering work. The
answers fron the Boiler ilakers' and Iron
Siipbuilders' Society aire worth iotimg.
'lhey are as follows :-No. 1, froin Staning-
ley, near Leeds-" Cai only say that gene-
rally wC are very well employed lere, I

tbink that there is a botter understanding
between man,and uaster tlan.tliere mire ut
some places; the masters do net tak'e ad-
vantage of the mai as seon as trade falls
off, and the ien de net take advantage of
the masters as soon as ftrade revives by
asking fer unreasonable advances." Nc.
2, froin Stoclitonî-on-Toes:-" Tlere are ne
special causes of depression; we ouglt te
have a good chance of conmpetiing against
the world, as ere we have iron-stone
mines, coal mines, and every facility for
producing the finisied article at the most
reasonablo cost." Ii opposition to tiese
wve gef the following severely personial and
political answer froi Wlitelhaven in regard
to the causes of depression -" Lack of li-
terest taken in the town by the Lowther
party, who rule the town, and stop lis pro-
gress."

Froi Gateshead-on-ye cones a severe
denunciation cf the limited liability coin-
panies which we givo in extenso.

Where the work is cairied on under a
private lirim, the Ieads of the firn have a
-inowliedge of the businiess they have em-
barked im, and do the olliciailismî thein-
selves, and there is no interest to pay
exccpt on capital honestly invested; but it
is not so witl limited liability comnpanmios,
as there is generally a gigantic swindle in
the formation of the company, viz., if is
put into the market ct double its valie,
tlerefore, wlien it pays 5 per cent. it would
have been 10 if the proper anouint of capi-
tal lad been put into it. Thenî shareholders
ire put into an oflicial position, regardless

of their qualification for such, but simply
on accouînt of htavingsoiany shares. Tien
there is the elaborate system of book-keep-
ing, whicli entails suci ain immense quan-
tity of clerks that it is really wonderful
how they inake ends meet. Then we lave
the sinall slhareol'der using his influence
with the manager te get a friend of bis a
job ini the wiorks. The manager orders the
foreman te employ the nan, regardless of
whether the mnan is qualified for the work
lie is sent to perfori, and must he kept on,
even though a good workman lias te be
sacrificed to make a place for him. ien
when a custoner comes to look after work,
there is so muich red-tapeisn to go through
tliat lie becomes disgusted,"

At Dudley trade is said to be depressed,
owing to the high railway tariff-a cause
rcferred to a niumber of times. Slieflield
trade continues te suffer fron the fraudu-
lent use of marks and brands. It was
suggested that all goods should be stamped
with the naker's name in addition te the
qiaiity,anid that the bona fides of the latter
should b enforced by sullicient penalties.

palnies, witi have overstocked the rmarket,
wiile, at tihe sRaine time, the market for
Engli sh gooils ias been cuirtiailed by hostile
tarils. An important wi tness said shop-
kcopeis and oti ers coiplained and tilked
abouit losing nionev s niply froin a iabit
of, talkiig tiat wIy, wIetier things were
good or IbaI. llis strong feeling was tibat
miaiiy woie doing h etter thairn they were 20
years ago. Shopkeepers in Laiiicashirce
certaintly kept lietter shops and lived in
butter hoisis, and in more coifort gene-
rally, ithanî It any tiie witiin iis recollec-
tion.

For seaside or connirtry wearsfor siiall
boys tihe imost isefil fr everyday use

are suits of ginghan, liien, blue apron-
check, navy blue cainvas, light fininel or
the serges. These are usiadly made up in
one-piece suits for the sinaller boys, and in
kilt snits for the next grade older. These
little dresses are now made vith ia yoke,
and cither one box-plaiit down tie niddle
of tie back or else one on each side of the
iiddle ; otlier saiple flnes show five box-
plaits both in front and back, or two in tie
front and three in the back. These plaits
inay be cither solid or have the ainterial
cut out underneath, the last style being
preferred, as it makes the w'aist cooler.
The pîlaits are stitcled down to the w'aist
flne, and the fullness below the waist
iakes the skirt, the dress hîaving eithrer a

