It cries, poor, thing ; therefore how ridiculous
to baptize'it! It plaolks. the ‘preacher’s gown,
or chuckles or coos in the preacher’s arms;
thergfore, ; how Alas!.g to. admit. it _into -the
covenant! For myself, let ine say that whon I

is something more than an infant, it is hAuman-
ity ; it is an heir of Christ's immortality. If
there be any who can langh at an infant and
mock its weakness, they have no right to baptize
and consecrate it, and give so mean a thing to
God. God Himself baptizes only the great
trees, does He ever baptize a daisy? He en-
riches Lebanon and Bashan with rain, but did
he ever hang the dew of the morning upon the
shrinking rose? . The child does not
understand the alphabet, do not teach it; the
child does not understand language, do not
teach if; the child does not understand the
Lord's Prayer, do not teach it. You say the
child will understand by and by; exactly so;
that answer is good ; and by and by the child
will understand that it was baptized in the Name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost, three persongin one God.”

‘Wipe CHUROEMANSHIP,—In a recent sermon
the Bishop of Lincoln (Dr. King) said they
shounld ask themselves wHY they were Church-
men, They were not merely members of an
old and splendid society, with a magnificent
history which hed conferred great benefits on
mankind, but by being members of the Church

-they were in a sphere in which God came into
-the: closest oovendnt with men.. ~The Church was
-even- wider ‘than "humanity, and he feared that
'many did not realize their position as Church-

men; and talked of the Church and sacraments
nat as part of our belief as Christians, but as
something to- be contrasted with or instead of
faith:in spiritual religion. The coldness of the
Church iz John Wesley's time almost compelled
him 'to boild chapels where there might he
warmth, ‘contact,“touch; and the same led to
the Primitive Methodist secession. The Church
said,: “Dearly beloved brethren,” and their be-
loved brethren never spoke to one another. In
this .upheaving day of progress—which he
would  not "desire to retard—they must as
Churchinen learn something of the spirit of
Iove and sympathy, notwithstanding the divi-
sions-of class and wealth. Zealous Churchmen
were too often apt to be narrow Churchman.

Tre Canismras ORDINATIONS IN ENGLAND.—
From: the statistics compiled by Mr. Armfleld,
it appears there were 640 candidates in all, of
whom 331 wore ordained deacons and 309
riests. Of these 205 wers graduates of Cam-
ridge, 180 of Oxford (the average of the past
few years), 27 of Dublin, 34 of Durham, 11 of
Lampeter, 9 of London, and 16 of King’s Col-
lege, London. Of theremainder, 20 candidates
presented themselves from Lichfield Theologi-
cal College, 17 from St. Bees, 10 from Trure,
and 16 from St. Aidan's, Birkenhead, Mr. Arm-
field sums up his returns on the pasi year by
saying that: “From all these figures it may be
gathered that, notwithstanding the fears that
have been entertained, the Church is, atthe
present moment, gaining rather than losing
ground, in regard both to the numerical supply
of clergy and to the QuaLITY of their prepara-
tion for the work.” ‘

CATHEDRAL, LONDON, ENGLAND,

" Of all the musical festivals which have been
held in English cathedrals during the Iast
thirty years, none has attained more eminence
than the annual dedication festival at St.
Paul's Cathedral, This festival has assumed
its presont proportions under the management
of the eminent Churchmen who have of late
years ruled St. Paul's, viz, Dean Church,
Canon Liddon, Canon Gregory, Canon Light-
foot (now Bishop of Durham), Canon Stubbs
(now Bishop of Chester), and the famous
musical composer, Dr. Stainer, a3 organist and
conductor. The service, which is strictly ru-
brical, consists of the Choral Evensong ef the
Anglican Church, with an elaborate anthem,
usually an oratorio, occupying mnearly two
hours. One of these beautiful and impressive
services bas just been held, and is thus de-
scribed in ap English Church paper :—

