I am about now to write a little chapter
in Irish history—the story of dn episode
which had ope city for its theatre, and
which bad its fellows and ita rivala in other
parts of Iretand. One day, in the summer
of 1848, & group of young men waited about
the post-house in Cirk for the arrival of the
coach which was to bring the news from
Dublin. At that time the railway did not
ron sl the way from Dublin to Cork. It
broke off, if I remember rightly, ot Lipperary,
and from that point the m ul_ and the passen-
gers were conveyed by public coach. Pres-
* ently the coach came io, ard was surrounded

by the waiting group, esger for news, One
among them was especially eager. He
horriedly questioned as to sll that had
happened in the Viceregal city within
the luat few duays, and he was told that
John Mitchell had been tried, sentonced
and trapsported. ** Was there no attempt at
rexcue @ neked the young Corkman, impul-
gively,. ‘“No,” wes the answer, ‘‘none
whatever.” The young Carkman shrugged
his shoulders, ** Bravo, my couutry ! you
will be & nation by-and-by,” he said, and so
walked off. Apd from that hour he could
sever be induced to play auy part or evince
the alightest interest in Irish politica. To
his mind tho fect that John Mitchel was
allowed to go into exile without a hand
being lifte® to save him, was in itself suff.
dent, proof of the hopelessness of the Na-
tional cause. Happily for Ireland this pes-
smistic mood was not generally sharcd.
There were young men in that city by the
Lee who did not think that even becausc the
men of 48 had made no attempt to resue John
Mitchel from his sentence, thut therefore the
fires of patriotiem were necessarily extin-
guished upon the altars of liberty. Forty-
eight had fsiled ; but there waanoreason why
340 ghould fail. la this very year, when the
Eoglish Queen wag in Dublin listening to
the loysl protests of loyal citizens, and while
she was being assured by the Orange
clique that the Young lreland movement
meant nothing, and that Ireland was heart
and soul devoted to her service, and to Eng-
tish rule, in that year a young man came
down on a epecial visit fromn Dubtlin to Cork,
The young man bore & pame which is de-
servedly dewr to Irishmen—Joseph Brensan,
better kpown to his friends, and better
known to us to-day ss Joe Brennan. Those
who knew Joe Brennan are not likely to
forget his wonderful dark eyes, his brilliant
talk, and, what was better than either,
one of the most National hearts that ever
beat for Ireland. Joe Brennan was u young
Corkman who had gone to Dublin and became
a writer on Mitchel’s paper, and whe, when
Mitchel was exiled, hnd started a paper of
his own. Hocame down to Cork with the
deliberate purpose of trying if he could not
do something to stir 1nto bluze wgsin the
revolutionary rires which seemed to have

been  extinguished when Measgher and
0'Doherty, uwnd Smith O'Brien, and the

others were sentenced to transportation.
Brennan was & men of many and varied gifts.
I have said that he was a brilliant telker.
He wus also & brilliant writer in prose auvd in
verse. There is one of his early compositions,
well remembered by nll those who knew him,
written on his eighteenth birthduy, in which
the young Irirlunan expressed his bitter re-
gret that he has a3 yet accomplished nothivg
that is likely to make his name immorttal :

“ Eighteent ! why Chatterton was mighty then,
And Ke.tahad glimpses into fairy land !

And the yourg poet was almost inclined to
regard hinself as utterly worthless because
he, tou, was eighteen, cnd was not mighty,
and had had no glimpacs into_fairyland,
which the world nt large cared apythiog
about. RHe had, ltawever, no reason to com-
phin. His youth was destined to be better
gpent than in peering into fairyland, o+ in
writing verses hke those of Bowley. e
was inspirited by an unconguerable dovotion
to his coumtry ; Dy an unswerving ambi-
tion to serve her ; and he did sorve her,
not inefiectively. One of the most romantic
passages in his romantic life is thas hic was
loved by a gentle poetess who is dear to all
Irishmen as the  Mary of the Natign,”
Brennan came down to Cork, and entered
into negotiations with two young men, hoth
young men, and about his own age. Onc of
.them iz a member ot the present Irish
Porliamentary party, snd his name is not
altogether unknown in literature, The other
is now the editor of the most influential
paper in the South of Ireland. There was, at
this time, a kind of eating-house at Cork,
ina sireet off Patrick street, kept by o Mrs.
Heron, which was an establishment distin-
guished for its sanded ficors, the simplicity
of its appointments, and for the excellence
of it cookery, It was ‘s great place for
suppers of a simple kind, and it -was very
popular with the- yoting men of Cork. At

Mrs, Heron's Joe Brennan and his two.

- friends often met in contlave. Joe Brennan’s
plan Wns simplé and not unpractical ; and,
of courge, his purpose. was revolationary,
He had. no great hope of a succgssful revolu.
tion, His idea was thata number of small
risings should take place on the very sume
day, hour, and minute, in different parts of
Ircland, That their suddenness and unani-
mity might serve to distract authority.
That ot least there wouid De o stroggle;
that some brave men would die-for Ireland ;
and that something good -for the country
must happen out of that, * Who knows but
the world may end to-night,” says the lover
in Browning's poem, Something of the same'
desperate mood ‘seemed to possess Joe Brous.

