thing - fo satisfy ll'v heart’s yearninas—egrasping at

ly Papal or renlly Protestant, In these words we
see @ frank admission that Anglicanism is a eapul
miortiunt, and that its .own adherenis believe it im-
nraclicalde any lqnger 1o keep . the_incoberest -muss
together.  The dagh of thl Clisteh by "D 1sisiz’
lished are nuniberéd, if we: may . confide in. the “asser--
tions of the cvm‘ochcal Stendard, and the time is.
come for putting in gpposilion the only two religions
denominations that have any slren«rtll—mmely the
Chaureh of Christ and the multitudinous tribe of Pro-
tustant uabelief commonly called Dissent.

We are not inclined to dispute our catemporary’s
view of the case.  On the contrary, we have felt cver
ssivee the deeision in the Gorham case, that Chureli-
of-Linglandism must appear to every r('ﬂnLnno‘ mind
a moc[wrv a delusion, and a snare; and tlmt all the
ellorts of the Tractarian party to uphold asa Church
tthat palpably haman tustitution must prove shortive.

irity. The Low Churchmen or Disscaters have re-
'~ol| ed upon driving them out, aud levelling (he flinsy
barriers that now form a line or demarcation betwees
Archbishop Sumner and Mr. Binney.  In 1689 there
were prelates and parsons who labored lard so te
alter the Anglican Liturgy as to enable the Secaten
D'resbyters and the Jnglish Dissenting Ministers to
enter the ample fold of the State Chun.h, and oceupy
stalls in Westminster Abbey and St. Pauls; and
J we believe we do not do violence 1o listorical truth
! when we assert that the temporalifies and not the
Juith opposed an eflective obstucle to the completion
of Stillingfleet’s and Burne’s pet scheme. The An-
glicans appxelmnded the ruin of their rich preserves -
by an influx of greedy Scotchmen and hungry Dis-
senters, and they closed the gales by Ieavmcr the Li-
turgy, which llley denounced, in the same state that
they received it from Lahmer and Cranmer. Anid
s0 lave matters gone on until now,.when, owing to
the spread of latitudinarian principles in England, the
Lowchurclunen feel -that it is in - their power to re-
model the ‘Book. of Common - Prayer according 1o
their own fanatical fancies.

Wit this view a- Society has been formeil, as the
evening organ of this- party informs us, for the sole
purpose of procurmg a “revision “of the Liturgy.”
Their, progranune is, it must be conlessed, suffiviently
broad-and.-bold. . Like the Chartists, lhese Lvnnop--
lical Reformers:iof - ‘the Reformed Church” hnw
their nine points, " ‘
: First.—The word < Priest” is to  be mercilessly’
expunued wherever it appears:in the Anglican Litur-
gy. ; Here we must admit the common *sense"of “the-
nesv reformers; for. anything ‘more" out: of place in'a
Protestant :Prayer Book :than the word * Priest’can -
hardly -be ' imagined. - ‘As Protestantism repudmtem
the dactrine of eucharistic sacrifice, it has no businéss !
withaitars orpricsts;: The* table” apd the @ mlms-
ter¥.:are;cerlainly more appropriate terms, =

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The second proposed alteration applies to the or-
dination service, from which the new reformers pro-
laim their determination to sweep away every phrase
that.appears to  sanction sacerdotal assumption.”
the gloomy bigot of Geneva is evidently their model,
and as, .according: 10. the -true Protestant ' theory,
everj‘man'is the fit.quack " for. curing ‘the -ailments
that afflict his awn conscience; ‘we -see .perfect icon-
sistency in the purpose of the * Revision Society,”
to reduce their Ministers to the proper dissenting
Jevel.

‘Fhe third alteration js framed fo square with the
decision of the Privy Council in the Gorham case.
Baptismal regeneration is to be emphatically denied,
and Protestantism is o isswe & new protest against
the doctrine of the first Protestants, that children
who have been baptised and have died- without com-
mitting sin, are certainly saved. The modera Re-
_formers will not admit so consoling a doctrine. It
may or may not be true, they say; and, reversing the
merciful rule of our Courts of law, which gives the
prisoner the beaefit of auy. doubt that may exist, they
resolve.that the larsh.side. of the question' shall be
adopted, as more consnnant with Protestantism.

: ‘Akin to this is the next proposal for the revision
of the Liturgy, as it affects -the ‘burial of ‘the dead.
The revisers will not permit their “ Ministers® to read
in:a ‘monotonous, sepulchral tone that his dear bre-

" ther is interred ¢ in the sure hope” of a happy re-
surrection. Hitherto the revisioners have been sheer
Chalvinists—here they become sceptics.

- 'We were of course, prepared for their declaration
of war against the certainly very unprotestant part of
the Anglican Liturgy concerning the visitation of the
sick. 'That is # rank Popery,” we allow, and must
have been always a sore place for those who revile
the Catholic doctrine of Confession and Absolution.
"True the « reformers” of the days of Edward VI.,
Elizabeth, and the Dutchman, suffered it to pass as
sound, orthodox Protestantism; but then they had
no Exeter Hall to enlighten them, no Evangelical
Alliaunce to direct them, no Tarl of Shaltesbury to
lean them. Menceforth, all Protestants in this Em-

- pire must die unconfessed and unshriven. There is,
nevertheless, real consistency in this revision. As
there are to be no * priests” and no “sure hope,” it
would be absurd not to apply the pruning shears to
the ¢ Visitation of the Sick.”

