His Grace the Archbishop of Dublin 'has: just
issued a Pastoral, in the course of which he aliudes
to the Fenians, in terms which must be pleasing to
every good Catholi¢, and to every intelligent and
bonest Irishman. His Grace observes :—.

' Before I terminate, you will aliow me, reverend
brethren, to beg of you to caation your flocks, again
and again, against the dangers of secret and illegal
sacleties, and to wake incessant exertions to root
out every vestige of the last development which
these societies have taken, under the pame qf Fe-
pisnism. I kaow you have been moat active in
preventing the growsih of this noxious and poisonous
plant, and your Jabors aave merited for yon the ap-
probation of heaven and eartb. For the past, you
have preserved the great mags of the people of this
diocese from the evils with which they were me-
naced ; ané now you have to congratulate yourself
that very fsw, if any, of those committed to your
pastoral care have been doomed to undergo the
borrors of & long penal gervitude. If your exertions
be continued in the came prudent and lsudeble way
o8 for the past, you may confidently hope that soon
there will be no more leaven among us to corrupt
<he masgs, and that the unfortunate spirit of anarchy
and irreligion with which we are threatened, sball
be completely extioguished. ~

Y Huving writtea to you on this subject a short
time ago, all I have now to add ia, that aftecall the
revelations which bave been made within the last
few weeks, and especinlly after the documentary
eviderce that has been publish:d, every man who
does not wish to shut hia eyes against the truth
muast fully uoderstand that Fenisoizm i3 not, indeed,
a dangerous or powerful, but, indeed, s foolish and
wicked, conspiracy against the existing civil autho-
rities, and still more against the divizely constituted
authority of the Qhurch of God. [tg effects have
been most injurious to the covntry, turning away the
minds of the people from their legitimase occupa-
tions to wicked, wild. and impracticsble projects,
disturbing the courae of trade, interrupting busiaess,
and giving & pretexs to the Orange lodgus to arm all
their members, and even reckless boys, to the great
tisk of the public peacs, and to excite a bitter perse-

cution against poor Catholic3, who had no connee- |

tion whatever with Fenians or their foliies. Indeed
the progress of Fenianism is due in a great part to
the encouragement given to it by the Orange prees ;
aud g0 fur from being a Catholic movemens, it has
been from ita first outget conducled by leaders
known to be iofidels and avowed énemies of the Ca-
tholic Cburch. Like all those who have undertaken
to assail the old Catholic faith of Irelavd, the Fe.
nians have completely failed in their attempt on re-
ligion, and vaiu have been their exertions to separate
tbe penple frum e Cathulic clergy, and to drive
the flocks into hostility against their legitiwate
pastorg

He next referred to the leader in the Times on the

endowment of the Oatholic clergy in the following
terms ;—

¢ The great organ, indeed, of public opinion in
Eogland, in an article conceived iz a spirit of in-
sualting commisseration, pretends that Fenianiam has
succeeded in detaching thn people from the pries:s,
sod Buggests that the Siate, looking with pity en
the deplorable condition of the Catholic clergy,
should sllow them a miserable pension to preserve
them from ulter starvation. You, reverend bre-
thren, will undoubtedly unite with me in protesting
againss the injury which is done to our flocks by the
insinuation of the Timer, and in aeclaring that our
cburches were never batter attended thau at present,
tbat there were never so many devout communi-
cants, and that the people were never more attached
to those who are assiduously laboring for the salva-
tion of their souls. As to a State pensioo, the clergy
of this divcese, recollecting the maxim, Timeo Da-
noos ef dona ferenles, will not hesitate a moment to
reject it, preferring to be poor and indepsudent,
rather than to be reduced to slavery in oider to en-
joy the good things of this world. The advice
given by the Hoiy See, in two leiters of the Propa-
ganda, in 1801 and 1805 to the [rish clergy, ia of the
greatest importance and ought never to be forgot-
ten. These letters place in the strongest light the
dangers of & State pension, snd show that the Holy
See has always been opposed in priaciple to such a
system.”

