The bill is backed
by Premier Asquith, Foreign Secre
Grey, -Chancellor Lloyd-George, an
Sydney Buxton, president of the board
of trade. It consists of six dlauses and
a schedulé defining 21 districts, the
ocountry being divided for the purposes
of the bill. As outlined by the prime
minister, the bill provides a reasonable
minimum wage for the miners and safe-
guards for the owners, these to be ar-
ranged by district boards. The mini-
mum will be paid from the date of re-
sumption of work. The enactment is
for three years.

An important clause provides that if
within a fortnight, any district lacks a
recognized district board, the board of
trade may appoint any person to act in
place of thé local body. There is noth-
ing in the bill to prevent a recurrence
of the strike should the miners be dis-

::tllned with the district board decis-
|| fon,

Opposition In Sight,

A brief debate followed the introduc-
tion of the bill, which does not give
promise of easy passage thru parlia-
ment. The opposition party is dissat-
isfied with the absence of penal clauses
or measures for compulsory arbitration,
and will move amendments with a'view
to remedying this.

The prime minister saild that he in-
troduced the bill with great reluct-
ance, but that it was imperative in the
interests of the country. Chancellor
Lloyd-George said that the government
jwas confronted by the necessity of the
speedy termination of the strike, but
that recourse to drastic methods would
create a perilous situation. The bill
was far from revolutionary. It had been
accepted by many of the owners and
to prevent a national calamity, which
would result from prolongation of the
strike, . it was worth experimenting
with. Even tho the remedy provided
was only temporary, it gave the_nation
time to devise a more permanent so-
lution of the problem.

Not @ “Syndicalist Proposal ”

Critics of the bill, he added, had not
B ested an alternative.

GET DOWN TO BRASS TACKS.

The country Will not be-greatly con-
cerned with the exchange of personali-
ties between Postmaster-General Pelle-
tler and <ex-Postmaster-General Lem-
ieux on the question of Canada’'s naval
contribution to imperial defence. Mr,
Lemiéenx may or miay not have chang-
ed his views since 1903, and‘Mr. Pel‘lef
tier's utterances in the lagt campaign
may or may not have been misreported,
but the question ‘is too important to be
sidesfracked or obscured for a moment
by personal or political squabbles; Their
responsibility ig the responsibility of
the government, and the country looks
to the government for action, -

Sir Wilfrid Laurier's naval policy was
far from commendable, but it was at
any ‘rate a beginning.
