Remarkable Reason Given for

the Visit of M. Delcasse_
to St. Petersburg,

GZAR TIRED OF THE THRONE.

The Absence of an Heir Has Excited
His Majesty’s Imagination and
Made Him Gloomy

AND HE HAS DECIDED TO ABDICATE

M. Delcasse Was Hustled Off in a
Hurry to Stop Him From Carrye
ing Out the Ildea,

St. Petersburg, Aug. 4.—M. Theophile
Delcasse, French Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, arrived here to-day from Paris, to
return the recent visit of Count Muraviefr,
Russian Minister of Forelgn Affairs. This
afternoon he was received by Count Mura-
vieff, with wbom he will dine to-morrow.
Count Lannes a8 Monte Bello, French Am-

bassador to Russla, whHl réturn the houor
on bdunday. M. Delcasse will remain in
St. Pecersburg five days.

A Remarkable Reason.

London, Aug. 5—M. de Blowitz, the
Paris correspondent of The Times,-glves
an extraordinary explanation of M. Del-
casse's present mission. He asserts that
it was decided upon quite suddenly, for "a
reason which admitted of no delay,” and
then gives the story, which he says he has
from a ‘'source to which I am bound to
attach importance.” This is the explana-
tion:

“Emperor Nicholas is disappointed and
tired of the throne. . The absence of an
heir excites the superstitious feelings, and
he connects himseltf with a Russian legend
according to which an heirless Czar is to
be succeeded by a Czar Michaél, predes-
tined to occupy Constantinople. The death
of the Czéwewitch and the fallure of the
conference at The Hague led him to decide
to abdicate on the occasion of his-eaming
visit to Darmstadt. On this becoming
known in Paris, M. Delcasse was sent in
hot haste to dissuade bim from carrying
out this intention.”

DRUGGISTS CEASE WORK,

The Council of the Ontario College
of Pharmacy Closed ' Their
' Deliberations Yesterday.

'.ﬁﬁ@uucﬂ of . the Onmtario College of
Pharmaey, which has ‘been in ‘session_ for
several days, conciudéd business yesterday
and adjogned‘ uitil the ‘first Tuesday in
February.

The first matter up for discussion was
the second report of the Committee on
Bylaws and Legislation. This report deailt
prineipally with the letter received from
the Lic¢ense Department regarding the cof:-
plaint of the licensed liquor dealers on the!
sale of malt extract. The committee dis
ciaim all regponsibility for the introduction
of the arti¢le to the pablia, and blame the
brewers, who have extensively advertised
it, and doctors in comsequence have pre-
scribed it, thus compelling druggists to
keep it in stock.

The report of the special commitice on
the Canadian addenuum to the British
Pharmacopoeia concurred with what had
heen done. by the Montreal Chirurgical As-
sociation.

It was unanimously agreed that, in view
of the goed work being done by Inspector
Brown, his salary be increased to $11 per
W eek.

A resolution was passed regarding the tax
on alcohol, and the Council was Instructed
to take action and have the injustice, 11
possible, removed. Steps, however, had al-
ready been taken ana the mattér was re-
ferred to a special committee.

In the matter of ‘-Quizz”’ cldsses, the
Council disconntenances the practice, and
the Educational Committee were instructed
to deal with the matter.

In yesterday’s report of the procecdings
an inaccurate statement was made regard-
Ing the presentation of a diploma. The
facts of the case were as follows: W. A.
Warren of Prince Edward Island made ap-
Plication for a diploma, which was granted.
In forwarding his request Mr. Warren stat-
ed that he was an apprentice in a firm of
druggists, one of whom was a graduate of
the Ontario School of Pharmacy. The ap-
plicant also stated that he had taken lee-
tures at the School and hdd received a
certificate. The Council agreed that he was
entitled to the desired diploma, and it will
fccordingly be forwarded to him. "’

How President Kruger’s Son Tried
to Work Tricks to Help
His Father Out,

Pretoria, Aug. 4.—Herr Fisher, the spe-
cial agent of the Orange Free State, has
arrived here to confer with the Transvaal
Government, presumably with the view
of the altered situation resulting from the
message of the Secretary of State for the
Colonies, Mr. Chamberlain, regarding the
appointment of a joint commission to en-

quire into the effect which the new fran-
chige proposals of the Transvaal Gevern-
ment will have on the position of the Qut-
landers.

