SAID TO NUMBER 300,000 SOULS

Le Journal Expects the Census
Losing Three or Four

Will Result in This Province
Members in House of

Commons—Quebec to Gain.

Montreal, July 15.—(Speclal.)—Le Journal
publishes the following despatch from-Ot-

tawa :

«The census returns will show ihat
the total French-Canadian population
of Ontario is 300,000 souls. It Is also
stated that our compatriots are group-
ed in such a manner as to form a ma-
jority In five counties, and that sup-

ng they were to rally around the
candidate of thelr cholce they could
insure victory In six other diyisions.

“They have prospered equally in the
Bastern Townships, where the 1ish-
speaking people have a majority lu the
one County of Brome.

“Ontamo,” the despatch goes on to
say, *“has not Increased its popula-
tion to the same extent as Quebec, and
it may be that the sister province will
Jose three or four members In the
House of Commons, while Manitoba
will probably galn one.

*Jt is likewise understood the Mari-
time Provinces will Yose a representa-
tive in the next Parliament.

“The population has diminished In 20
counties in Quebec, but it has increas-
ed in 45 others. It is said that the
basis of representation will be about
28,000, which, multiplied by 65, will
give a population of 1,800,000 to the
Province of Quebec.

“It is rumored also that the Acadlan
element of the Maritime I'rovinces nas
increased very considerably, and If
these reports be relied on, the French
population of the 'Dominion wii! reach
at least two million souls, althe the
representation will be the< same.

“However, the most remarkable fea-
ture of the census is the increase of
the French element In Ontario, and our
compatriots are now within their rights
in demanding a representative- in the
Cabinet at Toronto.”

FRENCHMEN ARE  EXCITED

Agitation in Press Over the Survey
of Channel Waters By Bri-
tish Vessel.

FASHODA INCIDENT RECALLED

England Not Enfeebled By Trans-
vaal Muddle and Agitation is
Cximinally Foolish.

Paris, July 15.—The Paris press are just
now . ruffled over the maritime Bsurvey
now being made by a British war ship
in the neighborhood of the Channel
Islands, and there is a curious connection
between this incident and the publication
of a series of articles touching the presi-
dency of the late M. Faure, recalling the
Fashoda affair. The observations of the
British in thevChnnnel‘ are characterized
as “espionage” and the permission to
take them, accorded presumably by the
French authorities, as ‘‘treason” just as
the very sensible withdrawal from Fashoda
was For triviality there is
little to choose between the two affairs,
and would notdeserve a mc\ment's atten-
tion were they not liable to be distorted
and magnified for political ends into
events that place the nation in jeopardy.

This was the case with regard to Fash-
oda. The governments in both countries
were bhaited, ‘and popular passions were
played upon by irresponsible yellow
journalists until the two nations came
dangerously close to the point where a
humiliating backdown is the only alter-
native to a hloody war. Omne such ex-
perience in a generation is quite enough.

England and France have every reason
to live in peace, for England is France's
best customer, and  France is equally
necessary to England for many articles
indispensable. to  her material comfort
Their interests are so different that they
do not clash at any point, and thus war
between -them would be not only a stu-
pendops catastrophe for both, but an act
of criminal folly. |

FIRST DAY OF STRIKE.

Pittsburg, Pa., July 15.—Reports from; all
gources connected with the great strike
of the steel workers to-day indicate that
the members of the Amalgamated A;socla-
tion had matters well in hand and that the
strike order was generally obeyed. Tele-
grams from various points where the mills
of the American Tin Plate Company, the
American Steel Hoop Company and the
American Sheet Steel Company are locat-
ed, “told of the shutting down of these
plants in large numbers. In many cases,
the plants had- been shut down by the
first strike, which affected the sheet steel
and hoop companles only. The last order
brought out all the union plants of the
American Tin Plate. Company with the
single exception of the new mill in Mons-
sen, which is still running. At the Amal-
gamated Association headquarters it was
stated that the figurés given Sunday night
regarding the number of men who would

be actually idle in the mills of the three |

companies had been proven correct. This
number was placed at 74,000. Of the T4,-

At Oxford: for $3 a Week.

At Ruskin Hall, Oxford, the newest of
that city's colleges, students receive a
first-class university education and live
very comfortably at the rate of 12s 6d
per head per week.

