'OLIVER EXPLAINS PRE-EMPTION PLAN

- RAILWAY TO B

Says the Railway is to Be Built

Anyway, But Hopes to ‘Raise |

More Than . Sufficient From
Settlers to Pay For It.

OTTAWA, June 23.—(Special.)—The
railway to Hudson Bay was a leading
topic of discussion in the house to-day.

It was induced by Hon. Frank Oliver,
of his
measure to consolidate and amend the
Dominion Public L&nds Act. Mr, Oli-
ver explained that whereas it had been
attempted last year, by 2 pre-emption
privilege to gettlers, to accrue a revenue
sufficient to buil railway north
from the Suksts:kewa.n River mvlieu
of .the making the grant of land of
12,800 acres a mile, but to which ob-
jection had been taken'because of pos-
sible ‘injurious effects on land values,
this year the pre-emption would 2pply
only to prairie land within certain lim-
its, or practically only the great cen-
tral area of about 25,000,000 acres, in
which  railway companies have not

‘staked land grants, and in which home-

stead settlers at the present time are
ccmparatively few. The government
believed that would create a new
source of revenue which would provide
money to adequately aid the Hudson
Bay Ralilway. Before a settler could
obtain a patent for pre-om-ption of the
additional 160 acres he .would require
to reside six years on his homestead.
Five Hundred Miles Long.

Bay Railway would be about 300 miles
jong and would cost 32’01.0{):”3 x::le‘.a ,Ix;he:

es
sale of 5,000,000 acr: e wpon
this estimate. If half of the 25,000,000
acres were ted at $3 per acre
it would furnish $42,000,000, while, as
stated, the total cost of the railway
weculd be only $15,000,000.

The money received from the sale
of pre-emptions, however, would in the
meantime go to the credit of the re-
ceiver-general as ordinary revenue. He
was carrying out the policy of reserving
the land for the actual settler and at
the sdme time it was an improvement
on the principle of making land grants
direct to railways. §

Mr. Borden observed that Mr. Oliver
had certainly shown wonderful versa-
tility ‘in the matter of this proposed
legislation. Last year he had stoutly
defended the Dbill then introduced, and
rcw he had made an equally forcible
defense. of the measure, which was al-
tcgether different. Mr. Oliver Had seem-
ed to confuse Mr. Foster with Mr.
Greenway, for it was the latter who
last session had savagely attacked the
prcposed bill and had expressed the
hope that it would not pass.

, Will Build Anyway.

Mr. Borden expressed his satisfaction
at Mr. Oliver's subsequent explanation
of the Hudson Bay Railway scheme.
At the outset of the speech the minister
had indicated that the railway was to
be built out of a fund to be created
by sales of land in the district set
apart by the bill. In his latter remarks,
however, the minister stated plainly
that the raliway was to be built ‘.even
if not a dollar’'s wonth of the land was
sold.

To this Mr. Oliver nodded assent,
whereupon Mr. Borden remarked that
there did not seem to be much prac-
tica] use, therefore, in associating two
projects so closely related to each oth-
er. Mr.

BANK OF ST. HYACINTHE
A SUSPERD:ZD PAYMENT

Railway Financing Said to Have
Driven It to the Wall—Senator
Dessoules lts President

MONTREAL, June 23.—(Special).—
A despatch from St. Hyacinthe says
that the Bank of St. Hyacinthe has
suspended payment. Decision was
reached at a meeting of the directors,
which ended early this morning.

Senator Dessoulles is the president,
J. R. Brillon vice-president, L. P. Mo-
rin; directors, E. Ostigny, Joseph Mo-
rin, M. Archambault, and V. B. Sicotte.
Authorized capital is $1,000,000; sub-
scribed $504,600 and paid up $331,236.

Railway financing is understood to
have put the bank in difficulties.

U. S. Commission Propose Re-
markable Methods for
Securing Informa-
tion,

WASHINGTON, June 23.—New York
school teachers and hospital physicians
will be asked in a few weeks to co-
operate with the immigration commis-
sion in the procuring of information
on which congress will take up the
framing of a new immigration law.

Officer§ of the Associated Charities
in all the large cities of the United
States will recelve similar requesss at
an early day and the commission will
also seek the ald of ma,nqtactureri.

especially the big employers of the
country, in its study of the question
of immigration restriction,

It is planned to study immigrants
from the different European countries
as a class from, the time they step
upon American/ soil at Ellis Island
until they have been assimilated into
the great mass of American citizenship.

