Guelph,'all public utilities were handl­
ed’ by commissions, and the tax rate 
was the lowest In Canada.

Controller Church’s suggestion that 
a public mooting be held to consider a 
permanent memorial to the late King 
war referred to the board of control.

Controller Church complained that 
his colleagues were exhibiting master­
ly.

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A NEW POLICY FOR ONTARIO AND THE DOMINION.
Both Ontario and the Dominion need each to adopt a still more 

progressive policy in regard to our North Shore country, the rteglon be­
tween Sudbury and Port Arthur, or to make it wider, between Georgian 
Bay and Lake Nipissing on one side and Manitoba on the other.

It is in part the country of Sir William Van Horne’s spout to the 
western hopper; it is Mr. Mann’s handle of the dumbbell, the balls of 
which are Ontario and the east and Manitoba and the west, 
us call it New Ontario.
