The great­
est revenue Is In the customs, which is 
812,268.722, an Increase of 96,246,640 
over May. 1916; the excise Is 82,098- 
104, an Increase of 8806,688; 
office revenue, $1,800,000, an Increase 
of $60,000,' and public, works, $2,221,- 
766 an increase of $746,846.

Net Debt 1678,000,000.
The expenditures on consolidated 

fund account was $4,416,094, or a de­
crease for the month of $14,468. Capital 
expenditure on public works, railways 
and canals was $2,619,60$, an Increase 
of $1,209,000. The war expenditure 
Is given as $9,308,474, but this Is just 
repayment to the banks for the amount 
of credits drawn upon during April.

The statement was 
that he was representing the opposi­
tion at this enquiry, but was retiring 
because of dissatisfaction with the 
way In which the evidence was adduc­
ed. This, said Mr. Johnston, was abso­
lutely untrue. He never had any In­
tention of retiring for any cause.

Proceeding with his argument, Mr. 
Johnston said he could not agree with 
Mr. Heilmuth that this enquiry only 
liad to do with corrupt acts or those 
Involving personal discredit or dis­
honesty.

It was conceivable that In such 
a case as this gross Incompetency or 
gross negligence might be found. If 
such were found, or if a minister act­
ing In a representative capacity was 
negligent or Incompetent without 
wrong-doing, that would come within 
the scope of the enquiry.

8aye Canada Was Ignored.
Mr. Johnston asked why was Can­

ada ignored In the letting of these 
contracts, and at a time when Can­
ada was In the throes of a war, labor 
and canltal was disorganized and ‘re­
quired Resistance. He took it that the 
sole purpose of the committee was to 
help Great Britain and get business 
toi shells in Canada. Yet when it 
came to the letting of a contract of 
522,000,000 for fuses Canada was Ig­
nored.

Mr. Johnston gave Gen. Hughes 
credit cthat his aim was to have shells 
made in Canada. It was only fair to 
say that It was evident that it was 
Gen. Hughes’ Idea from the first to 
get shells as cheaply 
to have them made In Canadk. He 
asked what prevented the commission 
from carrying out his wishes.

Sir William Meredith asked If It was 
not true that no one In Canada was 
equipped for manufacturing fuses. Mr. 
Johnston answered this by quoting a 
statement of CoL Carnegie, praising 
the work of Canadian manufacturers 
and the skill of Canadian mechanics 

Manufacturers Discouraged.
He asked why Canadian manufac­

turers were not properly encouraged. 
They were actually eat upon and dis­
couraged. These questions should be 
answered by the commission In their 
findings. He went on In an effort to 
show hew various Canadian manufac­
turers were discouraged.

Sir William asked If he was argu­
ing that the policy of the commission 
should be investigated. Mr. Johnston 
said be thought It Should be Investi­
gated, and it should be shown why 
they met contrary to Gen. Hughes’ 
instructions.

Sir William asked if Col. Carnegie 
was not appointed as technical ad­
viser. Could the shell committee go 
just on the advice of Its adviser?

That "Troopers" Cable.
Mr. Johnston then went on to say 

that when the cable came from 
’•Troopers” to "Militia,’’ asking how 
many complete rounds of ammunition 
could be supplied by June X, and at 
what price, Col. Carnegie had already 
been thru the country, and given hie 
certmeate of the skill of Canadian 
manufacturers.

It will become harder every day for

Our friends to 
the south have no “three alternatives.’' 
The government will not give or lend 
money tv the roads, and it has not the# 
slightest objection to any or all oi 
them passing into the hands of a re­
ceiver. '

But the receiver cannot solve the 
situation. He may displace inefficient 
management, raise some money by 
certificates for pressing demands in 
the way of maintenance and equip­
ment, but sooner or later the rvads 
must pass from the control of the 
court into the control of a private cor­
poration- As reorganized the road 
will probably start off all the better for 
its Internment in a judicial hospital, 
hut it lute to face the problem that 
faces all the other roads, namely, how 
to raise money, however badly needed, 
from a public that will net buy rail­
way stocks at any price.

It will take two billion dollars to 
make the railways of the United States 
efficient. That vast sum honestly and 
judiciously expended would yield a 
magnificent return, but the Morgans, 
the Harrlmane, the free hooters of 
Wall street, have utterly destroyed the 
confidence of the people, who regard 
the looting of the New Haven and 
Rock Island as typical.

Hence a situation is created which 
must result in nationalization, 
neighbors are coming to it grudgingly, 
but they will come to it inevitably.

