Pblicy of Carrying Onut Eloc-

. tion 'by Enumeration of
" Voters is Condemned.

R

A statement handed out by the On-
tarfe. government contains a heady
reflection upon the Hearst policy of
carrying on electigns by enumeration
of voters. It is a costly system, so. cost-
1y, indeed, approximating $1,500,000,
that the official statement presages a
sensible franchise act next. session.
The statement says :

“The election act of 1918 provides
for an altogether new system of com-
piling the voters’ lists. Enumeration
was to be carried out under the su-
pervision of the voters’ registration
bourd in each county. Under - the old
system the voters’ lisls were not made
up in this manner, and the cost to the
province of printing and preparation
was negligible as compared with the
new system of enumeration.

Machinery is Clumsy.

“The present llethod of preparing
the voters’ lists has resulted in a sep-
arate set of accounts for the voters’
registration boards, in addition to
those usually rendered by the return-
ing officers. The accounts of the
voters’ registration board and chief
enumerators are, in ‘themselves, very
large. due to the enormous expenses
of enumeration and printing.

“In nearly all cases the sub-enum-
erators’ accourits were paid before the
€lection. These, amounted to $277,-
937.81.

“Already accounts of seventy-seven

ridirgs have passed thru the hands
of "the auditor.”

- BREAKS PREVIOUS RECORDS

: Twenty-Eighth Annual Report of Provincial Bureau of

Mines Shows Nickel and

to Capacity—War Was Largely Responsible for the
Unusually High Producti on of Many Minerals.

-

.. The twenty-eighth annuaf report of
the Ontario Bureau of Mines has been
slow in coming” from the Methodist
Book Room, where it was printed. It
deals with the mineral production of
1918 im.a number of interesting as-
pects. The" aggregate value of the
minerals produced in that year made
a high record. Several of the lead-
ing minerals of this province were in
great demand for war purposes, chief-
ly nickel. “The nickel mines of On-
tario were worked to their full capa-

city,” says Deputy Minister Gibson,

“up to the clése of the struggle, the
output being considerably in excess of
1917, previously the largest on re-
cord.” -

Mr. Gibson proceeds: “Ore from the
nickel mines contains copper as well,
and there was a corresponding in-
crease in the production of that metal
as compared with 1917. Another ne-
cessary substance was iran pyrites,
used in the production of sulphuric
acid for making explosives. « On ac-
count of the stoppage of importations
from Spain, recourse was had by mu-
nition makers in the United States to
the pyrite deposits of Ontario, mainly
in the Lake Superior region, where
the abundant supplies enabled them to
meet their requirements. With the

sudden coming of peace, this demand

fell off gx'eatl;f. and it cannot be doubt-
ed that, so far as production is con-
cerned, the result will be to materially
lower the figures for 1919.” - ;
In 1917 the total value of the output,
netallic and non-metallic, of Ontaszio’s
mineral industry was $72,093;882.  For
{918 the value rose to $80,308,872, the
increase being wholly in the metallic
class of minerals.

Church Mass of Flames.

Deputy Chief George Sinclair was
on the scene a.d by this time the
flames had rapidly burned thru the
churcn floors and were shooting up the
walls and several feet out of the
windows. At 8.20 the entire church
was a mass of flames and firemen
were fighting the bilaze from every
angle of the bullding

One abdbur later the flames were
making great headway and were start-
ing to burn thru the sides of the roof.
Two motor engines and two steam
engines were pumping water, and,
altho the water pressure was very
poor, Deputy Chief Sinclair ordered
one of the aerial trucks in operation
to throw +the high pressure iato
operation. So poor was the watér
pressure that tae hose could not throw
the water half the height of the build-
ing and the flames continued to soar
skyward.

At 10.20 the roof sgave way and the
firemen luckily got away as, the burn-
ing debris fel] to the basement.

The intended issue of these regula-
tions was forecast by the board at a
sitting held Dec. 27, 1919, at Toronto.

Theé regulations, after referring to
séctions 2 and 4 of the combines and
fair prices act, and incorporating the
definition of a combine, as set forth
in the act, and attaching to the use
0f®the expression “combine,” as used
in the regulations, the same meaning
as attached to that expression in the
act, providg so as to compel the mak-
‘ing to the board of full disclosure in
in writing, signed by those concerned
as to the object, purposes agd scope of
operations of all proposed and exist-
ing combines, with evidence satisfac-
tory to the board that such combine
will not be operated and is not likely

to operate to the detriment of or
against the interest of the publi¢l The
‘inf m ‘as to proposed combines

must be supplied forthwith.
Must Send Information.

