RY TOLD

How Five Girls Who Went to New York

from St. Paul a Year Ago Took Their
Own Lives --- What One Year in the
Worst City in America Did For Them.

NEW YORK, March 14—A. startling
etory of how five girls who cume to New
York from St. Paul a year ago took their
own lives was told today by sevenmteen-
year-old Helen Baxter, after she had made
a vain effort to corumit suicide also. Hel-
en said she was oue of the party of five
girls who came to New York to make
their fortunes after recciving a course
of training in a business school in Minneso-
ta City. She tufned on the gas in her
furnished reom 43rd street last night
but was resuscitdted this morning.

When asked why she had tried to end
her life, the girl replied: “Why should 1
not be allowed to die? My five girl friends
who left St, Paul with me, a year ago af-
" ter we left school, have all committed sui-
cide. T want to die as they died and join
them.”

“Was it a suicide pact,” she was asked.

“My five friends are all'dead and they
died as they chose,” was her reply.

The girl eaid she and her five friends
decided while in the business school ab
St. Paul to come to New York together,
thinking there was more of a future in
the metropolis. She refused to give the
names of any of her girl friends.

A ghort time after their arrival in New
York, she eaid, one of the girls married.

She did not live happily with her husband,
however, and killed herself a few monthe
after she became a bride. In the mean-
time another girl had been seeking employ-
ment without success. She sought dgath
and found it by the same means her friend
had used. The next to go in the same
way, according to Helen’s story, was one
of the girls who had fallen & victim to a
man’s false friendship. With three of
their companions dead, the three that re-
mained worried constantly, and ‘when
hard times came and employment was
hard to find, two voluntarily followed
their friends to the grave. That left
Helen alone. . Then a man came into her
life. The man was represenied to her as
immensely wealthy, she said, and for a
time she was happy. Then he suddenly
started for Europe, she had nothing more
to live for after that, she. said, and de-
cided to join her five friends in death.

Helen said her father is dead, but:that
her mother satill lives in 8t. Paul. She re-
fused to give her mother’s address. When
it was found that the girl would recover,
she was taken to a police station and lock-
ed up, charged with attempted suicide.

In the girl’s room were several picture
postal cards from South Bend and one
from Revere, Mass.

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FOUND DEAD
BETWEEN THE
NEW TRESTLES

Donald- Mcleod, of Syd-
ney, Found Lying in Mud
Between West End Tres-
tles This Morning.

A man believed to be Donald McLeod
of Sydney, C. B., was found this morn-
ing shortly before seven o’clock lying be-
tween the two new trestles on Union St.
He was evidently suffering from exposure
as he was very weak. He was carried to
a shed near by where he died shortly af-
terwards.

The man was first seen by a woman
who was passing along that way and she
notified two men, Joseph Neilly and Jack
McAndrews who after some trouble suc-
cceded in lifting him up from his peri-
lous position and carried him to a small
lamp shed near by.

It was apparent that the man was
pretty far gone and Dr. F. L. Kenny was
immedijately summoned but he could do
little to help the unfortunate being who
died shortly afterwards. It is believed
that the man fell through the trestle
some time last night and hurt himeelf
and was compelled to stay there until
found this morning. Papers found on the
man indicate that his name is Donald
McLeod and that he resided at 147 Vic-
toria Pier, Sydney, C. B. A badge of the
Royal Arch degree, L. O. A., was also
found on him. -

Dr. Kenny, when communicated with,
eaid he had seen the man at the emerg-
ency hospital and he was in a dying con-
dition when he got there. He was in a
semi-unconscious state and died about five
minutes afterwards. He was injured in-
ternally as well as suffering from exposure.

The body was removed to the morgue
and Coroner Berryman notified.

Among the effects at the morgue belong-
ing to the dead man was a valise contain-
ing two pairs of socks, two soft shirts and
a suit of underwear. A letter from his
daughter from Newton Centre, wunder
date of October 5, 1907, would indicate
that he was married and has several chil-
dren. His age would be about 50. He
had $4.50 in his pockets.

JAP SQUADRON
SAILS TODAY ON
SECRET QUEST

J R —

The Tatsu Maru Affair
May Be at the Bottom
of It, but Nothing is
Given Out.

