Lowell and its Factories.—On _entering Lowell,
a stranger is naturally struck with the contrast pre<
sented by that place, to an English manufacturi
town. Here, in Bradford, for example, every build-
ing is of stone, or brick, solid, substantial, with
little of the freshiness that might be looked for im
so rapidly an increasing tewn ; there, in Lowell,
though the mills and boarding-houses are general-
ly of brick, the chief part of the other buildingsy
houses, hotels, and even churches, are of wood, ahd
nearly the whole are as frech-looking as if biilf
within a year. Here, with us, ever thing, exter~
nally, is disceloured with smoke ; buil’z,lings, streets;
and easeways, alike bearing a sooty covering ; the'
mud of the streets, in colour and consistency, like
blackish grey pairt, and the air of heayen darken<
ed as by a densecloud; there, nothing is disco-
loured, neither houses, nor mills, nor trees—the
red brick factories and boarding-houses, and the
other editices of wood painted in light celours,
look us fresh as if just finished ; the streets=-dusty
enough, indeed (for a deep dry covering of dust
was on them when I was in Lowell)—were yet not
black like ours ; and the sky, unshrouded by
smoke or cloud, was brilliant end clear—the suir
darting down its unobstrueted rays with dazzlin
und scorching power. There, the trees uns
plants which, with us, soon become dingy after
their foliage burts out, and which, in sowne places,
as in the churchyard of St. Peter's, being eyer
leafless, appeur like the black sthmps of the for-
ests in America, the residuc and remnants of the
fire; there, in Lowell, were fresh and flourishing ;

- MELANCHOLY NS;STER ‘AT YARMOUTH,

GLAND.

The following i3 a purticuiar description from
an En§lish puper, of the horrible disaster on the
“2d of May, of which a general account has been
-already given.

{From the seeond cdition of the Norfolk News.]

‘One of the most.calamitous cvents which ever
‘befel this town, or any other in this district of the
kingdorn, has just transpired, and has spread la-
an=ntation and grief throughout the entire papula-
tion, c scene of.this dreadful event was the
Suspension Bridge, on the North-quay, cressing
the river Bure, and which has been the entramce to
ghe town from the railway torminus, and the new
sood from Acle. Cook's Lquestrian Cenipany has
for some time been staying in the town, and on

last evering, but their pro:eedings were brief and
private, and the meeting adjourned to this morn-
ing. It is said that the coachman -of Mr. H. N.
Burroughs, M. P, of Burlingham, is missing, and
it is feared he has experienced the common fate,
but no swch body, that we can learn, has scen
picked up. Th> clothes of the poor unfortunates
are moslry. all lying inaroom in the Norwich
Arms. Numbers o% bonrlets, dresses, shoes, and
a large heap of garments, which will be given up
to the relatives in the morning. The professional
centlemen of the town were in immediate atien-
dance, and rendered all the aid which human inge-
niity could sngeest. :
The number of dead bodies actually ascertain-
ed at 12 o'clock on Suturday, the duy after the ac-
cident, was %0. Before our reporter left the Yar-
month station the number was stated to be 104,
At 3 o’clock it was impossible to tell exactly the
1

the morning of this fatal day it was an 1 by
public handbills that Nelson, one of the clowns,
‘would sail up the river Bure, starting from Yar-
mouthi bridge to Vauxhall-gardens, at 5 o’clock,
in o common washing tub, drawn by four “real
geese,” elegantly harnessed and caparisoned. At
the time appointed, this absurd exhibition took
place. The clown and his geese started from the
Old Bridge in the presence of an immense con-
, who had bled on the banks
of the river to witness the feat. On his arrival at
the mouth of the Bure a current took him towards
Braydon, whence he was obliged to be towed back
to the uaion of the two streams.

