The German Troops In Handers

Latest Official Statement Tells of Suc-
cess—Canadians Accidentally Killed
in England—Russians and Ruman-
ians Fighting Vigorously in Moldavia
and on Roumanian Front

London, Aug. 18—The German troops in Flanders were again complc'tely
tepulsed by the British after sharp fighting, according to the British official
statement issued early today.

CANADIANS KILLED

London, Aug. 18—Six Canadians were killed and twenty-three injured in the
accidental explosion of a mine during a mimic war at the manoeuvres camp at
Hampshire Thursday, according to the Daily Mail.

RUSSIANS AND ROUMANIANS

Petrograd, Aug. 17—British admiralty per wireless press—Austro-German
attacks in Southwestern Moldavia, especially in the region of Fokshani, have
been repulsed by the Russians and Roumanians, In the region of Ocna the
iuuuo-Gemnns have made no gain siys the official report issued today by the
war office, The statement teads: “Western (Russian) front—Fusilades were
more animated in the region of Jacobstadt and in the direction of Vilna.

“Roumanian front—In the direction of Ocma, since Thursday morning, the
Austro-Germans have renewed their offensive. Their more energetic attacks
were in the region of Slanic and in the neighborhood of the Factory at Stok-
lere and north and south of the last named point. The enemy succeeded in
penetrating a portion of our trenches, but by counter attacks on the part of
Roumanian reserves the position was restored. In the valley of the Suchitza,
to the northeast of Sovela, the battle was waged during all of yesterday. At the
end the Roumantans held their position after having beaten off a series of ob-
stinate attacks,

“In the direction of Fokshani, during Wednesday night, the enemy under-
took an offensive between Servestchi-Muntoheli and against Movilitza, Attacks
between Servestchi and Muntcheli were repulsed. All attacks in the region of
Movilitza were repulsed by the Roumanians. Certain of our units, exposed to
strong artillery fire, retired slightly to the north, but Roumanian reserves moved
forward, beat off several German attacks and restored the situation.

RAIDED ENEMY AIRDROMES

London, Aug. 17, (British official)—“We carried out last night a success-
ful raid east of Vermelles. The enemy’s support line was reached and many
casualties were inflicted, ‘

“There was great activity in the air yesterday although.a strong west wind
made fighting difficult. Our airplanes had greatly the better of the fighting
and were able to carry out their task successfully in spite of the deterrhined
efforts on the part of the hostile aircraft to interfere with their work.

Washington, Aug. 18—President Wil-
son and Secretary Lansing soon will be-
gin a series of important conferences
preliminary to the response to be made
i to Pope Benedict’s peace message. Be-
fore the communication goes forward the
views of the Entente governments on the
subject will be ascertained. This neces-
sarily will take some time owing to de-
lays in transmitting messages by cable.

The Pontiff’s peace note, the .text of
which reached the state department by
cable from the London foreign office late
Thursday, is now before the president.
He will probably give it close study be-
fore taking up the subject with Secre-
tary Lansing.

In official and diplomatie circles here
Friday Premier Lloyd George’s speech
was regarded as voicing the views of the
Allies as to any discussion of peace. His
accounting of food supplies and the ship-
ping situation as affected by the submar-
ine warfare also was regarded as indi-
cation of Great Britain’s safe position
and strong attitude.

It was thought here that one of the
objects of the premier's speech was to
sound out public sentiment preliminary
to the formal responses to be made to
the Pope’s note. It is-likely that public
men in other Allied countries will fol-
low suit.

Authorized Strength of U. S.
Regular Army Exceeded by
7,000; Enlistments Average
More Than 1,000 a Day

Charlottetown, “P. E. I, Aug. 18—
About half of the packers on the island
are taking 'advantage of the extension
of the lobster season for one month,
August to Septemrber 10.

As the regular season from Cape
Traverse to West Cape closed only a
short time ago, the packers in that sec-
tion resumed operations with little in-
convenience, but as the season for the
rest of the packers closed the latter part
of July, re-opening means that lines had
to be re-run, and gear put away for the
season had to be overhauled again.

While half of the factories are in opera-
tion only about forty per cent. of the
traps are being fished. Bait is scarce
but codfish” heads are tbeing used as a
substitute for herring.

Enquiries of leading packers show that
the consensus of opinion is that this ex-
tension is a mistake, to say the least. A
prominent packer of Rustico /(where no
factories are re-opening), says that the
fishermen are now engaged in catching
cod, this being more profitable than
lobstering. Moreover, the lobsters are
now closer in shore and as the weather
in the first of September is liable to be
stormy, considerable damage to gear may
occur,

about one-half of their spring fishing
outfit, this being all they can find room
for because the fish are in the shore in
shallow water. All the older packers
are taking advantage of the opening to
the above extent. As the spring fishing
produced less than fifty per cent. of an
average catch this second season may
not have as injurious a result as other-
wise it would have, but in any case it is
bound to injure the next spring’s fishing.
We do not anticipate a large pack. Gen-
eral opinion is that the fish will be
caught up in a week. Fair catches are
being landed but it will be very strange
if these can be continued.”

