“The Benefit of Traffic

There is an insistent demand for night
work to be done on the street and sew-
erage construction in Main street. The
roadway is now blocked except for ‘a
narrow stretch upon one side, from
Douglas avenue to Adelaide street, and
it is necessary for car passengers to
walk that distance armed with a trans-
fer. On the main approach to the av-
enue a crew of men are employed plac-
ing the new intersection. The other
work referred to is the laying of a new
sewer,

A well known labor man yesterday

City commissioners stated a short time
ago that they had almost daily appli-
eations for work from men about the
city—why can’t they use them to fol-
low Lloyd George’s example and ‘speed
up?

. Questions That Were Asked Man-
ager of Government Railways

The only person quite pleased with
he interview of the delegation of the
board of trade with F. P. Gutelius yes-
lerday was Mr. Gutelius. Below is

given the list of questions prepared and
presented to Mr. Gutelius. As his tire
\vas limited the delegation felt it would
be better to have these prepared. No
official note of the answers categorically
was taken. The gentlemen composing
the delegation, however, made notes,
.pencilled or' mental, of Mr. Gutelius’
replies.-

It ‘has to be repeated that, though the
list was put in, no categorical answers
were given. As a reason for this it was
accepted that some of the first answers,
with or without elaboration, supplied
the answers also to later questions.

While Mr. Gutelius expressed himself
as very much pleased wish the interview
and contrasted it with a previous one,
this does not seem to be at all the im-
pression left on the minds.of the dele-
gation. They went for bread and they
ot something that negatively resembled
& Stone. : !

Mr. ‘Gutelius quoted war as the main
tause of everything, whether. prior. to
August, 1914, or after that date.

On the actual facts that he did give,

,the delegation was pretty unanimous
that there are two features only. One is
that to meet the needs of the immedi-
ate future Mr.. Gutelius was of opinion
that two wharves should be constructed
near_the Sugar Refinery (as indicated in
the list of questions); and _secondly,
that the approach of the Transcontinen-
tal to St. John should be via McGivney
Junction, and from Fredericton to St.
John on the west side of the river.

The feeling of dissatisfaction, how-
ever, is mot that the replies were not
what was hoped for, or that they were
evasive or irresponsible, but they left an
idea that they lacked good sound busi-
ness reasoh behind them. |

NEW BRUNSWICK CROPS

Hay Shortage in North Made Up
Elsewhere—Apples Only Half Crop

| J. B. Daggett, secretary for .agricul-

ture, has sent the board of trade the fol-
| lowing report on “crop conditions in this
| province:’

“In Victoria and Carleton, the hay
crop is estimated from fifteen to twenty-
five per: cent. short, but in other parts
the crop is excellent and:more than
makes up for this shortage. ;

“All other crops are looking splendid;

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SOME WAR REFLECTIONS.

The streets of St. John last evening
were filled with. people. The scene on
King Square was especialy animated and
interesting. Strolling about, and noting
the great numbers of athletic young
men, well, dressed, enjoying the pleasures
of the evening, one could not but con-
trast them with those other young men,
and men with families, wrapped in their
blankets in the tents at Valcartier, rest-
ing after a day’s drill; and those other
men in English camps, devoted to the
task of fitting themselves to endure toil
and hardship and danger; but most of
all, those other men in the trenches or
behind them, or on the lines of com-
munication, or in the transport service,
enduring the tofl, the hardship and the
danger, in order that these young men
may enjoy their evenings at home, with
no shadow of trouble on their horizon.

One has no right to question the mo-
tives of another in so grave a matter
as throwing dice with death; but are

those who remain quite fair to those
who go? Are the latter getting all the
support they deserve? Are we thinking
of them as much as we should—thinking
of their comfort, of filling the gaps as
they fall, of doing the right thing for
those they have left behind? How many
on King Square last evening saw in jm-

. agination, as they strolled under the
colored lights, the fitful flare of battle
in ‘the night in Flanders, where the
shells shriek and the mines explode and
the deadly shrapmel seeks its victims
among the young men who a year ago
walked in gay ,abandon the streets of
Canadian cities? . '

There is & German Information Serv-
ice in New York, which issues free to
newspapers all over the United States a
sheet that is viciously pro-German. At
the top of each sheet is this explanation:

~ ‘In view of the British censorship of
war news, it is believed ‘that ‘in this
sheet will be found an invaluable supple-
ment to the regular news reports, en-
abling papers to give a more compre-
hensive picture of events. . . . Its
contents come only from reliable sources,
chiefly the press of European capitals.”

