the plant of the American Dye • 
Works at 2 7 Elm street, and did 
considerable damage to adjoin­
ing buildings before it was sub­
dued. Owing to the large am- ' 
ount of gasoline on the premises 
the building was a mass of 
flames on the arrival of the fire­
men, who quickly responded to 
the first alarm. It was thought 
at first that the fire would spread 
rapidly and assume the propor­
tions of a conflagration, but it 
burnt itself out so rapidly that 
this danger was soon over, and 
the fire was under control about 
half an hour after the sounding 
of the first alarm, 
estimated at more than $10,000.

Fire Chief Vaughan was soon on 
the scene and caused a second alarm 
to be sounded as well as a third, which 
attracted a large crowd to the local­
ity. The firemen fought the blaze 
with more than the ordinary danger 
to themselves owing to the fact that 
two tanks, filled with gasoline, were 
in the basement of the building and 
also the danger from coming in con­
tact with falling live wires.

S. Capetown, which is sailing today, are to visit ports of the Mari­
time Provinces and -the St. Lawrence this summer, according to 
advices received at Lieutenant-Governor Todd's office here from 
Vice-Admiral J. A. Fergusofc, titiirirriander-in-chief of the North 
America and West Indies station at Bermuda.

According to the approximate pro-^' 
gram of the cruise, as made public 
today by R. S. Barker, official secretary 
to His Honor the Lieut.-Governor of 
New Brunswick, the Wistaria and the 
Valerian will sail from Bermuda on 
July 12, both going direct to Saint 
John, where they are due July 16.

REMAIN WEEK.
There they will remain until July 

22, when they part company, the Wis­
taria sailing for Digby, N. S, and re­
maining there for four days, then mak­
ing similar stops at Yarmouth and 
Shelburne before arriving at Halifax

The Valerian will remain at Saint 
John until July 23rd, and then sail 
for St. Andrews-By-The-Sea, remain­
ing there until July 29, and then going 
on to Bar Harbor, Maine, to remain 
there until August 9. On August 11 
the Valerian is due at Halifax, N. S, 
two days after the Wistaria has sail­
ed from there for Sydney. The Val­

minutes after the sounding of the first 
alarm. It was said that there were 
about 15 employes at work in the build­
ing at the time of the fire, the origin 
of which was not definitely known.

Several of the wires of the Civic 
Hydro Commission were burned off the 
poles and fell to the ground, some of 
the firemen having narrow escapes from 
being electrocuted. The power was shut 
off and Barry Wilson, the engineer of 
the commission, had men at work dis­
connecting the taps to Elm street, on 
completion of which, service to the 
North End was resumed. A cable of 
the New Brunswick Telephone Com­
pany leading out Elm street and serv­
ing about 25 customers was destroyed.

TRAFFIC HELD UP
Traffic in Main street between Port­

land and Harrison, was suspended 
about an hour, street cars from the 
city going as far as Portland street and 
returning.

It was said that a spectator had one 
of his hands burned by a falling wire 
and this caused one of the members 
of the Salvage Corps to remark that 
spectators did not sufficiently obey the 
orders of these fire policemen who have 
power to make arrests if necessary.

SNAPPING TURTLES
By ARTHUR N. PACK 

President, The American Nature 
Association

^NAPPING turtles there are of more 
heroic build than our common 

one of tlie eastern United States, but 
none that inch for inch combines more 
tenacity of life and more uncomprom­
ising ferocity.

Just out of the egg, they will snap 
at anything that disturbes them, and 
the last act of the life of an old snap­
per—no one knows how long they do 
live—is to shut its jaws on some en­
emy, and refuse to let go even In 
death.

The life of the snapping turtle be­
gins in some sandy bank where Its

-e-mother has laid her two or three 
dozen round rubbery shelled eggs in 
a hole of her own digging, and after 
putting down the replaced soil over 
them, gone on about her leisurely 
■business, leaving the rest to fate.

Nor does the young snapper, on 
emerging from the shell, waste any 
time looking for parental help. He 
merely digs his way out to daylight, 
and starts out to make a living.

The food of the baby snapper con­
sists of anything in the animal or 
vegetable line that he can pick up 
and he himself passes as food in the 
eyes of many a bird and beast.

If he escapes these in his early 
youth, however, lie has few enemies 
to fear during the next hundred years 
or so. Fish and frog and duckling, 
and the leaves and fruit of many wa­
ter plants form a part of his bill of 
fare.

■ The Irish Statesman, reviewing the 
strike calmly from Dublin, remarks in 
connection with the suppression of the 
newspapers: “Though we doubt if it 
was good policy, I he Labor party prob­
ably impressed the average man every­
where with the reality of the strike 
more by cutting off his daily paper 
than if they had allowed the papers 
to appear with long columns of scare 
headings. It is the modern equivalent 
of the plague of darkness that fell on 
ancient Egypt. Wilt thou .'et our people 
go? Then try what it is to live in a 
darkness of news.”

Yes, despite all the abuse which is 
ofttimes directed against the news­
paper, its necessity to modern man is 
admitted when he is suddenly deprived 
of it—and only then does he realize 
the measure cf his dependence on it.

Miss Marsden is now working to try 
to start a leper fund all over the world, 
when every one will give a penny to 
help outcast lepers in all parts of the 
world.

“I have been all over the world look­
ing for lepers—but now I can go no 
more, ’ she said recently. “I am crippled 
as a result of my journey across Si- 
neria, and have decided to stay here 
out of the world to help the lepc-s 
with my prayers and with what or­
ganizing I can do.”

From her tiny cottage, in which she 
is almost imprisoned by a paralytic 
stroke, she is helping the St. Francis’ 
Guild of Lepers, which she founded, 
and which is cairying on her work.

“My journey to Northern Siberia 
was one of the most terrible I have 
ever made in my life,” she said, “but 
I had heard such horrible tales of the 
condition of the lepers in the Sredni 
Vilwisk that I,was determined to go.

“In the far north of Asia, the cold­
est place in the world, there are nine 
months of darkness and winter, with a 
temperature of over 60 degrees below 
zero. It is into this waste land that the 
leper is driven.

Between 
May 6 and May 19, 19 ships brought in 
101,038 tons of British hard coal.

NEW YORK, June 11—The ratio of 
suicides to the population of the United 
States, as shown In figures compiled by 
Frederick L. Hoffman, consulting sta­
tistician of the Prudential Insurance 
Company of America, has increased 
slightly from that in 1924. The rate of 
suicides in 1926, based on the records 
of 75 cities, was 15.6 per 100,000, and In 
1924 it was 15.3 per 100,000.

San Diego, Cal., Dr. Hoffman found, 
had the highest rate of the cities rec­
orded—39.6 per 100,000. This, however, 
was a decrease of 5.6 from the record 
of 1924. The Pacific Coast and the Mid­
dle West generally, it was said, had 
higher rates than the East. New York 
(Manhattan and the Bronx) was said to 
have had 20.4 suicides per 100,000, while 
Brooklyn had 10.6.
