Commissioner Thornton reported on
the matter. He said the claim was made
by #. D. P. Lewin for the Brown family
in August and was now pressed for sct-
tlement. He read the opinion of the city
recorder but thought that as the matter
belonged to the public works depart-
ment, action should be taken by that
depfartment.

#mmissioner Frink moved that the
amounts recommended by the city solic-
itor be paid and save the matter going
to court.

Commissioner Jones objected to the
payment and favored taking the matter
to court. The motion was carried, how-
ever, his being the only dissenting voice.

Commisioner Frink remarked that he
presumed the city would in future refuse
to allow anything being erected in the
public squares which might cause dam-
age to life or property.

Under Street Services.

The mayor asked if the power company
and the telephone company had been
notified of the city’s intention of paving
Prince William street next year.

Commissioner Bullock was of the opin-
jon that the power company should be
asked to present a report on the con-
dition of its gas mains in streets which
were to be paved.

Dr. Frink said that the power com-
pany had authority from the provincial
legislature to dig up the street when and
where they wished. He would notify
them regarding Prince William street
but knew that he would get the usual
stereotyped reply. :

Speaking of co-operation with the city,
hie said that the power company kept
« man in Prince Edward street day and

_ #ight to make sure the city put six
inches of concrete under the track. ‘“Do
you call that co-operation?” he asked.

On motion of Commissioner Jones
it was decided to return deposits’ made
by applicants for permission to instal
sewers who had not found it necessary
to use the permits. In one case a man
planned to build and changed his mind,
while in another entry had been made
in a private sewer.

Tear Down Old City Hall,

Commissioner Thornton reported re-
garding the old market building on the
west side. He said it would cost about
$2,500 to put it in repair, and he thought
it would serve no purpose.
The building inspector repurted, recom-
mending that it either be removed or dis-
mantled, as it was unsafe and a public

auisance. He asked for authority to have

he building torn down and material re-
noved. ‘The commissioner said -he could
loubtless get someone to remove the
milding for the wood that was in it.
In motion, the authority was granted.

Tower Street Water.

Regarding the proposed Tower street
water extension, Commissioner Jones
wsved that he be authorized to lay a six-
inch or eight-inch pipe at an estimated
cost of $4,000, the work to be done by
day’s work and to be paid for by bond
jssue. Mr. Jones said it was a question
of renewal of a service from which rev-
enue was now being obtained. He did
not think the city should in this case de-
mand the ten per cent. guarantee.

Professor Harris said that the original !

E. Wrench, D. S. O.,”when a guest of His
Excellency Lord Grey at Rideau Hall,
Ottawa, in 1906. The Empire here
means nothing more than the Common- |
wealth of Nations of British origin. It |
had no jingoistic implication.

In August of 1910 the Daily Mail of
London advocated the formation of an
“Overseas Club” to realize Major
Wrench’s aspirations. The first public
meeting to organize the club was June
27th, 1911, a week after the coronation,
when a constitution was drawn up. In
May, 1912, the major and his sister made
A tour of the Overseas dominions. On
May 24, 1914, the club’s first premises
‘were opened in London by the lord
mayor. At this critical time Lord
Northcliffe gave financial aid, as also Mr.
A. S. Cochran of New York, to the ex-
tent of $3,000. The membership had
risen from 850 in 1915 to 26,000 at this
date. The club presented 850 airplanes
1o the government during the war. On
April 9th, 1915, the Halifax Branch was
jnaugurated, His Honor Mr. Justice Rus-
sell being the first president. The
Journal was started in December, 1915,
and had now a circulation of 24,000
copies. The club had just acquired Ver-
non House, Park Place, St. James Park,[
S. W, as a club house, and as a wurl
memorial to those Overseas men who fell
in the Great War.

St. Andrews, N. B, Nov. 16—Hon.
W. E. Foster, premier of New Bruns-
wick, and W. F. Todd, the Liberal can-
didate in Charlotte county, addressed an
audience of 1,000 people, one of the lar-
gest and most enthusiastic gatherin,
ever held in St. Andrews, in Andraelo
Hall here last evening. Judge George
M. Byron presided and introduced the
speakers, who addressed the electors on
the chief issues of the campaign, point-
fog out how the policies and practices
of the present federal administration ad-
verisely affected the interests of the peo-
ple Yef Charlotte county.

