“We have to make a right peace and 
I do not think a right peace is a very 
easy thing to make. Our enemies are at­
tempting to change their constitution 
but appear to have no notion that what 
we call a change is not so much a change 
in the formal purpose of the govern­
ment as a change of hearts whereby that 
government is to be directed and ani­
mated.”

Mr. Balfour said the Germans had 
shown no material improvement in their 
disposition during the four years of the 
war. “Brutes they were when they be­
gan the war. As far as I can judge, 
brutes they remain at the present mo­
ment.”

The foreign secretary said that ' per­
haps he spoke with a warmth and in­
dignation unbefitting his position, tint 
with the news of the Leinster outrage 
he found it difficult to measure his 
epithet.

W. F. Roberts, minister of health, In­
formed The Times that after a careful 
sqrvey of the local Influenza situation— 
a survey which he was able to make with 
more deliberation than during the pre­
ceding rush days—he would pronounce 
St John to be suffering from a quite 
general prevalence of bad colds and mild 
form of influenza or la grippe. There 
were some specific cases of the new type 
Spanish influenza, but these, he consid­
ered, have been the outcome of neglect 
or possibly thoughtlessness.

“If the people of St John will observe 
just a few simple things we can reduce 
the risk from 100 to 200 per cent For 
instance: When a person shows signs 
of chill or cold with the well-known 
symptoms of influenza, Jhe patient 
should be at ouch isolated in a separate 
room with a special and exclusive at­
tendant A disinfecting sheet should be 
hung In the doorway and all other mem-! 
bers of the household barred from the 
sick room. Even the simplest 
should be treated this way, for I am 
led to believe that the most of the pneu­
monia cases which have resulted In 
town so far have been instances of 
thoughtlessness and neglect—thinking 
that a slight ordinary cold was not suf­
ficient to keep the sufferer indoors.”

Hon Dr. Roberts says' by next Friday 
he will have a definite census of the pro­
vincial situation and then he can tell by 
scientific means how soon the prevent­
ive measures now in force -will be con­
tinued. He is generally speaking in an 
optimistic frame of mind. -

Not only that but 
the latest despatches indicate more 
ttpongly than before that Turkey and 
jgipbably Austria-Hungary will ere long 
tyrne on bended knee to the Allies and 
séfc for cessation of warfare so far as 
they are concerned, 
ever to be linked with the Kaiser in his 
scheme for world conquest, fools they 
were to stay by his side so long. They 
realize this now and have about reached 
the stage where his threats and en­
treaties have less weight than has the 
desire to be out of It all, no matter on 
what terms.

read the newspaper report of the gov­
ernment order, and it was difficult to 
get it a thorough understanding of what 
really was proposed. “My impression is 
that the scheme won’t get anywhere,” 
said the mayor. “It appears to be pass­
ing the responsibility to the municipali­
ties, without giving them the necessary 
powers. The initial difficulty is that 
prices are not fixed in any one munici­
pality, but are the result of causes oper­
ating throughout the whole country. 
How, for instance, could a committee in 
Ottawa control the price of fruit coming 

! from the Niagara district, groceries 
bought from Toronto, or eggs and but­
ter bought anywhere? The utmost any 
local eoipmittee could do would be to 
deal with the profit of the local dealer. 
Acting in conjunction with a central 
authority controlling prices throughout 
the country a local committee might be 
useful, but acting alone it is not clear 
that they could do anything worth while. 
In fact, I doubt very much whether the 
municipalities of Canada are prepared 
to relieve the government from their re­
sponsibility.

“In addition to the fact that local con­
trol would be ineffective, there is the 
difficulty that no local body of citizens 
would want to pry into their neighbors’ 
affairs and turn themselves into crown 
prosecutors. Further, the local character 
of the work which could be done by 
these boards would result in different 
prices in different municipalities and 
there appears to be no machinery to put 
these prices on any common basis. The 
result would be probably intolerable con­
fusion. Personally I don’t think the 
scheme will be entertained, but that is

—where war Is something of a dream. 
Its location is one of the innumerable 
slopes of the recent fighting. There are 
no barns or houses. Every village with­
in miles is dust, every tree a bare ,ugly 
stem. Scarcely even Is there a tent 
though a distant dressing station and a 
Y. M. C. A. boast of a few.

It is a much fought-ovcr battlefield 
from which is cleared everything sus­
ceptible to shell and gas and machine 
gun and bomb. Its salient features are 
rusted barbwire, shell holes, and old 
trenches marked in some cases by white 
lines of chalk ,in others overgrown with 
grass. Even now that it is occupied 
there is little else in sight. One might 
stand and look across it without seeing

dozen of the thousands of men some­
where about. .

A few horses and mules stand back 
against the brown and dull green. A 
solditr walking across looks lonesome." 
Even the lorries on the roads seem to be 
hurrying to brighter scenes. It is drab­
ness complete, and almost lifelessness to 
the eye.

But one of the courses of training in 
this war is to take care of oneself. And 
it is surprising how easily the ordinarily 
useless things of peace may be turned 
into comforts. The trenches and shell 
holes have become private residences, of­
ten individual ones. This whole country 
is just such a spot, *here Heiny left 
things not of practical value, where de­
fences are simply convertible into homes.

This was a perfect morning on the 
river. The surface of tiie stream was 
like glass, reflecting the trees and houses 
on the shore, showing with remarkable 
fidelity every tint and shade of the 
geous autumn coloring. A low belt of 
fog covered part of Grand Bay. Above 
and below it all was sunshine; The 
Ocone« ran into the fog, sounding her 
whistle. An answering signal came from 
the Champlain, which presently loomed 
up on the port side, passed by and was 
lost in the fog. Before Green Head was 
reached the Oconee was out again in 
the sunshine.

There are some cases of Spanish in­
fluenza along the river, and it is the 
chief topic of discussion.

The farmers have not yet got all their 
grain harvested. The season has been 
very bad for curing the crops, 
farmer said today he had lost sixty or 
more bushels of oats. Very little of the 
hay on the low-lying intervales has been 
gathered.
