Ottawa, Aug. 6—A few cases but ex­
tremely few, have been brought to the 
attention of the government in which 
Canadioan tourists abroad were being 
unable to cash letters of credit.

The opinion 
expressed here, however, is that there 
will be no difficulty affecting tourists 
in the British Isles. Canadians in Paris 
with letters of credit from Canadian 
banks are, according to advices here, 
being looked after by the correspond­
ents of such banks or the Cooks Tourist 
Agencies, to some cases, however, it 
is only where the Canadian banks have 
a balance with their bank correspond­
ents.

London, Aug. 6—Some Americsa re­
fugees tell harrowing tales of cruel 
treatment of men, women and children 
by soldiers in foreign countries, par­
ticularly Germany.

One story of misery concerns fifteen 
girls from a school in Brussels. They 
reached London at ten o’clock Tuesday 
morning, hungry, penniless and friend­
less.

Forced to leave Brussels on Monday, 
the girls were eleven hours reaching 
Ostend. They had no food and sat on 
the dock on Tuesday until 8 p. m. wait­
ing for a steamer to Dover and London. 
Finding no accommodation there they 
wandered through the streets. Three of 
the girls, Carolyn Olds, aged seventeen; 
Kate Talbot Olds, aged fifteen, and 
Sara Olds, aged eleven, daughters of 
Mrs. Stewart McNabb of Wilkesbarry,

Pa., were to the party, and had a cous­
in, Hayden Talbot, in London. They 
got his address with difficulty.

A society of American women resid­
ing in London to taking charge of the 
destitute and stranded American wo­
men and children in London.

Many frightful tales of suffering and 
hunger are told. One 
thrown out of Germany with two small 
children. She arrived here and 
picked up by Graham Oldus, an Eng­
lish brewer. She told a story of 
applying to the German embassy for aid 
but as her husband is an American 
citizen aid was refused. Mr. Oldus 
took the woman and children -to 
taurant and fed them. They ate bread 
and milk and ham like famished wolves. 
They are being housed and cared for by 
American women.

it is possible the war situation might 
have been different.

This may sound an extravagant state­
ment. But Count Sergius Witte, the for­
mer premier and minister of finance as­
serts in a very positive maimer that at 
the time of the Balkan war, two years 
ago, it was Rasputin who prevented 
Russia from taking part in the conflict.

According to Count Witte, the Rus­
sian government was thoroughly decided 
to take part in the fray, and the orders 
for the mobilization of the army and 
navy, had actually been signed by the 
Czar and his ministers, when suddenly 
Rasputin appeared at Tsarskoe-Selo, 
and expostulated so successfully with 
the Emperor, that the latter, against 
the advice of his ministers and military 
advisers, cancelled the orders, and with­
drew his consent to the participation of 
Russia in the conflict—a participation 
which would naturally have involved 
Austria, Germany and the other Great 
Powers, and would have precipitated at 
that time the great war which has now 
■been inaugurated.

Why did the Czar listen to Rasputin? 
Count Witte very sensibly scouts the 
idea so widely accepted abroad that the 
priest exercises any hypnotic Influences

Witte 
admits that Rasputin is gifted, but adds 
that nobody can be more gifted than a 
gifted Russian peasant, lauds his or­
iginality, his independence, and bis ab­
solute honesty, insisting that he is al­
ways anxious to do good, and lavishes 
every kopeck that he receives, upon the 
poor and suffering.

If Rasputin has any weight with Em­
peror Nicholas, it is because the latter 
regards him as better qualified than any-

“The populace,” said he, “is always 
clamoring for miracles. It always wants 
miracles. And yet it pays no attention 
whatsoever to the greatest miracle of 
all, which is taking place every day and 
every hour before their eyes, namely, the 
miracle of birth.”

