Christiania, Mar. 4—(Brit-
ish Admniralty, per Wireless
Press) — The Aland Islands
were occupied at noon Satur-
day by the Germans, accord-
ing to a telegram received
here.

Washington, Mar. 4—Ger-
many’s occupation of the
Aland Islands is only a pre-
liminary to the total occupa-
tion of Finland. Official de-
spatches to the Swedish lega-
tion today say (Germany has
announced to the Stockholm
foreign office her intention to

.%secupy.Finland and that Swe-
tlen has protested. el

Germany advised Sweden,
the despatches say, that it was
necessary, temporarily, to oc-
cupy Finland to restore order,
but gave assurances that she
had no intention to take per-
manent possession of the ter-
ritory. Sweden protested also
against the Aland Islands be-
ing placed in the war zone.

'I'he occupation of the Aland
Islands, the despatches say, is
to make them a base for sup-
plying the German occupation
of Finland. There are 500
Swedish troops on the islands
for police purposes. Their
commander was notified by

" the German commander of his
intentions, and while so far
there has been no clash report-
ed, the Swedish troops have
not been withdrawn, and the

feeling is described here as be-!

ing very tense.

GERMAN REPORT
ON SUCCESSES.

Berlin, via London, Mar. 8—(British
Adfiralty, per Wireless Press)—Eastern
théatre: —

“Operations initiated after the lapse
of the armistice treaty have led to great
successes. Troops under Colonel Gen-
eral Count Kirchbach have hastened in
their victorious march through Livonia
and Esthonia, to the support of the op-
pressed inhabitants. They were aceom-
panied by detachments of troops from
the Baltic Islands, which were advanc-
ing across frozen Moon Sound, and also
by Esthonian regiments.

“Reval and Dorpat have been captured.
Our .troops have arrived before Narva.

“The armies of Kirchbach and Eich-
horn continued in their
advance by way “of Dvinsk and Minsk,
and after hard fighting captured Pskov,
Polotsk and Borissoff. At Bobruisk a
Junction with the Polish divisions was
effected.

“Detachments of the army group of
General Von Linsingen, with the dp-
proval of the Ukrainian government,
have opened fighting on the railway line
from Luninica via Roestchiza, on the
Dnieper, as far as Gomel, and have had
several engagements. Other divisions
under General Von Knowszen have
cleared the roads leading from Kiev and
the Kiev-Shmerinka railway line of the
enemy, after breaking his resistance. In
co-operation with the Ukrainians, Kiev-
was captured. German and Austro-
Hungarian troops have entered Shmer-
‘nka.

*“T'he booty taken from the enemy can-
oot as yet be even approximately estahb-
Iished. According to reports at hand
there are in our possession 6,800 officers
and57,000 men. In booty we have taken
2,400 guns,  more than 5,000 machine
guns, thousands of vehicles, including
5,000 motor cars, eleven armored auto-
mobiles, 200,000 boxes of artillery am-
munition, 12,800 rifles, 800 carriages and
8,000 railway trucks.

“The booty taken at Reval was 200
guns, twenty-two airplanes and a lot of
rolling stock. Thirteen officers and 500
men were taken prisoners.

AMERICANS ON THE LINE

General Pershing's Troeps Take
Over a Secter North-west of
Toul — ““ Momentum of Battle
Increasing, Says Washington "’

London, Mar. 4—Successful raids were
carried out by us last night on different
parts of the front,” says today’s war of-
fice report.

“Australian troops entered German
trenches near Warneton and, after kill-
ing at least fifty of the enemy and de-
stroying several dugouts, brought back
eleven prisoners and a machine gun.

“Other successful raids were carried
out by Australian troops in the neigh-
borhood of Gapaard, east of Messines
and south of Holebeke. Prisoners were
taken by us in each case, and another
machine gun was captured.

“North Middlesex troops raided the
enemy’s positions north of Passchendaele
and captured several prisoners.

“Our casualties in these raids were
light. Our troops also entered the Ger-
man lines at several other points, in each
case reaching 'the objectives, but with-
out securing prisoners, as the enemy’s
garrisons had withdrawn.

