worst record in many years, “clearly de-
monstrating the persistence of the evil
which is driving France to ruin”

The detailed statistics for 1912 are as
follows: — Marriages, 811,929; births,
750,750; deaths, 692,740.

Dr. Bertillon concludes his statement
by saying:

“This is the true cause of the three
years’ military service, which is the
merest palliative.

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STOP ACTION OF HEART
10 PERFORM OPERATION

Remarkable Statemeats Made By
New York Doctor in Paris

Paris, June 16—The following very
interesting statements, some of ‘which
are considered striking by leading lights
of French medical science, were made
by Dr. Alexis Carrel, of the Rockefel-
ler Institute for Medical Research, New
York, at his first official lecture at the
Paul Beaujon Hospital.

Doctor Carrel announced that he was
now able to operate in the chest cavity
with as much ease and safety as in
the abdomen.

“It is now a simple cut,” he said,
“and we open the thorax and operate
upon the lungs, heart, and aorta and
treat the kidneys and the intestines.
We know also just how much the
brain, the spinal cord, and the heart
can stand as regards the temporary

snaesthetics , required
tion.

“The heart suffers very little from
interrupted circulation as long as care
is taken that it has enough oxygen,
and it may be stopped for five or even
ten minutes without danger; while in
the spinal marrow, the circulation may
be stopped as long as twenty minutes.

“For the. brain, however, four min-
utes is the limit of safety, and after
five it is very difficult to restore normal
conditions.” '

A huge field of work remained, he
said in conclusion, to be done as re-
gards operations upon the human
heart, and the study of these was of
the greatest possible importance. This
was especially true of surgery for an-
curisms and the shrinking of the aorta
or pulmonary arteries.

FORESTRY CONVENTION
OF 1913 IN WINNIPEG

Ottawa, June 17—James Lawlor, sec-
retary of the Canadian Forestry As-
sociation, will leave for Winnipeg to
complete arrangements for theé Domin-
ion Forestry Convention, to be held un-
der the auspices of the Manitoba gov-
ernment and the civic organizations.

An unusual interest will be lent to
the convention through the presence of
two exhibits of particular attractive-
ness. The officers of the dominion for-
estry service are preparing an exhibit
of woods growing in Manitoba and the
other western provinces, and experts
from the Dominion Experimental Farm
‘will be present with a collection of for-
est insects whose depredations at the

FRESH AIR AND SUNSHINE

_ Dr. Livingston - Farrand, Executive
Secretary of The National Association
for the Study and Prevention of Tuber-
culosis, in a recent address declared that
pat more than one person in every hun-
dred, taking the country as a whole,
gets enough fresh air to ward off the
ordinary attacks «of dangerou# infec-
tions and contagious diseases. People
fail to get enough fresh air, either be-
cause their lungs are affected or, more
generally, simply because they do not
open the windows and doors. For the
former class a physician is needed, but
for the latter, study of the plain direc-
tions how to live, work, play, and sleep
in the open air will do more than hos-
pitals and drugs.

Why should anyone living in the
country ever have tuberculosis? The
death rate from consumption in the
country is higher than in many cities.
In the country the disease is not caus-
ed by dust and dirt, but by poor venti-
lation in the houses and improper
knowledge of how to breathe, coupled,
of course, with poor selection of diet
and bad cooking. If ene drives for miles
along a country road any fine day the
«chances are that*he will not see a win-
dow raised or a parlor blind up. The
sun is kept out so that it will not fade
the carpets and the healthful air is
thoughtlessly excluded. Consequently
the family breathes over and over again
air in poorly ventilated rooms, not
benefitting by the abundance of clean at-
mosphere and unobstructed sunshine
available, and free to those who know
their value. Of the several campaigns
mgainst the great white plague, that of
instructing the people as to ventilation,
cooking, and eating is probably the most
useful.

