The pirates then 
kidnapped the government collector of 
taxes and threatened to carry off a num­
ber of wealthy Chinese, who, however, 
ransomed themselves.

The European inhabitants escaped un­
scathed.

A heavy downpour of rain frustrated the 
attempt of the pirates to fire the whole 
island- Communication between Cheung 
Chow and Hong Kong is cut off, and in­
formation é only obtainable by row boats.

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WHY THIS INDIFFERENCE?
If 8t. John is to become a great manu- 

' heturing centre, provision must be made 
br cheaper heat, light and power. This 
thought at once suggests natural gas. Is 
there a sufficient supply in the fields 
which exust in Albert County, and are be­
lieved tb exist in Kings County, to sup­
ply the needs of St. John? Not so very 
long ago it was asked if there was enough 
to supply Moncton ; and it is but a year 
ov two since doubts were expressed 
whether there wae any at all. Yet Monc­
ton and Hillsboro are using the gas, and 

.•there is an abundant supply available. 
There has been no disappointment. The 
company which sought the wells found 
•them, and is finding more. The pressure 
is so great as to excite the surprise of per­
sons who are familiar with wells elsewhere. 
Gas is piped a much longer distance than 
that from the Albert wells to St. John. 
Why do not St. John business men take 
a deeper interest in this question? They 
could do something toward hastening the 
tests to be made near Sussex, or to have 
this city is connected with the wells in Al­
bert. Indifference on their part means 
delay. It is not enough to argue that if 
the gas is discovered in greater quantity 
the company will come seeking a market. 
That is not the attitude of an enterprising 
community which is eager for expansion. 
"Whether it be natural gas or hydro-elec­
tric power, the time has surely come for 
an aroused public interest in the ques­
tion, and a determination to be able to 
offer cheaper heat, light and power as one 
of the encouragements to those consider­
ing the investment of capital in new in­
dustries or the enlargement of those al­
ready in existence.

The following item from the Amherst 
News is of interest in ttfis connection

“We have before us a letter today from 
Mr. Lodge, Moncton, addressed to N. Cur­
ry, Montreal, and forwarded to Percy C. 
Black, of this town. Mr. Lodge states that 
the managers of the Tramway & Gas Com­
pany were now making all arrangements 
for the distribution of the gas in Amherst 
at once and he, Mr. Lodge, would do his 
utmost to have the project hurried along. 
The News learns from other sources that 
the gas company are planning to have their 
pipe lines to Amherst this f$ll. It should 
prove a great boon to our town.”

ATHLETIC TRAINING
Touching the matter of playgrounds and 

athletic training, to which the Times re­
ferred on Monday, the Sydney Post makçs 
some observations on the condition of af­
faire in that town, which are quite ap­
plicable to the city of St. John. The 
Post laments the indifference of the pub-1 
lie to this question of athletics, and sug- i 
geste a remedy, as follows:—

“Examining carefully all the conditions, 
it seems to us clearly evident that one 
thing, and one thing only, is needed. 
That one thing is organization, and the 
best efforts of all who are interested in 
the promotion of sport should be turned 
in the direction of organizing a strong 
and representative athletic association. 
Once a strong association is formed, the 
rest will be easy. The city has a magni­
ficent public playground, unexcelled for 
situation. The expenditure of a few hun­
dreds of dollars will give us athletic 
grounds equal to any in the province. On 
the grounds there is a building, which 
could probably be obtained at a low figure 
and which the expenditure of a few hun­
dreds more would turn into a splendid 
club house. There does not seem any rea­
son why, if the matter is gone about pro­
perly, an association comprising several 
hundred members should not be organized 
within a few weeks. The sporting editor 
of the Post has talked the matter over 
with a number of leading citizens, and all 
have assured him that they will give their 
hearty support to a movement of this 
kind. All that is needed is a little initi­
ative on the part of a few. The public 
will take kindly to the idea once they are 
assured that something practical will be 
done.”

