OPTIMISTIC

Head of C. N. R., Here

on Royal George,

Speaks of Financial Conditions—Much
More Money By Spring—St. John and

the Royal Line

An optimistic statement regarding the
tendency of the financial market, con-
firmation of the report that his company
is contemplating the construction of two
additional steamers for the Atlantic
route, their plans for the eastern end of
their transcontinental railway and the
use of St. John as their winter port were
among the matters discussed by Sir wil-
liam Mackenzie, president of the Cana-
dian Northern Railway, who arrived in
St. John this morning on the steamer
Royal George, the first steamer of the
C..N. R. line to dock at this port.

“Conditions indicate that the financial
situation is steadily improving, that
money is becoming easier and that by
the spring it will be much more plenti-
ful; at least that is the result of my ob-
servations, and those of others interested
in financial matters,” said Sir William.
That he is entitled to speak with author-
ity on this subjeet is indicated by the
success which attended the mission
which took Sir William to England. He
went over for the purpose of floating an
issue of £1,500,000 land mortgage at_five
per cent. bonds. They were issued at
95, and Sir William said that eighty per
cent. of the issue had been taken up be-
fore he left.- This is a notable achieve-
ment in view of the condition of the
market, and the widespread lack of
funds for such investments, but Sir Wil-
liam Mackenzie has a reputation for
achieving the unexpected in financial
matters.

In repiy to a question whether his
company would be making St. John
their winter terminus again next year,
Sir William said that he could not say,
as he did not know the circumstances
which had led to the change from Hali-
fax to St. John. He admitted that the
present arrangement was only tempor-
ary, but said that this might be said of
any winter arrangements, as they are
made from year to year. v

Pressed for an expression of opinion
regarding the company’s choice between
St. John and Halifax, Sir William said
frankly that Halifax:=wass’ thei « o frst
choice, and that he knew of no reasons
for changing this preference. He
that they fgured that it took fifteen
hours’ additional to reach St. John by
steamer, and this was not compensate
for by the difference in the rail hauli He
did not see }>w the operation of  the
National Transcontinental would alter
the situation, as it made a difference of
only twenty-nine miles in the distance
between Montreal and Halifax, and this

would apply to St. John. What effect
the completion of the Valley Railway
would have on their plans, he could not
say, but did not hold out any hope that
it would be of much effect in influencing
their arrangements.

Regarding the possibility of their com-
pleting their transcontinenta] line to
make connection with a winter Atlantic
port, Sir William said:—“Well, we have
been trying to secure access to the 1. C.
R., but we have not got it yet.”

‘Asked if the roundabout route of the
L C. R. would be preferred by them to
a more direct route, which they cou!d
build for themselves,- Sir William said
that its advantage lay in the fact that it
was already built, and he dismissed the
suggestion of further construction in this
part of the country with the statement
that they had all they could attend to
for some time linking up he various sec-
tions of their 10,000 miles of road be-
tween Vancouver and Quebec, “We have
our summer Atlantic terminal at Mont-
real and Quebec,” he said, “and.thcsc
will content us for the present w!‘\lle we.
continue to use the I. C. R. during the
winter under’ the present arrangement.

New Steamers

for the Atlantic service to enable .them
to operate a weekly service, Sir William
said that during the last two years the
cost of steamer construction had been so
great that they had not undertaken this
work. The prospects were, he added,
that the cost would be congiderably less
during the next year or: two and
it would * then be ‘tHme for
them to talk about building new steam~
ers. “We are considering the matter,”
he said, “but are not planning to build
just at present.”

FLONTS T0 OVERCONE
THE DUST NUISANCE

A New Proposal in Connection
With The Coal Pocket Matter

The latest proposal of the Dominion
Coal Company to do away with the dust
nuisance at their coal pocket on Rodney
wharf is that the city shall roof over the
entire ferry floats from wharf to wharf,
and that the cost of the work shall be
met by the company in annual pay-
ments.

The mayor and city commissioners
and four officials of the coal company
visited the site, and it was arranged to
deal with the matter in committee of
the whole tomorrow morning.

The first proposal of the company is
that a dust proof shelter shall be built
over the floats extending from the top
of the wharf on one side to the other;
this work, at an estimated cost of $7,-
500, to be done by the city and paid for
by the company in annual payments of
probably twenty per cent. of the cost.

If this proposal does not meet the ap-
proval of the commissioners, the com-
pany is willing to enclose their entire
plant to keep the dust in.

It is understood that there will be no
extension of the lease of the wharf at
present, but that the company shall go
ahead and do what they can to elfmin-
ate the dust and the extension of the
Jease will depend upon the success they
attain.

The conflict between the ferry and the
coal pocket may be solved within the
next few years by the removal of the
ferry landing to the foot of King street,
west end. In this case the company
would not be relieved of the obligation
to pay for any work which might be
performed by the city in providing shel-
ter from the coal dust.

After their return from West St. John,
the commissioners discussed the matter
informally and decided to meet in com-
mittee of the whole at eleven o’clock to-
Morrow morning.

