In the Equity court this morninga
somewhat unexpected scene was pre-
sented, when' Mr. A, H. Hanington, as
8o0on &8 the coprt convened, arose and
tomakea statement. He
then "read a  statement, formulating
divers complaints, protests, charges and

His Honor Mr. Justice Palmer as judge
in equity andin relation to the suit of
V]Veldon et al vs Parks & Sor (limited) et
al.

One complaint is that orders are made
and proceedings taken from day to day
in the absence of Mr. Hanington and
without notice to the defendants. Mr.
Hanington contends that His Honor had
no authority or right to appoint a re-
ceiver in the cause and that such appoint-
ment was without the consent and a-
gainst the wish of the bondholders
of the St. John Cotton Company” and
claims that the receiver’s certificates have
no validity in the law. He objects to
the running of the mills by the receiver.
He says he is informed it is untrue
that the mills are making money and as-
serts that no charges are made for in-
terest, wear and tearetc. He complains
of Mr. McIntyre’s statement and con-
tends, without the consent of the bond-
holders neither His Honor nor the re-
ceiver has any right to use the mill and
machinery for any purpose. He charges
that he-understood His Honor yesterday
went to the office of certain merchants
who are clients of Mr. H. and requested
them to pay Mr. Parks cash today for
the amount of their account despite the
notice of the Bank of Montreal to the
contrary and that on being told they
were in the hands of Mr. H., as their
solicitor His Honor then stated he (H.)

THAT THREAT OF IMPEACHMERT.

It seems that there is no question of
veracity between Mr. E. C. Jones of #he
Bank of Montreal and Mr. H.H. McLean,
receiver. Both are truthful men, Judge
Palmer says that -the receiver did not
tell him that Mr. E. C. Jones threateried
to impeach him, the Judge, but merely
{hat if the court continued to operate
the mills and issue receiver’s certificates
they would bring the matter before Par-
liament for investigation. Who are
“they™ The Bank of Montreal. Who
speaks for the Bank of Montreal in St.
John? Mr. E. C. Jomes. Who is
the Court? Judge Palmer. It there-
fore appears that Mr. E. C.
Jones told Mr. H. H. McLean
that if Judge Palmer continued to oper-
ate the mills and to issue receiver's cer-
tificates the bank would bring the mat-
ter before Parli t for investigation. If
$his was not a threat against Judge Pal-
‘mer we would like to know by what
name it can be described. And in what
other way could the matter be brought
before Parliament but by impeaching
the Judge.

THE COTTON MILLS AND THE BANK.

1t is somewhat unusual for the solict-
tor of a great corporation to rush into
print for the purpose of creating a public
opinion in its favor in a suit which is
before the Equity Court,but this is what
has been done by Mr. A, P
Barnhill, who is acting under the
direction of Messrs. Weldon & McLean,
the solicitors for the Bank of Montreal,in
the case against the owners of the cotton
mills, Mr. Barnhill undertakes to give
a plain statement of the facts in this
case and naturally enough publishes it
in the columns of the Globe which hates
8t. John and its industries most cordial:
ly. Unfortunately Mr. Barnhill's state-
ment in several particulars lacks the es-
gential element of truth as will be seen
by the following quotation from it:—

In November the bank, finding that
little progress had been made in the
suit and that there was little prospect of
an early sale being made, intimated
their intention to discontinue advances,
but after some negotiation they finally
8, to continue advances for a period
of s1x weeks upon the condition that the
bank should have a lien npon the pro-
ducts of the mills and all moneys and
securities received as the proceeds of
sales. Under this agreement the bank
continued to advance fundsto the re-
ceiver, and as will be seen by the man-
ager’s letter to the receiver, the latter’s
account on April 3rd was overdrawn
126,837.19, and a further sum probably
required (which sum was, in fact, furn-
ished to pay the wages). The bank then
(April 11) decided to stop further advanc-
es after paying all wages up to that date,
and at once called upon the receiver to
carry out his agreement and the condi-
tions already stated. With the prior
encumbrances which the bank would
have to pay, the interest of the bank to-
day in the properties exceeds the sum
of ,000.

