The following letter from Mr. Leary to 
His Worship the Mayor explains itself:

St. John, N. B. July 2 1890.
To His Worship the Mayor of the City 

of St. John, and Public Department
Gentlemen.—In reference to the resol­

ution passed on the 13th of June last, by 
the Common Council of Saint John, I 
must say that I think it unreasonable to 
call on me to incur the responsibility of 
obtaining the subsidies from the Domin­
ion and Provincial govemmènts before 
entering into contract for the erection of 
the deep water wharves, warehouses, 
and elevator. In my communication 
dated the 11 of June, I undertook to pro­
ceed with the erection of the deep water 
warehouses, etc., as set forth in 
that communication and shown on 
the plans submitted 
taining subsidies to the amount of ($&.* 
000,00) five thousand 
addition to the sum guaranteed by the 
city. I undertook further to construct a 
wharf and elevator on obtaining a further 
subsidy of ($5,000) five thousand dol­
lars. It seems to me unreasonable that 
I should be called on to contract for all 
the work mentioned in my communica­
tion before any answer has been 
received from either the Dominion 
or Provincial Government to the 
memorials which under the resolution of 
council were to be sent to these Govern­
ments. Yet to show my good faith and 
confidence in the bodies I have, to 
deal with, I am ready to sign the con­
tract under the terms of the resolution of 
Common Council of 13th, June last

II LOOK BACKWARDS.THE EVENING GAZETTE
One hundred and fourteen years ago 

to-day the declaration of independence, 
largely the composition of Thomas Jeffer­
son, was signed, and the news was made 
known to the people by the ringing of 
the state house bell in Philadelphia.
There were no Bill Nyes or Mark Twains 
in those times, yet even among the sign­
ers of that document there were traces erf 
a grim kind of humor. Said John Han­
cock, who first set down his name, “We 
must be unanimous; we must all hang to­
gether.” “Yes,” answered Ben Franklin,
“we must all hang together, or else we 
shall all hang separately."

In November, one hundred and fifty- 
six years earlier, in the midst of a storm, 
while the Mayflower was passing Cape 
Cod, seeking an anchorage, her passen­
gers sat down in the cabin and drafted 
and signed the following document : “In 
the name of God, Amen. We whose 
names are undermentioned, the loyal 
subjects of our dread sovereign, King 
James, by the grace of God, etc., having 
undertaken for the glory of God and 
advancement of the Christian faith and 
honor of our king and country, a voyage 
to plant the first colony in the Northern 
part of Virginia, do by these presents, 
solemnly and mutually, in the presence 
of God and one another, covenant and 
combine ourselves into a civic body» 
politic, for our better ordering and 
preservation and furtherance of the end 
aforesaid, and by virtue hereof, to enact, 
constitute and frame such just and equal 
laws, ordinances, acts and constitutions 
and offices from time to time, as shall be 
thought most meet and convenient for 
the general good of the colony, unto 
which we promise due submission and 
obedience.”

They were good though austere men, 
the signers of this covenant, and in the 
United States it is a proud distinction to 
be numbered among their descendents.
Yet in some respects they were not far 
seeing. They braved the perils of the 
new world, chiefly to secure for them­
selves and their children a share of civil 
and religious freedom which hitherto 
they had not enjoyed. The world has 
condemned their intolerance toward 
those who did not share their convictions, 
yet when we consider that they had just 
cause to dread the encroachments of the 
very elements that they had braved 
death to escape, we feel that there are 
excuses for their severity. It was their 
desire to found a colony of their own 
blood and belief, and however 
Utopian the scheme may have been in 
their case, we see it carried out on a 
smaller scale in the colonies of Iceland­
ers, Mennonites and Hungarians in var­
ious parts of America.

