THF CITY'S LANDS.

THEIR SITUATION, EXTENT AND
EARLY HISTORY.

The Original Grant—Bad Management
Previous to 1880.—About §20 000
in Arrears collected since them,—
Sk 'h about L 17 Land -
provement in the Management.
The_ Purchase of the School Lot ete.
Just now while civic. matters are en-
gaging the atlention of the citizens,a
little information in regard to the city
lands and their management will ‘mo
doubt be of general interest. The
history of the city lands, if it were
written, would make quite interesting
reading, and a few points in this way
will not be out of place here.

The lands now owned by the city, the
revenues of which are paid into the
chamberlain for the benefit of the whole
city are known as Eastern Lands,
Carleton Common Lands, Lancaster
Lands and the School Lot in Lancaster.
Eastern Lands comprise what is left to
the city of the lands granted to it at the
time or its charter in 1785. These lands
then included all ungranted lands south
of Union street and covered a consider-
able portion of the city. The public
squares, market places and military
grounds were reserved and a large por-
tion of the lands were drawn by lot by
the old soldiers who had settled here.
Of what remained of these lands many
lots have been disposed of by sale and
otherwise till nowthe Eastern Lands are
mostly included in a narrow strip
extending along the harbor front
below Water street and down to
the military grounds; and from
there to Union street,along Courteney bay
and below Pitt street. There are a few
lots further up in the city in some parts.
By the city charter it was provided that
these common lands on the east side of
the harbor should be for the use of the
inhabitants of the east side of the har-
bor only, and that the rents, issues and
profits,arising from the sale or other dis-
posal thereof, should be applied for the
sole improvement,benefit and advantage
of that part of the city on the east side of
the harbor, forever.

Carleton Common Lands inclade the
greater portion of Carleton. They were
included in the same grant as easiern
lands and extend to the city line. By the
city charter all rights and profits from
them in any way were to be applied for
the benefit, advantage and improvement
of that part of the city on :the western
side of the harbor.

Lancaster Lands were granted to the
city on the 8th of September, 1786.
They comprised a tract of nearly 900
acres in the Parish of Lancaster, ex-
tending from the Suspension Bridge
to the Nerepis Road, amd over most
of the territory between the river and
Sonth Bay, and along the upper side
of Mahogany road between the two

amount received from George Moore for
Yorkshire Tavern and 2 acres of land,
$2,125. These with the amount paid by
the chamberlain, $710, made up the
$28,835.”

A tract of 39 acres was sold to the
provincial government from Lancester
Lands for $8,000 for the Lunatic Asy-
lum grounds, and the European & North
American Railway bought several acres
more for yard room at $3,000. In 1876
Lancaster Lands were valued at $48,000
by the assessors. The rentals amounted to
$3,113.12 and the charges against them
were interest on $25,000 bonds @ 67 prect.
$1,500, sinking fund $500, insurance on
buildings $194, school taxes on lots 14,
3 and 2, $297.64 and County rates $252 or
a total of $2,742.54 leaving a balance of
only $375.88 to the credit of the lands.

Up to the year 1880 the business of all
the city lands appears to have been con-
ducted in a very loose manner, and the
lands were not improved or looked after
as they should have been in the best in-
terests of the city, but were made to
gerve certain ends for the time being on
the part of some wise] officials
and  aldermen. The leases had
not been looked after and
renewed as they should have been in
many cases, and the revenues were not
systematically collected. In fact the
business conmected with the ‘lands
had been conducted in such a slipshod
way by the various committees,
who hadthem in charge, that
arrears of rents were duein some
cases for as much as-ten years back
On the 20th of April, 1880, his worship,
Mayor Charles R. Ray, in his inaugural
address to the common council, stated
that on account of the unsatisfactory
condition of affairs existing with regard
to the business of Eastern lands and
Lancaster lands he would recommend
that a reliable person be ap-
pointed " as collector of the rents of
these lands, Alderman George F. Smith,
then chairman of Lancaster lands com-
mittee, and Councillor James Reynolds,
chairman of Eastern land committee,
recomended that Mr. Patrick - Gleason
be appointed collector according to the
suggestion of the mayor. Mr. Gleason
was appointed in May 1880. The arrears
of rent then due the city from Lancast-
er lands amounted to about $7,000. Mr.
George F. Smith went to work with
a will to straighten out
the  business of Lancaster lands
and assisted by the efforts of the collector
he was quite successful, and soon had
the business of these lands in something
like an orderly condition. Improve-
ments were made, the rent roll increased,
and a certain amount of the arrears were

