AMBASSADOR RESIGNS.

The advantages of Victoria as a place 
for producing tomatoes is shown this 
year. At the present time the produc­
tion of tomatoes in the greenhouses of 
this city are being drawn upon to sup­
ply Vancouver and for the demand in 
the cities of the prairie sections to a 
limited extent. At the present time 
there is not sufficient produced to fill 
the orders from the prairie cities, but 
it aids very materially in meeting the 
demand.

The city of Victoria is peculiarly ad­
apted for the industry. The amount of 
sunshine as compared with all otliei 
places on the coast enables the produc­
tion of a crop long ahead of all othei^ 
cities. Furthermore the climate being 
so mild, owners of greenhouses are able 
to rear the plants during the wintei 
months without too great an expendi­
ture for fuel. This constitutes a very 
essential feature in the industry, and 
adds materially to the returns from it,

For several weeks past Victoriani 
have been able to enjoy fresh ripe to­
matoes. The many acres under glass 
at present enables the producers to not f; 
only meet the local trade’s require­
ments, but to fill also the wants of the 
less fortunate centres on the coast and 
tn the Northwest prairies, and ship­
ments are being made steadily to tht 
mainland and thence to the east of the 
Rockies.

At a price of $42,850. the contract for 

the new structure for the Merchants’ 
Bank to be erected at the comer of 
Douglas and Yates streets, was let 
yesterday afternoon to Wood & Mc- 
Vicars, local contractors. The work 
will be commenced at once and the 
new building when complete will be 
one of the most handsome as well as 
one of the most expensive, proportion­
ately speaking, in the city.

It will be built entirely of stone. 
Standing in a prominent position on a 
street which many predict will be the 
main artery of the city in the future, 
although only a two-story^ building, it 
will be of an imposing character. The 
frontage facing Yates and Douglas 
streets will be flanked by massive stone 
columns standing the height of the 
building. Concrete floors and con­
crete roof will characterize the 
edifice which will thus be absolutely 
fireproof.

In style it will follow the Renaissance 
period of architecture. The columns 
which will stand t^etached from the 
walls will be circular and Ionic in char­
acter. The building wHl be flanked 
with solid buttresses richly carved and 
all the material used will be of the 
most massive kind. The xp&in entrance 
will be by a door at the corner of the 
two streets.
_The building will cover a space of 

fifty square feet. The lower story, will 
be seventeen feet in height In the’ 
construction work, light Colored lime­
stone from Newcastle Island will be 
used, and when it is said that the walls 
will be five feet in thickness, some idea 
of the massive nature of the whole can 
be gleaned.

Below will be a small basement to 
hold the heating apparatus. On the 
ground floor the banking offices will be 
laid out On this story the walls and 
floors will be finished in marble. The 
counters will also be of marble, while 
the ceiling will be richly pannelled in 
keeping with the rest of the decora­
tion work. On the upper floor six fire­
proof offices provided with vaults, will 
be situated and the approach to this 
story will be an iron and marble stair­
case.

The plans of the building were drawn 
up by F. M. Rattenbury, and the work 
must, by the terms of the contract, be 
out of the hands of the contractors by 
the end of the year.

JEWS AT ODESSA

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
“As a place for an ideal home your 

city appeals to me beyond any I have 
ever seen,” said E. A. James when seen 
at the Driard this morning. Mr. James, 
who is western manager of the Cana­
dian Northern Railway, has been stay- 
in Victoria for a few days, and incident- 
ally looking for a home. He explained 
that while he had not bought as yet, he 
expected to make his home here in the 
future.

Jews and students were attacked and 
beaten and Jewish houses were fired 
into. One pretext for this showing was 
that shots had been fired from the 
houses in question, thus repeating the 
well known provocative tactics that 
were indulged in at Blaystok and Sie- 
dice.

Governor-General Kauibars, under the 
spur of private instructions from St. 
Petersburg, had adopted measures to 
prevent the disorders from growing 
into a general massacre and conse­
quently another prepared anti-Jewish 
attack has for the time being been 
averted.

Owing to the unreliability of the po­
lice, the governor posted himself and 
was in personal control of the patrols 
at the street corners.

The signal for the beginning of the 
trouble was the firing of a shot at the 
funeral procession from a window. This 
wounded a Cossack slightly, whereupon 
thé man’s comrades fired three volleys 
into the building whence this shot had 
come, shattering all the windows.

Gen. Kauibars, who was in the fu­
neral procession, at once gave orders 
that his soldiers surround the house 
This was -done and the building was 
searched. Thirty persons 
rested, including the man who fired the 
shot. He is a member of the Union of 
True Russians.

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Dr. Saunders Says Dominion Will 
Become Greatest Pood Exporting 

Country in the World.

"Canadian farmers are the most pro­
gressive on earth, and Canada will soon 
become the greatest food-exporting 
country in the world." These were the 
emphatic words uttered by Dr. Saun­
ders before the meeting at Ottawa of 
the Royal Society of Canada during hie 
-presidential address on “Agricultural 
Progress." 4

“In old Bible history," said Dr. Saun­
ders in opening his address, "mention 
is made of Israel, the land rich in 
corn.” The ancient Hebrèws and Egyp­
tians were the most proficient tillers of 
the soil in those distant ages, and the 
latter race was the first to raise domes­
tic cattle. Amongst the Romans, agri­
culture was highly esteemed, and when 
luxury brought demoralisation, the no­
blest minds reverted to farming. “The 
earth," said one of these old Romans, 
"gives back what it receives ndth 
usury, and nothing can be more profit­
able or beautiful than a well-kept 
fahn."

During the middle ages, only the 
wealthy ate wheaten food; the poorer 
classes used rye, barley and oats. But 
in the 16th century Raleigh Introduced 
the potato into Ireland. However, 
when the Queen of England wanted a 
salad for luncheon, she had still to dis­
patch a messenger to Holland.

tip to the 18th century land was sown 
until exhausted. By that time farmers 

y had learned the alternate crop plan of 
conserving the strength of the soil; and 
at thf opening of the 18th century they 
understood the value of manure as a 
fertilizer.

Nitrogen, potash and phorphorus are 
three ingregients essential for good 
soil; and the soil of Western Canada Is 
nearly three times as rich in these sub­
stances as the soil of Western Europe. 
Nature is often lavish, but she is al­
ways economical. The waste matter in 
plants Is exhaled into the air and is 
sucked up eagerly by the earth as a 
nourishing food. For when soils are ex­
posed to the air they absorb the nutrl- 
tous nitrogen from the atmosphere, 
thus enriching the earth. If the soil 
does not take in enough nitrogen na­
turally, that chemical can now be sup­
plied to it artificially, in the shape of 
sulphate ammonia and nitrate of soda. 
Norway has solved the problem of 
making the production of fertilizers a 
financial successs, and the manufactur­
ing plant in that country now turns 
out 30,000 pounds per day. Thus the 
Ingenuity of man saves the soil from 
depletion.

Potash is found in all the fertile soils, 
but when this ingredient is exhausted 
the soil can be restored by wood ashes 
or manure. Phorphorus was formerly 
obtained from bones, but now it can be 
taken from minerals which abound in 
Ontario and Quebec. Phosphate of lime 
Is now produced in the manufacture Of 
Iron; and the "slag" is now used ex­
tensively as a fertilizer throughout 
England, Germany and Belgium: "It

Vernt/n, May 21.—Many Qf the dele- 
rates to the Methodist conference ex­
pect business will be completed to­
morrow, but there is still a grood deal 
of work to be done.

