Horses.

Below we give the practice adopted by
the Messrs, J & A Bell Athelstane P. O.,
Huntingdon, P. Q, in the feeding and
management of draught horses. These
gentlemen have Leen very successful in
the breeding of good horses, and success is
usually the result of judicious prastice.

They breed their mares at three, as a
rule. The colis come in the spring usually.
They do all the work with breeding mares,
but do not like working mares very hard
when suckling colt. Before foaling they
work them carefully, and up till the time
of foaling. Oneresultis tha(but few colts
are lost. They de not favor having them
| gerved very early in the scason, as there
will be difficulty in getting them with
foal. In winter they let them out of their
loose box-stalls twice a day, leaving them
out an hour at a time, when the weather
is fine. The foals suck the dam for abou
five or six months. The mares that do
not work while suckling foals only get
grass. If the colts come early, they feed
the mare a mixture of ground oats, barley
and bran’ ia the proportion of three parts
bran, two cats and one barley. The oats
and barley are ground together in the
proportion jast named. They are fed
sparmngly at first, about 6 quarts of the
mixture three times a day, and take this
off graduaily asthey are tuined out to
grass. Foals, when young, should not be
left out in the cold dews, nor in cold rains,
The effects of the hot sun are very injuari-

|

; ous; 80 that from 9 to 4 they should be in

out of the sun, aud not out at all in rain
for the tirst two months. The only grain
ordinarily which they get is by feeding
along with the mare. In being weaned
they are put inand not let out for some
time. They may be left out in the day
when entirely weanead, buf not at night at
all the first autumn. After weaning they
are fed oats, in the morning 1 quart, and
this is increased, but never beyond 2
quarts. The noon feed consists of ground
barley and oats, 1} quarts of it. At night
ethy get 15 quarts, but one half of it is
bran. Toward spring the night feed is
frequently boiled, consisting of barley and
peas, 4 of thelatter, and dried with bran
stirred in, and fed a little warm with a
little flax-seed meal added. When fed
cold the flax-seed is steeped for about six
hours. In spring they are turned out id
the day and brought in at night till weath-
er ge's warm. The hay is timothy and
clover. The second summer they get
grass, the horse colts being kept in box-
stalls large and roomy. They are then fed
from cut hay or cats and peas also, given

j gradually, increasing the feed, but of the

same ration.

The second winter the same kind of
feed is fed, the quantities being increased.
The morning meal consists of 3 quarts
whole oats; at noon they get 3 quarts of
the mixture, and at night 3 quarts, but
when roots are fed it is at night, about 4
quarts of roots if potatocs, but if turnips
or carrots a little more. They get all the
salt they want, which the Messrs. Bell are
satisfied has a tendency to prevent them
from taking eold.

‘ The mares are not fed so heavily. The
third winter they get simply a little more
than the second winter, but of the same
kind of fecd. The stallions, when being
titted for spring service, get the same kind
of feed. They get a handful of grain; flax-
seed once a day for about 2 wecks, com-
mencing sometime in March and during
the season of service they get hay three

It would be ex-
ceedingly unfortunate if this new parlia-
ment should condemn the proposed ac-
tion of the imperial parliament in passing
a coercion bill instead of seeking, by re-
quest, to avert its adoption. He, amidst
general ministerial approval. suggested a
conference with Mr Curran whereby a
resolution not open to serions exception
in its terms by the imperial authorities
sould be sent. The last proposal of the
resolution. that the Canadian system of
government should be applied to Ireland,
unnecessarily widened the hostility to the
resolution, and he suggested that this also
be amended. [General applause.] Leav-
ing the criticism of the resolution, he said
he should vete for any proposal looking in
tbe direction aimed at by the resolution,
even if it did not agree, altogether, with
his own view, because he felt it desirable
that some expression of opinion favorable
to the Irish cause was  preferable to no
expression at all. He then entered upon
an elaborate discussicn of the terms of the
proposed Irish coercion bill, and pointed
out, seriatim, its many objections and the
serious nature of infringements upon po-
litical liberty and civil, rights which 1t
embodied. It was urged in this House,
by some members, that we did not know
enongh about the matter on which to act,
and judging from the argaments of those
gentlemen he thought it was true in their
individual cases. (Laughter.) Referring
{0 the alleged Parnell letter, published in
the London Times, he said he did not be-
lieve that Parnell ever wrote that letter.
[Cheers.] No one ever received a-deeper
wound in the murder of Cavendish and
Burke than did Parnell, because just theu
thore was a crisis in the English view of
Irish affairs favorable to Ireland. Alto-
gether, apart from feelings of head and
heart shared by Parnell, his political in-
terests lay altogether in averting such as
crime. The publication of his forged let-
ter was unworthy of the great journal
which publisked it, and an insufficient

[ reason why the parliament of Canada

should not express its opinion on the
issues. He deprecated O'Brien’s visit to
Canada on a special issus as likely to
weaken popular sympathy with Ireland’s
cause among th2 population generally, and
criticised' adversely the member for Mus-
koka's threat’that O'Brien, should he
come, would need police protection. H2
hoped that O'Brien, should he determine
tocome, would not have polica surveil-
lance but freedom of speech. In conclu-
sion he made a magnificent peroration,
saying that home ruvle for Ireland would
strengthen the bonds of union between the
two islands and promote the prosperity
and integrity of the empire. (Prolonged
cheers.)

