western portion of the province, In 1831
the county of York was divided, and the
new county g0 formed was called Carleton,

Thirteen years later Carleton, In its turn,
was carved up, forming Victoria county,
A mere recent eubdivision of this latter
county took place, when Madawaska was
erected. It is interesting to note the pro-
gress of these three counties, When Carleton
was taken from York it contained about
8,000 inhabitants, The present population
of thisregionisover40,000, Between 1840 and
1851 the inorease in population was 22 per
cent., between 1851 and 1861 . it was 45 per
cent,, between 1861 and 1871 33 per cent,.,
between 1871 and 1881, 24 per ocent,
In the first perlod the proportionate galn
was about the same as that of the province
at large; in the second it was a half larger,
and in the last twenty years about double,
Mudh has been sald this year of the mar.
vellous growth of Aroostock county in
Maine, And yet the counties on this side
of the line show nearly the same growth as
that of Aroostock,

In 1881 Carleton, Viotoria, and. Mada-
waska Co, produced 134,000 bushels of
wheat, being nearly four bushels for each
inhabitant, more than one-fourth of the total
wheat produot of New Brunswick, and more
than three times the quantity grown in 1871,
The quantity of oats ralsed was 1,050,000
bushels, or 26 bushels per head, being about
one-third of the New Brunswick produc-
tion. Aroostook county, which {s larger in
slze and contains more people than these
three countles, claims to have produced last
year a little over 600,000 bushels, Prince
Edward Island, which s knowa the world
over as & great place for oats, reported
31 bushels per head for its popula.
tion In 1881, belng something more
than the average in Victorla, bat less
than the average In Carleton county,
Ontarlo producad 20 bushels per head. The
fourth of July orator at Houlton, this year,
pointed with pride to the fact that only two

ounties in the natlon, Stueben in New
York, and Bradford ia Peunsylvania,equalled
Arooatook’s orop of buckwheat, which was
glven at 298,000 bushels. As he spoke he
was standing very near the border of a New
Brunswick county, not one quarter the size
of Aroostook and contalning a little more
than half ite population. This county had
a buckwheat crop in 1881 of 324,000 bushels,
Aroostook may be able to beat the world,
but Carleton can beat Aroostook. No other
county in Canada raised as much buckwheat
aa Carleton ian the laet census year. The
total quantity of graln irown in’ Carleton,
Victorla, and Madawaska is 7,700,000 or
about 42 bushels per head, which is much
above the aversge grown In Canada,
Carleton county and Oatario province are
about on a par as grain producing districts,

SHEFFIILD CaNNING FACTORY, —A Burton
correspondent wriles: A few dags since I
called at the corn canning establishment of
Hoegg & Co., in Sheffield, where I found the
foreman, Mr, Turner, an agreeable and com.
municative gentleman. He stated that the
output of the factory there this season would
be about 90,000 cans of sweet cora, the produact
of 60 acres of land. About 50 hands are em-
ployed, and the amount disbursed for material,
labor, etc,, would probably fall little short of
$11,000. The soil and climate of the valley of
the 8t, John are admirably adapted to the
growth of corn, which for canning purposes
yislds an income of from fifty to eighty dollars
per acre, beside a sufficlent quantity of fodder
to pay for ocultivation, The corn canning in.
dustry bids fair to become of great importance;

ferior to none in the world,

Death of William Jack, Q. C.

William Jack, advocate general, who died at
his residence, Wright street, Portland, Friday
evening, was one ot the best known memberg
of the legal profession in this province, having
been befora the public for fully half a centary.

