THE RESOLUTION OF CONFIDENCE
(From the News of Toronto.)

After Mr, Pugsîey had been whitewashed by a Government majority of twenty-seven 
there was a deal of recrimination, The slender majority awoke the anger of the Govern­
ment and the jeers of the Opposition, Liberal members met in caucus, and endorsed a reso­
lution expressing for Mr, Pugsley their undying regard, and their complete satisfaction at the 
manner in which he had met the charges of the New Brunswick Royal Commission,

All this would be a fine example of loyalty to a party friend if the Minister of Public 
Works had met the charges, If he had had a reasonable defence which could have thrown 
any doubt whatever on the findings of the Commission one could not have wondered at the 
caucus and the resolution of the caucus, But the speech of the Minister was such a weak 
and helpless performance that no man of any intelligence could be misled by it. Mr, Pugsley 
made no explanations whatever, He made plenty of statements, most of which were at var- 
ance with the sworn testimony of his own friends who appeared as witnesses before the 
Commission,

He said that the Commission was partisan and unfair, but he pointed out no conclusion 
which departed in any way from the evidences His statements on the disposition of certain 
sums of money, notably one of $39,000, were glaringly false. He included that sum in his 
"official" list of company expenditures, saying that it was "wrong'ully excluded" by the 
Commission, But he did not and could not tell where it had gone, He suggested that the 
balance of the railway stock had been paid for by this $39,000, but there is evidence to prove 
that only $500 went for that purpose,

He did not meet the charge that he kept no books, He did not justify his conduct in 
sitting in the Government councils and managing this sham company at the same time. He 
failed to give a credible explanation of the shortage of $134,000. He denied the charge that 
he had misled the Legislature respecting the cost of the Central Railway, and that he had 
prepared false records, even though the official Hansard of the Legislature gives the lie to his 
statement, In every respect the speech of the Minister was a pitiable sample of reckless 
and irresponsible denial. The report of the Commission stood unshaken when he had fin­
ished, and the speech of Mr. Crocket tore the Pugsley defence to shreds and tatters.

The Liberal members of the House of Commons know it. They are, presumably, men 
of some intelligence, accustomed to weighing testimony, Yet they are willing, for the sake 
of some pdrty advantage of a visionary and tenuous kind, to deny their convictions, and to 
express confidence in a man who is discredited as no other Federal politician has been dis­
credited since 1891. It is not in the interest of the country that this Phenomenon of High 
Finance who keeps no books should be in control of one of the great spending departments 
of the Dominion, And how can it be in the lasting interest of any party to guard and protect 
this political chameleon, who adjusts his “opinions” to accord with whatever party may be in' 
power for the time being? No party is under any obligation to such a politician even though 
he may "carry" a province, Nothing quite so abject as the resolution of the Liberal caucus 
has been seen in Canada for some time.

There are lots of cod and haddock 
at 5 cents a pound, and halibut at 16.
Harbor shad have been scarce so far, 
but a big catch is expected by next 
week. They retail at from 26 to 60 
cents.

The regular salmon fishing will not */'
commence until the first of June, but 
in the meantime an odd fish is being 
picked up In the harbor, and they sell 
at from 38 to 48 cents per pound.

Gaspereaux at 20 cents a dozen are 
plentiful enough to supply the local 
market, but the catch has been light­
er than usual this spring. Lobsters 
.are plentiful this month and sell at 
from 7 to 40 cents. Clams at 20 and 
oysters at 75 cents per quart com­
plete the list of shell fish.

There is also the usual supply of 
smoked fish, including finnan haddle 
at 7 cents a pound, kippered herring 
and smoked gaspereaux at 24 cents 
per dozen.

To the Editor of The Sun—Sir: I 
was visiting Concord, Mass., some 
while ago and one day during a stroll 
in the neighborhood came across à" 
vestige of the Great Period which may 
perhaps Interest some of ytmr read­
ers.

Ottawa, May 20—Messrs. Vautelet, 

Mojeska and Fitzmaurlce, the com­
missioners engaged by the Govern­
ment to prepare plans for the Quebec 
Bridge, after several months have so 
far advanced the work that the Gov­
ernment will be in possession of the 
complete plans at no distant date. The 
present piers which cost a million and 
a half dollars, will be utilized for the 
new bridge, which will have a span 
almost as great as the 1,800 foot span 
of the wrecked bridge. Instead of the 
single tower, which was the weakness 
of the first bridge, the present piers 
will probably be duplicated on the 
river side, thereby reducing the cen­
tral span about 1,600 feet. The struc­
ture will be on the cantilever principle 
and built of nickel steel.

