Claims that Water Powers to 
Value of $1,000,000 per

Province.

"Waterpowers, representing a com­
mercial value of $1,000.000 a year 
could be readily harnessed to the 
wheels of Industry In thla province. 
What this amount of power distribut­
ed In the form of electricity would 
be able to do Jot- the Industrial de­
velopment of the province can hardly 
be Imagined. In Its wâterpowers the 
province has a very Important asset, 
and to secure their utilization In aa 
effective way Is one of the most Im­
portant problems of the day. The chief 
factor making for the industrial pro­
gress of a community Is cheap power, 
and It Is well known that electric cur­
rent generated by waterpower Is not 
only cheaper than steam power, but 
offers other advantages In the way of 
greater mobility and economy of

PThe above were some of the obser­
vations made in the course of an in­
terview with The Standard by H. A. 
Powell, solicitor for the Hydro-Electric 
Company, who has had-#ocd opportun­
ity of learning a good deal about the 
waterpowers of the province.

“The principal object of the promot­
ers of the New Brunswick Hydro- 
Electric Company in Introducing their 
bill before the recent session of the 
legislature, was to obtain the power 
of expropriating certain rights and 
privileges necessary to carrying on 
their enterprise lu a satisfactory man­
ner. But the legislature decided to lay 
the bill over tor a ÿear and as the 

wishes to get to work as 
as possible lt has made applica­
tor the letters patent of incor-

coropany

po ration.”

“An impression seems to 
the pait of the public, that 
pany Is seeking rights to use water- 
powers belonging to the province. Is 
that impression correct Mr. Powell?”

"No. It is noC I may say that until 
very recently grants of land on non- 
tldal rivers Included river rights to 
the centre of the stream and that all 
waterpowers would be the property of 
the riparian owners. The Crown has

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Thi rSiThe Militia order» of 15th April contain the detail 
of the Coronation contingent which will Include repre­
sentations of every regiment of cavalry-, brigade or in­
dependent battery of field artillery, battery of heavy 
artillery, company of garrison artillery and engineers 
and Infantry regiment In the Dominion except the

3rd. N. B. Regiment of Artillery.
1st Princess Louise Fusiliers (Infantry).
56th Ltsgar Rifles (Prescott, Ontario).
Of the mounted troops which will send representa­

tives, the 27th Light Horse, 28th Dragoons and 29th 
Horse had not even one officer when the last Militia 
list was issued on January 1. The Queens and Sun- 
bury voters who are being organized into a regiment 
under Lt.-Col. McLean, have never as yet been in camp. 
The same Is true of the 72nd and 104th Regiments, yet 
these bodies are all to be represented.

The local Artillery force has existed in some form 
for 118 years, being the oldest colonial military organiza­
tion In the Empire. It was organized as a regiment in 
1838 and from 1869 when there was a great revival In 
military matters in this Province, it has been an im­
portant factor. Today that regiment is stronger both 
in officers and men than lt has been at any time in 
the past ten years. lt Is understood that In obedience 
to orders one representative from each battery has 
been named, but at the last minute the Regiment 
has been withdrawn from the list, forming one of three 
exception atn^g the whole Militia of Canada.

United Slates and comes here, as the Telegraph re­
marks, "because this is the better route." But signs 
are not wanting that if the Reciprocity Agreement be­
comes law "the better route" will find its outlet at an 
Atlantic port on the American seaboard. To any ob­
server of affairs in the United States, one ot the moat 
remarkable results following the campaign for Recipro­
city has been the stimulus given to the development 
pf the ports of New York, Boston and Portland.

Take as an example the trend of events in Boston. 
Dn Thursday of last week the city of Boston, through 
Mayor Fitzgerald, transmitted to the directors of the 
Grand Trunk an invitation to establish a terminus of 
the railroad in that city. This action was the result 
of a campaign in which the prese, the leading business 
men. the labor Interests and the public generally were 
United. The Grand Trunk la seeking a new terminal 
In New England and Is said now to regard the port 
of Boston as preferable to all others. Mr. C. M. Hayes, 
the president, has Indicated that he would not be averse 
to going there.

The resolutions passed by the Boston City Council
