Department of Justice Keeping
Close Watch on All Aliens in
the Dominion,

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, May 12.-~As a result of the

sinking of the Lusitania a great many
protests’ have been received by the
Department of Justice against allow-
ing allen enemies to remadin at large
in Canada. The protests have come
from every province of the Domin-
fon.
. While the department will not un-
dertake to intern all Germans with-
out cause, the strictest investigation
is being made into ewery compilaint
1aid againat aliens and whenever there
is grounds for suspicion that it wonld
be safer fo place in the internment
camps this is done.

Already 181 Germans in Vancouver
and district have been arrested and
interned. This action has been taken
since the Lusitania horror.

At present there is 45,000 aliens
on parole in Canada, 8,000 of them
being Germans. These are required
to report regularly, and whenever
there is any breach of the parole this
is revoked and internment takes place,
This has occurred in a number of in-
stances,

There are 2,800 persons in the in-
ternment camps, about 500 of them
being ‘Germans or of German extrac.
tion. However the later developments,
particularly the sinking of the Lusi-
tania, will materially increase the
number of the interned.

ANTI-GERMAN SENTIMENT
IN ENGLAND IS INTENSE

Large in British Isles.

More Demonstrations Yesterday—Meeting Today to Protest
Against Permitting “Kith or Kin of German Mutilators
and Murderers of Men, Women .and Children” to bhe at

London, May 12.—The sinking of the
steamer Lusitania has aroused to a
violent climax the smouldering hatred
and suspicion against Germans living
in England, this animosity has found
expression during the last 24 hours in
attacks on Germans, principally upon
their shops, in the poor quarters of
London and Liverpool, while there
have beqn minor disturbances in Man.
chester, Birkenhead, Glasgow and a
few other places.

Many German shops had thelr win-

dows:smashed and some were pillag-
ed. The proprietons of the shops gen-
erally were driven away by angry
¢rowds, and one or two shops have
been set on fire by the rioters.
A spontaneous movement has de-
veloped in the London markets to boy-
cott subjects of enemy countries, and
small dealers who appeared for sup-
plies today were refused them, and a
number of them were driven away by
crowids.

Two important demonstrations will
be held in London tomorrow to advo-
cate measures for the control of alien
residents. One will be a meeting at
the Mansion House, with the lord may-
or in the chair. Lord Charles Beres-
ford -and Sir Henry Dalziel will be
among the apeakers.

A petition will be presented in par-
llament for the internment of all
aliens of military age, and the re
moval of others, both men and wo-
men, to a distance of thirty miles from
the coast. The petition calls attention
to the great number of alien enemies
at large in England, and says: “The
danger of espionage is apparent. Our
men in the navy and army are giving
their lives in defense of us and the
Kingdom. Your petitioners feel that it
is uufair to the British people that
80 many alien enemies should remain
at large in our midst.” *

The other meeting will be held at
Tower Hill, the historic site of many
previous gatherings when popular
movements were afoot. A procession,
headed by the stock brokers, will
form in front cf the Royal Exchanpe
and proceed to Tower Hill, where the
following resnlution will be put:
“Thousands of citizers of London,
gathered together at a mass meeting,
unanimeusly protest against any' kith
and kin of German mutilators, poison-
ers and murderers of men, women
and children, being any longer allowed
to be at large in the British islands,
and, fearing riots, fires, the spread of
disease germs and = polscned water,
hereby unanimouslyy demand that the
government take immediate steps to
intern or deport all alien eneruies,
male or female, whatever their oa-
tionality, naturalized or atherwise.”

It is estimated that there are sixty
thousand persons of German or Aus.

160,000 MEN IN

Austro-German Army Unabfa
to: Drive Russians from
Strategic Positions.

GERMANS RETREATING
IN SHAVLI DISTRICT

Enemy’s Advance in Western
Galicia Successfully Check~
ed by Russian Counter-At=
tack,

Geneva, May 12, via Paris, 4 p. m.~=
A despatch from Cracow to the Jour
nal De Geneve says that the lusses
of the Austrians and Germans since
the first of May amount to 165,000 of-
ficers aud men. Losses of the Russ
sians in prisoners are placed at 50,
000.

The despatch says the Russians are
holding firmly the principal strategic
peints, and that both sides are receivs
ing heavy reinforcements.

Germans in Retreat.

