The text of the communication follows:
“During the day we reached the Vesle to the east 

of Fismes. The enemy’s rearguards opposed spirited 
resistance, especially between Muizon and Champigny. 
Our light elements succeeded in taking a footing on the 
north bank of the river in several places.

“Fismes is in our possession.
"Northwest of Rheims we have won ground up to 

the village of La Neuvillette, which the enemy is defend­
ing with great energy.

"On the left bank of the Avre between Castel 
and Mesnil St. Georges the Germans were forced to 
abandon a part of their positions. We have occupied 
Braches and penetrated into Hargicourt. Wé have also 
advanced our line to the outskirts of Courtemanche. We 
took prisoners.

"Belgian communication, Aug. 4—Our patrols 
brought in some prisoners in the region of Kippc and 
near Dreibank.

"Aviation—Second Lieutenant Cpppens of the av­
iation service, on August 3 downed in flames a captive 
balloon near Zonnebeke.

With the American Forces in the Field, Sunday, Aug. 
4—Lined up behind the deep, swift waters of the River 
Vesle, the Germans, supported by their artillery, are trying 
to take breath and organize at least a temporary resistance to 
the victorious Allied advances.

There were further developments Saturday in the ac­
tivities of German U-boats, which have been continuing for 
four days, when three fishing schooners bound from Boston 
to the Banks were blown up and sunk forty miles west of 
Seal Island. These schooners were the Muriel, the Rob 
Roy, and the Annie M. Perry. Their crews, set adrift in 
dories, all managed to reach the Nova Scotia coast, and are at 
present in Yarmouth. The submarine lay in sight off Seal 
Island until Sunday morning when it submerged.

This triple sinking follows immediately after the burn-
Friday afternoon by

victory.That the divisions of the imperial Crown -Prince have 
been harder hit and more severely punished than conserva­
tive estimates first noted is shown not only by the almost 
precipitate retreat, but als^ by the vast stores of ammuni­
tion abandoned.

Sighted U-Boat.
The Muriel, with Captain Eldredgc 

Goodman, left Gloucester on Friday 
for the banks. Saturday shortly be­
fore noon, when she was lying forty 
miles west of Seal Island, the subma­
rine was sighted four miles off. Two 
warning shots were fired across her 
stern, and she was hove to. Half an 
hour later the submarine came within 
a hundred yards of the schooner, and 
ordered the crew into the dories; some 
of them were taken aboar dthe sub­
marine. Its captain sent several sail­
ors to the Muriel, who p>aced a bomb 
amidships underneath her keel, 
teen minutes later, there was only 
wreckage Heating upon the water.

The crew of the Muriel were placed 
In their boats and reached Yarmouth 
shortly after daylight. Thirteen of 
their number belonged to towns along 
the southern shore of Nova Scotia.

Got Another.

At three o'clock of the same after­
noon, the submarine ran down the An­
nie M. Perry, Captain James Goodman, 
and blew her up In the same way as 
the Muriel. The crew took to their 
dories, and reached Woods’ Harbor, N.

Two hours later the U-boat, at a dis­
tance of five miles, fired a warning 
shot across the bows of the Rob Roy, 
Captain Freeman Crowell. When the 
enemy craft drew near, the crew of 
the Rob Roy were told to hurry Into 
their boats. Then their vessel was 
blown up. About eleven of them 
spent the night on Seal Island, the re­
mainder reached Clark’s Harbor. They 
are all in Yarmouth at present.

According to tho men, the subma­
rine is 200 feet long. It Is neat and 
clean, painted black along the top. It 
is equipped with four guns, two fore, 
two aft. As it lay off Seal Island it was 
brilliantly Illuminated by a light which 
seemed to be suspended from the mast-

The captain boasted of his accom­
plishments to the crew of the Muriel. 
He said that on Friday he had sunk 
six schooners,, and that he had orders 
to destroy all that he met. The direc­
tion which the submarine took on leav- 

