EGG GJRCLES PLANNED

: Camda Imported Eggs Although Pro-

duction Hss Increased by 100 Per
Cent, —Trying o Eliminate  the
Mlddfeman.

Tuesday, June 3.

“The growing ‘importance of the egg
trade in New - Brunswick and in the
maritime 'provinces generally has been
recognized by the government, which is
establishing  poultry  departments in
_Itheir experimental farms at Fredericton
and Kentville; "H. Elford, ‘of the depart-
ment of agriculture, Ottawa, . said  to
The Telegraph last évening. Mr. Elford
is poultry husbandman’ of the depart-
ment. " “Each department will be in
charge of a special man; and in connec-
tion with the farms will be established
egg circles which have been found to
be of much value in developmg the poul-

try business in other provxmes of the
dominion.

“The fact that the egg productlon of
the ‘dominion has increased 1009, in the
last few: years 'and 'has been outdistanced
by the demand gives the questiog a seri-
ous ‘aspect,” Mr. Elford said. “It used
to be that Canada exported eggs. Now
Canada has become an importer, and the

‘| problem’ before the department of agri-

culture is to bring the supply within a
‘reasonable: distance “of .the demand. -

No Discrimination.
" “One of the main difficulties before

ithe egg producers is the fact that the
consumer does not. fully appreciate the

.| value of fresh eggs. He is content if he
| {receives ‘a reasonably fresh egg, and

pays. little attention to the grade of the
egg. Under the present system or lack
of system, the farmer who raises his
ieggs, nnder unsanitary conditions, feeds
poultry on poor food, and has poor.
stock, stands a_chance of receiving much
the same price as the man with  good
stock, raised under sanitary conditions
{and properly fed.

| “Farmers might very well raise &
{ much - larger | amount: of poultry than
they are doing at present. But there
such ‘a large charge on the part of the
mxddlcman, ‘Mr. Elford said, “that there
is not enough encouragement for him to
go ahead. In the ordinary case, if a
farmer sells his product. for fifteen cents,
it will probably be sold to the con-'
sumer for twenty-five cents, and ten
cents is much too heavy a tax for the
middleman to levy.. That will be about
-the average charge for the middleman.

“One 'of the'big drawbacks to the de-
velopment of poultry raising in New
Brunswick is the fact that the buyer
demands, his birds to be supplied drawn,
on the false Promise that under this
system  of buying,: i{s receiving a
giwrantxee of a wholu}rme bird. 'This is
not the case. In poultry disease often
rests in the head and entrails, and if
‘these are removed and ‘the bird drawn,
the buyer cannot:discover whether the
bird was in good condition before being
killed.  Another drawhack to that sys-
tem is that birds in a’drawn condition
do not keep as well as the othérs. They
dry up mere readily, and where the
skin. is broken bacteria enter and de—
composition is .apt to set in.

“Xg unique state. of . affairs which
shows the manner the farmers of New
Brunswxck are controlled by their mar-
kets is when' it is/ considered that poul-
try which ‘is  shipped by them to Mont-
véal is returned to St. John and resold
to the steamship companies after being
dressed in Montreal. The Montreal con-
tractors have obtained the contract from
the steamship companies, and supply
thenm with poultrv supplied by the farm-

'{ers of the province.

“When ;the consumer realizes: the
value of ‘the best class of eggs, and égas.
are standardised in the same mapner as
fruit,” Mr. Elford concluded, “the farm-
er can be sure of & certain return for his
product, and  the egg productlon will
