The introduction of machinery in the
place of mamual labor has produced a
large number of accomplished machinists
and mechanical engineers; the introduc-
tion of new branches of study in our
schools and colleges has' produced a large
number of scholars with varied acquire-
ments ; and the result of an increased sup-
ply of skilfal and agcomplished niembers
of society has been not only the dissemina-
tion of knowledge, but also, as the natural
consequence of mental and intellectual
competition, the oreation of new branghes
of industry and new ‘paths of study,
which, in their tdrn, demand a farther
supply of laborers.. Thus has the world
been progressing ; and so we find to-day,
that although our most learned and most
talented may not rank with all their prede-
cessors, in the same class, of other ages, yet
our general education is belore that of any
other period in the world’s history.

1t is therefore self-evident that the gov-|
erning and legislative bodies for any civi-
lized modern community should be men-
tally and intellectuslly in advanee of their
governing and legislative pfedecessou, and
should also be proportionately in advance
of those whom they represent. We there-
fore natarally expect our leading represen-
tative men to be pmed of at least a.
thoroughly respectable degree of culture.
‘We do not wish to be understood as hint-
ing that all our town and country mem-
bers, of either branch, in this Province,
should be deeply versed in clamsical litera-
tare or fully conversant with mathematics
and the modern languages ; and, lest those
gentlemen should essay such tasks e beg
to state that we do not expeet Mr. Ryan to
pablish a translation of the 1llind or Mr.
Lindsay to write a ireatise on the quadra-
ture of the cirele or on French and Iltalian
jdioms. We do not expect to find Derbys
and Disraelis in small British American
Colonies ; nor indeed should we wish our
leading politicians to devote themselves to
such pleasurable tasks, when the country
requires their servioes in se many depart-
ments outside of literature. We will not
even go o faras to say that what is tech-
nically called & liberal education is entirely
eisential for all pablic men’; ‘we do mot
think it is, and we can say at the p;e;ent
time that there are men sitting in our
legislative halls, unable to construe, spell
or pronounce their own langusge, to say)
nothing whatever of Latin, whose shrewd-f
ness, capacity and experience of busimess
render them invaluable for prometing and
assisting large and useful ewterprises.

Every one of our members, however,
should be possessed of a good knowledge of
_ History, both ancient and modern, for his-

tory is simply the record of what.Hiss/lseen
done by politicians, whether irresponsible
autocrats or ‘members of deliberative as-
somblies ; and no man can pretend to be
a politician unless he is conversant with
the experiments %of other legislators and

cations which should be possessed by those
selected for_important situations. 1t is,
indeed, diflcult to yefer to the history of
old King’s College and its never fledged
pheenix-likéoffspring, the University,with-
out a feeling of indignation and disgust.—
Never did so called legislators present a
more wretched picture of ignorance of
Collegiate and Academic systems :—never
did men, ridiculing the demands for educa-
tion, exhibit more pitiable examples of the
want of education than in the debates of
1860 ; and now in the Government which
so grudgingly gave" place to onme
graduate in the Senate of his own
Alma Mater, we trace a symptom
of the same derangement which in 1861
induced the appointment of a Dr. Hea to
the Presidential Chair of the oldest educa-
tional establishment in the Province.

The Libel Suit.

A COURT HOUSE SCENE.

The old Court House walls have rarely
witnessed & more quietly imposing or im-
pressive scene than. the elosing up of the
now famous Forbes-Anglin libel suit yes
terday evening. The deep interest taken
in the case by nearly all classes on ac-
«count of the importance of the issues at

| stake and the peculiar position of the two

principals in the affair, attracted a larger
than ordinary crowd of listeners. No more
eagerly did the Barons on the plains of
Runnymede await the acquiescence of
King John in the sacred rights of Magna
Cbarta, than did the public listsn to Chiéf
Justice Ritchie as he enunciated the rights
of the Press, the individual, and the peo-
ple at large. Some four or five days has
the trial being going on, and no quieter
legal contest, mo violent contentions of
counsel, no greater display of legal love
and no - greater calmness or freedom from
wrangling has been witnessed in our Courts
of Justice for a long period. The idea
having gone abroad that the acts of
the Common Council would be freely, il
notseverely criticized, by the Chief Justice,
the Court Room was early crowded to
excess. The Common Council, the Ses-
sions and the Bar were largely represented,
Members of the Local Legislature were
there looking pleased at tho distant day to
which the meeting of that derided body has
been postponed. Members of the Domi-
nion Parliament and members in prospec-
tive threaded their way inand out, smiling
benignantly on their voting friends. Young,
auburn haired lawyers, presuming on their
lately fledged privileges, boisterously and
with that air of dignity that doth become
a King, pushed their way to the centre of
the Court Room' through the tightly
wedged masses. But the members of the
Common Council were strangely few -and
far between. Alderman Maher was up in
the seats reserved for Judges, Justices,
and Aldermen, with a visible smile per-
manently fixed on his blaad countenance.