plain hein or siowinig several tucks above
it. Double-breasted dresses are also wvornr
laviig two rbws of buttons, metal if on
woollen gOods, and pearl or bone when on
washing iateiial, but these are regarded
as old-Iashioned and are not soglit after.
Otier styles sihow long ialf-fittinig waists
and straigit skirts in rilt-plaits set on, the
skirt being either aitogether plain or iav-
ing two or mure tuicks about an incl wide.
Thrse sis,i ifi iavy bile canivais and
braided id ti wirihite Russia or .lerculos
braiid, are veryt neat and shiowy, as well aIs
comt paratively inaexpenisive.

For olider or larger boys, kilt snits of
serge, fiannel, camnel's hlair or otier liglit
w-ool fabrics are very appropriate. The
kilt is laid iii deepi plaits witi usually a
very wide box-plait in front, the coat beingL,
eitier single or double-breasted ; shoild i
vest bu woir, the sides of the coat should
be slighitly cut awary ieiow the waist line.
Tins year's styles differ froi last year in
the fact tiat there aire no collars on any of
the iew coatts, as the collar of tie shirt
waist upon which the skirt is burattondcl is
intended te bu turned over the neck of
the coat in the Eloin style, the necck being
usually citier bound or. faced with braid.
Coats and kilts of cheviot or ilannaîel, aiid of
thiick browin and gray linenîî are shrownr for
country varr, while for fashionable vater-
iig places jackets and kilts of cord piqué or
fine linren duck, worn wiith blouse waists of
file camIribric, haviig ruilles at. fle nîeck
and wrists, are very iretty inîd stylish.
'l'ie kilt is attached to ai half-itting under-
waist, and the blouse falls over it fromn he-
îneatih the jacket, which reaches to the
waist onlty.

For little girls, pekins, choquered wasl-
inrg ruaterials, zephyrs, batistes and ser-
suickers aire uîsed, slii i patierns and very
dliate coliriigs being preferied. 'hiese
dresses are made with short full skirts
and1î1 long bodices, plaiin ai the back but
full in ihe front iid Iastenaed doni ihe left
side Iuider ai band of colored eibroidory.
This hand is carried to the eicle of tIre
skirt, the join betveen tic bodice and the
skirt, beiig covered by aI sinilar band. A

novelty this season are the sleeves which
may either be made of an entirely differ-
ent fabric and pattern te the skirt, or may
match the bodice froi the elbow up, the
lower part from the elbow te the wrist
natching the triomming of the dress. The

Grotchien frocks have fIl tucked skirts,
the round waisted blodicebeing put on over
a guimpe of white or other color harmonoiz-
ing with the frock.

For older girls, bodices are generally
long, and imany styles are now made tight-
fitting at the back, while in front they open
over a full plastron of surah. (ter styles
are cut out in heart-slraipe te show a finely
plaited or gathered chemisette mounted on
a plain collar band. Velvet yokes, revers
and collars are aise fashionable, and shoul-
der tabs or epaulets of ribbon are much
worn. For these dresses cream wool, or
silk and wool, fabrics in conbination with
pink, bue or garet surah and veIvet
seem ta be most used.