“ At Evensong the Anthem was, as has been
customary for many years now, a selection
from Mendelssohn's oratorio of ‘St. Paul,’ ren-
dered with all the skill of a well-trained choir
and orchestra, A secular paper remarks that
‘simple curiosity respecting the eoffect of the
oratorio in St. Paul's must long since have
been satisfied, and if devotion be not the sole
object of some of those attending this impres-
sive service, at least the outward show of re-
verence is strictly preserved, even by such pex-
sons ag are not often to be found at a place of
worship unless some special attraction in the
way of music or of oratorical display be offer-
ed’ The selection, occupying abort an hour

and a quarter of the two hours' service, was|P

identical with that of preceding years, The
‘conversion ' passages, commencing with No.
14, and ending with the magnificent chorus,
€O great is the depth’ at the close of the first
part, wore given in their entirety. From the
second part, the selections chosen were the
olection of Paul and Barnabas to be ambassa-
dors to spread Christianity abroad, the air, ‘ Be
thou faithful unto death,’ and the farewell of
Paul to the elders of the Church at Ephesus.
The orchestrn was placed outside the choir
rails, with Dr. Stainer conducting from the
lectern, with the auxiliary choirs on either
side. The prayers were intoned by the Rev,
W. H. Milman, and the Lessons were read by
the Rev. J. Macnamara, The proger psalms—
eX., exii., and cxlvil.—were sung to three dif-
ferent chants, the organ only accompanying
the verses, but the whole orchestral force com-
ing in with splendid effect in the ‘ Glorias.’
After the clergy had taken their seats, the
overture to ‘St. Paul’ was played. We need
scarcely add that the whole rendering was
worthy the roputation of St. Paul's—a reputa-
tion which has become as much noted for its
devotional as for its musical aspect.”— Montreal
Star, Feb, 13, 1886,

[The foregoing letier was unavoidably
crowded out of last week’s GuUARDLAN,
Though we find very little making in favor of
the Services of Song as conducted in the Cathe-
dral here, wo publish it; but with it close the
discussion for the present, simply pointing out
(1) tho fact that the service in St. Paul's is
said to have boen “strictly rubrical” consist-
ing of the Choral Evensong of, the Anglican
Church, and not the unrubrieal and unauthor-
ized so-called- service in- vogue here; and (2)
that it is pure assumption to suppose that be-
cause one oratorio took place in old Christ
Church on Notre Dame street during Dean
Bethune's time, Ae was in favor of it. We

have tho best authority for saying that he did

not -feel very: kindly ‘towards .the innovation
referred to, and refused to allow like perform-
ances in the present Cathedral. We would
not, however, be understood as assenting to
the services at St. Paul's.—E».] ‘

MUSICAL SERVICES.

Dear Sme,—I am with you entirely in your
views with regard to “Services of Song.” Let
us have musical festivals as often and as good
ag they can be got up; but let us keep God’s
Houses for worship. In Norwich the great fes-
fival is held in St. Andrew's Hall; in Birming-
ham, in the celebrated Town Hall, in which
Eljjah was first produced. In Liverpool, St.
George's Hall affords an excellent opportunity
for such gatherings. It istrue that the “Three
Cathedrals "—Worcester, Gloucester and Here-
ford—are opened for such fostivals, but they
are carefully kept from profanation, and even
then ave greatly objected to by many pious
Churchmen, although they produce about
£1,000 a year for the widows and orphans of
the clergy.

A magnificont opportunity will be afforded
this year for the authorities of Montreal Cathe-
dral to show what real Cathedral wourship is
and always should be. The Provincial Synod
will meet ir September (D.V.), and an im-
mense amount of good will be done if the dele-
gates from the various dioceses becorie en-
amoured of real musical worship, such as one
gots in St. Paul’s and elsewhere, .