£row humane ; or any other strange and
oxceedingly unlikely thing might come to
paes. It was the dream of a young man,
and his friends were all young men—
many of them were yvoung men. For. the
little group of three had soon incressed, ihad
spread in many directiont, and had drawn
into ita charmed orbit many allies and com-
raden, aud wes widening and extending like
the circles of a pool where a stone haa fallen.
Soon in Cork alone there were a very large
number of geperous, high souled, pure-
hearted young men, whose one dreem, hope
and ambition was to give their lives for the
sake of their country. To do them juatice,
their scheme was not ungractical, and was
by po means without rense or hope. They
h;\{plenty of arms; to begin with. There
were few young men in Cork in 1848
who would not boast the possemsion ot
a rifle* or a sabre, or a pike; aud when
'48 failed, these rifies and sabres and pikes
were hidden sway ia all sorts of unlikely
places—buried in back gardens, or stored
ewey in uosuspicious luoking barrels, or
put out of sight, if not out of mind some-
bow, The young men who gathered about
Joe Brennan, and who looked up to him as
the prophet of a new creed of revolution,
could all, at any moment, bave laid their
hande upon a weapon of some kind or
another. Then, too, it must be remembecred
that their desire was not very difficult to
gratify. They did not hope of themselves
te win the freedom of Ireland. They only
hoped to msake a series of desperate efforts
to die gallantly, and hy their brave deaths to
stimulate the pational feeling of their coun.
tiy, and to convince the oppressor of their
enrnestness of purpose, and of their hatred
of hig rule. They set to work with all seri-
ousness of purpose, and witk a right good
will. [t was the duty of every one of Joe
Brennan's friends to swear in a8 many re.
cruits a8 he could, and to get these recruits
to bring iu others to swell the total of insur-
rection. Thers were incessant nightly drill-
ings in out-of-the-way places, There were
incessant meetings of the revolutionary lead-
ers and of cheir followtrs, orgauized under
the pretense of temperance meotings, literary
associations und the like. One spot in
eapecial wns a favorite place for secret drill-
ings—the place knowa as Cork Park, in the
region where the Corl; and Bandon Railway
is, then slnb land. Here there were continual
drillinge, where the great object was to get
large bodies of men to ohey readily the word
of command, and te go through military
evolutions swiftly and silently. Here, too,
it was a great advautage that if st sny time
unwelcome persone—police or others—did
make their appearsmce, any body of mes
could immediatelv und easily disperse and
be lost to sight in a few moments. Many
men were active én the movemeat whose
names are still remembered in *‘ rebel
Cork.” lhere was n smitn named Bowes,
a very Hercules iz a leather aprom, whose
forge was o special centre of disaflee:
tion. There wus u cobbler with tke
name of Mountain, a name grimly appropri-
ate fora member of a party which desired to
be regarded as the ‘*incuntain® of the Irish
vebellion, who pluyed a copspicuove part ia
the arganization, and who afterwards, if I re-
membor rightly, wsderwent his trind for trea-
son-felony., Auvother man who took & promi-
nent place in the movement was Fhil Gray,
ostensibly n pedlar by gprofession, and who
was of yare service ib coanveying messages
from one part of the country to anothor, At
the smith’s forge, in the cobbler'sshop, in Mrs.
Heron’s supper rooms. at the private dwel-
lings of the youthful rebels, in sll sorts of
plices in the eity, the followers of Joe Brennan
—who might almost bave called themselves
Yeungest Ireland—met together, and planned
and schomed, and hoped. They had their
pass-words, of .course--their signs
conntersigne, If one recruit met apother,
sud wished to be certain of his comradeship
and bro:herhood, he began by asking him
“What’s the news?’ If the other were one
of the Liague, he immediately mude snswer,
“The harvest i8 comiog?” If this answer
was not quite suffizient—if it reemed wn
angwer that might possibly have been made
by chance by some upinitiated one, for the
harvest was near——he spoke again interro-
gating thus : ** How are we to reap it¥” If
the man thas interrogated answezed : * We'll
reap i$ with stoel,” he wad at once recognized
g3 being of the company of the chosen.

What Joe Brenman was doing in Cork,
John O'Leary was engaged upon elsewhere,
and other men wero working in other parts
of "Ireland. Undoubtedly, however, the
tesk that these young men had undertaken
was attespted under conditioms of . more
than usunl difficulty. The failure of the ’48
movement, the imprisonment and exile of
its leaders—thess in themselves wer suffi-
cient to -dishearten a people reduced Ly
famine to the verge of despair. The Young
Ireland movement cannot be said to have
taken hold of the popular mind. The people,
upon whom in the end the success of the
vising roust depend, were not ag & body pre-
pared for, or even expecting, & riging at ull.
We ara told, for example, that when Smith
0O'Brien, having at last reeolved upon revolu-
tion, came in the course uf his crusade to a
certain village, the people there came out to
meet him with chairs and tables, and sect
about the erection of a sort of platform,
under the impression. that he was merely
going to hold & public meeting. We are told,
too, that at the time when. Mitchell was
preaching the fiercest principles of insurrec.
tion, and waa leaving behind him even the most
vebement Eoliticians of the Nation—even at
this éime tho large bulk of the Irish peasan-
try, to whom the rising was. moat likely to
appenal, knew as little of Mitchell as they
dug'e of Mahomet., If there were such diffi-
cultics in the way of the Young freland
movement, these difficulties stood ten, ay!
& hundredfold feﬂ't." in the way of the
movement which' succeeded to it. The

oung men who organized it, who took
zand in it, who enrolled themselves proudly

in its ranks, were patriotic, pure'men, Gal-

‘Jant and devoted, they were prepared to do.

all - that i men conld do for the canse that lay.
denrest to their hearts, But if the materials
for a successfnl revolution might perhaps
have Deen found in ihe -Ireland of '48,

and |

these materials were not to be found in
the Ireland of the succeeding year. VVWhen
one rising hus failed, ir ig very difficalt
to rouse popular emotion, or popular
passiona to the fever-heat of another: in-
surrection. Still, with ali these diffieulties
in the way, the youog men of tho new,

movement were determined to go on., R

Anything, they thought, waa better than'
a turbid acquiescence in defeat, and so
they met, and plotted, snd planped, and
drilled, and srmed, and made ready for the’
signal which was to come to them, and which
was to be the match which wauld fire the
flames of the rebellion in many parta of the
country at the same moment. Unfortun
ately, the signal was not properly given. It
reached some places and pot others, ‘the in-
surrection did not break out simultaneonsly,
There were one or two abortive risings in
different parta of the countiy. Joe Breanan
did his part of the businers. He rose at
Cappequin,. He led his little body of
insurgenta to take the police barrack.
there. The police were prepared for
their coming.  There Zwas a sharp,
short exchange of shots, and then Joe Bren.
nan eaw that this thing wes hopeless. His
men dispersed. He himsslf flung away his
revolver and walked quietly from the scene
of action und got into hidiog, later on mak-
ingrgood his escape to America.