‘I'he Athanasian Creed also is to beclipped. The
modern Reformers are not so cruel, after all, as they
appear at they first blush; for though they expunge
“ liope,” they also obliterate anathema. We shall
certainly be curious to see how the Creed of St.
Acthanasius will read after it has undergone the pro-
posed reforination. Itappears to us that the Revi-
sion Society have either gone too far or not gone far
enough. Would it not Jiave- been more simple, more
efficacious,” and more Protestant to expunge the
Atbapasian Creed altogether! What is there in
common between the glorious Catholic Saint whose
life was an incessant conflict with Arianism, and the
Protestant reformers who in heresy and schism but
follow in the wake of Ariug? Again, why don’t they
have the cburage and the decency to fling aside the
Creed of the great Catholic Council of Nice? And
as: they protest against Catholicity, why not manfully
prove their consistency and eadedvor to give their
doctrine the semblance of truth, by reforming the
Apostles’ Creed, and ceasing to proclaim an untruth
as often as they profess to believe in the I3oly Catho-
lic Church ? Men who profess to stand exclusively
upon Scriptural ground, cught not to tolerate innova-
tions like these symbols of faith and as they are en-
gaged in the work of Liturgical revision, they may as
well moke a clean sweep of the three Creeds. There
will then remain no barrier to a fraternal embrace
between tie ¢ Lord Archbishop of Canterbury® and
the cobbler who lays aside his last to ascend the bar-
rel and preach the Gospel in Bonner’s-fields.

Nevertheless, in that long season of financial
pressure, our country was spared because Englana did
not feel herself sirong enough to perpetrate the injos-
tice of over-taxing a people whose poverty was owing
to her otvn misrule. And in 1842, when an annual
deficit of three tillions drove Leelto revive the In-
come Tax to avert national bankruptey, Ireland a
second time was spared, because our raiers were not
rich enougl 1o rizk the cost of promating disaftection.
The English Iixchequer overflowed with an annual
excess of those millions sterling, which famine and
pestilence had wasted the strength and wealth of Ire-
land, and emigration cotstinued the weakening piocess,
initiated by a myslerious visitation of Providence, and
aggravated by the mismanazement and negligence of
Governmen!. Such was the moment chosen by Whiga
and Peeliles—to subject us to an Income Tax. May
it be increased ten fuld, if Itish constituencies do not
seize the earliest opportunity of ejecting those repre-
senlatives who voied for it.

THE ENNISKILLEN RATLWAY BITSHAP.

Op Saturday, we pninted out an array of ‘important
facts showiny how likely the affair was to have re-
suited from negligence and- accident, and none of our
arguments have met "with either affirmalion or con-
tradiction from contemporaries who know that silence
is their-cure. Ye noled then the faet, that though two
ur three enormous stones were fouand on the line (when
somie hours afler the accidenl, the officials thought of

. dooking for the euse), no mark covld be seen on these
stages to show that they had been struck by the en-
gine, thongh competent awtorities have asserted, as,
indeed; anybody might guess, that the force of the
coliisivn. should have either broken the atones in twain
or knocked Jarge pieces off them. We forther point-
ed out bow the rails had sprung, how.ths-line was

* badly construcied, afd had a very sharp enrve at this
part, and Hotv the engine, ifstead of upselting (as it
would: have done’ from- collision) simply ranoff the

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line. Besiles this, we dwelt on tke remarkable eic- |

cumstance, that at first people seem to have looked
upon the affair as a palpable aceident, and that it was
not till every one of the eight hasdred passengers had
besn removed (a process of some houis), that late at
night, the officials miraculonsly fonnd ou the line the
stones which have given rise lo the story of. the
¢t Popish plct.” Facts likethese are surely sufficient
to muke any man who was not blinded by the darkest
prejudices or inciled by the unworthiest motives, hesi-
tate before he charged as a murderous plot against
anybody, what may turn cut to be purely accidental.
Importani as these facts are—and they have had strong:
influence on the minds of many hovorable men—ad-
ditional strength is given to them, by the very unlike-
lihood of persons being found so base and so brutal as
tu cuncoet a horrible conspiracy for the murder of hun-
dreds of their fellow-eréatures. For we assert, that if
this thing should be shown 1o be not'an aceident, but

‘a preconcerled attempt at whelesale slanghier (u thing

we shall never believe 1ill proved as clear as noon-
day), no punishment, however subtle in tortnre, would
be too great for the perpetratars of it.  Aye, and if
such mousters there be, no punishment wounld be too
great for these who would shield them from the venge-
ance of the law.