He again reverts to the gubject of Fenianism, ob.
gerving :—

[t has been very beneficial in & temporal point
of view to its leaders and chiefs in America, but has
been most fatal to their associates in [reland. The
Head Centres in the United States have collected
millione of dollars; they heve been able to hire
noble palaces, to live in great splendour. and to
make amyple provision for themselves. But what
wag gain for them has been ruin for their unfortunate
dupes in this country, who bave to deplore the mi-.
geries and calamuies which they have brought on
themselves and fumilies. The wives and children of
many of them are now without any means of sup-
port, and several delnded and mieguided young men
are condemued to pine out & miserable existence in
penal servitnde, worse than death itself. To con-
vioce the faithful of the dangers of secret Bocioties,
it will be most useful to remind them frequently that
our present Holy Father, on the 251k of last Sep.
tember, issued lhe suverest censures against all such
sqcieties, and condemned them a3 being the source
of innumeradle evils.”

CATHOLICS IN IRALAND.

8ir,—1 have seen some reracks in the Pall Mall
Guzelle relative to Ireland, and nliuding te a letter
of mine aldressed to the Tumes. It is there ob-
gerved that we have to inquire, not merely whal bas
been, but what now is, the position of the Oatholics.

Uur popularion has sgain and again in our troubled
anaalg both risea and fallen ; bus in Ireland, while
all things seem in change, thero is a permanence
that remiods one of [ndia., In the struggle of the
Graat Rebeliion, Ireland, which drew the last swozd
for Cbarles, found ber population reduced from
1,400,000 to little more than balf that number. Itad-
vanced, but fell again after the daya of Jumes II.,
and bas often fluctuated, in consequence of famine,
gince then. It always recovers itself; and in the
days when Mr, Pitt wished to endow the Catholic
Church (one of his plans was to make it the Estab.
lished Charch in two aut ot our four provinces), it
bad vearly reached the level to which it haa recently
dropped. But the real questioz i3 the comparative
one. It wag thought that, ths Catbolics being the
poorest part of our people, thay must have been the
part most reduced by the famine of 18479, The
cenaus returns of 1851 and 1861 proved, however,
that the relative proportions of Roman Oatholics
and Protestants continued to be, within a small
fraction, what they had been ten .yexrs before. That
fraction was to the disadvantage of the Cutholics.—
Oa the other hand & pampklet now before me, which
brings together in one view the opinions on the Trish

.Oburch question expressed by lhe most eminent

apite of the bad times. . In the city of Limerick they
have-been increaeed 30 per ceot., and largely in the
diocess ; while noble churches have been built at’
the expense of our noble-hearted poor. But the num-
ber of the clergy, comparad with that of their pa-
rishioners, has not yet even approached the propor-
tion found wecessary throughout Ohristendom. We
cannot yet have more than one pricst for every 2,000
ot the Catholic laity. In England, ] believe, the
proportion of the Prolestans clergy to their flocks is
more than double thst proportion, That of the
Irish Protestaat clergy to their laity must éxceed it
more than fourfold, We have no jealousies be-
tween our gecular clergy and those of the religious
orders. Their united strength ig insufficient for the
work God has Jaid on them—=a circumstance very
grievous to religion, morals, and public safety.

The love of the people for their pastors has not
diminisled, nor their wiliingness to support them.—
The Fenians disapprove of them, and are excommu-
vicated by them ; 8o do several estimable persons of
o rival creed, who could not live in the country but
for the support which religior gives to order.

I advocate the restoration 1o the Roman Catholic
Church of an equal share in that sacred patrimony
get apart of old for the religious needs of the [rish
people, exclugively because this is what justice re-
quires, nnd because till justice issatisfied & just and
religious people never will be, nor onght to be, sa-
tished. I have often lamented that the last fifieen
vears, quiet compared with the agitated years that
preceded them, passed away without our dealing
with our chief remaining problem. 1t is not yet too
late, but it may soon be.