Mr. Fisher has conferred with Presl-
dent Kruger, and the former’s peaceful
views inspire confidence.

The Voiksraad bas postponed considera-
tion of the report of the dynamite com-
mission order, to permit the cowmpany to
consult the Kuropean directors.

Price of Dynamite Reduced,
Johannesburg, Aug. 4.—It is reported that
the Dynamite Commission will not recom-
mend the cancellation of the monopoly, for

the reason that foreign sharcholders are
interested in it. It is believed that the
outcome will be the importation of dyna-
mite under certain new restrictions. - The
piice of dynamite has been reduced seventy
shiflings.

Rhodes is Optimistic.

Cape Town, Aug. 4.—In the House of
Assembly to-day Mr. Cecil Rhodes ex-
pressed a belief that the Transvaal diffi-
culty would be overcome in a few months
and without a shot being fired, owing to
the mutual moderation displayed. He pre-
dicted that capital would then flow in
freely.

Tried to Play Tricks,

London, Aug. 5.—The Johannesburg cor-

Things Are Now Well Shaped for
the Trials and the Two
Keel Boats Painted.

Official Referee Neil McLean, chief clerk
in the Master-In-Ordinary’s office, Osgoode
Hall, yesterday opened tenders for the
Port Arthur, Duluth & Western Rallway.
The tender of Aemilins Jarvis & Co., West

King-street, Toronto, was accepted, lLeing
the highest., It was for $500,000, snd is
stated to be the offer of a syndicate. The
official referee declined to give information
respecting the other tenders, and Mr. Jarvis
was reticent as to whom he represented in
the transaction. It is generally Lelieved
that the successful tenderers are Mackenzie
& Mann. The sale was a judicial one, the
affairs of the rallway having been referred
to the courts.

There Are Seven Stations.

The railway extends from the Lown of
Port Arthur to a point on the international
boundary line of the State of Minuesota, at
Gunflint Narrows, a distance ot §5% miles.
There are stations at Port Artimr, Fort
Willlam, West Fort Willlam, Stanley, Sil-
ver Mountain, North Lake and Leeb'ain,
They Have Running Powers.

Mackenzie & Mann already have running
powers over the Port Arthur, Duluth &
Western Rallway as far as Stanley, where
the Ontario & Rainy River Railroad starts,
and branches to the northward up the val-
ley of the Kaministiquia River.

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A SCAPEGOAT FOUND.

The Government has at last declded on
a policy in regard to the West Huron dis-
closures. It admits there were gross frauds
in the West Huron election. The Globe is
now almost as igdignant at the fraudulent
exposures as was the Conservative press
when they were first announced. The policy
decided on by the party Is to clear Its
skirts Dby making a scapegoat of Mr.
Holmes. He is to resign and the party
thereby be purged of the infamy that has
been imputed to it. Mr. Holmes, the
scapegoat, Is a decent ng man, who was
induced by the party ma rs to take
this nomination. We believe tha
ignorant of the villainy that was employe
to elect him. Mr. Holmes is a consclen-
tious young man and at the time of the
election he was ignorant of the tactics
used by the machine in conducting elec-
tions. We do not belleve Mr. Holmes was
cognizant of the working of the machine
in West Huron. He was a victim of the
machine, The scheme now 1s to call for
Holmes’ resignation, the {idea being to
thereby ecover up the villainy of Preston's
machine, and the still greater criminality
of the Government. The World believes
that Mr. Holmes, under the circumstances,
ought to resign, but his resignation should
not be used as a cloak to conceal the vil-
lainies of the gang. One would think from
reading The Globe's articles that the
frauds were the work of men who had In-
flicted’ themselves on the Liberal party,
who were unknown to the chiefs of the
party, even to those members of the party
and Government who had charge of the
bye-elections. We doubt this very much.
The Globe admits the presence of the ma-
chine In West Huron. Who was It, let
us ask, that kept the machine olled? Who
paid the wages of the operators? Who
furnished Farr with the $500 by which he
was got rid of and sent to Dakota? No
direct evidence has been forthcoming to
connect the Government with the maln-
tenance of the machine, but no one ‘doubts
that the machine was kept going by, party
funds, and that the Government was aware
of Its existence and of,its methods. Fur-
thermore, there is strong presumptive evi-
dence that the Government was working
hand and glove with the machine. As Mr.
Clarke Wallace stated in the House yester-
day, Mr. Mulock has been an Interested
pdrty in all the Dominion bye-elections that
have been held during this Parliament In
this province. He has been Invariably
found sitting In a back parlor of the
hotel directing the campaign in bye-elec-
tions. It is a noteworthy fact that wher-
ever Mr. Mulock went fo help In a bye-
election the machine was not far away. It
is Impossible to belleve that thé Govern-
ment was not fully cognizant of the ma-
chine, that it was net fully aware of its
criminal tactics. Mr. Holmes did not know
of Farr's rascality, but the leaders of the
party were well aware of the kind of man
he was and what his particular mission in
the bye-elections was.  Mr, Holmes, the in-
nocent ‘candidate; ‘is to be made a scdpe-
goat in order to shield;the criminals who
directed the machine. The Globe appears
anxlous to have an Investigation into all
cases of fraud at elections. It seems anxi-
ous to expose the machine. But the gang
are all out of the country, or are getting
out. But it Is not so much the members
of the machine who should be exposed as
the individuals who paild the machine
hands their wages. Put Mr.- Mulock In
the box and see what he knows on this
score.