This, of course, can only be accomplish-
ed by the exercise of the strictest economy

The reason that Ruskin Hall is worked
so cheaply is owing to the fact that each
student staying there has to take his share
in the household duties of the ‘place. No
servants are kept, and for an average of
two hours daily each man has to Interest
and busy himself i the duties of the
chambermaid and cook, scullery attendant
and hall porter. There is not one bit of
the household work that is not performed
by the students themselves,

Each week a meeting of the students
is held, when men are appointed to do the
work for the ensuing week. From the
scrubbing of the floors to the cleaning of
the knives, forks and windows, every plece
of the household-work is allotted to some
one of the students. The most laborious,
but at the same time the post of honor,
is that of the cook. On this man rests
to a great extent the happiness of his
fellows for .a week,

Saturday mornings, punctually at 6
o'clock, the “scrub” is commenced. Over
night everyone has been .informed of the
portion of the house that he has to scrub.
The cook’'s assistant has arisen-at an
early hour, and down in the kitchen he
has ready for his fellows pails with hot
water, with brush and soap at hand, ready
for the students to commence the weekly
scrub down of Ruskin Hall.

The whole place has an air of plain-
pness and frugality, but nevertheless it s
a very happy house to live in. Simpucity
goes hand in hand with cleanliness, and
the Spartan-like nature of the diet is com-
pensated for by its good cooking.

At the older Imstitutions in Oxford it Is
impessible, without the aid of a scholar-
ship, to, partake of their privileges for
much under £150 per year; at Ruskin Hall
an Oxford education can be had for £31
yearly.

The
people of Homhurg are very proud of this
natural curiosity,  and it Is safe to say
that many tourlsts will have a look at it
during the coming summer,

Mr. Ger-
man, M.P., seems to have held the whip
hund. and to have plied the lash without
stint. ' However that may be, the lienors,
who have enjoyed the use of the property
for three years, and who have secured &
price withia & few thousands of their
orl, claims, have Httle cause for com-
plaint, for they have enjoyed a rather good
thing. Also Messrs, Hood, German and
their associates have entered Into what still
appears to be a valuable plece of propert
for the proverbial .onei.' t is to be hoped,
if the deal is completed, that the Fort Iirie
Jockey Club will make a better fist of the
track venture this time than it did before.
In behalf of the old club, however, it must
be ,said that the meeting it gave in 1807
was the .greatest in the history of the
track, altho it bids fair to be equalled, it
not surpassed, this summer. But busin-2ss
methods were at fault. It was generally
deplored when the financial crash despoll-
ed the builders of thelir creation and thrust
them out into the cold. One of the dark
spots on the track’s reputation has always
been failure to pay horsemen some of the
purse money dué after the 1897 meetings.
Mr. German Is reported as declaring that
when all the detalls of the latest deal are
completed the purse money outstanding
will be settled. This‘would be a commend-
able course, one likely to do much more to
restore the track to standing among the
Basterners than any other one move that
might be made.

‘At present the nghland Park Jockey
Club has a lease of the Fort Erle properiy
running thru next year, and indications
are that the Fort Erie Jockey Club will
not conduct meetings itself after that, but
will continue to lease the track. The pro-
babililes are that the Highland Park Club
will remain In possession of the field, If it
likes. Presumably E. W. Oviatt, Frank
Rogers and others of the former Fort Erie
Jockey Club will be associated with the
new venture, which, as it is rumored the
Crooks brothers of Hamilton are also in-

ELEVATOR EYE A NEW DISEASE.

Pecullar Malady Affecting Lift Com-"

ductors in High Buildings.
Chicago, July 15.—The “elevator éye” is

a new disease that has already claimed

several victims in Chicago. Only. those
who operste lifts in high buildings are

subject to it. Half a dogen cases are

now being treated by eye speclalists, who,

for want of a better name, call the mew
malady Melevator eye.”