Investigations will be extended '
the children of immigrants born in
this country, and their lives will be
traced as far as possible from the
cradle to the age when they become
masters of their own destinies.

When completed the information as
t> the life of the immigrants in the
United States will be placed side by
side with the conditions of life obtain-
ing in the countries from which they
came. If there has been improvement
it will be noted and credited. Then a
new immigration law will be drafted
and congress will have laid before it
the information gained by the commis-
sion as a guide for its passage or re-
jection of the measure. !

Observations will be taken of, pupils
of foreign born parents in the schools
of New York and some other cities in
an effort to arrive at the trend of their
development.

Teachers will be required to keep a
record of pupils, showing their na-
tionality. From the schools the child
of an immigrant will be followed to the
factory or the fleld ‘when he begins to
earn his own bread, and his develop-
ment recorded. His workmanship, his
mode of living, his tendency to ad-
vance and to save money will be mark-
ed, and, with his parents, he will be
compared with th& average American
doing similar work. »

Observation of the home life . will
also be made as far as this is possible;
and especially will the commission seek
information as to the colonies of dif-
ferent natienalities in New York, where
several families, united in:a block, or
alley, maintain their "own circle and
do-not readily mix with those around
them. . £ 4

Special study of immigrants coming
to the*United States and settling in
colonies and their success will be made.

SENATORS RAISE PROTEST
NGAINST JEWELRY BILL

Kerr and Gibson Say Amendment
to Act Is in Restraint ~
of Trade.

OTTAWA, June 23.—~In the . senate
to-day Senator Ferguson -asked if an
ad hoc judge had been appointed to
relieve Judge Cassels of his exchequer
court work when he was investigating
the marine department. Hon, R. W.

Scott stat that the minister of jus-
tice had en.him to understand that
the law w#s not broad enough for the
appointment of an ad hoc judge.

In committee on a bill respecting the ||

Gold and SilVer Marks Act, which
proposes to at once apply the provision
that no jewelry shall be brought into
Canada ‘or made in Canada:and called
gold below nine carats, and an article
shall not be called silver or sterling
unless 975 parts pure. silver. Sena-
tor Kerr declared this the most
drastic piece of protective legislation
which had gver been introduced -into
the Canadian Parliament and he pro-
tested against it. It was a new de-
parture in protective legislation. It
did ‘not protect a tlass of goods  hy
means of a high tariff against it,- but
it absolutely declared that a certain .
class of goods should not come into
Canada. It had been “stated that the
Canadian manufacturers were united/
in favor of this act. Senator Kerr'was.|
not surpised that.they were, fof this
law proposed to absolutely protect;
them. from cheap jewelry, a jewelry |
which could be made cheéaper than
they could make it, while'it would not |
prevent the Canadian manufacturer!
from making as low-grade an article’

as he pleased. The law was all to the ||

advantage of the few Canadian manu- !
facturers who were now making their
fortunes out of their business, but 1ti
would decidedly work to the advantage

of ‘the small dealer and people who |

would like to buy low-priced jewelry. |
Senator Kerr declared the bill was’ a |
monstrpus piece of legislation in re—’
strain

To Protect Purchaser. :

Hon. Mr. Scott said the purpose and :
the effect of the bil] would only be to|
protect the purchaser of jewelry from !
being imposed upon by fraudulent
marks, which dishonest manufactur-
ers placed upon goeds and -called gold.
It was generally agreed ‘that an arti-
cle was not gold when it was below
nine carats’ fineness. The bill did not
propose to prevent articles of less
carat being imported, but declared
they could not bear marks which might
mislead the public. The bill was de-
manded by the trade, which was suf-
fering- from the effects of large im-
portations of cheap dnd improperly-
marked jewelry, which. was Dbeing
dumped upon the .Canadian people..
Senator Kerr declared that the crim-
inal’ code . made effective provision;
against false marking of goods, and
the proposed law was not necessary.

Senator Gibson protested against
amendments now proposed to the
bill, which had been agreed upon by
the manufacturers of Canada.

The Toronto manufacturers had not|
kept faith with other manufacturers on |
such a bill once before, and he looked
at the amendmeénts now proposed. He !
declared that this bill was in favor,
of the manufacturers of the City of!
Toronto as against the whole of Can-
ada. The Canadian manufacturer
could make anything and sell it under
his name.