HOBSEVELTS PRESENCEDow die Doctor Work at a 
Trade?

Dr. Hugh Chabot le quoted by The 
Indianapolis Medical Journal ae saying 
that the practice of medicine is be­
coming a trade instead of a profession.

Theoretically men enter the ministry, 
are called to the bar and obtain de­
grees in medicine for the purpose vf 
serving humanity. It le their business 
to guard the physical and spiritual 
health of the community and to see 
that even-handed justice prevails. The 
man who teaches them, the university 
professor, le even rendering a greater 
service to the public, for without him 
the priest, the physician and the ad­
vocate could not be properly trained.

At one time undoubtedly men in the 
liberal professions were supposed to 
be devoted to the welfare of the com­
munity. Universities were tree and 
the professor lived upon voluntary 
contributions from his pupils. ' The 
lawyer received honorariums from 
wealthy cliente, but he was all the 
more bvund in consequence to plead 
the cause of the needy and oppressed. 
The physician wus bound to give to 
the world the result of any discovery 
free of charge Instead of exploiting it 
for personal gain, and that noble tra­
dition still lingers In the profession.

But the advent of the specialist and 
the exigencies vf modem life have un­
doubtedly robbed the professions of 
their former greatness and simplicity. 
Bo specialized has medicine become 
that the successful practitioners, ac­
cording to Dr. Chabot, organize them­
selves into groups, and the wealthy 
patient is passed from one member to 
smother as long ai his money lasts- 
Education has been made free and 
many churches search out and min­
ister to the poor. But the successful 
medical man confines his attention to 
the rich, and the successful lawyer no 
longer bothers his head about the 
wrongs of the needy and oppressed.

Dr. Chabot thinks that medicine has 
become so frankly a trade that the 
state might as well provide the doctors 
and look directly after the health of 
the community, but should not some­
thing of the some kind be done with 
the advocate? Should not lawyers 
like judges be appointed and paid by 
the state?

Finally the suggestion Is made that 
the up-to-date physician with all his 
learning lacks something of the cour­
age and skill of the old-fashioned 
practitioner. The country doctor, who 
knew hie patient from birth, had a cer­
tain affection for him, and a certain 
authority over him, saved a good many 
cases which probably. get by the 
modern expert. But personal touch 
and sympathy are fading from all the 
relations of life, in this age of machin­
ery and specialization, 
and more the elate must concern it­
self with matters heretofore left to 
chance and charity.

BERLIN, June 8.—The Germas 
Government has transmitted to the 
American Ambassador Gerard for 
presentation to the United Statee 
Government new proposals In con­
nection with the plan for the dis­
tribution by an American commis­
sion of relief in the districts of Po- 
land occupied by the Germany army.

The opinion prevails in Berlin that 
Great Britain will also reject these 
proposals, upholding her former stip­
ulations against Germany."

LONDON, June 8.—David Lloyd 
Georgs, minister of munitions, was 
only prevented from accompanying 
Lord Kitchener on his Ill-fated trip 
on the cruiser Hampshire by the 
Irish crisis, according to statements in 
political circles hero today. It had 
been arranged that Lloyd George 
should accompany the minister of war 
to Russia, but the sudden call upon 
the Welsh statesman to mediate be­
tween the Irish factions upset this 
plan.

The statement says:
‘‘Of these losses the battleship Pom­

mera was launched In 1906. The loss 
of the cruisers Wlesbadeiu Elbing, 
Frauenlob and five torpedo boats has 
already been reported in official state­
ments, For military reasons we re­
frained until now from making publia 
the loss of the battle cruiser Lutzow 
end the cruiser Rostock."

Deny Running Away.
"It le asserted that the German fleet 

left the battlefield and the English 
fleet remained master of the battle­
field, With regard to this It Is stated 
that by repeated, effective attacks of 
our torpedo boat flotillas during the 
battle on the evening of May 81, the 
English main fleet was forced to turn 
round and It never again came within 
eight of our forces.

"In spite of the superior Independ­
ence and reinforcements by an Eng­
lish squadron of 12 vessels, which came 
up from the southern North Sea, It 
never attempted to come again Into 
touch with our forces to continue the 
battle, or attempted, in conjunction 
with the above-mentioned squadron to 
bring, about the desired destruction of 
the German fleet.

When the Rev. Lawrence Skey ask­
ed that the rules of order be suspend­
ed, In order that a motion regarding 
registration of the manhood of the 
country might be received by the To­
ronto Synod, an atmosphere of tense 
expectancy was felt thruout the room. 
The bishop thought the motion would 
be out of order until after the reports 
of all the standing committees had 
been received, but when It was recall­
ed that the day before he had stated 
that the motion could be brought in, 
the rules were suspended. The mo­
tion, of which notice had been previ­
ously given, was read and copies dis­
tributed.