As to combines formed since the
of July ¥ last. the information must
be. supplied before the first day of
March, As to combines existing be-
- fore -the - .of the board the
information rmust ‘be supplied . before
the first day of May. In the event of
the ‘information not ‘being supplied as
required those in default will be
deemed guiity of an offence and, ad-
ditionally, the combine will be deemed
one ‘which operates to the detriment
of or against the interest of the pub-
lic, and "1t will ‘'be dissolved.

The regulations -are #quife compre-
hensive. They include all - combines
which have relation to -any drtiele of
commerce. The expression ‘“combine”
extends to and includes not only mer-
gers, trusts and monopolies, but also
al] agreements or arrangements where-
by a common price is to be charged
by any persons for an article of com-
merce or whereby, a resale price is
fixed by agreemient. Where agree-
merts or arrangerments as to price or
prices of articles of commerce have
been reduced to print ‘or
¢opy must be filed with the board, to-
gether with -a list of the names and
addresses of all persons who. have
agreed upon the price and a statement
as to the cost and the salg price de-
manded or proposed to be demnanded.

All persens who have taken part in
the. formation of any combine or who
are or have been in any manner en-
aged as parties thereto in the opera-
tion theredf are to be bound by the
regulations. including all parties to
mergers, .trusts, monopolies, common
price arrangements and common re-
sale price arrangements, but the men-
tion of such classes of combines does
not exclude from the operation of the
regulations persons who fall within a
class not mentioned.

The regulations, in fact, constitute
a “drag net” into which all existing
and proposed combines as defined by
the combines and fair prices act are
prgposed to be drawn and, as the
board may have opportunity, they
will be examined; the good and de-
fensible selected from the bad and
those seeming to call for dissolution
or punishment proceeded against.

Questlonnaxres.

" The following swa.einent was issued
yesterdny 1iromi-the head office oL ine
Canadian Manuiaclurers’ ABsociation,
Toronto:

“It appears from press reports tha.t
the bouru of commerce denies ine jurs-
isdicuon of the ‘ieueral governor-in-
council to eniertain an appeal irom
the boards quesuonnaires as 10 the
operationus, cosis and profits of the
textile 1nuusiry -for the past eleven
years,
ers, wheiher or not represencted Dysny
manuiacturers’ association, may ap-
peal to council from this board s ques-
tionnaires, then any one person may
similarly appeal.

“Under section 41 of the board* ot
commerce act, the governor-in-council
may, upon petition: of any person in-
terested, lodge, Within one month after
the making of the ‘order, decision, ruile
.or regulation,’ ‘or of hissown motion,
at:any time, and without any petition
.or application, vary or rescind any
such ‘order,” and such orders by coun-
cil shall be binding upon the board
and upon all parties.

“In a letter sent out under date of
Jan. 20, 1920, to the clothing industry,
over the signature of the secretary of
the board of | commerce, the tollowing
appears:

“Herewith T have the honor to hand
you a set of questionnaires for each of
your branches, as follows, which have
been drawn up by the order of the
board of commerce.

“It is thus apparent that the re-
quest comstitutes by -its very nature,
both an ‘order’ and a ‘decision’ of the
board. To assume that the board of
commerce, has unchallenged jurisdic-
tion over the manmufacturers of Can-
ada would be to ignore the funda-
mental principle of British law, that
every, person, no -matter what the qual-
ity of an ‘order’ made upon them is,
entitles them to an opportunity to be
heard. It has not been suggested that
the council shall act as a superintend-
ing body over the general perform-
ances by the board, but wh'en, as in
the present case, a specific ‘order’ is
made upon -a section of industry
which, in its very nature, is’ incapable
of fulfilment, there is no course open
to business men but to seek redress
by availing themselves of the statu-
tory privilege of review and appeal to
the governor-in-council under the law,
as they have legally and validly done.

“The board of commerce order rs
to take for granted that all the manu
facturers concerned have maintained -
staff of cost accountants and tec !
experts for the past ten years; when, ‘ag
a matter of fact, very few firms keep
the necessary special staff to comp.le
and preserve the information demanded.

“In the majority of cases the inform-
ation demanded could be prepared for
the last business year; put because of
the vast amount of details demanded, a
period of three months instead of the
thirty days stipulated would be requircd
to prepare it

“However, apart from this, we re-
spectfully submit that there is an im-
romnt question of governmental policy

nvolved.