HONG KONG, March 14—Information
has been received here from Formosa
that the first Japanese mnaval squadron
will sail today on secret service. The
cruisers’ Yakumo, Akitsushima, Asama
and a flotilla of smaller vessels have been
coaled ready to sail at a minute’s notice
since March 7. At Sasebo, the naval sta-
tion, ewerything is exceedingly busy. The
Tatsu Maru affair has caused a sensation
in the navy and some action in this de-
partment is surmised.

A despatch from Tokio, under date of
March 9, announces that a part of the
first Japanese naval squadron was to
leave port on March 14. Coaling and oth-
er preparations for departure proceeding
rapidly. At the office of the admiralty in
Tokio it was declared that the squadron
was about to begin a series of manoeuvres.
It was pointed out further, that this fact
was announced two months ago and that
therefore the activity at Sasebo should
not necessarily be considered in conmection
with the difficulty with China arising from
the Tatsu Maru incident.

PEKIN, March 14—The negotiations
looking towards a settlement of the diffi-
culty between China and Japan growing
out of the seizure by China of the Japan-
ese steamer Tateu Maru, are making
favorable progress. The Chinese foreign
board today approved the draft of a docu-
ment in which China accepts the proposals
made by Japan yesterday. China will
pay Japan 21,400 yen (about $10,000), and
retain the arms that form the cargo of
the Tatsu Maru. She will pay also 10,-
000 taels demurrage on the steamer. It is
expected that the, Tatsu Maru will be re-
leased March 16.

In addition Japan agrees to adopt and
enforce strict regulations to prevent fu-
ture traffic in arms and ammunition from
Japan to China, but ehe refuses to in-
clude the territory of Macao in this lim-
itation.

China will .soon take up negotiations
with Portugal regarding the contraband
traffic of Macao. She hopes that an. ac-
curate delimitation of Portuguese waters
at Maeao will now be gecured and that
the gambling for which Macao is notorious
'as well as the smuggling done’ through that
port, may be materially restricted.

WOODS HOLE, Mass, March 14—The
British steamer Silvia, which left New
York yesterday with passengers and
freight for Halifax, N. 8., and St. John’s,
Nfid., is ashore on the Sow and Pigs reef
off Cutty Hunk. Her compartments are
full of water. No details of her grounding
are yet available.

POLICE COURT.

Charge of Assault Against Nor-
man MclLeod of North End is
Dismissed. ; :

BUTTER WILL BE
LOWER IN PRICE

e e

High Values Checked--Demand
and Advent of New Make
Will Cause a Decline.

(Montreal Star)

The butter market during the past ten
daye has been rather a disappointment to
the merchants in general, for it was ex-

" pected that prices would be maintained,

if not advanced to a higher level than
quoted at that time.

On the contrary the feeling is not so
strong and dealers report that their eales
of this very necessary article of food con-
sumption are much smaller than for some
time past.

The present situation  proves conclusiv-
ely that when the prices are advanced to
high levels, it checks the consumption, as
the public are strongly adverse to paying
anything like the values that grocery-men
have been obliged to demand eince the
beginning of the year.

Stocks in Montreal are none too large,
and had it not been for the recent ad-
vance checking the demand, there cer-
tainly would not have been sufficient but-
ter to supply the requirements of the
market until the advent of the new
make. ,

While the market is quiet, with a low-
er tendency, there seems to be no pos-
sibility of a break in prices at the mo-
ment on account of the small stocks in
hand, and those who were freely predict-
ing 40 cent butter can hardly expect these
figures to be realized.

1

In England the same position of affairs
exists, only in a more pronounced way.
Prices there soared, owing to the scar-
city of supplies, to a level unknown in re-
cent years, but while the advance there
was exceedingly rapid, the decline came
just as quickly. ]

The public strongly objected to paying
the high prices demanded by the retailers,
and the consumption fell off to such an
extent as to bring about a reaction put-
ting trade on a normal basis once more,
after a decline in one -week of 5 cents per
pound.

In Canada there is little fear of such a
decline at the moment but next month,
with the increased arrivals of the. new
milk make, prices will undoubtedly de-
cline as much as they did in England, if
not more.

Butter is quoted here today at 30 to 31
cents for the finest make, but the amount
of buying is very limited.