The omiltitude of persons along the North
Quay. was greatly increased by the rush trom the
Old Bridge, and every spot where a view of Nel-
son and Lis geese could be obtained wns filled
with spectators. By far the most advantageous
view was had from the Suspension bridge, and

. this was eagerly sought for by the unsuspecting
populace.  Abeut 400 persons occupied this posi-
tion, and were pressing onthe south side to obtain
the first glance of the coming wonder. The
bridge is an elegant structure, suspended from two
plers, and cupable of standing a much larger num-
ber of persens than that we have named, but we
understand every point of vision towards the spot
where the gecse were to be looked for was densely
crammed with men, women, and children, and even
the chains and suspenders had many occupants.
This is the bridge which has been the cause of so
much litigation between the Yarmouth Railway
Company and Mr. Cory, its proprietor, ‘and which
has, since the arrangement with the parties, become
the principal, if net the only medium of transit to
and from the railway terminus. In order to ac-
commedate this increased traffic, the proprietors
have been induced to extend the bridge on ench
side the chains, to the extent of four feet for foot
passengers, and the platferm on the south side was
the chief receptacle for the multitude who were on
the bridge on this occasion; the north side was
comparatively empty, consequently there was an
extreme pressure on the south—so much eo, that
a gentleman who passed over, noticed that the
bridge, instead of inaintaining ite convex form,
was letely flattened. He r ked the cir-

listening with eagerness for the first announce-
ment of the clown’s appearance. This anxiety
was brought to the its highest pitch by the cry of
“ Here come the geese.”

The shout resounded from side to side ; but
amidst was a shiick from the shores; the bridge
was observed to give way ; it lowered on one side ;
the chains enapped asunder, one after another in
momentary succession, and almost before the guze
of the thronging multitude could be drawn from
its object of worthless interest, it was rivetted to
the half-sunken bridge pended on one side by
its unbroken chains—cleared of all its occupants
—every one of whom was plunged into the stream,
and over them the waters were flowing, as if un-
«<onscious of the fearful tragedy which had mo-
mentarily occurred. Those who witnessed it as-
serted that not a scream was heard nor a sound
emitted from the unfortunate victims. A fearful
splash and a few gurgling struggles only recog-
mised the spot which had swallowed ‘such a mass
of human life. Some few men hanging by the
broken chains were earnestly entreated to maintain
their hold, but it was soon observed that in conse:
?.uenco‘df the obstruction of the stream by the

allen bridge, and the human bodies below, that
the advancing tide would soon bury even them from
sight. Bvery boat was immediately in requisition,
and as many as 25 were soon on the spot, and ren-
dered active and gallant service. The scene at
this moment beg, desoription ; husbands and
wives, parents and children, were excited with the
deepest ansioty. The efforts to save the victims
were noble and praiseworthy. Oue man who was
precipitated from the bridge caught a hold and
‘maintained it—a woman made a desperate clutch
at his ankles, and succeeded in reaching them.
“The brave fellow losked dowm, and thongh in
tearful peril himself encouraged her -to hold tight,
and she was resceed. The man refused to get
into the boat, telling the occupants te pick up those
who were floating about the river—subsequently,
however, he was obliged to release hLis hold, and
fell into the stream. We are happy to say thata
rope was thrown to biin immediately, and he was
‘brought safely ashore.” The bodies were picked
up in quick succession, mostef them dead. Among
the number was a woman, doubtless a mother, who
had in her arms an infant, and in one hand a little
&irl three or four years eld—she had firmly grasp-
ed both, and her firm hold had net been broken by
the struggles of death, for it was with difficulty
ithey were separated. They were all corpses and
very 8tiff. Their names we have not been able to
learn. The various incidents of the tragic scene

_are some of them wery touching. . The children

were many of them found with their heads fast in
the railing (which on the bursting of the chains
Japped over into the wuter,) doubtless fixed in that
position in their anxiety to feast their eyes on the
expectant sight. It was with great difficulty they
were extricated, and there were some discovered
with their heads smashed to pieces by the falling
of the iron work. Mr. F. N. Palmer, surgeon
wvas amongst the parties rescued, but at first there
‘was some doubt as te whether he was dead or not ;
by prompt attention, hewever, being paid to him,
he wae so far restored at 10 o'clock as to be con-
sidered out of danger. Many others ere also re-
stored by similar means. Barrels of hot water
were sent from the brew-house of Messrs. Lacon,
to Mr. Laws, of the Norwich Arms Inn, where
the scene was moat dreadful. The kitchen, the

tap-room, and other rooms, with the stables,.

were filled with victins. As many as ten or n
dozea were ultimutely restored, but no less than
53 corpses were brought icto that house,and which
defied all the means of restoration; others were
taken to other public houses in the neighborhood,
but not in very considerable numbers. We la-

ment, hawever, to say, that of the number who had i

been taken out of the river, ut 11 o'clock at night,
the eyes of 73 were forcver closed in death. The
great majority of them were women and children.
About 30 umbrellas were takea on shore.