Another large packer in the west of
the Island writes: “I eannot say what
effect the opening of the season in the
fall will have in the future industry. I
know when I was in the lobster busi-
ness about thirty years ago, when we
had the long season for fishing lobsters,
commencing in the spring and extending
into the summer, that the lobsters ap-
parently were fished out, and when the
government’s regulations shortened the
season, it began to come back again.
This would lead one to suppose that the
strictest observance of the fishing sea-
son as it exists at the present time
would have a tendency to build up their
industry. There is one certainty and it
is that, that the lobsters that are caught
now during the next month are gone
forever as far as b eding purposes is
concerned in building up the future in-
dustry.”

On the whole it is not expected that
the catch this fall will materially de-
press the price, although it means a
shorter catch next year.

The fact that - the extension was
granted just on the eve of two by-elec-
tions, on which the fate of the govern-
ment depended is very suspicious to!

FORD NOW FOR WAR

Says Every Man, Woman, and
Child Must Help to Ead

Militarism
BUSY ON AIRPLANE. WORK

Is Making 200,000 Airplane Cylin-
ders for the U. S. Goverament
to be Delivered at the Rate of
1,000 a Day

Detroit, Aug. 18—In an interview
given out here, the first one in many
months, Henry Ford makes it elear that
whatever views he may have once enter-

tained with regard to war, he is now
fully converted to the belief that the
struggle must go on until German auto-
cracy is crushed,

“We must prephre to go to.the limit
for © the - struggle,” " said Mr. Ford.
“Without letting hatred creep into our
hearts, every man, woman, and child
should put all energy into crushing mili-
tarism. For once and all war is now
discredited in the whole world, and the
great thing to be reached is the de-
struction of war for the future.

“I cannot see that any great harm has
come in waiting until now with our war

reparations. Things have moved so
ast in a mechanical way since this war
began that many things that were new
three years ago are out of date now. We
are making 200,000 airplane cylinders of
steel for the government, to be delivered
at the rate of 1,000 a day. We have
just developed a way of making a
cylinder of solid steel cheaply. We are
glad to help the government, and we
would help even more if called on. We
‘are glad to help in the fight to stamp
! out militarism; we feel we are doing
i that in producing the cylinders and
| would produce 5,000 or 10,000 a day if
i called upon.

“A great many of the men who work
1 on these cylinders are of German birth,
and they are just as keen for stamping
out militarism as any of us. We all
want the war stopped, and the way te
jstop it is to let the world know that
| this country is in it for all it Is worth.”

Great Push to the North by British and
French Is So Described—Canadians Cap-
ture Additional Sections of Strongly De-

British Front in France and Belgian,
Aug. 18—(By the A. .P.)—Another
phase of the battle of Flanders has end-
ed and the allies are looking on one of

the great achievements of the war, The
attack against the Germans east of
Ypres, which resulted in such sanguin-
ary fighting has not, to be sure, ac-
complished the advance desired, but the
great push to the north of here repre-
sents one of the remarkable accomplish-
. ments of the year.

The French yesterday were eonsoli-
dating the positions won Thursday and
the British were establishing themselves
well beyond Langemarck, their forward
positions being about half a mile to the
east of that place.

“Fighting is still continuing at various
points where the Germans are attempt-
ing to regain lost ground, but the posi-
tion remains much the same as at the
close of Thursday’s heavy battle.

In the Lens theatre of operations the
Canadians yesterday added still another
strong section of the German defenses to
the positions already wrested from the
enemy. The Canadians attacked a
strongly fortified trench system just a
little northwest of Lens and after sev-
eral hours of hand to hand fighting cap-
tured it. The assault was on a front
of approximately 450 yards and the Ger-
mans made a determined resistance be-
cause of the importance of the positions
which formed a part of the defenses of
the city itself. The Canadians attack-
ed with bombs and bayonets. For four
or five hours the fighting surged back

and forth, first one side and then
other gaining a hold. The Germrans

Suppose the seamen
of the world made up their minds that
after giving Germany fair warning they
will, independently of all governments,
show the Germans that the seafaring
men of all nations will not permit them-
selves to be disgraced by werking in a
boat in which Germans sail? Not only
will we punish German seamen, baut
German shipowners as well.”

Mr. Wilson proposed that the seamen,
after the war ,set up an international
commission to try commanders and
crews who have murdered inoffemsive
seamen.

He did not see any women
in the vicinity and the only man near
the scene was one leaning against the
pole, He described him as about medi-
um height, slight built and wearing a
soft hat.