Detroit Saturday Night points out
that in an issue which it has examined

sthere were ten items from Berlin, six
from Vienna, two from Cologne, one
from Brussels, three from London and
two from Stockholm. As an illustra-
tion of the character of the news these
head-lines (also kindly supplied), are
quoted:— ‘

“British Scientist Defines and Lauds
German Kultur; Italian Wounded Re-
ceive Little or No Attention; Dutch
Soldier Made British Prisoner in Singa-
pore; Swedes Urge Retaliatory Measures
Against Allies; Trenches of Allies in-
ferior to German; Official French Re-
ports Originate in Gossip; 'Kitchener’s
Armies Said to Be Utterly Disorganized;

That the Craigie House,

by the filing of the will of Mrs. Rich-

probate court at East Cambridge.

The house was deeded by the then
surviving heirs of the poet to . three
trustees “to be held, perserved, main-
tained and managed for the benefit of
the public as a specimen of the best
colonial architecture of the 18th cen-
tury, as a historical monument of the
occupation of the house by
Washington during the siege of Boston
in the Revolutionary war, and as a me-
morial to Henry W. Longfellow.”

With the deed the trustees were given
a sum of money at least sufficient to
keep the old homestead in repair and to
pay the taxes and‘insurance. The deed
of trust was signed by Ernest W. Long-
fellow, a son of the poet, and the three
daughters, famous as the characters in
the famous poem, “The Children's

Dana’s will was made in October, 1913,
just before the deed of trust was fully
consummated, but after she and one
other heir had signed the deed. In her
will filed she refers to the deed of trust
which is now on file with the registrar
of deeds at East Cambridge. "
Craigie House itself is one of the most
beautiful pieces of property in the city
of Cambridge. Set on a knoll just in
the rear of the Longfellow Memorial
Park, it affords an unbroken view of the
Charles River, and is one of the histor-
ical show spots of New England.

Nova Scotian Makes Business of Supply-
ing Tree “Kmees” to Shipbuilding

‘Boston, ‘Mass.,- Aug: 5.—Frank Muise,
of Tusket Forks, Nova Scotia, said to be
the only digger of tree roots for angle
braces in. shipbuilding who makes a
specialty of the business, was here last
week spending a day in Boston on busi-
ness and pleasure, j :

Mr. Muise knows every trail and sec-
tion of woods in’ the vicinity of Tusket
falls and Yarmouth, Nova Scotia, and is
familiar with the topography of the ad-
joining forests of the country. He
searches the woods for certain trees, digs
up, the roots, and when he finds one
growing at a certain angle he saws the
root off, and’ after preparing it with a
draw-shave he sells the “knee” or angle
brace to shipyards for the construction
of ships. Mr. Muise is said to have sup-
plied every shipyard in New England
with these “knees” at some time or
other, and some of his manufactured
roots have been sent!to shipbuilding
plants even farther away from his forest
workshop.

He searches diligently all summer and
much of the winter looking for his spec-
ialty. which is in great demand by the
shipbuilding companies owing to the na-
tural joints being more durable than
those made by machinery.

BIG BERRY TRADE -

.| One Express Company Alone Shipping

at the Rate of 300 Crates a Day Dur-
ing Recent Week

(Amherst Guardian)

An average of 800 crates a day was
the = Sackville _strawberry shipment
through the Dominion Express Company
during two weeks recently. How. many
crates were disposed of in other ways
is not known but it may probably be
assumed that the overage shipment from
Sackville district during the two weeks
was well over 800 crates daily. )

As each crate holds thirty-two boxes
it requires only a very simple caleula-
tion to show that the daily shippment
through the one company was 9,600
boxes.: On Monday ‘alone of last week
the Dominion Company handled ne few-
er than 880 crates or 12,160 boxes. How
much the berry growers were receiving
a box on that-day The Guardian does
not know but the figure was probably
ten -or eleven cents. Taking the smaller
figure as the price a box, the growers
received a total of $1,216 for the one
day’s shipment through one company.
That isn’t bad business. .