Premier Foster declared that the ques-
tion of the tariff was one of very great
fmportance to the people residing so
close to the border. He showed that the
government was not adhering to the
principle of routing Canadian trade
through Canadian ports, and calling at-
tention to the shortness of the distance
between Portland, .(Me.;) and ports in
Charlotte county. Hon. Mr. Foster quot-
ed from an account of a speech by the
premier of Canada at Montreal in which
the Hon. Mr. Meighen said: “This gov-
ernment could not and no government
could make itself responsible for the dis-
memberment of the Grand Trunk sys-
tem of railways. What would have hap-

ened, for example, if the line to Port-
and had, in the process of liquidation,
passed out of the system and become the
property of American lines?” Com-
menting upon this pronouncement, Pre-
mier Foster said it would have been the
greatest blessing if the line had passed
out of the hands of the Canadian people.

Canada and the United States, had claim-
ed that the adoption of the agreement
would be followed by the diversion of
the traffic, more particularly the grain
trade, through American channels instead
of causing it to be routed through Can-
adian ports.

HOW THE BLIND
TRIUMPH OVER
THAT DISABILITY

Principal Race of Ontario In-
stitute Describes Its Work
—Pupils are Cheerful.y

Stratford, Ont, Nov. 17—W. B. Race,
Principal of the Ontario Institute for
the Blind at Brantford, speaker at the
Chamber of Commerce luncheon here,
told of the education and training of the
blind.

In beginning his address he expressedfI
regret that the blind men whom the |
public usually came in contact were beg-
gars on corners. He reminded his hear-
ers that there was a much different
class. He mentioned Sir Arthur Pearson
founder of Pearson’s Weekly and of St.
Dunstan’s School for the Blind; Mr.
Fgwcett, an important educator in Bri-
tain and later Postmaster-Generdl; Dr.
Babcock of Chicago, an eminent surgeon
on heart disease; Milten who wrote his
blindness ;
Helen Kelled, deaf, dumb and blind,
who learned to speak by sheer perser-
verance and effort; Dr. Fraser, Superin-
tendent of Education in Halifax;” Mr.
Raymond, Liberal candidate in Brant- |
ford, who is a distinguished speaker and |
a Shakesperian scholar, and who is |
partly blind; Trooper Mulloy, the only |
so wounded in the
South African war. These men, Mr.
Rz.xce said, had triumphed over their
blindness, and speak of it as a physical
disability.

Mr. Race went on to speak of others,
grgduntes of the Ontario School for the
}Slmd, which was founded in 1872. The
institute is under the Department of
Education, and pupils between the ages
of 7 and 21 are adiitted.

To take care of adults a similar insti-
!:ute was founded in Toronto. At this
institute work is given to adults, men
and women. They are paid for their
work, which is sold.

Course at the School.

. The Ontario school is free, because
it is felt that blind children are entitled
Par-

clothing, while the cost of tuition and
board is borne by the Government of
Ontario. There are only two other blind
schools in the Dominion. The Ontario
school receives pupils from the Western
Provinces under an agreement as to!
sharing the cost of maintenance.

The work of the schools is exactly ihe
same as that in any other school except
for art. They do much other work and
get up early and begin early.

NOW DIRECT
NEGOTIATION

Preliminary Work at Wash-
ington Ended.

Heads of Nine Delegations at
Work Today on the Prob-
lems of Far East—Chinese
Points Taken as Basis.

: (Canadian Press)

Wasbington, Nov. 17—Preliminary
reconnoitering gave way to more direct
negotiation today in the endeavors of
the armament conference to find a solu-
tion for the problems of the Far East.

Sitting as a special committee on the -
Far Eastern situation, the heads of the
nine delegations went into conference to
outline the respective. policies by which
each be guided and to -work out a pian
of procedure that will give each of these
policies a fair show.

The ten points presented yesterday by
China with the general backing of the
U. S. formed the basis of today’s ex-
change, which were designed to develop
step by step the exact attitude of the
nine delegations.

No one expected this process to go
very far at today’s meeting, although
the discussion of a programme was con-
sidered certain to draw out the opinions
of the powers as to the relative im-
portance of the topics before them.

The U. S. delegation would be glad
to see the big nine, or the full confer-
ence go directly to work without parcel~
ing out branches of the task to any
more sub-committees than are absolutely
essential.

Australian Views.