At the close of the conversation Witte 
said to him, “Why do you come here, 
Rasputin? If people learn about it, they 
will say that I wish to use your influ­
ence to further my alleged designs up­
on the premiership, while you will be 
blamed for your association with a 
harmful, nefarious person, which so 
many declare me to be.”

Rasputin gazed at Witte very 
estly and then replied, slowly, “Perhaps 
you are right, Brother,” took his leave, 
and never came back again. But he 
tinned to send people in trouble and in 
want to the statesman, with written re­
quests that he would interest himself 
in their behalf.

Rasputin owes his introduction to the 
Czar’s notice, partly to Father John of 
Cronstadt and partly to the Grand- 
duchess Stuna, daughter of the King of 
Montenegro, and wife of the Grandduke 
Nicholas Nichoiaiovitch, generalissimo of 
the Russian army.

IDENÏ1FIED BY SYDNEY MAN

verdict for the state after twelve min­
utes’ deliberation.
It transpired at the trial that on the 

City of Sydney Max registered with one 
of the women as man and wife. Max’s 
own wife and daughter were present at 
the trial but claimed they knew nothing 
of the husband's and father’s excursion 
into the domain of white slavery. The 
case created quite a sensation among the 
Jewish people of New York.

(Sydney Record)
Max Wax. a resident of the State of 

New Loi*, who had for the last seven­
teen years Is alleged to have been op­
erating in the white slave smuggling 
traffic between Newfoundland, Canada 
and the United States, and who, though 
often suspected, has been able to evade 
the lynx-eyed immigration sleuths of 
this continent, has been rounded up and 
mainly through the instrumentality of 
John G. Young, immigration agent at 
the port of Sydney.

Max Wax, who is a Polish Jew, was 
recently charged with smuggling four 
undesirables from Newfoundland into 
the States through the port of Sydney. 
The objectionables were Polo-Jewish 

and were said to be destined for 
the white slave traffic in New York. 
These people, accompanied by Wax, 

from Newfoundland on the City of 
Sydney in November off last year, and 
describing themselves as tourists were 
entered as first class passengers. For that 
reason they were admitted into the port 
of Sydney.

iGENERAL LESSARD.

An Ottawa despatch says It is consid­
ered likely in military circles that Gen­
eral Lessard will compand the Cana­
dian troops to be mobilized at Quebec. 
General Lessard Is of French and Scot­
tish descent, and has had a notable 
military career. He served in the North­
west rebellion in 1886, and commanded 
the Royal Canadian Dragoons in the 
South African war in 1899 to 1900. He 
was present at the relief of Kimberley, 
and took part in operations in the 
Orange Free State, including actions at 
Vet River and Zand River, as well as 
in the Transvaal, including actions near 
Johannesburg, Pretoria, Diamond Hill, 
and other places. He took part also in 
operations in Cape Colony, Including 
Colesburg. He was mentioned in de­
spatches, received the Queen’s Medal 
with five clasps, and other distinctions. 
General Lessard was presented to Their 
Majesties King Edward and Queen 
Alexandra at Windsor Castle in 1907, 
and later His Majesty King George. 
He was chief staff officer at the Quebec 
Ter-Centenary celebration, 
created brigadier-general in 1911. It is 
pointed out that General Lessard’s 
knowledge of the French language would 
be of great advantage to him in foreign 
service.

of and it shall not be necessary to ob­
tain the assent of the electors to any by­
law providing for the issue of such de­
bentures.

9. —The total amount of securities to 
be guaranteed shall not exceed 86 per 
centum of an amount to be fixed in the 
deed or deeds of trust as representing 
the value of the lands and housing ac­
commodation, and improvements to be 
built and made thereon, and the said 
deed or deeds may make all convenient 
provisions for the expenditure of said 
moneys on the said lands and housing 
accommodation and improvements.

10. —The council of the municipality 
which guarantees securities of the 
pany, as provided for in this act 
from time to time, appoint and 
one member of the board of directors of 
such company.

It shall not be necessary for the ap­
pointee of the council to hold stock in 
the capital of the company or to be 
otherwise qualified as a director.