10 ARREST OF ACTRESS

Another Case of Maintaining Re-
latiens With Enemy Comes Up
in France

Paris, Mar. 4—The arrest of an actress
named Sumey Depsey, who has played
a minor role at Sarah Bernhardt’s the-~
atre, on charges of maintaining relations
with the enemy, has caused a sensation
because of the importance in the con-
nections of her alleged accomplices. One
of them, an Austrian named Rosenburg,
who was prominent on the Paris Bourse
and whose Paris bank is under seques-
tration, fled to Switzerland at the open-
ing of hostilities. He organized a bank
there, according to the Matin.

The Matin also says that another of
the accused, Louis Bordier, of Paris,
formerly director of the Casino at Lug-
ano, was followed into Switzerland by
French detectives to the doors of Ros-
enberg’s establishment in Zurich.

Emile Guillier, husband of Sumey Dep-
sey, and former manager of Sam McVey,
a pugilist, had been employed during the
war by a manufacturer of artificial limbs
to visit military and Red-Cross hospitals
to take orders from maimed soldiers.

Maurice Trembles, a bank employe,
and a representative of Roseberg before
the war, also was traced to Zurich, ac-
cording to the Petit Parisien, and is sald
to have made mysterious trips along the
French coast in an automobile.

(GERMAN 15 SENT
10 JAL IN MONCTON

Moncton, Mar. 4—In the police court
here this morning K. Muhl, a German
suspect, who was taken into custody
recently at Shediac and handed over to
the local authorities, was sentenced to
three months in jail and $100 fine. In
default of payment of the fine he must
spend six months in jail. He was prose-
cuted under the enemy aliens act.

With these they held
loﬂ the Germans who were: endecvoring
to recapture them, and eventually re-
turned to the French lines.

WHY GERMANY WANTS -
FRENCH ORE FIELDS

Heme Supplies Are Limited and
-Misgivings Are Entertained Re-
“garding Fost-war lmports

;" Amsterdam, . Netherlands, Feh, 14—
{_Correspondence _-of < the - Associated
Press)—The fact that Germany’s home
supplies of iron ore are limited, coupled
with misgivings as to difficulties of post-
war imports, is believed to be at the bot-
#om of the clamor raised in German in-
dustrial circles for the possession of the
ore flads in “Naboth’s vineyard” just
across the French border—the basins of
Briey and Longwy.

Professor K. Hager, the new rector of
the Munich Technical High School, in a

read the other day before King
Eudwiig of Bavaria and a distingulshed
audience, told his hearers that the ore
supplies of Germany would only hold
out 66 years longer at the rate of the
present annual output of 19,290,000 tons.
‘T'his is without taking into account the
imports, which before the war averaged
18,900,000 tons annually.

As for coal, of which Germany uses
157,000,000 tons annually, there are sup-
plies for the next 2,500 years, the pro-
fessor said. He added that Germany
had three times as much iren ore as
England, and double the amount of coal.

To deal with -the iron situation after
the war, Professor Hager made the fol-
lowing suggestions:. (1) to acquire for-
eign ore fields, (2) to raise the importa-
tion of foreign ore by means of tariff
regulations, (8) to reduce exports of
jron and also old iron, (4) to make the
trade in old iron a state monopoly, and
(6) to reduce the iron consumption in
Germany itself to a minimum. To at-
tain the latter end, he urges the use of
ferro-concrete, wood, china and cement
‘articles wherever possible instead of cast
iron, while it would also be advisable to
mt the present methods for prevent-

rust.

Employes of the
Pullman Company were officially in-
cluded among railroad men under gov-
ernment ' jurisdiction when Secretary
Lane, cheirman of the commission, told

one of their number he might proceed

with his representations, on the theory
that the Puliman Company was a com-
'mon carrier.

| Tipping, which Pullman car porters
recently testified was relied on to sup=~
plement their small salaries, was defend-
ed by L. 8. Hungerford, general manager
of the Pullman Company.

| “If porters were put on a straight sal-
'ary; do you think tipping would con-
tinue?” asked Secretary Lane,

| “You must take into consideration
that tipping is a very general practice,”
Mr. Hungerford replied. “I think the
porter feels that he earns the tips and
ithat the passengers feel the samc way.
I believe the porters are fully entitled to
the tips.”