ST. JOHN AND OTHER COMMIS-
SION CITIES

Referring to the spread of the com-
m!ssiqn form of government for cities,
Collier’s We/ekly makes note of the fact
that only thirteen states now have no
commission-governed cities. In all these
states the question has been agitated,
and the only obstacles in the way are
either unfriendly legislatures or rigid
constitutional provisions. In Pennsyl-
vania, for instance, several cities have
been fighting for four years for the pas-
sage of a bill that would allow them to
adopt the new plan, and about the same
-gituation exists in New York.

The list of commission cities, which

formerly included only small cities, is|

rapidly expanding. Jersey City recent-
1y adopted the commission form of gov-
ernment, and is the fourth city having
a population in excess of 200,000 to in-
troduce it. Denver and St. Paul will
become commission-governed cities next
year. There are six cities in the list
having a population between 100,000 and
200,000. These are Lowell, Omaha,
Spokane, Memphis, Oakland and Birm-
ingham . Commission government ex-
“ists in sixteen cities of from 50,000 to
100,000 population and in thirty-one cit-
jes of between 25,000 and 50,000 popula-
tion. -

CANADIAN CROP REPORT
AT END OF MAY GOOD

Acreage Sown is Greater Than
Last Year — Wheat in Better
Condition
Ottawa, June 17—A bulletin of the

census ‘and statistics office gives pre-

liminary estimates of the areas sown to
the principal grain crops and reports
on their condition at the end of May,
according to the returns received from
crop-reporting correspondents through-
out Canada. The reports show that

May proved cold and dry with frequent

night frosts and that these conditions,

whilst favorable to seeding, retarded the
growth of the crops sown, and caused
them to be unseasonably backward.

The total area under wheat in Can-
ada is provisionally estimated at 9,816,~
300 acres, or 57, 900 acres more than
in 1912, the area in spring wheat being
8,990,600 acres, or 18,100 acres more.
Qats occupy 9,608,600 acres, compared
with 9,216,900 acres in 1912, an increase’
of 891,600 acres. Barley occupies 1,-
425,200 acres, an increase of 10,000 acres,
and rye 126,600 acres, a decrease of 9,-
610 acres. For wheat, barley and oals
taken together the  increase represents
459,500, compared with 7,638,600 acres
last year.

For Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al-
berta the total wheat area is estimated
at 9,013,800 acres, as compared with
8,961,800 acres, that of oats at 5,207,700
acres, compared with 4,918,900 acres,
and that of barley at 852,600 acres, com-
pared with 809,800 acres, or 388,600
aeres increase for the three crops.

On May 81 the condition of the crops
was reported as generally favorable
throughout Canada. Expressed in per-
centage of the usual standard of 100,
taken as representing the promise of a
full crop, the condition on May 381 for
the dominion was as follows:—Fall
wheat 80.62; spring wheat, 91.55; oats,
91.72; barley, 91.19; rye, 87.70; peas,
88.24; mixed grains, 90.15; hay and
clover, 81.12; pastures, 85.08, and alfal-
fa, 77. At the corresponding date last
year the condition of' fall wheat was
only 71.46. All the other crops were
then above 90, excepting rye, 87.24; peas
83.85, and mixed grains, 87.72. The
poor condition of alfalfa this year is due
to the effects of the winter and cold
spring.

| ‘ A TIME SAVER

Finding the Cows That Give the Milk
That Pays

The favorable weather of June is
bringing some good records of milk pro-
duced by cows trained to the business
by far-sighted owners. Grade cows
yielding as much as 2,300 pounds of milk
and sixty-five pounds of fat in thirty
days are well worth keeping, as many
factory patrons can testify.

On the other hand some poor records
were made during May in several dis-
tricts, not only in yields of milk, but
in many instances in peculiarly low per-
centage of fat; even less than two per
cent. That is one good.reason why it
pays farmers to take up cow testing,
for, with the tests ranging, as they fre-
quently do in the same herd from 2.1
to 48, with common grade cows giving
almost the same weight of milk and
handled under similar conditions, there
is evidently plenty of room for consid-
erable difference in returns.