The pith of this statement is in the last 
few sentences. There must be the initi­
ative on the part of a few. That was 
the case in the Board of Trade 
forward movement in St. John, which re­
sulted in the adoption of the commission 
plan of government. It wps the case in 
the supervised playground movement which 
is now a settled policy in this city. Tt 
is the case in dll important Undertakings. 
There is a fine opportunity for a few men 
interested in the public welfare, and especi­
ally in that branch of effort which en­
courages athletic training, • to bring St. 
John into its proper -place as the home 
of trained athletes, able to hold their own 
at national or international rfieets. Such 
an organization as would bring this about 
would give a new and Healthy incentive 
to boys and young men, and greatly bene­
fit the city.

Rome, July 30—The expulsion of four 

prominent Socialist Deputies, Signori Bis- 
fiolati, Bonomi, Cabrini, and Bojreora, 
from the ranks of the party of the over­
whelming majority of the Socialist Con­
gress at Reggio Emilia is likely to have 
considerable effect upon Italian public life. 
The four ostracized Socialiste were expell­
ed, partly for their attitude of conciliation 
towards the monarcny (Signor Bissolati 
was summoned to the Quirnal and offered,

but refused, a seat in the present cabinet 
last year) and partly for support of the I 
war, of which Signor Fodrecca, the editor 
of the anti-clerical “Aeino,” is personally 
a fervent apostle, although he is editorial­
ly opposed to it. The party as a whole 
has always denounced “the African adven­
ture,” but Signor Bissolati, the statesman 
of the Socialists, has reluctantly accepted 
the war as an accomplished fact, while de­
ploring the annexation decree of Novem­
ber 5 as the chief obstacle to peace. In 
this many non-Socialiets agree with him.

He and his expelled friends have already 
founded a "reformist Socialist Party,” and 
have announced that they will resign their 
seats and seek re-election, in order to give 
4heir constituents an opportunity of ex­
pressing an opinion upon their conduct. 
Those who hold municipal offices will also 
resign. This decision will be of special in­
terest in Rome, where Signor Bissolati 
represents in parliament the second, or 
Quirinal 'Division (in which he was elected 
in 1909 by the vote of the royal servants 
over a clericallj'-minded candidate)', and 
where Signor Podrecca has a seat on the 
municipal council.

Emile Fischer, a poor mechanic, of 
Coire, has inherited $1,300,000 from the es­
tate of an uncle who died recently in the 
United States. Fischer is a strong Social­
ist, and the treasurer of the workmen’s 
union at Coire. Hie comrades and friends 
hope that he will employe his fortune to 
further the cause of Socialism in wSitzer- 
land. Fischer is at present staying in St. 
Gall.

Excavations made in the Forum of Ner- 
va have led to the discovery of the base 
of the western of the two standing col­
umns, the so-called “Çolonnocce,” which 
are all that remain of the portièe of the 
once famous temple of Minerva, built- by 
Domitian. These columns have long re­
mained half-buried in the ground; the 
present excavations have shown that the 
total depth of the western column below 
the surface is no less than 16ft. 4 in.
Other excavations are being carried on at 
the foot of the celebrated “Torre delle 
Milizie,” vulgarly but inaccurately known 
as the “Tower of Nero,” (although it was 
not erected till about the year 1200). It 
now appears, howevêr, that this mediaev­
al tower rests in part upon ancient Roman 
ruins and in part upon an ancient paved 
street.

Another mediaeval tower, the leaning 
“Torre Azuielli” of Bologna, which was 
built in 1109 and is 320 feet high aid 4 feet 
out of the perpendicular,* is at present ex­
ercising the artistic world of Italy. The 
fall of the Campanile of St. Mark’s made 
the Bolognesi nervous about the taller of 
the two leaning towers, and a commission 
of engineers recently advised that it should 
be strengthened by hoops of iron. A dis­
cussion is also going on with regard to the 
restoration of the mediaeval “loggetta,” 
erected about 1401 by the powerful Benti- 
voglio clan at the base of the tower.

An International Archaelogical Congress 
will be held in Rome early in October, and 
a large number of persons is expected to 
attend the meetings of its twelve differ­
ent sections. The committee is a strong 
one, and the programme includes, besides 
the ordinary work of the sections, visits 
to the excavations at Ostia and Cerveteri, 
and excursions to Sardinia, Calabria, and 
Sicily. Reductions on the British, French 
and Italian railways have been promised 
to the congressists.