(THE POISON NEEDLE

ISED ON A HAN?

Immigration Agent's Papers On
White Slave Matters Stolen

Cleveland, Dec. il—Police and gov-
ernment officers are searching for two
men believed to be members of the New
York “poison needle” gang, who are al-
leged to have attacked George Baker of
New York, said to be a United States
immigration inspector and robbed him
of important papers while he was un-
der the influence of the drug.

Every effort was being made to keep
the metter quiet. The victim, who is
said to have been conducting a “white
slave” probe here, was walking down
Lakeside avenue when he was suddenly
taken ill. Two men who had evidently
been following him, rushed forward, and
carried him into a hospital near there.
While physicians ‘were reviving Baker
his “friends” picked up his ‘bag and fled.
Two government papers, supposed to be
reports on white slave conditions in this
city, were in the bag.

That Baker himself was a victim of the
needle is thought possible. Doctors at
Lakeside Hospital said they believe Ba-
ker was a victim of heart trouble, but
admitted that a drug injected into his
veins might have caused his illness.

World’s

Nine Cents a Pound On
Hoof For Ontario Cattle;

Highest Market

Chicago and Buffalo Both Lower and
No Change is Looked For — Fifteen
Cents For Dressed Hind Quarters

(Canadian Press.)

“Toronto, Dec. 11—With choice butch-
er cattle bringing nine cents a pound
on the hoof, and with dressed hind
quarters up to fifteen cents a pound, To-
ronto this week has the distinction of
being the highest priced primary live
stock market in the world.

The manager of one of the oldest and
largest plants declares that prices here
have reached a level which has made ex-
portation of cattle an impossibility.

Both Chicago and Buffalo are below
Toronto this week and the absolutely
necessary local demand in Ontario seems
now, in the face of the very large cur-

tailment in supplies, to be sufficiently
strong to maintain prices at a level
highcr than that which prevails at any
other centre in America.

Since the beginning of September fully
150,000 head of cattle hage been ship-
ped from Eastern Canada to the United
States. The result has been serious for
Ontario, because, with the winter
months at hand, the entire province
seems to have been almost drained of
its supplies of beef. The buyers and
the sellers on the Toronto market, to
use their own expression, “will be hang-
ed if they know where the cattle for the
next two or three months are going to
come from.”

Africa Magnate

REVENGE 1S REASON

One Bullet in Neck, Another in
Thigh But Condition Declared
Not Very Serious — Assailant
is Arrested — Shot Down m
Johannesburg Street

(Canadian Press)

Johannesburg, Union of South Afr.m,
Dec; 11—An attempt was made today
to assassinate Sir Lionel Phillips, the
principal gold mining magnate of South
Africa. Three shots were fired at him.
One bullet lodged in his neck and an-
other in one of his thighs. His condition
is declared not to be grave. The would-
be assassin was arrested.

The attempt was made while he was
walking in Commissioner street.

Sir Lionel Phillips was closely identi-
fied with the late Cecil Rhodes and Al-
fred Beit, who was partner in the firm
of Wernner Beit & Co. He has lived in
Johannesburg since 1889. .

In 1890 Sir Liomel was sentenced -to
death at Pretoria for participation in’
the Jameson raid together with John
Hayes Hammond, George P. Farrar and
Colonel Frank Rhodes. The sentences
were commutec to a fine of $125,000 and
banishment.

The assailant of Sir Lionel Phillips
was identified as a Dutch storekeeper,
named Nissun and the crime was sup-
posed to have been actuated by revenge
for the loss of a recent suit against the
mining group with which Sir Lionel
is connected. .

Chicago, Dec. 11—Chicago’s bread line
will be abolished with the New Year.
A hotel where real beds can be had for -
five .cents a might and where meals will
be furnished at from one to five cents
each will supplant the bread line on

an. 1.

Chas. G. Dawes, former comptrolier
of the.currency, who has been the host
to the unfortunates in the bread line,
is the founder of the hotel which will
bear the name “The Rufus Dawes Me-
morial” It will represent a father’s me-
morial to a dead son. Connected with
the hotel will be free baths and a free
employment agency.

‘A large flag, similar to the one raised
during the battle of Lake Erie by Com-
modore Perry and bearing the words
“Don’t give up the ship” will adern the
lobby of the new hotel. “All the men
may not understand the historic part of
the motto,” said Mr. Dawes, “but every
one will catch the spirit of the mes-
sage.”

The bread line of past years has again
been established until the mew hotel is
opened.

OREGON FIXES $825 AS
WOMENS MIMIMUM WAGE

Portland, Ore, Dec. 11—A ruling
made by the State Welfare commisison
effective in sixty days, prescribes a mim-
imum scale of $8.25 a week for all wo-
men employed in industrial occupations
in the State of Oregon and fixes 54 hours
as the maximum they may be employ-
ed in any one week. The time of em-
ployment in which a woman shall be
considered, an experienced worker and
entitled to the minimum wage, is fixed
at one year and the wage of an ap-
prentice period is fixed at $6 a week.