The statement that the advances were
to be made for six weeks only from No-
vember is wholly untrue. Yesterday
we published the instructions of J udge
Palmer to the receiver, Mr. H. H. Mc-
Lean,when he went to Montreal to make
arrangements with the bank, and these
instructions forbade him making any
other arrangement than the one therein
detailed, which was that the bank
should advance $30.000 until the mills
weresold. There was no mention of six
weeks, or of any other time in the in-
structions; the advances were to be made
until the mills were sold. Equally
false is the statement that the mills owe
the bank $330.000. We believe that today
exclusive of the original mortgages and
of the $22,500 which stands by special
arrangment the mills do not owe the
bank $10,000 over and above the amount
of good commercial paper and securities
belonging to the mills which the bank
holds for collection. It is too ‘bad that
the relations between the bank and the
mills should be so grossly misrepre-
sented.

——

HAZEN OF ST. JOHN.

The people of St. John instead of send-
ing a migerable annexationist to Parlia
ment, or & narrow minded lawyer, who
proclaimed to the world the bankruptey
of all our citizens, have this year selected
as one of their representatives, a young
man of statesmanlike views and singu-
lar eloguence, who, in the opinion of
Mr. Laurier, made yesterday the
best debut that had been
made by any member of Parliament for
the past fifteen years. Such a compliment
as this coming from the leader of the
opposition may well make the people of
St. John proud of their choice of a mem-

ber to represent them in Parliament.
Mr. Hazen took occasion to defend the
people of the Maritime Provinces against
the slanderous attacks of Sir Richard
Cartwright who said that a majority had
been obtained for the government in
these provinces by bribery or by the
promises of railway subsidies. The fol-
lowing report of Mr. Haz.en's reply is
from the Sun's staff correspondent.

Looking straight at Cartwright, Hazen
said : I might, perhaps, have been ready
to excuse something of what was said at
the end of the disappointing campaign,
and would have been glad to know that
the hon. geutleman in his cooler mom-
ents was sorry for his slanderous charges.
Continuing, he said that the people of
the maritime provinces had as much
regard for principle and as strong sense
of right as Sir Richard himself. He
would, moreover, assure the house and
the honorable gentleman that so far as
his province was concerned and he be-
lieved the same was true of the neigh-
boring province, there was not in the
whole campai; any _ mention
of subsidies. ere “weré no side
issties. There was a single issue—unre-
stricted reciprocity, as defined by Cart-
wright himselt, by Laurier and by Eras-
tus Wiman. The statements of Cart-
wright would not be supported by Cart-
wright's defeated friends in. the lower
provinces. The defeated candidates in
St. John would readily admit that the
triu mgh of the government was on_the
straight issue chosen by Cartwright him-
self. The recorder of St. John, ome of
the leading speakers on the opposition
side in the campaign, had writter to the
Toronto Week explaining the issue of
the campaign as proving that the con-
solidation of Canada was complete, and
that people were still loyal to Great Bri-
tain. Mr. Hazen referred to
the great majority in  the
maritime province cities, and to
the majority of more than two thousand
received by his friend at his_right, Mr.
Wood of Westmorland, to the popular
majority of five thousand in New Bruns-
wick, the largest ever won by any party,
and decla that it was absurd to
attribute this to any incidental cause.
In closing, Mr. Hazen observed that a
young man coming here for the first
time to learn from his superiors in-age
and experience, he regretted to find
party leaders setting province against
province. Young men in the lower
provinces were no longer concerned with
battles of confederation or any old
questions. They wanted to see the
country grow strong and to become more
firmly united as time went by.

THE GLOBE IS PLEASED.