From the position occupied bv the 
Pilgrims the framers of the declaration 
of independence leaped to the opposite 
extreme. They declared all men to be 
born free and equal, a most untenable 
declaration, yet until within a few years 
"their descendants have been the world’s 
largest traffickers in human flesh and 
blood, and while they profess to afford 
an asylum to the poor and oppressed 
of all nations, they deny to the 
Chinamen and the children of those 
whom they supplanted the rights of 
citizenship. Since the United States 
have become independent they have 
been turned into an asylum for the 
criminal classes of all quarters 
of the world, and hence the 
country is in a constant ferment, 
its flag is not respected within its own 
borders, its schools are threatened, its 
elections are corrupt, and anarchy reigns

HMr. James D. Leary has written 
a letter to

proposition, moved by 
Baskin and 
cil three weeks ago,with reference to har­
bor improvements. This proposition re­
quires Mr. Leary to enter into a contract 
with the city for the construction of cer­
tain wharves and warehouses on the 
West side, the wharf on plan No. 2, an 
extension of South Rodney wharf, being 
five hundred feet on the harbor line and 
300 feet on the line of Rodney slip, with 
a depth of 27 feet at low water spring 
tides. He is also to give certain accom­
modation for vessels with 20 feet depth 
on the inside of the same wharf. It also 
requires him to build a grain elevator of 
not less then 50,000 bushels capacity, 
and the warehouses shown on plan No. 
2, and to make railway connexions 
with said wharves. Mr. Leary hav­
ing accepted these terms is ready to 
sign a contract which the city may offer 
for his signature. No doubt the commit­
tee to whom the matter has been referred 
will be leady with their contract in due 
time, so that under this arrangement we 
may expect to see harbor facilities on the 
West side at an early date, for the 
wharves to be built have to be complet­
ed in a certain limited time.

. election is a defeat for Mr. Caine, the 

zealous temperance man who resigned 
his seat in consequence of the govern­
ment having brought in a bill to compen­
sate pnblicana who were refused a li­

lt ia also a bad defeat for the 
'ff^ernment At the general election of 
1885, when the Liberals were not divided 
on the home rule for Ireland question, 
Barrow-in-Furness was carried by a Lib­
eral,Mr. Duncan,who received 2,958 votes, 
his Conservative opponent, Mr. Scbnider, 
receiving 2,612 votes. This was not a very 
large majority but it was sufficient, 
a majority of 346 votes in a total poll of 
5,570 being quite respectable. In 1886, 
at the generaLelection, after home rule 
had dividetujkliberals, Mr. Caine, who 

' called himself a ^Unionist, was elected by 
a large majority, receiving 3212 votes 
against 1,882 for the Gladstonian candi­
date. The total vote cast upon that 
occasion was smaller by about 500 than 
at the previous election. At the election 
on Wednesday, caused by the resignation 
of Mr. Caine, Mr. Duncan, the Gladston­
ian candidate, the same man who was 
elected in 1885, received 1,994 votes, 
Wainwright, the government candi­
date receiving 1862 votes, and 
Mr. Caine 1,280 votes. The 
total vote cast, although larger than in 
1886 was smaller than in 1885, and the 
government candidate received only 
36 per cent, of it. The result therefore 
was a government defeat, for both those 
who voted for Mr. Caine and these who 
voted for Mr. .Duncan were opposed to 
the government. Mr. Caine was very 
desirous of securing the support of Mr. 
Gladstone but the latter declined to give 
it because Mr. Caine’s views on home 
rule were not sufficiently pronounced.

Vegetable CLOTHSIS NOT A DYE.It seems to be the policy of the govern­
ment of the Marquis of Salisbury to 
truckle to France as well as to Germany. 
Yesterday in the House of Commons Sir 
James Ferguson stated, on behalf'of the 
government, that the officers of the 
British fleet now on the coast of New­
foundland had general instructions to 
prevent British fishermen from interfer­
ing in any manner with the French 
fishermen’s free enjoyment of their rights, 
and also had orders to warn British 
fishermen that lobster traps must be re­
moved when French fishermen actually 
desired to fish in the waters occupied by 
the traps. After the French left the 
traps could be reset. This is an admis­
sion that lobster fishing is covered by 
the terms of the ^treaty of Utrecht and 
also that the rights of the French on the 
west coast of Newfoundland are not con­
current but exclusive, so that the British 
must always yield to them. We may 
well ask with Tennyson “Is this the voice 
of empire?”

The result is that we no longer play 
the pranks we did a few years ago.

This ie nice language for a Canadian 
newspaper to use in regard to the rights 
of Canada and the means used to enforce 
them. To hoist the British flag over a 
captured vessel which lias been poaching 
in Canadian waters is, it would seem, “a 
fantastic trick.” Yet this disloyal 
sheet is the paper which some 
conservatives in this constituency pre­
fer to patronize rather than The Gazette.

Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
easures used for trade purposes, as well as for

irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses tojprodnce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when called upon to 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words 
“Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled ont-and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over lagain their verification