Under Alderman
Busby’s management the good
work started by George F. Smith and
James - Reynolds has been continued
and now the  condition of
the business of the city lands
taken altogether may be said tobe in a
fairly satisfactory condition. A large
amount of arrears due at the time of
union, from the Carleton’common lands,
‘have been collected, and the rent roll
has been increased till it now amounts
to about $8000 and arrears due from
Eastern lands and Lancaster lands have
been nearly all collected. The report of
the collector, Mr. P. Gleagon, shows that
he has collected on account of arrears
and rents from 1880 to 31st of Decem-
ber 1890 $38,479,36 from Lancaster lands
and $67,246,28 from Eastern lands. From
Carleton common lands from the time of
union till the end ot 1890 he has collected
in arrears and rent $12, 946,42.

During the past year Alderman Busby
has been successful in regaining pos-
session for the city of the School Lot
in Lancaster, which has been before
mentioned in this article as being the
cause of no little controversy in times
past, and which it was thought by some
had gone out of the hands of. the city
for all time. This lot, as before stated, is
about 450 feet wide, nearly a mile long
and contains about 50 acres of land. It
runs through quite a thickly settled
portion of Fairville and is now a ‘very
of property.

of it. The lease expired last year, and
according to its terms the city was
bound either to repew the lease at the
same small rental or to pay for the im-
provements on the lot.

MUST TRY AGAIN.

A Broken Piston Rod Spoils & Prelim-
inary Trip of the Gunboat Bennington.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
New Yorg,April 3.—The gunboat Ben-
nington got under way from City Island
vesterday, at 7,50 o'clock, and steamed
out to Matinicock point, where, at 9
o’clock, the trial began.

the lot and so cancel the lease and re-
gain possession of this valuable property.
The matter was talked up in the Lands
Committee and finally they decided to
recommend to the council that this move
be taken. This recommendation met
with the approval of the council
and  arbitrators  were chosen to
appraize the  properties. James
Ready, as executor of the Morris’ estate
appointed] as arbitrator Robert H.
Armstrong and the city appointed
Robert Melrose, On the 19th of June
1890 these arbiirators reported the
values of the properties on the School
Lot to amount to $35,400. The owners
of these properties and the separate
values set down for each person were as
follows:

The recorder is getting the necessary
papers connected with the transfer of
the properties ready for the Lands com-
mittee and when everything is arranged
the owners of the properties will be paid
the amounts allowed them by the ap-
prizers and the School lot will be again
in the possession of the city. If the
owners of these properties choose to
do so they can  buy their build-
ings back from the city and pay
ground rent at a rate to be
agreed upon, or they may purchase the
buildings and the ground as well. Those
who do not buy their buildings back
from the city will be asked to pay rent
for them and the lots upon which they
stand atthe rate of ten per centof the
amount of the appraizers award in each
case, except for those lots in Fairville
which front on tlie Mahogany road
where $1 per front foot will be the rent
asked. Thus it will be seen that this
purchase of the School Lot properties is
likely to prove a very “profitable invcst-
ment for the ‘city. It is believed that
the income from the lot will defray all
the charges against it and leave a con-
siderable surplus to the city annually.
Besides, an opportunity is afforded of
opening up new streets , and improving
the new  property and other portions of
Lancaster Lands adjoining it.

Taken all together the city’s lands
now comprise an area of over 1500 acres
and they bring ina renial of almost
$20,000 a year.