Last night a stirring meeting was 
held, when forcible speeches were made 
on the subject of temperance and moral 
reform by Rev. Dr. White, Rev. J. P.

A keen discussion took place this 
morning in which a large number of 
ministers and laymen took part. Rev. 
R. N. Powell, seconded by V. Odium, 
Nelson, introduced the subject by a 
lengthy resolution, expressing the con­
viction that Christian people should 
take more definite interest in public 
affairs and especially in selecting and 
electing good men, irrespective of 
party, as candidates *for parliament 
and municipal offices. Methodists were 
urged to attend the primaries and po­
litical meetings and to canvass for 
men of principle and to give them un­
mistakable moral support when elect* 
ed as an offset to the pressure often 
brought from other than righteous 
sources.

No debate in the conference has 
aroujred so much enthusiasm and the 
motion was at length carried unani­
mously.

Dr. Wittington then sought to carry 
the conference a step further by mov­
ing that they appoint an electoral coun­
cil or league, which shall exercise di­
rect church influence in nominating and 
electing men for the legislature And ex­
ecutive public positions.

Pittsburg, May 22.—Two Americana, 
well known mill-men, and three for­
eigners were cremated, and four for­
eigners were seriously burned last night 
when an explosion occurred at the 
Eliza furnace, No. 1, of the Jones & 
Laughlin Steel Co. Of the crew of ten 
men at the furnace when the accident 
happened, only one foreigner escaped 
uninjured.

The dead are: E. B. Williard, assist­
ant furnace superintendent; John A. 
West, head blower, and three unknown 
foreigners. The names of the four 
foreigners who were injured are not 
known. They were hurried to the hos­
pital horribly burned.4

The accident occurred without a mo­
ment’s warning. The ten men were 
about ready to draw out the molted 
metal when the hoist, slipped falling 
to the bottom of the furnace. The 
heavy weight of ore forced the gas 
with terrific pressure through the first 
dust catcher which was. unable to 
stand the strain and therefore burst 
A tremendous roar accompanied the 
breaking of the duet catcher and be­
fore the men could escape they were 
caught by the flames.

Williard, West and the three for­
eigners were directly in front of the 
furnace. The others of them were sev­
eral yards back. For fully ten min­
utes the flames shot out of the furnace 
for a great distance and when finally 
the gas was turned off, only a few 
bones of the five men were found.

The injured men were caught by the 
first flash and severely burned, but 
were able to escape before they fell to 
the ground writhing In agony.

The uninjured foreigner says that 
Williard’g head was blown off by the j 
force of the explosion.

Williard and West are said to be two 
of the most prominent furnace men in 
the country.

The explosion was similar to the one 
at the Eliza furnace, No. 2, last Jan­
uary, when -fifteen men were burned to 
death and many injured.

HOSPITAL AT MARBLE BAY.

Will Be Formally Opened By Bishop 
Perrin on June 4th.

On June 4th His Lordship Bishop 
Perrin will formally open the hospital 
at Marble Bay, Texada Island, which 
has been erected by the Tacoma Steel 
Company, operating the Marble Bay 
mines, and presented to the commun­
ity by the company. It is possible that 
Lieutenant-Governor Dunsmuir will be 
present at the opening ceremonies. He 
has expressed a desire to take part on 
the occasion, but he intimated that he 
may possibly be prevented from doing 
so by business engagements.

The hospital is already opened, and 
there are several nurses now on the 
ground. They are supplied by the 
Anglician mission, which maintains 
the hospital ship Columbia on the 
northern coast among the loggers and 
miners. The mission will have charge 
of the hospital and administer its af­
fairs.

Situated as it is in the centre of a 
comparatively thickly populated log­
ging and mining district, the new hos­
pital will serve the requirements of an 
appreciative field. This mission al­
ready maintains a hospital for miners, 
loggers and others at Rock Bay. fur­
ther up the coast, and at it much suf­
fering has been relieved in the cases 
of men suffering from broken limbs, 
sustained in accidents in the woods 
and in the mines. The Rock Bay hos­
pital Is, however,- too far away to serve 
the needs of the district surrounding 
Van Anda, and largely because of this 
fact the Tacoma Steel Company very 
generously built the structure at Mar­
ble Bay.

Keijiro Takatori is a bad character, 
and Dr. Milne had been advised of hi* 
coming to these shores. He has served 
a term of imprisonment in Japan and 
was at one time arrested In California 
on the charge of murdering a China­
man. He was subsequently arrested 
for shooting at, and seriously wound­
ing a Japanese. On this occasion hie 
offence is that of a procurer and the 
women and hfe were deported as not be­
ing suitable Immigrants to land in Can­
ada.

Dr. Milne Is constantly in communi­
cation with K. Morlkawa, the Imperial 
Japanese consul in Vancouver, who 
keeps him advised of the nature of in­
tending immigrants. K. Morikawa had 
previously furnished Dr. Milne of the 
full character and record of the pro­
curer, who, with his prey, have now 
been deported from these shores.

Socialists Arrested.

Washington, D. C., May 21.—Through 
Postmaster-General Lemienux the gov­
ernment of Canada has notified the 
post office department here that it will 
be impossible for the Canadian postal 
department to handle second class mail 
matter sent to that country from the 
United States by either express or 
freight and mailed there.

Some time ago a commission was sent 
to Canada to adjust if possible the 
differences between the two countries 
respecting the handling of second class 
mail. The result of the commission’s 
work was indecisive. Afterwards Am­
erican publishers suggested that thfcy 
might send their publications from the 
United States to Canada either by ex­
press or by freight, and have them 
mailed in Canada at the second class 
rate—one cent for four ounces. Post­
master-General Meyer took the matter 
up with the Canadian officials, urging 
strongly that the suggested arrange­
ment be made. The Canadian postal 
department, however, replied that their 
facilities and equipment would not ad­
mit of it. The Canadian second class 
rate is lower than the second class 
rate of this country.

Postmaster-General Meyer explained 
to-day that as soon as a specific case 
of refusal on the part of the Canadian 
government to handle second class Is 
called to his attention he will be forced 
in the circumstances to issue an order 
that Canadian publications in the 
United States cannot be handled at the 
second class rate.

TAKEN BY THE POPE

ofWork of Revising Latin Version 
the Scriptures Entrusted to 

Benedictine Order.

London, May 21.—In a dispatch from 
Rome, the correspondent of the Times 
says he learns the Pope has issued a 
decree entrusting the entire revision of 
the Vulgate to the Benedictine order.

This mo»t*important decision, con­
tinues the correspondent, is an, out­
come of the Biblican commission ap­
pointed towards the end of the Ponti­
ficate of Leo, the twelfth.

In an editorial article the Times says 
it is difficult to over-estimate the im­
portance of this step. “No book,” the 
paper declares, “has exercised a wider 
and more powerful influence in mould­
ing faith,- morals, thought and tradi­
tions of the literature of the European 
world, than the Latin version of the 
"Scriptures which we know as the Vul­
gate.

Those in a position to know believe 

that flour prices will continue to ad­
vance so that the present rise in the 
price of flour may be followed by still 
more marked increases in price.

The cause of the advance is attribut­
ed to a scarcity of wheat in the world’s 
markets. There can be little doubt that 
inability of the railroads to handle the 
crop last winter, with the result that 
vast quantities remained in the ele­
vators in the 
pots has had its effect also.

W. Campbell, manager of Ogilvie’s 
flour mills at Winnipeg, in a recent in­
terview, held out small hope of lower 
prices. He said:

“There is every probability that flour 
is going to see a further advance be­
fore long, owing to the steadily advanc­
ing wheat market. Although hitherto 
the flour prices have npt advanced in 
the same proportion as wheat.