After recess, Hon Mr Costigan made
his stereotyped speach fsvorable to home
rule, and advised Mr Curran %fo accept
Mr Blake’s suggestion. He affirmed the
right of the Dominion parliament to ex-
pressan opinion upon this matter, and
devoted alarge portion of his speech to
maintaining the consistency of his past

The debate was continued by Mr Mec-

Improved Fly Book.

Notices of a new fly-book, invented by
Mr D G Smith of Chatham, editor of the
ADVANCE, have appeared in some of the
papers of the province aud will, no doubt,
attract the attention of sportsmen to
“‘The Miramichi” which is the name given
to the device, for which patents are ap.
plied for in both Canada and the United
States. While ‘‘The Miramichi” holds
single hook. flies, equally well with the
double hooked, it was particularly the
latter that led to its invention, as that
class of fly has come 1ato general use
among our best fishermen. Four or five
dozen double or single hook flies, together
with casting lines, wax etc. are azcommo-
dated in a handy case 53 inches long, 3}
in. wide and less than an inch thick. The
case is, made in larger and
smaller sizes than this, It cannot be
injured by water, nor its contents by
pressure; it is without catches or straps
and more easily opened than the ordinary
fly book; all the fliesin 1t are seen at a
glance, so that the one mneedel.can be
quickly selected; each fly or other article
in it i3 held in place so thatit will not fall
out, and-yet can be removed almost by a
touch,and the cost wiil be less than that
of the ordinary fly-book. The new device
will probably be sold by the fishing tackle

THE NEW SYSTEM OF TIME NOTATION 'TO
BE._ADOPTED ON THE INTERCOLONIAL
RAILWAY: A FEW FACTS OF INTEREST TO
THE PUBLIC. |
The new system of time notation known

as the twenty-four hour system is to be

introduced on the Intercolonial Railway
when the trains change to the summer
arrangement, which will be about a month
heuce. The Chief Superintendent of the
Intercolonial has accordingly issued a oir-
cular to the railway employes advising
them of the proposed change, and offering
suggestions necessary to  eunsure the
smooth working of the new system. The
letters “a. m.” and “p. m.” are not
required under the new system, as the
hours are numbered 1 to 24 1n regular
succession, cemmencing and ending at
midnight. No change ia made in the hours
from midoight to noon; they are number-
ed 1to 12, as at present, but the hours
from noon to miduight are numbered 13 to

24.

The clocks and watches now in use are
easily altered to suit the new system by
placing the numbers 13 to 24 ia a circle on
the dial icside the present numbers, 138
corresponding to 1 o’clock, 14 to 2 o’clock,
and soon to 24, which answers to 12
o’clock midnight.

The Chief Superintendent’s circular says
farther : i

Paper dials with the new afternoon
numbers, 13 to 24, will be furnished for
both clocks and watches.

To apply thenew dial, moisten every
part of the gummed surface, then place it
in position and pressit on evenly and
firmly so that every part will adhere.
Unless this is carefully done it may blister
or scale off and interfere with the hands.

If the watch or clock has a second haad,
asegment should be removed from the
new dial to make room for it.

The best time to apply the new dial is
at half-past five, or half-past six, when |
both the hour and minute hands are out H
of the way.

Those requiring dials for clocks should
state the diameter of the cleck dial inside
of the present figures.

Tlis timely notice is given in order that
all may apply the new numbersto their
clocks and watches, aud become familiar
with the working of the new system before
it goesinto operation.

The heads of Departments will sce that
all their employes are furnished with
dials, and that they fully understand the

rking of the system.

Where the new system of time notation
has been tried in time tables for public
use, it has been found to be an improve-
ment, as it prevents mistakes from the
confusing of a. m. and p. m. hours n read-
ing time tables. Itis believed that the
travelling publie, seeing this adrantage,
will soon desire to have the time tables
for thrir use arranged in this manner.
Stat Masters are, therefore, authorized
to furnish dials for clocks and watches to
the public free of charge.

It is only necessary to add, as was stat-
ed some days ago, that the new system
hasPbeen thoroughly tested on a part of
the Canadian Pacific Railway and found
to work so satisfactorily that it will be
lize. Canada is
the first country toput the new system to !
practical test, though it was suggested
by the New York society of Civil
Enginecrs some six years ago; and the