Mr, Jack, who was born at 8t, Andrews in
1811, was a son of the late David Jack, for
many years comptroller of customs for that
port. He read law with the Iate Neville Par.
ker, afterwards Master of the Rolls, was ad.
mitted attorney 18th Octbber, 1834, and a bar-
rister in the following year, Mr, Jack began
the practice of his profeesion at St, George, but
soon afterward removed to 8¢, John, where he
remained ia partnership with M¢, Parker until
that gentleman’s elevation to the bench. From
the very outset Mr, Jack tock a leading po-
sition at the bar and bhad s very
extensive equity practice, possibly at ome
time the largest in the province. He
wae alse largely concerned in insurance cases
for sueh standard companies as the North
British & Mercautile, the Liverpool, London
& Globe, etc. The celebrated Columbisn In-
surance Uo, cages are still fresh in the minds of
many. He also at one tims transacted the
legal business of R. G, Dun & Co. for this
province, Mr, Jack held many positions of
trust and honor, He was acting eolicitor for
the old Commercial bank, Master in Chancery
till that office was abolished, in 18545 was one
of the commitsioners who settled the site of the
Lunatlc Asylum; was a delegate from St. John
to the great convention in Portland, Me,, on
the E. & N. A. R ; was director of the St
John Gas Light Co., a director of the Commer.
cial bank; a director of the St. Jobn Rural
Cemetery Co., and chairman of the town of
Portland for two years. He was warden of
the municipality of the City and County of St,
John, in which capacity he presented the
municipality’s address to the Marqais
of Lorne on the occasion of his
visit to. St. John in  August 1879,
Mr. Jack was one of the corporators of the
Mechanics' Iunstitute, some 50 years ago, of
which body James Flemiog is now the only
survivor, He was also first president of the
St. Jobn Law Society, sn office he held until
recently succeeded by Dr. Weldon. He was
made advocate general by the Smith-Anglin
government and as such took part in the trial
of crimes committed on :the high seas, his
latest noted case being thet known as the
Chesspeake trial. Mr. Jack took con-
siderable interest in political sffairs,
at one time unsucceesfully offered
for the representation of St. John in the local
assembly, and was an _uocompromising oppon-
ent of confederation. His letters to the London
Times, over the signature of *‘Rusticus,” at.
titacted much attention. Mr. Jack was a
genial geatleman of the olden school, and was
highly respected by all who knew him,

GETTING HOT.

Extremities Resorted to in Ireland.

LEAGUE FUNDS TO BE USED FOR RELIEF,

e

(By Cabls to the Boston Sunday Herald.)

Loxpox, Oct, 2.—Things are undoubtedly
getting hot In Ireland. Oatrages are not
yet percoptibly on the increase, but the
landlurda are continuing, generally speaking,
to press for their rack-rents and to proceed
to extremities in the matter of evictions,
while the tenants, on the other hand, are
combining to resist them more after the
fashion of 1880 and 1881 than has been the
ocaee for the last few years, Within the last
week several very orusl evictions have been

carrled out In varlous parts of the country,
and in scores of other places the public
buildings, such as cour$ houses, police bar-
racks, churches and schools, are decorated
all over {with fresh eviction notices, the
intended victims being always men or women
who have been crushed down by infamous
rack-rents and are now hopelessly impover-
ished. There is & general feeling that the
whole resources of the country at the com-
mand of the National League should be used
to support those poor pecple, and all the
money that will be collected for the next
year in Ireland for the league will be devoted
to their relief, At the last meeting of the
central branch of the league the grants to
evicted tenants for the preceding fortnight
. were announced to amount to $2,500, and it
is certain that similarly generous grants will
be made as long as the crisls lasts, These
tactics seem to have exasperated both the
landlords and the government, It appears
to be oriminal in the eyes of both to en.
deavor to save the people from death, The
landlords accordingly are calling - out,
through thelr organs In the press, once
more for coerclon, and the government is
doiog its best to find a case for resorting
once more %o the old remedy of force, The
chief secretary has gone to Dablin, and has
already had those interviews with landlord
magistrates which usually precede what is
termed vigorous actlon. It s not at all im.
possible that the National League willsbe
soon proclaimed, without walting for a law
to put it down. On the popular sidepssuch
a atep will not cause any astonishment or
any disorganization, for the whole country
is the league, and, congequently, It cannot
be suppreesed except in name,

The government is put into & very ugly
fix by the retirement from the new land
commission of Geo, Fottrell, the only mem-
ber of the body who could not be sald to be
a decided landlord partisan.

BARNABAS TILTON.

Reminiscences of an. Octogeoarian,

A Bit of Local History—8t. John’s First
Grocery Store.