This will greatly increase the 
strength. The bridge will stand one 
hundred and fifty feet above water at 
high tide. It is probable that the con­
tract will be let during the summer, 
and the cost between six and seven 
millions. This will make the total cost 
to the Government about fourteen mil-

New York, May 20—Experienced 
aeronauts are discussing with much in­
terest the recently announced plans of 
Professor David N. Todd, of Amherst 
College, to make a balloon ascension 
of ten miles in his project to establish 
communication with the planet Mars. 
Professor Todd expects to make the 
daring flight in September, and Leo 
Stevens, of New York, Is now con­
structing a large balloon of special 
design to be used in the scientific

Men who have devoted their live» to 
ballooning say it has always been re­
garded as Impossible for a man carry­
ing balloon to reach anything like an 
altitude of ten miles, and that even if 
the balloon would rise to that point 
the atmosphere would not sustain hu­
man life.

There are at present no authentic 
records of the highest altitudes reach­
ed by balloons, and it is hoped that 
Professor Todd’s experiments, if they 
do nothing more, will inspire new in­
terest on both sides of the Atlantic 
and open the way for important scien­
tific discoveries.

The highest recorded altitude was 
made by Glaishler, an Englishman, in 
1863, who declared that he had reached 
thirty-seven thousand feet, or nearly 
six and a half miles from the earth, 
but this record has been many times 
disputed by other aeronauts, who in­
sist that no human being has ever 
reached so great an altitude and re­
turned to earth alive.

Glaishler stated that at an altitude 
of twenty-nine thousand feet he found 
that his balloon was ascending at the 
rate of sixteen feet per second, that 
he became unconscious, and when he 
regained consciousness he discovered 
that it was falling at the rate of thir­
ty-eight feet per second, therefore his 
assertion of thirty-seven thousand feet 
was merely an estimate of the distance 
he travelled upward after becoming un­
conscious.

He has been an influ­
ence, and from our point of view, In a 
democratic country, a beneficent one. 
In "Beauchamp's Career" (1876) he 
embodied an exposition of all the ele­
ments of British society and politics 
which have come to today’s clash be­
tween Jingo Imperialism and free 
trade radicalism. Needless to say that 
he was always, too, like Dickens and 
Thackeray, a missionary against the 
fatuous respectability and cant and 
caste rigidity with which the sturdy 
British virtues seem always to be in­
extricably mixed. He was too big a 
man to be content with literary work 
as such to no public purpose, though 
past master in all literary artistry. 
Robert Louis Stevenson says his last 
interview between Lucy and Richard 
Feveril, “is the strongest scene, since 
Shakespeare, in the English tongue”— 
and that he could make art "complete 
with life” as none has done in late 
generations. But he was a reformer 
and a radical reformer, with all this, 
the friend of Mazzini and his like in 
Europe. One of his latest letters In 
the London papers was written to ex­
tol the “suffragettes” and their sacri­
fices and courage. Had the occasion 
arisen# for It, no doubt, to Judge only 
from his “Beauchamp's Career," he 
would have written in some such vein 
to me newspapers as Maurice Hew­
lett has Just done, anent the “manu­
facturing of mutual fear" between 
Germany and Britain as an "act of 
criminal lunacy.” It sounds like Mere­
dith to say that until the nations learn 
to “speak of war as we now speak of 
drunkenness or gluttony or any other 
of the deadly sins, as if it was a beast­
ly vice, we have no right to call our­
selves civilized.” That is the use of

May 20 to discuss with Secretary 
Wilson the new regulations to be ad­
opted by the Department concerning 
the growing, handling and shipping 
of oysters. The mqre Important sub­
jects to be considered are: what pre­
cautions are necessary to secure to 
the oyster beds freedom from con­
tamination ; should the practice of 
“floating" oysters in brackish waters 
previous to shucking be prohibited; 
how long should oysters be washed 
before shipment; should they be 
shipped in tubs or barrels with Ice 
in contact, or in dry form in closed 
packages surounded by Ice; what san­
itary precautions should be observed 
at oyster houses, including measures 
to Insure the packages employed free­
dom from contamination. It is now 
generally recognized that oysters 
sometimes carry with them the germs 
of typhoid and other diseases. Some­
times these germs And lodgment in 
the oyster while the latter is in its 
bed, but more frequently, It is prob­
able, when the oyster is being “float­
ed” in brackish water to bloat it and 
give the smooth plump appearance de­
manded by the public. Such waters 
are not Infrequently contaminated by 
sewage to which fact the presence of 
the typhoid germs is ascribed.

Toronto, May 20. — A determined 
fight on the great white plague in To­
ronto was inaugurated yesterday af­
ternoon in the organization at St. 
George’s Hall of a local branch of the 
Canadian Association for the Preven­
tion of Tuberculosis. The league was 
organized through the efforts of Dr. 
George D. Potter, secretary of the 
Canadian Association, who spoke on 
the purposes of the local anti-tuber­
culosis league «and on the conditions 
It had to face. Sir W. Mortimer 
Clark was in the chair.