Petrograd, May 12, via London, 10.33
p. m.—The War Office communication
issued tonight says:

“In the Shavli region our troops ow
Tuesday continued to press successs
fully on the heels of the retreating
Germans, who have been driven bachk
from the town of Shavli toward the
southwest.

“On the left bank of the Niemen
and on the front of the Narew there
is an almost general lull,

“On the left bank of the Vistula,
south of Sokhatchoff, our infantry
command having crossed the Bzura
Tuesday night captured, after a bay-
onet fight, a' group of German trenches
and took some prisoners and a officer.
German attempts to attack our re-
construction of troeps south of Skier-
niwice and Nava were repulsed.

“In Western Galicia on Monday our
troops to the north, in the direction
of Lutowiska, continued falling back
to positions previously chosen, and
the enemy’s offensive was checked by
our counter-attack,

“In the direction of the Uzsok Pass
and the Stry River the Austrian ats
tacks were repulsed with great losses
to the enemy, Near Rojanka the ene-
my exploded a mine clese to our
trenches and followed this up with
an attack on our positions in that
vicinity. They succeeded in occupying
part of the crater made by the explo~
gion but our men, in a furious on-
slaught, dislodged the Austrians, who
fled in disorder, leaving several hun-
dred dead. We also captured many
prisoners.

“In the region of the Javornik we
completed our success by an energetic
offensive. During the last few days !
the enemy at this point has Buffered |
heavy losses, leaving 6,000 dead on
the mountain slope.

“We captured numerous prisoners,
over 5,000 on the tenth alone, and six
guns, eight machine guns, and a large
quantity of booty also fell into our
hands. The enemy, falling back has-
tily, evacuated the whole left bank
of the Dneister, and was ejected from
the town of Zaleszczykinkz, 26 miles
northwest of Czernowitz.”

Fierce Battle Begun Near Ypres on Saturday
and Continued Through the Night—Ger-
mans Strip British Dead and Don Khaki

London, May 12—%he official British
eye-witness under date of May 11,
gives an account of the German at-
tempts on Saturday and Sunday last
to break the British lines arouad
Ypres and the commenvement of the
anglo-French coffensive north of Arras.
He says:

“The calm that prevailed Thursdiy
and Friday proved to be anly the lull
before the storm. Early Saturday
morning it became apparent that the
Germans were preparing an attack in
strength against our lize running east
and nortneust from Ypres, for they
were concentrating under cover of a
vivlent artillery fire, and at about tou
v'clock the battle began in earnest.

“At that hour the Germans attacged
our line from the Ypres-Poelcappe
road to within a short distance of ‘he
Menin high road, it being evidently
their intention, while engaging us
closely on the whole of this sector, to
break our front in the vicinity of
the Ypres-Rculers railway to the north
and to the scuth of which their strong-
est and most determined assaults
were delivered.

“Under this pressure our frunt was
penetrated at some points around
Frezenberg, and at 4.30 @’clock in the
afterncon we made a cofinter-attack
between the Zonnebeke Road and ‘ne
railway in erder to recover the lost
ground. Our offeasive was cenducted
most gallantly, but was checked before
long by the fire of machine guns.

Battle Continued Through the Night.

“Meanwhile the

“During the night the fighting ~on-
tinued to rage with ever-increasing
fury. It is impossible to say at ex-
actly what huur our line was broken
at different points, but it is certain
that at one time the enemy’s infaniry
poured through along the Poelcappele
road, and even got as far as Wieltje
at nine p. m.

“There was also a considerable gap
in our front ahout Frezenbers, whare
hostile detachments had penetratoed.
At both points counteruttacks were
organized without delay. To the east
of the salient the Germans first were
driven back tc Frezenberg, but there
they made a resolute stand, and under
pressure of fresh reinforcernents we
fell back again toward Verlsrenbook.

“Northeast of the salient a countar-
attack carried out by us about oue
a. m, was mére successful. Our troops
swept the enemy cut of Wieltje at the
bayonet's point, leaving the village
strewn with German dead and, pushed
on, regained most of the ground to
the north of that point.