I ing Seal Island, could not be ascertain- 
led. ✓

Amsterdam, Aug. 1.—The German 
public has gradually become more ac­
customed to the Idea Hlndenburg has 
really suffered defeat. Headquarters’ 
correspondents have been allowed to 
give something like a description of 
the terrible nature of Fooh's onslaught, 
surprised German troops and Is be­
coming increasingly clear that the 
Germans suffered enormous losses. 
The fact is now openly admitted in the 
description which the Ketch headquar­
ters oerrespondent communicated to 
the Pruessiche Zeitung. Writing after 
the close of a visit to the scene of fight­
ing in the Sols sons area, he says of 
the section entrusted to the Saxon 
troops to defend that the entente 
troops attacked In a strong force and 
that the plan of action was well con­
sidered and executed. They proceed­
ed to the trick of not opening the fight 
with destructive artillery fire, but of 
advancing the troops in massed for­
mation, completely surprising the Gen 
man troops, who had expected a pre­
liminary bombardment

The attackers made use of thick 
clouds of gas and the cornfields to ap­
proach as near as possible to the first 
line and succeeded In getting into the 
trenches at Tllleul-de-claua and Crolx- 
in-Craud in consequence. The left wing 
was attacked from behind and the 
flank was threatened with being rolled 
up. In spite of this the Germans de­
fended themselves heroically, and nev­
er left their posts. Then who did not 
fall, fell Into the hands of the enemy. 
Only a hundred were left of the regi­

ment on the left. The enemy tried to 
work his way to the Aisne, and was 
practically In back of two other regi­
ments, one of-which attacked from the 
dank and behind. It maintained Itself, 
however, on the ridge west of Fernant, 
but meanwhile the allied troops had 
reached the next flank, that of Vaux 
and attacked the troops at Pemant 
from behind. Here the bulk of regi­
mental staffs of the remaining regi­
ments fell into the hands of the enemy 
before support could he offered to the 
whole of the regiment on tiie right 
wing which stood at Ambiey on the 
Aisne and had been completely sur­

rounded and cut off from communica­
tions. On the right, it had the Alsno 
over which there was no bridge and 
which was unwad cable 
ment and the remainder of others was 
ordered to fight Its way back. The ex- 
ecution of this was one of the great­
est achievements of this regiment. On 
the other side of the river the danger­
ous situation of the troops was observ­
ed and the pioneers crossed the river 
on boats and brought back as many 
comrades as possible.

After this a retreat was undertaken 
on both banks under heavy enemy fire 
and the remainder finally Joined their 
comrades In the new line. The new 
system had been inaugurated. The cor­
respondent could scarcely give a clear­
er picture of the terrible defeat of the 
Germans and the losses they must 
have suffered. Koster in the Vorwarts, 
although writing in sarcastic vein, 
warns compatriots not to under esti­
mate the fighting value of American 
troops, the ability of whose leadership 
he tries impudently to claim is due 
their descent.

And In 
each instance, as in hundreds of oth­
ers before, the mighty register, which 
It is no exaggeration thus to designate, 
has proved Inestimable service In sup­
plying the police with a clue which 
has proved the undoing of a previously 
unknown criminal. In the last two in- 
stances the criminals were murderers.

The official name of the world's big­
gest washing book Is "The N^gleter of 
Laundries and Laundry Marks," and 
Its owner is the commissioner of po­
lice. It comprises 12 massive volumes, 
In which are recorded particulars that 
make it possible trace the owner­
ship of any piece of wearing qpparel 
that has ever paeaed through a wash 
in Great Britain, provided, of course, 
that the lgundry mark is decipherable.

Perhaps the most striking instance 
on record In this country of how laun­
dry marks assist the police was that 
of the Yarmouth beach mystery, when I 
the mutilated body of a woman was 
discovered on the western shore of 
that, previous to the war, popular sea­
side resort. Over 400 laundries were 
visited by the police to discover the 
ownership of the linen found on the 
body. It was traced at last to a small 
hand laundry at Woolwich, whither it 
had been sent by a Mrs. Bennett. 
Twelve hours later the dead woman 
had been identified and her husband. 
Herbert John Bennett, was in custody, 
charged #/ith her murder.

He had, as he thought, obliterated 
every clue. He had persuaded the 
woman to stay at Yarmouth under an 
assumed name. He had also, by spe­
cious pr<ttences, got her to hide her 
Identity in every possible way, and he 
had decoyed her to the beach at dead 
of night and there strangled hen—si­
lently, swiftly, secretly—while pretend­
ing to caress her. But he overlooked 
the existence of that one little tell-tale 
laundry mark, which brought him to 
the scaffold.