felt at ease, particularly when the
Chief Justice intimated that he could
mot wrongfully be aceused of drowsi-
pess on a certain oeeasion. It would
be thought that the adage, *“ catch
a weasel sleeping,”” might,with Jjustice, be
applied to the volatile Alderman, but that
he did once nodwas broadly hinted in the
Judge’s charge. Near Alderman Mabher,
and gracefully stroking his moustache,
was ex-Alderman Golding, looking down
from his seat and calculating by what
majority ' he would be elected Mayor in
April next. The imposing features of the
Clerk of the Cireunits, elevated above the
sarrounding throng, displayed a. varied
play of contending emotions, as he thought
of the uprising that brought to the surface

their results, It is‘oT vourse impossible to
state in preciso terms the qualifications
whioh should be possessed by representa-
tive men for this Province, and in our pre-
sent undeveloped and transition state it
would be foolish to attempt to establish too
high a standard. In fact, in many dis-
tricts through the country it is absehvtely
nocessary ¢ select uncultivated men, but
we do_not suffer much under similar disa-
bilities in the -thickly populated countics
and in the cities, and it seems almost ab-
surd for men sach as the bulk of our re-
presentatives have generally been, to at-'
tempt to deal with great questions of edu-
cation and other matbers of & similarly
weighty import.

" Asan instance of the result of being re-
presented by men of timited education, we
may call attention to the lamentable con-
dition of our Acts of Assembly which,
since the codification in 1854, has been be-
o>ming worse and worse; and it would
almost seem as though one half the litiga-
tion of the Prgwince is owing to obscure,
ocontradictory, inconsistent and insufficient
expressions in our Acts. Indeed, scarcely
a single session passes thatour Legislature
is not largely engaged in passing emaot-
ments in amendment or explantion of
those passed in previous years, and there
are many_instances ‘where an important
Act has been of no avail from one session
to another on account of some fatal defi-
ciency. Blunders of this kind are too
common to be ascribed to mere carelessness,
and the only conclusions at which we can
arrive ave either that we have mot that
amount of culture in our legislative body
to enable them to express their meaning
clearly and unambiguously, or that our bar
is before that of other colonies in the power
of deteeting minute flaws. Our own opi-
nion is that the former of those two solu-
tions will be found correct.

We may also call attention to the ap-
pointments which have been made in the
Educational departments, but more espe-
cially in the University Senate ; and we
dare any one to assert that past or present
governments have manifested anything but

the prominent actors in the drama then
being enacted. Charles Daff, the eloquent
Counsel for the Defence, sat apparently
quite satisfied, expecting a verdict more
from the justice of his cause than by his
own magnificent appeal to the jury ; while
Charles W. Weldon, apparently astonished
at the ability of the speech he was capable
of wmeking when aroused, was only
jowardly upbraiding the few merits in
his ‘case that he could refer to.
Alderman Littlehale, from the West Side,
st as if he would have liked to have had
all the officials of the Ferry Boat under

und dignified sat Alderman McCordock in
the body of the Court looking pleased at
the enconiums heaped wupon his head by
‘the Chief Justice. Justice Nowlin looked
with dignified disapproval at the knot of
newly appointed Magistrates who stood
away out near the door, as if afraid to in-
sist upon their rights and move up to the
Justices’ seats. The Plaintiff moved about
uneasily, and the Defendant wore a look of
serious apprehension; while from the grave
faces of the Jury it was evident thai all
pesonal foeling had given away to the fact
that the cause alone would receive consid-

yeot all the Chief Justice claimed for it, as
being the foundation and the bulwark of

the defendant was, under the circumstan-
ces, the law, the evidence, the charge to
the Jury, and the opinion of the public,
about the only one that could have been

iven. This verdict establishes once more
the rightof the Press to exercise the freest
and most fearless criticism of the public
acts of public men, and will be received
everywhere with the same  satisfaction
with which it was greeted in the Uourt
Room yesterday.