For ladies seaide dresses the Norfolk or
plaited bodice, the surplice bodice, and the
gatLhered bodice sceei te be the favorites,
but there is but little novelty in the miak-
ing of these dresses, the prevailing tend-
enîcy appearing te be in the direction of
collecting and retainiîng the best models of
the past fcw years, VIile there seems te
liave been no0 itteimpt made te crate new
cires. Roughly speaking, cotton fatries
a re usurally made up full in the waist
woollen fabrics plain, but, if flannel,
plaited. The skirts are straight, plaited,
or gathered full at the back, and show a
short simple drapery across the front or
folded at the sides. A noticeable point is
that wherever a contrast is required solid
colons are used, and that figured combina-
tions have largely disappeared. The
laveuse or fish-wife costume for boatinrg,
tennis or mnîouiitain cliibing, continues in
high lavor, and i deep marine blue and
creani white or Admiral blue and Neapo-
litai red, the dress is most picturesque
and ihecoiniirg. The skirt is kilted te aI
deep hip yoke, and in many dresses the
kilts aire se arranged as to display a plait-
ing of the contrasting color beneath. Sou-
tache emsbroidery or strarigit rows of silk
braid are ursed oni the tunie, the broad
sailor collar, and the deep turnsed-back
culfs.

Cotton erape dresses are also coming te
tie front, the deep rich shade of red in
which it cones being very beconing,
while the mnaterial is beauîtifunlly soft and
pliable, aiid doces not retainr its creases like
moist other cotton fabrics. White woollen
dresses also forrm a imarked featuro in
stnter toilets. 'licy are uisuially tailor
made, and have but little triiming; kilts,
smral tucks or braid being the choice.
Cainó's-hair goods, twilled serges, pilots
and bison clotis are the favorite fabrics.

In order te b prepared for the cold raw
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days often met with at seaside resorts, no
ladies outfit is complete without a long
comfortable wrap of some sort. With
some trifling variations the Newmarket
will be the standard long wrap of the sea-
son, the Chesterfield raglan and the Jersey
redingote being its two most popular
rivals. For young ladies wien boating,
etc., te jacket comes to the front, and
nine-tentls of the tnew jackets are tmtade of
clecked, dotted or bouclé cloths, with a
short vest front, longer jacket, sides coat
nd back, and ornamented with narrow
braid or rows of stitching with large fancy
buttons..

Bathing dresses are mostly blue flannel
or jersey, but the latter are decidedly the
favorite. Biue, with white Bonnaz em-
broidery stripes round th sk-irt, belt, col-
lar and cuffs, seom Vo sell the best, but
black and white, iaroon and other colors
are called for. Prices rantge from $2.50 to
,7. Swiss-ribbed jersey undervests of silk
and w'ool in alternate rows and alternate
colors have sold very well; blue and white,
pink and blue, salnon and wite, and
white and viite are the best selling colors.
Tiey retail at $2.50 for higli nteck and
short sleeves, or twenty-five cents cheaper
if with low nteek and without sleeves.

Somtte very pretty lawn tennis costumes
for the seaside, made in striped cottons,
such as grey-blue and white, or red and
whiie, are show-n. They have overdresses
of grey or white coarse linen, and are made
with low round butehers' bibs, suspended
by a strap round the neck and attached to
to wide side-pantels over the straiglt striped
dress, :nd are made fuil, but innocent of
ilountice or drapery. A pretty grey cotton
tennis costute was trimmed with bine and
white stripes cnt on the cross, the band
abouit three inches deep placed just above
te let ; the fuli vest set in a little round

yolke, top and botton, and fttislied withli
two narrow bands of the striped material,
with a wider strip outlining it and forming
te waist.

it this connection it tnay be noticed tiat
ail itew costumes show a narked diminu-
fion in the size of the tournure; not that
skzirts are worn contpletely plain, but that
they. are much less puffed out tian former-
ly, more especially at the foot. The tour.
tmire is stilI mttarked at the waist line in
order to give it a more elegant appearance,
butt below this it falls quita plain, jusI
spporting ithe dress, without any of the
bugintg ont So noticeable Iast season.

NEWFOUNDLAND FISIERIES.
Accoutttîs from Newfounidland show thal

te prevailinig delression among fisi con
smmtting countrics htas not altogether proved
ai unixed evil to the Newfoundland
fisiernen since we leara that it lias com
lPelled them to abandon their prlnitiv
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and slovenly nethods of cutring, and to
produce an article of fish equally well
cured and prepared for the market with
those of their Frencht and Norwegian
rivals.