[The very form of words used in the Rubric,
deliver “into the hands,” seems to authorize
the custom referred to. If our correspondent
will look at “ Wheatly on the Book of Com.
mon Prayer,” at p. 303, where he refers to
the Rubric regarding the Form of Administra-
tion of the Elements, he will find the follow-
ing :—“Thc Rubric further directs that the
Communion must be delivered both to the
clergy and laity, into their hands, which was
the most primitive and ancient way of receiv-
ing. In St Cyril's time they received it into
the hollow of their right hand, holding their
left hand under their right in the form of a
cross,” and the author gives references. Again
in “Bingham’s Antiquities of the Christian
Church,” vol. 2, p. 823, sec. 7, the matter is
referred to, and the whole burden of -the
writer's remarks is in favor of the rule refer-
red to by our correspondent, and he refers to
the divection given by the Couneil of Trullo,
“ordering all persons to receive the Commu-
nion in their own hands set in the form of a
cross,” as appointed in Cyril's Citations, and
others before them. Other authorities might be
cited, but this ought to suffice to show that
our esteemed correspondent’s statement “bare
assertion” is not quite correct, The matter,
however, is one of decency and reverence, de-
pending much upon the individual pastor and
the recipient : one of the same class as the far-
ther rubrical direction that if any of the conse-
crated bread and wine remain the *Priest and
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guch other of the communicants as he shall
then call unto him shall, immediately after the

‘the Apostles’ time there have heen these orders
of Ministers in Christ's Church, Bishops, Priests
and Deacons; which offices were everm.ore had
in such reverend estimation,” &e. :

"Our Bishops need to be on the
watch against candidates for Holy Orders from
other raligious bodies, lest they only come in
for the purpose and in hopes of spreading errors
in our Church—errors which they profess to
have abandoned. .

There is no requirement in the existing con-
stitution of the Montreal Diocesan Theologicnl
College that'any of the clerical members of the
Board of Govornors, or of the corporation, or
of tho lay membars, should bo identified with
the Dioccse of Montreal, by residence or other-
wise; and there is not oven & neccessity that
any or nll of these lay membors of tho Board of
Govornors should be communicants of the
Chuvch of England. This Church, by its very
oxistence, embodies the ancient fuct and maxim
since the opening of the sccond century, ““ No
Church without a Bishop,” andnecessarily and
equally that of Tgnatius, *“ Do nothing without
tho Bishop; ” and no institution denying this
first principle of Episcopacy is justificd in the
torm ¢ Diocesan,” nor entitled to asic privi-
leges ag reprosenting tho Church of England.

THE DECAY OF REVERENCE.

——

That there ia less reverence for sacred things
and persons now-z-days than there used to be
in our youth is a fact which few middle-aged
persons will dispute. Even those examples
which might be quoted to the contrary will,
we think, be reslly found to belong to the
game side of tho question as the more open
scoff and wanton ribaldry of which the present
day is full. Much of the most popular Ameri-
can humor derives its force from the ludicrous
aspect which it throws around sacred things.
Magazines, otherwise irreproachable in their
ocontents, devote whole columus to this doubt-
fal kind of literature. Newspapers abound in
it, It may not he unprofitable for us to ask
why this is 0. Why is the suggestion of an
anachronism, the mixture of modern circur-
stances with ancient sacred history, thought so
very comic ? -

It is, wo believe, first, from want of belief in
that past. So long as it is kept under a veil of
decorous mistiness, it is all very well. The
people of “Bible times ” do not troubls one at
all. They are to many persons a8 mythical as
the knights and dames of the Round Table
logends. But once bring them into reality,
onoce suggest that they were living, suffering, |a
struggling men like ourselves, and the average

mind is shocked. And ‘next, we hold that. the
inordinate self-conceit of - the ‘present agé has
gomething to do w1th this, It swells with fan-
cied superiority to all that precedmg ages
have held moat sacred.

. And, lastly, we are of opinion that we can
trace this vice to still another source. Those
who most offend are often the very persons
who should gusrd the popular reverence, but
who are usmg their scholarship; ingenuity
and ability to destroy it. We' are toid by the
greatest of Roman orators that in his day two
augurs could not look each other in the face
without laughing. The same resson obtains
here. A large part of the religion of the pre-
sont day is in the keeping of men who have
made it. They have been trained to the manu-
facture of standards of belief. The highest
premiums have been offered for originality of
views and vigor of statement. The idea of a
revelation has been merged in that of & dis-
covery. Scripture has been changed from a
record into an oracle, and men have exercised
their ingenuity in reading that oracle accord-
ing to their own devices, And the result is
found in this spirit of derision which pervades
the secular press and the utterances of many
who claim to be theleaders of modern thought.