bat was the end of insurrection for a
time, The little centres of conspiracy tiat
had been waiting for the watchword thut
was to hurl them into action heard with de.
spair of the dieaster at Cuppoquin and the
failuve of their hopes. There was nothing
further to be done for the moment. Fora
time the National cause was defeated ; for a
time the foreige Dominion was trinmphant,
Maoy of those who nad been leaders and
soldiers in this movement were destined to
take part in firat one and then snother secret
agitation, having an armed rising for its aim.
One agitatian for liberty in Irelund was no
sooner extioguished tham another begun to
burn in its place. Joe Brennan’s future
career is familiar to all Irishmen. He made
his way to America—to New Orleans,
There, in that wonderaul city on the Migsia-
sippi, which is still a marvelons combination
of France before the Revolution, of tropicul
Creole life, and of modern American euter-
priee, and which wus then still more striking
and vivid in its contrast than it now is, he
founded a newapaper, and married—but not
the love of kis youth, not ** Mary of the
Nation.” Ske died unmarrvied. Bliudpess
came upor him, and he wrote some
melspcholy, besutiful verses uwpon  the
calamity which darkened his lite. That
life was not long. He died while he
was still what may be called & youag man.
Hs life was aiot happy in the ordinary sense
in which we value the word huppiness. His
dearest hepes wers withered, the ovon of
youth wag -datkened, and his life out off in
its bloom. 1lut be did a gaod work wacthily,
He did hie best to aninate the National
cause at a time when the National cause
seemad low indeed, and hkis name will always
be held iz honorable affection by his country-
men,

When the dervishes entered the dewan of the
Mouderiab, the Iarge ball, they found the
commandunt, Achmet Pavba Said, sitting in
a high, carved, armed chair of stained wood,
bolt ugright. with his arms folded, guzing at
them defiantly.  They rushed ut bim and
‘would have slain him, but others ivsisted that
he should be brought before Mahomet Ach-
met, ¢ Back, doga ; touch me not," he cried
* Yau defile me, bae rebels. I will go myaelf
before thiserch rebel Mabomet Achinet, Lead
on.” They instinctivelv drew back, startled
st his ternnle voice and fierce aspect.  One is
reminded of the old Roman whom the gaoles
was afraid to kill. ** Hold his hands an+
search him,” ordered Mahomet Achmet the
moment he saw him ; anJd he was just in tune
with this precaution. The old man was draw-
ing forth from his hresst a revolver, and
uodoubtedly meant to deal death to his
smemy. * Tuke that nccursed dog of & Turk
asway,” cried Muhomet Achmet, *‘and sell
him fur a slave by auction in the Bugaar.
Away with him " Then 'was the comman.i-
ant led forth and exposad for sale, bat ne
man duret ouy him at first—bat it happened
that au Emirc passed by that way, and out of
derision, cried out, “0 auctivneer, I will
surely give 680 pisstres for this man.” So he
was :

Now when this csme to the ears of Mahomet
Avhmet he sent forth an order that the com-
mandant should be slain with all speed-—so
some dorvishes waent from the Madni's pro-
sence then and there and sousht out the cotw-
mandant, Fhey beard e was in the house
of the Emir ; they wont there aud ordered
tbut Achmet Pucha should be brought forth.
He presenved himgelf to them with unquail-
iog look and bold bearing ag the der-
vishes drew their awords. * You have come
to muarnder me, have you?! Cursed, cowardly
dogs, 1 fear you not. May vour futbers’
graves be defiled. I curse them, you, and the
roul hurlots that bore you, I curse your
fathers and mothers back to three generations
All your female relativns are abandoued
womeu, aud may the graves of al) your fore-
fathers be defited, I curse you all, and vour
vile falee prophet Mahomet Achmet.” They
fell upou him pouriag forth these maledic-
tions, und he
DIED LIKE A GRAVE MAN,

with the ntwos. fortitude. [ torgut to men-
tinn that on the entering of the towan by the
dervishes this gullant soldier tried to blow
up the mag:zne and destroy himseli and
urmy with the rebels, but the officers pre-
vented him. The dervishes now in their
rape —fur they were cut to the beart by the
words of the commundant—sought out Ali
18 y Sherrif ; him they alao slew, with other
o licers. Now the dervishes returnet to Ma
womet Achmet, and told wll these things to
him. He Dburst into u flood of tears, threw
dust on his hiad, and upbraided them for
thus wpilling blued.

Yo be sanguinary men, O ye dervishes,
These deeds do not find favor in my sight.”

During the siege a priest named Giovanni
Lest died in Obeid, but two others were cap
tured, and compelled to embrace Islamism,
and there were tive sisters taken at the same
time ; these were now sent us compapions to
us, in tho hopes that they should follow the
example of the men. The sisters refused in
the most determined manner to leuve their
religion  In whut & fearful condition these
poor women were —bags of bones. They
never left the house. T'his was the state of
things to the 25th March, 1883. -

One day o letter was slipped into my hand ;
it was from Hicks Pasha, then at Khartoum,
and was dated 21st of Aprll, He stated in it
that-he wna on the point of marching against
Obeid with a large army, and told me to be
of good cheer for ha would surely delivet us.
While I was at Obeid I saw three men being
hunted out of the town; but there seemed. to
be something unreal in this chase. I have
since heard they were the three sham guides
of Hicks. This was done for effect; they were
‘ordered to mislead him, Khahfa Abdalla, El
Taishi now arrived at Obeid, The first thing
ho did was to have us brought up before him,,
He then. enjoined us to embrace Islamism; |
We replied to him os we did to Mobomet
Achmet when the same demand was made.
‘We were seat back to our house, but he sent
us on order to deliver up to him the sisters.
We replied, ‘“By your own Moslem law,
women are forbidden to visit the honses of
strangers.” ;However, on the lst.of April he
gent and toock the nuns by force, and a more
terrible lifd, if possible, was now to be their
Iot.