B, in wrath, every day brings us intellegence
wihich confirms us in the impression that the aflair
was sulely the result of accident, and every hour’s
calm reflection more strongly fustens that impressiozn
on eur miad,

Since our [ast article on the subject was writlen, we
have received information from more than one party
of unquestionable professional competency, which
shows more and more how easily explainable s this
matler by accidental causes. Oue of these gentlemen
declares himself very mueh struek with the fact, that,
on examining lhe engine, he feund the fire-box or
tank uninjured. Now, this tank is generally made of
malleable iron, abount an eighth of an inch thick ; and
surely, if it came in contact with a stene a foot and a-
half hizgh, it would have been completely jammed in.
Therefore, from the absence of such a result, our in-
formants are of opiniun thut no collision took place.—
Aud so, with neither the stones marked nor the fire-
box injured, the conspiracy looks very mythical, in-
deed.  But they give an explunation of the accident
which is well wurth noting, as reconciling some state-
ments made by the officials.

It will be remembered that the papers contained a
statement from the man Armstrong, that his (the se-
cond) engine was not in good working order, aud that
this cause lessened the speed of the train. Qur aun-
thorities, on inquiry, discover the following facts t—
The train was drawn by two engines. The [irst was
going at full speed ; but for the seven miles nextto
the place of the accident, the second engine gave no
ussistance, owing to her ¢ priming® or < finding,’ as
it is called. When near the curve, however, the se-
cond engine ceased priming, and resumed her steam,
which quickened her jate of going so suddenly, that
she dastied in on the forémost cngine, and lorced it
over the rails al this critical spot.  And this sudden
accession of speed and consequent rebound of ane
engine off the other will readily aceount for the slight
shock which poor Griffin said he felt just before the
train ran down the embankment. In all human pro-
bability, it was this (with the engine out of order and
the men intoxicated) that praduced the disaster; aud
setne importance should be attached to the fact, that
thisengine ron off the line twice before.

We may add, that persons who had experience in
railway engine management remarked, al the Derry
slation, when the train was about to leave, that the
officials labored hexvily under the effects of their
day’s jolification, and were otterly unfit to take charge
of the engines. Howthe stonesafterwards got on the
line our reaclers may conjecture for themselves; but
the natural fear of punishment for negligence will ex-
plain much.—Ulsterman.

A Citizen of Derry writing in the Dublin Weekly
Telegroph gives the fullowing account of theaccident :
— & What are the facts, and what the evidence to im-
plicate the Catholics in the horrid deed? From facts
collected [ shall endeavor to give a tangible illustra-
tion of the accident, Simply a common occurrence,
the train running off the line at the cucve, The ser-
vanis of the company know that one of the engines
ran twice off the rails before, and said engine did not
work for seven miles before the accident oecurred.—
it is also known that suid engine is defective, und
primes itself with exhausted steam, and when sur-
charged starts with fearful velocity. The other only
working, the train passed over tweniy-six miles in
furty-five minutes. The excursionisis exciled with
liquor, and seme of the attendants drurk, the increas-
ed impetus given to the train ai the curve by the sud-
den working of the surcharged engine drove both
engines with a first class carriage, whose conneeting
links were broken, off the rail, and thus providentially
prevenled the immense loss of life which otherwise
would have taken place. The disaster over and ils
results known, stones might have been placed on the
rails by certain parties * ¢ ¢

No malicious intention could have been carried out
if even contemplated. Arrangements bad been made’
to guard against it, and therefore it is a falsehood to
slate that the accident was the result of malice., Sen-
tinels were every where placed along the lire, each
having only ouve mile and a half to guard. This fact,
in coujunclion with a train having passed the sanie
spot about an hout belore the accident oecurred, pre-
cludes the supposilion that any stones wese maliciously
placed on the rail. The strictest investigation of the
case js required—the public demand it. The Catholics
should insist upon ity and pizy the Government to in-
stitule the. most searching inquiry.

THE SECULARISATION BILL,

Tt will not pass, says one ; il must be carried, cries
anotlier 5 with considerable modifications,adds a third ;
but that it will pass, and much in its present form, is,
we fear, the most probable bypothesis. We do not
agree with the Journal de Quebec, that any solution
of the long agitated question of the Clergy Reserves
is preferable to a prolonged agitation 5 we admit that
a solution, and a final solution is necessary; but we
doubt much if Catholies should accept the solution
propounded by Solicitor General MDonald’s Bill,
Yet we fear it is likely to pass, and with the as-
sistance of the French Canadian Catholic vote; be-
cause it will be judged—not by ils own merits, not
by its inevitable effects upon the ecclesiastical insti-
tutions of Lower Canada, and the School system of
the Upper section of the Province—but solely with
regard to its bearings upon the fate of (he Ministry
by whom it is introduced, and its connection with an-
other exciting question in Lower Canada—the abo-
lition of the Seignorial Tenure. Some will vote for
it to keep the present administration in, or rather to
kkeep the Ilozeges and Clear Girits oul ; others will
vote for it o seeure the co-operation of Upper Ca-
nadian members on the Seignorial question 3 whilst
the Rouges themselves will Leartily support it, as the
first of a series of measures destined to extinguish
the too exorbitant pretensions of the pretrisse, and
to prepare the way for other great, and radical soeial
changes.