To be settled usefully, this matter should be set-
tled amicably. It deveads on public opinien in
both countries. [o Cromwella day the doctrine
(ané discipline) of toleration was uaderatood to bs
this—that all religions, except that of the chiet part
of Clristendom, should be tolerated. We live in
better times; and I am sure, from the prineciples ad-
vocated in the Pall Mall Gazelte, that your desire,
like my own, is that equal justice should be done to
all, whether in the sunshiue or in the shade, whether
in foreign lands or at home.

Sir,—The Srst resolutions come to at the late Jon-
terence of Irish Members in Dublin leads ua 10 believe
that the land question will occupy a foremost place
amongst Izish subjects of discussion in 1he ensuiug
gession. The professed beliet in the megsitude of
the grievance arising from the reiations between land-
lord and tenant in Ireland, and the dissatisfuction—
not to say dissaffection—produced by that velief are
s0 widely spread that ita removal (if such be possible)
is a mattet of imperial importance. It beboves, Lhen,
all Irishmen, be they landlords or tenants, priests or
laymen, 10 give it, both in principle and detail, &
more calm and practical consideration than it has
ag yet generally obtained even amongst some of those
who have talked most loudly about it. Nor isitto
[rishmen alone that the Irigh Jand queation is of great
importance. If any reasonable man has ever had
any doubt that the future fate of Ireland will be in-
dissolutly bound up with that of England, tae late
melancholy exhbibition of the unforiuauie Feaians
wust have settled that doubt for ever. This, then,
being so, the intereat,~not to speak of the honour—
of Eogland is deeply coucerned in all that i3, oris
suppoaed to be, for the welfare of Ireland. Now, the
settiement of the land queastion seema to be very
generally looked on inm Ireland as the chief of her
political requirements. At the late general election
there was not one candidate’s sdaress 10 a Liberal
constituency in which it did not oecupy a promineat
place. Ace late meeting in a centrsl county, at-
tecded by local political leaders of sowa notoriety,
it was declared that ‘the one, the great the sole ques-
tion for Ireland i3 the land question’ Although this
startling declaration was doubtless not meant to be
understood in the literal semse of the words used,
which would exclude the frish Church Establishment
from the list of Ireland’s wrongs, it at Jeast shows
that amongst an influential cless of Irishmen e strong
feeling exists that some alteration ot the land laws
is desirable. In the programme of the National As-
socintion the land question was placed first on the
list of the requirements of [reland. So it w+s at the
lnte Confersnce of Irish Members. Fortunately both
the National Associativn and the conference have
taken a more reasouable course than thas too often
adopted by Irish agitators. They have not contented
themselves With merely proclaiming & grievance;
they both —but more notably the conference —adop-
ted the only sensible and practical means for gaining
the end in view by taking measures to draw up a bill
embodying the opinions of the tenants' friends a8 to
tube alterations of the present lawa of landlord and
tenant, which are not alone desirable, but which it
will be possible to persuade the legislature to make.
Now, whatever else may be doubtful in connection
with this question, this at least should be plain to
every one, that mpy legislation on it, to be of real
uge should be final. Oane of the chief evils of perpe-
tually recurring discussion on this topic has been the
unsettling of the public mind, the creation of delusive
hopes amongst the tenant c¢lass, and of needless ap-
prebeasion and ap unfortunate bitterness amongat

undertakes to settle the question ia the ensuing ges-
sion, all partiesin or out of parliament who profess
to have the interests of [reland at heart, should re-
solve to aid ac far as posaible in pointing out what is
just or proposing what ia practicable. Those who
have agitated this question most londly must give up
generalising, and consent at length to face ite great
lagiglative difficuities, They must yield their often
exireme views for the gake of arriving at a practicable
solution; a~d, most important of all, they must make
it plain that o reasonable settlement will beaccepted
by them as final. Too much stress cannot be laid on
thig, for it is idle to concesl that a not uncommoa
belicf exists, if not in the insincerily, atleast in the
impracticability of wany professed agitators of tenant
right. The exaggeration and the extravagsnt style
of expression 8o common in the popular treatment
of this subject have created a kind of belief that the
lend question is too frequently used as a mere me-
dium for the expression of an ever existent and often
unreagsoring discontent—that, in fact, it serves the
seme” purpose to some modern JIrigh agitators that
Stonekenge did to Tigeruach M‘Shane, in ‘The Fal-
con Family.)