THE PARRY SOUND EXCITEMENT.

Interest in the Parry Sound copper dis-
coveries continues to increase, The locality
has been visited by mining men and capi-
talists from many parts of Canada and the
United States. Everyone who has seen the
country Is surprised at the indisputable evi-
dence of mineral richness that exists over
a wide area. While experts are satisflied
of the non-existence of flssure veins, or
well-defined walls in the Parry Sound coun-
try, there are, without doubt, surface indi-
cations of large bodids of rich copper ore.
Thts ore is found near the surface in paying
quantities. From one property 143 tons of
ore, shipped to the Orford Copper Com-
pany’s smelter in New Jersey, gave a net
result of $7571.13. The gross retura
was $59 per ton. There Is quite enough
evidence of mineral wealth in the district
to justify capitalists putting up money to
explore and develop it. This they are now
doing and new people are daily becoming
interested in the district. The world’s min-
ing editor .has just returmed from a visit
to the mines and the locality. His report
in another column will be read with inter-
est by the large number of people who are
following the marvelous mineral develop-
ment of the country. What the Parry
Sound country will amount to will be better
known in the course of a few months, when
some depth has been reached.

POWER HOUSES ON CANADIAN SIDE

Three Buildings Are to Be Put Up
and Will Supply Half a Mil-
lion Horse-Power,

Buffalo, Aug. 4.—The Commercial this
afternoon publishes a long Interview with
Mr. Charles R. Huntley, general manager
of the Buffalo ‘General Electric Company,
and prominently connected with the Niag-
ara Falls Power Company, regarding the
development of electric power at Niagara
Ialls, and the work to be done on the
Canadian side of the river. According to
Mr. Huntley, 13,000 horse-power is now
supplied to the ecity of Buffalo from
Nisgara Kalls. Of ‘this vast power the
Butralo Railway Company uses ‘00 horse-
power, or over omne-half of the transmitted
power at present used here. Buffalo manu-
factories are being almost daily equipped
with eleciric ppints Iinstead “of steam
engines.

in the coming (and very near) industrial
revolution, it is expected that the Canadian
Niagara Power Company will be a great
factor. This ecompany fis controlleg. by
American capitalists, who have developed
the power on the American side of the
river, and it has a franchise for 25 years.
It is expected that the development oY the
Canadian power will shortly be started
with great impetus., It ‘is proposed te
build three power houses on the Canadian
side, cach 400 feet long. _The : tunnels,
three in number, will be 1400 feet, 80U
feet and 300 teet In length. It is expected
to ultimately develop 350,000 horse-power
on the Canadian side, and 150,000 horse-
power on the American side, or a total
of 500,000 horse-power—enough to ~ turn
nedrly all the machinery in this state and
several others.

TECHNICAL THAINING OBSTACLES.