Sooner or later the eyes of an elevator
conductor become affected. He 18 con- .
stantly ’ looking  out of his cage, so as

to catch sight of passengers on the aif-

ferenti floors, and the strain on the eyes
beging to tell In time. He may go for
a year or longer without being visibly
affected, but in the long run the ‘‘ele-
vator eye” is bound to get him. Men
who operate machines In buildings of five’
or six storeys in helght, have little or
no fear of belng affected, because there
i{sn’t much strain on the conductor's eyes *
in those structures. It is In the twelve
or fifteen storey skyscraper that the “‘ele-
vator eye” is contagidus. The conductor |

starts from ‘the bottom and goes to the

top with his load of human freight at &

speed that takes away the breath of some

of the passengers. As the cage shoote
upward orders are given to stop at this
or that floor, and the operator must keep
a pretty close watch else he will run past
the stopping place.

it is the same thing on the downward
trip. He must keep his eyes glued to the
bottom of the cage In order to catch the
first glimpse of walting passengers. This
constant strain on the optic nerves causes
the elevator conductor to be momenthrily
blind at times. He rubs his eyes and
tries to fight the disease, but it gets him
in the end If he sticks long enough te
the elevator.,

A peculiar feature of tlie “elevator eye”
fa its worst stage is that one eye looks
down while the other gazes upward, »
Specialists who have successfully treated
the new 'malady recommend rest above
all other remedies. In some cases the eyes
have to be straightemed. Once afflicted
a person can never be permanently cured,
the specialists say, -unless the victim
quits the elevator

GIANT BOY OF ILLINOIS.

Provie Henry of Atwood, 12, But
Weighs 350 Pounds,

indulge in. He plays ball and Is extremely
aglle, while In the work of the farm he
is of great assistance to his father.

Up to five years ago Provie was not
any stouter than other boys of the same
age. Then he began to take on flesh at
an astonishing rate. His parents became
alarmed and called In medical men to try
and check the remurkable tendency to
corpulénce of thelr boy, but the doctors
were unable to give any rellef. The boy
began to take on flesh and is still qoing
s80. If he keeps on at the present rate
and lives to be 21 he will welgh In the
neighborhood of a ton by that time.

On neither his father’s nor mother’s slde
is there any tendency to corpulence. Mr.
and Mrs. Henry are rather slender, and
nelther ‘will welgh over 125 pounds.
Provie’'s case has attracted the attention
of physiclans all over the state, but none
of them ka8 been able to explain the
cause of his astonishing Increase I
weight. 2

Many
of the fruit farmers who were delivering
thelr daily picking at Clarkson's state that
Mr. Gooderham has been a great help to
the locality by enabling them to procure
fertilizers. for their farms at reasonable
rates, altho they pay $9 per car at pre-

The Gooderham farm extends to the rail-
way, and a switch has been bullt Into a
yard in which a pit has been constructed
for receiving manure, which is largely of
liquid nature, from the cars. A splendid
plank road has been built from the town-
ship road to the manure yard. The switch
is so constructed that the cars are above
the plank road, which enables the farmers
to load their wagons without difficulty.

;u-st of these were planted about six years
ago and ‘have grown memarkably well,
many of the largest of them being not
less than two inches in diameter. ‘The
nuts for planting were procured from
Chatham, and 98 per cent. of them made
gopd. The nuts at first were planted
thickly In rows, and when large enough
the trees were set out in rows sia feet
apart each way. 'T'he latest way, whicn
has proved the best, is to plunt'a single
nut every six feet In rows six feet apart
and this has been found to work well,
The _only trouble that has been met 1s
from squirrels digging them. And so great
is the instinct of thése busy littlé creatures
that they know where to g0 and daig for
the nut every time.

Wilkes-Barre, Pa., July 015.—President
Mullahay of the Stationery Firemen's As-
sociation of Pennsylvania has given up
all hope of an amicable gettlement of the
strike of the firemen, ordered to begin to-
morrow.

$10,000 WAS THE COUNGIL'S LIMIT

Friction Between the Two Bodies
Was Put at an End—Ald. Cox
Chairman of Executive.

No less & sum than $50,000 is the amount
that the Citizens’ Committee would .ike
the Council to grant for the adeguate re-
ception of the Duke of Cornwall in Octo-
per. The Executive of this committee
held its first meeting yesterday afternoon
in the City Hall. Ex-Mayor W. B. McMur-
rich was elected chairman pro tem.

The chairman, in opening the business,
expressed his regret that a certain amount
of frictjon had arisen between the Citi-
zens’ %mntee and the Reception Com-
mittee the City Council.

Ex-Mayor Boswell suggested that the
pest means of securing harmony would be
to eleet as thelr own chaliman the chair-
man of the Reception Committee. The
members heartily approved of this idea,
and Ald. Cox was unanimously elected
chairman of the Executive. A. R. Boswell
and W. B. McMurrich will be vice-chair-
men.