Patient and Reports Another Well. |

NEW ORLEANS, June 23.—A
markable medical report touching the
cure of dleprosy will be presented to
the Louisiana assembly probably this
week by the leper home of the State
of Louisiana.

“Discharged cured--One. Practically
well and kept for observation—Five.”

Reinforced Concrete

A correspondent writes: “‘Please in-
form me why the floors and roof of
the new building of the Robert Simp-
son Company, Limited, are being made
of reinforced concrete and not of pure

concrete. Is the first stronger than
the latter, or is it used for better fire
protection?”

Reinforced concrete is a technical
name for the combination of steel
beams, strong steel wire netting (about
the size of good wire  fencing) ‘and
concrete.

The combination is stronger than
plain concrete, and also is practically
+fireproof, or as fireproof as human
ingenuity can make a floeor.

A description of the process of mak-
ing reinforced econcrete will show why
At forms the strongest and most fire-
proof floor possible, ;

First, a temporary wooden flooring
is hung underneath the beams, then
iron rods are laid over the beams and
a system .of wire loops are twistdd
down and under-the beams. When this
is completed, concrete is poured over/
the whole system of beams, rods and
netting, and allowed to "harden and
set.

By this method—which is the one
being employed on the new store -of
the Robert Simpson Company, Limited
—the steel and concrete come to form,
as it were, 6né solid mass. The steel
is said to reinforce the concrete; and
the conerete, being a poor conductor
of heat, will keep the steel beams from
becoming heated in case of a blaze,
and thus prevent their ‘expanding and
wretking the buflding.

LEGISLATION 1N FAVOR
UF FAGTORY EMPLOYES

Good Progress i‘ Being Made Say
Delegates to" International
Convention of Inspectors.

Theé convention of factory inspectors
of Canada and the Upited States
opened at 'the city hall yesterday with
about 200 men and women inspectors
in attendance.. Most of the Canadlan
provinces and half tHe states in the
urion were represented. The session
was presided over by President Geo.
L. McLean of Hartford, Conn., chief
inspector of that state.

In an address J. H. Morgan, Cleve-
land, Ohio, said that the factory in-
spector occupied an ungrateful posi-
tion, since he received no credit whern/
things progressed smoothly, while

abuse was heaped upon him if mis-
fortune occurred. Recalling the holo-
caust at Collinwood, Ohio, when 164
school children were burned to death,
he said that a petition signed by every
parent had called upon the govern-
ment to fix the respopsibility. This
was an example of the responsibility
inspectors had to shoulder. The pub-
lic expected sa §100,0000 building for
half the money, and the inspector had
to take the consequence.

A civic welcome was extéended by
Ald. J. J. Graham on behalf of the
mayor, John Williams, commissioner of
labor for New York replying.

Progress in Ontario.

J. T. Burke of Toronto, chief fac-
tory inspector for Ontario, reported
that very satisfactory progress in the.
direction of securirg safeguards for
factery employes had been made dur-
ing the year. Devices for protécting
dangerous machinery had been pre-
sented in an appendix to the factery
inspectors’ report, and about 6000’ cop-
ies had been distributed with good re-
sults.

An amendment to the Factory Act
now restricted ‘to 12 the age at which
children could obtain employnient in
canning factories, except in cases of
outside employment. Another amend-
ment provided that boys bétween 14
and 16 years should not be obliged
to work more than 10 hours any one
day or 60 hours in any one week un-
less permits were specially -issued by
factory inspectors. The - Shops Act
had also been amended so as to in-
crease from 10 to 12 years age limit at
which children could be employed in
shops. £

Mr. Burke corsidered that, on the
whole, good progress was being made,
and emphasized the desirability of
having the same age limit for work
{n factories or shops thruout Canada
and the United States.

Kansas Heard From.

W. L. A. Johnson, reporting on con-
ditions in Kansas, strongiy emphasiz-
¢d the importance of minimizing child
lJabor. He thought school laws should
he amended so that where parents
were unable to give their children
schooling they shculd receive a per
diem wage of 40¢ to 60c in cash for
each day's attendance at school be-
tween-the ages of 10 and 14 years.