"I think every man here knows,the 
crisis thru which the empire le passing, 
And x believe everything possible 
should be done to strengthen the 
hands of the government and let It 
know that the manhood of the church 
stand» behind It," said Mr. Skey, In 
speaking to his motion.

In seconding It, Rev. J. Russell Mac- 
Lean state; "The empire is facing 
the greatest crisis In Its history, and 
no man wishes Canada to do less than 
any ether section of the whole empire, 
-lie burden should be borne not only 
by the willing, but by every man."

Chancellor Worrell arose to Intro­
duce an amendment, and stated that 
extreme care should be used In the 
wording of synod resolutions, in order 
that the same might clearly convev 
the desires and wishes of the synod. 
The amendment, which he read and 
seconded, it being moved by N. Y. 
Davidson, K.C., was more far reach­
ing than any of the previously sug­
gested ones.

The motion, as amended, reads; 
"That, whereas In the present war 

the very existence of the empire Is at 
stake and It Is therefore the manifest 
duty of every citizen to do his part for 
the defence of the empire and eo for 
the defence of Canada ae an Integral 
part, thereof be It resolved that this 
synod do express to the government 
of the Dominion of Canada the readi­
ness of the Church of England In this 
diocese to stand behind the govern­
ment In any action whether under the 
Militia Act or under the Defence of 
the Realm Act or otherwise as may 
seem most advantageous for the more 
complete and effectual mobilization of 
the entire resources of Canada In men 
and materials which ought to be un­
reservedly placed at the disposal of 
our country and empire."

Everyone In Favor.
When the full meaning of this new 

resolution became clear the "movers/Of 
the previous one gladly withdrew It and 
amid Absolute silence the lord bishop 
put the question to the assembly which 
has supplied twenty chaplains to the 
overseas forces during the past year.

The German battle cruiser Lutzow 
md a larger tonnage and was a 
speedier vessel than the British 
cratsdr Queen Mary, sunk In the same 
battle. The Lutzow'» tonnage was 
28,000, as compared with 27,000 of tho 
Queen Mary. Her speed was 80 
knots .that of the Queen Mary 27. Tho 
Lutzow carried an armament of eight 
12-lnch ‘and twelve 6.9-Inch guns; 
the Queen Mary’s armament was eight 
12-lnch, sixteen 4-Inch guns and three 
torpedo tubes.

The Rostock was a smaller cruiser 
of the type of the famous Karlsruhe. 
Her displacement was 4822 tons, 
length 166 feet and speed 27 knots. 
Her chief armament was twelve 4-1- 
lnch guns. She carried 872 officers and 
men.

A feature thruout the 
week has been the scarcity of feeder» 
and etockere, and there le a good de­
mand. Only 600 cattle were offered on 
Wednesday, so that everything Is now 
cleaned up.

It looks as tho there ought to be a good 
trade for dry fed cattle this week, but 
greasers are not wanted. There Is very 
little call, too, for springers and milker».

In the early part of the week, with, only 
enough hogs to supply the whole­
sale butcher» and moderate re­
ceipts since, It looks as tho the market 
would absorb next week’s offerings at 
the market price. There I» said to be a 
shortage of hog», due probably to the 
fact that the farmers are very busy try­
ing to finish their seeding, an almost 
Impossible task In some place*. Many of 
them have not time to get their stock to 
the station. The market for sheep and 
lamb* and calves doe* not call for any 
special comment at present..

Editor World: When war came In Aug.
1914, amongst other farming activities, I 
was breeding pedigree pigs on open- 
air lines. Very shortly the price of feed­
ing material rose rapidly, so much so 
that tens of thousands of sows end other 
pigs were sent to the butchers, with the 
result that there Is a big shortage of pigs 
thruout the country, and thta shortage 
also exists thruout the continent for 
various reasons. During the past year 
the stupendous sum of twenty-four mil­
lion sovereign* has been paid away by 
this country to foreign ones for pig 
meat in various forme. All this money 
could be kept here if those with waste 
ground or old farm buildings would help.
In stating this, I practise what I preach. 
When pig food became dear I did 
sell my sow*, but steadily, increased 
them, with the result that this year I 
shall add to our country's resources 
nearly 2000 pigs, and by 1917, when our 
wants will be still greater, over 8000 
pigs. Besides this, I have been able to 
supply others with pedigree large black 
boar*, bred In the open, with marvelous — 
constitutions, that will help other* to 
produce not less than 30,000 pigs this 
year. Mine have all been produced on 
vaste wood with some cheap wooden > 
houses and a few permanent buildings, 
which expert one* ha* now shown me 
to- be unnecessary,. My suggestion Is, let. 
everyone with land or email orchards 
buy a few youiig gilts now end veer 
them to breed In 1817, 
be saved to our country.