““The board of commerce, on the 15th
instant, received a delegation relative to
an order it had issued respecting ready-
to-wear and partly-made suits and over-
coata. In answering this -delegation the
board of commerce, according to the

- prme stated:

‘ “Fhe manufacturer is taking advan-
tage of the tariff and making us pay too
much. If you bring the tariff down a
little you will bring the manufacturer's
price down without letting the American
stuff in.'

“The first sentence in the quotation
prejudges the manufacturers without
having heard their case; the second sen-
tence is an official declaration which is
contrary 1o the past- experience of tke
government, of parl.ament, of the indus-
iries referred to, and of the facts por-
trayed every day in customs import en-
tries. The imports of the particular
clothing referred to, for the first sev:n
months of the current year amount in
value to over two million dollars. In
making the said statement the board ap-
pears to have overlooked the fact that
the clothing referred to is dutiable at
the same rate as the tweeds, worsteds,
meltons, etc., which are used in making
the same.”

The statement proceeds to contravene
some tariff figures issued by the board
of commerce concerning the tariff on
cotton fabrics, white and bleached cot-
ton fabrics and Portland cement. The
Manufacturers’ Association claim that
the board’'s statements are incorrect be-
cause the majority of rates had been
cancelled by parliament. The statement
on this part of the manufacturers’ casc
concludes with the words:

“The wording of this statement of the
board apmears unfortunate, because i*
creates unjustified grounds for public
unrest.

“As manufacturers we are also heavy
purchasers, and are naturally anxious to
support rany sound measures calculated
to bring down costs. Consequently we
do not wish to be misunderstood as op-
posing the board of commerce on gen-
eral principles, but we respectfully sub-
mit that the board should only concern
titself with current tariff conditions in
any industry.

“‘The .multitude of returns and state-
ments of varicus kinds now demanded
fram - manufacturers necessitates addi-
tions to their office staffs and. thereby
adds to the cost of production, but they
try ‘to carry out faithfully the orders of
the ‘government or of bodies clathed with

NEED ALL CLASSES
- FOR A NEW PARTY

Hon. A. Meighen, in Kings-
ton Address, Outlines Views
—Exteremists Hurtful.

Kingston, Jan. 30.—In addressing
the Canadian Club this evening, Hon.
Arthur Meighen declared that it was
essential that the modern men of
every olass should get together and
form a party that could hold the ship
of state steady and steer it safely. He
had been talking of the plethora of
extremists® from which the country
was suffering. There were, he said,
the extreme labor man, who demand-
ed the One Big Union; the extreme
protectionist, who wanted a high and
still higher tariff; the extreme free
thaders, who demanded no tariff at
all; the extreme Socialist, who would
nationalize everything;
individual who thought there was too
much nationalization already, and the
extreme farmer who would establish
an agricultura] dynasty, But there
were thousands of men of modern
views and of patriotic impulses, ‘and
these should form an aggrégation to
save their country frgm the extrem-
ists,

Emphasizes Three Needs,

The dangers which sthreatened . the |

country demanded the  reflection of
every thinking citizen. The time had
come for the niodern people to get
together. 'The minister in the opsn-
ing part of his address emphasized
tkrec things: The need of all working
t> produce the things that the world
needs; the selling of those things in
the best markets and the saving of as
large a proportion as possible of the
money paid for them.

Stating that Canada required an-
nually three hundred and twenty-five
millions, the speaker told of the var-
ious ways in which this revenue is
made up and touched upon the busi-
ness profits tax, which, he said, yield-
ed about thirty-five millions a year.

Upholds Profits Tax.

‘This tax had been subjected to much
objection on the grougd that it im-
peded the devel8pme of business;
but if it were wiped out something
clse ‘would have to he substituted in
it place. In regurd’ to the income
iax, which brought in about twenty
millions, | the opinion was expresseg in
fome quarters that the tax was not
high enough, but it must be borne in
mind that Canada was competing with
other countries for population, capital
and trade, and must so organize its

. internal economy and so distribute its

taxes that it would not be handicap-
ped i’ the gace. &

Declines Offer of Title

London, Jan. 30.—Thomas Naylor,
chairman of the London Labor party
and secretary of the Compositors’ So-
ciety, in declining the proposal to ap-
point him an officer of the Order of
the British Empire, writes today,
thanking Premier Lloyd George for his
kind offer, but stating that
that distinetions of that kind “are out
of date in this democratic age and
carry with them political and social
obligations for which I would be un-
able to assume respons}blllty."