We may readily admit that
much has been done, but this does not con-
ceal the fact that there still remain great
abuses to be remedied and & great work
of social reform to be accomplished.
Let us take an instance. Recently, com-
plaint was made that a man and woman
were living in complete destitution. En-
quiry showed that they were without food
or fuel. Immediate temporary relief was
given. The case was investigated, and it
was shown that the drinking habits of the
pair were directly responsible for their con-
dition, and a doubt was even expressed
whether they were really man and wife.
There the matter dropped. 1t is just here
that our present social system breaks
down. Supely the united wisdom of phil-
anthropic/men could devise some law un-
der which persons of this class would be
compelled to earn their living, and cease
to be a menace to the morals and a charge
upon the occasional charity of the com-
munity.
Take another instance. There are young
men, fully capable of earning a gool living,
who seldom work, and who are, perhaps,
half the time under the influence of liquor,
frequently drunk, and always setting an
example of idleness and vice to the young-
er persons by whom they are surrounded.
They are in their present condition of no
value to the community. They produce no-
thing, they are a source of grief .to their
families, they give offence to the ordinary
decencies of life, .and contribute nothing
to the welfare of the city. Surely these
same philanthropic persons, having pow-
erful influence, could insist upon the en-
actment of a law that would transfer these
human wrecks to the healthful surround-
ings of a well-conducted farm, under prop-
er surveillance, where they would be com-
pelled to take plenty of healthful out-door
exercise, and gradually cure themselves of
this awful paralysis of the street, which
has deprived them of their manhood, and
even of the suspicion of a proper self-re-
spect.
Instances might be multiplied at great
length to illustrate directions in which a
layman’s home missionary movement could
be made of enormous value to the city of
St. John. It may be hoped that the ef-
forts now being made, and to be extended
to other parts of the province, in behalf of
the heathen of other lands, will be associ-
ated with similar action for the benefit of
the submerged section of our own citizen-
ship.

OTTAWA HOUSE WAS THE SCENE

OF A LIVELY DEBATE

& Ottawa, March 13.—S8ir Frederick Bor-

en, as a question of privilege, called at-
Sention to a misstatement in an Ottawa
YCitizen editorial of the 13th inst. regarding
the Ross rifle, in which it was stated that
in the war office papers for 1906 there was
a report on a test of the Ross rifle which
showed the latter to be inferior to the
Lee-Metford rifle, with which the imperial
troops arg armed.The Citizen editotial in
question bad accused the minister of mili-
tia of having neglected this matter and
of having kept back from parliament the
information which it contained. It was
stated also that since this volume reached
the parliamentary library it had been

clandestinely abstracted therefrom with-|

out any one knowing where it had gone.

The minister of militia stated in regard
to the foregoing that he was informed by
the parliamentary librarian: (1) That no
report of this kind had ever been received
in the parliamentary library; (2) That all
the war office volumes for 1006 which had
reached the library were still on the
shelves. None had ever been taken away.

(New York Commercial.)

THE WAGE QUESTION

The Problem Affects Both
Labor and Capital, and Both
Suffer.

(New York Evening Post.)

In all this matter of enforced retrench-
ment, and of saving so as to provide in-
dustry with its needed capital, we are ex-
posed to the fallacy of numbers and of
noise. We see the men out of work, the
tall chimneys not smoking, the idle‘ cars
and engines, and it seems to us simply
a question of labor in distress. Wa for-
get the anguished capitalist, and the
middle classes, haggard , with snxiety.
Walter Bagehot has a passage on this sub-
ject which reads with an extraordinary
pertinence to our situation today:

It is true that the distress of the la-
borer is much more conspicuous, and th%t
he advertises it; he goes about eaying, “I
am starving, and it is the tyranny of cap-
ital which ia killing me.” But it is also
true that the capitalist is in danger of
ruin, and that he conceals it; if he can-
not complete contracts which he has made
if he has to stay out ofareturnfromhfs
business longer than he can afford, he is
ruined. But he will never say this, be-
cause it may injure his credit and quick-
en the coming of the evil. He will lie
awake with anxiety until his hair turns
prematurely gray, end till deep lines of
care form on his brow, but wnllmy no-
thing. And it is necessary to must on
this now, because our current literature
—some even of our gravest eermomlod
literature—is dangerously tainted with
superficial sentiment; it upgnks uch of
the sufferings of the werkingme: which
ave seen, and little of those of the cap-
i which are not seen. .

Nobody likes
te scamp either in his personal expendi-
ture or in the money he pays out to kegp
people employed.

ALCOHOL AND
WEST INDIA RUM

Editor Times:—
Sir,—I noted in the Telegraph of Feb.