Persons whose relatives and whose children
were down to see the sight, on hearing of the ca-
tastrophe, flocked from all parts of the towa to make
inquiries, and to examine the dead bodies ; fathers
and mothers were moaning for their children, and

hildren for their p husbends for their wives,
and the awfully distressing scene was such that no
description can do justice to. The bodies were
removed by the relations us they were recognised,
and at 12 o'clock only one body remained in the
Norwich Arms stables, that had not been recog-
nised. With the exception of this, which is sup-
.posed to be a waterman’s, named Ecclestcne, all
the rest bave been removed. Several bodies are
“said to have passed under the bridge, and it seems
to be impossible to remove them without great vio-
1:nce, or, a8 our informant says, * pulling them limb
from limb.” Nets have been Jaid down across the
the river, by Mr. Richard Hammond, and M. Davy,
and were to be taken up on the flow of the tide,
at 2 o’elock, when it is expected that many other
bodies will be brought up, for it is thought there

Several had recovered
that had been reported as dead, and some few had
died whom it was thought were not dead; but as
near as could be ascertained the number of the
dead was 93.

Sunday.—113 bodies have been already taken
out of the river; the number will probably be 130
to 140, as many are under the bridge, as well as
those who have been carried up the river.

The bridge has fallen down on the side nearest
Breydon, and forms a complete barrier to the stream
and navigation. i

The excitement and sympathy occasioned by this
painful disaster continues unabated ; the trains are
overflowing.

Railwny Travelling.—That a great increase of
speed has recently taken place on several of our
chief lines of railway is shown by the simmer
arrangements which came into operation on ‘I'hurs-
day the Ist of May. On that day an express train
began to run from London to Liverpool ut a speed,
including stoppages. of 40 miles an hour, and
therefore at a travelling pace of about 50 miles an
hour.  This train leaves London at 4 o'clock, and
a passenger is at Birminghara in time for dinner
at 7; or if he choose to go on after taking refresh-
ments comfortably, by the Grand Junetion Rail-
way, he will find himself in Liyerpool a few mi-
nutes after 10. T'he epeed on this line is greater
even than on the London and Birmingham, on ac-
count of the number of stoppages, while the time
is the same. The man of business is thus enabled
to have an entire day in London, and long night's
restin Liverpool. While others dine he travels
the 200 miles. The distance from London to Exet-
er on the Great Western, 194 miles, is now done
in five hours, being at the rate, including stop-
pages, of 40 miles an hour, and a travelling pace
of about 50 miles an hour. This train leaves
London every morning at half past 9 o’clock. On
the South Western, at half past 12, there is an ex-
press train which does 78 miles in two_hours, be-
ing close on 40 miles an lour, including a stop-
page at Basingstoke, The distunce of 303 miles
18 now done between London and Newcastle in 10
1-2 hours. Tlhe last we shall notice is the London
and Brighton express train, which leaves Brighton
at a quarter before 9 in the morning, and reaches
London at a quarter past 10, being just onc hour
and a half on 50 1-2 miles, which is performed
with the greatest regularity. Indeed, we believe
the London and Brighton” management have the
merit of setting the example of these express
trains, which although just started on the other
lines, have been in regular work on it since the
month of Auguet last year. It wil! be seen that
little remaina to be accomplished after this in
point of speed by atmospheric or other means of
conveyance, since part even of the Brighton line
sises 1 in 100.— Railway Chronicle.

Law IvteLLicescr.—This was a cause of dam-
age, brought by the owners of the late Brig Parana
against the steam-vessel the Iron Duke, belonging
to the Dublin Steampacket Company, to recover
for the total loss of the brig in a collision with the
steamer on the morning of the 10th of September
last. ‘The Parana, a vessel of 200 tous, with a val-
uable cargo of general werchandise, left Liverpool
on the Bth of September, bound on a voyuge to
Montreal. About 2 o’clock on the morning of the
10th, the course of the brig being 8. W., and the
wind was moderate from N. W. to W. N. N, being
close-hauled on the starhoard tack, going at the
rate of four or tive knots an hour, with all sails set,
she was struck by the Iron Duke, and almost imme-
diately went down, with her master and five of the
crew, who were drowned. The nction was entered
for £18,000. Dr. Haggard appeared for the own-
ers of the Parana, and Dr. Addams for the steamer.
The Court was assisted by the Trinity Masters.
Dr. Lushiugton said the questions were,—whether
the Parana ought to have carried a light, and whe-
ther it was proper that a steam-boat thould travel
at the rate of twelve miles an hour on a dark night.
The Trinity Masters were of opinion that the Par-
ana had done nothing but what was right, that she
did not carry a light, and that sailing vessels are
not required to do 8o ; that with regard to the steam
vessel, she was going at the time of the accident
at a speed fully inex. ble,and, ¢ ly, had
not been navigated with that degree of caution
which ought to have been observed. Dr. Lushing-
ton pronounced for the damage and costs.