GALLANT FORTY

Handful ‘of Freach Troeps Rout

Germans

 NOTABLE WAR INGIDENT

Feur Hundred of Enemy’s Picked

Soldiers Attack Little Band Only
to be Repulsed With Heavy
Losses

French front, July.' 19 -(correspon-
dence of the Associated Press.)—Forty
French cavalrymen were the heroes of
one Qf the most brilliant feats of arms
—which stands out.by itself among the
im‘mmcrable stories’ of “heroic deeds of
this war—during the German attack on
June 20 on the French positions around
the Mort Homme, to the northwest of
Verdun. These few” men, who were in
charge of 'a sharp salient whose point
stuck far into the German position, not
only held out against half a battalion
(about 400 men) of ‘the famous German
ghock troops suppofted by flame pro-
Jjectors, grenadiers 'and machine guns,
as well as by one of the most intense
artillery bombardments ever experienc-
ed, but’ beat thém back, after inflicting
heavy losses upon %heém. :

The German attack, preceded by a
bombardment in which more than 500
of their cannon rained shells on the
French positions along a front of only
1,890 yards, was led by the model bat-
talion of German shock troops headed
by Captain Roehr himself, the inventor
of the new system:of selecting special
troops to make sudden strong rushes on
the opposing "positions. These shock
troops, while their comrades were at-
tacking the other part of the French
line, came forward with an impetuous
rush on %o the little salient held by the
forty dragoons, since it was most im-
portant for the Germans to take that
point if their attack was to be complete-
ly successful.
The dragoons comprised two ser-
geants, four corporals and thirty-four
privates. They could see the enemy ap-
proaching rapidly, Three squads of pio-
neers led the way, each equipped with
a flame projector throwing burning
liquid before them as they advanced.
Behind them in the intervals could be
seen three squads ' of hand-grenade
throwers, and still farther in the rear
a wave of ordinary infantrymen, carry-
inig, besides their rifles with fixed bay-
pqets, spades for the purpose of organ-
izing the French position after they had
captured it. Other lines could be seen
dimly in the distance carrying sandbags
and ammunition shupplies.

This overwhelming force did not af-
fect the nerves of the dragoons, who
belonged to the determined Breton race
—their regiment, the Twenty-fourth, is
recruited in Brittany — and had all
participated in the cavalry fighting of
the beginning of the war as well as in
many a battle in the trenches. One
of their sergeants took command. Their
rifles spoke out with rapid #re and
their portable machine gun worked un-
ceasingly.

Soon they saw (Germans falling every-
where in front, and the frontal attack
on the salient wilted away. The Ger-
mans, however, were determined to take
the salient, and they immediately or-
.ganized a flank attack, but it was fore-
seen by the French sergeant, who plac-
ed two of his men kneeling on each tra-

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Frenchmen fell back wounded, but for
each section of trench they were com-
pelled to make a fresh fight until the
Frenchmen had retired for a distance of
200 yards along the front trench.

It took three hours to make this pro-
gress, and by that time the dragoons
bad reached the opening to a communi-
cation trench leading to the rear. Here
they decided to fagm a redoubt and
make their last stand.

Just then the sergeant in charge of the
dragoon$ noticed a relaxation in the
German attack. He .gathered all his
remaining men together, made a dash
forward, and in less than half an hour
had reconquered the entire salient and
had taken four prisoners. He then
hastily wrote a report and sent it to the
rear: “Quiet has been restored and no-
thing has been lost.”

The roll call showed that only twenty
of the dragoons had escaped wounds or
death. They had accounted during the
fight for two full companies of Ger-
mans and had retained the salient which
had been intrusted to their charge.

The Morning Chronicle stands for a
vigorous prosecution of the war, for the
elimination of politics, fuve itism and
graft from our war business, 10r the full
and complete organization ot our domin-
ion to back up our boys in the trenches,
for discarding the useless and inetficient
members of the present dominion cabi-
net, for race unity and religious harmony
in the country.

Sir Robert Borden’s record clearly in-
dicates that he does not stand for these
ideals. He has not, although he was in
authority and in a position to do so,
secured a vigorous prosecution of the
war. He has permitted politics, favorit-
ism and graft to be the first considera-
tion in the discharge of our war busi-
ness. He has not secured a complete
or indeed any organization of our domin-

‘ion to back up our boys in the trenches.

He has not discarded the useless and in-
eficient members of ‘his cabinet. He is
not, as his record from 1911 today
shows, in favor of race unity and re-
ligious harmony in the country. Conse-
quently and for many other reasons
which we might add, if space permitted,
we do not believe that Sir Robert Bor-
den is the proper man to be at the helm
of the Ship of State in this crisis.
Failure, tragic failure, is written over
the whole war record of Sir Robert
Borden and his government. Their re-
moval from office cannot be too quickly
accomplished. It is clear to us, as we
believe to the vast majority of Cana-
dians, ‘that the time has come for the
people to pass their judgment, elect a
new parliament and install in office a
government of the people, for the people,
and by the people. For our part we
have firm confidence in Sir Wilfrid Laur-
jer, that, when he is, as we believe he

will be, returned to power at the com- |

ing general election, he will form and
carry on a government which will be
worthy of Canada’s highest aspirations,
will maintain the unity of our home-
land and prosecute the war to the ut-
most of our national resources, until vie-
tory is won. We believe that the honor
of Canada will be safe in his keping.