In recent years an increasing number
of people at the Sackvilles have gone
into berry business and the acreage de-
voted to that purpose has grown stead-
ily. W. B. Fawcett, however, remains
the strawberry king of the district with
several other men of the same surname
not far behind him so far as the size of
the crops they respectively raise iscon-
cerned. Some idea of the extent of Mr.
Fawcett’s berry raising operations is
given by the fact that he frequently has
more than half a hundred pickers at
work in. his fields.

A BULLETIN ON SWINE RAISING

The second edition of Bulletin No. 17
of the federal live stock branch, entitled
Swine Husbhandry in Canada has been is-
sued, and may be had on application to
the Publications Branch of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture at Ottawa. The in-
terest in swine raising stimulated, no
doubt, by the high values of pork pro-
ducts, made such a demand for informa-
tion on this subject that the first edition
printed last year was quickly exhausted.
This edition brings up to date statistics
with respect to pedigree registration and
the trade in hog products. It is shown
that the total exports for the fiscal year
ended March 81, 1915, amounted to 166,-
048,519 lbs., as against 27, 561,140 lbs, in
the previous year.

This bulletin covers the whole field
of swine raising, giving the results of
official experiments as well as the prac-
tices of successful farmer swine raisers.
An interesting section describes the sys-
tem of feeding hogs in Denmark, where
combinations of food are prepared ac-
cordidg to their food units in which one
pound of grain, wheat, barley, peas, corn
ete., constitutes one food unit which is
equal to 8 lbs. mangels, 4 lbs. boiled
potatoes, 5 lbs. alfalfa, 6 lbs. skim milk,
or 12 1bs. whey. It is shown that the
diet is varied in a definite way for pigs
of different ages. »

BODN 10, LUNBER OLSTRY
Permission to Export Unmanufactured

Lumber From Newfoundland of Un-
estimated Bemefit

boom of the timper and lumber busipess
in the history of Newfoundland has re-
sulted from the recent passage of the
law permitting the exportation of un-
sawn or unmanufactured lumber from
Newfoundland and permitting other
privileges to lumbermen. Coming just
when the universal want of lumber i§
being felt throughout the world, because
of the cutting off of much of the supply
from countries now engaged in the war,
both Canadian and United States cap-
ital has been attracted into the new
field by the possibilities of large profits.

Under the old law it was impossible
to develop the lumber business of the
big island or of Labrador, and millions
of feet of prime timber was allowed to
remain in the forests until ‘it either fell
or was destroyed by fire. This law has
been suspended for two years in New-
foundland and for ten years in Labra-
dor, but it is confidently predicted that
the development of the new industry
will be so profitable that a further sus-
pension will be voted by the govern-
ment and that the old conditions will
never again be permitted.

Within the last few months thousands
of square miles of stumpage have been
contracted for and arrangements made
for developing a big export business.
The English commission that recently
made an investigation of the timber re-
sources found that about 95 per cent of
the forests is spruce whose tensile
strength and toughness of fibre are “un-
surpassed.” British buyers are here con-
tracting for pit props and other colliery
and building lumber as well as pulp-
wood. A doszen large cargoes already
have been shipped to FEngland and
France, and it is estimated that about
6,000 men are now engaged in the woods
getting out lumber. The new legisla-
tion will facilitate the efforts of United
States interests to secure sites and fights
for the erection of pulp and paper mills,
as, among other things, the entrance
duty free is permitted for all the appar-
atus and machinery required in such
plants. The only mill now operating
in the colony for pulp and paper manu-
facture is that of Lord Harmsworth at
Grand Falls, which is now operating at
the full capacity.