Melbourne, Nov. 16.—Argument for
the reaching of an understanding in the
Pacific as indispensable in connection
with drastic naval limitation is advanced
by the Sydney Evening News in com-
menting on the Washington conference
proposals. The U. S. has taken a
strongly popular line, the newspaper
says, and the world will' acclaim the
proposition, “but the limitation of ar-
maments is worthless and might even be
inadvisable unless the great sea powers
make a covenant to observe interna-
tional equality in the Pacific.”

The Sydney Daily Telegraph says Sec-
retary Hughes in his proposals “has
erected a finger post pointing to a turn-
ing of the path in the history of civili-
zation.” The alternative to the adoption
of such a proposition is “death and de-
struction.”

Secretary Hughes, says the Sydney
Morning Herald, has revived in a new
form the long disputed subject of the
freedom of the seas, and it propounds
the question whether the British navy
as fixed by the proposals will be ade-
quate to protect ‘A ustralia.

Of President Harding’s address open-
ing the conference the Adelaide Adver-
tiser says it was “a thonghtful, elevated
utterance, having a lofty regard to the
dictates of justice and righteousness.”

N. Y. WORLD POINTS
TO GREAT LAKES,

New York, Nov .17. — (Canadian
Press.)—The World, in commenting on
the argument advanced by opponents of
the disarmament plan, that the provision
in the U. S. constitution providing that
congress shall have power “to provide
and maintain a navy,” leaves it impos-
sible for the president and the senate to
make a treaty fixing the size of the U. S.
mnavy for a period of ten years, says:

“The answer to that is that for more
than 103 years the naval strength of the
U. S. and Great Britain on the Great
Y.akes has been limited by a treaty, re-
gardless of the constitutional power of
congress. This agreement was defined
by President Monroe in a formal pro-
clamation issued April 26; 1818, in these
terms: ‘The naval force to be maintained
upon the American lakes by His Majesty
and the government of the U. S. shall
henceforth be confined to tne following
vessels on each side, that is:

«¢On Lake Ontario, to one vessel not
exceeding one hundred tons burden and
armed with one eighteen-pound cannon.

“¢On the upper lakes, to two vessels
not exceeding like burden each, and
armed with like force.

«¢On the waters of L.ake Champlain,
to one vessel not exceeding like burden
and armed with like force.

“¢A]l other armed vessels on these
lakes shall be forthwith dismantled, and
no other vessel of war shall be there
built or armed.

“No agreement reached in Washington
can be more rigid than this.”

The cost of conducting the institution
is necessarily high. For one thing, new
bedding and furniture must be purchased
.on the arrival of each patient. Drugs,
ytoo, of a specially costly nature are re-
quired. It is these circumstances which
have brought this splendid effort to
Yinancial difficulty.

Happily Princess Christian has just
consented to become the patron of the
Homes of St. Giles.

Employment Problems.

Born of the necessity of finding some
means to help train new salespersons,
'get them acquainted with their fellows
'and the inerchandise they had to sell,
prevent errors and make them contented,
‘the Sponsors’ Club of the Golden Rule
Department Store in St. Paul, Minn,
 has become in three years one of the

| most valuable organizations within the
|store and has contributed much to the
eflicient management of the gusiness.

| Today, instead of simply aiding in the
assimilation of new salespersons, the
Sponsors’ Club assists in the actual
management of the business, inspires
ithe entire selling force, serves as a
 training school for minor executives, ad-
justs cases of dissatisfaction, pervents
errors and in many other ways enables
the store to operate efficiently.

| Three years ago, when many new
iclerks were being employed, the manage-
!ment of the Golden Rule Store was
fauced with the problem of training the
inew salespersons so they could give
igood service to customers. It was telt
that the store’s reputation depended on
this service and that it must be kept
up. The new clerks were willing, but
they lacked knowledge of selling and
stock.

Of course, they were given instruc-

tions, when employed by the manage-
.ment, but that naturally could be only
sudimentary and could not, extend to the
point of following the clerks into their
various departments and giving them
immediate help when they met a diffi-
_cult problem.
i It was then that J. H. Todd, general

‘the store, watching for errors, sales-
ichecks inaccuracies, teaching them
metheds of better selling, acquainting
thern with stock and generally aiding
{them in every way possible to become
{ more efficient.
| The sponsor always introduced the
'new clerks to the department buyer and
'assistant buyer. In addition, the spon-
isors would often give actual sales dem-
onstrations. \ Y

Todd says he couldn’t get along with=
out the Sponsors’ Club now. Every
member, he says, is constantly watching
{out for mistakes, and it ‘always offer-
tng suggestions as to how to improve
the service of the store—a cg-operative
\attitude which has aided greatly in
:bullding up the morale of the selling

{Moving Cameras Led
'to Increased Sales.