11—The books of a company, whose 
securities have been guaranteed by a 
municipality shall, at all times be open 
to inspection by any person named in

RECENT DEATHS London, Aug. 6—The resignation of 
Viscount Moriey and John Bums from 
the cabinet has provoked no hostility, as 
both have followed their policy of hold­
ing aloof, as they did during the South 
African war. The action of John Bums, 
has commanded respect because of the 
fact that he is a comparatively poor man 
and has sacrificed a salary of $26,000 to 
his convictions.

The recruiting offices of the War Of­
fice had long lines of volunteers before 
their doors today. Several thousand ap­
plied for enlistment, a Garibaldien vet­
eran, living in London, has offered to 
recruit a foreign legion. More than a 
hundred members of parliament belong­
ing to the volunteer forces, have Joined 
their commands.

Business men have organized the Em­
ployers’ Patriotic Association. They 
pledged themselves to continue to pay 
the wages of the men who enlist and 
care for their families.

“The experience of the South African 
war, and,the horrible things then done, 
should lead us to determine In the pres­
ent crisis , to prevent unscrupulous per­
sons from again effecting comers and 
fattening on ill-gotten gains. It is al­
ways the poor who suffer in these times 
of national peril.” Branches of the as­
sociation will be formed in all towns.

The London Chamber of Commerce

Of the seventeen cable lines between 
this continent and Europe, thirteen are 
American, two are French and two are 
German.

All cablegrams from Canada go 
through American hands in the sense 
that the United States owns and mans 
the cable lines, although the cable offices 
and cable landings in two or three in­
stances are on Canadian?- soil.

Messages to and from Ottawa in code 
go over American soil or through Ameri­
can offices.

All messages are relayed in New­
foundland.

Obviously Britain made a big mistake 
in permitting the two English cattle 
companies to sell out to foreign capital­
ists two years ago.

The indicated remedy is for Britain 
to fortify and protect Newfoundland 
and commandeer the cable lines reaching 
this country as a war necessity, fully 
indemnifying the owners. The United 
States is friendly and Newfoundland is 
British, but Newfoundland is defence­
less and the cables landing in Canada 
should be British owned, manned and 
controlled.

F. E. HANINGTON
Brussels—(Via London, Aug. 6)—The 

“Gazette” publishes today what it says 
are the facts so far as known, regarding 
the repulse of the German forces by the 
Belgians in Liege district yesterday.

The German losses are estimated at 
8,000 men, while the Belgians suffered 
far less.

The alleged rout of the German 
Seventh Army Corps is not confirmed in 
its entirety, however, says the Gazette, 
adding: “These are the facts. The 
Eleventh Belgian brigade after success­
fully resisting the German attack pur­
sued the fleeing Prussians with such en­
ergy that the general commanding the 
Belgians was obliged to order our 
troops to turn back, as they were getting 
outside the range of the guns of the 
Belgian forts. The enthusiam of our 
troops was magnificent.

“A number of wounded Germans fled 
to Dutch territory, and this gave rise to 
the belief that the enemy had been com­
pletely routed. They suffered, however, 
considerable losses, which are estimated 
at 8,000. Our losses were relatively 
small.

“At four o’clock in the morning the 
German Tenth Army Corps attacked the 
Chaudfontaine and Bouceties forts from 
the southeast, while their artillery bom­
barded the fort at Flemalle, on the op­
posite bank of the river Meuse, five 
miles southwest of Liege. The Belgians 
captured seven guns and several prison­
ers.

CANADIAN WHEAT CROP.