“You do not think, then,” suggested
Commissigner Covington, “that the Pull-
man Compeny could readjust the tem-
perament of American people in regard
te handing out a dime or quarter for

! lextra service?”

“I dont’ think it would be advisable
to abolish tipping on Pullmans unless it
was abolished elsewhere,” the witness
answered.

Mr. Hungerford said few dining cars
now were operated by the Pullman Com-
|pany, most of them belonging to the
| railroads on which they were run.

(i L. S. Taylor, controller of the Pull-
‘man Company, told the commission the
jcompany’s waiting list had not been
|affected by the scarcity of labor. He
said conductors’ salaries ranged from
870 to $100 a month, with a 10 per cent
bonus each year, a month’s salary for
|a year without demerits, and certain
bonuses after fifteen years of service.
Porters receive from $30 to $50 regu-
gzrly, while those on troop treins get

756 monthly. Judge Covington wanted
to know if the higher pay of & troop
train porter was given because of the
lesser tipping ability of soldiers.

A. L. Rhoades, a Pullman conductor,
said the conductors had to work long
hours, were not allowed to sleep while
on duty, underwent heavy expenses on
the road in addition to maintaining
their families, and that his salery after
six years’ service was $99 a month.

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THE CASE OF FIVE BOYS.

Five boys were before the St. John
police court last week. One, aged four-
teen, was up for the third time for theft,
and had also been up for another of-
fence. It is said that twenty-seven dif-
ferent thefts are to his credit. All efforts
to keep him at school have failed.

Another boy, aged eleven years, did
not know his own age. He said there
were three commandments. This was

- his second appearance in court. He told

" the judge he did not want to go to
gchool. He has been at school only ten
days since the first of .the year and is
in Grade IIL

The third boy, aged twelve years,
played truant twenty-nine days since the
first of the year and had been three
times arrested. -

The fourth boy had.also béen absent
twenty-nine days. He is nine years old
and his mother has paid forty dollars in
fines on his account.

he fifth boy, eight years old, had
been thirty days out of school. He also
had been arrested before.

These five boys are again at large.
There is no probation officer to look af-
ter them, and in the case of at least one
the probation officer would have to be
@ constant companion to keep him out
of trouble.

Into what sort of men will boys like
these develop? What will they add to
the sum total of community welfare, if
they are allowed to go on as in the
past?

All hope of
relief other than by smashing victories
on the western front appears to have
vanished. .

ADVANCEMENT OF
AGRICULTURAL
- EDUCATION

The promotion of welfare of the agri-
cultural community as a basis for the

industrial and commercial prosperity of

the country was the object aimed at by
the parliament of Canada when, in 1918,
at the instance of the then minister of

agriculture, the Hon. Martin Burrell, it

adopted the measure known as the agri-
cultural instruction act. By means of
this act the sum of $10,000,000 was set
apart for distribution among the prov-
inces over a period of ten years to pro-
vide for a greater extension of instruc-
tion and education for those engaged in
farming.

An investigation made prior to the
introduction of the measure has revealed
two outstanding deficiencies in connec-
tion with agricultural development. In
the first instance, the response to the
teachings of colleges of agriculture and
experimental farms was too slow to ef-
fect an immediate and noteworthy im-
provement in the conditions surrounding
farm life. The second weakness was
found in the fact that little or no at-
empt was being made to adapt the
country’s educational system to the
specific requirements of country boys
and girls. The form of instruction was
the same whether the child was destined
for employment in the country or in the
town.

The placing of funds at the disposal
of the provinces in the manner indi-
cated has led to a much wider extension
of instructional work among the men

and women and boys and girls who are |

living on the land. A marked develop-
ment of the short course idea has re-
sulted in the extension of courses in
agricultural topics and in household
science throughout the country. These
courses are designed not only for farm-
ers and their wives but for the young
men and women who have left school
and are about to actively enter upon the
affairs of life. In the schools them-
selves an attempt is being made to de-
velop a system of instraction which will
utilize the objects associated with rural
life' as a medium through which to edu-
cate the child. In the higher depart-