As a matter of fact, cow testing was
never more needed than at the present
time when farmers are complaining that
it is hard to get good hired help. The
time spent in taking a few weights and
samples is saved over and over again,
a hundred times over, when it proves
to a man that he saves time by milking
profitable cows only. Why waste prec-
jous time month after month, year after
year, on cows that test only two per
cent. of fat?

CANADIAN PULPWOOD

Annual Statistics Issued by Dominion
Forestry Branch, Ottawa

The bulletin now being issued by the
Forestry Branch, Ottawa on the pulp-
wood consumption in Canada for 1912 is
a compilation of statistics obtained from
the sixty pulp mills now operating in
Canada. Of the many facts revealed
by those figures, there are, at least, three
| points which should be of special inter-
| est to the general public, to the forest-
[er. and to the trade, respectively.
| In 1912, nearly two million cords of
‘pulpwood were cut in Canada, forty-
| seven per cent of which was manufac-
| tured into pulp by Canadian mills, an
increase of three per cent over 1911 This
means that more than one half the pulp-
wood cut in Canada is exported in un-
| manufactured form, principally to the
{ United States. It is estimated in the
‘{bulletin, that, had this exported pulp-

wood been manufactured into pulp in
i Canada the increase in the national divi-
dend from this source would be more
than $6,500,000. Yet all the provinces,
‘with the exception of Nova Scotia, have
i placed restrictions on the exports of raw
{ material, and the fact that, in spite of
! these restrictions, the quantity of wood
{ exported in the raw state increased from
11911 to 1912, as well as the falling-off
| in Canadian prices for pulpwood during
this period, seems to indicate over-pro-
duction in the local market.

Of perhaps special interest to the for-
ester are the statistics showing forty per
cent increase in the use of balsam fir in
the manufacture of wood-pulp. To
quote from the bulletin:—“News print
can be satisfactorily made from a mix-
ture containing over forty per cent bal-
sam fir and gixty per cent spruce, and
the prejudice against balsam fir is rap-

idly disappearing.” Balsam fir is espec-
ially. adapted for pulp, the wood being
free from resin and having very long,
strong fibres. It is, however, good for
little else, and is at present viewed by
foresters as a “weed-tree.” As it is one
of the most common species of Canadian
trees, the development of a market for
this wood will be viewed with satisfac-
tion by both #the forester and the priv-
ate owner.

Of interest to the trade is the success-
ful introduction of the sulphate process
in the manufacture of chemical pulp.
In this process sulphate of soda is added
as a source of alkali and to make good
the mechanical losses—ten per cent ap-
proximately—in the process of recovery
of the soda. Three large Quebec mills

used this process in 1912 with excel-
lent results. Spruce, with a small per-
centage of balsam fir, was the wood
used. As these are the principal Capa-
dian pulp woods, the substitution of this
method for the old soda process is not
improbable.

Extend Treaty With Norway

Washington, June 17—Secretary Bry-
an and Norwegian Minister Bryn yester-
day signed the treaty extending for an-
other term of five years the special ar-
bitration treaty between the United
States and Norway which will expire by
limitation on June 24. This makes fif-
teen such treaties now before the sen-
ate for ratification. :

Charlottetown, June 16—The Metho-
dist conference closed tonight with pub-
lic meeting addressed by Rev. S. T.

Some maintain-
ed that the change would mean a loss of
the social element of the conference,
others a loss of self-respect in accepting |
entertainment. The matter was settled
by referring the whole question as to
place and conditions to the conference
special committee.

The Moral and Social Reform Coun-
cil of Canada was urged to ask the fed-
eral parliament to amend section 208 of
the criminal code, to make more effective
the meaning of the words immoral, in-
decent, obsgene, as the present meaning
is capable of such interpretation as to
prevent enforcement of the law as ap-
plied to theatrical performances.