It is feared that the new scheme for 
bringing the proposed Ostia Railway into 
the city will do considerable damage to 
the buried remains of the Circus Maximus 
which, it had been hoped, would some day 
have been excavated. The plan of the en­
gineers is to substitute for the previous 
scheme of two tubes under the Palatine 
and Capitol a tunnel across the old Vicus 
Tuscus. This will also prevent the explora­
tion of the Lupercal.

The work of draining the lowest Church 
of S. Clemente has been begun.
Milan and Como cathedrals have been de­
clared by experts to be in imminent dan­
ger of the collapse of their respective fa­
cades.

The Milan facade was added to the 
gorgeous sixteenth century pile by the 
first Napoleon, who, as though he realized 
that his power was too mighty to endure 
long, insisted that it should he rushed up 
within a brief specified period. Hence this 
part of the grand Gothic cathedral was 
jerry built in a hybrid Renaissance style, 
with unselected marbles, most of which 
are so soft and so badly set together that 
20 years later serious signs of decay ap­
peared, which necessitated periodical 
clamping with iron.

During the last fifty years various pro­
jects have been entertained by the civil 
authorities for the demolition of the fa­
cade and its entire reconstruction in har­
mony with the rest of Milan’s noble na­
tional monument. Indeed, a definite de­
sign wae approved by the government a 
few years ago, but the opinions of the ex­
perts were too conflicting, and popular op­
position too intense, to render such a sol­
ution feasible.

Since then the prospect of a collapse has 
become very grave, and a resolution has 
just been taken to demolish the upper part 
of the facade immediately.

It is reckoned that the work of demoli­
tion will occupy the next four months.

After the Milan Cathedral and the 
world-renowned Certosa at Pavia, the 
Como Cathedral front presents the finest 
example of Lombard architecture of its 
kind extant. Constructed of black and 
whitd marble, it has been gradually bulg­
ing outwards for nearly a century, until a

Calcutta, Aug. 19—The temporary office 
and quarters required to accommodate the 
personnel of the Government of India 
while New Delhi is in the building are be­
ing run up at high working pressure. Con­
tractors and an army of masons, carpen­
ters, and coolies are busy on the Metcalfe 
House estate and elsewhere. There is a 
possibility that a light railway may be 
laid down later on, so as to give easy 
means of communication between tempor­
ary and New Delhi.

Delhi city stands to benefit considerably 
by the building of the new Imperial capi­
tal. The lines of the Indian infantry in 
Daryaganj will eventually be vacated, as 
the new cantonments are built, and thus 
one of the most unhealthy sites within the 
walk can be turned into an open space, 
a ‘lung” for the city which it sadly needs. 
In the distant future, too, one can see a 
broad avenue driven through the network 
of narrow streets and gullies that lie be­
tween the Jama Masjid and the eouthern 
wall. This would form a continuation of 
the great boulevard running northwards 
from Government House at Talkatora, and 
the one long road thus formed would 
have no rival in the Eaet. Again, the 
squalid bazaars at Paharganj will be 
swept away; and the Sadr Bazaar and 
Shazimandi will be made sweet and whole­
some. These all lie outside the walls, and 
they have been little regarded in the past; 
but now their insanitary state becomes a 
matter of importance. The diversion of 
the Agra-Delhi chord line of railway ie 
also certain to be undertaken, and this 
alone will be a great improvement, as the 
present alignment past the Ajmere and 
Lahore Gates interferes with road com­
munication south of the Mori bastion.

One cannot yet say what the future of 
the present civil station will be, but with 
official residences, hotels, and shops spring­
ing up in New Delhi it is likely to lapse 
into a auburb offering accommodation for 
those who arp not within the official cir­
cle. The overflow of the Indian popula­
tion of Delhi may find an outlet in the 
direction of Ferozabad.

“The Australian naval scheme is quite 

a different thing from the question of im­
perial federation,” replied Sir George. 
“The present naval scheme does not sug­
gest any constitutional change. It is a 
matter solely of Australia, but for the 
empire. The navy as constituted for the 
Australians will take the place of the im­
perial squadron in the South Seas, ^and 
it is for service in Australian waters."

“Does assistance from Australia in this 
form meet with the approval of the Brit­
ish government?”