“We claim that the minimum sum re-
quired to retain a self supporting wo-
man in frugal but decent conditions of
living is $8.25 a week,” says the report
of the conference on which the ruling
was based.

The conference was composed of three
representatives each of the employes,
employers and general public.

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THE MAILS

 The postmaster general has discovered
" that he ought to do something with re-
gard to the Trans-Atlantic mails pass-
ing through the port of St. John. He has
issued orders to the effect that if there
is first-class mail on the Royal George
for points west of the maritime prov-
inces it must be sent forward by special
train over the Canadian Pacific. This,
however, does not settle the whole ques-
tion. If there is no first-class mail on
the Royal George, why is that the case?
Is St. John only to receive such mails
as may properly be sent forward oy
freight train? Why discriminate against
this port? There are not certain days
when people in the old country write
Jetters and certain other days when they
send newspapers and parcels. The or-
dinary English mail brings all kinds of
mail matter, including first class. If it is
really true that somebody has decided
that no first class mails for the west
shall ‘come by the St. John route, it is
high time St. Jchn’s representative in
the government had something to say
on the subject. The board of trade is
trying to do what ought to be done by
the city’s representative in the govern-
ment. !

The Standard says regarding the mail
service that “Mr. Pelletier's telegrams
are most reassuring and must be con-
sidered as satisfactory by all reasonable
men.” But in the very same article the
Standard also says:—

“If it is not necessary that British
newspapers and package mail should be
carried by the most direct routes from
one Canadian port to another, why
should it be necesdary for any govern-
ment to pay heavy subsidies to high

a commission, and almost exhausted its
list of laudatory adjectives in praising
the goveinment for taking that course,
which is described as the scientific, need-
ful and proper one. But Mr. Crothers
says that he is not aware that any such
action on the part of the government is
even iniended. For the rest, the minis-
ter of labor exhausted about a column
of space in the Standard in criticizing
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and trying to make
it appear that the latter did nothing to
improve conditions while he was in
power. But the conditions did not need
improvement in Sir Wilfrid’s time to any
such extent as at present. There was
abundance of work, abundance of mon-
ey, and no such complaint about the high
cost of living as that heard today. The
conditions, under tory rule, have chang«
ed. While the cost of living has in-
creased much more rapidly of late, there
is also an increase of unemployment and
a scarcity of money. Therefore a con-
dition has arisen which calls for gov-
ernment action. It is up to the govern-
ment of Mr. Borden. Judging from the
interview with Mr. Crothers, Mr. Bor-
den has no remedy to offer. There is all
the more need that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and the Liberal party should come to
the rescue, with a policy which would
make the conditions better instead of
worse for the great consuming classes of
this country.

‘John and Kennebeccasis and come into
the city by the Rothesay route over the
Intercolonial. He is also quoted as say-
ing that the line will cross ithe St. John
at The Mistake or Oak Point. But he
also says that the government now has
an cngineer looking over the sites for
the bridges, and will be guided by his
recommendation. Suppose he reports
against both The Mistake and Oak
Point?

Mr. McLeod, like Mr. Flemming, lacks
definiteness in his statements. This
‘question has been before the government
a long time. It is not yet settled. What
has caused the delay, and why have the
contracts for the bridges not been given
out long since? The Grand Trunk Pa-
cific Railway will be completed to
Moncton next year. The St. John Val-

should be provided at St. John to handle
Grand Trunk Pacific traffic.

The steamer
left Avonmouth at 10.36 p. m. Dec. 8
passing Nash Point at one a. m. Dec. 4,
making 163 miles on that date. Her daily
runs for the subsequent days were as
follows: Dec. 5, 365 miles; Dec. 6, 878
miles; Dec. 7, 285 -‘miles; Dec. 8, 367
miles; Dec. 9, 863 miles; Dec. 10, 400
miles; Dec. 11, 384 miles, arriving at the
Partridge Island ‘buoy at 10.15 this
morning. ]

Beacon:—The Dry Ledge, Letete Pas-
sage, has been a menace to marine craft
long enough. It should be removed. Tt
would not be a very heavy undertaking,
and its remowal would be a great boen
to fishermen, tug-boat men, pilots and
sea-faring men generally.

“If Wells were the worst-trained man
in the world,” says one report, “it would
not ‘' account for the miserable exhibi-
tion he gave, as his training had no-
thing to do with it. It was sheer ab-
sence of a fighter’s temperament and
inability to give of the best he had on a
great occasion that beat Wells, and will
always beat Wells when he meets a
born fighter who is not also a born
fool.

“Wells’ nervousness was apparent
when he wasted much time over the
preliminaries to the contest, the spec-
tators losing patience and making audi-
ble comments regarding the FEnglish-
man’s tardiness,

When time was called Carpentier came
from his corner full of confidence and
fight. He lost no time in sparring, and
evidently saw the best tactics were not
to give Wells time to feel his feet and
recover his nerves.”