The prospect of the St. John cotton
mills being closed through the action of
the Bank of Montreal fills tha Globe
with such a thrill of delight that it
almost forgels thatits editor was so
recently the rejected of St. John. Any-
thing that will cripple our industries and
ruin our commerce is dear tothe heart
of the Globe’s editor, and there is almost
a vein of good nature in his remarks
in prospect of the early closing of the
mills and the throwing of five hundred
of our people out of employment. The
Globe says:—

What surprises many people is that
the bank should want to wind up so
good a thing. Further than this it seems
very unreasonable for the bank not to
be willing to continue to pay money
when the money is used in giving em-
ployment to people. There is in this a
suggestion of a lack of patriotism which
banks ought to try toavoid having urged
against them. The stockholders have
gladly and cheerfully bled for the public
welfare in making cotton into cloth_ at
more expense than the article could be
imported. Although the cotton factory
has not made money for years,it is
proof of the genius displayed in its man-
agement that it has given employment
to many persons in those years, and now
that it has added to its staff a locustical
horde in the shape ‘of lawyers it will
doubtless be more flourishing than ever.
Great is the N. P, ; great are its priests
and sacrificiers.

How cheerfully the Globe can write of
the misfortunes of the poor working men
and women who will be deprived of
their bread through the closing of the
mills. Their sorrows will not affect the
appetite or serenity of that nice little
man, Mr. Ellis. Of course he assumes
that in this matter the Bank of Montreal
is right and that those who are guarding
St. John's interests are wrong. He
quietly ignores the statement of the
Judge in Equity that the mills are earn-
ing a profit of $1,000 a week and assumes
that they are losing money. All this is
quite characteristic of the enemy within
our gates.

PROF. KOCH AGAIN.

Two eras in the history of Prof. Koch’s
lymph appear to have come to a termin-
ation ; the one of extravagant and un-
reasoning praise ; the other of spiteful
detraction. Newspaper writers who
flocked to Berlin when news of the pro-
fessor’s discovery got abroad, determined
to work the lymph for all it was worth,
and they did so, arousing among the un-
thinking a hope that could have no
possible foundation,whick was naturally
suceeded by the bitterest disappoint-
ment. In consumption all that those
who know anything of the nature of the
disease could hope frpm the use of the
lymph was that it might arrest its
progress, leaving the patient more or less
a cripple according to the inroads it had
made upon his system when resort was
bad to the remedy. Prof. Koch never
claimed that his lymph could
accomplish more than this, and
by claiming anything more he
would have placed himself on record
as a charlatan. If his discovery accom-
plished that it would prove to the world
no less valuable than that of Dr. Jenner,
for if used when. the disease first
manifested itself the patient would be
sayed comparativily unscarred from a
malady which without it is inevitably
fatal in its result. Our belief that Prof
Roch’s lymph, when the profession be-
came accustomed to its use, would prove
of the greatest value, is strengthened, by
reports of two patients which have been
treated, one in New York and one in
Louisville, Ky. both of whom were dis-
charged from hospitals, cured on the
30th ult. The story of the New York
patient is told as follows under date of
May 1:—

R. Schneider,one of the lymph patients
at the Monteflore Home, was discharged
as cured yesterday. Schneider had been
a patient there for several months before
he received his first inoculation on
December 16 last. He has been under
the immediate care of Dr. Simon Baruch
and House Surgeon Max Rosenthal dur-
ing the entire period of treatment. Dr.
Eugene Hodenpyl, the pathologist, Dr.
Prudden’s assistant, made the examina-
tions of the sputum thrown off by the
man. The microscopical examination
has shown no trace of tubercular bacilli
for several weeks past, whereas at first
the disease germs were plainly observ-
able.