“As a matter of fact, on the basis of 
to-day’s wheat prices the advance in 
flour should be at least 75 cents per 
barrel instead of 60 cents. You might 
say that the foreign situation .is about 
the worst ever known and prices are 
advancing steadily abroad. The pres­
ent prospects are for a considerable de­
crease in our northwest acreage this 
year, although this does not necessarily 
mean any great loss to the* farmers* as 
the lessened wheat acreage WM1 be 
fully made up with oats and other 
coarse grains, which Vill doubtless 
realize very good prices. The prospect 
of a decline in prices is a very distant 
one, while the possibilities of further 
advances are not unlikely.’*

Mr. Campbell would not venture an 
opinion as to the effect on the price of 
bread.

The present advances in the prices 
of flour consequent upon the increase 
in wheat quotations has not affected 
the price of bread. In Winnipeg, how­
ever, an increase in bread prices is 
feared by the consumers and bakers are 

threatening to unite and follow the 
increase in the price of flour.

FQUR NEGROES KILLED.

Shot By Posse In Georgia—White 
Farmer Also Dead.

HAVE OUR REPRESENTATIVES 
FAILED?

In a matter that concerns only the prov­
ince of British Columbia and the other 
provinces of the Dominion and involves 
thé cost to the people of this province 
of the Jaunt of the Premier and his staff 
to London and Paris? We know what 
the answers of the organ and the col­
leagues of the First Minister will be 
to all these questions; but we submit 
that the public, which prefers results 
to merely spectacular effects, will be 
inclined to - wait information from an 
authoritative source before pronounc­
ing an opinion.

In the meantime does our eminently 
sane contemporary, the Colonist, hon­
estly cherish the belief that the Col­
onial Office will recommend that the 
better terms question shall be submit­
ted to arbitration and that It will un­
dertake to appoint one of the arbitra­
tors in accordance with the demand of 
Premier McBride? On the other hand, 
is it not sincerely convinced, although 
it dare not tipenly express such a con­
viction, that, the cause of Ahe province 
would have been much more effective­
ly served if Premier McBride had re­
mained in the conference which lately 
met at Ottawa and had accepted the 
proffered services of Finance Minister 
Fielding, who had undertaken to as­
sist him in procuring an amendment to 
the terms proposed by Premier Whit­
ney of Ontario anS endorsed by all the 
Premiers of the other provinces?

It may be true that the représenta- _ 
lives of Vancouver Island have not ac­
complished all that could be desired 
for their constituencies. They are hut 
human, whereas we appreciate the fact 
that some who have aspired to the po­
sitions they now occupy are gifted far 
beyond the ordinary in merely human 
endowments. But yre believejthe peo­
ple who chose our aforesaid represen­
tatives are not unreasonable. We 
imagine they are willing to make al­
lowances for the limitations imposed 
by nature upon ordinary mortals. They 
are disposed to judge their chosen 
delegates by results as compared with 
the accomplishments of other mere 
mortals w-ho have gone before.

Putting aside all paltry matters of 
routine In connection with the local ad­
ministration of affairs, in which we 
admit that possibly Conservatives 
whose duty it would have been to 
criticise the acts of the government 
rather than to suggest the things it 
ought to do, could have accomplished 
just as much as Liberals in the gov­
ernment and possessing the ear of the 
government have done for the advance­
ment of the constituencies' intérests, it 
still remains a fact that since the ad­
vent tô power of the Laurier adminis­
tration the West has made tremendous 
progress and that Victoria has shared 
very largely in that progress and pros­
perity. Consequently we further sub­
mit that some credit Is due the re­
presentatives in question for support­
ing that government and upholding its 
hands in the work of promoting the 
development of the West. We grant 
that there is still a great deal to be 
done; but perhaps we may be permit­
ted to question whether It would he 
wise to make a change of government, 
and with a change of government 
bring about a revolution in the policy 
which experience has demonstrated to 
be in the true interests of the country 
as a whole and particularly in the in­
terests of the West with which^ our 
prospects are so intimately connected. 
It is obvious that if the constituencies 
of Vancouver Island and of British 
Columbia were to vote for a change of 
representation, they would at the same 
time intimate a desire for a change of 
administration. Is that a consumma­
tion greatly to be desired even for the 
honor of having as our members men 
gifted with tongues that never tire, to 
whom the sound of their own voices is 
as the sweetest music, and whose con­
suming desire is to' publicly express 
their opinions upon ever conceivable 
subject? There are many such in 
Parliament at the present time, and 
generally they are voted the most in­
sufferable bores in the House. We ' 
have had some experience with such 
pertlnaceous persons in Victoria, and

Claxton, G a., May 21.—Two negroes 
lynched, one white man and two ne-, 
groes dead and several others persoris 
injured, is the result of an attempt to 
capture a negro, who last night at­
tempted to assault Mrs. Laura Moore, 
a widow living near Manasos.

Fifteen persons early to-day sur­
rounded the house of Sam Padgett, a 
negro, whom they suspected of har­
boring Mrs. Moore's assailant and de­
manded to be allowed to search the 
house. Permission was given, but 
when within thirty feet of the house, 
those Inside the building opened fir- on 
the posse, instantly filling John Hare, 
a white farmer, and seriously wound­
ing three other men.

The posse returned the fire, killing 
Padgett and his daughter, aged 10, and 
wounding two other girls, aged 6 and 
13, and two of Padgett’s sons, aged 20 
and 22.

The posse then retired for reinforce­
ments.

The news spread rapidly, and by 10 
o’clock five hundred armed men were on 
the scene and started in pursuit of the 
negroes, who had escaped, 
them Was captured and taken before 
Mrs. Moore, but she failed to identify 
him. The negro, however, was identi­
fied as the man who shot Hare, and ho 
was started for the Reedsville jail, to­
gether with Padgett's wife and son

On the way the officers were over­
taken by about seventy-five men, who 
took the prisoners from them. The 
woman was told to run, and she did 
so, and was riddled with bullets, her 
son being shot to pieces where he stood.

Mrs. Moore’s assailant has not been 
captured, but it is reported that he is 
surrounded and that in all probabil­
ity he has been killed.

Mr. Corey married when he was young 
and his Judgment immature should be 
considered now that he has reached 
years of mature Judgment and full­
blown discrimination? And it is par­
ticularly noteworthy in the case of Mr. 
Corey that the sympathy of the set in 
which he moves is all on his side, ir­
respective of sex. It is true there are 
persons who profess to be shocked, but 
they are either ecclesiastical prudes or 
on the outskirts of “society,’’ and if 
society is not to be permitted to make 
its own laws and set up its own moral 
code, what is the use of calling the 
United States a free country? Nor 
are all the "clerics on the side of the 
old-fashioned people who assume to 
stand for the sanctity of the home and 
the sacredness of the marriage tie. The 
reverend gentleman who "made Mr. 
Corey and Miss Gilman one, receiving, 
ill-natured gossips aver, a substantial 
fee for his convenient ministerial ser­
vices, does not hesitate to defend ills 
action. He has even gone the length 
of setting up a new commandment, or 
shall we call it varying an old one, In 
justification of his course. The gentle­
man's name is Clarke, and here is what 
he has to say on the subject:

“I firmly believe that ‘whom God 
hath joined together let no man put 
asunder’; but If unhappiness and quar­
rels are the result of a union, that is 
proof in itself that the union was not 
made by the Almighty, but by man.