“A bnpch of my family emigrated from
Tilton, Lancashire, England, to Americs, in
1640,” remarked Barnabas Tilton to a Sun re-
porter, pointing to 'a large photograph of
Tilton church, a handsome stone structure,
that adorned the wall of one of the sitting
rooms of his old family mansion on Lancaster
Heights; ‘“‘and I was born at the North End,
Boston, near the spot now occupied by the
fsom1 ves of the International 8, 8. Co,, in
In1801! Since then by what great occur-
rences has the world been stirred and how
great has been its progress. In America, for
lostance, where Mr. Tilton first eaw the light,
the battle of New Orleans was fought in 1815,
the first railroad was built in 1826, the South.
ern states attempted secession in 1861, the
telephone was invented ip 1876, gold was  dis-
covered in California in 1848, every American
president was elected since George Washing-
ton, the sewing machine wss invented In
1842, New Mexico, Upper Galifornia and
the disputed border district of Texas were
added to the United States in 1848, ‘The Am.
erican war was brought to a close in 1865 by
the surrender of General Les, and in the same

ear President Lincoln was assassinated ; the
%moklyn bridge was completed in 1883, the
first mail steamer eailed from New York via
Savannah to Ireland in 25 days, in 1819; the
first message by trans-Atlantic cable was sent
in 1854, the first Pacific railway was opened in
1869, the author of Home, Sweet Home, died
ia 1852, Mormonism hadits birth in 1830,and the
first steamer ever built in the U. S, made its
initial trip from New York to Albany in 1807.

Ot the individuel history of the founders of
its business, St. John, unfortunately, has but
few records. In the fire of 1877 many docu-
ments that would have been of great value to
the future historians were destroyed, and others
from time to time have gone aloft in the form
of kites for the school boy’s delectation or sery.
ed » more ignoble purpise in kindling the
kitchen fire,

Mr. Tiiton stirred the anthracite, and re.
sumed : ‘I was the youngest of a family of
five; two daughters and three sons, of whom I
was the youngest and am the ouly survivor,
It was in 1812, I think, that onecf my brothers,
James Tilton, establiched bimself in Halifax,
in the picture frame and looking glass business,
(I bave a distinct recollection of ths excitement
occasioned by the war of that year)
and on the 1lth of April, 1815,
set out to join him, taking paesage by
the echooner Leonard. One hundred sail of
veesels cleared from Boston on that day. I
remained with my brother till 1820, I saw the
embarkation of the ten regimeats that left that
Elnoe for Waterloo in May, 1815. At Halifax

Mr, Tilton reflected for a few minutes and
then continued :—*‘On a matter of business I
went to Miramichi in October, 1820, It wasa
small place doing little business except in lum.
ber and fish, Isaw one wier there in which
800 barrels of salmon had been taken that sea-
son, which sold for $8 per barrel. After a
short stay I returned to Halifax where I loaded
the schooner Betsy Elizabeth with flour and
provisions and set out on a trading voyage to
the Magdalen islands in the epring of 1821, and
arrived there on Sundsy, 1s¢ May, The fish.
ery treaty-of 1818 was hardly more catisfactory
to the Nova Scotians then than itis to the
Americans now. My brother had s fishing
establishment at the islands but he had
to up  killoch and leave, because
every American fisherman was a smuggler,
and the waters were full of them. I was always
hostile to the eale of liquor,” continued Mpe,
Tilton, ‘‘but my brother had a puncheon of
ram on board of the Betsy Elizabeth, and as a
sort of an off-set I shipped one cask each of
lime juice and honey. hen we arrived st the
Island we found the inhabitants in great desti-
tution, many of them having subeisted for
weeks almost wholly on mussels, Though it
was Sunday, they insisted on our discharging
at once: we did so, and before sundown the en-
tire cargo was disposed of. Then we rolled out
the lime juice and honey and I distributed it
gratuitously to those by whom I thought it
mostneeded, The people were all French and
I conld not understand a word they said, but
their eyes told me their gratitude., Five days
later the sealing schooners came in, They at
once commenced trying out the ofl snd we were
paid in fall for our cargo in oil. There were
then 300 families residing on the Islands—about
1,560 souls all told. Fish were very abundant
at the Islands at this time but there was no
salt, so we left our cil, and sailed at once for
Miramichi where we took in a cargo of that
commodity which we sold to good advantage
on our return, and then took in our oil and
sailed for Halifax, where we arrived in June.
The oil brought a handsome price, and with
another cargo of flour and provisions we return.
ed to the Magdalen I:lande, calling at
Port Hood, where we purchased 100 gallons of
dog oil, At this time Port Hood was s hamlet
of only four or five houses. We arrived at the
Islands on the 18th of July (this was in 1821}
and our voyage was a fsirly successful one,
met here a Frenchman 90 years old, who told
me that when he was a boy the gulf was well
stocked with sea cows, ylelding 100 gallons of
oil each, worth $1 a gallon, but that they had
been destroyed by the Americans, I saw,
scratched on a window pane with a diamond,
the statement that a sloop had visited Amherst
harbor in 1750 in search of the animals, whose
tusks were not unfrequently ploughed up on
the Islands at the time of my visit, Again in
1822 I returned to the Islands with goods and
spent the summer there, doing a very success-
ful business.”