Dr. Porter said that tuberculosis 
was too large a subject to treat thor­
oughly, so he gave a few facts about 
the disease, which he thought the gen­
eral public should know. One thou­
sand persons die every month from 
some form of tuberculosis in Canada, 
he said, add the average in Toronto 
for the past eight years had been 362 
deaths from this cause annually. Us­
ually the general public was apathet­
ic regarding the treatment of the dis­
ease, he said, because the disease was 
insidious, and many were not aware 
they were affected until they had pro­
gressed too far, and when they had 
reached that stage it was thought all 
hope was gone, 
press on the people that there was 
hope for the cure of tuberculosis.

Many Infected.
Sixty per cent of the people who 

die have, according to post-mortem 
examinations, been infected with tu­
bercular germs at some- time of their 
lives. Fifteen per cent die of the 
disease, and the other 46 die of some­
thing else. An infected person should 
not think of a change of climate as 
soon as he realizes he is a consump-_ 
tive, A longing for home was often 
worse than the ravages of the disease 
itself, and again poor persons could 
not afford a change of climate. Neither 
could they go to sanitariums, which 

undoubtedly the best places to

know from experience that they are good value,—hence 
theirpopularity.

The Middle and Western States are 
more largely concerned with oyster 
packing than the Eastern States, for 
the expense of handling and trans­
porting oysters in the shells makes 
them largely dependent on bulk oys­
ters. Formerly boracic acid was used 
as a means of keeping dead oys 
from decomposition long after t 
freshness had passed, but Its use has 
been prohibited by law. 
recent ruling of -the Board, composed 
of then Secretaries Straus, Cortelyou 
and Wilson, however, the oyster men 
are at liberty to use benzoate of soda 
in such quantities as may be found 
necessary to preserve the oysters 
from decay, and experiments are ex­
pected to prove conclusively that this 
powerful chemical will be quite as ef­
fective in the oyster can as in the ket­
chup bottle and will answer the pur­
pose quite as well as boracic acid did. 
There is considerable hesitation about 
employing it, however, on account of 
the popular prejudice against all arti­
ficial preservatives since the public, 
by reason of the campaign conducted 
by the Department of Agriculture 
through Dr. H. W. Wiley, has learned 
what they realize are and what their 
presence in foods usually indicates. 
Moreover, it is not believed that ben­
zoate of soda will nrove efficacious in 
preventing Infection from typhoid or 
other virulent germs present in con­
taminated oysters, 
powerful preservative, it is not recog­
nized as an efficient germicide, and 
while it would prevent the decay of 
the oyster it would not destroy the 
typhoid or tubercular germs should 
they be present. At least this Is the 
opinion of physicians who have studi­
ed the question.

Fresh air and sunlight were the 
first two essential qualities in effect­
ing tuberculosis cures. In a story he 
showed that it was an economical 
form of charity to take an infected 
couple and treat them, while their 
children were sent to the country, and 
after seven months cure them, for 
otherwise two pauper burials would 
have been necessary and the support 
of the children would have fallen on 
the community.

Seattle, Wash., May 20.—A big 
whale recently played havoc with 
the c$ble connecting the Territory of 
Alaska with this city and it cost 
Uncle Sam many dollars to repair the 
damage.

Sent north to discover the cause of 
a sudden interruption of cable ser­
vice between Valdez and Sitka, Capt. 
Laffin, of the United States cable ship 
Burnisde, has just returned here with 
an interesting story. The cable ship 
picked up the cable near Cook’s Is­
let, off Sitka, and found enough work 
to keep the crew busy for several 
days.

A whale feeding at the bottom of 
the ocean and swimming along with 
its mouth open wide in order that 
the meshes of whalebone might catch 
and hold .tod collided with the cable. 
The cable became entangled in the 
long bunches of Whalebone hanging 
from the upper jaw of the whale and 
the great fish turned over and over, 
dived and leaped until the Inch and 
five-eighths wire rope was twisted 
and kinked in a tangle worse than 
the famous Gordian knot of old.

Wat Drowned.
Unable to free itself the whale 

drowned and the crew of the Burn­
side never had a worse job of lift­
ing a cable than when they tried to 
haul on board the wire some miles 
off Cook’s Inlet. When the twisted 
and knotted cable was finally brought 
on deck the partly decayed carcass 
of the whale was still attached to it.

The cable was severed and again 
connected and put into service while 
the ship's crew cleaned up the knlk- 
ed section of cable, 
that more than two hundred feet of 
cable was twisted into a knot. The 
cable did not part because of its ten­
sile strength of 20,000 pounds.

Some years ago the cable was 
found twisted and knotted in a like 
manner and now Capt. Laffin thinks 
he can explain the reason for it. The 
kinked cable then caused a great deal 
of discussion among sailors and gave 
vise to the theory that it had been 
twisted by jagged rocks turned over 
and over by a submarine earthquake.