“And so the fight surged to and fro
throughout the night. All around
the scene of the conflict the sky was
lit up by the flashes of the guns and
the light of blazing villages and farws
while against this background of
smoke and flame, looking out in the
murky light ¢ver the crumbling ruins
of the old town, rose the battersd
wreck of the citidal tower and the
spires of Cloth Hall,

“At one point, north of the town,
500 of the enemy advanced from the
wood and it is said by those present
tl:lat not a single man of them escap-
e

“On the eastern face, at 6.30 p.m.,
an endeavor was made to storm the
grounds of the Chateau Hooge, a little
north of the Menin road, but the force
attempting it broke and fell back un-
der the hail of shrapnel poured upon
them by our guns. It was on this side,
whers they had to face the concen-
trated fire of guns, maxims and rifles,
again and again in their efforts to
break their way through, that the Ger
mans incurred their heaviest losses,
and the ground was literally heaped
with dead.

Stripped British Dead of Their Khaki
Uniforms

“They evidently, for the time being
at least, were unable to remew their
efforts, and as night came on the fury

of their ive gradually slackened,
the hours of darkness passing In
quietness.

“During the day our troops saw
some of the enemy busily employed in
stripping the British dead in our aban.
doned trenches, east of the Chateau

te | view

Hooge, and several Germans after
wards were noticed dressed in khaki.

“So far ag the Ypres region is con-
cerned, this for us was a most sue-
cessful day.  Our losses were compar
atively light, and, owing to the tar-
gets presented by the enemy, the ac-
tion: resolved itself on our part into
pure Killing.

“The reason for this very determin-
ed effort to crush our left om the part
of the Germans is not far to seek. It
is probable that for some days previ-
ously they had been in possession of
information which led them to suppose
that we intended to apply pressure on
the right of our line, and that their
great attack upon Ypres on the Tth,
8th and 9th was undertaken with a
to diverting us from our pur
pose.

“The failure of their effort was due
to the splendid endurance of our
troops, who held the line around the
salient under a fire which again and
again blotted out whole lengths of the
defences and killed the defenders by
scores. Time after time, along those
parts of the front selected for assault,
were the parapets destroyed, and time
after time did the thinning barnd of
survivors build them up again and
await the next onslaught as steadily
ag before,

“The services rendered by our
troops in this quarter cannot at pres-
ent be estimated, for their full signifi-
cance will only be realized in the light
of future events,

“Farther south, in the nieantime, on
Sunday, another struggle had been in
progress on that portion of the front
covered by the right of our line and
the left of the French, for when the
firing around Ypres was temporanily
subsiding, during the early hours of

the morning, another and even more
tremendous cannonade was suddenly
started by the artillery of the Allies
some twenty miles to the south.

‘he morning was calm, bright and
clear. Away to the right were Guin-
chy, with its brick fields. To the north

of them lay low ground, where, hidden
by trees ran the opposing lines that
W about to become the scene of the

conflict, and beyond, in the distance,
rose the long ridge of Aubers, the vil-
lages crowmning it standing out clear
against the sky.

“At five o'clock the bombardment be-
gan, slowly and then growing in vol-
ume until the whole air quivered with
the rush of the larger shells, and the
earth shook with the concussion of

guns. In a few minutes the whole
distant landscape disappeared in
smoke and dust, which hung for a

while in the still air, and then drifted
slowly across the line of battle.

“‘Shortly before six o'clock our in-
fantry advanced along our fromt be-
tween the Bois Grenier and Festubert.
On the left, north of Fromelles, we
stormed the German first line trenches,
Hand to hand fighting went on for a
time, with ®bayonet, rifle and hand
grenades, but we continued to hold on
to ‘this position throughout the day,
and caused the enemy very heavy
losses.

“On the right, to the north of Festu-
bert, our advance met with consider-
able opposition and was not pressed.

“Meanwhile the French, after a pro-
longed bombardment, had taken the
German positions north of Arras on
a front of nearly five milas, and had
pushed forward from two to three
miles, capturing 2,000 prisoners and
six guns. This remarkable success
was gained in the course of u lew
hours,

“As may be supposed from the n
ture of the fighting which Las been
progress, our losses have bheen heavy.
On other parts of the front our ac-
tion was confined to that of the ar-
tillery, but this proved most effactive
later, all the communications, of the
enemy being subjected to so heasy a
fire, that in some quar‘ers all movi-
ment by daylight within range of vur
lines was rendered impracticable. At
one place opposite our centre a con-
voy of ammunition was hit by a shell
which knocked out six motor lorries
and caused two to blow up. Cpposite
our centre we fired two mines, which
did considerable damage to the ene.
my's defences,

Aviator Wounded but Finishes his
Work,

BRITISH

London, May 12 (.385 p.m.)—An
official communication, giving a
report of Field Marshal Sir John
French, dated May 12, was issued
tonight:

“East of Ypres last evening we
repulsed another German attack
south of the Menin Road. This
was the third costly failure expe.
rienced by the Germans at this
place yesterday.