Saturday's Advance
Paris, Aug., 3—American troops hold 

the outskirts of Flames the great Ger­
man- base in the centre of the Aisne- 
Marne salient, according to the war 
office tonight.

the fourth anniversary of the war, was 
held In the Imperial Theatre yesterday 
afternoon at four o’clock. Long be­
fore that hour crowds were pouring In­
to the building and many who came 
late had to be turned avyay. The audi­
ence was quiet and reverent as befitted 
the occasion, breaking Into applauso 
only during Rev. H. A. Goodwin’s able 
addrtss. Rev. Mr. Goodwin showed 
up the Hun In his true colors and he 
held the undivided attention of the 
large audience until the last word.

Before the service the members of 
the Great War Veterans’ Association 
met at their headquarters on Welling­
ton Row and marched to the Imperial 
Theatre via Union and Charlotte 
streets. At the Junction of Union and 
Charlotte streets the parade divided, 
B detachment going to the Cathedral, 
where a special memorial service was 
held. A large detachment came over 
from the West Side and marched to 
the Imperial, where special seats hail 
been set aside tor them, as well as for 
the detachment from the Great War 
Veterans’ Association.

Just before the meeting commenced 
at four o’clock u religious selection 
was given by the City Cornet Band, 
under the direction of Frank Wadding- 
ton. The curtain then fell and the in­
vited guests took their places on the 
stage.

The guests Included the Hon. Wil­
liam Pugsley, Ueut.-gov. of the prov­
ince, the Hon. Sir Douglas Hasen, chief 
Justice; Brigadier General A. H. Mac 
Donell, commanding military district 
No. 7, and staff. His Worship Mayor 
Hayes, R. W. W. Frink, president of 
8t. George’s Society; David Hlpwell, 
president Imperial League; Major 
Gordon Johnston, representing the 
Great War Veterans' Association; J.

The meeting opened with the play­
ing of the Allies" national songs. O 
Canada, Star Spangled Banner, Na­
tional Anthem and the Marseillaise, by 
the band and the fine music was high­
ly commented on. Hon. Capt. Rev. G.
A. Kuhring, the chairman, then made 
a few opening remarks. He first 
warmly thanked fhe Imperial manage­
ment for their kindness In loaning the 
theatre, the ladies who volunteered as 
ushers and the City Cornet Band for 
offering their service». In referring to 
the City Cornet Band he mentioned 
that thirty-three members of their or­
ganisation had jolnod the colors ^nd 
were fighting to uphold the 
liberty. He urged that the 
subscribe liberally during the offertory 
as the whole of It, above the necessary 
expenses, was to go to the Red Cross. 
In closing he stated In a few words 
that they were gathered together to 
ask God’s help and guidance on their 
holy cause as well as to commemorate 
the 4th anniversary of the war.

There Is nothing that will enable a 
nation to fight longer, to hit harder 
and to stand steadier, than to know 
she Is right. There is but one- su­
preme fact that could hold the great 
British Empire with tenacious enter­
prise 
world
conviction a man has who will protect 
his own home against the would4>e- 
murderers of hie household. His rea 
sons are so evident; his task Is so 
urgent; his obligation# are so insist­
ent, he does not need to pause In his 
work of defènse to explain that he 1» 
doing his duty. The world knows he 
Is doing his duty. He would stand 
condemned before hla own conscience, 
and before all humanity if he neglect 
to protect his honor and his household 
agalnet his enemies. That Is the po­
sition of the Empire today. It is be-' 
cause of this fact that she has gather­
ed up the resources of her might, and 
for these tour years she lias battled 
agalnet the deepollers of civilisation, 
la she weary of the conflict? Yes, 
she Is weary and worn with battle 
Is she bleeding? Yes, she Is bleeding 
with a thousand wounds, is she long­
ing for peace? To the British heart 
no sweeter words could be spoken In 
heaven or In earth than the message 
of a righteous and a permanent peace. 
But the great British Empire Is still 
bending to the task of war with an 
unyielding enterprise, with a passion 
ate Industry, and with a determina­
tion that knows but one result. And 
she Is holding to this supreme task 
with bulldog tenacity because of that 
gripping conviction that she Is right.