The Whitman-Isaacs shooting case wis
resumed this morning before Justice Gil-
bert at the City Police Court.

DONALD MCDONALD
was the first witness sworn. He was in
the office of the hotel at the time ; did not

see the firing, but a quarter of an hour
afterwards went into the dining room and
picked up two bullets, which he gave to
the Chief of Police.
Cross-examined,—Had no conversatior
with any one about what I was to say at
this examination. Saw marks on the ceil-
ing where the bullets struck. Whitman
was a nice enough man when he is sober ;
but pretty cross when he is drunk. He
was drank most of the time. He generally
quarrelled with small men when he was

drunk.
JAMES H. MCAVITY,

of T. McAvity & Sons, said he saw the
prisoner, Isaacs, on Friday last. He
"bought a small sized pistol from me. Don't
know that the one inMr. Guthrie’s posses-
sion is the one.
son. Don’t know the maker,
a box of cartridges also.

Cross-examined :—1t was about five
o’clock lie purchased the pistol. He had
been in about one o’clock the same day.
He came in in consequence of an appoint-
ment made to mect me before six o’clock.
It is usual for commercial travellers to
travel with pistols. Ninety-nine out of a
hundred of them carry them. Can’t swear
the pistol produced is the one purchased
from me. The box of cartridges has our
private mark. = Isaacs remarked at the
time he bought his pistol he had left his
home and hoped to Gcd he wouldn’t have
occasion to use it, He didn’t pay for tte
pistol. The firm for which he was selling,
he said, would pay for it. He tried the
cartridges to see if they would suit the
pistol; that’s generally done by parties
purchasing a pistol. We filled the cham-
bers at the time,and I don’t know whether
the cartridges were taken out.

WILLIAM ROGERS,
waiter in the Waverly’; on Friday even-
ing between six and seven o’clock, waited
on Isaacs at the table. He was very civil
to me. He was there about a minute,
when Whitman called to me ‘‘ to fetch a
screen to place between him and the ob-
ject ;" that he could not eat or relish any-
thing before a migger or Jew crucifier,
Isaacs then gt up and said to Whitman,
you are no gentleman, at the same time
plaeing his hand behind in his pocket, say-
ing, you have insulted. me this afternoon
and at the tea table and if you insult me
any more I'll fix you! Whitman got. up
and said, you are a damned coward, and
prisoner then gotup. Mr. McShane pulled
Whitman down saying, you have insulted’
that gentleman. lsaacs then sat dowu a
second time. Whitman got up again and
the prisoner got up, placing his hand in
the same position he did at first. Mr. Me-
Shane caught hold of Whitman, and sore
others als) caught him. He tried to get
away from them. Just before he got to
the end of the table Whitman got away
from McShane and Doctor DeWolle, just’
as Whitman got to the end of the tall2}"

1 SAW A FLASH
and the pistol went off. Isaacs held the
pistol.. Whitman and Isaacs were only
three or four feet apart when the pistol
went off. Don't know whether Whitman
was rushing for the door or Isaacs when
when the pistol was fired. The shotstruck
the ceiling, as the pistol was pointed too
high. I know the mark made by the bul-
let was from the first discharge by the
direction. Isaacs fired at the time. After
the first shot was fired Whitman ran into
¢he office and then came in again and
rashed towards the prisoner, when the
socond shot was fired. After the second
shot Whitman grabbed the prisoner and
seuffled with him till they got near the end
of the third table, throwing the table to
one side, and they fell on the floor, Whit-
man on top., 1saw the revolver, the barrel
pointed towards myself, and 1 thought I'd
shift to the other end for fear it would go
off. After I moved

THE PISTOL WENT OFF AGAIN,

and the bullet went into th e ceiling about
three feet from where I stood. The crowd
then rushcd in and parted them. The
prisoner was put in charge of the porter
and myself till the police came. The
porter asked him why he did'not tell Mr.
Guthrie when he was insalted. He said
he had been so outrageously insulted he
didn’t know what to do.

On cross-oxamination, he again testified
to tho insults to Isaacs, and Whitman’s
drunkenness. Didn’t hear Mr. Guthrie
say he would sacrifice Isaacs on the spot,
& d take the law into his own hands after
the affray. ?