For many years past the cure of herrings
and codfisi in Labrador ias been most
discreditable, and last season, principally
owing to the unfavorable weather prevail-
ing during the tine of curing, exporters
lost heavily, many cargoes being abso-
lutely unsaleable fron their wretched pre-
paration for the market. Never before
lias te necessity for the strictest super-
vision of the cure beent so thoroughly imtt-
pressed upon the merchants, and this year,
stutng by the heavy losses they incutrred
throughl neglect of this important point
last seasan, circulars have been issued by
all the leading houses to their fisiermien
establishing stritngent regulations forthe
cure of fisi, and threatening then with the
abandonnent of the Labrador fishtery un-
less these regulations are strictly complied
with. It is stated that tnany firmus have
also notified the dealers that ithe accountt of
every one wlio fails to carry out their regu-
lations and produce properly cured fislh
will be at once closed, and altogether it is
evident that the vital necessity for more
care on this point is now thoroughly im-
pressed on the minds of the supply iouses

The pritnciple cause for this mnarked de-
terioration in the cure of our fish appears
to have been the reckless competition and
careless inspection of the supplying iouses.
The supplies having been once advanced to
the fislhermen, without any restriction as
to cure or proper supervision of the pro-
cess, in order to obtain payment therefor,
it becamte necessary to accept the fist no
matter iow htastily or carelessly cured, and
it is the foisting of this badly prepared arti-
cle on the European market that lias given
Newfouttdlantd fisi that low character in
foreign coutntries which, it is feared, it will
take some ute to remove. Now that the
mtatter ias touched the mnerchants in that
most sensitive part of the mercantile
framte, the pocket, vigorous measures will
be taken, no doubt, to renove the evil, and
it is to be htoped that, in the ietar future,
Canadian fisi will be able to compete with
the best of the French and Norwegian
cure.

Serious depression is aiso reporte.d amtontg
the French fisiermen, and advices fromn
St. Pierre Miquelon state that green codfisi
is selling thtere at 9 francs per quintal,
against 14 francs last year, and 19 and 20
francs per quintal in 1864. This is a most
serious fall in price, and when the flet is
taken into consideration tiat the markets
in France are also much depressed, and
tat the stocks left over from last year are

large, the outlook nust be called a gloomy
cie. Varions reasons are assigned for this
state of affairs, but there seems to be no

doubt that Vhe principal cause is that far
too many vessels are now engaged in the
trade. For the last two or three years the
French bank fishery lias been uuusually
successful, and as, at the saine timue, prices
have ruled high, and a bounty of eiglt and
sixpence sterling per quintal of fish sent to
foreign markets was allowed, the profits
were very considerable. The natural con-
sequence was that the attention of capita-
lists was directed to the fislieries, nnmbers
of new vessels were lastily added to the
French fishing fleet, more muen vere ema-
ployed, and the inevitable result was that
the business was overdone. The market
became glutted vith fisi, prices fell 50 per
cent., and now we hear that the Bordeaux
buyers are determined to wvithdraw nearly
one half of the vesse]s now employed in
the fisliery, and to use their surplus capital
elsewhere.

This step will, it is hoped, once more
bring the supply and demand to a more
equal balance, bat it is hardly likely that
any improvemuent in prices will bc felt this
season. The INorwegi an catch is very
large, and the overstocked markets of
France, assisted by the bounty, will furnish
much of the supply of Spanish and Mcdi-
terranean points. The only gleam of sun-
shine is the news that the commercial
treaty betweenî England and Spain lias at
last been ratified. The removal of the
differenîtial duty of liaif a dollar per quintal
imposed on Canadian fisi enteriiig Spanish
ports vill be very welcoime, and vill enable
our fisih proutiets, hitierto leavily handi-
capped, to stand on a more equal basis
with tiose of our European rivals.

THE BANK OF COMMERCE.