THE NEW BISHOP OF MANCHESTER.

A very unusual, but not we know ar alto-
gether unprecedented course, has been adopted
to obtain & successor to Bishop Fraser at Man-
chester. It appears, for reasons which have
not boen made public, that no clergyman
among the thousands in England could be
found either ready to accept or to worthily fill
the vacant See. What the Church at home
could not supply, the Colonial Church is able,
and has béen called upon to furnish. Dr.
Moorhouse, Bishop of Melbourne, has been
offered and accepted the Bishopric of Man-
chester., Of his ability to prove a worthy suc-
cesgor to Bishop Fraser we say nothing, We
have not the advantage of knowing him per-
sonally, nor indecd have we followed very par-
ticularly the course and work of his Episco-
pate, though from the references that we have
seen to and of his work, we are ready to en-
dorse all the high encomiums that have been
passed upon him. What concerns ourselves,
and what we feel most keenly, is the fact that
an English See has agnin heen placed in com-
potition with a Colonial one, to the disadvan-
tage of the latter, and that thereby the Colonial
Church has, we venture fo think, been unjustly
deprived of one of her ablest prelates.

It is a notorious feet—might we not almost
use the term scandal >—that there are now in
England eome eighteen or twenty Bishops
who have resigned Bishoprics in the Colonial
Church, as though, for some reason or other, &
Colonial Bishopric was not worthy of high
regard. And now, by the new appointment
to Manchester, we cannot but think that an-
other blow has been struck at the prestige and
dignity of that Church. The Colonial Church,
as a Branch of Christ’s Catholic Church, is
surely as worthy of ability and piety, a.nd of
all high gifts and graces, as the Church at
home. The Colonial Bishoprie cannot farnish

stately palace, a venerable cathedral, or a
seat in the House of Parliament, but she can

furnish more than hor Dmne Master had

| while prosecuting His great work, We are

slow to think that: the temporal advantages of
an Eoglish See, and the delights of English
life, warp the judgment; sll we can say is,
things look as if they did. It seems to be for-
gotten by the Church at. home, or at least by
the Prime Minister, that the Colonial Church
will always need ripe scholarship, mature wis-
dom, and, above all, vigorous and manly enter-
prise in her Episcopate, in order to fulfil her
mission in new ‘countries, and under circum-
stances often exceptionally difficult.

It was a sad day, we think, for New Zealand
when the great Bishop Selwyn lef} its shores;
it will be, we fear, a sad day for Melbourne
when Bishop Moorhouse embarks for his new
see. Manchester may rejoice, and Engiand
may be glad ; but the Colonial C‘huroh will be

cast into gloom,

THE WEEKLY OFFERTORY.

The Offertory is, in every pomt of view, the
most fitting as well as the most seriptural mode
of making our offerings to God, out of the
worldly goods with which He has blessed us,

The duty of serving God with our substance
is distinctly enjoined mpon us by Holy Scnp-

ure:

“TUpon the first day of the week, let every
one of you lay by him in store, ag G-od has pros-
pered him."—1 Cor. xvi. 2.

“To do good and to communicate forget not ;
for with such sacrifices God is well plessed "

Heb. xiii. 16.”
“Bring_an offering, and come into Hm

courts"—Ps. xevi, 8,
« Be mercifnl after thy wer, If thou hast
thon hast little, do

much, give plenteously; i
thy d1l:gence gladly to give of that little for go
gatherest thou thyself a good rewu.rd in the day
of necessity.”—Tobit iv.

Thus, while we are taught that it is the duty
of all to make these sacrifices. the Offertory,
without any appearance of exaction, affords an
opportunity to the poor of offering their mite.
And it is to be observed that the Apostle avoids
being burdensome; he says not, give “ so much”
or “so much,” but whatsoever ye may have
been prospered in, whether much or little; sig-
nifying that the -supply is of God. And not
only so, but also, by his not enjoining them to
deposit all at once, he makes his counsel easy,
since the gathering by little and little hinders
all perception of the burden and' the cost.