CONTRADICTORY REPOKIS OF THE EXTENT
OF THE GREAT IMNLAND 8KEA,

Quenee, Aug 11, —News hus reached Que-
bee of the aurrival of & apecial courier at Luke
st. John with the otlicial report of Mr. Low,
tho officer now in charge of the Mistassini
exploring und surveying expedition, to his
departinental head, Proressor Sciwyn, of the
Geological durvey, conveying the intelligeuce
that when this conrier left, Mr. Low was
on the point of starting for lupert’s
Touse, on Jumes Bay, having completed,
it is alleged, his survey of the great
lake whose roal size has so lony been
shrouded in mystery.

Frank Bignell that he navigated the lake Inst
yenr for 120 miles and even then had not
reached what might be termed the body of
the lake, asitevidently went on widening
and he could see nothing before him but sky
and water, as well as wita the cqually em-
phutic assertion of u former factor of the Hud-
son’s Bay Company at Mistassini Post, an in-
teliigent and reliable Scotchman, who affirms
that he navigated it for 150 miles and
then saw nothing to warrant him in the be-
lief that he was nearing the end, but rather
the contrary.. Infact it is said thet every-
one conpetent to form. auything like an
authoritative oplnion'on the subject ridicules

RIEL’S DEFENDERS.

PUBLIC MERTING AT COTEAU, §T. LOUIS—
_ADDRRSSES BY MR. DESJARDING, M.P,
AND OTHERS, e

A mesdting of the residents of Coteau St.
Lovis was beld on Monday night in the Town
hall of the municipality to devise meana to
save Riel from his fute. Mayor Prenovean
presided, and amongst those present were
Mesars, Desjardins, M.P., Chas.' Prenoveau,
Benoit  Bastien, Odilon Bastien, Ledue,
Christin, Chartrand, Lamoniagne and about
600 others. . e

Mr, Alybonse Desjardins, M.P., was the
first epeaker. He advised his heurers not to
indulge in vain recriminations and viclent
words, but to do their best to maintain that
peace und hurniony which was o essential
to the wull-being of a mixrd community
like thia. People at the present time
were impatient and were calling upon the
Goverhment to commute. Riel's sentence,
but "how can they do this while
they arenot yet aware if there is any occasion
for their duing go.

San Remo, which ought to be rather called

built during the time when Saracen pirates
were mastersof the Mediterranean, Therefore
the citizens built the houses close together on
the will, and surrounded themselves with Jarge
walls and stronggates. Onthehighcst part of
the city thero is a sanctuary dedicated to the
Blessed Virgin of theassumption, and the city
hospital, tog;ther with the lepers’ hospital,
maintained by the Knights of San Maurizgio e
Lazzaro, A few viotime of tbis awful iofir-
mity, which yet creeps in the valleys of Pied-
mont, are now nursed there by nuns.

President Cleveland has thrown these land
grabbers into great consternation by acting
upoa the provision and uning the authority it
gives him. As they have shown no disposi-
tion to go quietly, the President has decided
to remove them forvibly. He hee, in conse-
quence, issued an order commanding the
military authorities in the territorica to re-
move by force all the fences erected in de-
fiance of the law, and to restore the stolen
lands to the public domuin,

A few days ago we called attention to the
fact that three children, Catholics, were re-
tained in a Protestant ipstitution of this city
ogainst the expressed will of the father, who
desired to place them where the practice of
their religion will not be interfered with,
We nlso requested tho iastitution to deliver
up the children without making it necessary
to have recourze to the law to have justice
done in the matter. - Since then the
Mutran of the 1nstitution hes in-
formed our reporter that as the ochild-
ren were sent there by order of the
Recorder of Moutreal, and as the iastitution
is in receipt of a government grant, the chil-
dren cannot be liverated without an order
from the Recorder or the courte, as the insti-
tution is responsihle for them. This explanu-
tion we consider satisfactory asfaras the twe
oldest children are concerned, but what about
the third child, four years old, which was not
placed there by order of the courts? The
institution in guestion hag no hold, legef or
otherwise, upon it. Now, as to the two eld=
eat children, we would like to respectfully
agk the MHecorder on what grounds or
on whose representations did  he send
two Catholic children to a I'rotestant lnsti-
tution, and why does he detain them there
against the will of the futher? Had not Ris
Honor better give the case'a few minutes of
his time and considerstion and try to repair
the iujustico done under his sanction® We
hope to hear of an amicuble settlement of the
case without any unnecessary delay. There
should be no trouble in vindicating or in
huving respect paid to the principle of reli-
gious freedom which is invelved in the cuse,

SKRVILITY OF CANADIAN ~JOUR.
NALISTS,

Mr. Phillip Thompson, himself one of the
mazt honest and fearless junrnalists in Canada,
publishes a Tetter in the Toronte [Morid in
which he reads the press of Outario a gevere
but  well  deserved lessom  for  their
bureness and servility in swelling  the
popular clvmer for the blood of Ricl. Seldom
has the meanspiritedness of the nverage editor
been made so appurcat as on this Riel ques-
tion, Mr. Thompson points ont that the papers
which are disposed to lean towards mercy
do s0 in a speaking, miserable, half-hearted
fashion of advancing doubts on the legal or
illegal features of the trial and auggesting the
expedicucy of giving the prisoner the benefit.
Hardly a paper, he says, *‘has ventured
“to come out boldly on the ground
¢ of principle and demand a commuta.
““tion of the iniquitous aentence for
¢ the straightforward simple reason that the
‘¢ spirit of the age and humanity are opposed
¢ to putting any man to death for a mere
¢ political offence. One would thizk we
“wore living in Ruesia or Austria from the
“tone of our time-serving and degemerate
¢ jourmalism—or ot least that the blood-
‘¢ thirsty apirit of Family Cempsctism waa
¢ gtill rampunt.”