Of the Upper Canada members, a majority will
cerlaicly vote for it. A few indeed of the old Con-
servative party may oppose it, but their numbers are
but small, and their influence still less. Their lead-
ing men are willing to throw the Reserves overboard,
and the [Protestant Conservatives have therefore no
right to expect that their Catholic fricnds and auxi-
fiaries in the Lower Province shall sacrifice: them-
selves ia the defence of a cause, which the princi-
pals have already abandoned as hopeless. The gene-
ral feeling is, that it would be useless to prolong the
contest.

Such being the case, it seems that the opponents’of
secularisation have nothing left but to submit with the
best grace they can assume, to their incritable fate.
Tt can hardly be expected of (hem that they should
do more, or thal they should join in the joyfu! ac-
clamations with which the apjroaching downfall of
wll ecclesiastical endowments will be bailed by_ the
democratic, and infidel party. '

We need therefore say but little of Mr. M¢Don-
ald’s Bill -now before the cduntry. It embodies all
the most objectionable features of Mr. Hineks’ Bill,
and differs from the latter chiefly in this—that it ex-
plieitly esserts—what the other only implied —that
State endowments of the Church are evil, and that

stopping at the house of a Mr. Keat, some: distance

the secular power should not lend its assistance’ to the-

heirs ; and dying intestate anmd without natural heirs,
it is easy to foretell what will become of its property.
Assuredly the principle embodied in Mr. MDouald’s
Bill 1s destined to have a very extended application.

And were it consistently earried out-—which it
will not be, unless Canada be destined fo relapse into
thie condition of a heathen country—what, we shonld
lile te know, would become of "State-paid Chaplains
to our jails and penitentiaries? If it be indecd de-
sirable that the “semblunce® even of connection be-
ttween Church and State should be abolished, why, in
the name of all that is ridiculons and inconsistent,
shoutd the State be burdened with the sulavies of
Chaplains for the Ilouses of Legistature? Why
shonld such a monstrous piece ef humbug, as State-
paid clergymen, {or wealthy members of Darliament,
rich enough to pay their own ministers, and who ex-
pressly declare that there shioufl b o counection,
or semblance of conncction, between Church and
State—why should such a piece of humbng, we say,
be any longer perpetuated?  Why should the busi-
ness of the State, and its solemn assemblies, be inan-
gurated with prayer, if it be desirable to abolish all
semblance of connection between Church and State ?
And why should the State busy itself with Sabbath
Observance Bills, and other religious enactments? 1f
the principle be true, it must be susceptible of universal
application ; therelore all salaries paid by the State
to Chaplains, and all State enactments enforcing re-
ligious observances, should be abolished.  If it be not
susceptible of nniversal application, it cannot be true;
and if it is not {rue, it must be a lie, and as sueh is
to be repudiated, as of the devil—the Father of lies
and the especial patran of all cant.

We repeat it. Secolarisation can only be logi-
cally and consistently defended upon the plea that all
State endowments, all State assistance to, all State
recognition, of the Clristian religion—which is em-
bodied in the Church—are essentially evil, and that
it is desirable to abolish them, even to the semdlunce
of conncetion between Church and State.  This is
the doctrine of the Voluntaries with Mister George
Brown at their head 5 bat this is a doctrine which no
conscientious Catholic can assert, repudiated as it
always has been by the teaching and practice of the
Catholic Chureh, Tt is 1ot desirable,” says the
Catholic, ¢ that all conneclion between Chureh and
State should be severed : it is an evil to be deplored,
and a calamity Lo be averted.”

As regards the School system of Upper Canada,
My, M:Donald’s Bill is just as objectionable, and as
unjust towards Catholics, as was Mr. Iincks’ mea-
sure, It passes over the proceeds of the Clergy Re-
serves o the General Funds of the County Municipal
Councils, according to population, nraking them. * ap-
plicable to any purpose to which such Funds are ap-
plicable.” Now the ¢ General Funds of the Munici-
pality”’ are applicable to Common School purposes;
but from the composition of the Municipalities we
may be sure that they will not be applied to separate
or Catholic Schoel purposes; and thus the Catholic
separale Schools of Upper Canada will be as elfecty-
ally debarred from all participation in public funds
made applicable to School purposes, asif they had
been expressly excluded by the very words of the
Act.

We shall return to this subject next week, for we
do not think that a measure so important will be al-
lowed to pass’ without discussivn. In the meantime
we would call the attention of those of our cotem-
poraries.who blamed us some months ago for mixing
together the School and Clergy Reserves questions, to
this simple fact—that the speeches of the introdncer
of the Bill, and of the members of the House wha took
part in the debate on the motion for the first reading
of the Clergy. Reserves Bill, were almost entiiely
devoted to the discussion of the Schoal question—
that, whether they liked it or no, the supporters of
the Bill felt themselves compelled to treat the Sepa-
rate School question as essentially part and parcel of
the Clergy Reserves question. It is thus that; from
the beginning, the TRUE WiTNESS has always viewed
and discussed it :- because it is evident that the fate