Tug Feniax Trrate.—On the trial of Joha Foi«
trell, which wag tuken on Friday week, Petiz, the
approver, was the principal witness, and it appears

Toerefore he could not agree in the suggested im-
probability of such an intention haviog been enter-
tatned by membera of the conspiracy.’

Bacape oF JaMes SterEENS.—We publish to day
the report of the Imspectors-General of Prigong to
the Lord Lieutecant in reference to the escaps of
James Stephens from Richmond Bridewell, which
will enable the public te say who is responsible for
that untoward event. The conclusion we have ar-
rived at, pow that the whole of the facts are before
us, ia that the blame must be imputed 10 the ex-Go-
vernor, whose injudicious arrangements atforded an
opportuni;y to the traitor or traitors within the pria
pon to effect the release of the Fenian Chief. The
legal custody of prisoners is vested golely in the Go-
vernor of the jail, while the administration and ma-
pagement of Richmord Brideweli, ns well as of the
ather city jail, are vested exclusively, by act of Pur-
liament, in the Board of Superintendence, The Go-
vernor being primarily reponsible for the safety of
the prisouers, was bound if he required more assis-
tance in guarding them, to bave upplied to the go.
vernment orto the commissioners of Police, who
would at ooce have furnisbed the requisite number
of constables ar of soldiers for that purpose. In the
firgt ins*ance, owing to a defiziency in the number of
the vrdinary stalf of the prison, Mr. Marquis applied
for and obtained the services of several policemen,
and it appears that oze of the Inspectors General,
Mr. Lentaigae, in concert with Chief Superintendent
Campbell, arcanged that an additional force should
he placed on duty at the Bridawell while it contain-
ed the Fenian prisoners. This arrangement was
made under the direct authority and approval of the
government. [t furtber appesrs thatthe Execilive
kad anplied to the military authorities, and obtained
an crder for sentries to be placed in and aronnd the
prison. Thua ample precautions had been taken to
provide for the safs keepiog of Stepkens and hig fel-
low-prisoners, and had they been continued, the es.
cape, which is so much to be regretted. ns being &
defeat of justice and an eucourngement ‘o the Fe-
pian movement, conld not bave taken place. We
find from the report of the Inapectur-Gguernl that
those precautionary measures were set aside by Mr.
Marques of his own mere motion, without, 8o far as
the evidence sMows, counsulting svy person oo the
subject; and without communicating 1o the Inspec-
tors-General or to the government what he had doze.
He told the Commissioners of Police that he did not
want the additional constables who were siationed at
the bridewell in concordance with the scals arraog-
ed by Mr. Lentaigne, and they were withdrawn by
the Commissioners on his order. He forther took
the extraordinary course of writiog to the Town
Major to inform him that the sentries wonld not be
required, thus countermanding the order which had
been given by the military authorities at the request
of the executive, From the statement of tha Inspec.
tors-Gveneral it appears that the government and the
Inspectors-Genernl were left in entire ignorance of
the alterution in the precautionary measures whick
had been taken—Mr. Gavin, the Local Inspector, and
Mr. Marques both admitting in their evidenca that
they failed to report it. Moreover, 1t js an extraor-
dinary circamstance that neither the military authg-
ritiea mor the Police Uomri.jssioners informed the
executive that they had acted in a matter of suck
grave importance on the single nnd'uusupported au-
thority of Mr. Marques. A most smgulur_ congblgn-
tion of circumatances, therefore, oceuarred in this iz
stance lo facilitate the escape of Siepbens.—Suux-
ders.