John Millar, Deputy Minister of
Education, Gives His Opinion
on the Subject,

John Millar, Deputy-Minister of Educa-

tion, recently paid a visit to the Massa-
chusetts schools, and in a letter to T'he
World has stated his opinious on the
subject of technical education, He de-
clares that by the laws of the state every
city of at least 20,000 population must
maintain a manual training department
as a part of its high schoo: system, By
this law 23 cities ure affected. It is a
noteworthy fact that, outside of Boston,
none of the cities affected have half the
population of Toronto.
Quoting from a Worcester school report,
Mr. Miliar declares that manual training
should be introduced into the schools muca
earlier than the high school period, because
the curriculum ot the high school occuples
so much time, and many pupils never en-
ter the high school, while children under
12 can grasp the. elements of manual train-
ing better than at a later SL. ge.

After going exhaustively into the dif-
ferent modes in which manual training
is taught In the Massachusetts schools,
Mr. Millar expresses his own opinion on
the subject. ‘fo his mind all citles and
large towns should provide instruction in
sewing, cooking and elementary woodwork.
Mr. Millar thinks that it is an erroneous
impresgsion Ahat mechanics are opposed
to the introduction of technieal educuiion.

He states that there are many serious
obstacles in the way of having sufficient
attention given to technital education In
Ontario. They are, first, the multiplicity
of school boards, under which there are
e multiplicity of officials the overlap-
ping of courses; the difficulty' of fixing
responsibility; the-imipesition of tees, w..
the withdrawal of sywmpathy of tgso who

do not take advantage of the Jigh schools.

Second, the influence of the “unlversity
courses, in which everytning is sacrificed
~-for the preparation of candidates for
matriculation.

Third, the imposition of feex, ‘which he
considers -the greatest obstacle to the
success of technical -education
tario.

He says:
that technical education will not be su¢-
cessful in any ecity in Ontario unless resi-
dent pupils are admitted free, or on the
payment of a mere nominal fee.”

Most of Mr. Millar's illustrations are
drawn from United States sources, and he
shows a decided preference for the Ameri-
can ideals. He does this, he says, because
“I regard the American system as immea:
surably superior to that of the English,
and as one which we might examine with
advantage.” And, certainly, the obstacles
that Mr. Millar sees In Ontarlo against
technical education are entirely absent
in the American system.

In his oplnion, technical education should
be carried on in the hI%h schools and col-
legiate institutes, and he sces no reason
wuy there should be any duplication of
classes. . He has found that Ontario high
school masters are totally in sympathy
with the movement. <

From this freight charges
of $264, smelting tolls of $3.50 per ton and
refining charges of 2c. per Ib had to be de-
ducted, leaving a net-profit to the Parry

T Bound Company of $2162.69 on the ship-
ment,
350 1bs. of ore were despatched on June 13,
14, 16 and 17, and the yield of fine copper
secured was 27,303 Ibs., valued at $4607.38.

* After all charges had been deducted, the
net profit was $3236.11.

By putting all the shipments together it
will be seen that 143 tons of MecGown cre
gave a net yield of $5398.80, and a gross
return of §7571.13, or about $53 to the ten.
And this caleulation, it Is to be remem-
bered, leaves out of count a separate return
of an average of $5.67 per ton in gold made
by the Orford people from the same ship-
ments. This would raise the contents of the
ore thus sent to the smelter to nearly $59
per ton.

Having secured this encouraging return
the management decided to store its ore
against the erection of a reduction plant

; of its own. Several hundred tons of ex-
tremely high-grade shipping ore, together
with several thousand tons of lesser .jaal-
ity,are now stored in sheds and upon the
Btock pile.

The details of these concentrat-
ing processes apply to the lmperial as well
as to the Farry Sound Company's project,
for the managements of the two are closely
identified and the ore deposits of each are
similar,

These concentrating plants will in due
time be supplemented by smelters, but this
I will deal with later on. I will npow com-
plete the description of the Parry Sound
LCopper Mining Company’s other properties.
But first I should note that the McGown
mine is well equipped as far as camp bui'd-
Ings go. The company have furnished their
metai'vrgist; with an excellently suppiied
laberatory,apd erected comfortable kitchen,
dining and gleeping cabins and good olack-
smith shop, stables, etc.

At the Wilcox,

Next in importance to the McGown among
the +Party Sound Company’s properties
comes the Wilcox. This property, as indi-
cated somewhere above, lies inm Cowper
Tewnship, some 12 miles by water south-
west of the Town of Parry Sound. As one
approaches by steamer he is shown a num-
ber of quartz stringers, which indicate the
presence of the deposit where it drops off
the shore into the Georgian Bay. The
steamer lands one within a few feet of the
spot where a shaft is being sunk.