Deputation to the Counell.

The eommittee then resolved ifself into
a deputation to wait upon the City Coun-
cil, whicihi was meeting in the adjoining
chamber.

When they swarmed into the room the
City Fathers courteously suspended thair
business in order to give them a hearing.

W. B. McMurrich, who was the frst
speaker, impressed upon the Council the
aesire of the committee to offer only their
bumble assistance, and not to conflict in
any way with the actions of the Reception
Committee.

i To Avoid Friction.

He read the following resolution, passed
unanimously by the Executive :

“In view of the desirability of this gen-
eral committee of citizens, thru its Exe:u-
tive, working harmoniousl{ and efficiently
with the Reception Committee of the City
Council; in view, also, of the fact that
similar citizens’ comumittees have begn
found necessary in the leading cities of
Australia and such centres in Canada as
Montreal, Ottawa and Viectoria; in view,
also, of the necessity of adopting some
dun_nod plan of joint co-operation;

“Be it resolved, that the City Coun-il
be informed of the earnest desire of zhis
committee to assist in making the royal
welcome worthy of the City of Toronto,
and that the Mayor and Council be “e-
spectfully requested to define some method
tor the united action of this committee and
t{\lo Reception Committee of the City. Coun-
il

Grant of $50,000.

Mr. McMurrich further suggested that
the Council be more liberal in its grant
of funds for the reception. The svin of
$30,000, he thought, would best meet the
exigency.

J. J. Yoy, M.L.A., reiterated the state-
ment embodied in the resolution, that the
Citizens’ Committee only wished to act
a8 the auxiliary of the City Council. What-
ever sum the latter body should decide
to raise by taxation for reception purposas
bhe was sure would be endorsed by the
ratepayers.

Thomas Crawford, M.L.A., said that the
purpose.of the deputation was to give the
Council a notion of the feelings of ihe
citizens with regard to the amount of
money that should be expended on the re-
ception. He was not prepared to state just
how much ought to be granted, ‘but he as-
sured the Ceuncil that if they should see
their way to grant $50,000, or even $75,000,
for .such. a purpose, they would find the
ratepayers at their back.

Prof. Clark, the concluding speaker of
the deputation, said it was not necessary
1o guide the City Council in this matter.
They had not come to dictate, but only to
offer their loyal assistance. With regard
to the friction between the two commit-
tees, he hoped not another word would be
heard in this. connection.

The Mayor promised that the recommen-
dations of the committee would receive
full consideration at the Council’s hands.

The Department of Trade and Com-,
merce has received from Lord Strathcona
a copy of correspondence with the War
Office on the matter ,of utilization of
Canadian timber in the construction of
the new barracks on Salisbury Plain,
showing _that maple has been, specified
for the floors of two of the eight bar-
racks. . With reference to the timber to be
used In the other barracks, Mr. Brodrick
regrets that, as bills of qualities are al-
ready in the hands of contractors, he
does not see .his way to now mike any
alteration in the specification, but in the
preparation of specifications for future
war departmental buildings at Salisbury |
and elsewhere the claims of Canadian
timber will not be lost sight of.

King Oscar Believes Monkeys Owned
Original Family Trees.
"Berlin, July 15.—King Oscar of Sweden
has terrlbly"scgndnllzed royal and imperial

personages here by expressing his beliet

in the Darwinian theory of evolution and
his readiness to accept the doctrine that
our ancestors were monkeys.

He enunciated these views some days
ago while discussing Prof. Virchow’s argu-
ments in favor of the guerilla being de-
scended from man and representing the
most generous form of the latter, and
gave utterance to the conviction that the
tendency of mankind is not of a dewnward
but rather of an upward character.

Such opinions are entirely at variance
with the ideas expressed by most of King
Osear’s brother monarchs, who affect fo
believe that the sacred character of their
royalty is due to their sem!-divine origin,
all of them having one or more saints
among their ancestry.

Royal personages deeply resent this pro-
fession of the Darwinian doctrine by the
King of Sweden and Norway, and attribute
it to the fact that his immediate forbears
were of most plebeian birth, his great-
grandfather having been a Pyrenean peas-
ant. :

The Settlement in London,

The London Stoek Exchange to-day was
engaged with the preliminaries of the set-
tlement. . There- were marked and heavy
declines in prices and large movements
on the money market. A feeling of anxlety
prevalied, especially in the market in Am-
ericans, The rumor that bankers would
pot lend on American securities is a gross
exaggeration, but lenders are chary all
around where long periods of time are ask-
ed for.