Louis Guyon of Montreal, chief in-
spector of industrial establishments
and public buildings for Quebec, said
that the “moving picture pest” was
receiving aftention by extending the
powers of inspecters so  that they
cculd inspect such establishments. A
number of amendments in the Factory
Act had been made. and the provision
that children could not work in fac-

tories under 14 years of age was a
| great help to the inspector. Mr.
| Guyon complained that unjustified at-
tacks were often made on provincial
inspectors-when they should properly
be directed against civic inspectors.
Less of life thru defective scaffoldings
had been great during the year, but
the blame really rested on the civie
authorities.

FIBE AT THREE BIERS
AT HMVE DEATH TOL

Six Fatalities Reported, But Three
Children May Be With Friends
—Insurance Figures.

(8

THREE RIVERS, Que., June 23.—
(Special).—As a result of yesterday's
fire the entire business section and 3
jarge part of the residential district
o+ Three Rivers lies in ruins to-day,
six hundred persons are homeless and
six Mves have been lost. It is estimated
that the property loss will total $L-
690,000. The fire was csused by the little
daughter of 4 carter mnamed Duval,
playing with a package of matches in
the loft of her father’'s stable.

Three little ohildren are reported as
baving lost their lives in the flames,
but hope is still entertained that they
nay have been taken in by some of
the farmers round sbout, and will be
found when the confusion subsides. Six
deaths have been reported to head-
quarters and inquiries ape being made
for missing members of various fami-
les. :

A carter named Metivier employed by
the C.P.R. was killed to-day .while
walking among the ruins. He was
crushed under a felling chimney. The
other deaths were among aged persons
and invalids who had to be moved too
quickly: An old lady, Madame Page,
was alone at the time of the fire, and
when the flames approached to within
a block of her home, ran into the street
and collepsed. She died on tile way to
the hospital.

Another, an old man, bedridden for
years, died of too violent treatment
while being moved. 1

Very few places of business are left
in the city from St. Roch-street on the
east to St. Charles-street on the west,
and from the river back to Royale-
siveet only one building still stande.
This district is about half a square mile
in area.

Of the important buildings only the
cathedral, the bishop’s palace, the court
hcuse, the Jesuit Brothers’ School, the
sanitarium, the police station, the city
hall, t;x{; large sawmili, and the upper
part of the residential district were
saved=

Already the citizens are arousing
from the stupefaction inte which the
disaster has thrown them. They are
turning to the plans for rebuiiding and
promise that from the ashes a new
Three Rivers will arise strictly modern
and up-to-date. Several hundred men
were at work to-day:

The federal government will be ap-
proached for aid as soon as the extent
of the loss is accurately known, If was
rumored to-day that assistance to the
amount of $500,000 will be voted, but
Hon. Mr. Bureau, who was in the city,
refuses to confirm or deny the report.

The town is not in distress from want
of bread, vegetables, milk and farm
prcduce, but there is a shortage of
mreat. Supplies will, however, be
brought from Montreal. The church
buildings and religious schools will be
placed at the disposal of the homeless.

Couple of Records Made by Yesterday's

SAN PAULO STOCKS IMPERILLED

Possible Grave Results of a Disaster
to the Coffee Corner. _

The London (Eng.) Financial News
of June 12 has the following article
that will be of interest to holders of
Sao Paulo:

The deepening anxiety about the cof-
fee corner is not confined to coffee in-
terests alone. There are many English
and Canadian concerns with money
invested in the State and City of Sao

Paulo, and these would be adversely
affected, perhaps to a very serious ex-
tent, by the commercial disorganiza-
tion which would follow:any such col-
lapse as is now generaly expedted to
be the end of the present scheme of
manipulatfion. /

No doubt a feeling of disquietude in
this respect is the explanation of the
hesitation to purchase the securities of
these various Sao Paulo entérprises.
Buyers Tegard them as fair speculative
ventures, but have conie to the con-
clusion that if the crash is coming
they will get in cheaper after it than
before it. No doubt they are right, and
possibly their attitude may help to
accelerate some solution of the prob-
lems of the position.

A very stubborn- fight seems to have
developed in the wheat market, with one
interest arrayed against a remarkably
unanimous bullish sentiment on the part
of local professionals. In fact, it is a
very difficult matter to find a bear whose
convictions are of a practical sort, while
the ones of the bullish' persuasion are
very much in evidence, Statistical possi-
bilities in the market are beginning to
attract attention. As we have said be-
‘fore, the market is on debatdble ground
from the supply.and demand standpoint;
the total yield of this year will need to
bé& pretty big to be burdensome; on the
other hand, the lack of speculative and
buying power, as well as the same in-
ability on the part of foreigners and do-
mestic millers, are the neutralizing in-
fluences.