cally all the rail and lake carriers of 
the U. B., Canada and Mexico, held Its 
annual convention at the new Willard 
Hotel Washington, D.C., on Wednes­
day, May 17, 1919, President E. Ar­
nold, freight claim agent, Grand 
Trunk Railway System, in the chair.

This association has been termed 
the strongest .body of Its kind In the 
world. Its rules are mandatory, its 
object the prompt and lawful settle­
ment of freight claims with claimants 
and between carriers, also the study 
of claim causes and the application of 
preventive measures.

The Hon. James 8. Harlan, com­
missioner of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission, Washington, D.C., was 
Introduced to the assembly present by

In a recent address before the Royal 
College of Physicians In London, Dr. 
K. O. Moore, health o’llcer of Hudders­
field, said; "Surely it Is not too much 
to ask that an infant be not slowly 
starved to death by having adminis­
tered to It a substance which does not 
nourish tt. The mind reels before a 
contemplation of the number of in­
fants who have been slowly done to 
death in this horrible fashion during 
the past fifty years.”

Too few mothers know that bread, 
potatoes, rice, cornstarch and such 
things cannot be digested by a baby's 
stomach. Mother's milk is the only 
ante food for infants. If it be neces­
sary to resort to artificial feeding, then 
carefully sterilized cow's or goat’s 
milk can be used, but never anything 
that contains starch.
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Women who have no special interest 
tn the history of feminine adornment 
are apt to- think of earrings as com­
paratively modern things.

Gladioli and Dahlia*.
It is about the right time now to 

put In various bulbs for summer flow­
ering. Of these by fan the two most 
popular kinds are the dahlias and the 
"gladdys." As far as the growth of 
these bulbs Is concerned no one should 
meet with the least difficulty, since 
good roots will grow in spite of many 
adverse conditions.

Bût it is about the management of 
the plants after they have commenced 
to come up that our amateurs should 
seriously concern themselves-

Gladioli, because of the nature of 
the flower stalks, require a certain 
amount of support. The flower stalk is 
the Important part of the plant, and 
because of the wealth of heavy flow­
ers which grow thereon and which 
cannot receive proper support from the 
plant stalk itself, will in a week or 
two begin to bend over and twist itself 
out of shape.

It is quite an ordinary sight, a 
clump of beautiful stalks, badly 
twisted and a sight altogether un­
necessary.

Tf a. fairly stout stake Is Inserted 
firmly into the centre of the spot 
chosen for the clumps and then the 
bulbs placed carefully around It much 
of the difficulty will be avoided and 
no danger of ruining the roots will 
occur. When the stake is added after 
the plant* have grown -sufficiently 
to send out the flower stems there is 
a danger of running the stake into 
the bulbs, especially if they have been 
planted very closely together.

As soon as the stalks show a ten­
dency to bend a loose twine or some 
sort of soft material may be used to 
hold them upright against the central 
support.—

Gladioli will do much better if they 
are given a great abundance of water

and the soil kept cultivated1 about the 
stems.

The bulbs should be lifted before 
the heavy frost sets in, 
amount of winter protection will en­
able them to survive the winter. 
Store them in a dry spot, cellar or at­
tic, for the winter and the following 
spring all the fresh ones that always 
develop during the summer will be 
ready for sprouting before they *re 
set out

A rather deep trench at least 
twelve inches in depth should be near­
ly filled, first with loose material to 
provide proper drainage, and thén, 
where possible to obtain it, a couple 
of spadefuls of old rotted manure. A 
thin sprinkling of soil is added before 
the roots are put in to keep them-from 
Immediate contact with the manure. 
Press the bulbs firmly down into 
place, and after the top earth is add­
ed, stamp it, as firmly as possible well 
in around the root. Dahlias require a 
good firm unshakable hold to keeÿ the 
roots from being tom from their soit

Just as soon as the planting is com­
pleted. add your supporting stake. It 
.Is sometimes advisable to trim off the 
lower sprouts, especially if the root 
happens to a large sized one and is 
healthy enough to send out several of 
them. Keep the bush as it grow* 
nicely rounded out, and do not forget 
plenty of water both to the root and 
to the bush Itself.