‘27th the following:—

“Mr. Bole (Winnipeg) moved a resolu-
tion that as the regulation requiring two
years storage of alcohol after distillation
tended to create a monopoly in the ar
ticle and increase the price without in-
creasing its usefulness for manufacturing
medicinal preparations and that as the
potable article costs in the Canadian mar-
ket twenty-five times more than the prim-
ary cost of production, the government
prohibiting its use as an economical agent
in the field of industrial activity, the gov-
ernment should appoint a commission to
fnquire into and report upon a method

which alcohol can be generally used

if legitimate scientific and industrial op-
crations, without 'increasing the danger
of its use as a potable spirit. Mr. Tem-
“ipleman opposed the resolution as it would

and the United States from corn.

I think it is about time that we Can-
edians ehould it up and take notice of
vhat kind of a hand they ‘“hold up” in
Ottawa. It is absurd in the extreme to
claim what they do about two years in
wood; some no doubt claim it would be
gtill better in the bottle, (on their side-
boards).

Now, on the other hand I have visited
several distilleries in the West Indies.
What are we drinking? I will tell you,
and it is no dream that you might see
at a moving picture show. We are often
drinking in Canada rum that is not three

months’ old, and made from the refuse of

a sugar mill. In Demerara they first take
away the sugar from the sap, next, they
take the first run of molasses, and the sec-
ond run of molasses they make into rum,
color it and put it into barrels and ship
it broadcast. Are there any questions ask-
ed by our government when a consign-
ment of ‘rum arrives in this port, as to
how old it is? No! It is the duty they
want and a good stiff one it is, consider-
ing the firdt cost of the article which is
about 35¢c. a gallon, 40 o. p.

I consider our production of epirits here
in Canada 300 per cent better than the
rum we receive. In the first-place, our
aleohol is made by the latest machinery
and rectified taking all the grain oil from
it, which is poison. There is no such
machinery as a rectifier known in the
West Indies.

In place of it, they have a fall-back, to
make a second rum; but the oil still re-
mains in the rum. You will see by my
former letter how much whiskey, gin and
wines are imported into a small island like
Dominica. Why do they not use more
rum, and why is the license law on some
of the islands regulated to the amount of
rum that they sell?, It is to increase the
gale of home production, as the revenue
duty on some of the islands is $2.00 per
gallon.

1 sincerely trust that Mr. Bole will keep
right after the government and that his
resolution is not pigeon-holed and that
they proceed at once with the inquiry,
and that the people of Canada can buy
‘their aleohol at prices at which it can
be used for heating, scientific and other
purposes, without having to be forced to
use wood alcohol. How many deaths have
occurred, even in New Brunswick of peo-
ple drinking wood alcohol: all on account
of its price. No doubt the government
intends looking after the health of the
people, but why not consider their bank
account as well, and see that the distillers
have a fair profit, not 200 per cent. as
it is at present.

It is to be hoped that the dominion gov-
ernment which has assumed a paternal at-
titude in reference to the manufacturers
of spirits in Canada, will endeavor to
formulate rigid laws which will prevent
the importation of foreign liquors, which
are manufactured perhaps not more than
a month previous to their exportation to
this country. Yours truly.

Montreal, March 13—A apeéial London
cable says: The Prince of Wales will, the
Canadian Associated Press understands,
be accompanied to Quebec by an Atlantic
fleet of eix battleships, ten cruisers, with
its attached eecond cruiser squadron.

There was no thought, he said, of having
a military pageant to represent the battle
of the Plains of Abraham, as had been
stated in the despatches from Quebec.

The only way in which the Plains of
Abraham will figure in the wcelebration
will be the monster review of Canadian
troops thereon and dedication of -the his-
toric' battle fields as a national park by
the Prince of Wales, if, as is hoped, the
fund now being raised by popular sub-
scription is then sufficient to enmable the
title deeds to be taken over.

North Sydney, N. 8., March 13.—Steam-
er Bruce. which arrived at North Sydney
today, had over 100 passengers, the ma-
jority of whom carried injuries received on
the Newfoundland railway yesterday in
one of the worst accidents in the history
of the Reid road.

The matter is a serious one. Magistrate
Ritchie asserts that certain members of
the force are not to be believed even upon
their oath. Consequently, we may reascn-
ably conclude that culprits are convicted
and sentenced upon evidence which the
presiding magistrate hiriself so frankly
conde_mns ae unreliuble.. The acceptance
of this perfectly logical conclusivn kwees
us nght back into the darker ages, and
ccnstitutes an iniquitous incongruity un-
worthy of a civilized Christian community.