The Journal des Debats speaks of the new work
of Baron Alexander Humboldt, entitled Cosmos, a
Pphysical description of the world. A Berlin corres-
pondent remarks of this work that it is the only
subject of conversation in the higher classes of
society. The Cosmos is a drilliant picture of the
universe, written with the ardor of youth and the
maturity of reflection, and contains at the same
time very sagacious criticisms on the literature of
all nations in every branch of human knowledge.
The intellectual productions of antiquity, as well
as those of modern times, are treated in " this work
with real superiority.

At Treves, in Prussia, during some researches
which have been recently made in the soil about
the ancient Roman Basilica, which is abont to be
restored to itsancient form and used as a Lutheran
Church, a curious and interesting discovery has
been made. There was foun, beneath the mosaic
pavement of the principal hall which rests on brick
pillars, a system of cast pipes, of great calibre,
which had evidently been used for heating the hall,
either by means of steam or hot air, which would
prove that this method of heating, wkich has been
thought of recent invention, was already known
and used in the time of the Romans.

IsporTANT FROM Mexico.—Rumours of war
are thickening upon us, and they come in so many
shapes from Mexico that some of them are more
than probubly true. The New Orleans Republi-
can received to-day, gives the following as advices
from Mexice.

“ Private lettera received from Mexico, by the
British frigate * Eurydice,’ state it as a matter al-
most of certainty, that before long the Mexican
Government will declare war against the United
States, :

“ We have seen rome of these letters,and they all
go to confirm the statements to this effect made in
our paper of yesterday. So hostile to this Country
and to Texas is the tone of public sentiment in
Mexico, that it is yenerally believed the Govern-
ment must go to war, or suffer an overthrow by a
new revolution,”

The Richmond Enquirer of the 9th inst. says :

Wars axp Rumors or War.—We learn that
the bearer of despatches to our government from
Mexico, who passed though this city on Sunday
morning, expressed,the opinion, that, in ten days
we would hear of a declaration of war by Mexico.
—We hardly believe it, though, if it must come,
we presume the United States are ready for any
emergency.—.N. Y. Express, June 11.

CORPORATION LAW.

At a Common Council helden at the Council Cham-
ber on the eleventh day 'of June, A.D. 1845:
Read and Enacted the following Law.

A Taw to lay a TAX on DOGS, to be applied for

She; support of the Poor in the City of Saint

ohn.
WHEREAS inand by an Act of the General
Assembly of this Province, made and passed
in the forty-first year of the Reign of King George
the Third, entitled “ An Act for the further and
better support of the Poor in the City of Suint
John,” it is enacted * that the Mayor, Aldermen
*and Commonulty of .the City of Saint John be
¢ authorized vearly and every” year to lay a Tax
* upon Dogs, to be levied upon the owner or own-
¢ ers of the same, being within the limits of (he
“ said City, and collected in such manner as the
¢ Corporation of the said City shail by [.aw or Or-
* dinance appoint—which said Tax shail be appro-
“ priated and applied for the support of the Poor,
“and no other purpose whatsoever; provided that
“the same Tax shall not amount to more than
“ Five Shillings for any one Dog.”

Be it Ordained by the Mavor, Aldermen and
Commonalty of the City of Saint John in Common
Council convened, That from and after the passing
of this Law, it shall and may be lawful for the Col-
lector for that purpose to be appointed by the Com-
mon Council of the said City, to demand and re-
ceive yearly and every year of and from every per-
son within the District for which he shall be ap-
pointed, within the limits of the said City, owning
any dog or dogs, or having or keeping the same in
his or her family, or in and about his or her house,
of what kind or size soever, of three months old
and upwards, the sum of Five Shillings for each
and every such Dog, to be .puid into the hands of
the Commissioners of the Alms House and Work
House, for and towards the support of the Poor of
the said City.