SHOCKING REVELATIONS

This week’s revelations at the Valley
Railway and Gould enquiries ought to
cause such a revulsion of feeling through-
out the province as would leave the
members of the late provincial govern-
ment and their colleagues in the legis-
lature without a single political sup-
porter. The province has been shamed
and disgraced. Its good name has been
dragged in the mire. Those who should
have been its protectors no longer wear
the badge of honorable service.” Some
of them profited by the graft that has
been exposed, and all of them made
common cause with the grafters and
tried to get them a new lease of power.
We might be charitable enough to be-
lieve that they were in ignorance of
much that was going on but for the fact
that they whitewashed Flemming after
he had been exposed and welcomed his
assistance in the general election cam-
paign. It is time for honest electors to
stand aside from such representatives
and make it perfectly clear to them that
they no longer command the comfidence

' of the people. For if they are left free
to believe that their conduct is not con-
demned the political situation will not
imprmsohraoﬂ)eirputyhanam-
ed.

SOLDIER, TAUNTED,
SHOOTS TWO BOYS

Called Him ‘Fatty” and “Red
Head" and He Replied With

Bullets

Because a crowd of boys in the Ital-
ian section of Brownsville, New York,
| taunted, the soldiers of an army supply
! train, on its way to Mineola from Fort
Hamilton, two of them are in St. Mary’s
Hospital, Brooklyn, with bullet wounds.
and Private William H. Cook of the Sup-
ply Company of the T'wenty-second In-
! fantry, U. S. A. Engineers, is locked up
in the Brownsville police station on a
charge of felonious assault. According
to the police, Cook admits the shooting,
but says he didn’t mean to hit the boys.

The supply train of twenty-seven
wagons was escorted by a mounted troop
under Captain F. H. Adams, Each wag-
on was drawn by four mules, with a
driver and one other man on the front
seat, the cavalrymen in file on either
side. The wagons had gone from Fort
Hamilton out through Eastern Park-
! way. Drawing near the thickly popu-
lated Brownsville section, just before
noon, the wagons and soldiers attracted
large crowds of boys, who followed
along the way of the train. According
to witnesses, it was when the train turn-
| ed into Stone avenue, on the edge of the
| Italian section, that the boys began to
| get “fresh.” There were taunts hurled
at the soldiers, and the police received
reports that stones were thrown as well.
Many witnesses agreed that -the boys
directed uncomplimentary epithets at the
troopers.

One of the group appeared especially
hostile to a big driver, whom they call-
ed “Fatty” and “Red Head,” as they
ran along by the side of his wagon. In
the midst of their yelling a shot sound-
ed and two of the boys fell screaming
to the pavement. The police said that
the troop train did not stop. The
wounded boys were Charles Zollo, four-
teen years old, of 168 Stone avenue, shot
through the right shoulder, and Jan-
naro Boccano, thirteen years old, of 163
Stone avenue, shot through the left lung
and the left arm. Witnesses said they
heard only one shot, although the police
believe two or more were fired.

Policemen notified the Seventh Branch
and commandeered an automobile and
set out after the supply train. One of
the wounded boys had said that “a big,

| fat, red-headed man who was driving”

had shot them. The detectives caught
up with the train about a mile from the
scene of the shooting, and from the de-
scription given them picked out Cook.
They said that an examination of his
service revolver, a 46 Colt, showed that
three chambers were empty and that it
smelled as if it had been recently fired.

They took Cook to the Seventh
Branch where, it was said by the detect-
ives, he told them he had intended to
discharge the revolver over their heads
to frighten the boys who were hamper-
ing the progress of the train, but thet it
went off In his hand. He expressed
keen regret for what had happened,

The detectives then took Cook to St.
Mary’s Hospital, where, they said, the
wounded boys identified him, A charge
of felonlous assault was lodged agalnst
Cook at the Brownsville police station.

At the hospital it was sald Zollo was
seriously hurt, but that Boceano, because
of the wound through his lung, might
not recover.

EXPERIMENT IN
 COMMUNITY FARM

Rotary Club of Toronto Handling
Fifty Acres Co-operatively

(Toronto Globe)

Some interesting data on production
costs on the farm are being gathered
by members of the Toronto Rotary
Club.

Last spring the members of this club
leased some fifty acres of land on
Vaughan road, just north of the old
Belt Line. The land had been subdivid-
ed for residential purposes, but has not
yet been disposed of. Last year $60
worth of hay was taken from the place,
and the Rotarians are paying the same
sum as rental this year.

But the land is not being devoted to
the production of hay today. Twenty-
six acres are in potatoes, four in corn,
three in beans, one and a half in beets,
and the same in carrots. Half an acre

the work has been done by members of
the Rotary Club, forty of whom have
put in from half a day to four days
each.