Indications are that Newfoundland
will now begin to take an important
place in the lumber business of the
world, as it is nearer Europe than any
port of the United States or Canada; it
has open ports the year around and la-
bor is abundant and cheap. Timber
cruisers report that the forests average
so thick in Newfoundland that it will
take forty years, cutting at the rate of
250,000 cords of pulpwood a year, to take
out one generation of trees, while the
vigorous growth will have in this time
more than replaced what had been taken
out. ()

The first ehﬁﬁwn of the British forees|

to be killed during the war in Europe
was Father Finn, of the Dublin Fusil-
iers. He met his death in trying to
save some of his own men in the land-
ing at the Gallipoli Peninsula, The Rev.
H. C. Fester, Chureh of England chap-
pain to the second R N. Brigade, writes
the following tender appreciation of the
devoted priest:

As I had the privilege and goed for-

tune to be with Father Finn on the

same transport, and during his last days
on earth, 1 daresay a few words from

time. Father Finn’s name will be held

in honor and revered by Christian peo- :

ple all over the world, but, I venture to
say, especially by the clergy and laity
of his own chureh, His blameless char-
acter and the geniality of his dispesition
endeared him to all who came in con-
tact with him. To sge him aqufetly at
work ameng hi sown men of the Dub-
lin Fusiliers - (1st Batt.) gave one the
elue as to why this courageous priest
was so respected and helaved. He al-
ways had a sympathetic ear for the
trials, temptations, difficulties and
troubles of his men, and when they were
depressed and tired of the somewhat
monotonous life on bhoard a transpert,
he was ready with an amusing tale or
a cheery word, so much so that among
his own little circle of Irish “Tommies”
he was known as “Father O'Flynn.”

It was on April 8 that H. M. Trans-
port Ansonia sailed from Alexandria
for Lemnos harbor, which' was
with transports for conveying the troops
to Gallipoli Peninsula. Many a pleas-
ant talk have I had with Father Fiom,
pacing up and down the deck, and I re-
member that the topies we discusaed
were many and varied, and included the
Oxford Movement, Cardinal Newman,
Pusey, the Cowley Fathers, and our fu-
ture landing on a hostile shore. His
sympathy and kindness to me I shall
never forget; he was broadminded, and |
always thought ef others. He celebrated
mass on the fore well-deck beneath a
big tarpaulin,’ and always had an ex-
cellent attendance. ~He placed this at
my disposal for my own service at 7 a.
m, on Sunday mornings, and did every-
thing in his power ‘to help me.

His last Mass was on Saturday mora-
ing, April 24, and, was attended by a
large congregation of his beloved Dub-
lin Fusiliers. Our_ship lay off Tenedos,
surrounded by the wérships of' the Grand
Fleet, which were ‘getting ready for the

First Year of War Reviewed

(Bangor Commercial)

The second year of the European war
has begun. On Aug. 1, 1914, Germany
declared war against Russia and the last
chance vanished of localizing the Aus-
tro-Serbian war, declared three days pre-
viously by Austria-Hungary.

All the great Powers of Europe were
drawn into a struggle the like of which
history has not heretofore recorded. El-
even nations are at war and almost all
lands are affected, directly or indirectly
Millions of men h{ve been killed, wound-
ed or carried to captivity in  hostile
countries. Billions of dollars have been
expended. Thousands of square miles of
territory have been devastated and hun-
dreds of cities and towns laid waste.

| Half the world is in mourning for the

dead. And although the war has been
in progress with- unexampled fury for a
year the result may be summarized in
one brief sentence: No decisive results
have been achieved and the end is not
in sight. 2

' Determination to pursue the war to a
decisive ending has been expressed by
high officials of allithe beligerent nations,
.preparations are beifig made for next
winter’'s campaign and, in fact it is
more likely to increase in size rather
.than decrease. It is still an open ques-
‘tion whether Bulgaria, Roumania or
Greece will be drawn in.

In view of the immensity of the strug-
gle previous standards count for little
in considering the price the world is
paying. The figures involved are so vast
as to convey little meaning. The nations
at war have poured out their treasur-
es of men and gold without limit. The
usual standards of life have been sub-
"ordinated or-disregarded; and in some
_cases, social, industrial and political ac-
tivities have been virtually reorganized
on a militaristic basis, to make all con-
tribute to the supreme necessities of war.