«Dead stock” was turned into a big
| busipess asset valuable both through: its
own sale and its trade-drawing qualities
when the Hagle Drug Company, of
Hazleton, Pa., began a specialized
i method of selling cameras and photogra-
phic supplies which had, been sleeping
ion the shelves of the establishment for
!some time. The new plan has worked
'so well that Manager E. C. Henwood re-
! ports disposing of twenty-eight cameras
|the first week and about 1,000 rolls of
film, while the business secured keeps
up in ever-increasing volume.

Most drug stores carry cameras and
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supplies, but there are few such estab-
lishments that develop the sales end of
this line to the limit that Henwood did

when he examined his stock list and de-
cided the money invested warranted
steps to move the goods at once,

He went to a local photographer and
asked. him if he would co-operate on a
plan to work up interest in amateur pho-
tography by agreeing to give a bedrock,
labor-cost price on all development
work of films for one week, provided he
were to guarantee the man in the studio
exclusive control of all development
work that would be brought to the Hazle
Drug Company during the year. Hen-
wood opened his campaign with an of-
fer to develop free all the films used
that had been bought at the Hazle store.
He.made this community topic through
extensive use of newspaper space and
the display windows of his store. Cuts
in ecamera prices were not necessary—
the suggestion of free developing did the
trick—and the clerks found the special
drive could be aided further by calling
attention of regular customers to the ser-
vice the store had started.

When the week of free, deyeloping
ended, Henwood found that settling the
bill for the printing of the pictures had
left him with a nice margin of profit—
as well as possession of the names of
several thousands of new customers who
had given their names and addresses
when they left their films to be devel-
oped. To them is sent the literature
that the store issues on candy, drugs,
toilet articles, camera work and other
lines. Their trade is held by the con-
tinuance of a twenty-four-hour devel-
opment service. s

Quiz Salespeople on

 Knowledge of Gocds.

Before salespeople are hired by the
store of Abraham & Straus, Inc., o
Brooklyn, they are first examined as to
their knowledge of the goods handled by
the departments in which they expect
to be placed, said A. S. Pickernell, as-
sistant superintendent of the store, in a
recent lecture before students of the
New York University.

Each department, he said, has its own
set of general questions, which are not
confined merely to the structure or con-
tents of the goods, but include also the
knowledge of their proper uses.

Thus, the questionnaire of the men’s
furnishing department is designed to
find out what the prospective cleck
knows about correct attire for various
formal an dinformal occasions, the styles
and colors in which men of various
builds and complexions look their best,
how to tell whether a fabric is all wool
and what colors are fast, how white
flannels should be cleaned, and the like.

Knowledge on all of these points is of
vital assistance in helping the clerk to
make sales, and to make sales with
which the customer stays satisfied,
‘Pickernell declared.

SUTS OF TELLEGEN
AND FARRAR JOINEL

Divorce and Separation Ac-
tions of Singer and Actor to
be Tried—Husband in an
Auto Mishap. .

(New York Times.)

The action for separation brought
against Geraldine Farrat by her
actor husband, Lou Tellegen, was trans-
iferred yesterday from Westchester to
New York by Supreme Court Justice
Morchauser. The change of venue will
facilitate a consolidation of the separa-
tion action of Tellegen against his wife,
and her action for divorce against Tel-
legen, so that the two may be tried at
the same time. >

A dispatch from Scranton, Pa, last
night disclosed that Tellegen had been
!compelled to cancel his engagements at
Honesdale, near Scranton, and at Elmira
and Middletown, N. Y., on account of
injuries he received in an automobile ac-
cident ‘on Sunday. Where the accident
occurred and the extent of the actor’s
injuries were not disclosed. Earlier "in
the day it was Teported that Tellegen !
had returned to New York to consult his
attorney with reference to the separation
and divoree proceedings. Through Mr.
Steinfeld of Steinfeld & Schwartz, he
declared there was no groind for the
suit of Miss Farrar, and that he would
disprove the charges of his wife in or-
der to clear his reputation “as a man
and as an actor.”