(Montreal Gazette.) .
W. A. Black, vice-president of the 

Ogilvie Flour Mills Company, returned 
on Monday morning after a trip 
throughout Manitoba, Saskatchewan and 
Alberta, and reports: “While there is a 
considerable area where the crop is very 
poor to only fair, there is a very large 
acreage where the crop will run from 
a fair average to a very good one. The 
provincial government reports of the 
acreage this year give over a million 
acres increase to wheat which, of course, 
will materially help out on the total 
quantity as compared with last year. As 
near as can be arrived at now, last 
year’s crop ran about 182,000,000 bush­
els, and on summing up the crop after 
my inspection, I considered that there 
was a possibility of there being within 
a few million bushels of last year’s 
total.

Since that time, however, there has 
been further trying weather in some 
parts of the country, but notwithstand­
ing this, under favorable conditions, I 
think there is a fair prospect of our hav­
ing within fifteen or twenty million 
bushels of last year’s total crop. In some 
districts I found the crops could hardly 
be better and the difference between 
wel-tiiled soil and that which was poor­
ly prepared is quite marked. In this 
connection, I may say that better farm­
ing methods are plainly visible from one 
end of the country to the other. A very 
large area of summer fallow has been 
completed this year, and this system is 
clearly on the increase.

“I was greatly impressed with the 
unmistakable increase in mixed farm­
ing which has been going on steadily 
and cannot but feel that the combined 
returns from the field crops, dairying, 
cattle, sheep, poultry and hog raising 
should bring into our northwest, if any­
thing, rather more money than was ob­
tained last year from these 
sources.

“Proposals for the surrender of Liege 
have been again firmly refused.”

London, Aug. 6—A despatch to the 
“Standard” from Brussels says that be­
tween 500 and 600 wounded Germans are 
being brought to the Belgian capital. 
Herve, Pepinster and Remouchamps are 
occupied by Germans, but a large Bel­
gian force is advancing against them.

A message to the “Standard” from 
Namur, Belgium, reports that twenty or 
thirty persons were killed during the 
German bombardment of that place. 
The “Standard’s” correspondent at Liege 
sends a story of a duel between a Bel­
gian aviator, named Fomau, and a Ger­
man airman. The two exchanged re­
volver shots while manoeuvring for the 
top position. Finally both planed to the 
ground.

London, Aug, 8—The Daily Mail’s 
correspondent at Brussels reports that a 
German aeroplane, flying at a height of 
1,500 feet was brought down by a shot 
which also wounded the pilot. A Zep­
pelin airship manned 'by Germans, was 
struck by the fire from a Belgian fort, 
and fell near Herve.

Hundreds of automobiles left Brussels 
during the night to pick up the wound­
ed. The first prisoner of war brought 
in was a German captain named Forst- 
ner, who was wounded.

Paris, Aug. 6—Food remains plenti­
ful in Paris, and prices have only very 
slightly increased since the outbreak of 
war.

New York, Aug. 6—Fourteen steamers 
belonging to the International Mercan­
tile Marine Company, it is expected in 
shipping circles, will be placed under the 
American flag, when congress has pass­
ed the amendment to the Panama Canal 
act, repealing the six months’ notice of 
change and the five years’ age limit of 
steamships.

The steamers that will probably be 
changed from the Belgian and British 
flags next week, when the amendment 
becomes law, and which will have a 
passenger carrying capacity roughly esti­
mated at 17,000, are : —Lapland, Zeeland 
and Vaderland of the Red Star; Arabic, 
Cymric and Teutonic, of the White 
Star; Haveford and Merion, of the 
American; Dominion and Canada, of the 
Dominion Line; Manitou, Marquette, 
Menominee and Mecaba, of the Atlantic 
Transport.

The subsidiary companies, White Star, 
Red Star, American, Dominion, Atlan­
tic Transport and Leyland lines are con­
trolled by the International Mercantile 
Marine Company, organized in 1902 by 
the late J. P. Morgan, with a capital 
of $120,000,000. The majority of stock 
is owned in this country. Therefore, it 
was said, there would be no difficulty in 
regard to the transfer to American re­
gistry which requires that the steam­
ships shall be owned in this country.