“The admiralty received the scheme most 
favorably. IVe do not know what their 
ideal may be; what we do know it is our 
ideal, and the admiralty have helped us 
in every point to carry it out.”

“When Alfred Deakin was prime minis­
ter, the Liberal party then being in power, 
he announced' the policy of the Australian 
fleet unit. The prime minister who suc­
ceeded him at the head of the labor party 
of Australia, bas adopted the same lines, 
speaking generally. There are some who 
would prefer to have the ships handed 
to the admiralty but the great majority 
of Australians believe in the fleet unit, the 
policy now being carried out.

auditorium vestibule. On the upper twox __ 
floors there will be a double tier of offices 
most modern I y appointed, including the 
manager’s office, etc.

The ground floor of the auditorium, 
which is to seat 900 people, will also con­
tain retiring rooms for ladies and gentle­
men. cloak rooms, etc. The rear of the 
auditorium floor will be a wide promenade 
aisle or foyer. At the sides of the stage 
large private boxes, room-shaped, will be 
located. There will be four side exits in­
to concrete courtyards from the ground 
floor, and a like number upstairs. Alto­
gether there will be ten easy exits to open 
air. The ^>a,lcony is to seat 878. people.

The furnishing, decorating and electrify­
ing of the new theatre will be on an elab­
orate scale, and quite new to Canadian 
houses of amusement. Both inside and 
outside the theatre house is to be a blaze 
of tungsten lights, although the interior 
lighting will be very carefully distributed 
and made restful and artistic. •f'

The contract calls for the completion of — 
the .theatre by March 1. 1913. It is ex­
pected the roof will be on be^pre the laat 
of Novembet*. As soon as the primary 
work of foundations, etc., is finished, al­
lowing free scope for the structural phases 
of the contract, the* crew of workmen will 
be greatly augmented and the activities 
entered into with even greater despatch.

Bricklayers have erected two side walls 
to>a height of more.than ten feet and a 
section of the stage wall. The arrival of 
steel and ironwork for the lintels, door fit­
tings, etc., also the large balcony support, 
will allow this part of the construction to 
proceed with much greater rapidity. Mr. 
Wills says the iron materials are now en 
route to this city from Sherbrooke, P. Q. 
A large t^uss to span the house as a bal­
cony support will be the largest piece of 
structural iron in any theatre east of Bos­
ton, and will obviate the necessity of posts.

Excavating at the extreme rear of the 
lot has been giving most trouble, as the 
formation is slate rock and tedious to re­
move. However, the required depth has 
been about reached, and with the laying 
of concrete footings and the moulding of 
the walls brick work will go forward quick­
ly at this point. Under the stage, just 
at this part of the lot, dressing-rooms or­
chestra. rooms, boiler rooms, etc., will be 
situated. The coal bunkers will be locat­
ed on. the Landsdowne Hotel side of the 
theatre, at the rear.

When completed, the height of the walls 
will ‘ be seventy feet, a finely enamelled 

colored brick to be used in the 
frontal work. Terra cotta, specially de­
signed, is to be used in ornamentation, 
and it is expected the whole will be a 
strikingly beautiful effect.,

today. Albert E. West over, the architect, 
arrived from Philadelphia on the early 
morning steamer, accompanied by A. 1l. 
Wills, representing the contractor, Henry 
L. Brown, of Philadelphia. Harvey L. 
Watkins, general manager of the Keith 
eastern houses, arrived on the Boston ex­
press and Wm. E. McKenney, construc­
tion inspector for the Keith people, came 
in on the Montreal train. These gentle­
men are meeting F. Neil Brodie of this 
city, the superintending architect, in a 
general inspection of the building to date 
and of the plans for the succeeding stages 
of erection.

The new theatre is now about clear of 
the unforeseen difficulties that have been 
hindering the work for more than two 
months. The six weeks of bad weather, 
the presence of unknown tannery vats, 
abandoned drains, solid rock well conduits 
and natural soakage have been surmount­
ed, and with the exception of a section 
of rear foundation, the front foundation 
and one side of the proscenium, the 
crete basic work is completed. It is pro­
nounced a most formidable piece of work, 
the extra wide footings and doubly strong 
foundation walls making a wonderfully se- 

support ‘ for brick, steel and wood 
construction to rest upon it.