The last injection of lymph given to
Schneider was sixty-five milligrammes.
It was followed by no reaction whatever.
Other good symptows that have accom-
panied the treatment are the addition of
muscular tissue, reinforced pulse, cessa-
tion of coughing and phlegm and the re-
turn of appetite. In response to sound-
ings his lungs gave back a healthy re-
sponse, and show an absence of conges-

tlTS(:hneider was discha: from the
Home to-day as cured,” sa. r. Rosen-
thal yesterday. “Of course, as in any
chronic disease, the cure is relative. He
may suffer a relapse within a year or
two, brought about by poor food, by
living in contracted and poorly ventilat-
ed rooms, or by exposure.

“Such a relapse, however, would not

alter the opinion of a physician that the
man is cured at the present time. He
will report to us once a month, that we
may continue our observances of the
history of thecase.”
The case at Louisville is thus describ-
ed:—J. J. Dawson, of Bloomfield, Ky.,
who came hereseven weeks ago with an
apparently hopeless case of consumption,.
to be treated with Koch’s lymph at the
Norton Infirmary, has been dismissed,
pronounced cured.
In describing his experience with the
injections he said: “I canuot describe
how it felt. At first my bones shook
with pain as acuate ag those of rheuma-
tism. I felt very weak, then my blood
began to get hot; my lungs seemed filled
with something and in my imagination
[ felt them expanding to the size ot two
balloons. I imagined a war was
going on between the lym h and
the bacilli. and that the bacilli were
gradually being routed after a fierce fight.
After I had been treated for two weeks
an injection of the lymph had_very lit-
tle . effect on me, as far as feeling was
concerned. There was a little sensation
at the time and then all was over.”
Reports of this kind will have much
more weight with scientific and thought-
ful men than the highly colored stories
which were put afloat by sensational
and irresponsible correspondents some
months ago.

NOTE ll_l_)_C_ﬂllEIT.

There does not seem to be much grati-
tude in Mr. J. V.Ellis. For his sake
Messrs Weldon and McLean caused the
editor of their paper, the Telegraph, to
eat several barrels of crow in the early
part of the year in order that Mr. Ellis
might be elected to Parliament and now
Mr. Ellis has no better treatment for
these two worthy gentlemen than to de-
seribe them as “locusts”, which he does
in an editorial last evening.

sence ofthat degree of moral sense which
could warrang the institution to send
him forth as #n instructor of youth.

In this case it is clearly the duty of
the government to order an investiga-~
tion so that the exact character of the
offence for which Tesseo had his life
prospects ruined may be made clear.

Ipse, Ipsa, Ipsum,

Mr. Richard F. Quigley’s book on the
great Ipse, Ipsa, Ipsum controversy has
been on our table for along time and ought
to have been reviewed long ago. Never-
theless even at this late day its interest
has by no means departed and the book
itself will furnish an arsenal of weapons
for future disputants on the same and
kindred topics for many yearsto come.
It is seldom indeed that a mewspaper
discussion extends to the length of the
one under review; still more seldom is
it that the result is embalmed in the
form of a book, but it cannot be said in
this case that it was either improper or
unnecessary to take the latter step. The
unwearied diligence,the ripe scholarship
and the marvellous research of Mr.
Quigley is preparing the material
that forms this volume deserved a better
record that® the files of a mewspaper
cansupply. No men know better than
newspaper writers how ephemeral is the
fame to be obtained from the writing of
even the ablest articles, which are hast-
ily read and lightly tossed aside with
but little thought of the knowledge and
research they have involved. But with a
book it is different: it is something to be
preserved and read and it speaks for all
time to those who consult its pages. Mr.
Quigley has therefore done well to pre-
serve in the form of a book what it took
him so long toprepare. The cost bhas
been heavy but we hope that his co-re-
ligionists and those interested in the
points of scholarship involved in this
work will not forget his claims upon
them as the author of a work -of such
magnitude, importance and research,