0. R. Her Thinks Information Should 
Be Disseminated as to Fruit 

Possibilities.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
D. R. Ker who is just back from the 

prairie sections of the ^ Dominion, has 
some very good advice to offer rela­
tive to the methods to be employed in 
attracting residents to Victoria and 
Vancouver Island. He says that the 
city and its environs are very well 
known now to the people on the 
prairies as an ideal Diace of residence.

The climate and scenery are recog- 
nized as unexcelled in the Dom/nfon. 
This seems to be a well established, 
fact in all parts of the Northwest.

Mr. Ker says there is a question now 
asked by some of those who want to 
make Victoria and vicinity their home. 
It is “What have you to offer us in the 
way of making a living?” Efforts 
should be made, he thinks, to answer 
this query by giving information as to 
the excellent opportunities which exist 
here for fruit growing especially.

There are many people in the North­
west who have not made sufficient 
money upon which to retire and live 
in ease in the city. These would like 
to find homes upon which they could 
make a living and at the same time en­
joy the many climatic advantages 
which this part of the Dominion has 
to offer.

An effort should be made to ac­
quaint this class who are anxious to 
escape the rigors of the winter, with, 
the unexcelled advantages which the 
southern part of Vancouver Island has 
to offer to those who go into horticul­
ture. The advantages are greater than 
elsewhere in the province. The winters 
are less severe here than in the Okan­
agan and if the possibilities of this 
part of the province as a fruit pro­
ducer were known there should be a 
very great influx of settlers to fill up 
the vati&nt lands awaiting the planting.

The lumber industry is one which ap­
peals to these people on the prairies 
also where the British Columbia lumber 
is so well known. There could be many' 
attracted to Vancouver Island to enter 
into this industry also.

Mr. Ker thinks that the time has 
come when definite information as to 
the business opportunities of the coast 
should be put before the Northwest 
residents in the campaign to attract 
people here. If this were done, set­
tlers would come instead of visitors.

TWENTY-FOUR YEARS.

Sentenced Passed on John G. Sterling 
Convicted at Winnipeg of 

Housebreaking.

Convicted on 21 charges of house­
breaking, John G. Sterling was sen­
tenced in Winnipeg last week by Magis­
trate Daly to serve 24 years in Stony 
Mountain penitentiary, three years 
more than the term known as a “life 
sentence.” The penalty was the great­
est ever imposed for housebreaking in 
any court in Manitoba, and is perhaps 
one of thp*. most severe ever inflicted 
for similar crimes on the continent.

Sterling, when taken into custody 
by the police, had been operating in 
Winnipeg nearly eight months, one or 
two of his thefts dating as far back as 
early in -September last. During that 
time he secured plunder valued at any­
where from $2,000 to $3,000, most of 
which he disposed of at less than 50 
per cent, of its worth. He is a profes­
sional “crook,” and one of the craftiest 
in the business.

In passing sentence Magistrate Daly 
said that the accused’s actions in Win­
nipeg and his record before going there >r 
branded him as a most despicable be­
ing. Not having the courage to force 
an entrance to a house at night when 
the family were at home, he ransacked 
dwellings in the day time, during the 
absence of the owners. He would not 
work—he was too cowardly to enter 
house at night.

“We have looked up your previous re­
cord,” continued the court, “and we 
find it most
served at least three terms in United 
States prisons and one at Stony Moun­
tain. That should have been sufficient 
warning to you to mend your ways "

“But I never had a chance,” inter­
posed the prisoner, *T could not get 
work.”

“That is no excuse,” was the reply. 
“The homes in this city must be pro­
tected from such as you. Your natural 
home is in prison. Under the law gov­
erning crimes such as you have com­
mitted I am empowered to send you to 
prison for 14 years on each change. 
This, however, would be much longer 
than your natural life.

“It is the sentence of this court that 
your serve 14 years for stealing from 
the house of A. Monkman and 10 years 
for plundering that of Alex. McDonald, 
the sentences to run consecutively.
On each of the remaining 19 counts 
will sentence you to .serve 10 years, all 
to run concurrently with the 24 years.

When the court had concluded, the 
prisoner asked of he might be allowed 
to make a statement, which was de­
nied, the court stating that he should 
have spoken sooner.

Early this morning the Jury in the 

second trial of Donald McKay, for the 
murder of John William Tyrrell, re­
turned a verdict of “not guilty,” after 
deliberating for considerably over two 
hours. McKay received his acquittal 
iyith the same lack of emotion which 
has characterized his demeanor 
throughout his .two trials, both In the 
dock and In the witness-box.

The case for the defence, conducted 
by J. Alkman, was based upon an alibi, 
supported by two witnesses, 
opening address for the defence yester­
day afternoon, Mr. Alkman said that 
he would call the bartender of the Bel­
mont saloon to prove that McKay was 
in tlTfe saloon until a few minutes to 
two on the morning of the tragedy. He 
would also call Mrs. Andersoq to show 
that Mrs. Cowgill came to her house 
and asked for admission at 2.15, after 
the murder, had been committed. It 
would be clear that McKay could not 
have reached Spring Itldge and killed 
the old man In the Intervening short 
space of time.

James Morgan, bartender at the Bel­
mont, gave evidence to the èffect that 
he Pad turned McKay out a little af­
ter 1.45 a.m. McKay went out before 
the other man who were drinking In 
the bar and nobody was with him.

Mrs. Anderson said that Mrs. Cowgill 
came to her house at 2.16 a. m. She 
was certain of the time because, al­
though the clock In the house was fast, 
she was able to reckon the time from 
a comparison witlr the city hall clock.

In addressing the jury Mr. Alkman 
advanced the case for the defence, 
pointing out that the evidence given 
would support the prisoner’s alibi and 
suggesting that Tyrrell might have 
been killed by someone else. He refer­
red to the blood on Mrs. Cowgill’s head 
anl shoulder, as seen by the witness 
Philips, and Intimated that she might 
be the guilty person.

Mr. Taylor, K. C., for the prosecution, 
marshalled all the evidence given by 
the witnesses for the prosecution, so 
that the possible motive for the crime 
exhibited to the jurors in a straight 
series of events.

His Lordship commenced his charge 
at 8.30 p.r.i. and the jurors retired an 
hour later. After returning to the 
court to ask questions concerning the 
Identification of the prisoner’s clothes, 
they retired again, taking the clothes 
and other exhibits with them. The pub­
lic gallery in the court was filled with 
expectant people, and as the time wore 
on, others, hearing that the case had 
gone to the Jury, Same into the court.

Half an hour after, midnight, the 
jurofrg returned to the court, and P. W. 
Dempster! the foreman, announced that 
the verdict was "not guilty.”

His Lordship thanked the, jurors and 
ordered the'release of McKay, who 
exhibited no signs of surprise or pleas­
ure.

PRISONER HAS 
BEEN ACQUITTED

JURY GIVE VERDICT
IN MWS FAVOR

The Trial Was Completed Shortly 
After Midnight-Free^Man 

Showed Little Cohcem.

(Front Tuesday’s Daily.)
Donald McKay, accused of murder­

ing William Tyrrell at Spring Ridge, 
is again on trial^ for his life. The jury 
in the first trial disagreed last Thurs­
day and a new panel of forty-eight ad­
ditional jurors were obtained for the 
second trial. Public interest was mani­
fested .by a large attendance in the 
court this morning.

Very little progress was made dur­
ing the morning, the whole two hours 
and a half during which the court was 
sitting being taken up with the em- 
pannelling^of the petit jury, many be­
ing excused and a number challenged. 
At the outset W. J. Taylor, K. C., for 
the crown, asked that all jurors who 
had served on a previous jury be stood 
aside. This was

of selecting the jurors was then com­
menced. At the end of half an hour 
only two had been sworn and it was 
over an hour before eleven men were 
In the box.