Again Mr, Tilton stirred the fire, and gazing
steadfastly at the ?Iowing coals, seemed con.
juring up pictures of the past,

“In the summer of 1822 reports reached me
of the business advantages of Qabec, and I
had pertty nearly made up my mind $o locate
in that city, when Mr, Kaulback, a nephew of
Sir Isasc doﬁn, gave me a description of St
Joho, which he had several times visited,
snd urged me to ocast my let with
its people. So strong were his predilections in
its favor and his friendship for myself, that he
offered me transportation for my goods and
myeelf in a veszel he was loading for that port,
in consideration of my acting as her supercargo.
His generous proposition was sccepted and I
landed here on the 15th of September. At the
suggestion of Hugh Chisholm, father of Capt.
Chisholm, who was then in business here, I
opened a grocery store at No. 18 South Market
wharf. At this time that wharf was covered
with wooden buildings and had an sppearance
similar to that which it presented up to the fire
of 1877. 8t John had about 10,000 inhabit.
ants, but was without a grocery store up to the
time that mine wasopened. Then the Barbours,
Sands & DeVeber, Wheeler & Co., T. E, Mil.

It 1s a favorite theory with some people that
farmiogls beoomlngnnnpopuhremploymeni
in this country, and one writer takes the
view that the decay of agriculture in New
Brunswick is due to the public schools, In
some measure this writer is correct, for a man
may farm after a fashion without knowing
how to read or write, Suoch a person being
limited astohischoloeof occupations would be
more conatrained to go to workon a farm than
it he had received an education which would
fit him for another business, It fg perhaps
possible to keep the people out of clerkships
or professions, by depriving them of the
chance to fit themselvea for these occupas
tions, or It might be done by the application
of Jack Cade’s system, This champion of
the uneducated olasses, 1t will be remem-
bered, commenced his work of reformation
by ordering an unfortunate fellow to be
hanged with his pen aud Ink horn around
his veck, because the culprit conld write his
Own name instead of making his mark like g
plain honest man,

they attend regularly, To the farmer of
forty years ago a journey of a hundred miles
Was a gerious matter, an event of a life time,
For many of them I was difficult to get
thelr produce to markef,, Now every cross
road is a market and eery settlement of
the province has or expects soon to have 3
railway within a few hours drive,
All this implies the need of other classes
than farmers, The Interchange of products
of the farm for goods from the store and the
factory means employment for merchants,
bookkeepers, clerks, engineers, mechanics
and artisans, The demand for preachers
and teachers has kept pace with the supply,
bowever it may be with lawyers and dootors,
But if the provinces are no longer almos
exclusively given up to farming 1§ does not
follow that farming is distasteful to educat-
ed people.

The True Test and Significance of Con-
version.
A RECENT SERMON BY HENRY WARD BEECHER,
DELIVERED IN THE CITY TEMPLE, LONDON,

““Pesus answersd and said unto him, Verily, verlly»
1 say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cas"
@ot see the kingdom of God.”—[John fii, 3.