“Elsewhere along the front
there is no change in the stiua-
tion.”

FRANCE

Paris, May 12 (10.23 p.m.)—~The
following official communication
was issued tonight:

“The fighting tc the north of Ar-
ras continues with extreme vio-
lence. During the course of last
night the enemy, reinforced, de-
livered several counter-attacks,
which, however, were without re-
sults.

“In that directed against Neu-
ville-St. Veast our opponents suf-
fered particularly heavy . losses.
We found in the cemetery alone
more than 200 bodies of Germans,
and we took about 100 prisoners.

“A second attack, between Ca-
rency and Ablain, was likewise
repulsed. A third, from the direc-
tion of Ablain, was also complete-
ly checked.

“This morning we made prog-
ress in the wood to the east of
Carency, taking 1256 prisoners.
The progress continued in the af-
ternoon. We have, besides, taken
three lines of trenches bordering
the wood to the north of Carency,
after which we penetrated the
wood, thus threatening vory clouo-
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ched this evenling, 4,000,

“On the rest of the front we
brought to a sudden halt by our
fire three German attacks—near
Berry-Au-Bac, Beausejour and Ma-
rie Bagatelle.”

GERMANY

Berfin, May 12, via London (5.55
p.m.)—The German army head-
quarters today gave out a report
on the progress of hostilities
which reads as follows:

“In the western theatre:

“Aviators of the enemy yester-
day dropped bombs on Bruges
without doing any damage from a
military point of view.

“East of Ypres we took an im-
portant hill. Dunkirk was bom-
barded by our artillery. East of
Dixmude we shot down a British
flying machine.”

“Trenches taken by the French
during the past few days between
Carency .and Neuville, north of
Arras, are still in their possession,
Otherwise all the attempts of the
enemy made yesterday to break
through our lines were in vain. Hi§
attacks were confined chiefly
against our positions to the east
and southeast of Vermellgs, in the
Lorette Hills, and at the villages
of Ablain and Carency, as well as
against our positions to the east
and southeast of Arras.

“Other advances broke down
with heavy losses to the enemy.
An attempt by our opponents to
take Hartmann-Weilerkopf again
resulted in failure.

“In the eastern theatre:

“The battle at Shavli in Coure-
land, is still raging without any
result having been reached.

“On the Bzura a Russian battal-
ion which made an attempt to
cross the river was annihilated.

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'Russians Had to Defend
900 Mile Front Against
Overwhelming Numbers

~

Austro-German Advance in East Does Not

Constitute Notable

Military Ex-

Success;

perts Say, and Teutonic Armies Lost Nearly
100,000 Men in Futile Attempt to Drive

Russians From Their Main Positions in Car-

;iathians.

Petrograd, May 12, via London—
‘While admitting' that the Austro-Ger-
‘mnn movement from Cracow has met
with a degree of success, Russian
military authorities aseerted today
that there was no possibility of a fur-
ther advance, with its consequent
menace to the security of the Russian
positions in the Carpathians.

In semi-official comment today upon
the situation it was said the success
of the Austro-German forces was due
to their over-powering numbers. They
advanced along a line of about thirty
miles, stretching northward from
Nowy Sandec, and pushed on to points
as far east as Btryzszow and Brzozow,
the latter being within less than thir-
ty miles of Przemysl. It is said here
that the Russian forces have now
been re-grouped in such a way as ef-
fectually to oppose this movement.

In meeting the Austro-German on-
slaught the Russian generals were able
to bring up only gbout onefifth of
their forces ranged along the 900 mile
front. The Germans and Austrians,
however, are reported here to have
concentrated thirteen divisions along
a sixteen mile front in the district of
Krosno, just northeast of Dukla, and
they have continually rushed in fresh
reserves.

Notwithstanding their numerical in-
feriority the Russians were able to re-
tire in good order to more favorable
positions. They destroyed the roads
as they went and brought off their
guns, ammunition and other stores.
Their losses are described here as
comparatively small.