In all the world there Is not a foot 
of ground outside the German empire 
for a pacifist to stand upon. We 
have fallen among thieves. And no 
man may cry peac e, peace, who is 
held at the point of a revolver while

of death. ( So Innumerable are the 
crimes of Germany that wc hesitate 
to mention any of them. We have 
been shocked with horror as crime 
after crime against humanity told the 
awful story «of their abandonment. 
But. for downright wantonness, for 
fiendish cruelty, for the deepest 
depths of depravity, the sinking of 
hospital ships In mid-m ean, stands out 
as an act of frightfulness which Cana­
dians will never forget. That crime 
against a peaceful company of men 
and women who as angels of mercy 
were in the discharge, of their merci- 
fui task of ministering to the wound­
ed and suffering, and without warning 
were driven to their death. That 
crime by which Nursing Sister Stam- 
ers, a much beloved daughter of our 
own fair city was offered a sacrifice 
upon the altar of Prussian greed and 
wantonness. Any man -who can medi 
tate upon such a crime of crimes, 
and whose souls will jiot cry out to 
crush that nation guilty of such hor­
ror does not have In hla veins the 
blood of our worthy sires, and has no 
claim upon the protection of his

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against the enemies of the 
for four weary years, that Is the
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Great Britain fought for a principle 
in South Africa, she conquered that 
country, but she eutabllshed a-govern­
ment for that people on the broad 
principles of Justice and equality. 
So Just has been British authority; so 
humane her government that the peo­
ple of South Africa have voluntarily 
Joined themselves to our Motherland 
and are fighting and dying with her 
soldiers upon the battle fields of 
France In the heroic struggle for the 
freedom of the nations and the liberty 
of the world. In striking contrast 
let me bring to your remembrance 
that In 1871 Germany conquered the 
provinces of Alsace-Lorraine. She 
established a government of tyranny 
and Injustice, and today smarting 
under the memory of wrongs endured 
the people of those two provinces are 
turning to England, and calling for 
help to free them from their oppres­
sors. It Is In the light of this 
trast that we Canadians love __ 
dearly to breathe the air of British 
freedom, and must fight on to the last 
man to protect our heritage of British 
liberty and justice.

We stand today In the midst of a 
crisis in the world’s history. We are at a 
crisis In our own history. Teh fate of the 
world and of Canada are in the balance 
Some of us have all but forgotten the 
Incidents out of which the war began. 
In a sense It makes hut little differ­
ence today what started the war. But 
in the midst of the strife of nations 
the question Is, what are we now fight­
ing for? We can rightly answer, for 
honor, for liberty and for Christian civ- 
ilisatlon, but towering above

Our 
country shall never measure Its debt 
to the mothers of our nation, who while 
the affections are torn In anguish, an 1 
the nerves racked with suspense and 
fear, yet they suffer silently and live 
with outward cheerfulness that our 
sons might tight the battles of our 
Empire. The honor of victory, when 
lt comes will not rest alone with the 
soldiers In the field. Hut not less will 
that honor rest upon our patient moth 
ers and wives who In supreme sense 
have made their contribution to the 
world's victory.

The event and the announcement 
of tt only after it had happened, were 
characteristic of the way the members 
of the royal family go about their du­
ties. If ever there was an occasion 
that lent Itself to popular appeal this 
assuredly was one. The thought of 
the heir to the British throne In this 
supreme crisis of British history re­
turning to the front to resume his 
share of thq perils of the mightiest 
struggle in human annals is one to 
move all men’s hearts and imagina­
tions.
known beforehand that he was going 
they woul<i gladly have thronged the 
streets to give him a send-off that 
while local in form, would have been 
national In the feeling behind K. The 
Prince, had he chosen, could have 
driven from the palace to the station 
between cheering and enthusiastic 
crowds, the central figure In a popular 
pageant, and could have started on his 
momentous Journey with the good 
wishes of his fellow countrymen ring­
ing in his ears.

But that is not his way ; it Is not the 
way of the House of Windsor; it is not 
the British way. There was no dis­
play, no bid for applause, nothing that 
could even remotely suggest t self-ad­
vertisement. The Prince slipped away 
unannounced and unnoticed, just like 
any ordinary officer, and the public 
did not even know he was going until 
he had gone.