He bought

ALEX. STEWART,
steward of the Waverley, recited the inci-
dents connected with the first aftercation
between W hitman and Isaacs, and testified
to the former having at that time challeng-
ed Isaacs to * tako out your revolver and
U’ll takg out mine.”’ He spoke to the shoot-
ing affair, much to the same effect as other
witnesses, as well- as to Whitman’s drink
ing habits and violence when drupk. The
evidence of

JAMES REDMOND,
a waiter, threw no new light on the affair.
He was certain Isaac was so excited he
didn’t know what he was doing.

Whitman bas not yet put in an appear-
ance. Mr.Alward wished Dr. DeW olfe sum-
moned. Further hearing of the case was
adjourned till to-morrow, at 10 a. x,, bail
for the prisoner being refused in the mean-
time.

A Powder-House Blown Up.

ONE MAN KILLED AND SEVERAL
WOUNDED.

Rockranp, Jan. 13.

About 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon a
powder-house at the granite quarry ncar
Cedar Point, Vinalhaven, was accidentally
blown up, killing one of the quarrymen
and severely wounding several others who
were near at hand.

The particulars of the accident, as near
as can be ascertained from the. survivors,
were as follows :—

A blast had been prepared in the ledge,
the hole heavily charged and the fuse
lighted, when, as customary, the men at
work in the vicinity, six or seven in num-
ber, ran up some distance back of the
powder house,which stood near the quarry,
to be out of the way of the flying fragmeuts.
The charge exploded as usual, and the men<
were returning to their work, when another
loud explosion close at hand was heard,
and an instant afterwards the whole con-
tents of the powder-house—thirty-two kegs
of blasting powder—blew up with a tre-
mendous shock. The fragments of the
building were thrown hundreds of yards
in every direction, ponderous blocks of
granite werehurled into the air like feathers
before the wind ; tools, boards and other
articles lying on the ground within a long
distance of the spot, disappeared like a
flash, and the ledge where the house stood
was swept as bare as with a broom. The
men were thrown down and pitehed and
rolled headlong for a long distance, bruised
and battered by contact with the rocks and
the shower of heavy missiles which a mo-
ment after the explosidn rained down upon
them, their clothing torn and burned near-
ly off their bodies, and their skin
scorched and blackened by the fiery blast.
It was some time before any of them were
able to ascertain the extent of the disaster,
when those who could went to the aid of
their companiens more severely injured.
One man, named Bryan, lay dead, the
upper part of his skull blown completely
away, and his brains scattered in every
direction. Mr. Aunstin Mink, overseer at
the quarry, was thrown many feet by the
oxplosion, receiving, besides numberless
cuts and bruises, internal injuries which it
is thought will prove fatal. Another man
was shockingly hurt, and his recovery is
doubtful ; the others still live, but most of
them will carry marks of the accident with
them all their lives.

The cause of the disaster was the care-
lessness of the workmen, who left the can
of power out of which they charged the
rock, standing outside the powder-house,
and it is supposed that fire was communi-
cated to this by a bit of burning fuse from

the blast. The explosion of the can com-

muuicated fire to the powder in the house,
which blew up as above stated.

FIENDISH ATTEMPT TO BLOW UP A POWDER-

HOUSE IN ROCKLAND !

Rockranp, Jan. 13.
An attempt was made last night to blow

up the powder-house of Messrs. Bird &.
Co., near Blackington’s Corner, in this
city. A keg of powder was taken from the
house and carried across the road, and a
fuse was attached to this and another fuse
led from the keg to the powder-house. The
keg of powder was exploded, but fortu-
nately the explosion did not extend further,
The powder-house contained more than 100 *
kegs of powder, and had it blown up the

Trustees of other Districts within the

County.
One-halt of the County fund is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establish Schools under the
Act. It will be observed that the amount
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex-
scnded in any District in aid of Schools will

epend almost exclusively upon local exertion;
or the direct_ efforts made by the people of the
geveral Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-

ago attendarce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of tho School meeting. The meeting
should, therefore, be careful in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum amply sufficient to en—
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the'
School year. Any -balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, to be car-
ried to the’credit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi
ture may be carried forward and provided for in,
the estimates of the following ycar.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School attendance made
between January 15th and April 30th, inclusive.