The annual report of the Canadian Bank
of Commerce, given elsewiere, will be read
witi more than uisual interest, marked as
it is by the retirement of the lon. Wm.
McM\faster fromu the presidency, and the
increase in the aninber of directors from
eiglt to ton. Tlie people of Canada, the
shareholders particularly, bad grown so
accustomed to associale the success of the
bank witIh tie personality of its president,
with lis long career of ulsefulness and
reputation for practical wisdom, that te
likelihood of hi retirement, ere many years,
from the active duties of his position was
left entirely out of sigbt. In the election
of Mr. Henry J. Darling, president of the
Toronto Board of Jrade, to succeed hia
the board have chosen one of the leading
merchants of the city, and one whose in,
timate knowledge of business eminently
fits hi for the positidn. Mr. Darling be-
longs to a family all te inembers of which
have been distinguisied for their strict in-
tegrity and practical . business sagacity.
His utterances at tile meetings of te
Board of Trade and on othier important
occasions, stamp him as a man of no ordin-
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ary ability, and have lopg siice marked
himîî ouit ns a leader in whatever pertains
to the buiiinessu velrare of tho coinuinity.

Otherwise,
they mcigLt wisely alloiw it to carry its own
insurance, rather than permit il to Overbear
the general rie of average loss.

Ta mîoving this resoluition, the Presidenît
lioke ais foillows:t-

Thle information witi reference to the posi-
tion of the lainki, which it is the dlity of the
Directors to lay before tlie Shareliolders, ont
lthe occasion of tlie anial tneettng, las been
so futlly set forth, in lie reportt and accom-

ntyinîg faincialsltten, that I have but
little to add. You may, lowever, desire
fiirtlier particulars with reference to lite coni-
siderations tIat inluelnced the Directors in
deciding t redtiuce the dividend ta seven per
cent., which shall be readily given.

Oir fosses on current business during the
laist ind previois twelve months, were con-
paratively simili, and the earnIîings of the yedi-
thit closed in June wre suficient for an
tiglit per cent dividend, whicli, under lte
ciretutanies tmiglit have been paid. In
order Io get a correct understanding ns' te
htow our position bectne soimewhat changcd,
il itecessary to refer specially to certain
liabilities whicl tirined out very differently
from vhai, we liad reason to expect. Wlen
atlliniig in fast year's report to the transfer
of 875,000 to contingent accoint, meîcrensinîg
tl fmlid toSa50,000, we iitiiated thai this

was done for the purpose of covering the loss
on lite British Canadian Timber and Limber

lmipaity's aecoint, and somte other matters
oi former ycars still in process of liquidation.
At that timîe tlie principal security ield for
lthe Timber and Liimtber accoutnt consislted o
7G5 mtiles of timber ilimits in tlie Province of

ebjec, which were represented by the con-
pany as being wort $700,000, together with
sHtiores of various kinds estiiated at $100,000
Somte lte after ltese assets passed into the
handîls Of trUstees appointed to manage the
bsiness anid if iecessary to wind it up. The>
estilatd lite 'value Of the limits, ilcluding
soute stores, at $250,000. Thtese limits were
stbseqtently sold by publie auction in Otta,

wa, where the audience was large and the
biddinîg spirited], ait a price thtt netted $158,-
640. One portion of this was claimited by an- i
other banik and one by the holders of deben- i
turcs in Scotland. The result iras thtat inustead
of there beinîg a considerable amîtount of the
contingent fund tiwailable for oiter purposes I
it fell short of covering the debt of the Tin- b
ber and Lumber Company alone. 1