Nor is the performance of the duty without
its reward:

“There is that scattereth, and yetinoreaseth;
and there is that withholdeth more than is mest,
but it tendeth to poverty.”—Prov. xi. 34..

*“ He that hath glt:y upon the poor lendeth
unto the Liord ; and look, what he layeth out,
it shall be pmd him again.”—Prov, xix. Prayer
Book Version.

“He which soweth bountifully shall alsoresp
bountifnlly.”—2nd Cor, ix. 6.

The Offertory, moreover, on account of its

simplicity and its success recommends itself to
adoption. Wherever it has been fairly tried it

has proved the most effectual means of raising
the fands which, besides alms for the relief of
the poor, are required for all Church purposes
in the absence of Cflurch rates snd of endow.
ment. Compare, with this simple- method of
collection, the complicated and expensive.ms-

chinery which has to be put into motion.when
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subscriptions have to be collécted during bu-
siness-hours ‘in the course of. the woek; a gys-
tem which deprives the contributor of the feeling
that he is performing an act of devotion or of
sacrifice. The very fact, too, of a fixed sum in
the latter case applied for has the effact of re-
straining the liberality, which the frequent
opportunity of giving afforded by the Offertory
is invariably found to excite, both in rich and
poor,—for the one is a formal the other a vol-
untary act.

The custom of giving weekly, which was en-
joined by St. Paul on the Church of Corinth, is
still the rule of the Church of England, though
from various causes it has fallen into compara-
tively disuse ; and it behooves all who love the
Church to endeavor to return to this rule and
to revive these offerings, which were originally
applied to all Church purposes, including the
maintenance of the clergy, the relief of the poor
and the expenses of Divine worship.

Do we not testify our gratitute to sn earthly
benefactor by a present? How much more
fitting and right, thien, is it that we should, at
the time of prayer and praise, show our thank-
fulness to Him who hath given us all thinge to
enjoy, by presenting a thank-offering on His
altar! . _

Thus at each service opportunity should not
fail to be afforded to all, young and old, servants
and masters, poor and rich, of learning to ac-

quire the habit of giving alms to God in His
own House, remembering always that * Heaven
is gained not by giving much, but by keeping
back little."—Exchange. ‘

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The new Cabinet in England is quite ** Glad-
- stonian,” and partakes of that peculiar charae-
teristic which we once heard a popular sue-
tioneer describe as an * Omnium gatherum.” It
contains, Jews, infidels and heretics; and is
headed by that ¢ Grand old Man” ‘the devout
English Churchman who reads the lessons in
his parish Church.” The Irisk Ecclesiastical
Glazette referring to the matter says: Mr. Glad-
stone, has surrounded himself in his new Gov-
ernment with the following religionists, or
" anti-religionists :—Tord Chancellor of England,
a8 Hebrew; Lord President of the Local Board,
8 Unitarian; Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, a
Presbyterian; Chief Secretary for Ireland, an
unbeliever in the existence of the Divine Being ;
First Liord of the Admiralty, s Roman Catholic.
Scotland was very faithful to Mr, Gladstone in
the last general election, and it is something
more than an accident that thereareten Scotch-
men among the new government officials in
high places.

The 4th Session of the 6th Parliament of
Canada was opened at Ottawa on the 25th in-
stant, with tho usual ceremonies. The debate
on the Address commenced on Friday after-
noon last and was concluded at the evening
Session. Those who have been expecting ter-
rible things from the little clique of # Bolters "
in the Province of Quebec, and from the coguet-
ting of some Ontario Liberals with them
must have been greatly disappointed at the tone
of the Hon, Mr. Blake's speech. This, s re.
ported in-the secular press, was not as mas-
terly as usual, The attitade of Sir John in re.

plying to the leader of theOpposition wasnot that
of ‘one who felt insecure, or who dreaded defec-
tion in the ranks of his supporters. It was on
the contrary almost defiant, He was attacked
in regard to his utterances in England on the
question of Federation, and in replying is ve-
ported to have said : The hon. gentleman (Mr,
Blake) also said that he (Sir John) wasfn favor
of an arrangement between the United King-
dom and her colonies, by which one great em-
pire might be formed that would be strong
enough to control the world inarms. [Cheers.]
That was his statement and he was prepared to
stand by it. [Renewed cheers.]