This charge of servility and of the want of
independent mind, thought and judgment,
which Mr, Thempson brings against the press
of Ontarie can, we ure sorry to admit, also be
brought home to many of our esteemed con-
temporaries in this]Province of Quebec, both
French and English, The vast majority of
them do not want to seo Riel Langed, but
ctriain considerations prevent many of them

been foreed to witness & miscarriage of justice
which is a positive scandal and shame. Two
little girls, aged seven and thirteen, while
amusing themselves with their baby sister
near the wheel house on Sunday last,
were approached by a young mwan.
He entered into conversation with the chil-
dren and proceeded to perpetrate a crime for
which lynching on the spot would have been
none too hasty o punishment. The terrible
scresms of the child brought two mex in the
vicinity to the resene. The ruffian, who was
almost caught in the act of outraging his
victim, made for the woods, but after a stern
chuse was captured and lodged in jail. He
appeared before the Police Magistrate on
Mopnday afternoon., His Honor heard the
facts of the case, but as the father ot the cut-
raged child, for some reason or other, did not
appear to prosecute, the prisoner was dia-
charged and set at liberty, '

This is o meat unwarrantable and startling
procedure, and one culculated to shameftly
interfere with the cnds of justice. What law
makes it necessary that a crime againat the
public pence and safety should not be punish-
ed unlesa there is somo third party to prose-
cute? Would it huve been necessary for the
father of the child to have prosecuted the
prisoner if his crime had been one of murder
instead of an indccent outrage? Certainly
not ! Then there is no reason why a private
prosecution should be reguired before the ma-
chinery of the law could be set in motion
againgt a Drute, guilty of o blacker crime
than marder. We hope that this
case will bave its effect upon the
Government, and open its eyes to the neces-
sity of appointing a public prosecutor, as is
done in every centre of civilization, whose
duty it wonld be to watch the commission of
all crimes and bring the perpetraters before
the bar of justice in case a private prosecutor
tailed to turn up.

THE IMPERIAL CONNECTION.

The movemert in favor of Canadian inde-
dendence iz spreading evea in Oatario, Itis
beginniug to dawn ugpon the popular mind
that Canada will never amount to much until
it can travel throngh life on its own responsi-
bility. The imperial connection, tiny as it is,
gives Canada & weak and unpopular name,
The Torento Jail, forgetting its patriotic
outburst of a few years ago, that if Cannda’s
prosperity was only ta be secured by striking
at the British connaction, then it would be &
case of **so much the worse for British con-
nection,” has switched off on to an anti-
Canadien track, and is makiong futile attempts
to circumseribe the destiny of the Dominion
and to suppress ita national instincts
But that it can effect much in this direction
is evidently not very clear to itself. In speak-
ing of the growth of the independent senti.
ment the Mail can oppose nothing stronger
than to say that ““u movement alming at
political chunges of this must radical character
cunnot succeed in this generation, unless in-
deed vur boasted attachment to the British
Crown is r mere figment of after-dinner
palaver.”

. MINISTER; ikt 2o n
. The -Austrisn Government,” aftér' long
threatening, . has at' laat deolﬁ:’ed_’ip Teceive,
Mr. Keiley a8 Américan Miniater at Vienva.
The Aunstrian Minister of Foreign Affairs bas
intimated to the governnient at Washington
that the msin reason for refusing
to receive Mr. Keiley "was the reli-
gion of Mrs. Keiley, who was a Jewess
This action of Austria is likely to lead to’
some international unpleasantness. While
President Cleveland and Secretary Bayard
ore ready to admit the right of a foreign
government to object to an American repree
sentative on the general ground that the pres-
ence of aomebody else would be more pleasing,
they do not intend to mccept the insulving

They have resented with spirit and indigoa.
tion the clownieh conduct of the Austrians.
To make the Jewish origin of an eatimable
ledy, who is in every way fit to appear in
any socielty or at any coart, ab
excuse for declining to receive her husband as
Minister, 15 as paltry and Qiscreditable a piece
of busineas as any Government could be
guilty of ; and when Secretary Bayard de-
nounced it as the atupid and narrow-
minded’ bigotry of the Austrian Foreign
Office, he expressed a eentiment which
will - be  heartily endorsed by the
peopte. It 18 to be hoped that the
American Government will see this matter
and ascertain by what right a foreign power
can attempt to dictate the qualifications of an
American citizen to fill representative posi-
tions abroad. It ought to be impossible for
any government to decline to receive as

minister any citizen of the WHepublic
on account of hia xace, his creed,
or his color, anod much less on ac-

connt of the race, color or creed of his
wife, grandmother, aunte or cousins. ftis a
matter of history that intense opposition was
made to the proposal that the representatives
of the United States shonld appear in the

courtly dress worn by the mioisters
of other countries at the courts of
Europe. 1t i3 also a matter of history

how the firmnesz of the American Govern-
ment prevailed, It refused to submit to
foreign dictation about spangles and knee-
breecics for its representatives. The ques-
tion now is, will the United States do less
for the freedom of conscience and for the
equality of races and creeds than they did for
court costumes?® The action of Austria is
a blow at the fundamental principles
cf the American constitution, for it amounts
to an introduction of race and creed testa
into American citizenship. If the United
States government bud exerted similar
nuthority over the representatives of foreign
powers at Washington, the majority of the
diplomatio corps would have been rejected
during the past two decades. o

Englishmen and Germans, and others who
were known to have sympathized with the
Southern States in the late rebellion, were
sent to Washington by their respective gov-
ernments, and were received without com-
ment, for the American Government had.
wisely decided toignore the personal opinions
and actions of these miristors and
to look only to their conduct as foreign repre-
sentatives, and to hold them responsible only
for that. It would be well for other powers
to adopt and follow that broad and sensible
view. In the meantime diplomatic rclations
between Austria and the United States might
well be suspended until the former has made

proper apvlogy and has been made to un-
derstand that an American citizen deemed
worthy of such distinction as that conferred
upon Mr. Keiley shall not be insnlted with
mpunity.