"Our cotemporary should pay 2 liitle more atiention
to liis calegories. It is true that we denounce Stake
interference in Church matters, and it is no less (rue
that we do not deem it desirable to sever all connee-
tion Lelween Chureli and State; but it does net
thence follow that we are chargeable with incos-
sistency, or that the teaching of the Church is con-
tradictory.  Conneetion between Churelh and St
does not necessarily imply any assumption by the lat-
ter of authority over the former ; and the connection
which we contend for, absolutely denies to the State
any right to interfere in matllers ecelesiastical.  The
nornal position of the Chureh to the State is some-
what analogous to that of parent to the child; be-
twixt whom indeed a close connection should exist,
but without implying any right on the part of the
latter to conlrol, or dictate to, the other. We cop-
ceive of both Church and State as existing by Di-
vine appointment, each deriving their authority from
one common source, and each bound fo support the
other. Nor is this doctrine peeuliar to Romanists,
Protestants not a few, and Prolestants of Drotest-
tants, have contended for it both in Fugland and
Scotland.  Livendhe Free Chureh party of 1he lat-
ter couniry, prior o the disruption, never went se far
1as to maintain that the ruplure of the Stale connec-
tion was desirable per se ; and Dr. Chalmers, the
leader of thatl party, always deplored (he sad neces-
sity which, iu Lis opinion, rendered that rupture ine-
vitable. These men assuredly were Protestants,and
yut asserled the very doctrines for nphelding whicl
By the
reluctance with whicl they abandoned the Istablish-
ment, afler repeated cllorts, in the Courts of Law,
and in Parliament, to bring about an amicable ar-
rangement, they eclearly showed that they did not
think it “ desirable to remove all semblance ol con-
nection between Church and State;” by their relin-
quishment of their stipends, when it appeared thal
that amicable arraigement was impracticable, they as-
serted the principle, that the State has no right te
interfere in Clurch matters. Does the Montreal
T¥itness then mean to tax Dr. Chalmers, and s
{riends, with inconsistency, or the IFree Church of
Scotland with being of a * Cameleon Character?”

We would call the attention of our Irish Catholic
readers, electors of Montreal, Lo the fact that, upon
the late debate on the * Nasson College Incorpora-
tion Bill”>—a Bill toallow a Catlolic educational
establishment to hold landed property given toit by
charitable individuals—the names of NMessrs. Young
and Iollon are to be found, together with those of
Messrs. . Brown, J. M. Terres, and Mr. M<Don-
ald (of Glengarry) on the list of those who voled
against allowing the College to hold land for the pur-
pose of therefrom deriving any income. Now as we
believe that both Messrs. Young ond Holtoa are not
a. little indebled for their seats in Parliameat, ami
for the power which they thence derive to throw
difficulties in the way of the establishment of chari-
table Cathelic institutions, to the voles of Trish Ca-
tholics in Montreal, it is well that the attention of
the Iatter should be occasionally dirccted to the mat-
ner in which they are served by their representatires.

That George Brown, J. M. Ferres and others of
a similar stamyp, should be found voling against o
Catholic establishments, is but natural; and when
no Catholic vote has assisted (o place these men
in the position which they oceupy, we have nothing
wherewith to reproach ourselves; but the case 1
dillerent when it is by Catholic votes that the ene-
mies of our Chureh arc invested with the power of
doing us hurt. Catliolics should always remember that
their first duty is towards the Catliolic Church ; that
her claims are superior to all others, that she will
brook no rival, and will aceepl of no divided allegi-
ance: The elective franclise is then a trust which
the Catholic will always exerciseas a trust for which
lie is responsible to God, and which he is therefore
bound 1o exercise in the intercsts of religion and
morality—that is, of God’s Church. Now this he can-
not do by giving his vote for men who have rendered
themselves conspicuous for their anti-Catholic preju-
dices. Tt is bad enough that we should be wronged
by our encmies; but Catholics must be infatuated io-
deed if they lend their aid to elevate to political
power mnen by whom that power will be empioyed 3s
a means for inflicting wrong upon the Clurch. At
the next clection, we trust that the Irish Catho-
lic voters of Monlreal will show their appreciation of
the conduct of Messrs. Young and Iolion on the
« Masson’s College Bill.”>. . . i

is lost inastonishment at the impudence of the speaker,
and in_conteémpt for his hypocrisy. _

For we know, and every bady knows, that these
men-do not believe what they say, and that they are
'per{uclly:;conscious of the absurdilies of the argu-
ments which they advance. Tley. call themselves
Free T'raders Loo, do many of these men, professing,
35" articles af their political creed, that a” thing is
worth what-it will feteh, and that it will fetch what
it is worth ; -and yet they aflect to believe that land,
becausc hield by an ecclesiastical Corporation, will be
an cxception. to the rule. Now we contend that
land, whether held by an individual or by a Corpora-
tion, will be brought into the market, just s often,
and in proportion, as there is a demand for land ; that
if the demand exist for ladd, il it be likely ta fetch
a good price, the Corporation will be as willing as the
individual to aceept that good price, and to supply
the demand.  TFor, whilst we see no reasons why
Corporations as well as individuals should not be al-
Jowed to hold tand, we would deprive neither of the
right to sell, and tn invest the proceeds in such other
securitios as might seem most advantageous to the in-
dividual or Corporation 3 with the proviso that, in
the case of 1he Corporation, the funds accruing from
such sales should be wholly devoted to the purposes for
which the Corporation was endawed.  This it is the
duty al the State to enforce ; but having fulfilled
this duly, we deay to the State any more right to
iuterfere with the property ol ecclosiastizal Corpora-
tions, than with that of private individuals,