Augustine’s Chuich, which adjoins
the deceasea’s residence, on the evening of that duy,
snd prayers were solicited for his lordship's resovery,
but he graduslly sank and died on the following day
ag atated  Dr. Hogarth had been out on Suturday
apparently in bis usual good bealth. He was educa-
ted at St. Cuthbert's College, Ushaw, near Durbam,
and wus for many years, prior to his coming to Dar-
lingten in 1827, pastor ofthe Qatholic Chspel at
Clilfe, in Yorkshire, He was installed on the lst of
September, 1652, as Bisbhop of Hexbam in the Gaiko-
lic Church of St, Mary West Clayton street, New-
eastle-on-Tyne be baving chesen it as his cathiedral
The deceaze of the rev, prelate wil be deeply felt,
not only wuong his own floek, but geacrally by all
classes and denominntiops. He was remarkable for
hia utbanity, kindoess, and mildness of dispositivn,
self-denial, and liberality.

We deeply regret to announce that the Rev. John
Macdonald, ot St, Patrick’s Church, Edinburgh, died
on lagt Suturday evening, at the priests house, o
South Gray Clote. The reverend pgentieman bas
fullen & victim, at the age of 52, to fever caught in
the discharge of his duties.

Across TEE ATLANTIC IN Four Davs -- Present
Condivon of the Cigar Ship.—~The present coundition
of the Wioans ¢ Cigar Ship,’ now building in London,
ang of which accounts were published » long time
ugo, is thus described by tbe Loanden Mormung
Herald :—

* The general form of the cigar ship has beor, as
ber name shows, compared with that of a cipar
pointed off at both ends instend of one. A more
horuely, but, prrhaps, more eftective illustration is
that of the unpleasant but favorite plaything of
street boys, the ‘tipcat.’” Most of cur landamen
readers will be more or less familiar with this sitple
but ingenious instrument of anunoyance, and if they
will funcy & Brobdignag *eat of slender make and
tapering to an abseiute needle-point at cither end,
they wil huve befura their eyes the exact representa-
tion of the bull of the cigar ship. This hull which,
i3, of couree, bollow, nnd is formed of iros, present-
ieg & perfectly smooth and even surface, supports
upon the upper side a small deck, occupying about
hulf, or something less, of the exireme length, the
tupering extremities projecting beyond it at ecither
end. Unlike the hull nself, this deck ia not exnctly
the same &t each eud, presenting a wedge-shaped
front towards the bow, wbile at tho stera it is round-
ed off American clipper fusnion, Above the decks
are to be seen the funnels, companion-houses, &c,
hut neitker mast nor riggiog of any kiud whutever,
tbe only mesans of locomotivn posseesed by the cigar
ahip being her engiues, for which she can, according
1o estimate, carry coal enough for five days consump-
tion. Her extreme length is about twé hundred and
fifty feet, and greatost dinmeter about sixtecn feet,
tapering gradually, as we have said, 10 a poing al-
most ag line as that of n needls. The amount of ac-
comodation i3 therefore extremely limited; and we
believe it i3 not propoged to mske any attempt at
carrying cargo of any deacription, but to ecornfine the
vegeel giricdy to the passenger trade. Even then it
is difficult 1o imagine, afier due allowance for saloon
and sleeping apartments, stores, berths for crew, &ec.,
what space can be left for engines estimated to wark
up to two thousand horse power. The means ot
propulsion employed are iwo large screws, ons at
either end of the vessel, and placed within a very
short diatance of the extreme points, orat a ¢istance
of noout one hundred and twenty feet from the
machinery. These propellers are to be of great
dinmeter aod sharp piteh—the one pushing, the other
pulling the vesszel, and ench showing half of its sur-
face above the wster. The esiimated extreme speed
is about twenty-soven miles per bour. A short dis-
tance from tire propeller, and nearer to the centre of
the vessel, is the rudder—one at erch end —& broad
wron plate like & rudder, or rather stoering paddle, of