The Wilcox deposit appears to be an ex-
tensive fahlband highly impregnated -vith
chalcopyrite. The blue burnite so plenti-

the surface by an iron capping heavily
stained and oxidized, and a few shots put
futo this capping almost anywhere opens
two or three feet down into the thorouzhly
lmpregnated *‘live” rock. This deposit,
which in appearance resembies the ' sur-
rovnding country rock, is sald to run 4 to
8 per cent. in copper at the ’urface and
ﬂvpt feet down picked samples go 25 per
cent.

For a distance of half a mile I followed
this iron capping witg test pits at inter-
vals,from 5 to 30 feet deep, every hole with
out exception showing mineralization.
Two miles farther to the northeast again
a pit has been sunk with similar resu.ts,
and it is sald that the lead, if it may be
called such, runs farther in that direction
clear across locations' belonging to the Im-
perial Copper Company.

As to the lateral extent, the deposit
seems to be very wide, but sufficient de-
velopment has not been done to enable any
cne to say how broad. The particular belt
upon which work is being carried on meas-
ures at least 50 feet across. Upon either
side of this fahlband, barren rock inter-
veneg, and then come other mineralized
belts, From this standpoint it may be sald
that the deposit is several hundred feet in
width.

At the time of my visit elght men were
engaged in sinking a permanent shaft 8
hy 11 feet, and the force was shortly to
be increased to 16.

The only other property upon which the
Parry Sound Copper Mining Company has
done any development work consists of
the Loring locations, away in the northern
part of the district, in the townships of
McConkey and Hardy.

It is the intention of the Parry Sound
Copper Mining Company, 1 am told, to this
fall begin the erection of smelters at or
near the town of Parry Sound. Applica-
tion bhas been made to the Beatty estate
for a site north of the Seguin River, and to
the town corporation for frontage rights
on the harbor. At the outset the pro-
jected piant, i1f present plans are ecarried
ont, will have a daily capacity of 250 tons.
There will probably be two 100-ton stacks
and one 50-ton stack. This plant will be
built ci’efly for the purpose sf f5hing car=
of ore from the McGown.

time as better facilities are provided, the

As goon
as this section of railway is bullt the
transportation of ore to the smelter would
be easy, and since the Parry Sound Com-
pany and the Imperial Company gare so
closely allied, the latter would, no doubt,
if development work should warrant, have
their -ores treated at the same reduction
works, Of course both companies own a
number of properties so situated that any
ore shipped from them could be trans-
ported to the smelter by water. It is also
to be understood that a 250-ton plant is
intended merely as a beginning. The pra-
m:oters propose ‘to increase the capacity of
their works whenever their ore supply
would call for it.

It may be here noted that the names of
all those connected with the Parry Sound
and Imperial enterprises have not been
divulged, and that, in fact, it is stated
that a former Canadian, who is now a
western American rallway magnate, is be-

The Imperial Copper Company is capital-
ized at $5,000,000, divided into 5,000, oue
dollar shares, of which 2,000,000 shares
vave been placed in the treasury for de-

elopment and equipment purposes.

The Imperial Properties.

The Imperial Company owns and controls
mining lands of considerable extent, sev-
ernl of its locations adjoining the Parry
Sound Company’s properties and carrying
reputed extensions of the leads upon the
same, which have been already described.

One of the most promising Imperial pro-
perties is the McMillan, which lies next to
the Peak, and Is only separated by that
location from the McGown. This property
is only a few minutes’ drive from the Par-
ry Sound Company’s camp, and abuts right
upon a well-travelled public highway,

In company with a party of gentlemen,
I tramped over a1 great portion of the Me-
Millan lands, upon which the Imperial peo-
ple have a gang of miners at work. ior
a half to three quarters of a mile I fol-
lowed the mineral zone which has been un-
covered upon it. A considerable amount
of _stripping has been done, and shallow
test pits have been sunk, but so far the
work Is only of a preliminary character.
the management seeking to find the most
advantageous point at which to start ac-
tual development.

A mile from the McMillan lies another

Imperial property—the Cornflelds, to Wit,
Sixteen men are being put to work on this
location with instructions te strip and
crosscut preparatory to shaft-sinking.