Since the last settlement many Amerl-
cans have fallen from 6 to 8 points, and
one or two 16 or 18 points. The depression
in Steel is chiefly due to the rumors that
bankers refused to loan money on Steel
stocks. The Assoclated Press, howev?r,
learns that the bankers hava not taken any
such organized action. In a few cases ad-
vunces were refused on Steel, but this was
owin: more to the fear of the solvency of
the applicants than the value of the stock,
the all around difficnlty has been experi-
enced In getting the usual advance on this
security. In this connection J. P. Morgan,
jr., said: *““We have had no notification
that the banks were making difdculties.
The only reason which can explain the de-
cline in Steel Is that there are, more sell-
¢rs than buyers. I do mot believe the
strike to be serious; only a few mills are
concerned, and the effect cannot possibly
be judged for a few days. When these
matters have developed, if the banks shounld
decline to lend money on Steel, we would
be glad to do 8o if we have got money
available for such purposes.” )

Famine in Russia?t

A St. Petersburg, Russia, advife says:
Large parts of the Empire are again
threatened with famine, The last official
report, which has just been published, was
dated June 21. Since then not a drop of
rain has fallen in the Iastern Provinces,
and it is believed the crops are now largely
beyond hope In many districts. The Pro-
vinces of- Samara and Saratoff will prob-
ably witness a recurrence of the dearth of
two or three years ago, and a dearth in
these provinces is particularly dreaded on
account of the ignoraace and helplessness
of the Pashkirs and Tartars, who make up
nl considerable part of the population
there.

The newspaper Volgar states that from all
sides reports are coming In that both win-
ter and summer grain are beyond hope of
salvation, even shoald there be ample rains,
and no hay at ail will be harvested. Since
early June the temperat ufé nas been about
101, and no rain has fallen. The flelds are
burned brown, and the feeding of cattle
and horses has already Yegun to be a
problem. The same kind of reports are
coming from the Province of Kazau. The
Velga Provinces have already been visited
by two severe famines during the last ten
years, and the population has lost what-
ever power it once possessed to withstand
famine.,

COULD EASILY LOCATE MINERS

e

Entombed Men Have Died jn Past
Beeause Rescuers Could Not
¥Find Them.

Scranteon, Pa., July 15.—Among the big
mine companies there is talk of putting
telephones In the coal mines. In the days
of doubt which followed the disaster at
the Twin Shaft, near Pittston, a few years
ago, when 60 lives were lost by the ex-
tensive caving In of the mine; the tele-
phone might have beengused to advantage
in letting ti:e rescuers know the exact lo-
cation and condition of the imprisoned
miners. Of course it Is possible that such
2 subterranean disaster might render the
telephone useless In the mine, but e-ngl-
peers are of the opinion that with reason-
able Ingenulty and care It Is possible to
‘introduce and operate a mine telephone
that would not be affected by the caving
n of the surface.

Great Boon to Miners.

Such an improvement would be & great
boon to the mine workers, and its general
introduction s regarded as & proximate
possibility. Having some means of com-
munication with those who are entombed
in the depths of the mine would greatly
assist in the work of theilr rescue. It has
often h:ppened' in the history of mine accl-
dents that the efforts of rescuers were put
forward in a direction entirely different

from that in which the*men were Impris-
oned, and thus valuable tlme and energy
were wasted. With a system of mine tele-
phoning in operation this would be avert-
¢ The plan suggested by those who are
friendly to the proposed improvement is to
locate telephones at regular intervals along
the workings, so that they may be pro-

Weston,July 15.—BEd.Eagle was charged on
Saturday by the village constable with
impeding traffic by letting his cow graze
on the roadway. In defence it was urged
that there was no village bylaw covering
the complaint, and that in the absence of
a bylaw it was not an offence. The charge
was dismissed. Another charge was laid
under bylaw 1158 of the Township of York,
Mr. Eagle having let his cow eat grass
on the line between Weston and York
Township. This bylaw prohibits persons
letting their cattle run where there are
;ootpaths and sidewalks by the side of the
road. Where Mr. Eagle let his cow run, it
is rough, unimproved land, so this case
was dismissed.