Wheat—The local crowd are bearish,
and pay no attention to any bull news.
The early threshing peturns are chowing
up poorly, but are nét numerous enough
to give a valuable verdict as yet. Brad-
street's world’s visible showed a decrease
of 7,085,000 bushels, Taking everything
into consideration, we belleve wheat 1is
low enough to buy. There are a good
many holes to fill up, and it will require
a large quantity of wheat to do it.

Corn—There was a lot of realizing and
prices eased off. Bradstreet's world’s
visible decreased 595,000. Corn looks high
enough to us, but would not advise short-
ing except on good bulges.

Oats—Have followed corn; almost all
reports recelved to-day have been bull-
ish. Like corn, we believe oats are too
high and favor sales on ‘the strong spots.
Bradstreet’'s visible. shows a decrease of
1,125,000.

Provisions—Fairly active and firm, even
with the realizing sales by packers the
market holding up.

N EDITOR'S INFLUENCE

Liberals Learning Why 'Th\ey‘ Lost
One of the Ottawas and
Glengarry.

. OTTAWA, June 23.—Now that the

smoke -of t provincial fight has
blown away, wise Libérals are wonder-
ing why a loss camé upon them from
Ottawa and Glengarry. Four years
ago both of these constituencies were
wrested from Conservative ranks. It
.was done by good newspaper cam-
paigning, and the campaigner was re-
cognized to be Alfred Wood, then
editor and proprietor of The TFree
Press.

His success in this matter is indi-
cated with more forecs when it is known
that Ottawa and Glengarry were the
only two constituencies gained from
the Conservatives in the Ottawa dis-
trict. It has always been a matter of
mystery why Mr. Woed did not sc-
cept the Liberal nomination in Carleton
four years ago. It is supposed, how-
ever, that he considered himself first
of all a newspaper man #nhd theéen a
partisan. He certainly achieved as
much- glory as a successful newspapeér
campaigner as he could have hoped to
win ‘as a Liberal candidate.

Liberals are seized of the fact that
their press has not been as strong a
support to them as it was four years
ago. In this connection the .name of
Alfred Wood is freely mentioned in
enviable comparison to the names of
some other newspaper men in this dis-
trict. Some Liberals go so far as to
say that had Alfred Wood beey in
newspaper work 'here a better story
would have*® been 'told. Anyway, it is
becoming evident among Liberals that
a broad-gauge newspaper can give
better service to a party than one run
in the interest aof heelers and grafters
and pandering to the worst elemeént in
the party. The partisan paper is hav-
ing a hard time of it.

KIDNAPPED BY MOTHER?

Poasible Solution for the Disappear-
ance of Girl.

FORT WILLIAM, Ont.,, June 23.—A.
Dupraw, father of littla Olive Dupraw,
raturned this morning from Pine,
where he was engaged for the last
three days in the search for his daugh-

ter, who disappsared from the train on
Wednesday last. Two hundred men
searched the track on both sides for
miles, without success. William Hig+
gins, brother-in-law of the lost. girl, is
of the opinion that she has met with
foul play, as he does not think she
wandered off alone, altho he admits
the possibility of her being stolen by
her mother, who is not dead, as Mr.
Dupraw has claimed: The girl was a
great favorite with her mother, who
ran away from her. home two years agoe
and who is thought to be in Chicago,
and he thinks the woman had some-
thing to do with the disappearance of
the missing girl.

KING PARDONED CRIMINAL

Condemned to Be Hanged in
Morning. :

MADRID, June¢ 23.—The accouche-
ment of Queen . Victoria passed off
most favorably, and the queen is re-
ported by the physicians to be in ex-

cellent condition.

King Alfonso was radiant with joy
when he announced the birth of an-
other son to the few persons waiting
in the adjoining room. 8Several mem-
bers of the royal family arrived half
an hour after the birth. and they
hastened to congratulate the king on
the advent of a prince, who doubly
secures the succesésion of the throne.

King Alfonso, on learning that a
condemneéd criminal was to be exe-
cuted in the morning, immediately
signed a pardon in commemoration of
the birth of the prince and telegraph-
ed o the warden of the prison. order-
ing him to stop the execution.