And be it ordained, That if any person owning.
having or keeping any such Doy as aforesaid,
shal! neglect or refuse to pay to euch collector
such sum or sums as aforesaid, when demanded,
the same may be recovered by such collector from
such person so neglecting or refusing, by suit in
the City Court of Saint John, with costs of suit, in |
the same manner that any other debt, duty or de-
mand may be sved for and recovered in the said
Court.

And be it ordained, That each of the said col-

contributiens made, as will redound to ‘the honor
of our city and its inlrbitants in this humarne and
laudable work of chrrity.

Be it Ordained, That it shall be the duty of the
Hog-Reeves within the City for the time being,
and every of them, to seize and take up any dogs
found going at large, contrary to the provisions of
this Ordinance, and to impound such Dog in the
City Pound. And it shall be the duty of the pound
keeper forthwith (o advertize such Dog in three
public places within the city, and if no owner shall
come to claim such Dog within forty-eight hours
after the same shall have been so advertised as
aforesaid, it shall be the duty of the said pound-
keeper te cause such Dog to be destroved.

And be it ordained, "I'hat ench collector so to be
appointed shall be sworn to the faithful discharge
of this duty before the Mayor or Recorder, and if’
any such collector shall be guilty of any breach or
neglect of the duties of his office, he shall for each
and every offence forfeit and pay the sum of Five
Pounds.

And be it ordained, That the several and respec-
tive penalties hereinafter imposed and ordained
shall and may be recovered und levied, in the
manner and to the uses directe | in and by the Law
or Ordinance of this Corporation, entitled # A Law
“ directing the mode of recovery of the fines, pen-
“alties and forfeitures imposed by the Laws of the
“ Mayor, Aldermen and Commonalty of the City
‘¢ of Saint John.

And be it ordained, That a certain Law or Or-
dinance of this Corporation, entitled “ A Law to
luy a tax on Dogs to be applied for the support of
the Poor in the City of Saint John,” be and the
same is hereby repealed.

“Sir,—I have the honor to acquaint you for
your information and gnidance, that Her Majesty’s
Government have had funder their consideration
the claim of Citizens of the United Stites to fish
in the Bay of Fundy, a claim which has hitherto
been resisted on the ground that that Bay is inclu-
ded within the British Possessions.

“ Her Majesty’s Government feel satisfied that
the Bay of Fundy has been rightly claimed by
Great Britain as a Bay, within the Treaty of 1518;
but they conceive that the relaxation of the exer-
cise of that right would be attended with mutual
advantage to both conntries ;—to the United States,
a8 conferring a material benefit on their Fishing
Trade, and to Great Britain and the United Stutes,
conjointly and equally, by the removal of a fertile
source of disagreement between them. It has ac-
cordingly been announced to the United States
[ Government, that American Citizens would lience-
{ forward be allowed to fish in any part of the Bay
of Fundy, provided they do not "approach, except
in the cases specified in the Treaty of 181%, within
threc miles of the enfrance of any Bay on the Coast
of Nova-Scotia or New-Brunswick.

| OnWednesday, the 11th inst. the day of the

feast of St. Barnabas the Apostle, the ceremony of
the Installation of the Right Rev. John Medley,
D. D. the first Bishop of Fredericton in the Province
of New-Brunswick, took place. His Lordship, ac-
companied by several of the Clergy who had come
to Fredericton to wait upon their new Diocesan,
moved in procession fromn the residence of the Ven.
the Archdeacon, to the Province Building, the
Bishop in his Episcopal robes, with his Crozier
borne before him, his Chaploin in a surplice, and
the rest of the Clergy in gowns. When they
reached the Province Building, the procession was
joined and headed by His Excellency the Licuten
ant Governor, attended by his aid-de-camps. His
Honor the Chief Justice, His Honor the Master of
the Rolls, Mr. Justice Carter, and Mr. Justice Par-
ker, the President of the Council, the Speaker of
the Assembly, the Attorney, Solicitor and Advo-
cate Generals, several other Members of the Legis-
lative and Executive Councils, members of the Bar,
and a considerable number of the principal inha-
bitants of the City. Having arrived at the Cathe-
dral Church, the Bishop took his seat, a8 usual, on