Members are not paid for their work,
but an account is being kept by Ralph
Connable of the time spent on the land
by each, and, as a basis of figuring pro-
duction costs, twenty-five cents an hour
is charged up for each hour spent in the
flelds by each member. A similar ac-
count is kept of the value of the work
done by the tractor in ploughing, etc.
All told, 1,000 hours had been spent by
the members up to July 1 in the work
of planting and culttvating. The work
of cultivation has been made exception-
ally difficult by reason of weather and
soil conditions. The grass growing on
the land in spring was largely twitch,
the soil is a rather stiff clay and about
a third of it was water-soaked all spring
by drainage from the higher land in
the centre.

Disposing of the Crop

In disposing of the crop in fall it
is proposed to supply members of the
club, who have worked on the place,
with whatever they desire at cost of
production ‘plus 10 per cent. Members
of the club who have not worked on the
land wil be supplied at cost, plus 25 per
cent. The rest of the truck preduced
will probably be given to charitable in-
stitutions.

The experiment is proving interesting
and valuable in many ways. Those
who have actively assisted in the work
have had a lot of beneficial exercise,
and they, as well as practical farmers,
will be greatly interested in the state-
ment of costs and returns to be present-
ed later in the season.

VEGETABLE DRIER TO SAVE
GARDEN SURPLUS

Government officials and others who
have been studying the country’s food
situation are firmly convinced that if
the. present season’s big surplus in veg-
etables is to be saved, quantities of these
products must be dried. In accord with
the government’s desire that means be
provided for saving as much food as
possible, a concern which makes a spec-
falty of food drying machinery has plan-
ned a drier suftable for large-scale com-
munity effort or for private industry,
which can be built in part by those op-
erating it and in part purchased from
this firm. This vegetable drier measures
about twenty-five feet long and contains
six compartments, 8% ft. square. The
latter can be built by any carpenter
with the aid of blueprints furnished by
the company. FEach chamber contains
a number of trays, with galvanized-
screen bottoms. The equipment for heat-
ing and circulating the air is situated
at one end. A fan forces air heated hy
steam radiators among and through the
trays, which can be removed as their
contents are dried. The machine is de-
scribed and illustrated in the September
Popular Mechanics Magazine,

German Menace Lest Sight Of
Because of Flattery of Hun

His Respects to R. ]. Campbell
and Commends Wells and Billy
Suaday

(Toronto Globe.)

“When the history of this war comes
to be writtenh there will be a tremend-
ous arraignment of the statesmen who
were responsible for the government of
Great Britaif during the half-dozen
years preceding the war,” said Rev. Dr.
W. J. Dawson of Newark, N, J, in the
course of an interview with a reporter
for The Globe on Saturday evening.

Dr. Dawson is a pleasing combina-
tion of the preacher and the literary-
man, having attained high distinction
and popularity both as an author and
a preacher. Before he came to the!
United States eleven years ago, he was
one of the irols of British “Noncon-
formity.” As editor of “The Young
Man,” he was known as “the young
man’s young man,” and in that capacity
wielded an educative influence upon the
more thoughtful young men of Great
Britain. ;

The above statement as to Britain's
pre-war attitude toward Germany was
uttered by Dr. Dawson in answer to. the
question, “How do you account for
Britain’s blindness to the blatant men-
ace of Germany?”

“English statesmen did not seem to
know it, even in the face of Bernhardi’s
book,” said Dr. Dawson. “They were
either wilfully blind, or incomprehens-
ibly ignorant. England at that time
was profoundly complacent. Sir Conan
Doyle told me himself that there was
no one more eager for an Anglo-German
alliance than he, until’ he read Bern-
hardi’s book six months before the war
broke out. That book revealed to him
the real German menace. The Ger-

PEOPLE OF HOLY
LAND VICTIMS OF
TURK SAVAGERY

Ottemans Bent on Extermination of
All ButThose of Turkish Blood

Massacre and Plun&er — The Unfortu-
nate Victims' Only  Hope is That

British May Soon Be Able to Save|

Them

Cairo, Egypt, July 20.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press.)—The sit-
uation in Palestine this summer is the
most serious since the war began. A
scheme for the looting of Jerusalem is
already being executed and throughout
the countryside the Turk has embarked
on a calculated policy of plundering and
killing the native inhabitants, so that
if they are forced to vacate the coun-
try they will leave behind them a des-
ert. .

The only thing that can save them,
the only hope that buoys them up, is
that the British armies now hammering
at the gates of the Holy Land may soon
drive outsthe Turks. L

Information about conditions in Pa-
lestine reaches here from many sourcu}
some more or less direct, but most of
them rather /roundabout. The follow-
ing statement of the present situation is
given by an official in touch with all
these sources: :

“The attitude of the Young Turks to-
ward the unfortunate non-Turkish races
within their empire has always been
harsh and oppressive. During the war
it has been an open campaign of rob-
bery, exploitation and massacre, for the
Young Turks, realizing that the parti-
tion of the lands under their rule is un-
avoidable, have determined to get as
much as they can out of the inhabitants
while still in possession.