It is impossible to obtain accurate
statistics of the number of men engag-
ed, the casualties and the cost. For ob-
vious  reasons the size of the variousar-
mies is kept secret. Most of the nations
do not consider it expedient to reveal
the number of casualties; in fact Great
Britain is the only one which has given
out official totals. As to the money ex-
pended’ there are available only partial
statistics.

More than: half the population of the
world lives in the countries at war. The
popnlation: 'of ; the! warring countries is
estimated roughly at 947,000,000 and of
the countries at peace 797,000,000. The
population - of the Entente ‘nations is

' perhaps five times as' great as that of

their opponents. The number of men un-
der arms Has been estimated variously
usually “in ‘the -neighborhood of 20,000,-
000. William Michaelis writing recently

in a Berlin magazine put the number of |

soldiers at war at 21,770,000 for the Al-
lies, 12,820,000 for Germany, Austria-
Hungary and Turkey, 8,950,000.

No previous war has approached the
present one in wholegale destruction of
life. This is due not only to the number
of men- involved, but to the terrible ef-
ficiency . of . .modern weapons. ~Tren
warfare on’a.great scale with'its‘deadly
charges, mining operations and extensive
use of artillery and hand grenades, has
contributed to this end. Whereas in the
past it has been calculated that the pro-

The battles on"thie plains of Flanders
on the Warsaw front in the Austro-
German advance through Galicia and in
the Carpathians were :aended by fright-
ful slaughter. Russian losses in the Car-
pathians alone were estimated unofficial-
ly at 500,000. Along the battlefields from

Atras, in northwestern France, to the
Belgian coast, whole ifelds have been
covered with corpses, and at the time of
the attempt of the Germans to reach the
English Channel the Yser canal was
choked with the dead. According to the
British official statisti¢s 'the British army
alone has béen losing of late in killed,
wounded and missing 2,000 a day. On
June 9 Premier Asguith announced that
British casualties’ since the beginning of
the war (excluding losses’ ot 18,849 up
to May 81) amounted to 258,069 of which
the total of killed was 50,842. - ki

Losses More Than 6,000,000 &

The losses of Gérmany, France and
Russia, by reason ‘of their larger amies,
have been far greater. The Heer Un
Politik of Berlin early in June estimated
that more than 5,000,000 soldiers of the
countries at war with Germany and her
allies have been :killed, wounded ' or
captured. Hillairs Belloc,  the English
military writer, said Germany’s poten-
tial manhood for actual fighting probab~
ly had diminished from all causes by near-
lyone half in the first year of the war and
asserted a conservative estimate was that
Germany had much nearer 4,000,000 than
8,000,000 men permanently .out of the
field, Estimates of the actual casualties
run from 6,000,000 to 8,000,000 with the
former figure probably conservative.

The cost in money runs to a similarly
huge total. Great Britain is now spend-
ing about $15,000,000 a day on the war
according to Premier Asquith, Albert
Metin, general budget reporter of the
French Chamber of Deputies calculates
the war is costing France $10,000 a min-
ute or $14,400,000 a day, William Mich-
aelis—recently esi the daily cost
to Germany at $8,260,000 saying 40 days
of this war cost as much as the whole
Franco-Prussian war of 1870-71. In
March Dr .Karl Helfferich, secretary of
the Imperial Treasury of Germany, said
the war was . costing. all beligerents'
$876,000,000 a week,

On. the ‘basis of Dr. Helfferich’c esti~
mate, the first year.of the war cost the.
stupendous sum of $11,500,000,000. Mr,
Michaelis puts the .figures at 15 billions
of dollars, not including Italy’s expen-
ditures, a sum more than 50 per
greater than the gold production of the
world during the last 500 years. Other
estimates run still (higher, to 20" billion
dollars or more.

In addition to the  money expended
dirvectly on the war. the loss in destruc-
tion of property ‘Yon land and sea has
run high into the millions. Great losses
are being occasioned by the cessation or
curtailment of many forms of productive
industry. The energies of the world have
been largely diverted to. making war.