Attorney Steinfeld said that only ome
woman was named in the papers which
have been sealed by order of Supreme
Court Justice Guy, and that she was a
member of Tellegen’s theatrical com-
pany who was on tour with him and for
that reason misconduct is alleged in var-
ious states. No papers in the separation
suit of Tellegen have been filed in White
Plains, because it is unnecessary to file
such papers until the action goes to trial.
Consequently the charges in the actor’s
complaint .have been a matter of specu-
lation, although at the time Tellegen’s
counsel confirmed the fact that the action
had been started, they disclosed that
Tellegen had been locked out of their
home by Miss Farrar.

_Counsel for Miss Farrar maintain that,
despite her denials, she was served with
papers in her husband’s action by a
woman detective who hid near Miss
| Farrar’s house and -dropped the papers
in her lap as the operatic star was about
to step from her motor car. Tellegen
will charge various acts of cruelty.

“We intend to quash this action for
trial,” sald Mr. Schwartz. “The action
was brought in Westchester county with
a view of preventing publicity. The de-,
fendant has always been looking for
secrecy. How soon the action will be
ready for trial T cannot say.” It is un-
derstood that Tellegen sets forth in his
allegations that his wife and he were in-
compatible, and that Miss .Farrar had
shown evidence of weariness toward him
during their married life.

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Hon. W.'S. Fielding Protests
Against ‘Reconstruction’ Garbling

To The Editor of The Globe:

The organization which calls itself the
Canadian Reconstruction Association,
and which is now playing the part-of
a campaign agent of the Meighen Gov-
ernment, is circulating a pamphlet on
the subject of Reciprocity, which gives
much prominence on the inside of the
cover to the following:

“Whatever our American friends may
have intended by their trade policy,
there 1s one thing they certainly have
done: They have made Canadians more
independent and self-reliant, and have
caused them to look more steadily than
before to their home market and to their
markets overseas, where there is an
open door . . Therefore, the market

of our friends to the south is much less |

important to us than it was a few years

ago, and we are better able to do with-

out reciprocity than we have been at
any previous timé in the history of Can-
ada.”—Hon. W. S. Fielding, in the Can-
adian Parliament, May 2, 1899 (Han-
sard, p. 2477.)

There can be only one object in this
quotation used in the way I have des-
cribed—to convey to the public the idea
that I was opposed to reciprocity in
1899, and was inconsistent in favoring
it later. I regret to be obliged to say
that, for the purpose of conveying that
entirely false impression, the author of
the pamphlet has resorted to scandalous
garbling of my speech. The whole tenor
of the speech of 1899 was that Canada
bhad always desired, and still desired,
reciprocity, and was ready to manifest
that desire in negotiations that were then
in hand. I said that if the Americans
would méet us in the right spirit, we
would make an agreement with them,
and if they did not, then we wouta go
our way, with faith in our own resources
and our own people. I ask you to pub-
lish the part of the speech from which
the extract was taken. The reader will
then see how, by the garbling process,
the spirit of the speech has been entirely
misrepresented :

“There never was a time when recl-
procity was not desirable, and I do not
suppose that there will ever be a time
in the history of Canada when it will not
not be desirable that liberal trade rela-
tions should exist between the people of
Canada and the people of the great Re-
public to the south of us. The people
who live along the boundary line, whe-
ther in the United States of Canada,
must always find it a source of inconven-
fence and embarrassment to be denied
a profitable intercourse. The people who
live near the seashore, in the New Eng-
land States on the one side, and in the
Maritime Provinces on the other,, must
always feel keenly the denial of that
trade intercourse which nature seems to
have intended them to have. All this I
fully recognize, as respects the '‘Cana-
dian side of the subject. Nevertheless
it is true that the demand for reciprocal
trade relations with our neighbors to
the south is by no means so strong as
ft was a few years ago. Whatever our
American friends may have intended by
their trade policy, there is one thing
they certainly have not done: They
have made Canadians more independent
and self-reliant and have caused them to
look more steadily before to their home
market, and to their market. overseas,
where there is an open door. Especially
have our producers given attention to
the British market during the past two
years, when our trade relations with
the Mother Country have been so devel-
oped and increased by the preferential
tariff.

THE FARMERS, IS
BANKER’'S LAMENT

Mr. Bogert Cites Favorable
and Unfavorable Phases of
Conditions — Strength of
Savings Deposits — Reduc-.
ing Unfavorable Trade Bal- |
ance. |

(Toronto Globe.)