Ottawa, Aug. 5—Orders were Issued 
this afternoon for the enlistment and 
mobilization at Quebec of a Canadian 
army division, numbering approximately 
21,000 men of whom about 18,000 will 
be infantry and the rest artillery, en­
gineering corps, signalling corps and the 
other branches of the militia service 
connected with active service regulations 
for a British army division.

There is no estimate here for Canada, 
but all the predictions from the west 
have indicated a crop better than that 
of last year, while to eastern Canada 
the general crop outlook is also very 
favorable.

The percentage of wheat for this year 
is greater than last year in England and 
Wales, Luxemburg, Russia and the 
United States, and nearly as great in the 
other countries except Italy, where it is 
only 80.6 per cent, in India 86 per cent 
and in Hungary 88 per cent.

Rye shows an increased percentage in 
Belgium, Spain and Switzerland, and 
95 to 99 per cent to Italy, Hungary, 
Russia and Prussia.

Barley shows an increased percentage 
in Bel^um, Spain, Russia and Switzer­
land, 97 per cent in England and Wales, 
87 in Hungary, and 88 in Italy.

Oats show an increase in Belgium, 
Spain, and Russia, and 98 per cent in 
England and Wales, and 89 in Hungary.

An Imperial Force. -
The force will be imperial and will 

have the same status as the British reg­
ulars, inasmuch as the offers received 
from volunteers already total two or 
three times the number actually required 
at the present time by the military de­
partment, the minister of militia is ar­
ranging to have only the best men 
chosen from the standpoint of physique 
and general military qualifications. 
Every man will have to submit to a 
rigorous medical examination, and his 
ability tq shoot straight will also be a 
determining factor.

Other considerations being equal, offi­
cers and men will be selected in the fol­
lowing order: Unmarried men; second, 
married men without families; third, 
married men with families. Except in 
special cases the age limit will be 18 
to 45 years. Men who are now in the 
reserves or who are not actively at­
tached to the militia, but who have had 
military experience are eligible to enlist 
The term of service will be for the dura­
tion of the war.

The senior officers In each military 
unit are instructed to receive the names 
of volunteers. Each officer will tabulate 
the names in full, giving rank, age, etc. 
The minister desires to make the force 
as representative of Canada as possi­
ble, and all sections of the dominion 
will be given opportunity in regard to 
the enlistment. The only consideration 
in the weeding out process will be that 
of efficiency. No definite plans hare 
been made yet for the raising of a sec­
ond army division if it is required, but 
it is little doubt if the war is protract­
ed and a further force be needed it can 
be readily raised. Application from

His record in Egypt is equalled only 
by that of General Gordon, for he had 
between 1882 and 1898 held every post 
of importance there was there.

1864, was governor of Suakim, adjutant 
general and Sirdar in turn before he 
commanded the Dongola expedition in 
1896. It was two years after that that 
he took charge of the Khartoum expe­
dition that won for him a name that 
commands confidence all over the world 
end a peculiar place in the hearts of the 
British people.

The* it was that he overthrew final­
ly the work of the Mad Mullah and by 
the scattering of the very bones of the 
tomb of the False Prophet at Khartuom 
laid the foundation of that wonderful 
prosperity that Egypt has been free to 
enjoy in peace ever since. Before that, 
howover, the spade work had to be 

' done in the form of re-making the 
Egyptian soldier out of the fellaheen, 
and It was Kitchener who was one of 
the factors In that re-making.

That work it was that brought out

to the full his genius for organization 
which has been the basis of bis success.

It was while he was resting on his 
arms in Khartoum that the remarkable 
incident took place that had as its re­
sult the bringing into being of the en­
tente cordiale. It was a roundabout 
way but it was the Fashoda incident 
when Captain Marchand of the French 
army marched across Africa from the 
Lake Chad district and took possession 
of the valley of the Nile from the south 
that led to such a state of tension and 
of pin prick policy that Britain and 
France, sixteen years ago, were almost 
at war. Out of that international en­
mity there sprang, thanks to the good 
sense of the two peoples, and the dip­
lomacy of the late King Edward, an un­
derstanding that is being loyally kept 
today.