The full title of Mr. Quigley’s book is ;
“Ipse, Ipsa, Ipsum ; which? Controver-
sial letters in answer to the above ques-
tion, and in vindication of the position
assumed by the Catholic church to the
ever blessed Motber of the World’s Re-
deemer in the divine economy of man’s
salvation in reply to the Right Reverend
Dr. Kingdon,Coadjutor (Anglican) bishop
of Fredericton, New Brunswick, and
“John M. Davenport, priest of the Mis-
sion church.” Ritualist minister,St. John,
New Brunswick.” The majority of
our readers will remember the circum-
stances of this controversy which was
continued in one of the newspapers for
many months, It arose from u lecture
delivered by Bishop Kingdon on the
subject of “Misprints” in Trinity church
school house on the 22nd November,
1887, in which he was reported to have
said: “Sometimes the itution of one

There is absolutely no difference in
sense, to the Catholic mind at least, be-
tween these three readings.” Mr. Quig-

J erome’s old
vulgate made direct from the Hebrew,
has the masculine ipse—the modern vul-
gate in spite of this has ipsa. " Where is
the ipsum ? Because the English version
speaks of the “seed of the woman’’ as it,
it must not be supposed that the
neuter occurs in the /
original or in either the Greek or
Latin version thereof.” Mr. Davenport
then went on to give his view of the
Hebrew version as follows : “The Heb-
rew has a masculine pronouti followed by
a masculine verb “he shall bruise.” Itis
true that if the promoun ‘stood alone
without the vowel pointing; as in the old
style of writing Hebrew, it could not be
told without looking at the verb what
was' its gender. ~About the verb
{ Shuphesh ), tiowaver, there'is not and
never has been a doubt: because it be-
gins with the masculineaffix. There-
fore the tr of the dern val-
gate are without excase in adopting &
feminine translation of the pronoun, and
thus doing violence to the verb, more
especially as they had the. good old
Vulgate of Jerome to keep them right.”
If Mr. Davenport had ended his letter at
this point the issue would have béen
narrowed to & single poix'xt and the ques-
tion might have been disposed of ina
letter or two, but ‘' unfortunstely he pro-
ceeded to - criticize the doctrine of the
Immaculate Conception and to quote
from some Catholic books onthe subject
and the ‘result was that the discussion
became a very bitter ‘oné.

almost lost sight of in an avalanche of ep-
ithets which the combatants hurled at
each other. The readers of the GAZETTE
will not expect us to decide as to the
merits of the doctrine of the Immaculate
Conception or even of the question of
textual criticism involved. We  think
that Mr. Quigley throughout the discus-
sion has displayed a prodigious amount
of learning, and that he has firmly estab-
lished his point that the word Ipsum
occurs in many Latin versions of the
Bible. Butall Latin versions, whether
they contain Ipse, Ipsa or Ipsum, are
merely translations of the original
Hebrew, or of the Greek, itself
a translation, and therefore of mno
particular value in settling the real
question as to the gender of this pronoun.
The authority of the early translators
and fathers amounts to nothing unless
it can be shown that they were better
Hebrew scholars than the great scholars
of the present day. I1f we have a pure
Hebrew text of the book of Genesis we
can translate it as we please, quite re-
gardless of what some ancient thought
of it two centuries after Christ, or even
three centuries before his' coming. Mr.
Quigley’s book is a monument of learn-
ing but we wish his learning had been
employed in a better cause thanon a
mere point of verbal criticism.

SLAVIN MUST BE A GOOD ONE.

New York, May 1.—The
pablic had its first glimpse of the Aus-
tralian fighter, Frank P.. Slavin, last
night, 4000 persons being present at
Madison Square Garden when the aspir-
ant for the heavy-weight championship
of the world was introduced by his
manager, Billy Madden.

The audience was . a representative
one, comprising some of the best judges
of pugilists and the methods used by
them in putting each other in the land
of dreams for limited periods, and it was
intensely critical. They were there to
see for themselves whether John L.
Sullivan’s crown was badly in danger or
not.
The stranger is surely a fighter, al-
though he did not have much of an op-
portunity to show his powers last night.
The man he was asked to meet in the
special three-round “oo”—which, by the
way, was an imposition on the public—
was 20 pounds lighter than he, but
when he donned the gloves to wind up
with Charlie Mitchell he went around
“the boxing champion of England,” as
Madden styled the Englishman, and
played a merry tattoo cn neck, face, chest
and ribs.