The twelfth man, C. McTavish, had 
been stood aside by • Mr. Taylor, who 
stated that he believed that McTavish 
was opposed to capital punishment. 
While authorities were being consult­
ed by both court and counsel, McTavish 
confirmed Mr. Taylor’s statement. Mr. 
Taylor then asked His Lordship to ex­
cuse the man as it was impossible for 
him to live up to the oath of a juryman 
while entertaining such strong objec­
tions to capital punishment. He con­
tended that McTavish if sworn, would 
be compelfed to violate his oath or his 
principle and that it was not fair to 
"torture” a man by subjecting him to 
such an ordeal.

Mr. Alkman for the defence, con­
tended that, as the jury had nothing to 
do with the punishment, Mr. Taylors’ 
contention did not hold.

His Lordship ruled a question afeked 
by Mr. Taylor from Mr. McTavish out 
of order and two Jurors were sworn to 
try McTavish on the point of Indiffer­
ence. After a brief consultation they 
brought in a verdict that he Was not 
indifferent, and he was, accordingly ex­
cused. It took a considerable amount 
of time to obtain the twelfth juror, 
but finally J. L. Horn!brook passed un­
challenged and the panel was complete. 
P. W. Dempster was elected foreman. 
The court rose "at 12.55 p. m. and 
sumed shortly after 2 p. m. At the 
time of going to press the 
proceeding.

The case for the prosecution in the 

trial of Donald McKay for the murder 
of John William Tyrrell was concluded 
at this morning’s session of the court. 
Only one witness who had not pre­
viously given evidence was called. The 
case for the defence was commenced 
upon the resumption of the court this 
afternoon and there is a probability 
that the jpry will retire to-night to 
decide upon the guilt or innocence of 
the accused.

The first witness called to-day was 
the messenger boy who accompanied 
Mrs. Gowgill to the house of the de­
ceased after she had quarreled with 
McKay in the Klondike saloon. He re­
peated the evidence he had previously 
given.

J. D. Philips, a street railway em­
ployee, testified to meeting Mrs. Cow­
gill early In the morning on the 19th 
of April. She had blobd on the side 
of her head and on her shoulder.

Henry Stevens, a seaman, told of 
meeting Mrs. Cowgill in the Belmont 
saloon the day before the murder. 
Later in the day he went to Tyrrell’s 
house with her. He and the woman met 
McKay in the Klondike saloon the 
same night. McKay and Mrs. Cowgill 
quarreled. After that, witness and Mc­
Kay went to the Belmont saloon. They 
met a man named Smith there and Mc­
Kay was angry because Smith had in­
troduced witness to Mrs. Cowgill. Some 
words passed between the two men 
and witness prevented a quarrel by 
saying, “It’s no use kicking up a row 
over a woman like that.” McKay left 
the saloon at 11 o’clock and returned 
shortly before half-past one.

THE GANANOQUE TRAGEDY.

Waldie’s Deed Carried Out Deliberate­
ly—Worked After Killing Wife 

and Children.

The celebration was inaugurated this 
afternoon by the annual school sports 
at Oak Bay, which are proceeding at 
the time of going to press. With 14 
athletic events on the programme, a 
long and generous prize list, free ad­
mission *o all who desire to attend and 
the school children enjoying a holiday, 
the large attendance which is reported 
from the grounds is easily accounted

The funeral of the late William Wal- 
die, together with those of his three 
victims, took place on Tuesday from 
his residence on the outskirts of Gan- 
anoque.

The Waldie family had lived in the 
district for half a century, and had al­
ways been foremost in anything which 
tended to the progress of the section. 
Immediately after his marriage to a 

l daughter of Noah Prek, an event which 
took place some half-dozen years ago, 
William Waldie went to the United 
States, where he operated a farm on 
Staten Isla^ck*$r 8- former school-fel­
low, Jtiberb Tjusnoer. Remaining there 
three years, he returned to Gananoque, 
along with his wife and family, a little 
over two years ago, and up to the time 
he bought iff fiftsfacre farm from Theo­
dore Parmenter, he had been working 
the farm owrifed tyr his father-in-law 
near Larisdowne.

After murdering his wife and two 
children in their sleep, he went out to 
the barnyard and assisted his hired 
man, Charles Shipman, to milk four­
teen cows. While Shipman was taking 
the product to the cheese factory, a 
mile and a half distant, Waldie sat 
down in the kitchen and wrote a note 
suggesting the reason for his deed.

He calmly made his choice between a 
razor and a carving knife, went up­
stairs, stood before the mirror, cut his 
throat from ear to ear, and then plac­
ing the razor in his pocket, went over 
tb the bed and lay down beside his 
wife to await death. In order that he 
might bleed the more freely, he had 
evidently permitted the upper portion 
of his body to hang over the side of the 
bed, his head low and his arm reaching 
to the ground.

When Shipman returned and made 
the gruesome discovery he at once 
drove to town for a doctor. The physi­
cian reached the scene almost two 
hours after the deed, but Mrs. Waldie 
was still groaning. The children were 
quite dead, arid Mrs. Waldie passed 
away before any medical aid could be 
offered.

Waldie was a man of the quietest dis­
position. He had very little to say, ex­
cept when in the company of close 
friends. Then, it is said, he was wont 
to converse in a fashion which dis­
counts this story now circulated that 
he had been on the verge of a mental 
break-down ever since his rteurn from 
New York two years ago. As he was 
not addicted to the use of liquors, even 
to a moderate extent, his intercourse 
with friends when he visited Ganan­
oque a few days before the tragedy, 
was of the most innocent character.

There is reason to believe, however, 
that he was not always in such good 
spirits. Latterly business affairs wor­
ried him to no small extent. He had 
purchased the farm on which he lived 
at the time of his death at a price 
greatly in excess of its intrinsic value, 
and the difficulty he foresaw in mak­
ing his investment a paying 
dered him,at times sullen and morose. 
At such junctures he wag subject to 
fits of melancholia, and he would then 
apeak to his intimates about the relief 
which suicide in such a case might 
bring.

Changea Which Will Be Made at Lady­
smith Tarda.J. W. Thickens, of Wisconsin, Became 

Enraptured With the City.
Mr. J. G. Goodfellow, assistant super­

intendent of the C. P. R., was In Lady­
smith on Wednesday, making an in­
spection of the local switching yards, 
with a view to definitely deciding upon 
what changes will be made there, says 
the Ladysmith Ledger.

It Is the Intention of the company to 
remodel the yards at Ladysmith, and 
It is expected that ln the neighborhood 
of ten thousand dollars will be expend­
ed In the work.

At present the yards extend a long 
distance out past the bunker wharves, 
and ln order to keep the main line clear 
considerable difficulty Is experienced 
when switching freight on to the sid­
ings. To obviate this difficulty, it Is 
the Intention of the company to re­
move the present main line over a few 
yarils closer to the city, and It will run 
over the ground recently occupied by 
the Wellington Colliery Company en­
gine shed. The large weighing scales 
which are at present situated below the 
bunker wharves, will be moved In to­
ward the station.

The site occupied at present by the 
Ladysmith Lumber Company for lum­
ber yards will be cleared and levelled 
up, It being the Intention, Mr. Good- 
fallow stated, of the lumber company 
to remove their yard from that vicinity 
ln the near future.

While the plans do not embrace the 
construction of a new station, It Is the 
Intention to add to the present l freight 
shed, extending the structure and mak­
ing an allowance of more room for 
freight.