There have been a great many men that
have suffered in their reputations through
long periods of history, and who have been
put right again by later Investigations; but
00 man ever was more misrepresented, no
man so little understood as Nicodemus.
Most persons commect with the declaration
that he came to Jesus by night that other
unlucky sentence, so far asit applied tohim,

“for fear of the Jews.’ But that was amother
peraon that was a secret Christian *for fear
of the Jews,’ and not Nicodemas, Buat he
<came to Jesus by night—as if no other time
were half so fit for what he wanted as the
atillness of twilight and the earlier hours of
darkness. The extraordinary Imputation
1aid upon him of being a timid Christian fs
absolutely vold of rath, So-far from is, if
I were to pick out

and great delicacy, and great fervor, and
&reat fidelity ta his own convictions, that
man should be Nicodemus, .
Lst us look a little into this history, and

Nowthereare a great many worthy men that

moment of zeal, when they are about to pre-
cipitate themselves 1nto wrong oourses, and
eays : ‘I rebuke you: I will have none of

None came,
My night and my noonday were of a like
oolor; and aftea I had fought, and I would
not submit, and was driven from polnt to
point by the terror of the law of Go ,and 1t
work had become perfect in me, then at last
it pleased God to reveal to me His Savlour,
Jesus Christ, and I gave up, and, oh ! there
was a new heaven and a new earth, I never
heard the birds sing tiil then, I went home,
and my wife’s face was like an angel's to me;

In eclipse the tree never would
have sprouted, let alone become the father
of frult; and I belleve that no man in life
ever thinks, and wills, or has any,_ upward
sepirations, or any longings, any soul lifd
that God is not the author of.

Then the idea that conversion is like an in-
surance policy. ‘I have pald the premium,
and I have got my name down; I am insured
agalnst future fire; you can’s disturb me,”
A good many men do hold thelr conversion
a8 if it was

agalnst fature fire or like a deed that covers
property, ‘I have pald the price; I have
gone through all the legal forms; here fs my
deed, and the law will defend me in that
possession.” Men have an impression that
having gone through certain spiritual ex-
periences, they have a deed-—and wha$ sors
of Christianity these notions make !

There is an impression, too, that conver-
slon, or the being born again, 1s instantane-
ous, and very much emphasis is put upon
that. Now, ‘in onv sense it is true that in
the last analysis every act of will is instan.
faneons, All the sequences are not, and all
the antecedent preparations are not. When
you put a thing weighing 10 pounds In that
scale, and commence and put five pounds in
that soale, it does not vibrate; you add four
mere and it begins to vibrate a‘little, but
still the 10 pounds welghs down the nine
pounds, and the nine pounds and a half, and

The outweighing is ivstantaneous when it
comes to the exact point, ‘A man is going
north, thioking he is golng south, and by
and by he is arrested by some phenomenon,
or some guide form strikes him, and he SAyE:

fied success, (Hear, hear,) That result
was owing fo a variety of ocauses, In the
firat place, her Majesty the Queen had ex-
hibited a deeper Interest in the Colonial and
Indian Exhibition than she had evinced in
anything since the lamented death of the
Prince Consort, It waa the first time since
Shat event, so long ago, that any public
fanotlon was performed by her Masjesty.
The opening of the exhibition was the first
oocasion since that event that her Majesty’s
volce had been heard in public, (Agplunle.)
He need hardly tell them that the Prince of
‘Wales had from the outset devoted himself
%0 the work with an ardour and asslduity
and untiring zeal such as would reflect
eredit upon any person in any position, A
great deal of 1ts success was owing to that
cause, - He need hardly tell them that the
Marquls of Lorne and Princess Louise took
a8 kindly, and deep, and warm an interest
in Canada as they had done when the
Marquls ocoupled the position of Governor
General of Canada., (Applause,) But with
all that, with all that the general govern.
ment could do, and with all that the local
governments of the provinces could do
and did do, the exhibition would have been

with which the exhibitors themselves took
hold of this great work and determined to
place Canada in the posltion in whish he
ssked them to place her—that of the firss
dependency of the crown and the first colony
in the empire.