The view presented by military men
here is that the Austro-German move-
ment did not constitute a notable suc-
cess, inasmuch as its object is suppos-
ed to have been the destruction of the
Russian army in the Carpathians and
dislodgment of the Russians from their
strong positions in the central Carpa-
thians. The German plan of action
apparently was to strike several suc-
cessive blows before the Russiang had
time to bring up reinforcements. A
seﬂes of furious infantry attacks fol-

lowed the preparatory artillery ac-
tions.

Military experts estimate that the
Teutonic allies in their operations on
the short front over which they occu-
pied utilized three-quarters of the en-
tire Austrian forces and one-ninth
of the entire German forces. About
one-half of these forces probably were
second line troops. Four corps are
said to have been brought up from
the Serbian front and twenty infantry
and nine cavalry divisions from the
western front.

Russian officers estimate the losses
of the Germans and Austrians during
the battles of the last nine days at
upwards of 100,000 men.

LUSITANIA, COMMODORE
O0F GUNAH[I FLEET

mand of the ill-fated Lusitania when
she went to her doom last Friday, is
commodore of the Cunard fleet and one
of the best known trans-Atlantic skip-
pers.

‘When the Mauretania was put into
commission, Capt, Turner was made
her first commander. Then, just be-
fore the begiuning of the war, he was
put in charge of the huge Aquitania,
which was mewer end bigger ihan
either of the fast twins.

The Lusitania was the only one of the
big Cunard fiyers left on the service,
the others having been commandeered
for nayal use.

{Capt, Turner was born in Liverpool
in 1856, and began his sea career as a
deckboy on the clipper White Star, his
first voyage being from Liverpool to
Aden, around the Cape of Good Hope.
He was then only thirteen years old.

When the White Star arrived at
Guanape Islands in 1869 the sailing
ship Queen of the Nations, the skipper
of which was his father, was lying in
that port. Young Turner transferred
‘to his father’s ship, and early in 1870
he got back to Liverpool.

He then joined the sailing ship War
Spirit, and subsequently gerved on the
ships Duncraig, Royal Alfred, Prince
Frederick, Thunderbolt, and Royal
George, all of them full-rigged ships,
and all of them famous in their day.

Once, when he was second mate of
‘the Thunderbolt, bound for Calcutia, in
the monsoon season, and he was on
the jibboom fishing for dolphins, a

big comber gathered and he was swept |’

into the sea. A lifedbuoy was thrown
to him by the mate, who was on the
poop deck, and Turner caught it and
kept afloat for an hour and twenty
minutes until a boat reached him, The
ship was surrounded by sharks, but
the noise made by young Turner kept
thém away until he was hauled into
the jolly-boat.

After he began to command sailing
ships Captain Turner circumnavigated
the globe several times, going out to
New Zealand via Cape of Good -Hobpe
and_returning via Cape Horn. After
two voyages as a junior officer on the
gsteamer Bgyptian, he joined the Cu-
mard service in 1878 as third efficer on
the Cherbourg, in the Liverpool and
Mediterranean service. After two
or three voyages Captain Turner felt
the call of the clipper ship and left the
Cunard Line to take command of the
clipper bark James Kenway of Liver
pool, and later the Star of the Hast,
where he remained until he rejoined
the Cunard Company in his former po-
sition on the Cherbourg in 1882.

In April, 1903, he received his first
command in the Cunard Line as cap-
tain of the Aleppo, in the Mediterran-
ean service, and later had the Carpa-
thia, Ivernia, Umbria, Caronia, Car-
mania, Lusitania and Mauretania. .

IN MANITOBA

The Roblin government in the prov-
ince of Manitoba has resigned and the
leader ‘of the Liberal opposition, Mr.
T. C. Norris, has accepted the invita-
tion of the Lieutenant-Governor of
that province to form a new adminis-
tration.

Sir Rodmond P. Roblin, after fifteen
vears of service as premier of Mani-
toba, leaves the publie life of the prov-
ince to whose interests he devoted his
best years better than he found it. Sir
Rodmond’'s position is stated in the
announcement made by him yesterday
in which he said, in part:

“At the late session of the Legisla-
ture certain serious statements were
made alleging over-payments and oth-
er matters in connection with the con-
struction of the new parliament build-
ings. A royal commission was ap-
pointed to enquire into the whole mat-
ter. The authority or jurisdiction of
the commission is mnow challenged,
This means considerable delay before
that point can be determined by the
courts. The gevernment believes' that
such delay is undesirable and con-
trary to public policy.