The fine schooner Dornfonteln, 1,400 
tons, the first vessel launched from St. 
John yards since the revival of ship­
building, fell a victim to a German 
submarine on the Atlantic coast on 
Thursday last at noon and after re­
moving provisions from the ill-fated 
vessel the Huns poured an inflamma­
ble material over her, set time fuse 
bombs In her gasoline tanks and blew 
her to atoms. They first took the 
crew on board the U-boat, provided 
them with food and put them In an 
open boat with directions how to reach 
land. After rowing all Thursday night 
and until early Friday morning the 
members of the crew reached Gan­
nett Rock from which place they 
were brought to this port, arrivi 
here on Saturday, after a most 
markable experience.

Oscar Danielson, of Norway, who 
lives at 19 Sewell street, when seen 
by a representative of The Standard 
last evening told a story so remark­
able and so completely at variance 
with other reports of the conduct of 
Hun officers participating in subma­
rine operations, that it is almost In­
credible. According to Danielson, 
who was the boatswain of the Dorn­
fonteln, the Germans used the cap­
tain, officers and crew of the Dorn­
fonteln with surprising courtesy, ex* 
tended to them the privileges of in 
spectlng the submarine, gave them 
food and expressed regret that the 
circumstances of war rendered It 
necessary to destroy the vessel.
Danielson's story Is as follows:

“Gin Tuesday moml 
ed out to sea from 
favorable wind at the start but later 
encountered bad weather.
Tuesday until Thursday last the trip 
was uneventful,- but on Thursday 
morning about eleven o'clock we 
sighted a dark object far to leeward 
We had no idea of a submarine In 
the vicinity and proceeded. A strange surface, we were put in an open boat

and left to go where we would after 
being given our direction and told we 
were aljout twenty-five miles from 
land. Before they put us in the boat 
they shook hands with us, wished us 
‘good-bye and good luck* and we were 
told that if we followed directions we 
would land all right. Then the sub­
marine submerged again.

"While some of the crew were at 

dinner a few minutes before twelve 
o’clock they heard an explosion near 
us, but as we were not harmed gave 
It little attention. The vessel’s course 
was altered to leeward and soon 
after we turned another report was 
heai-d and splinters fell on the ves­
sel. The -captain at once turned the 
vessel In the direction from whence 
the sound came. Shortly afterward 
the submarine rose to the surface a 
few yards from us and six officers 
stood on her deck. They carried 
glasses and one of them, using a 
megaphone, shouted to us, ‘Come 
aboard, be quick also/

“We then took to the boats and 
rowed to the submarine leaving our 
clothing and effects on the vessel. 
When we got beside the submarine 
we were ordered to climb through an 
opening and one by one we descended 
a steep flight of Iron stairs. We were 
afraid but were surprised to find that 
once inside, the men we saw used 
us well and allowed us to go pretty 
well ail over the boat

The Loss of the Dornfonteln.
"Meantime a party from the sub­

marine rowed to the Dornfonteln, 
boarded her, took in her sails, slack­
ened her rigging, threw her lifeboats 
overboard and poured oil or gasoline 
to her and to her cargo of lumber. 
They they took provisions and ship's 
stores from her storerooms and 
brought them to the submarine, mak­
ing seven trips before they had taken 
all they wanted. On the last trip they 
placed bomba with time fuses In the 
gasoline tanks and, returning to the 
submarine moved some instance from 
ths Dornfonteln. Then a loud explo­
sion was heard, the Dornfonteln leap­
ed Into the air, splinters flew* sheets 
of flamo flashed up, her masts col­
lapsed and the vessel soon was but a 
mass of burning wreckage.

The night was foggy and 
the seas so high that one man was 
kept busy balling out the boat. All 
at bnce we heard a fog alarm and 
pulling in the direction of the sound 
reached a certain spot on Friday morn­
ing. We landed and messages that 
we were safe were sent to Boston, 
Eastport and St. John. An American 
patrol boat was sent to us and reach­
ed us early Friday evening, but we 
stayed where we were until the arriv­
al of the St. John patrol boat when 
we were brought to this port" 

Danielson said the submarine was 
propelled by electric power and that 
the mechanism of the boat had been 
fully explained to them. He describ­
ed the sub’s compass at considerable 
detail, saying that the compass was 
thrown on a white table In front of 
the wheelsman, a most Ingenious ar­
rangement.