Another liability to which allusion lias
been made arose witi certain accouats which i
had for years been conducted in a satisfac- t
tory maniner. Thie parties wecre uniforimly f
reportei to be highly respectable, and to be
possessei of large means, and were in fact lier- t
fectly responsible for sucli facilities is the C
Bank at any time afforded thtemo, provided
these hai been emplioyed in the legitinate
channels of their ordinary business. It was,
however, discovered that during lie period of
wild speculation in the Norhli-West, they had -
become parties to large ventures in Winnipeg
property aîdI North-West land and land
securities, and iad used the Bank's means for t
these purposes. Upon the denand of the
Bank, the debtors fuiriisied security princi- 1
pàlly on reail estate in Manitoba and Ontario,
which to all appearince ai the tite, afforded 1
reasonable miargii over and above the Bank's
claim. Btkt the utter collapse of values it tlie
North-West andl the depreciation thait ensued
li the price of property in the western part of
Ontario, espLeiilly in the towns, renîdered
the process of liquidation tediouîs and very
disappointing, and the ultiimtute result was
that a considerable loss lias been sustained.

We took credit to ourselves at à former
meeting for declininig t respond to maniy
urgent applications to open branches in Win-
ttipeg and other places in Manitoba, whici we
did, believintg tit until the North-West bo-
camte more of an exporting country, there was
no legitimate business for the number of
banks that hal aiready opented there. But
while our policy saved the Bank from direct
losses in Manitoba, we bave not entircly es-
ciped the unfortunate results that overtook
the parties who, regardcless of the consequenl-
ces to othons, speculated largely in that coun-
try.

Now, gentlemen, looking to this loss, look-
ing alsoe to tle fact that the contingent fund
was entirely absorbed by the Tisber & Lun-
ber Companîy's account, leing lite accuinits
referred to ii last year's report as being lit
liquidation t tunprovidied for, looking also to
the reduction in the rate of interest. and the
downward tendency of mîontey generally. I
cannot ieip thining thai oi reflection you
wmill regard the action of the Directors in re-
ducing the dividend and making provision for
hadl and doubtful debts uts beingjudicious and
Wise nider the circumustances.

In dealing iith the appropriations, two
classes of debts, bad and doubtfui, lhid ta bc
considered. Fron the former little, if any-
thing can b expected. Froi the latter con-
siderable mîay be secured, as the Directors in
lteir deterntion ta make the miost ample

provision for losses, have probably estimated
soue of the items beiow their value

Witi reference lo the $150,000 placed at
tlie credit of the contingent accouint, this I
regard as being a very desirable appropria-
tion, as, in the absence of suci a fund, the
natural tendency of the management is te de-
lay dealing witi doubtfut accoints, hoping
that they may improve. In most cases, how-
ever, the reverse is the result.

.A word with. reference to ar business in
Chicago. When we first opened there, the
rate of interest rulted froua 8 to 9 per cent.,
but Chicago having become ta a great extent
the centre of financial operitions for the
-'ester Statesj rnoney is almost as cheap

bere as in New York: and if the Govern-
ment tax be added to the ordiinary expenses,
t will be found as stated'in the report, that
unless a mucli larger anaount of the Bank's
Capital were assigied to the agents in Chi-
cago than the Directors deened it prudent to
lace there, the profits could not bc nade to

bcar any reasonable proportion ta the cx-
penses.

H1aving referred to the different subjecis of
nmportance enbracod iii the Report, I desire
o maike an anniouniceient bearing upon my
uture individual relations to the Bank.

Admoiiished by mîîy advancing years and
lie state of mîy iealth, of the n ecessity of
comparative rest, I bave decided to withdraw
frotm the presideney of the Baink. t do so with
the less hesitation, inasmucli as the position
of the Bank's affairs wvill, I feel assured, satisfy
all reasonable anticipations on the part of the
Shareholders, who may look forward to its
future writh every confidence. I aim a large
holder of lie Bank's shares, but apart fron
this consideration, in view of mny long connee-
Lion with the institution, I will always feel a
lively interest in its suiccess, and if my expe-
rience is regarded of any value to the Share-
holders, they can have my services as a direc-
tor so long as my letalth permnits. But I shall
refer to this sub.ject more fully ai a further
stage of the proceedings, whein I propose to
mtove ain imnendmenut to ole of Our by-laws,
with a view to the strengthening of the Board.