Ar the last two meetings of the Provincial
Synod, motions were made in regard to the
possibility of securing one grand Church Uni-
versity for the whole Dominion; but nothing
satisfactory, even in the way of attempting to
bring about such a desirable object, was
achieved. Since then an eoffort was made in
Ontario for a federation of Universities, on
what might be celled a secular basis. This,
we believe, has failed: and we are devoutly
thankful that it did, as any such arrangement
would have been not only detrimental to the
interests of the Church, in owr opinion, but
algo adverse to true Christian education. Why
should not the effort to bring about the federa-
tion of all the Church Uuiversities in this
Ecclesiastical Province he vigorously renewed,
and a scheme be in readiness for submission at
the next mecting of the Provincial Synod?
We are convinced that the leaders in education

1and the authorities of thedifferent Universities

would be doing & great good to the cnuso of
education and to the Church by securing this
erd. :

Miss Elizabeth Globensky, of St. Eustache, PQ., -
wag married to hor cousin, Mr. Daniel Wilson,
of 8t. Jerome, by the Rev. C, A. Doudiet, a -
Presbyterian minister] of Montreal. The mar-
riage was, at the instance of the wife's friends,
we believe, declared null and void by Bishop
Fabro, Montreal, and Archbishop Tascheresu,
Que., and it is now sought to have this dooision
confirmed by the Civil %oul‘ts. It i alloged by
plaintiff that both parties being Roman Catho-
lics their marriage must be governed hy the
laws of their own church, that the required dis- -
Eonsations for existing impediments, that can

e obtained from the church alone, were not

asked for, that bans wore not published, and
that the marringe was not performed by the
proper pastor. To this the defendant roplies”
that Rev. Mr. Doudiet, who performed the cer-
emony, is an authorized minister of the Presby-
terian Church with power to keep civil vegis-
ters; that the marriage wus legally performod
by virtue of & rezular license from the Licuten-
ant Governor of the Province; thatthe impedi-
ments reforred to are not recognized by law,
and that the decision of the two bishops was
null and void.
The chief pretension of plaintiff’s counsel
seems to be that, as to Romanists, they cannot
validly contract marriage otherwiso than bofore
a Romish priest or under special dispensation
from the Bishop or other ecclosiastical author-
ity. Defendant insists that &s the Roman faith
was not ‘‘established ” in the Province nt the
cession, but the mombers of that faith were
only protected in tho exercise of their religion,
ministers of other denominations have a right
to marry Romanists, and such mavriage is
valid in the eyes of the ecivil law. Weave in-
clined to regard this decision of the prolates
referred to 83 but another link in the chain
with which it is plainly evident many desire to
bind this Province, The contention of the
plaintiff’s counsel that tho license of the Lieu-
tenant-Governor is only required for marringes
between Protestants, if true, places the Intter
in a most invidious position, and affords 2 strong
argument for adhering to the Churchly rule of
“Banps.” The pretension, too, might suggest
enquiry and examination ss to whother our
Bishops have not equal right with those of the
Roman branch of the Church to grant dispen-
sations or licenscs,