BRITISH DIPLOMACY EXPOSED.

The secrecy und mystery which bave en-
shrouded the low and mean intrigue that was
carried on by the late Liberal Government of
Eagland against the national and religious
interests of Ireland at the Vatican have been
rudely pierced by the worthy member for
Mallow, Mr, William O'Brier, who deserves
to be known as the Irish detective-in-chief of
Englial crime, committed in or against Ire-

land.

George Lrrington, a Castle Cutholic and a
rencgade Home lluler, who was engaged by
Mr, Gladstone to malign the Irish National-
isty in Nome with a view of getting the
Vatican to antagonize Mr. Paraell und the
pations]l movement, was the central figure of
that intrigue. Not satisfied with teying to
spoil the political prospects o! his country,
this base deceiver had the sudacity to at-
tempt to bring abowt the downfall of the
illustrions Dr. Walsh, and to defeat the
designs of the Church in Irclaud,
with respect to the Archiepiscopal See
of Dublin, Notwitbstanding the denials and
equivocations of Mr. Gladstone on the floor of
the House that Mr. Errington represented no
body but himself, kad no instructions from
his government, and was aeting on his own
responsibility,we are enalled, by the unearth-
ing of decumentary proof to the contrary, to
see how & Prime Minister o Great Britain is
not deterred by any sense ef shame, honor
or decency from telling barefaced lies in
anewer to questions put by popular re-

‘Lhe reading of that letter cannct but create
8 fceling of disguet at the intrigue, and of
contempt for the parties to it. Seldom has a
grosser insult been offered to the Holy Father.
Errington tells an English minister thatin
connection with $he exercice of one of his
highest and most eacred fanctions the
Pope mnat be “‘kept in godtd humor,”
that is, amuted, duped and fooled until
the interests, not of religion, but of England,
are advanced and secured. Errington assurés
Lord Granville that he has ** strong pressure ”
which, ‘““at the right moment” he
will use to accomplish the object in view.
In plain terms this means that Leo XIIIL
eculd be bribed into compliance with English
wishes and bargained with in the most sacred
concerns of religion.  Mr, Errington (a Joyal
Catholic) must entertain a very bitter contempt
for the Papacy and its advisersto write of
them in that fashion. A dishonest and
treacherous prospect of establishing an Eng-
lish Embaesy at the Vatican was held out to

aleh overboard, while for doing the dirty
work of England Errington was to receive
a title. Eventa have shown that the
sgent und his employers were woefully
mistaken in their insulting suppositions
that the Supreme Pontiff of Christendom
could be fooled, imposed upon, or influenced
by unworthy motives in the discharge of his
sacred functions. Wotwithstandisg the im-
potency and failure of his [diplomatic efiorts,
Mr. George Errington was smiled upon by
Mr. Gladstone, who, on going out of office,
recommended the Queen to confer a baronetcy
upon the sneak, whicn, of course, Her
Majeety did with pleasure. There is one

ASSAILING THE G. T. R. ON PUBLIC

Everybody knowa the good terms on whicn
the Montreal Herald is with the Canadian
Pacific Railway company, and the ill-will 1t
bears the Grand Trunk railway. Our con-
temporary, notwithstanding, is ready ‘to
stand up and protest, firat, that it has nothing
to do with the rivalry which esists Detween
the two companies ; second, that it does not
desire to be kuown ae the special champion
snd mouthpiece of the Pacific railway ; and
thirdly, that it has not and does not assail
the Grand Trunk except upon public
grounds, and only when the public interest
calls for it.

The facts cannot be reconciled with these
proteste.

PERE ANDRE TELLS THE STORY OF
THE REBELLION.

The Rev. Pere Andre, Superior of the Qblat
Pathers in the North-West Territories, has
addreszed an open letter to Mr. Lemicas,
senior counsel for Riel, which is destined to
become a document of the Lighest historical
importance, and to exerciss a pawerful infig.
ence on public opinion in favor of the half.
breeds. This zeslous missionary, who has
for years moved amwong the people of the
North-West, and who is intimately scquaint-
ed with the ccuntry and ita wante, discusses
the causeca and results of the late rebellion in
a pointed and fearless manner. He goes di.
rectly ta the raot of the evil and he letsina
flood of light, revealing a eituation full of
misery and sufferiug, caused Ly misrule and
depredstion. He says the plague of the
North-West iz the abnormal system of gov-
ernment to which the country is subjected.
To this system of centralization at Oitawa
must be attributed all the heavy mistortunes of
the past, and, if not abolished, greater ones
may be expected in the future. It is that
system, exclaims Pere Audre, that caused the
rebellion. If there hud heen a responsible
government with autherily sud power to
remedy the grievancer of the half-breeds,
there would have been no rebellion, This is
the position which Tie Post has taken

all along in discussing the troubles,
and it is & satisfuction to have the
corroboration of such an unimpeachable

autsority. After enumerating the claims of
the hall-breeds, which he characterizes as
clear and reasonable, and stating that all their
representations to Uttawa were ignored and
not acted’ upon, Pere Andre distinetly and
emphatically declares that the réle played by
Riel in the revolt was forced upon him.
eaya: “‘It can, in all trath, De stated, and
¢ the affirmations of the government will not
' destroy thie fact, that it is the guilty
¢ negligence of the goverment which brought
¢ Riel inte the country. The half-breeds,
¢ exasperated at seeing themselves despised
“and at being unable to obtain the
‘ glightest justice, thought the only
‘““means left to them to secure the rights
** which they demanded was to send for Riel,
** He, in their opinion, waa the only man
¢ capable of bringing the nuthorities at
“ Ottawa to reason. Riel came,- and we
¢ know the ruin which he has gathered about
*“ him, but tho Goveroment can well say mew
¢ culpa for their delay in taking meosuren
‘“ which would have presorved the peace of
“ the country,”