In the Middle Ages, and nnder the old Feudal
Reaime, when the lands of the Chureh were exempt
fromn taxation, when ceelesiastieal Corporations bore
no part of 1he hurdens of the Stale, it was the in-
terest of Government, and Government had the right
1o put resirietions upon the power of such Corpora-
tions to held landed property 3 because property so
held ceased to be productive for State purposes, fur-
nished no longer its aceustomed guote ol wen and
maney for the defence of the realm, and therefore
was the cause that the lands not so held were bur-
dened in uodue preportion.  But as these causes are
nol in operation now—as the land of a Corporation
is now as lable to taxation as that of Lthe individual —
as it contributes, in proportion with all other lands,
to the exigencies of the State—and will produce as
much grain, and feed as much stoek as if it were s
beld under any other tenure, it does look ridiculous |
to cite ihe legislation of the Middle Ages against
awrimain—Ilegislation which had its origin in the
accidenls of the Feudal Tenure—as an argument
against allowing n Catholic College, or hospital, 10
own a few acres of land, in order thence to derive
a revenie sufficient to defray its expences. Ridi-
enlous ! it is worse than ridiculous. It is cant; and
eant, according to Carlyle, is the essence of a lic
—a lig raised to its third power,

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SIR JOEN FRANKLIN.

The publication of a letter from Dr. Rae fo Sir|

George Sunpson,.under date August 4lh, York Fac-
tory, goes a little way to clear up the mystery which
has so long hung over the [ate of Sir John Ifrankiin
and his gallant but unfortunate comrades. All ex-
pectations of their return, or of their still being sus-
ceptible of relief from the hands of man, have long
been abandoned ; and in establishing the fact of their
death, Dr. Rae has merely established that which was
never doubtful. As to the—when—how-—and under
what circumstances—they camne by their end, we are
still nearly as much in the dark as ever. We pub-
lish below such portions of Dr. Rae’sietter as throw
any light upon these queslions, :
After having given an account of the expedition,
and of the difficulties with whieh it had to contend
up to. March of this year, the writer continues :—

#Qn the 31st March my spring journey commencetl,
but in eonsequence of gales ol winds, deep and soft
snow, awd foggy weather, we made but very litle
progress. We did not enter Pelly Bay until the 17ih.
Al thiz place we met with Esquimauy, one of whom,
on being asked if he ever saw white people, replied
in the negative, but said that a Jarge party (at leas)
40 persons) had perished from want of food, some 10
or 12 days’ journey to the westward, Tle substance
of the information, obtained at variaus times and from
varigus sources, was as follows (—

¢ 1o the spring, four winters past, (spring 1850,) a
party of white men, amounting to abouat forty, were
seen travelling southward over the ice and dragging
a bowt with [hem, by some Esquimaux who were
killing seals on the noith shore o! King William’s
Land, which is a Iarge island named Kei-ik-tak, by
the Esquimaux. . None of the party coull speualk the
native language intefligibly ; but, by signs, the na-
lives were made to understand that their ships or ship
had been crushed by ice, andihal the ¢ whites™ were
now going to where they expected to find deer to£hoot.
From the appearance of the men, all of whom, except
ong offceer, (chief,) looked thin, they were then sup-
pused to be getting shoit of provisious, and they pur-
chased a small scal fiom the natives.

«There appears to have beeri -abundant stock of
ammunition, as the powder was emptied in a heapon
the ground by the natives, ont of the keas or cases
eontaining it, and a quantity of ball and shot was
found below high water mark, having been left onthe
ice ¢lose to the beach. There must have been a
number of walches, telescopes, compasses, guns,
(several double barrelled,) &e., all of which appear to
lave been broken up, as I saw pieces of these difter-
ent articles with the Esquimaux, and together wilh
some silver spoons aud forks, puichased as many as |
could obtain. A list of the most important of these |
enclose, with a rough pen-and-ink sketch of the
crests and initials on the forks and spoous. The ar-
ticles themselves shall be handed over to the Secre-
tary of the Hon. H. B. Co. att my arrival in London.

«None of the ISsquimaux with whom [ conversed
had seen the ¢ whites,” nor had they ever been at 1the
place where the dead were found, but had their infor-
mation {rom those who had been there, and thasa who
had seen the paity when alive.