the aocient galleys, '[hese mre also rather mors
than one bundred feet from the steermg apparatus.
Such is tke :genersl external appearance ol this re-
markable v283el, now almost ready for lanaching —
In the water ber line of Hotntion, according tu the
model of which we have before spoken, iz exactly
parallel with ber longitndinal axis, the sbarp point
ut either eod being just level with the surtnce. Al-
lowiog sicteen feet us her extreme diumeter, she will
thus be raised in the centre eight feat gbove the wa-
ter’s edge; or witt two feet more of bulwark, ten
feet in ell. Weare free 1o confess that, with every
possible:desire to believe in the geod guualities of a
veasel which promises lo bring us owc American
news in some three or four duys, and to Jimit thar
dresdfu. channel business to within the hour, we nre
At n loeg to uuderatand how, under these conditions,
the cigar sbip purposes 10 keep afioat. In perfeetly
smoolk water we can imagine that slie might, it suc-
cessfully bullasted againat the shonce of roffing over
and orver, n8 would be of course-her patural ten-
dency, make sowmething very like the estimated
speed,though with what degroe ¢f comfort to the
passengers, deprived by the construction of the ves
sel of -ail light or ventilatioa exeept such as can be
obtaioed from the deck by means of skylights and
windseils, acd wilh two esormous propellers of
gevere pitch lashiug the water at either end, ia
another question. The advantagos, too, of being
cooped up in such extremely close quarters, with an
engine-of this enormous power, may also be open to
question, even uoder the most ‘favorable circum-
atancee. But the real difficultiec-of the cigar ship, 23
of most others, must commencs with the ficst symp-
toms ofia breeze. Imagine a veesel of this consirue-
tion teexelling at the rate of five and twenty miles
an hour—the minimum rate, be it remembered, for
the Nev York pagsage, on account of the consump-
tiun of cenl —meeting in mid-oceen one of the west—
erly galet now careering acroes the Atlantic. In
froot -of her is a wal! of water \wenty feet bigh,
travelling at the rate of a dozen miles an hour. Be-
tween they meet at a gpeed of forty milea. Thero is
ao “bow' to lift her over tie obstacle. Rightinto
it she plucges, like s harpoon into a whale's back,
the whole force of the blow beicg met by the pro-
peller, which, bowever savers mny be its pitch, can-
not present Anything very much betler thin an al-
mest flat surface to the shock. What chuace the
blades would bave of gurviviog any very long sue-

I do this more freely, as it will not only bs agree-
able to myself and a duty on my part; but because
it will bo pleasiog to many « koly and good priest in
America, acd Bishop tuo, to all who have had the
sama opportunities of knowiog Father Granet that I
had. But, it may be asked, why, of all others,
should I be the one amongst I*. Granei’s pupils to
gpeak of his piaty, zeal, purity, generosity, snd other
good quaities? 1 answer by sayiog, 1 bope some,
more capable, will do so : but, [ say aiso, none have
suck special claims on the memory of the departed ;

1he communications made by your Maiesty’s- Govern-
ment hap demonstrated that haughiy and menacing
language will not decide usto withdraw. France
jd‘accustomed to move only at ber own time, but she
nevertheless wishes to remember the ancient friend-
ship between hergelf and the United States. What
your Majesty maked of tha United States is neu.
-grality and observance of international iaw.’

A dispatch from Baron de Malaret, French Mini.

doubt bad been cast by the circular of Oardinal
Antonelli. Genperal della Marmora said that no one
had the right to suppose that tke Italian Govern-
ment had any iotestion of failing to fulfit its en-
gagements under the September Conveation. Baron
de Maleret stated that France, in signiog to Conven-
tion, intended to mssure the cn-existence in Italy of
two distinct sovereignities - that of the Pope re-
duced to its present limits, and that of :he Kingdom
of Italy.

The Liberals are pressed to account for the abso-
luto inditference shown by the Italian population to
their new privileges and political power. The voters
are 80 indifferent that they ars with difficulty pre
vailed upon, to come to the poll. The Liberals cou-
sole themseives that in 1864, one-third of the inscri-
bed electors have voted ; whereas iu 1860, only one
fifth or one sixth of the inscribed electors voted.