‘World readers already know something of
the Hattie Bell Gold, Copper and Nickel
Mining Company, which is the third incor-{
{)oratod organization carrying on operations
n the Parry Sound District. The com-
pany owns the Lofex, Sheard and Beckett
locations and the Land Mica property, and
has done and is doing considerable devel-
opment work. The properties mentioned lie
in the townships o? Foley, McDougall and
, Hagerman, and boast indications similar
to the showings on some of the Parry
Sound and Imperial locations. The Lofex,
for instance, has, it is said, an extension
of the Wilcox deposit. John Vallentyne,
hanker, of Sunderland, is president, .and
J. B. Mitchell of Parry Sound, managing
director of the company.

There Are Othcers,

Every day now brings forwafd fresh
owners of inciplent mines, Purser D. Mec-
Quade of the steamer City of Toronto and
colleagues have several copper propositions
in the Township of Conger, in the south
end of the district; A. Clarkson of Parry
Sound owns claims on Otter Lake; D. M.
Plerce of Parry Harbor and many others
are also in the running.

Wages in Pary Sound,

So far the mine owners of Parry Sound
have educated their own miners, taking
the local raw material and whipping it into
shape. Surface men are paid $1.50 a day,
and drillers $1.75. Board at the mining
camps costs the men $3.50-per week.

At the Parry Sound Company's camp the
health of the men is well looked after. Dr.
Shaw is the camp physician, and each man
is levied on to the extent of 50 cents a
month for his services.

Securing Mineral Rights,

The .Parry Sound District being some-
what wel! scttled in parts, the process of
securing mining lands here is somewhat
different from that In other portions of
the Province. In most cases the discoverer
of a deposit purchases the mineral rights
from the Ontarioc Government, the surface
rights being, as a rule, held by farmers.
Instances occur, however, where farmers
possessed their lands prior to 1872, and
these own the mineral as well as the sur-
face rights. In such cases the discoverer
of the mineral has to negotiate direct with
the proprietor.

Different conditions exist on the islands|
off the shore in Georglan Bay, which are|
mostly unsurveyed. Upon these the pros-!
pector goes about staking out and securing |
his claim in the ordinary way. 7Parry,
Island, however, is an Indian reservation, |
and to explore upon it the prospector has
to secure a special permit from thes Gov-1
ernment. |

In conelusion, it may be said that the,
showings of this district are bheing fast;
noised abroad, and during my stay here
an ex-Klondiker, an English expert and a
representative of eastern American capital
have come in by boat to see what there Is
here. The two latter gentlemen are a Mr.
Bellamy of London, Eng., and Mr. Thos.
Guy Hunter of Philadelphia. Both are
evidently surprised at the copper showings
which they have seen, and they seem fto
think that the surface indications are suf-
ficient to warrant development of the de-
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posits,

The Immediate
future course of the market will be domin-
ated by the bank statement to-morrow. '[he
only thing we can see unfavorable in the
situation is this talk of tight money, which
is more apprehensive than real.

A weak line developed in the stock market
to-day from the opening, and so continued
throughout the session, with exceptions
here und there, the 'Topbacco shares and
Tennessee Coal & Iron being notably
strong, gaining handsomely over the closing
prices of yesterday.

To-day’'s market
has been one of speclalties, in which was
centred about’all the activity, and it is to
be .noticed that this activity brought higher
pprices, whereas the, standard shares were
very dull, resulting fnslower figures. Actly-
ity brings advances and dulness only frac-
tional declines. Holders ot dividend-paying
stocks, especially the Gyrangers, are well
assured that the coming .year's business
will be on an enormous scale, thereby not
only continuing the present large earnings
of these .roads, but prospects gre for still
larger gains, with' the final result of in-
creased dividends of stockholders. On this
basis, the daily nagging away of profession-
als falls to dislodge any great amount of
stock. Averaging purchases of St. Paul,
Burlington, Rock Island, Northern Pacific,
Atchison preferred and Pennsylvania, on
these temporary declines, will soon afford
an opportunity of being sold at a hands_ome
advance from to-night’s closing prices. Crop
damage reports are put out from time to
time without any basis of fact, the only
object sought being to allow short sellers
to cover their rather large outstanding
short sales in the Grangers. The best evi-
dence of the flimsy nature of the crop dam-
age reports is the gradual decline in the
price - of cereals on the expectation of an
abundant yleld of all kinds of grain.