Destrocmive Fire.—A few days since, some
ignorant or reckless individuals set fire to their
chopping a few miles from town—for their own
convenience, and regardless, it would appear, of
the probable loss to their neighbours—which in the
conrse of Monday last had extended over a con-
siderable tract of country, and about noon on that
day considerable fears were entertained for the
town itself, the fire raging in a terrific manner
about a mile distant, the horizon obscured by the
smoke, several intervening patches of wood be-
tween the fire and the town as if to aid its ap-
proach, and the wind blowing a strong gale di-
rectly on the town, which was strewed with parti-
clesof burnt wood. Luckily, however, the wind
shifted more to the northward, driving the flames
in another direction, and the gale having subsided
on Tuesday worning, the fire gradually ciminished.
We are not yet aware of all the damage done, but
have heard of four or five dwellings burnt in Mary-
land ; besides which the farmers have suffered se-
verely in fences burnt,ficlds of grain destroyed, &c.
and so dry was the ground that the soil of newly-
planted fields took fire, and the potatoe-seed was
destroyed. Fires have been raging on the oppo;,
site side of the river, and we learn that a Mr. Roi-
ston, residing on the Nashwaak, bad his house,
furniture, clothing, &c., totally consumed. Far-
mers and others should be very cautions how they
set fire to chopping when every thing i3 in such a
dry state as it is ut present.

Since writing the above we have ascertained
thatin the Maryland and Rushigornish settlements,
the following fos:es have been sustyined :—Mr.
Pattereon, a House, Burn, and Windmill; Alexan-
der Haning, House, Outhouses, and Furnitare ; J.

Besides which u new Baptist Meeting
louse, nearly finished, has been destroyed, and
nearly all the fences in the settlements, and the
crops seriously injured.— Loyalist.

Fire aT Goversmest House.—On Tuesday
morning last, a firc was discovered in the outbuild-
ings belonging to Government House, and before
assistance could arrive on the spot—although ren-
dered with more than the usual alacrity,—-it had
made such progress as to render it impossible to
save more than a moiety of the geods and chattels
contained therein, and totally impracticable to save
the range of buildings from total destruction.
T'he Laundry-maid’s apartments were in the build-
ing and entirely consumed, and we believe the
clothing under her charge was generally if not en-
tirely saved, but three valuable horses, and all but
one of Ilis Excellency’s carriages (amongst them
His Excellency's best coach,) were lost in the
flames, together with Ifarness, Huy, Outs, &c.,
making His Excellency’s loss—as we have heard
it estimated—to about eight hundred pounds ; be-
sides the loss to the Province of the amount re-
quired to re-erect the buildings. \We hear that it
i3 not known how the fire originated.— Ib.

Tur Season.—The weather during the- last
month, hus been the most variable we have ever
experienced at this season. One day it is ex-
tremely hot and sultry, and the next uncomfortably
cold and chilly, with the wind from the eastward.
Every two or three days we have a heavy squall,
which is accompanied with rain, thunder, antd
lightming, and sometimes hail. Between the hours
of ten and twelve o’clock, on the night of Monday
last, we were vigited by the severest squall we
have witnessed for some years past. The rain
descended in torrents, the firmament was lit up
with vivid flashes of lizhtning, succeeded by loud
and terrific peals of thunder.

one, had intended to contribute to the projected
Iloral Exhibition, while it was expected to be con-
fined to non-professional cultivators ; but as that
restriction is annulled, I shall certainly not venture
fo enter the lists with professional Gardeners ; and
doubtless other amatcur Horticulturists will be
similarly influenced. [Laudable emulation and
simple love of the pursuit are the genuine incen-
tives to amateur exhibitors ; but pecuniary interest
must naturally be the ruling motive of professional
Gardeners ; and the two classes ought not there-
fore 10 he brouzht into competition.