Getting Last Ounce

“The stupendous wickedness of the
extermination of the Armenians cannot
be dismissed as a mere device of ori-
ental statecraft or as a particular mea-
sure aimed at one particular race, for it
is the Turkish policy towards not only
Armenians, but Arabs, Greeks and Jews,
in fact all peoples who are subjects of
the Turk, but are not themselves of
Turkish blood.

“While there was some prospect of
being able to retain or even enlarge their

war the loss of his son. I'’am not going
to enter into a discussion of his theo-
logical views; but the curious feature,
considering what he is, is the extraordin-
ary birth of spiritual idealism in his
writings.”

“What would touch Shaw?”

“A good heavy boot, honestly and
forcibly applied,” was Dr. Dawson’s pre-
scription, :

“That is the most difficult question
of &11,” said Dr. Dawson, when asked
how the war was going to affect religion.
I saw no signs of revival in England
when I was there last January; nor do
I see any in the States.”

“Will Nonconformity be stronger or
weaker after the war?”

“The Nonconformists have risen nobly
to the great sacrifice,” said Dr. Daw-
son.

“Is the secession of R, J. Campbell a
sign of a ‘movement bae‘[( to the Church
of England?” This question seemed to
rouse the old latent Nonconformist
conscience in the preacher-scribe.

“I dont’ think Campbell’s going over
to the Anglican Church was due to the
war. I regard his recent book, in which
he said he owed nothing to Nonconform-

| ity, as the history of a spiritual cad.”

Belteves in Billy Sunday,

Dr. Dawson believes Billy Sunday to
be “absolutely sincere.” He would not
commit himself as to the methods of
that violent evangelist. He believes the

 movement toward prohibition in Eng-

land and the United States was one
which could never go back. He thought
Scotland was ready for prohibition.

Dr. Dawson is personally interested
in the war, having three sons in the
thick of it: Coningsby Dawson, the
young novelist, is lying wounded in an
English hospital, he is a captain in the

empire, the Turks, although treating
their subject races badly, did not actual-
ly seek to destroy them. T , know-
ing themselves doomed, it is their cal-
culated policy to kill off the bulk of
the inhabitants of Palestine and extort
the last ounce of money and goods from
them, so that if they are forced to va-
cate the country they will leave be-
hind them a desert, a poverty-stricken
and depopulated land.

“Their policy is not consistent with
military or economic needs and is not
supported by even the slenderest pre-
texts for its necessity. It is dictated
solely by a savage brutality. The Turk
has in the past shown some aptitude
for diplomacy, if little for statesman-
ship, but the modern Young Turk of
the Committee of Union and Progress
is an infinitely worse tyrant than his
predecessors, and all the native savagery
and blood-lust that are his heritage now
find vent in deliberate and organized
crimes.

Germany Shares Guilt

¥
“He works untrammelled by diplo-
matic convention and recklessness of the
inevitable consequences. Germany has
exercised no restraining influencs, and
indeed shares largely in the Otteman
guilt.

“Palestine is today somewhgt cnt off
from the world and news of the dread-
ful bhappenings within its borders
reaches civilization slowdy. -1t is ususl-
ly impossible to learn the fate of in-
dividuals, but a good general ides of
the situation is in our hands.

“The disaster that befell the Amme-
nian nation is now being meted out to
the mixed non-Turkish populstion of
Syria and Palestine. Families are be-
ing massacred, towns and territorles
evacuated, communities plundered and
given over to pillage.

“The system of oppression in Pales-
tine is thorough, but it is also stupid
and wasteful.

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CAN EXERCISE RELIEVE DEAFNESS ?

Defective hearing is a bitter, hard af-
fliction, and no imaginary ill. And if
there is even a remote possibility of ef-
iecting improvement in the important
fuculty of hearing by methods of the
sort described in the following para-
graphs, we shall be well repaid for their
publication. The statements here made
are quoted from an address recently
made by Prof. Fernet before the French
Academy of Medicine and republished
in the “West Virginia Tablet.”

(By Professor Fernet)

I have been engaged for two years in
perfecting a method of using the ex-
ternal voluntary muscles of the ear and
scalp to combat advancing deafness.

The active and systematic use of these
muscles has the effect of massaging the
car drums, bones and nerves, maintain-
ing their blood supply and nutrition and
of protecting them against atrophy. The
exercises are principally useful in
keeping the exterior and middle ear‘in
good condition. I would not dwell too
much on their value in connection with
the auditory nerve, but their effect can
only be good.