Hon. J, D. Hazen ' delivered an im-
pressive address of half an hour’s dura-
tion, first in the Imperial Theatre and

democratic principles prevail, and liberty
be assured the world in generations to
come. Yet while there had been no de-
cisive battle, he did not think there was
one loyal man in the Empire who did not
believe more firmly today that there
could be only one outcome, the glori-
ous triumph of the Allies.

Outstanding Facts,

Though there had been no decisive
battle yet there were many thing out-
standing, and one was that the soldiers

Cannot Do Too Much,

Realizing all this, was it not a fact
that Canada could not do too much to
strengthen Britain and the Allies and
bring the war to a conclusion in the in-
terests. for which they were fighting?

In eastern Canada we had bardly be-
gun to suffer.. Lumbermen and farmers
were enjoying high prices. St. John’s
exports last winter exceeded any previous
season by $18,000,000. We hardly felt
sacrifice, apart from that so nobly made
by those who had. sent their sons to the
fight, and this was another reason why
in the year to come the people should
make every sacrifice in their power to
bring the war to a successful termina-
tion.

Canada had done nobly and well was
this appreciated by Britain and her Al-
lies. That this was so was well illus-
trated in the honors paid Premier Bor-
den in England and France. The do-
minion had sent more than 75,000 men
across the sea 'and 75,000 more were
under mobilization or enlistment. We
were not a military people and that we
had done this and equipped such alarge
body in twelve months was a tribute to
the genius, patriotism and love of lib-
erty of the Canadian people and their
determination to stand by the motherland
to the last dollar and the last man.

That further sacrifices would be need-
ed was beyond question, not as charity
but as a duty. Secretary Ames, of the
Canadian patriotic fund, had told him
that by next April or May the fund
would be exhausted. As more men were
enlisted, so the demands upon it grew.

In St. John and New Brunswick’ there

He appealed to|
the people for a generous response when‘
this further eall came.

In the matter., of volunteers, New
Brunswick had done well. Three regi-
ments had been recruited, besides artil-
lery batteries, cavalry squadrons, army
service corps, etc, and it was to be
hoped we would fill up the battalions
now called for. In no part of Canada
had the women done more generous noble
veork than in St. John and New Bruns-
wick and he warmly commended them
for it.

Mr, Hazen felt that after the war
there would come a réarrangement of
ihe relations of the empire and the over-

‘seas dominions; no doubt in the direction
of closer union in the matter of defence
and other, purposes. Nowhere would
this be more strongly welcomed than in
Icyalist St. Johm, in New Brunswick and
alls Canada, which was destined to be-
c¢ome a great sirong arm of the empire.

L. P. D. Tilley, M. P. P.

Speaking at the Opera House, L. P.
D. Tilley reviewed the war, first from

the German standpoint. He said:

“Today Germany occupies practically |
all of Belgium. She is in possession of .
about 8,000 square miles of France, part |
of this territory .being before the war,
the centre of = French industry and,
French mineral productions. In the east
the German armies have pressed well
into Poland, drawing near to Warsaw,
Riga and Brest-Litowsk. What terri-
tory of the enemy have the British and
her Alies today? The French have a
small foothold in Alsace, and the Allies

last mentioned foothold in the Darda-
nelles has cost France and England in
the period of a few weeks more men
than fell during the whole of the
Crimean war. In other words, Germany
has held France, England and ‘Belgium

the Russians about 100 miles in the east.;
She has supplied officers, ammunition
and guns sufficient to enable the Turks|
to make a stubborn and determined
fight.

The Other Side.

So much for the German aspect of
affairs. \Now let us look on the other
 side -of the war aspect.

German warships and mercantile ships
have been swept off the high seas. The
few German  fighting ships other than
those covoped up at Kiel have been sunk
or interned: Germany has logt practic-
ally all her colonies,*namely, Kiao-Chau,
Southwest Africa, Togoland, Kamerun,
Samoa. What chance is there that Ger-
many can turm’ her present gains into

for a moment consider peace after one
‘year’s warfare. ~If they’ did it would
leave Germany mistress of Europe. .