Some favorable as well as some unfav-
orable features of present conditions were
shown by retiring President C. A. Bogert
in his address at the closing session of |
the Canadian Bankers’ Association. A |
great decline in the adverse balance of
trade with the United States -was men-
tioned as a favorable incident, and it
was also pointed out that deposits in the
Canadian banks had been well maintain-
ed, but any improvement could not be
expected until another crop is harvest-
ed. “With wheat selling below $1 per
bushel for the first time in many years,”
said Mr. Bogert, “and prices for-other
products averaging 40 per cent. lower
than a year ago, the agricultural com-
munity will barely be able to live on
what they produce, with no surplus
available to either pay their debts or
save money. Until manufacturers re-
sume their usual activities, unemploy-
ment will continue, and artisans and la-

' borers, who were prudent enough to ac-

cumulate some of their exceptionally
large earnings during the war, will have
to exist on these in the meantime.”

Bank System’s Merits,

An indirect reference was made to the
|development of banking by Provincial
'Gowrnments in Canada in the follow-
{ing observations by Mr. Bogert: “May
|1 express the conviction that, when we
return to an era of prosperity and con-
fidence, it will be again demonstrated
that under the Canadian banking system
we have been able to cope successfully
with difficulties which at present appear
formidable, The Canadian Banking
Act, as it at present stands, admirably
meets the conditions and requirements
of this country and the needs of the peo-
ple. This, unfortunately, is more fully
appreciated by financial experts in other
countries than by many sections of the
Canadian public.”

Adversities of Autumn,

Referring to conditions that have re-
cently developed, Mr. Bogert said that
what promised to be an excellent crop,
particularly in western Canada, had been
adversely affected in the late summer
and autumn by unfavorable weather con-
ditions, which injured the quality and
The expected de-
mand for Canadian grain from Europe
had not yet arisen, and there had been
a steady drop in prices of all products.

Tenderly Touches ont Attributes of |

:_ London, Nov. 6—(By mail)—Deay
Ingle, dean of St. Paul’s, has acquirca
a reputation for a solemn view \ipon life
—it is some years now since one of the
papers dubbed him “The Gloomy Dean”
on account of his pessimistic outlook
upon the tendencies of the age. ¢ His
speech at the annual dinner of the So-
ciety of Yorkshiremen, however, was
charactgrized by a cheerful wit, when"
he replied to the toast of the British |
Constitution.

United States, Mr. Bogert said that total
assets of Canadian banks on September
80 last were $2,802,532,030, a decrease of
$337,482,739 in twelve months. Total de-
osits were $1,798,071,304, a decrease of
149,409,698. ‘The decrease in notice de-
posits, however, was only $6,430,245.
“Considering the value of the dollar
now,” said Mr. Bogert, “as compared
with a year ago, the saving deposits in-
dicate a much greater surplus of actual
wealth as represented by the products of
labor.” ‘
During the fiscal year of the United
States, ending June 30 last, the total
resources of the national banks of the
United States declined from $22,196,000,-
000 to $19,638,000,000. Deposits during
the same period decreased from $17,155,-
000,000 to $15,142,000,00, so that Canada
did not suffer by comparisons with its
ncarest neighbor, the country which geo-
graphically and commercially works un-
der very similar conditions. Total de-
posits of the London clearing banks on
August 81 were £1,764,000,000, a shrink-
age of £45,000,000 from January 1.

Reducing Unfavorable Balance.

Canada’s unfavorable trade balance
with the United States is nof $215,000,~
000, as compared with $406,000,000 a
year ago, Mr. Bogert said. “These fig-
show a marked improvement,
which, of course, has been at the expense
of revenue. The increase in our exports
to the United States' usual at this season
of the year is being greatly affected by
adverse legislation, although the United
States will continue will purchase a

|large quantity of our wheat each year

for milling purposes, and, in spite of the
new duty imposed, out cattle could still
be sold across the line with a fair mar-
gin of profit, if anything like normal
prices could be obtained.”

Heavy Debt to U. S.

Mr. Bogert pointed out that Canada’s
debt to the United States, as on June 1
last, from loans then outstanding
amounted to no less than $688,000,000

Provincial and municipal, $223,964,000.
Railway loans, $176,900,000.
Industrials, $63,340,000.

Public utilities, $89,000,000.

Since June 1 numerous additional
Canadian flotations had taken place in
New York.

Alluding to the recent numerous bank