But Viscount Kitchener did not end 
his good work then. He was called to 
act as the chief of the staff to Lord 
Roberts in the trying South African 
campaign. It was his genius for or­
ganization that made the whole differ­
ence there, and it was the renewed 
proof of his ability that he gave then 
that Induced the government to ask him 
to take over and reorganize the Egyp­
tian finances with Lord Cromer and 
le ter the stupendous work in India.

Now at the hour of trial he has again 
been called upon to step into the breach 
caused by the retirement from the war 
office of Col. Seely whose handling of 
the officers in the recent dispute about 
home rule was not of the most tact­
ful. No appointment will give greater 
satisfaction or greater confidence. The 
war Is teaching us that Britain’s re­
sources In men has never been greater 
than now.

The project for the Incorporation of 

Beaconsfleld, Lancaster and Fairville In­
to one incorporated town is for the time 
at least dropped as a result of the 
meeting of the ratepayers of these three 
districts last night, held in the Temper­
ance hall, Fairville, at which a resolu­
tion submitted by G. S. Mayes, chair­
man of the committee appointed to con­
sider the matter calling for a plebiscite 
on the matter, was defeated by a vote 
of twenty-isx to eleven.

The question of incorporation with 
the city of St. John was brought up 
by one speaker, who made a very strong 
case, but as the bulk of the opinion of 
the meeting seemed to be against incor­
poration of any kind this phase of the 
matter received no further attention. 
Those who voted against the resolution 
as presented, expressed themselves as 
not being fully satisfied with the amount 
of information regarding the matter 
which was presented by the chairman 
in support of his resolution.

A significant fact which occurred af­
ter the resolution had been voted on 
a .id defeated, was brought out It the 
announcement by Captain James Ken- 
nealy that according to the present law, 
on a petition presented and signed by 
at least ten of the ratepayers of the 
municipality, that a plebiscite could be 
called on this matter and hinted that 
such action might be followed.
Chairman’s Report.

There were about one hundred per­
sons present when the meeting was 
called to order, and on motion Dr. J. V. 
Anglin was elected chairman and R. J. 
Donovan secretary of the meeting. Af­
ter the chairman had explained the ob­
ject of the meeting he called on G. S. 
Mayes, chairman of the incorporation 
committee, to make a report of the 
work done by his committee. He ex­
plained that the committee had gone 
over a mass of figures of facts and sta­
tistics of towns similar in sise and con­
dition as that of Fairville and Lanc­
es ter. Mr. Mayes presented the fol­
lowing resolution which was submit­
ted to the meeting.

“Your committee recommend that the 
parish of Lancaster, which will include 
all lands west, beginning from the City 
Line, Carleton, to a line at Saints’ Rest, 
and extending in a direct line north 
across the marsh to the New Brunswick 
(Southern railway, thence west along said 
railway to a point opposite the South 
Bay road, and thence following the South 
Bay bridge, be incorporated into a town 
and that a plebiscite be held at a date 
in the near future to determine as to the 
adoption of incorporation.

Austria may be of seme service to harrasstog Russia, but 
the Austrian army for a week hat been hammering at Servis and so far has 
been unable to set a foot on Servian soit

The dreadful miscalculation that was made was with regard to the proper 
weighing of the underlying sentiments of* Europe,

Fqr toataviM, no one could have foreseen that Italy was going to drop oat 
No one could have foreseen tint Russia would absolutely refuse to obey the 
advice of England and would set to motion the machinery which called Into 
being her great army of five million men. No one could have foreseen that 
France, valiant and optimistic, would be willing to challenge the Kaiser, and 
no one could have foreseen that the Triple Entente would outlast the Triple Al­
liance and that England will have to be reckoned with on the sea aa Franc* 
and Russia will have to be reckoned with on the land.