In short, Slavin will take a lot of
thrashing, and it is doubtful whether we
have in this country anybody who can
lower his colors, now that John L. Sul-
livan is wedded to his art, and positively
refuses to secure ‘even a limited divorce.

Slavin is a race horse if such a com-
parsion may be made. Tall, well-knit,
without the slightest traces, of obesity,
he must have weighed, when he landed
upon the stage in his fighting togs, at
least 185 pounds.

His arms are very long and like his
countryman, Fitzsimmons, he works
them nervously and with such _rapidity
as to nonplas his opponent. e excels
as a puncher and uses both hands with
equal celerity

Slavin’s legs are of the best, and he is
as shifty a heavy-weight as Americans
have ever seen. He dances abont an
opponent as lightly as a bantam-weight.

In short, Mr. Slavin will do.

The consenus of opinion at the close of
the show was to the effect that Sla is
a great fighter, good enough to give
battle even to Sullivan. John L. would
have to be as good as he ever was in his
life to make ducks and drakes of this
stranger.

The Use of :\’Dv\ in-u:np(-.

Mr. B. A. Stamers, the instructor at
the navigation school in this city, has

The Molasses Market.

Since the recent change in the tariff

‘| of the United States the molasses mar-

ket has been very much unseitled in re-
gard to price. Holders in the West In-
dies appear firm at an advance of one
cent per gallon on the price of three
week ago, but St. John merchants have
not yet ordered many cargoes, and the
small lots that have been coming here
do not meet with a very ready sale. Opin-
ions seem to differ as to the influence of
the change in the United States tariff.

Some people seem to think, however,
that tbe taking off of the duty on raw
sugar going into the States will so change
the demand for boiling grades of mol-
asses as to put such qualities of molasses
at quite low prices in the West Indies.
If this should be the case of course i
would influence the prices of the hig
grades of grocery molasses, and it may
be that the present firm tone of the
India market . will grow much
weaker under the influence of the de-
pression of the boiling grades.

The market here for choice lots of new
Barbodoes ranges from 85 to 36 cents
per gallon ; old Antigna, Denemara etc.

Rico molasses, of which a v small
lot is in the market, at 41 cents.

The Indebtedness of the Cotion IMills to
the Bank.
To e EpiTor oF THE GAZEITE:

Mr. Barnhill states that with the prior
encumbrances which the bank would
have to pay, their interest in the cotton
mills exceeds $330,000. Why does Mr.
Barnhill not explain how that is made
up? By aprinted statement dated 17th
February last it appears the company’s
debt to “the bank amounted to about
€87,000, against which they held Mr.

If the bank felt they had too much
money.in the enterprise why did they
quietly and recently,so readily at one
stroke, add $£81,000 to their already
considerable advances, by the purchase
of the Ferris mortgag Why do the
balk the court from receiving money due
by costomers, and debar other banks
from making advances, if is not their
wish to close the industry and pass it
into the hands of the Montreal syndicate?
To any fair minded person it seems
that the bank’s course is a very extra-
ordinary one. They seem to be acting
the dog in the manger policy by their
late action in throwing obstacles in the
way of the court’s operating the mills.
1t is reasonably safe to say that if the
bank would allow the judge to pay off the
receiver’s account their remaining inter-
ests in the mills would be tolerably safe
and secure. But their present course
seems to totally ignore the interest of
the poor stockholders in the mill, and
if their  apparent  object of
secaring the mills for fthe
syndicate be accomplished, it will
probably mean the total extinction of
the stockholders interest. If the bank
were disposed to do the honorable and

fair means tosave the property to the
rightful owners. - Their course in trying
to close the mills seems particularly hard
just at a time when the mills are doing
so well, and the outlook so encouraging.