"The work," said Mr. Goodfellow, 
“will be commenced as soon as we can 
secure the men to do It. While there 
Is no definite date set, It Is understood 
that it is to be done as-soon as posai- 
ble, and the only hindrance at present 
is the scarcity of labor."

Is sending a large number of these buoys 
to the Pacific Coast to be used at different 
points.

During the current year for- these and 
other aids to navigation the sum of from 
$100,000 to $160,000 will be expended in Brit­
ish Columbian waters.

Captain J. W. Troup, who is a member 
of the lighthouse board, will attend a 
meeting of that board In Ottawa about 
the first of June, having been called there 
by the acting minister, Hon. W. Temple- 
man. The object is to outline at as early 
a date as possible the work that it is pro­
posed to do during the present summer, 
and have it started as quickly as possible.

Odessa, May 20,—The superintendent 
of police of Odessa and the two chief 
detectives of this city were killed and 
several other persons seriously injured 
by the explosion of an infernal ma­
chine in the central police bureau this 
morning.

The machine was deposited in the 
bureau just before it exploded by two 
men and a girl, The police pursued, 
wounded and captured the men, but 
the^ girl escaped.

The leader of the trio turned out to 
be a Terrorist named Tchertkoff.

The two detectives were bitterly hated 
by Terrorists for participating in the 
outbreak of 1906 here, and the other 
was named the “Hangman” because he 
had tortured political prisoners.

Attacks on Jews.
Odessa, May 20.—Following the as­

sassination of three police officials here 
to-day, serious rioting occurred, and at 
8 o’clock this evening the Black Hun­
dred were running wild through the 
streets,* mercilessly beating the people, 
particularly Jews, more than a hun­
dred of whom were seriously injured 
soon after the disturbances began.

The police apparently remained pas­
sive spectators of the disorder. No ar­
rests were made, and the Black Hun­
dred continued their work of revenge 
unchecked.

Vancouver, May 2L—Apparently the» 
triangular run of the Princess Victoria 
must be postponed several days. Last 
night the firemen struck at Victoria 
and Captain Troup, Engineer Brownlee 
and several other- officials- decided to 
come to Vancouver to get a new crew. 
They nearly broke their backs firing 
across the Gulf this morning and when- 
tfiey got here found all kinds of trou­
ble in even making a start to get new 
firemen.

The Princess Victoria was to-day, ac­
cording to arrangement, to have started 
on the triangular run from Victoria to 
Vancouver and to Seattle. To-night 
she should have left for Seattle at 6:30 
and from that on, have been engaged 
in the triangular run.

we have never wavered in our belief 
that it Is Impossible to produce 
legal or workable scheme for the ex­
tension and development of popular 
power and responsibility ln Ireland 
short of the concession ot Home Rule.’’

To repeat, preferred stock is the 
servative investment, because the prin­
cipal is more safe. Speculatively, com­
mon is best, as the trend of the financial 
world seems to be toward making com­
mon stock rank as high as preferred. In 
many concerns like the United States 
Steel Corporation the idea is to retire pre­
ferred stock into bonds, so that common 
stock will be in absolute control of the 
situation.

BRITISH CAPITAL 
fOR CANADIAN WEST

London Financier Talks on Prospects 
of Country—Emigration from 

England.

C. S. Morgan, who for the past few 
days has been stopping at the Empire 
hotel, left London recently, charged 
with the mission of investigating 
Western Canada as a field for the 
investment of British capital, says the 
Winnipeg Free Press. Before leaving 
the other side Mr. Morgan visited the 
chief towns of Great Britain and had 
interviews in most of them with the 
Canadian agents. From these conver­
sations he gathered that British emi­
gration to .Canada this year will be en­
ormously ahead of last year’s figures. 
R. W. Poster, the Canadian Pacific 
agent at Bristol, predicted that for 
every settler that left his district last 
year, at least four would leave this 
year for the Dominion. Mr. Morgan 
finds, furthermore, that British mon­
eyed men in the large cities become ex­
tremely interested the moment Can­
adian affairs are broached and that 
their proverbial ignorance of Canada 
is rapidly giving place to enlightened 
interest.

Whatever the Imperial conference 
had accomplished or had failed to ac­
complish, said Mr." Morgan, one thing 
was certain; it had brought the col­
onial premiers into contact with men 
who were, more or less, the key to 
the money markets of the -Old Country. 
Thë financiers with whom the pre­
miers had some in contact were men 
of stability and substance and it 
could not be doubted that the ex­
change of ideas had awakened new in­
terest amongst English business men 
in Canada as a field for investment. 
In this connection Mr. Morgan point­
ed .out that if the visit of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier influenced only the investment. 
of a comparatively small amount of 
British capital in Canada, and that in­
vestment were to prove successful, it 
would pave the way for the outflow of 
large sums of money from the Old 
Country.

The Englishman, with all his cau­
tion and conservatism, was not such 
a fool, once he had discovered a sound 
field for Investment, as to neglect it, 
or fall to take full advantage of it, 
said Mr. Morgan. As far as the im­
mediate proposals of the conference 
were concerned, Mr. Morgan feared 
that it was not sufficiently recognized 
in Canada nor in Australasia that the 
British government was very much 
tied down to traditional lines of poiidy 
and that it was not as free as might 
perhaps be imagined to try experi­
ments, however much it might wish to 
do so. But he would say that the 
general tone of the people of Great 
Britain towards Canada, and especial­
ly the tone of the British press, was 
one of warmth and brotherhood.

It was regretable to note that for 
every British dollar invested in Canada 
ten American dollars were earning 
profits there. And the great joke of it 
was that the Americans borrowed a 
lat-ge part of their capital from London 
for the sole purpose of releasing their 
own capital for Canadian investment.

Thus it was fairly accurate to say 
that the greater part of American cap­
ital invested in Canada might have 
been invested directly from Great 
Britain as British capital, 
nothing more nor less than a subtle 
joke on the British capitalist. Of 
course reasonable people had to re­
cognize that the Americans living im­
mediately to the south had greater 
opportunities of acquainting them­
selves with the Canadian market than 
the Englishmen, the former being in 
daily touch with Canadian 
and with the movements of Canadian 
markets. However, it was highly de­
sirable that the British Empire should 
be built up as far as possible with 
British capital.

Mr. Morgan will spend the next few 
months scouring the West in his 
deavor to make a thorough study of 
Western conditions, as the West, he 
firmly believes, will be the great field 
for future investments.

RESCUED IN NIGHTCLOTHES.

Passengers on Steamer Naomi Had 
Narrow Escapes When Fire 

Broke Out on Vessel.

Grand Haven, Mich., May 21.—The 
steameT Naomi, of the Croflby Tran­
sportation Company, which was burn­
ed to the water’s edge while on her 
way to Milwaukee, was valued at $226,- 
000. itfour coal passers were burned to 
leath. J. M. Rhodes, of Detroit, was 
badly burned, and died in a few hours.

After the passengers and crew were 
rescued by a passing steamer a barge 
put a line on the burning hull and 
toweQ her into this port.

The fire started near the kitchen, 
between the decks, and spread so 
rapidly that the whole ship was a 
seething furnace before the crew could 
get out the fire apparatus. The fire 
swept the whole length of the ship and 
the upper works burned like tinder. It 
is considered miraculous that the pas­
sengers all escaped. Many of them 
were taken in their nightclothes, while 
scarcely anyone was more than partly 
clad.