together as an evidence of the productive re.
sources of the great Britlsh Empire. The
feeling began to deepen 1a the public mind
$hat It was highly desirable that some effort
should be put forth Jo give some permanent
form to that exhibitlon, which was Intended
at the outset to continue from st May till
3lst October. The Prince of Wales desired
Shat all the executive commissioners should
be called together to discuss the question
and offer suggestions by which so important
an objeot might be attained, and he might
say that one of the ablest gentlemen oon-
nected with the great Australian Colonfes,
who ocounpied the position of agent general,
8ir Francls Dillon Bell, of New Zealand, on
the ocoasion of thus belng called fogether
%o discuss the matter, referring to the merits
of the different exhibits sald, ‘“The Canadian

THE MOST VARIED AND SPLENDID,

and among the. Australian courts I think
that of Queensland is the most attractive,”
(Applause.) That statement was received
without tke slightest murmour of dissent on
the part of any one of the representatives of
the other colonies. That testimony he con.
sidered convinclvg testimony of the high po-
sitlon which Canads occupied amoong the
British dependencies, He felt justified,
therefore, in clalming, without any queation,
that Canada occupied in that exhibition the
proud place which her vast extent of terri-
tory, varied resources and the advanced po-
sition of her indastries entitled her to oc-
oupy.. (Applause.) The proposal to ocon.
tinue the exhibition arose from the great de-
sire on the part of the English public to be
in a position to present to the eyes of the
world, to people from all forelgn oountries
and outlying parts of the empire, evidence of
the wonderful resources and prosperity of
the British colonfes; The proposal, he
thought would commend itself to the
exhibitors from another polat of view,
and that was the immense value it would
be to Canada and Canadlan manufsc-
turers, . (Hear, hear.) There was no peint
more vital to the interests of Canada today
than the means by which the trade of the
country might be extended and improved,
and- he belleved there was no way that could
be devised which would have the effect of
developing the trade of Canada and keeping
it in a condition of advancement and pro-
gressiveness more thoronghly than by
placiog the exhibition

UPON A PERMANENT BASIS,

(Hear, hear.) It would be admitted that
already the highest expectations in that re.
spect had been more than fally realized by
exhibitors. (Applause.) He saw around
him gentlemen who had taken an active part
in matters relating to the intereats of the ex-
bition and who had contributed to its great
success, He also saw around him gentle.

TREMENDOUS RAIN STORM IN TEXASB,

200 Houses Destroyed in Brownsville and
Over 30fi in Matamoras.

THOUSARDS HOMELESS AND DESTITUTE,

GALVESTON, Tex,, Sep 29 —Advices from the
southwestern coast give accounts of the great
raln storm during the patt week, From the
21st to the 23:d inst. & tremendous rain storm
and hurricane swept over the vicinity of
Brownaeville, reaching to Matamoras, Twenty-
six inches of rain fell up to the night of the 28.d,
and the wind reached a velocity of 100 miles per
hour. Over 200 houses in Brownaville were
blown down, and a large number were damsag.
ed, rendering homeless about 300 families, In
Matamoras over 300 houses were levelled and
many persons were ipjared. The entire rear
part of the city, embracing over thirty blocks,
was flooded to the depth of from three to
eight feet, and the people living there were
reecued only with the greateat difficalty, All
telegraph lines were blown down, and.the Rio
Z‘rsnde and the Matamoras & Monterey rail-

8 were washed, All the-traffic has not yet
resumed. All the surrounding country been
inundated, and many houses were blown down
and cropsdestroyed. There is great suffering
both at Matamoras and Beownsvills, Inthelat-
ter place foliy 150 families are destitute, and
in the former 400 famiiics are homeless,
Relief measures have been adepted, and a
large amount of food and money has been
raised and ia being distributed, At Poing
Isabel the quarantine station was swept awsy,
and other damage done, .Anunknown English
four-masted stesmer was wrecked 50 miles
south of the mouth of the Rio Grande, and is
said to be a total loss. Her captain and crew
were saved, At Colorado, Tex., the river has
risen 25 feet, and at last accounts was still
risicg, All tributary creeks are overflowing
and large sections of the country are sub.
merged,

the government and hemce the dis.

was made previous to the passing of the act,
all the other requirements of the law being
complied with, For the balance of their pay-
ments work was assigned them on the roads
under the provisions of the Iabor act, but ia the
meantime the cfficial who received their sppli-
cation had left the country.