“The production of certain evidence
during the sitting of the public ac-
counts committee caused the govern-
ment to institute a departmental en-
quiry into these matters. The result
of that enquiry, together with the
statement made before the royal com-
mission by counsel for the contrac-
tors convinced the government that
adjustments as between the province
and the contractors were necessary.
Further, the government believed that
such adjustments could be made with
more benefit to the public by a new
government. The government also
realized that constitutionally they
were responsible for the acts of their
officials in matters of this kind.

“For these reasons I have tendered
my resignation to His Honor the
Lieutenant-Governor, with a recom-
mendation that he call upon T. C. Nor-
ris, M. P., the leader of the opposition,
to form a new government.”

The resignation of the Roblin ad-
ministration was not altogether unex-
pected as it has beem felt that the
Manitoba situation would speedily de-
velop. he government has been in
power for fifteen years and following
the election of last July it was bellev-
‘ed that it would soon disband. The
retirement from the provincial field
of Hon. Robert Rogers proved a severe
blow to the government as there is no
room for doubt that had he retained
the portfolio of public works which
he so long and so ably administered
no scandal charge would have been
possible.

IT RESTS WITH GERMANY.

The sinking by a German submarine
of the Cunard liner Lusitania and the
murder of scores of innocent Ameri-
cans who had taken passage on the
_giant liner recalls the note sent by the
Tnited States government to Ger

happily subsisting betwen the two
Governments.

“If such a deplorable situation
should arise, the Imperial German
Government can readily appreciate
that the Government of the United
States would be constrained to
hold the Imperial Government of
Germany to a strict accountability
for such acts of their naval auth-
orities, and to take any steps it
might be necessary to take to safe-
guard American lives and property
and to secure to American citizens
the full enjoyment of their ac-
knowledged rights on the high
seas.”

This was an explicit warning to Ger
many of what she might expect if she
violated the rights of the American
people. In spite of it Germany tor
pedoed the Gulflight, an American ves-
sel flying the American flag and caus-
ed the death of American sailors. In
spite of it again Germany torpedoed
the Lusitania and slaughtered scores
of American citizens who, believing in
the protection of their government,
considered themselves safe to voyage
the seas without molestation.

Despatches from Washington early
this morning indicate that the United
States will today demand from Ger
many a guarantee. that there shall be
no more finterference with American
vessels or American citizens and will
also ask fuli reparation for the crime
of the Lusitania. President Wilson
has taken the firm stand he was ex-
pected te take and in the light of the
plain terms of the American note, the
only stand open to him. The United
States insists on full reparation, What
that will consist of is yet to be de-
termined

German reports for the past week
or twe have claimed great successes
for the Kaiser's men in the campaizn

against the Russians. These claims
are denied by Petrograd, the Russian
officials declaring that German aad
Austrian forces have nct won any vic-
tory of importance.

Despite the con-
statements of the two re-
ports it should not be forgotten that

the Germans and Austrians on the
eastern front are now making their
supreme effort, fighting with largely

reinforced lines, and at greatly accel-
erated speed. The men under Grand
Duke Nicholas, the Russian command-
er-in-chief are, however, holding their
own and a little better,

During the past winter Germaay
and Austria made every effort to et
the greatest possible number of men
on the fighting lines and to strengthon
their positions. Conscription being
in force in both countries it was uof
particularly difficult for them te¢ im-
press great numbers, and when th
spring campaign opened it found, on
the eastern front, a German army
much stronger thar anything the
Russians had faced before.

In spite of that, however, the Mus-
covite steam roller has not ‘ost
ground. The Germans have not yet
taken Warsaw, while their colleagues
have lost Przemysl, and have been
driven back to the Carpathians, in
which mountain range the Russiaus
still hold many important positions,
This is all most satisfactory. As the
campaign goes on the Russians must
increase in relative strength, while
the enemy cannot keep on adding to
their forces indefinitely.

FRANCE UNDER WAR
CONDITIONS.