The King completed it absolutely/

at his own cost, declining all offers
of sssistance, but making an excep-
tion only in favour of her Majesty,
who, struck by the unwonted act
of a heathen king building & Chris-
tian church, presented afont, which
. 'was placed on a slab of white mar-
ble specially selected by the King.
The Ring built also schools and a
missionary residence. The Rev. J,
B. Marks and James A. Colbech
laboured with much success at Man-
dalay till the Mission came to an
end from Theebaw's caprice. Now
that on New Year's Doy the royal
roclamation added Burmah to the
I(:lueen’s Empire the Bishop of Ran-
goon has telegraphed for threecler-
'ymen to resume the work in the
_Chureh, which has been used 2s &
State lottery office, and the clergy
house s Buddhist monastery. Apart
from Upper Burmah itself, with a
population of four millions and an
ares, lorger than Great Britain and
Treland, the Mission is of special
importance, because the Irrawaddy
is the natural highway to Western
China, and was so used for hundreds
of years till the Mahomedan out-
break in Yunnam in 1853, so that
if the Church can win for Christ the
nowly acquired torritory the hea-
thenism of the vastempire of China
will bo influencod from & new
point.

A correspondent of the Mission-
ary Herald (Amorican Board)
writes from Japan that daddhism
is breaking down much faster than
Christianity can tuke possession of
tho wrecks.” Referring to the
* Hill Country,” he says:

“In a village whore two of our
Christian brethren and I wore re-
cently preaching, there were four
priests in the audience, three of
whom were bright and thoughtfal
young men."

Aftor tho meoting they remained
to quostion the missionary. Here-
caived a firo of inforrogations for
nearly an hour; but when, in turn,
he began to question them, they
- roplied that thoy had not come for
that purpose. He pressed them,
however, 1o say whether they be-
lieved in God, or not, and one of
them gaid:  We do not know whe-
ther there is a God or not.” The
old priest dissented from this ad-
mission, but the younger men " si-
lonced him, The missionary says
this confession means ‘¢ deserted
tomples and countless sheep with-
out a shopherd.” In one place the
Buddhist temple was offered him to

reach in, by the priest himself.
EI@ hesitated to do so, thinking the
riest might not understand what
o was doing, but one of the native
Christians reassured him, saying he
had preached in the temple, and
that tho priest knew what he was
about. ‘‘He personally owns the

—_r

greater part of the temple; andsays:
that--he is getting ;,al.o,n_f' in years
and cargs very little ‘what' pl:aople
think, and if fhere'sanything better
than what he has learned - hereto-
fore, he wants to know it.” .. The
missionary, therefore, preached in
the “ Temple of the Three Monkeys™
to a large audience. ‘

T'izANGOON.

The Diocese of Rangoon (to give
rough figures) includes an area
equal to that of Great Britain and
Irveland, with a population of some
three-and-a-half millions, of whom
perhaps 20,000 may be Christians,
including Europeans.. This calcu-
lation does not include Upper Bur-
mah, but oniy the present }J))ioc'ese.

The most prominent branch of
Mission work in Rangoon is that of
which St. John’s College is the cen-
tre. It includes also Mission work
of o direct character, though its
educational work is the primary
feature. In the college there are
usually between 400 and 6500 boys
(many of them far beyoud boyhood)
undor education; of those about
three-fourths are Burmans, The
remaining fourth includes & Dioce-
san Orphanage for Burasian boys,
pumbering about 60, and a8 many
more day scholars, also of European
descent, It is a great question if
the educational work of this large
Coilege (it is the largest school in
Burmab) is not unduly prominent,
if Jooked at as a Miesionary insti-
tution. Its present Principal is &
“porn schoolmaster” of the most
remarkoble type. Go where you
will in Burmah you may meet his
“boys"; seldom. alas! Christian
by Yrofession; but by no means
wholly ignorant of Christianity.
Ho has the wonderful gift of never
forgetting them and the circum-
stances of their school career.
Their attachment to him person-
ally is great. o fairly argues that
even if the sehool appears now to
be too secular in its aim (and he
does nat ignore the question), ng
one can foretoll its effect upon the
future of Burmah. I am inclined