Huving thus dwelt upon the causes that led
to the rebelliop, und baving touched upon the
character of the rsle played by Riel in it, the
reverend missionary proceeds to review &
fow of tho circumstances und resulty which
mark its close. He continues : ** To-day the
 Goverument glories in its victory, and
“ applauds iteelf as if it had won o great
¢ triumph in beating the half-breeds, ILiiel
“js condemned ; the principal half-breeds
< are in iroos, and, in its enthusiasm, Parlia-
“ ment votes §20,000 to General Middleton,
¢ go proud of his success and of the volun-
“ teers. We are glad, like the rest of the
““ notiop, that this rebeliion is ended ; we
*¢ strenucusly opposed it, [orcseeing all the
¢ misfortunes it would cntail, BBat I must
““say, at the risk of shocking many whom
¢ [ love and estcem, that Gen. Middleton's
‘¢ ariny dishonored themselves by theshameful
¢¢ pillage which they committed, notwithstand-
** ing the G:neral's proclamation to the con.
¢ trary. 1do not speak from hearsay, sut
‘¢ from positive facts. 1 bave several times
‘¢ inspected the district around Batoche, and
¢¢ I can affirm that for a distance of twenty-
¢ five miles all the honses on the sonth bank
*¢ of the Saskatchewan were sacked aad plun-
¢ dered and over twenty of them burned and
“ razed to the ground. ’That region, pre-
i yiously so flourishing, now offers a picture
¢ of the most Qepressing desolation and dis-
* tress horrible’ to behold. The volunteers

_ THE ADDRESS FORMULATED. « -

i~ CHICAGO, Auguast 18,-—The following is the
address- formulated und adopted by th=
Executive committee of the Irish Nationa!
League at its meetiog in Chicago:

In ;obedience to the suggestion of tho
chosen leader of the people of Ireland, the
National Cémmittee of tbe Yrish National
League of America, assembled to designate &
time and place for holding the next National
Cunvention of the United States, have de.
cided to pastpone the date of meeting until
Junuary, 1886,

It sust be manifest to all members of the
League and all friends of self government in
Ireland that it would be impossible either for
Mr. Parnell to attend a convention in this
country or to send any of bis able associaten
pending the general election which will prob-
ably occur next Noveniber, Hence the wis-
dom of his suggestion that the Convention be
postponed.

In the meantime, however, the League
should inaugurate a period of activity not
less earnest and energetic than that which
prevailed when Ireland was threatened with
another artificial famine, and when her lead-
ers were imprisoned and her prees tilenced
under a so-called liberal government.

IRFELAND'S FOREMOST WORKERS.

The party led by Mr. Parnell needs sup-
port. How well that support is deserved we
need hardly tell the worid. Assuredly we
need not tell men of Irish birth or descent.
Serving without compensation, without
official pawer or patronage, among aliens who
have persecuted and who have sought
to degrade them, being numerically less
than one-twentieth of the body in which
they serve, they have achieved success un-
poralled in the history of struggles for fres
government, By their ability, their utility,
their dieciplive, their faith in the justice
of their cause,mand by their restleas
labors, they have forced not only' their
enemies,  but the world, to look upon the
oppression, and to listen 1o the recitals
of an outraged, ‘plupaered, miegoverned
people.

RIEL'S DEFEXDERS.
AN IMMENSE MASS MEETING AT PAPINEAYU

SQUARE.

‘Batween six and seven thousand people gath-
ered =t the Papineau market square yesteniay
to listen to addresses by Riel’s counsel ano othe:r
gentlemen who are interested 1o his behalf, Mr,
Joseph Poupart ccupied the chair and Mr.
George Duhamel acted aa secretary.

Mr. L. O. David was the first apeaker. He
rpoke of the difficulties undes which Riel's
advocates had been pleced. hut they had acted
u? to the nuble traditions of the bar,
which in all countries considers it an honor
to take in hand the Jdefence of a good nod
just cause.

The spesker expressed re-
gret that certain French-Canadians dared, like
Mr, Girouard, M. P. for Jacques Cartier, to
ssy that the half-breeds had no grievances and
that Riel was tha sole cause uf the rebellion,
But Providenca had placed the remady beside
the malady, and the letter of Futher Andre
showed clearly and eloquently whait were the
grievances of the Metis.

He
sad that when Canain submitted to Eng-
lish domination the French-Canadians were
puarnnteed all the rights and privileges of
British subjects, but their righ*s had been zys-
temntically refused to them in spitv of numervus
appeals for justice. "Thislong continued denial of
judtice bronght about the rebeliion of 1837, and
the patri ts shed their blo.d fir the cause of
liber'y. But it produced good fruit and it is
owing to their death that fifty years later
Canada enjoys perfect liberty under the shade
of the British flag. The day of liberty had not
yet arrived for the Metis, hencp the rebe lion.
They were Ceprived of representation and were
governed by a council of 13, seven membera of
which were appointed by the government and
six by the people. They hed not even the
glorious privileges of the kabeas corpus., He
condemned the unconstitutional trial, and said
it was the duty of every honest Frenci-Canadian
to protest against it. - :

Mr. Iitzpatrick said that when the cry of
alarm went out in March last that a rebsllion
had broken out in the North-West, and that the
country was threatened with all the harrors of
an Indian rising, the volunteers imnmediately
rushed to arms and hurried to the front to de-
fen 1 theic countey. At that time there was no
auestion of nationality, and French, Lnglish,
sSeotch and Inab only thought of muintaming
+he honor of the Dominton’s flag.  Now atother
movenent was in progress, but, unfortunately,
it partook ot a sectional churacter. This was
wmuch to be regretted and could vnly be explained
by the fact that the trus question ab issue was
not properly understond by the Exglish people,
Fhe pointiat rtake and the only one was waether
au aiempt was bemng made by mesns of the
stagnty of T8ED to deprive tho inhabitants of the
North West of the right of triat by jury, wh'ch
was thie Dirthrizht of every British snbject, and
with the knowledge he had of the JXngh=h he
felt sure that if they properly understood the
matter they wonld be the first to rise and de-
mand for the inhabitazts of the North-West the
sawse rights that are enjoyed here. Justice was
the same everywhere, whe her on the banks of
the Saskatchewan or the shores of the St. Law-
rence. It wis unfaic to arraign before the
tribunal of public opinion the judge and jury
whe tried Riel.  They were simply the outeomo
of the law as it was found in the statute baok,
The law was pa-sed by our cwn represcrtatives,
aud we were responsible for the iniquitons por-
tion= of it.