¢ From the head of Pelly Bay,—which is a bay,
spite of Sir H. Beaufort’s opinion to the conirary,—1I
crossed 60 miles of land in a westerly direction, traced
the west shore from Caslor and Pollux River to Cape
Porter of Sir James Ross, and [ could have got within
30 or 40 miles of Bellot Strait, but I thought it useless
proceeding further as I could not complete the whole.”

by night as by day his presence is sufficient to restore
order and put down disturbance. He is respected
like the law, of which he is the representative ; and
evey citizen, comprehending that his own safety is
intimately dependent on the efficacy of the police, is
always ready to lend assistance and concur with an
cnergetic devotedness in the wou:k which they are
engaged in. Such are the ‘English customs which
our population would do well to follow. The revo-
lutionary spirit has weakened the respect due to the
man representing the law. It has thrown on the
agent of the public authority the passion, hatred, an.d
sentiments of vengeance which have at all times ani-
mated lactious minorities. The police has had its
share of the hatred which the revolution has sworn
against ihe magistrate charged to apply the penalty
of the law to the abettors of disorder and sedition.
It is to the good sense of citizens, to the loyalty of
well-intentioned men, that it belongs to react against
these deplorable tendencies, and to root out from the
midst of the people the stupid prejudices which they
bave disseminated there. Yes, it is high time that
public reason should at last replace in the conditions
of consideration and respect which they merit all the
persons who concur in the maintenance of order in
our populous cities, and in that general surety which
is the characteristic sign of civilised society.”

SPAIN.

The affairs of Spain are assuming 2 menacing as-
pect. 'The Republicans are already brewing mis-

cousin and brother-in-law, has, itis reported, been
exiled to the Balearie Islands.

-ITALY.

In Picdmont the so-called Liberals are daily de-
veloping more and mare their political schemes for
sacrificing individual right, and the irreligious prin-
ciples from which all their legislation springs. Their
hatred seems priucipaily directed against the monas-
teries and convents—those asylums of peace, of cha-
rity, and ‘prayer, of which no fewer than five have
been vivlently seized and appropriated by the go-
vernment within the last few months. The Carthu-
sians were the first to suffer from their irreligious
viclence. This Urder had ceded a part of their
noble monastery in Turin as early as 1852, to be
employed as an hospital, seeking no compensation;
and tieir rights to the monastery remaining inviolate,
they deemed themselves most happy in being able to
supply some accommodation to the suffering and the
poor. Yet even this was not sufficient to guarantee
its passession for two years, as during the past month
the Fathers were all expelled from it by the govern-
meat troops, and the monastery itself declared the
property of the state. A college belonging to the
Oblates was similarly seized about the saine time by
the government, and a third ‘belonging to the Domi-
nican Order shared the same fate. The convents
liave not been more fortunaté, One beloaging to
the Capuchin Nuns was seized with great violence ;
and another, of which the Order -derived its name
from the Church of Saint John Lateran, in Rome,
was attacked by a troop of the military shortly after
midnight, and, thongh many of the community were
sick, all were hurried away, from the convent at.that
early hour, and would have remained houseless ‘had
their care rested in the hands of -these-¢ liberal phi-

the first time really, « European.”

RUSSIA. .

Recent communications from St. Petersburg afford
evidence that the present policy of the Imperoris
causing great discontent among certain classes of his
subjects, and it is hinted that, should he not listen to
the earnest representations that Lave been made to
him by those whose interests are seriously injured by
the continuance of the war,a revolutionary crisis may
oceur.

The general impression is that the Russian Go-
vernment will not be able to send very powerful rein-
forcements to the Crimea. Prince Gortschakofl's
army has enough to do to keep Omar Pasha and the
Austrians in check, and therefore almost all the
troops sent to the Crimea will have to cross the
steppe from the interior of Russia. e

THE BALTIC.

There is a rumor that the orders to the Baltic flect
to return to England has been countermanded.
Wherefore ?  Surely, after an inglorious ‘inaction of
six months, it is ..ot intended notw, when the ice is
about to'close the Baltic, to venture an attack on
any of the Russian fortresses. The time for action
there, has been disgracefully suffered to pass away;
and the best thing now to be done is to slink home
quietly, and if possible avoid a national chariveri.
We don’t say that it was either wise or necessary to
contemplate a great exploit in the Baltic ;—what we
have all along maintained is that for the mere purpose
of a blockade the naval force in that sea wasabsurdly
large, and that the ounly thing that could justify so
extravagant an outlay of the public money would be
2 vigorous prosecution of the war from Revel to
Cronstadt, We still hold that the Black Sea and
the Danube are the places where the Ilastern ques-
tion could alone be settled properly. The Iuropean
question might be better settled in the Baltic 5 and
the affair at Bomarsund only' serves to disgust this
nation with the ¢ great cry and little wool” of Sir
Charles. Napier and his gigantic fleet. In former
days England placed her hopes and confidence in her
t“wooden walls.”

‘of the Crimea, distant seven.miles'from Sebastopol,
and where the 'siege artillery can be safely and easily
disembarked. Here, having fixéd their base of ope-
rations, the "Allies. can keep their-'communications
open with.the feet, and attack Sebastopol on the
South side where, according to rumor, the land de-
fences are neither numerous nor formidable. ' The
port:of Balaklava though smail, is completely land-
locked, and offers admirable shelter for about a dozen
of the largest vessels of the line, ' ;

" Prince Menscikoff, with. the. shattered remains of
‘his army, reduced now'to about 20,000 men, has
thus been cut off from the fortress which his object
is to defend; and it is to be hoped that beforé rein-
forcements, sufficient to enable him to' recommence
‘offensive operations, shall have reached him, that
Sebastopol, with its fleet and arsenals, will be in the
hands of the Allies. Marshal St. Arnaud, in an ad-
dress to his troops, promised to lead them into the

claration of hostilities. Meantime, the flect were
continually firing shot and shells into the beleagured
city which is now completely invested by sea and,
land. TIts capture, thercfore, is reduced to 2 mere
question of time. We find the following particulars
of the battle of Alma, in our English files, from
which it wonld appear that the brunt of the engage-
ment was borne by the Inglish. The 23rd regi-
ment, stationed a few years ago in Montreal, seems
to have suffered very scverely.