variety in diet was studied. The fore-arm of .an
tlepbant or mammoth found in the same dwelling is
regarded by the diecoverer rather as a fotish or ido-
lations charm placed near the hearth,in the same
manner 8 8till practised by some African nations.
The worked, flints, in various stages of manufacture,
coliected, are more than thirty thousand. The cave
appears to have been abandoned so suddenly that
the inhabitants left behind them their tools, orna-
ments, and the remains of their meals., According
te M. Dupont’s theory, this must have arisen trom
the approach ot the sudden inundsation which cov-
ered the whole of Belgium and northern France, and
swept away that generation of the cave people.—
Immediately after they had left it, the roof and sides
of the cave fell in, the pieces datached covering the
floor, and thua preserving the remains from the ac-
tion of the waters undisturbed to the preseat day.—
The writer reconstructs from the materials at hand,
whose evidence seems inconirovertible, a striking
picture of the condition and babits of the early races
of men in Belgium, & state that seems to have pre-
vailed over the greater part of Europe, The re-
maining unsettled point of investigation 18 the an-
cestral relation held by these primitive populations
to the present race of man, it will need more ex-
tensive discoveries of hbuman remains than bave yet
been made, for it8 final setuement, — Nation.

AUSTRIA.

¢ The Debat, of Vienna,' says La France,

' Pretends 1o know upon good authority that the
instructions given to the representatives of Aus-
tria and of [taly at the Court of the Tuileries have
been of such a character os to offer, by means of the
good offices of Fisnce, the bacis of an arrangement.
fur restoring the normal relations between the two
countries ; thut the plaa i3 already agreed upon and
8tep3 are being talten to obtain the necessary defini-
tive decisions. We believe that this statement ig
100 general. Up to the present time thr good of
fices attributed by the Vienne journal to France have
been confined, if our informartiun be correct, to gues-
tions of commercial and industrial interest, There
is, however, reason for hoping that if the negotia.
tions upon these subjects shonld be successtul, a
more geoera, understandicg might be broughat abont
between she Stales in question.’

Austria iz sbout 1o send a note to Prussia firmiy
refusing the demands of the latter in regard to the
Duchies.

The Vienna journals announce that Austria has
permitted the §wedish Consulate General in Trieste
tosorve as the cousulate for all the inhabitants of
tbe kingdom of [twly, The semi official journais
regard this ag a further step towards reconciliation
with Italy.

The Central Congregation of Vienna has resolved
that the reforms propoaed by the Austrian Govern-
ment in Vienna are capable of being carried out.—
The resolution stated, however, thatthe present
provicee of Veoice should be maintained, and the
residence of some of the vice delegations changed.

POLAND.

The Bmperor addrezssd a rsscript to the Governor
of Warsaw promulgating a series of educational mea-
sures 1o bo carried out in Poland. Superior and ele.
mentary schools are 1o be estsblisaed for Poles,
Greeks, aud Russisns, and ssparate schools for Ger-
msos snd Lithuaniana. Day schoola will also be
opened for girls, All scholars will bo taupht the
Polish and Russian history aud lanzuages. Th2 re-
ligions jostructions wili be eatrusted tu the gecular
clergy of each respective denomination,

The regulations will keep public instruction free
from all political tendencics, and protect the different
natiounlitjes ichabiting Poland from the encroach-
meals to wbich they bave hitherto been Bubj:ct oz
the part of the Polish element,

RUSSIA,

S1. PerERcBORG, Fab, 2.~ The announcement made
by dome German papers, that the Pariz and Vierna
Cabioeta had proffsred their goodl offices to remove
the differences tbat bave armen between the Pope
and the Russian Goverament, is unfounded. Neither
'8 there apy truth in the rumour that the Russian
Government had eolicited the mediation of Prussia in
thiz matter.

Leogthy debates are published of the gracd enter-
taioment given on the 19th Junuary to (teneral Olay,
American Minister to Russia, while travelling in the