Destrocmive Fire.—A few days since, some
ignorant or reckless individuals set fire to their
chopping a few miles from town—for their own
convenience, and regardless, it would appear, of
the probable loss to their neighbours—which in the
conrse of Monday last had extended over a con-
siderable tract of country, and about noon on that
day considerable fears were entertained for the
town itself, the fire raging in a terrific manner
about a mile distant, the horizon obscured by the
smoke, several intervening patches of wood be-
tween the fire and the town as if to aid its ap-
proach, and the wind blowing a strong gale di-
rectly on the town, which was strewed with parti-
clesof burnt wood. Luckily, however, the wind
shifted more to the northward, driving the flames
in another direction, and the gale having subsided
on Tuesday worning, the fire gradually ciminished.
We are not yet aware of all the damage done, but
have heard of four or five dwellings burnt in Mary-
land ; besides which the farmers have suffered se-
verely in fences burnt,ficlds of grain destroyed, &c.
and so dry was the ground that the soil of newly-
planted fields took fire, and the potatoe-seed was
destroyed.
site side of the river, and we learn that a Mr. Roi-
ston, residing on the Nashwaak, bad his house,
furniture, clothing, &c., totally consumed. Far-
mers and others should be very cautions how they
set fire to chopping when every thing i3 in such a
dry state as it is ut present.

Fire aT Goversmest House.—On Tuesday
morning last, a firc was discovered in the outbuild-
ings belonging to Government House, and before
assistance could arrive on the spot—although ren-
dered with more than the usual alacrity,—-it had
made such progress as to render it impossible to
save more than a moiety of the geods and chattels
contained therein, and totally impracticable to save
the range of buildings from total destruction.
T'he Laundry-maid’s apartments were in the build-
ing and entirely consumed, and we believe the
clothing under her charge was generally if not en-
tirely saved, but three valuable horses, and all but
one of Ilis Excellency’s carriages (amongst them
His Excellency's best coach,) were lost in the
flames, together with Ifarness, Huy, Outs, &c.,
making His Excellency’s loss—as we have heard
it estimated—to about eight hundred pounds ; be-
sides the loss to the Province of the amount re-
quired to re-erect the buildings. \We hear that it
i3 not known how the fire originated.— Ib.

Mg. Cayerox.— Will you allow me through the
medium of your paper, to ask the Managers or Di-
rectors of the Agricultural and Horticultural Soci-
ety, why they have altered the conditions of the
projected Horticul ural Erhibition 2 At its first
announcement, it was very properly stated. that
Professional Gardencrs and persons obtaining their
Jivelihood by the business of gardening, should be’
precluded from exhibiting ; since the object of such
a shew is to encourage the general and private
cultivation of Flowers and Vegetables, and thus to
{;romole thie common advantage by individual en-

erprise and competition.  But I perceive, by a late
advertisement, that the Society has removed this
restriction, and allowed all persons, without ex-
ception, to joinin the exhibition. This permission
will, I conceive, defeat the object of the Society ;
since private cultivators will scarcely care to com-
pete with p i ard ] whose
whole time, attention and skill arg cevoted to the
pursnit, and whose advantages, tSverefore, must be
~astly superior to those of mere amateurs, I, for
one, had intended to contribute to the projected
Iloral Exhibition, while it was expected to be con-
fined to non-professional cultivators ; but as that
restriction is annulled, I shall certainly not venture
fo enter the lists with professional Gardeners ; and
doubtless other amatcur Horticulturists will be
similarly influenced. [Laudable emulation and
simple love of the pursuit are the genuine incen-
tives to amateur exhibitors ; but pecuniary interest
must naturally be the ruling motive of professional
Gardeners ; and the two classes ought not there-
fore to he brouzht into competition.

Glass Manufucture of Jncient Thebes.—A re-
markable fact connected with the manufactures of
ancient Thebes 4,000 years ago,-shows the tradi
tional tenacity of ancient custom. It is well known
that the oil-jars of the Levant are precigely similar
to those which appear in the illustrations of Ros-
sellini. 8o the Egyptian earthen ainphora, without
feet, adopted afterwards for strong wines by the
bon vivanis of Rome, retsin their original shape
and purpose among the Tuscan farmers. \Vith
reference to glass dottles, there are two classes
used at the present day of equally ancient origin :
these are the Florentine vil-flasks, ho'ding abont
three-quarters of a pint, and the turpentine carbovs,
as théy are called, holding four or five gallons,
from Cyprus and the adjoining shores of the Le-
vant. Both are rm&ecled by matting, the first of
a fine, the sccond of a coarser natwre. Both are
seen, with slicht alterations, in the illustrations of
Rossellini. Sir G. Wilkinson thinks thut glass
lunt>rns were used by pickets of svldiers, and gives
a specimen of a group of Egyptian sentinels carry-
ing a lantern on a curved pole. It is not improba-
ble that an hieroglyphic on the Rosetta stones,