I describe my method of training the!

ear as “oral gymnastics.” It is appli-
cable in all cases where deafness is due
not to an irremediable lesion of the
acoustic nerve or the auditory centres,
but to a change in the apparatus for
transmitting the sound waves. This is
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the commonest of all forms of Heafness,

‘L'he muscles and bones of the. middle
ear—stirrup bone, incus bone and ham-
mer bone—have a function of prime im-
portance to our _hearing. They are the
accommodating agents for that appag-
atus of perfection, the drum. They are
as useful to the sense of hearing as the
accommodating muscles of the eyc to
that of sight. The muscles of the ex-
ternal ear and those of the Eustachian
tube have only a secondary role, but
neverthless they:give help which is not
to be neglected.

into three series, exercising successively
the muscles of the skull, of the external
ear and of the Eustachian tube. They
thus proceed from the muscles most re-
mote to those nearest to the ear drum,
‘which is the principal object to be
reached.

In the first exercise, which may be
described as making faces, you contract
successively the different muscles of the
lips, the wing of the nostrils and the
eye-lids. The contraction of each group
of muscles should be repeated a cer-
tain number of times deliberately and
without violent effort. The patient
should endeavor to make them stronger
as he proceeds and should bear in mind

the associated muscles of the ear drum?
Thus my system of oral gymnastics ends'
in making the muscles of the delicate;
ear drum contract with the external|
muscles.

Observe that all these muscles are
supplied by the same nerve, the faciul“
nerve, and that this common innervation |
explains the close relationship which|
uhites them and associates them in their
contractions. In fact, the isolated con-|
traction of ong of these muscles with-;
out several of the others is usually dif-|
ficult or impossible to obtain. i f

For this reason I consider it useful in
oral gymnastics to exercise all the mus<i
cles supplied by the facial nerve, no:
matter how accessory they may be. They !
all have the power of stimulating acliv-;
ity in the parts depending on the same;
innervation. s |

The lesions of the middle ear, which;
are the commonest causes of deafness,
are the thickening of the membranes,.
cxudates, adhesions, obstructions and
i scleroses. These are usually due to|
cruptions which occur frequently among
heavy ecaters and rheumatic subjects or|
to various atrophies of old age. These|
irjuries occur in the outer part of the)
middle ear. They are all subject to|
the ameliorating effect of oral gymnas-|
tics. - Though nutfition may be intey-
fered with it is not abolished, and the|
parts affected share in the incessant!|
movement of regeneration, which char-!
acterizes life, though in a reduced degree. |
We may, therefore, hope to bring them
to a Dbetter condition by stimulating
their nutrition.

subject instinctively uses only his goodi
ear and the other ear atrophies from lack|
of use. If the two ears are equally af-|
fected, the inertia is réss, but none the|
less it exists because the sufferer tends!'
to isolate himself from the world, thus
increasing his infirmity. Oral gymnas-
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that he must try to make them reach
the ear. When he has become thorough-
ly trained, he will feel the contractions
most distinctly in the ear.

The second series, which is even more
important, consists in exercising the
muscles of the skull and-the external
car. By a reasonable amount of perse-
verance any man can’ succeed in pro-
ducing contractions of these muscles
which will be evident to the eye. If
the scalp muscles at first seem im-
movable and as if soldered to the scalp,
make it more supple by massaging it
at the beginning of each exercise. Con-
tract the forehead muscle, then the oc-
cipital muscle (that of the top of the
scalp) separately, and shen both to-
gether, so as to produce a flowing back-
ward and-forward ‘motion of the musc-

lles of the upper part of the skull.

After this the patient combines the
contractions of the occipital and the
frontal muscles with those of the pos-
terior, superior and anterior attach-
ment muscles of the ear, which should
be quite easy to do because of the con-
nection between the latter and those of
the skull. During these contractions we
can see a movement not very extensive
but evident, of the whole external ear.
During this exercise the patient must
endeavor to extend the movement as far
as possible into the external ear open-
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ing, aiming to reach the bottom of this
opening. This is how functional ac-
tivity is imparted to the little bones in
the ear and to the drum itself.

The third and last series consists of
exercise to contract the muscles of ‘the
!Eustachian tube. These exercises are
‘1 the most difficult of all.

The patient can perform them by
Imaking a movement ag if to swallow
food, well at the back of the nasal cav-
ity, accompanied by the simultaneous

muscle of the pharynx (top of the
throat) and the muscles of the soft pal-
ate. In the effort at swallowing the
back part of the tongue participates nat-
urally.

It is raised up at the same time as
the soft palate. You should feel all these
parts move at the same time through
the close bond that joins them.

To strengthen the FEustachian tube,
the patient should also practice breath-
ing in with a snorting noise, keeping his
mouth closed.

Oral gymnastics should be performed
slowly, leaving between the various ex-
ericses sufficient time to avoid the fa-

_| tigue. which haste would surely entail. It

is advisable to perform between each
series physical exercises of a different
character, such as breathing exercises.
You must not forget that to obtain a
satisfactory result great patience, perse-
verance and an intelligent preliminary
instruction are necessary,

RADIUM LOOSENS
STIFFENED JOINTS

Results in Treating Six Cases Fol-
lowing Tuberculosis

Details of the Treatment—It Was Given

Had the General Effect of a Tenic

Dr. J. J. Nutt possibly: has found a
new use for radium, (although time will
be required to establish the true valde
of his results), namely, in loosening
joints stiffened by fibrous adhesions re-
sulting from tuberculosis. Commenting
on his preliminary report, the Medical
Record says:

“Notwithstanding the many and great
advantages effected by orthopedic sur-
gery during the past thirty years, even
yet the best to be expected in the treat-
ment of tuberculosis arthritls, except
when begun in the very earliest stages,
is a stiff joint. This, while better than
“abscess and joint diSintegration, is not a
result in which the surgeon can take
much pride, and various measures héve
been tried to restore motion.