“When the war broke out, France and
Russia were only partially prepared;
England, or the ‘British: Empire, from a
military standpoint, not at all; Belgium
had but a small army and Italy had not
commenced to even collect her forces.
The small country of Serbia to the best
of her ability might be.considered ready.
i “In twelve months, England has had
‘to manufacture an army. She has had
to provide for new plant and material
for turning out her munitions of war;
in other words, to endeavor to perform
in twelve months work that Germany
‘has been p g for and accomplish-
ing within the. last twenty years. In
‘the. ‘twelve -months - past ‘England - has
‘built up an effective army, growing
stronger every ddy. The Allies’ manu-
facture of guns and munitions of war is

to be steady .and continuous.

. “The fight for the very existence. of
the British Empire and of this beloved
country of ours is now on. What good
will it be for Canadians to attempt to
.defend Canada if Great Britain and her
Allies fail? The present war is a war
at which the very national life and ex-
istence of the British Empire is at stake,
and Canada’s status and existence are
at stake. Let us as a people, as a prov-
in¢e, as a city, awake to the realization
that every .man and woman of this
country must be prepared by organized
and united effort to do his or her duty
to bring about victory for Britain and
her Allies, and thus assure to this coun-
try the freedom which ghe has for the
last 100 years or more maintained. This
war is not over and great sacrifices will
have to be made before it is. Great
.sacrifices. have been made already and
the men and women of this country must
both”be prepared to make such sacri-
ces.

At Lyric Theatre,

At the Lyric Theatre the speakers
‘were. W, J. Mahoney and W, E. Foster.
Mr. Mahoney, who spoke comparatively
early in the evening, gave an address in
which he traced the courSe of last twelve
months’ events and spoke of the neces-
sity of the empire putting out .its united
efforts to bring the war to a successful
conclusion. Mr. Foster, owing to the
lateness of the hour at which he was
able to take the platform, confined his
remarks to a brief statement that it had
béen abundantly shown that Britain had
not entered the war only for interest but
had nobly faced the great sacrifices for
the sake of keeping her honor untarnish-
ed. . ‘Having said that it was for the
Canadian people to give their support he
invited the Daughters of the Empire to
take the announced collection in the
avdience.

W. J. Mahoney,

: Mr. Mahoney’s address emphasized the
fact that from the first Lord Kitchener
had declared that the war would be long
and would tax the full energy of the
people but that his words at the begin-
ning were slighted by those who said that
it would be short.

“Great Britain at the commencement
of the war,” he went on, “was compara-
tively unprepared for the conflict, par-
ticularly as to iand forces, but a great
ermy has sincc been put in the field in
France and Belgium and all the colonies
of Great Britain have nobly responded
and today it is estimated that there are
$50,000 men of Britain’s colonies enrolled.
(Applause.) Our own fair dominion has
sent many men to support the mother
country in her hour of need. How well
they have acquitted themselves in the
fields of Flanders is well known to us
all. The Canadians have made a great
name for themselves and for Canada.
They have already proven themselves
great fighters, those who have been in
the battles, many of them giving up their
lives already in the interest of justice
upon the altar of their country. Many
more Canadians are ready and awaiting
the order to go to the front, where I
have no doubt they will acquit them-
selves equally as well as their brother
Canadians have already done. (Ap-
plause.) Our own 26th Battalion when
given a chance to prove their mettle will
be the equal of any. They are fighting
for a good and noble cause and ‘“thrice
is he armed who hath his quarrel. just.®

for the welfare of the men at the front.
_ Mr. Armstrong pointed out that the
object of the observance was not self-
glorification nor was it to engage in idle
boasting, flag waving and crying Rule
Britannia, but, rather, it was a day of
hope, a day when account was taken of
the events of the past year.

It was not a day of mourning, he said;
it was a day for consideration of what
we have at stake and for endeavor to
prepare for the future.

“Today we should make fresh conse-
cration of our ellegiance fo the empire’s
great struggle.”