The bitter fruits of the folly are ret to be fathered. It should be boroe 
to that we are only on the threshold of the Armageddon of the English 
journalists. . . ...

The Kaiser up to the very last moment almost went down oo Ms knee» to 
Russia to induce her to desist from her mobilisation. The dramatic story « 
the final interview between the German ambassador and the Russian minister 
of foreign affairs shows that again and again the request was made, and it was 
made at the very time that King George wae urging the same thing. Thus two 
royal cousins up to the fifty-ninth minute of the twelfth hour used every in­
fluence at their command to put out the fire, but it had gone too far.

ARTILLERY ON 
DUTY IN ST, JOHN 

FOB 121 YEARS
Local Corps for War Dutv at 

Fort Duffer!n Continuation 
of Body Formed in

1793

MANY WAR SCARES

PreparatieiM Made in the Time of 
Napoleonic Wars and During the 
War of 1812—Plans Made Before 
for Fortification of Partridge Island 
But Ship With Guns Aboard Went 
Ashore—One of Oldest in Empire.

Outside the Royal Horse Artillery of 
England there is, It is believed, no artil­
lery corps older than the 3rd Regiment, 
Canadian Garrison Artillery. The his­
tory of the regiment is interesting for the 
men from which it was originally formed 
were the old Loyalists themselves.

It was on May 4 1798, ten years after 
the establishment of the dty of St John, 
that there was enrolled the Loyal Com­
pany of Artillery with the following of­
ficers: Captain John Colville, First Lieu­
tenant Thomas Gilbert, Second Lieuten­
ant John Ward, and Sergeants Oliver 
Bourdette and John Chubb, and ninety 
men. In the historical records of the 
regiment it is stated:

“The muster roll was completed not a 
day too soon. On May 6 news was re­
ceived in St John that a French priva­
teer of ten guns and forty-five men was 
cruising in the Bay of Fundy. A night 
patrol was formed, and a double guard 
was placed at Lower Cove. The ex­
pected vessel never came.”

There were two other scares in Aug­
ust and October. It was these alarms 
of the French revolution that led to the 
establishment of the artillery company 
that was, so to speak, the forerunner of 
the company that was selected for active 
service at the St John Armory yester­
day morning.

The old company continued to be so 
called until 1862 and until 1888 It was a 
single company. On June 18, 1812, the 
United States declared war on Britain 
and on the intelligence being received at 
St John the common council decided to 
co-operate in the defence of the city 
.from the sea and agreed to compensate 
the owners of lots around the ruins of 
Fort Frederick (Fort La Tour) in the 
work of erecting the contemplated forti­
fications. But the Inhabitants ef Maine 
wrote to the people of St John that they 
would abstain from depredations so far 
as was consistent with the duty they 
owed to their country, and the city de­
rided to reciprocate and the record of 
the fortification ends.

Early in 1818 ten 24-pounders were 
sent to St John for use on Partridge 
Island by the artillery, biit the vessel 
that conveyed them went ashore and the 
guns never came.

In 1888 the Portland company was 
formed, under Captain T. L. Nicholson 

In tiie year after a “kidas captain, 
glove” battery was formed with William 
Parker Ranney as captain.

A.—Consulting about the contract

parties on both sides of a contract with­
out a conflict of interests?

Q<—'Did you ask Wm. Scott to get 
his brother to leave the country?

A.—No; when Wm. Scott came to me 
and asked if I wanted John to leave the 
country I said, No. I wanted him to 
stay and make his statement in court.

Q.—Why did not toe money pass 
through your bank account?

A.—'It did, my bank book shows it, al­
though I know you were inquiring of 
toe manager of the bank.

Q—Yes. I asked at a good many 
banks, but I could find no record of it.

Q.—Why was it sent by express to the 
■manager of the bank?

A—I could not tell.
Mr. Forwler took the witness and to