The fire was not discovered by any 
of the Naomi’s crew, but was first seen 
by the lookout on the steamer Kansas, 
which was proceeding in the opposite 
direction, from Milwaukee to Good 
Haven. The Kansas made direcly for 
the Naomi, and in the meantime the 
passengers of the ill-fated boat were 
awakened. Capt. Thomas Traill was 
the last man to leave the steamer 
alive, and his clothing was almost 
burned off him. The coal passers who 
perished were below in their bunks and 
are believed to have been penned there 
by the flames. They were shipped from 
Milwaukee. It is said by the passen­
gers that the screams of the dying men 
in the hold were heard, but that it was 
impossible to reach them.

Escape Cut Off.
Detroit, Mich., July 21.—A dispatch 

from Grand Haven says that when it 
was found to be impossible for the 
four coal passers on the Naomi to 
escape from their quarters below be­
cause of the flames, one* of the officers 
yelled. to them down 
crawl into the tanks. It is not known 
wherether they did so or not, but if 
they succeeded in getting into ' the 
tanks and were not roasted to death 
there by the heat they may be alive.

ALBERTA WHEAT.

Fall Crop Will Be Above the Average— 
The Troubles of Cattlemen.

John Woolf, M. P. P. for Cardston, 
came down from the north last night 
and left on the evening train fgr his 
home, says the Calgary Albertan. Mr. 
Woolf says that the yield this year for 
the fall wheat will be much above the 
average and considerably higher than 
that of last year which only averaged 
23 bushels. In the south, he says, the 
spring wheat seeding is .finished, and 
that barley seeding is well under way, 
most of the oats have also been sown.

Mr. Woolf also stated that dry farm­
ing is becoming more in favor with the 
public in the south year by year. He 
maintains that it is cheaper to grow 
wheat by dry farming than by irriga­
tion, although he admits that irriga­
tion is necessary in the district known 
as the dry belt for culinary and gar­
den purposes. He predicts that some 
of the farmers who irrigated their 
sugar beet crop last year will not do 
so this year, as there is sufficient 
moisture available for plant growth it 
suitable methods are employed to con­
serve it.

Asked as to the cittle situation Mr. 
Woolf said that the reg.1 losses in this 
industry would not be known until 
after the spring round-up which com­
mences next week and will Iâst about 
two months. The horses came through 
the severe weather in good condition, 
as did the sheep, but the cattle suffered 
more or less in the different sections 
of the country.

SIR W. MUL0CK ON 
THE COAL INDUSTRY

Advices Consumers to Lay Up a 
Reasonable Supply For the n 

Winter.

21.—Sir WilliamWinnipeg, May
HÇulock, in an interview to-day, said: 
“The coal industry of Fernie has been 
subject to certain interruptions which
have at times greatly inconvenienced 
the public. But much, I think, can 
be done by the exercise of prudence 
on the "pàrt of coal consumers to min­
imize the inconvenience arising from 
interruption to the regular supply of 
coal. For various reasons it is the
custom of the mines in the Fernie 
district to mine coal only in suffici­
ent quantities to fill the cars awaiting 
loading. If the car supply ceases or 
is reduced, mining stops or is also re­
duced. If at other times there is a 
surplus of cars; the mines cannot in­
stantaneously increase their staff of 
miners, consequently they cannot take 
full advantage of the transportation 
awaiting them at the moment.

“At the same mines, owing, I am 
told, to the conformation of the 
ground, it is difficult to provide stor­
age facilities for coal rained and wait­
ing shipment. Thus, therefore, a hand- 
to-mouth policy has been pursued, no 
coal being supplied in advance of im­
mediate demands, consequently any 
interruption In the supply has been 
immedinately felt by the public.

“This method of doing business is 
hazardous to the public interest, as 
well as injurious to the mine owners 
and miners. When the cars at the 
mines awaiting coal are insufficient to 
take away the ordinary possible out­
put of the mines, there is a corres­
ponding reduction in the quality mined 
and when there are no cars mining 
operations come to a standstill. Be­
cause of this method of conducting 
the business the miners on an average 
lose several days per month, a very 
serious loss to any working man. The 
mine owners are also seriously pre­
judiced.

“Much -can be done by the general 
public, not only to save themselves 
from the inconvenience arising from a 
shortage in the coal suply at any 
particular moment, and also to save 
the mine owners and miners from loss 
by laying up a reasonable supply of 
coal in advance of actual require­
ments.

“It is very improbable that the 
mines will be able at all times to send 
out daily a sufficient quantity of coal 
to meet the daily wants of the public, 
to say nothing of the interruptions 
which are liable to occur owing to 
the breaking down of machinery, ex­
plosions 
causes.

well for the coal dealers at all times 
to have a reasonable Quantity on hand, 
and for lf&useholdere;. in cases where 
ifc- can possibly be { done, to > lay up 
early each summer a reasonable 
supply for winter use.”

W. H. Aldridge, managing director 
of the Pacific Coal Company, in an in­
terview to-day, stated: The difficulties 
in the western fields have been set­
tled for two years, and it is only a 
question of getting sufficient men to 
enable the coal companies to supply 
the public, the industries ahd the 
railways. Some of the coal 
panies are short of men at the pres­
ent time, but it is hoped that this 
shortage will be made up during the 
next month or two.

One important cause for the. coal 
shortage last winter Was due to the 
public waiting until fall before laying 
in their winter supply. During last 
summer a number of mines did not 
have sufficient orders to operate 
three or four days a week, and in the 
fall the coal companies had 
ders than could possibly be filled.

railways to handle all the traffic and 
supply sufficient cars, and it 
equally diÇcult for the coal mines 
to operate to their fullest capacity 
under the severe condition.

If the public will, so far as possible, 
take their coal supply during the 
summer months, when weather con­
ditions are favorable for both 
ways and mines, there need be no 
fear of any coal shortage during the 
coming winter. X'

During the delivery of the 
last few speeches the delegates were 
clamoring for a vote on the resolution 
and finally at 3 o’clock, Mr. Redmond 
put the question.

There was a tremendous chorus of 
ayes, and the resolution was declared 
adopted unanimously.

The action of the convention has 
killed the hope of any Home Rule leg­
islation by the present parliament, 
created a serious split in the govern­
ment forces and may have farreaching 
results. The temper of the convention 
was plain; no one had a word to offer 
in behalf of the bill. Home Rule or 
nothing was the unanimous sentiment, 
and the resolution proposed by John 
E. Redmond commanded every vote. 
The Irish parliamentarians had been 
deluged with resolutions from town 
councils and other bodies, all denounc­
ing the bill. The leader spoke in an 
unmistakable voice, and the Irish mem­
bers of parliament cheerfully acquiesced 
in his wiH. Three thousand delegates 
came here to attend , the convention, 
and soon after the doors of the Man­
sion House were opened it was impos­
sible to get into the building.

The gathering lacked the spirit of the 
cld time Home Rule gatherings, when 
Davitt, Dillon, Healy and other fiery 
orators had the centre of the stage. 
The speeches were temperate and there 
was little denunciation of the govern­
ment. Except for the outbreak of the 
priest who attempted to make the bill 
a church issue and was rebuked, every­
thing went smoothly. The American 
delegates were greeted enthusiastically. 
The keynote of the orations of several 
resolutions was that the bill was an in­
sult to Ireland.

QUESTIONS BEFORE

A very successful and enmusiastic meet­

ing of the Development and Tourist Asso­
ciation was held Tuesday afternoon with 
nearly all the members of the executive 
present. His Worship the Mayor presided, 
and present were the following members: 
Aid. Vincent, John Nelson, Golding Wil­
son, Samuel Sea, Dr. Elliott S. Rowe, A. 
W. McCurdy, Herbert Kent, Cafl Pen- 
dray, W. T.' Williams, G. A. Coldwell, J. 
H. Lawson, jr., and the secretary,. Her­
bert Cuthbert.