According to the Temps, the French
Minister of the Interior recently made
an announcement at a meeting of the
Budget Committee of the French
Chamber to the effect that 2,800,000
applications for public assistance had
beeny made to the government by the
families of soldiers in the fleld, of
which 2,430,000 had been granted.
Twenty-seven thousand appeals from
the decisions of a sub-committee have
been taken to the main committee on
relief, and some 50,000 more are ex-
pected shortly. In order to expedite
the work of passing  on these re-
quests, sald the Mindster, the number
of members on the main committee
was to be increased from fifty to 100.

M. Malvi, the French Minister of
the Interior, recently presented to the
Budget Committee of the Chamber
figures bearing on the number of Ger-
man and Austrian civilians remaining
in' France. From these statistics it
appears that fifty-eight prison camps
have been established, in which 7,500
Germans and 4,600 Austrians are
quartered. In gddition, 8,785 foreign-
ers of different nationalitics (Alsa-
tians, Poles, Orientals, etc.) are lodg-
ed in empty store-houses. Permission
has been granted to 1,700 Germans
and Austrians to continue undisturb-
ed in France. Of these 292 are men
whose sons are in the French army;
thirty-eight were once soldiers of the
Foreign Legion; 137 are cripples, 1563
are women whose sons are in the
French army, and 150 women whose
husbands are at the front; 169 are
mentally deficient, or women weak
from age; 376 are the wives of Ger-
mans and Austrians, and 385 are chil-
dren.

The Paris Journal publishes an ar-
ticle by M. Emile Vandervelde, in
which the Belgian Minister of State
describes a recent visit to the trenches
on the Yser. He visited one of the ad-
vance posts within a couple of hun-
dred vards of the German trenches,
and there he met an officer who has
had a very unusual career. This man
had begun life as an officer in the Bel-
gian army, but at the moment when
the prospects of his military career
seemed brightest he suddenly gave up
his commission and entered a Fran-

ciscan monastery. When the war
broke out he volunteered as an ordin-
ary soldier. Today he is a lieutenant,

decorated for bravery, and always the

first to claim a post of danger.
M. Vandervelde thus describes his
visit to the warrior-monk: “Our hermit

lives in a sort of pigeon house, which
gerves him for observatory. His men
are relleved every twentiy-four hours,
but he refuses tc be relieved. He
never budgee from his post, Wwhere he
has no connection with the outer world
save the line of telephone. He re-
ceives food on pea 1l nights. But
when the German artillery fire is very
fierce, communications are perforce
cut off. Some weeks ago, for three
nights, no drinking water could be
gent to him. To quench his thirst the
officer took the foul, brackish water
in the trenches, boiled it in a kettle,
then licked the drops that collected
on the ld.

By what he would
doubtless call a miracle he escaped
uninjured, save for a scratch on the
finger.” In answer to M. Vandervelde's
question whether he did not find
life terrible under such conditions,-the

Much gratification is expressed in
Paris at the importation of matches
from the United States, which are
rapidly supplanting the inferior do-
mestic article. For the old match a spe-
cial sort of wood was imported from
Russia, but the war cut off the supply.
When the state manufacturers look-
ed round for this sort of wood, they
found that America alone could sup-
ply it, but the cost was prohibitive.
But America offered to sell matches
ready made and the French authorities
accepted, the first load of the Ameri-
can matches being distributed in
France in February. It will be a mat-
ter of regret to the entire nation that
the stock is not inexhaustible,

Altogether, to fill the gap made by
non-arrival of the Russian wood, 8,000,
000,000 matche8 have been bought
from abroad, mostly from the United

States, the remainder from Sweden
and Switzerland, [xperiments are
being made with poplar and a Jap-

anese wood,

In a recent “Bulletin des Armees”
appeared a short but very significant
phrase: “We may say that we have
now a new explosive which has .de-
cupled the power of our guns.”

Ottawa, May 12—The reveomes of
the Dominion since the outbreak of
the war showed very heavy declines
as compared with the corresponding
months of the previoug year until the
end of January last. In September,
1914, the loss of revenue was over $5;-
000,000; in October $3,500,000; in No-
vember $4,000,000;in December near-
1y $4,000,000; in January nearly $2;
000,000, In the six months from the
outbreak of war to the end of January
the total loss in the revenue was, over
the corresponding period of the pre-
vious year, $18,669,317.81.
The war budget came into effect on
February 12, since which date the rev-
enues of the Dominion, although in
the war period, have maintained a
parity with those of ante bellum
months of the preceding year.
For the months of February, March,
April and the first ten days of May
the revenue of the Domindon has been
$37,058,611.22, as compared with $37,
332,310.92 for the corresponding peri-
od of the previous year.
It is clear that the heavy declines
in revenue which were being sustain-
ed prior to February have been ar-
rested by the provisions of the war
budget.
The revenue for the fiscal year
which ended on March 31st last was
estimated by the Minister of Finance
upon the basis of the then existing
tarift at $130,000,000. By reason of
the increase in duties upon importa-
tions between the date of the budget
speech and the end of the fiscal year
the revenue will be found to be three
or more million dollars in excess of
the estimate.
The revenue of the Dominion by
months of the fiscal year is shown in
the following table.