important; and certainly the argu-
ment of such & veteran in work de-
mands attontion. He does strive to
give it o Missionary direction; and
the daily services in the school-
chapel, at which (though not at the
\Bucharist). all boarders may be pre-
.sent, aro most stirring and hearty.
May they bear the best fruit,
‘thongh it be future! There is a
;Burman clergyman—a young man
iof high promise—in charge of much
of the direct Mission work attach-
ing to St. John's; he was educated
in England, and finally at St Au-
gustine's, Canterbury. ForEnglish
services he is decidedly efficient,
and is of great help for vernacular
work, which is_more particularly
his provinee, e lately married a
Burmese lady, who would, for her
gentle and earnest ways, be consid-
ered most winning and attractive
.bi her English sistors in Christ.
She speaks only Burmese at present,
but understands a good deal of
English, without being able yet to
‘converse. She is likely to beo a
useful clergyman’s “wife, - and al-

ready has been very helpful in

t0 think and hope it may be most|

Migéion swork, There is & most
ample ‘field for women’s work in
Burmah, both English and vernac-
ular, in. connection with our Mis-
gions,.  If we had such help a great
oxtension could be given to the
work in'¢onnection with the oper-
ations of the * Ladies' Association”
of the §.P.G. Without it we are

1only working at half-power in Bur-

mah—aeven if at thet; and are not
sble to make the most that might
be made of the liberal and useful
grants of that Association. * Nor is
its business management so popular
in the Diocese as it ought to be. A
¢ Liadies' Committee ” (unless guid-
ed or advised by trazined Sisters,
ugeful simply as the dispenser of
grents-in-aid to the various local
Migsions ; and it is difficult, if not
impossible, to form loeal commit-
tees in minor statians, especially in
subordination to a cenfral commit-
tee. As a general principle, respon-
sibility for all Mission work must
be with the local Missionary, under
the control of the Bishop of the
Diocose. -

The Orillia Packet gives the fol-
lowing interesting account of a
meeting held at Orillia, on the eve-
ning of the 22nd ult:

The . E.T.8. meeting on Mon-
day evening was very good. Not-
withstanding a stormy evening,
there was 8 fair attendance. The
chair was occupied by the Rev. W.
J. Armitags. Several members of
the Band of Hope contributed songs,
recitations, &e¢. Mr. Stapleton Cal-
decott, from Toronto, spoke for an
hour,.and held the undivided atten-
tion of all present. Ho described o
C.E.T.S. meeting in Exeter Hall,
London, with seven thousand peo-
ple in the body of the hall, two
thousand children uniformly dress-
ed, and accompanied by bands of
-music, on the platform, while beside
them were two Bishops and one
hundred and fifty of the clergy.
The Bishop of London was received
with round after round of cheering
—thathearty British cheer of which
-we are 80 often told, but even in
Canada so seldom hear. The Bish-
ops .of London and Bedford had
taken a noble stand against that
great snemy of our race, which the
Tate Duke of Albany truly said was
“Drink, the only terrible enemy
that England has to fear Mr.
Caldecott then described some of
the misery and bru‘ality caused by
drink, which he had witnessed in
London and Chicage. He did not

.. belioye Macanlay’s New Zealander,
or any other man, would ever look
upon the ruins of Old Lordon, (ap-

ause) unless the drinks should
gring nbout that ruin.

At Exeter Hall he not only heard
the Bishops and clergy raise their
warning voico and by precept and
example teach temperance, but an
artizan came forward, a living ex-
amplo of the good the Church of
England Temperance Society was
effecting, Thirty years ago, that
artizan was & “hopeless drunkard,”
and last summer he was addressing
seven thousand of his countrymen
in the cause of temperance. That
artizan was & member of a crowded
church in East Tiondon, a poverty-
etricken district; but they had a
flourishing Band of Hope, and a
savings’ bank in which the deposits
in seven years had grown to seven
thousand pounds sterling—a large
sum whicE wounld but for that so-

- cioty have gone into the publicans’
cofters. Tho socialistic questions
would nevor trouble a sober people,
nor threaten the overthrow of a
sober nation. The United States,
too, wore face to face with some
ugly questions of that character,
which were not surprising when it
was considered that the Republic
spent $900,000,000 a year for drink,
and contributed only $3,000,000 to
Zissions,

was moved by Mr. F. Evans, and
seconded by Dr, Elliot,