AMr. Charles Langelier thapked the citizens of
Montreal for jsining with Quebee in upholdivg
the cause af the half-breeds, The Metis unght
be divided into three classes :—1. Thow wle
had obtained land in Manitoba and afborweeds
left for the North-West. These were a sali
nomber and did not take upr arma, 2, The baif-
breeds of Manitoba wha zever obtained innd in
that provinee n virtue of the law of 1870 and
who are entitled to it. 3. The haif-breeds whe
have always lived in the North-West and  hawe
never obfained lavds at_all. This was the
most important class, Do have their griev.
ances redressud it might be wiid that they
should proceed constitutionally, Imt  having
no  representation  they could only ke
their grievasces known by wecans of petitivns
and delegatiens, and  evep then they got
no justice. The best evidence that they
ware justified in asking what they did w.s
that the (rovernment issued hundreds of li-
censes when the trouble broke ont and Hon,
Mr, Macpherson  wan  compelled to leave
the cabinet. In  this  country {)eople
were not  excouted  for political of-
fonces. In  the Urited States after
their civit war the men who took part
in it were forgiven and afterwards became the
Dbast citizens and wurked the hardest for the de-
velopmen$ of the country. England did the
same. The English peop'e need not bo alarmed
nor threaten because they asked what it was in
the power of the_suthorities to_grant, namely,
clemency. If this were granoted the two races
would even Ve more firmly kit togetber than
before, and all would go on in peace and har-
mony. N

HALTF-BREED3S SENTENCED.

TonroxTto, August 15.—The JMail corres-
pondent at Hegioa telographs yesterday :
The court upened at four o'clock this after-
noon hefore Judpe Richurdson for the purpose
of sentencing the pri-oucrs who pleaded puilty
of treason-felony o few duys ago. Ex-Attor.

of the trial. The police and balf the audi-
ence were moved to tears as he proceeded to
plead for clemency. They were the creaturces
of circumstances, children of the plain, he
said, who followed their acknowledged lead-
ers. Liel's wilesa had led them to believe
him a prophet, and they took up arms be-
lieving they were doing right. The prisonera
represented 150 children on the banks of the
Suskutchewan who were without support.
He hoped the court would deal leniently.

Colonel Richardson then, in a very matter
of fact way, proceeded to sentence the pris-
oners, whom he classed into four lots.. The
firet received neven years in the penitentiary,
the next three, the next one, and the laat
were discharged on their own recognizance to
nppear for sentence whin called upon. The
sentence was then pronounced as follows : —

West Australin will also sign it. Whether
New Zealand will do so is doubtful. The
proposal is that steamship companics be paid
so much per pound for mail matter. The
contraot will call for a weekly n:ail service of
20, 30 or 31 daya from London to Adclaide.
English companies taking the msila via the
Suez Canal receive a snbsidy of §1,000,000 a
year. Their contracts expire in September,
1887. The new arrangement would com-
mence on that date,” Mr. Boker added that
the Capadian Pacific had offered to provide a
weekly English-Australian 30-day mail ser-
vice via Vancouver Island for $5,000 a year,
and s8 the coloniea were now payiug twice
that sam it waa possible the Canadian Pacifio
would secure the contract.

1t was o grand eight to ece the mustering
squads falling in sad taking up their double-
quick msrch to the ‘rallying point, with
bugles blowing and drams beating nanonac
ing thelr aporoach, but it is regretable now
to think that so dire a necessity ever existed
in onr country, The different regiments took
up their line of march to the outskirts of the
eity, and proceeded as fur as the top of the
Tanperies Hill, the high road to Lachine,
waitiog orders from the frunt to direct their
onward course. '
The alarm bad reached Lachineabout seven

Word ‘having been gent
over to Caughnawaga, about two hundred
Indin Warriors crossed the river and joined
the Brigade, : .

By the advice of old Colopel Wilgress, a
Poajwsular veteran, then living at Lachine,
who undertook or assumed the direction of
afle’rs, the Lachine troop and the village
gompany ot foot (Captuin Leponsee’s} were
sent to the front or advance, half a mile
above the village, to watch and to report the
rebsl advance. The three other companies of
foot arrived shortly afterwards,

The first to arrive was Captain Decley's
company fram Lower Lachine. The writer
was with this dompany, They came inat
double quick, nenrty a vun, and formed op
posite Laflammse'’s. Such a cheer as greeted
their arrival, it rent thie very air. Then
Captain Carmichoel, with his company frem
Cote St. Paul, reached the village by way of
the hanks of the Lachine Canal, and lastly,
Captain Charles’ company, from Cote St
Pierre and the ‘Tanneries, arrived and formed
amid a deafeniug cheer. But let us turn our
eyes to the St. Lawrence, Whata cheering
sight was to be seen there. The river waa
literally covered with cances, Kvery warrior
in Caughnawaga was on the river croseing to
join the Lachine Brigade,

The cheer of welcome from thas little band
of volunteers which greeted the arrival of the
Indian warriors, and their wild warwhaop in
response, was o sound, a sight and a scene;
the like of it wnny never again be heard or
seen in this province! By ten o’clock fully
500 nrmed men of all classes atood in the old
viliuge of Lachine. The night passed over
without any enemy putting in an appearance.
There were no telegraphs in those days. All
eommunijcation was made and kept up by the
cavalry, The Lichine troop was then over-
wotked, earrying despatches and keeping up
the lines of communication Detween the out-
posts, .

The next morning the old villuge presented
the appearance of a military camp, with its
varied costumes, every man in his own dress;
the foot had not yet received their clothing.