The correspondent of the TYmes thus speaks of
the composition of the Turkish army :—

% With respect to the Turkish army, its deeds are
before the waorld, and all discussion as to the cou-
rage and endurance of the men is superfluous. But
there can be no doubt that what has been done is
chiefly due to this courage and endurance alone, and
that the Ottoman troops, if properly led, could en-
gage in offensive warfare, from which the prudence
of Omar Pasha and his advisers now leads them to
abstain. The fault lies in the want of officers; and,
as there is now every probability of along war, and
the new attitude of Russia seems to show that she
will intrench herself svithin her territories, and that
the war, to be successful, must be offensive and en-
terprising, it is most necessary that the fatal want of
directing skill and courage should be remedied. To
a great extent the army is officered by men bred up
in indolence and vice, who have obtained command
by the favor of some great man—f{avor earned often
by disreputable, and somctimes by infamous, means.
As might be expected, the higher the rank the greater
the poltroonery ; {or the place of a captain is of lit-
tle worth, and may be the reward of merit, but that
of colonel is “well paid; and generally goes to some
one with a more valuable title to advancement. In
Asia, where the system prevails in its integrity, the

Pasha in command is generally the first to run, and
the others follow according to their rank. As is
dsual in the East, each man cringes to every one
above and tramples on every one below him. The
Major lights the Colonel’s pipe, and the Lieuténant
blacks the Major’s boots. The result is what might
be looked for if we had.in our service hardy Con-
naught and Northumbrian bands, cfficered by favor-
ite valets of counly membeérs or middle-aged [ootmen
from Berkeley-Square.”

From a Russian source we learn that in the battle
of the 20th Sept., on the Aima, Marshal Arnaud
could not command the allies in consequence of a
severe attack of sudden indisposition, which prevent-
ed his mounting on horseback ; consequently Liord
Raglan alone commanded the allies in person. The
losses of the Russians in this first battle are stated
lo be—one general, two colonels, filty-three officers
and 2,800 men killed ; General Chomutoff, 86 officers
and 3,000 men wounded. These data are from a
Russian source, as it is also the report that Prince
Menschikoff commanded the Russian forces in person
on the 20th, and that he, together with bis entire
staff, narrowly escaped being taken prisouers -during
the engagement.

The following reliable intelligence relative to the
battle of the Alma [20th Sept.] has been received.
'The reserves of the Allies were not brought intoac-
tion. - The English on the left wing, the Turks in
the centre, and the Freach on the right wing, did
their worl in such a masterly way that the Bussians
never had a chance. The news that the Inglish
were at lirst repulsed is not confirmed. At first the
retreat of the Russians was orderly enough, but as
soon as the heary artillery of the {leet began to play
on the Russians as they marched along the coast,
they were seized with a sudden panic, ¢ and {led in
wild disorder.” Prince Measclikoff was chased by
some mounted Chasseurs, and would certainly have
fallen into the hands of his purswers had he not been
mounted on 2 thorough-bred horse. A ¢ crowd” of
deserters, mostly Poles, joined the allies. The Joss
of the Russians is estimated by the different writers
at 6,000, 8,000, and 10,000 men. At first, Prince
Menschikoff had 25,000 men in the entrenched eamp
on the Alma, but, having learnt by his scouts that
the "allies were in such great- force, he brought up
15,000 more from Sebastopol. '

Tt appears from these accounts that the battle was
fought within a very short distance of the sea coast.
The French army, consisting of either three or four
divisions, occupicd the yright, and was consequently
nearest the sea. - The English occupied the centre,
and the Turks the left. ‘The French army being
nearest the sea- fully one-haif of -it 'was’ nrotected by
the fire from the steamers, so that the extreme right
and centre of the French line did not suffer much.
The French-division which suffered most was on the
left of the French line, and next.to the English. * It
was commanded by .General Thomasson, who was

in our annals as one of the most glorious exploits of
our brave' countrymen.

interest in the country isin a highly prosperous or
lopeflul condition. Lawand ordér are fast becomino
established ; life and property are comparatively safe::
even in our remoter districts: and the population
bave universally settled down to the steady pursuits
of industry. In the neighborhood of all the gold fields
considerable quantities of agricultural lands have been
purchased, cultivation and the breeding of the smaller
kinds of live stock have become a mania, and fabulous
prices are given for suitable animals. Vegetables,
eggs, and milk, in place of being unheard of Tuxuries,
are fast becoming procurable at all the older eold
fields. The diggers are now sending for their wives
and fanmilies, and many of them are devoling a lares
portion of their time to the cultivation of gari‘lens and
even farms. At Sydney business was very depressed,
and great uncerfainty prevailed in all commercial
affairs. The Great Nugget Vein Mining Company
had held its hall-yearly meeting.