Ee wya geated in a small shed on the
opposite gide of the way, apart from biz companiona
from an apparent consciousness that he was Blmost
tog hideous to meet tLe eye of his fellow-man; aod-
gad and siogular it was to learn that he had. only
been joined by his daughter about ten days previous,
She, at the age of eighteen, and leaving a mother
bebind, bad then, at the age of hope and promise,
been driven from her village home for ever, to be an
outcast from frieads and relations iz companionabip,
and with the stigma, of a leper; but yet just in time
‘0 become s comfort to ber long outcast,and now help
less, father during his fast decliciog hours of misery.
On first seeing her, aithough seated with the unmis-
takeable lepers, I could not believe she was one of
them ; being neatly dressed, of considerable beauty,
thoogh pale, and my no means overcast with melan-
choly, or indicating feeiings of mental grief and de-
pressed at her new position and miserable prospeocts.
I was induced, therefore, to ask her if she really was
a lever ; and she immediately sbowed me bher hands,
still delicate and fair, but with two of her fingers
slightly bent and stiff. These uomistekaable symp-
toms, 10 those who know the early appearance of
the disease, had only appeared on her abont six
months previously, when she was immedintely placed
under the surveillance of the matrons of the villages,
who then jealously watch any suspicious spots from
a geperal belief in its contegious nature. The signs
of the foul Bpot or malady becoming more developed
and evident during this time together with the fact
of ber father being rlso a leper, were oonsidered de-
cisive, She was consequently now driven from her
bome, to becomse for ever the companion of corrup-
tion and misery ; and, even on the tenth day of exile,
here she sat, compelled to seek alms on the public
approach to a large city, and to the cold gaze mnd
indiff:rence of the passers by, By the side of this
girl sat two lepers who were man and wife. They
had married in the leper village in the neighbour-
hood, where lived 111 persons and their child of six
or seven mobths old was also 8 leper. It i¢ no um-
common thing for theze people, shut out for ever
from all other society, to marry and bave children,
and so do their share in perpetuating their ioath-
some malady,—From Cuptawn Sprutl’s Researches.

BoupprIsM IN AMERICA.—The idea of there haviag
existed an intercourse between Asia aod America in
the earliest ages i3 not new, M. Gustave d’Eichthal
the distinguished nathor of * Les Evaungiles,’ has, by
a series of new and interesting researches, endeavor-
ed to establish a link between Buddhism and the
creed as well aa the customs ot the American Indians,
In hia ¢ Etudes Bur les Asiatico-Bouddhiques de la
Civilization Americeine,’ just published, he first com-
pares & bag-relief, lound amoug the ruins of the Ame-
rican city now called Palenque, with one existing in
the Budchist temple of Boro Boodor, in the island of
Java ; and it must be allowed that theresemblance
of the two atyles of design and execution is striking
We cannot here give even a faiat outlice of our au-
thor’s arguments, and must costent ourselves with
only gleaning from his work a few of the leading
facts on which he founds his theory. The streage
tortures to which Hindoo penitents subait in order
to acquire sanctity in the case of the people are well
kuvown, and one of them is peculiarly characteristic.
It consiste of thrusting 1ron hooks into the muscles
between the shoulder birdes, snd thereby suspend-
ing the penitent to ope of the extremitics of a long
lever, turning on & pivot at a beight of eight or ten
feet, A similar religiona practice exists samong the
Mapdan tribe in America, where it goes by the name
of pock-kong, only it i3 less artistically executed,
wooden pegs being driven through ths flesh, and a
rope aftached to them; the patient bieing then, when
suspended, made to twirl slowly round. Among the
Sioux [odians a penitent will ¢ngage to lock siead-
fasily at the sun from itg ficst appearsnce abore the
borizon to its setting. The ssme practice muny be
found in India. The Mandans believe vhat the earth
18 supported by a large tortoige, and that the shell of
the latter having been one day pierced through by
some white men, water overflowed the enrth, and
drowned the whole human race, except one man.
Now the second avatar of Vishou in bis transforma-
tion into m tortoise after the deluge, in order tu sup-
port the earth. But the hok which appesrs to con-
nect Mandans more especially with the Buddhista ia
this belief of theic's—that the souls that have been
sent to the place of punishment are tortured there
for & time, in proportion to their evil deeds, and are
then sent back to the country of the blessed, in order
to be agnin tempted by the Evil Spirit, and subse-
quently again punished a8 before. This creed bears
an evident analogy to the various transformations
which, accordiug to the Buddhists, man undergoes
in expiation of his trangreasions.— Galignani,