“Bony ankylosis is, of course, prac-
tically hopeless, but fibrous adhesions
continually tempt the orthopedist to re-
newed efforts to restore mobility. At
one time thiosinamine was regarded
hopefully, but the results of its employ-
ment did not come up to expectation.
Forcible breaking up of the adhesions
may restore motien temporarily, but the
risk of lighting up the old trouble or of
an even worse outcome is too great to
warrant the undertaking in most cases.
“Recently some encouraging experi-
ments have, been made with radium in
this condition. The good results report-
ed in the use of radium in mobilizing
Joints stiffened by arthritis deformans
suggested. to. J...L- Nutt the employment
of the same remedy in cases of fibrous
ankylosis fdllowing tuberculous arth-
ritis, and he reports in the American
Journal of Orthopodic Surgery, No. 2,
Vol. XV,, six casés of ankylosis of the
Jjoints in which this mode of treatment
was essayed.

“In most of the cases a radium pad
was worn directly over the knee, radium
solution containing two micrograms was

given per os (by the mouth) three
times a day, and intravenous injections
of radium eclement were given, the
amount injected varying from ten mic-

rograms were given as conditions_indi-
cated. In the cases receiving the smaller
amounts the injections were given about
a week apart until the larger doses were
reached, when the time was extended
to one to two months between injections.

“The process toward recovery was ap-
parently definite, but slow, as some of
the cases were under treatment for over
a year, although in one or two of the
‘milder cases slight movement was ob-
tained within about two weeks after the
beginning of treatment.

NOTES RE POPE'S PROPOSALS

The Pope’s proposal re peace were

sent by courier to the European govern-

ments. Arrangements were made to
cable the document from England to
Washington and Tokio on account of the
time which would be required to for-
ward it to those points by courier or

mail.

“All discussion of the peace plans sub-
mitted by his Holiness, Pope Benedict,
is premature. Therefore I shall say no-
thing at present,” said Archbishop Ire-
land at his residence in St. Paul, in re-
ply to an inquiry as to his views.

“When the time is ripe,” added the
archbishop, “I shall be glad to make a
statement through our church papers.”

Cardinal Gibbons, ranking prelate of
the Catholic church in America, said
that it would be premature for him to
express an opinion regarding Pope
Benedict’s peace proposals until the text
had been made known- to him. The
cardinal added:

“Every rational citizen will acknow-
edge that the Pope is actuated by lofty,
humane, and disinterested motives, and
therefore his suggestions deserve to be
re ! with the attention and respect
du Jthem. Consequently, I have no
doubt that the United States government
will give to them the profound consider-
ation which they deserve, whatever may
be our individual opinion.

AT BLACK RVER

City Men Investigate Possibilities
at Site Once Famous for Its
Clipper Craft—Industry May be
Revived There

That the shipbuilding industry in the
vicinity of St. John is on a fair way, not
only to a revival, but that it will last
and continue to be extended, thus assur-
ing its stay, can now almost be taken
as a certainty. There are three ship-
yards within the city limits already un-
der way and veterans of the shipbuild-
ing days of the long ago are returning
to their favorite work, while the younger
element are “signing on” to learn the ins
and outs of the trade.

Black Riven, a little village situated
along the Bay of Fundy.about twenty
miles from the city proper, was famous
years ago for its shipbuilding activities.

0. 8 FIELD AMBULANGE
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OF ONE DOLLAR
FOR POTATOES

Average Greater Than Ever in
New Brunswick and Crop Has
Dore Well — A Record, the
Prospect

Fredericton, Aug. 18—Present indica-
tions are that potatoes will be far below
the price of seven dollars per barrel next
winter. The high prices obtained by the
farmers early in 1917 are not expected
to come again in many years.

The pctato acreage in New Brunswick
is greuter than it was in 1916 and, so
far, the crop has done well. Barring
rust or rot during the remainder of the
summer and early autumn, the province
should harvest one of the largest crops
of potutoes on record.

Reports from all sections of the prov-
ince are to the same effect that there
will be an enormous crop of the
tubeis and conditions are similar in
other parts of the United States and
Canada. :

To the consumer, the important part
of the potato situation is the price he
will have to pay for the vegetable. It
is freely predicted that $1.50 per barrel
will be the ruling price ‘mext autumn
aad winter and some even predict $1
per berrel: In-this section of the coun-
try no contracts for potatoes are being
made and what few have been made
were closed early in the year before the
sitnation had unfolded itself.