The speaker brought to mind that
there was strong reason for the people
here to be thankful for the splendid «con-
dition in which we find ourselves when
other peoples, the Belgians for examplc,|
have been ruthlessly crushed and de-!
spoiled.

Although unprepared, we have donel
well, said Mr. Armstrong, and civilians
should learn with pride of the accom-
plishments: of the British navy and of
British arms.

“Today we should consider the splen-
did unity of the empire; we should con-
sider the oneness of purpose in the Al-
lies’ battle lines—a fight for the cause
of liberty; we should consider the sac-
rifice of the brave Belgian people.”

‘The audicnce was reminded that Ger-
man colonial possessions had been wrest-
ed from the Kaiser’s grasp.

In referring to the part Canada has
taken in the world war, Mr. Armstrong
asserted that there was room for a cer-
tain degree of pride in the part which
Canadian soldiers have played on the
battle fields; but, he called attention to
the fact there was yet much for Canada
to do in sending more men and in sup-
plying more munitions.

The audience was reminded that con-
sideration must be given to the wounded
soldiers and in this there was wide scope
for the efforts of all in helping to pro-
vide for convalescents and in later pro-
viding employment for those who would
be unfitted for active pursuits.

Mr. Armstrong advised that an indus-
trial campaign be planned so that greater
efficiency would result.

It was the duty of the empire to fight
until Germany was really beaten to her
knees, he insisted, so that liberty might
be won. Otherwise, all sacrifice was in
vain.

A FIACER'S VEW |
ON HUNGPAL LONNS

(Montreal Financial Times.) .

We find it difficult to credit the report
that the Union of Canadian Municipali-
ties, that most admirable organization
which has profited so extensively by the
sound advice and leadership of W. D.
Lighthall, is planning to apply to the
parliament of Canada for an act author-
izing municipalities to lend to manufac-
turers who have been embarrassed by
the reduction of bank advances. A more
unsound piece of economics could scar-
cely be imagined. There might be some
excuse for it if the banks were
unable to meet the demands of -legiti-
mate borrowers; but the situation is the
| precise opposite—the banks are crammed
with funds which they are only too glad
to advance to any borrower who can
offer reasondble assurances that he needs
them for the production of marketable
commodities, and that he can ‘realize
upon those commodities and repay the
loan at the proper timé: It is absurd-to
suppose that the reduced volume of loans
to Canadian business enterprises, and the
vast accumulations of anemployed funds

policy on. the part of bankers; they are
costing the banks far too much, and
since there is now no danger whatever
of a “run” ‘on any an bank as
the result of war developments, there is
no reason for keeping stronger than
ordinary prudence requires. The real

utter uncertainty of the future market
for all sorts of manufactured commodi-
ties. - A bank eannot'loan to 4 manu-
facturer, an importer ‘or a :whole-salér,
for the purpose of éarrying a
which may, not ' become saleable
months or- years, or may never become
saleable at all. With' a very few ex-
ceptions, it is safe to say that businesses
which have been refused funds by their
bankers in the last few months have
been refused funds for very good amd
sufficient reasons—so far as the safety
of the funds is concerned. The would-
be borrower is apt to think that so long
as he is offering a security which can-
not get away and. :which: s insured
against destruction by fire or theft, he
is entitled to a loan, but the profession-
al lender knows that such security may
be “absolutely unrealizable whén most
needed, unless there i§ an assured mar-
ket for it at all times."

The municipalities, chiefly concerned
in keeping local industries going and
maintaining pay-lists, would be under
the strongest temptation to make ad-
vances to concerns which had been re-
fused for this perfectly valid reason by
the banks. The-reSult- would doubtless
be very pleasant for a‘time; but when
the taxpayers found that they were com-
ed to make good the losses out of
heir. own pockets and take over a lot
of unsaleable merchandise as their only
recompense, they would be grievously
annoyed. We do not anticipate that the

f parliament. of Canada ‘will make any

such mistake as this, éven if the Union
of Municipalities does 8o, but it is well
to protest in good season, and we ven-
ture, therefore, to implore the Union to
reconsider_its attitude. The real salva-