The usual quota of correspondence from 
all parts of the world asking for all sorts 
of information about the city and chiefly 
from intending settlers was submitted. 
Among these was one from M. C. Empis, 
the secretary of the Geographical So­
ciety of Paris, France, asking for detailed 
information as to the residential, com­
mercial and industrial advantages of the 
city, and also the possibilities of the Isl­
and as a fruit growing centre, and espe­
cially the possibilities of the suburban 
country.

A letter from Seattle asking for a quiet, 
simple boarding place for eight or ten art 
students was received. The writer ex­
plained that they would be out of doors 
painting all the time, and would not 
therefore care for ordinary hotel life. On 
the contrary they would be quite willing 
to reside in the suburbs.

The letter was given to the press with 
a view to securing information, as the 
secretary has on different occasions, made 
inquiry for such accommodation, but thus 
far without result.

A letter from Geo. Carter, of the Geo. 
Carter Co., was also received stating that 
the climate and possibilities of Victoria 
were known in St. John, N. B., as a re­
sult of the propaganda of the association.

Mr. Oliver, of theJ3ank of British North 
America (New York branch), wrote ac­
knowledging the receipt ov the society's 
literature and promising to distribute the 
same among his friends.

Letters were also received from E. 
Baynes Reed and Hon. W. Tempieman. 
The latter wrote in reply to the request 
of the association regarding the inser­
tion of the weather reports of Victoria in 
Eastern newspapers. The matter will 
shortly be taken up, and the association 
hopes to get its request complied with.

Mr. Justice Martin wrote regarding the 
vacant space fronting the causeway on 
the south side of James Bay, and suggest­
ing that something be done* with it. He 
a^so congratulated the society on the 
splendid character of its work. Regard­
ing the matter to which his letter called 
attention, Aid. Vincent stated that the 
city had the matter in hand.

The proposal to inaugurate an extensive 
newspaper campaign in the Northwest 
was heartily endorsed by the executive. 
This Is In addition to the exhibit which is 
being arranged and also to the literature 
which is being distributed. The leading 
papers of Saskatchewan, Alberta and 
Manitoba will be used.

CONVENTION 
WAS UNANIMOUS

IN REIECIING THE
IRISH COUNCIL BILL

Action Has Killed Hope of Any 
Home Rule Legislation By 

Present Parliament.

Dublin, May 21.—The Nationalist con­
vention to-day decided to reject the 
Irish bill introduced in the House of 
Commons on May 7th by Chief Secre­
tary' for Ireland Birrell. The conven­
tion was held in the Mansion house. 
The floor of the rotunda was packed 
With delegates representing every part 
of Ireland, including many of the Cath-1 
olic clergy. Beside John Redmond 
were the American delegates, Secretary 
John O’CalWghan, Treasurer T. B. 
Fitzpatrick and Executive Committee­
man Patrick J. Timmins, of the United 
Irish league ; John Parnell, brother of 
the late Charles^Stewart Parnell; Rich­
ard Croker and several bishops. Mr. 
Redmond, who presided, was greeted 
with great cheering. His first words 
were: “The heart of every Irishman 
the world over goes out to John Dillon 
in the hour of his great affliction.”

A resolution of sympathy with Mr. 
Dillon in the loss of his wife was 
adopted, as was another for the widow 
of Michael Davitt, who died since the 
last convention, recalling Davitt’s im­
prisonment for Ireland’s sake and “the 
part he bore in raising the Irish peas­
ant from a serf to a free man.”

Telegrams of greeting from Irish so­
cieties In America and elsewhere were 
read, after which Mr. Redmond re­
minded the delegates that Ireland's fit­
ness for self government would be 
judged by their conduct at this con­
vention.

Mr. Redmond then read the resolu­
tion on the Irish bill, which was clam­
orously cheered, as follows:

“That this convention, representa­
tive of Irish national opinion, emphat­
ically places on record its profound 
conviction that nothing can satisfy 
the national, aspirations of Ireland or 
bring peace and contentment to > our 
people but a measure of self govern­
ment, which will give Irish people com­
plete control of their domestic affairs.

“We declare that the bill introduced 
by the government is utterly inade­
quate in its scope apd unsatisfactory 
In its details, and should be rejected 
by the Irish nation, and we regard the 
productions of such a measure by 
the British government of the position 
we have always taken, that any at­
tempt to settle the Irish problem by 
half measures would be entirely unsuc­
cessful, and we call upon the Irish 
party to oppose the bill in the House 
of Commons and press upon the gov­
ernment with all their strength an<j 
power to introduce a measure for the 
establishment of a native parliament 
tvith a responsible executive having 
power over aJl purely Irish affairs. And 
at this crisis in the fortunes of Ireland 
we invite all the Nationalist forces of 
the country to unite in support of our 
representatives in parliament and en­
able them to effectively press for the 
Speedy and genuine settlement of the 
Irish question.”

Continuing, Mr. Redmond first de­
nied the criticism that he and his fol­
lowers were committed to the bill. On 
the contrary, he declared the framers 
of the measure had refused his advice 
as to the only safe basis on which 
the proposed council could be founded 
The Irish members of parliament were 
not committed to any part of the bill, 
or to the government. They had 
voted for its introduction in order to 
fulfill their promises, and that the 
government’s proposals might be sub­
mitted to a convention. Summarizing 
his views, Mr. Redmond asserted that 
the Birrell bill was not workable, and 
therefore would end in disgrace and 
disaster. Its failure would be used 
as an argument against Ireland’s ca­
pacity for self government, and its 
operation would result in the demor­
alization of the Nationalist party and 
the unity which was Ireland's strong­
est. weapon. He criticized the finan­
cial and other details of the bill as be­
ing inadequate as compared with 
the great powers given to the lord lieu­
tenant. Government by committee, he 
said, was unheard of. Knowing the 
constitution of the British parliament 
he knew it was useless to hope to 

• cure satisfactory amendments to the 
measure.

In conclusion, Mr, Redmond said: 
“The Liberal party must drop the 
Roseberyite idea and must come back 
to the standard of Gladstone. People 
talked of an alliance of the Irish party 
with the Liberals. The Irish, „ . party
Is independent. It can have an alliance 
with no English party that does 
place Home Rule in the front of its 
programme.”

Speeches seconding the resolution 
were then made. AZJ. Kettle, a vet­
eran Home Ruler, was the first speaker, 
after which John O’Callaghan aroused 
the enthusiasm of the delegates by ten­
dering the support of the Irish party in 
the United States.

“Do you think,” fie asked, “that the 
task of Mr. Bryce in America is going 
to be made easier because his col­
leagues have thrown in the face of the 
Irish people this measure, which you 
people will throw in the faces of his 
colleagues with contempt.”

Continuing, Mr. O’Callaghan amid 
great applause assured the delegates 
that so long as England gives the Boers 
who fought her, more Home Rule than 
the Irish “the Irish-Americans will 
prevent the alliance with the United 
States which England so greatly de­
sires.”

Father David Humphreys, another 
speaker, proved to be a disturbing ele­
ment/ “Catholics and Nationalists are 
the same,” he said. “The bill is directed 
against the Catholic church. It would 
drive the priests out of the schools and 
let in the devil. In two generations it 
would change Ireland into a France.” 
Father Humphrey’s speech was inter­
rupted by many cries of dissent, where­
upon he asserted that the convention 
'•was packed with Redmond’s