According to the fragmentary sto-
rles of coolness and heroism which
survivors tell, Frank Hook was a typi-
c¢al Lusitania passenger. He had a
sincere desire for the funny paper,
and thought nothing of heroism, but
neither did the woman who put her
two dead children gently back into
the sea so that the lives of the people
in the lifeboat which had overtaken
her should not be endangered. Her
other child, the tiny one which she
held in her arms, died as they were
landing in Queenstown.

“1 will bury them, my bonnie wee
things,” she said, as she laid them in
the water. Perhaps they were picked
up again and taken to Queenstown,
where were the bodies of fifty babies
less than twelve months old and more
than a hundréd children of less than
two years of age. Evidently every
one. tried to save these children.

“The second cabin was a veritable
nursery,” said a young man who was
saved. “Many youngsters must haye
drowned, but we had the satisfaction
of seeing one boat get away filled with
women and children.”

000 PROGRESS
ON NEW BRIDGE

—

A. R.C. Clark & Sen have
forms nearly ready for
concreting floor.

More than one hundred men are at
work on the new highway bridge at the
Reversing Falls, under the direction
of A. R, C. Clark & Son, who have the
contract for placing the concrete fioor
on the new structure, Although only
at work since last Wednesday, the
contractors have practically all the
forms in place for the concrete and it
is expected that a start will be made
in pouring the concrete early next
week.

In preparing for the concrete a
wooden flooring has t0 be placed on
the bridge. Specially formed wooden
Josts are first put in place and on
these are laid smooth boards with tight
joints. Then across the driveway of
the bridge are placed one inch iron
bars about four inches apart, On top
of these are placed half inch bars run-
ning lengthwise of the structure. On
these again are placed crosswise one
inch iron bars. At the intersections
of these three layers of binding wires
ar® placed and then twisted to hold the
iron reinforcement migid. Later the
concrete will be placed on the wooden
floor with these iron bars as rein-
forcements. The spaces between the
bars to be filled are about four inches
by six in size.

Messrs. Clark are busy assembling
their plant for the mixing and handl

M ing of the concrete. Several derricks

'will be in use and mechanical concrete
mixers will be utilized, A raflway
with dumping cars will be in commis-
slon for carrying supplies out on the
big structure.

REGULATIONS GOVERNING
IMPORTATION BF EGES

All packages of eggs im-
ported into, or passing
through Canada must be
marked.

Regulations for the marking of
packages containing eggs imported
ibto Canada or passing in transit
through Canada have been made and
established by Order in Council of
April 27, 1915, as follows, viz:—

1. Every package containing eggs
imported into Canada or passing in
transit through Canada shall have
marked thereom in plain letters the
word “Produce” and the name of ihe
country whence exported directly to
Canada.

2. The brands or stencils for such
marking shall be supplied by the De-
partment of Customs in the form ap-
proved by the Minister of Customs,
and the marking of the packages con
taining eggs shall be done at the ex-
pense of the importer or shipper, un-
der the supervision of a customs
officer.

3. It shall be the duty of collectors
of customs, at ports where imported
eggs are entered for consumption or
for warehouse or for exportation, to
see that all packages of such articles
are plainly marked as prescribed by
these regulations.

4., Packages of imported egss
entered for warehouse, if not properly
marked or branded, shall be marked
in such warehouse under the supervi-
sion of the customs lockers in charge,
who shall see that all such packages
are marked according to regulations,
before they are delivered from ware-
house.

6. Customs officers attending the
delivery of imported eggs entered for
consumption in Canada or in attend-
ance when the same are being laden
in transitu on board vessels or cars
for exportation from Canada, shall
personally supervise and enforce the
marking of all packages of such eggs.
