SHIPS.
LONDON, Aug. 5.—A dispatch to the 

Central News from Shanghai says: “It is | 
reported that there has been another en-| 
gagement off the Corean coast, in which 
three Chinese warships were captured by 
the Japanese. The report has not been 
confirmed.”

The officials of the Chinese Legation in 
London say {that they have received no 
information concerning the naval engage­
ment mentioned in the foregoing dispatch. 
They also profess to regard the fight of 
July 29 as a trifling and overrated affair.

NEWSPAPER COMMENT.
LONDON, Aug. 5.—The Standard main­

tains that despite every cause deducible 
from later reports there is nothing that 
exonerates Japan from the charge of 
brutality and barbarism towards the Chinese 
The Standard proposes that Russia and 
England jointly demand that both China 
and Japan withdraw their forces from 
Corea forthwith and intrust the govern­
ment of the peninsula to an international 
conference. “Failing in this," the Stand­
ard says, “we must anticipate a very 
anxious period, and no time should be lost 
in increasing the British squadron in the 
far east.”

The Times says of the conflicting ac­
counts of the fighting at Yashan: “The 
two stories are in about as direct contra­
diction as they could be. The Japanese 
version has the merit of having fuller de­
tails. If it is a lie, it is a lie without 
circumstance.”

The Daily Chronicle says that there is 
good reason to believe that the battle re­
ported to have been fought on July 
29tis identical with the two days’ 
battle referred to on Aug. 1, when the 
Japanese were said to have repeatedly 
attacked the Chinese entrenched at Yashan 
and to have been repulsed at all points 
with heavy loss. The Chronicle considers 
the earlier story a Chinese invention. 
Referring to the ?Kow Shing affair, the 
Chronicle says: “It is not easy to see 
what else the Japanese could have done.

A Royal Scandal Contradicted.
LONDON, Aug. 4. —Reynolds’ Weekly

Somebody 
wrote to the Prince of Wales to inquire as 
to the facts, and Sir Francis Knollys, the 
Prince’s private secretary, replied on July 
25 as follows: “I am desired by the 
Prince of Wales to state that the 
report was so obviously invented for 
the mere purpose of causing pain and 
annoyance to the innocent young couple, 
that his Highness has always declined to 
allow it to obtain further eurrency by con­
tradiction. There is, of course, no shadow 
of a foundation for the report, but it is 
none the less cruel and milignant."

The same inquiries elicted from Arch­
bishop Canterbury a contradiction of the 
report that the archbishop had banned the 
Duke of York, knowing that the duke was 
a husband and father before his marriage 
with the Princess May.

According to George W. Smalley’s cable­
gram, on the face of it China is the offended 
power. Corea is a vassal state. The 
suzerainty,of China is of old date. She had, 
at any rate, she claimed, in virtue of that 
relation, the right to send troops to Corea 
in support of the King’s authority. It is 
difficult to see on what Japan bases her 
claim to send troops, but send them she 
did. Oriental morality in such matters is 
not very rigid, nor is European, Japan at 
any rate looks all through like the 
aggressor. The Emperor of China makes 
out the better case, and his manifesto 
though in form an imperial edict to his 
own people, is clearly addressed to the out­
side world. The Grand Council, which 
speaks in the Emperor’s name, is composed 
of able men, some of whom know something 
of Europe and America. The young Em- 
perer—he is only 23—is in their bands, 
and they and he are a good deal in the 
hands of Li Hung Chang, the great Viceroy 
whom Gen. Grant compared to Prince Bis- 
marck. The story of his disgrace is not 
confirmed, nor is it consistent with the 
imperial decree putting all the military 
authorities under his command. But 
which ever has the better case, Japan is 
believed to have the better army and navy, 
especially navy.

THE CHINESE ON THE RUN.
LONDON, Aug. 5.—The Japanese legation 

here received this dispatch from Tokio yes­
terday afternoon: “Gen. Oshima, com­
mander of the troops in Corea, reports 
that after severe fighting from 3 to 8 a.m. 
on July 29 he won a decisive victory over 
the Chinese army entrenched at Kashan. 
Every entrenchment was taken, and more 
than 500 out of 2,800 Chinese troops were 
killed and wounded. Our casualties were 
five officers and 70 men killed and wounded. 
The enemy dispersed and fled towards 
Hong Chow, intending, perhaps, to avail 
themselves of the Corean boats. In the 
vicinity of Gen San our troops captured 
many flags, much ammunition and four 
guns. Gen. Oshima eventually established 
his headquarters at Kashan.”

BERLIN, Aug. 5—The Chinese Minister 
here has received an official dispatch stat­
ing that the Chinese ironclad warship Ting 
Yuen rammed and sank a Japanese war- 
ship off Jerome Gulf on July 29. 

A JAPANESE VICTORY.
The Japanese Legation received a tele­

gram yesterday which fully confirms the 
telegram with reference to the defeat of 
Chinese forces in Corea and shows that the 
engagement referred to was the same as 
that of Gasan or Yashan, which telegrams 
from Shanghai and Tien Tsin described as 
a Chinese victory and in which it was said 
2,000 Japanese soldiers had been killed. 
The telegrams contain the substance of an 
official bulletin from Gen. Oshima, com­
mander of the Japanese forces in Corea.

At 3 a.m. on July 29 the Japs advanced 
on the Chinese entrenchments at Shen 
Yeng, and after several hours severe fight­
ing won a decisive victory. The Chinese 
entrenchments were captured, and the 
whole force of about 3,000 men was put to 
rout, with a loss of about 300 killed and 
wounded. The Jap loss was five officers 
and 70 men killed and wounded. The 
entire camp equipage of the Chinese—a 
great quantity of armsand munitions of war, 
including four cannon and many flags were 
captured. The Chinese troops fled in com­
plete disorder, with the intention, Gen. 
Oshima thought, of endeavoring to escape 
by Corean boats. The Japanese were in 
pursuit when the bulletin was forwarded. 
Gen. Oshima took possession of the Chinese 
headquarters at Gasan or Yashan.

. HIS INDOMITABLE COURAGE.

179 LUNDAS STREET.

How He Detected Robbers and How He 
Baffled Them Tho’ He Died—A Brave 

Boy, A Noble Horse and His 5,000 Fol­

lowers.

The hardy little Nez Perce horse, some­
times pied or “calico” in color, sometimes 
blue and sometimes black as coal, and al­
ways beautiful, is quite well known in a 
way ; but few people, I fancy, know what 
remarkable courage and sagacity he has 

In 1862 and 1863 I was engaged in car­
rying gold-dust out of the Idaho moun­
tains. One day when descending a steep 
trail on a densely-wooded mountain side, I j 
found the trail blocked by a tree that seem­
ed to have been suddenly blown down by 
the wind and a newly-opened trail leading 
off to the left. My Nez Perce pony stop­
ped, threw back his ears and almost sat 
down on his haunches as I mercilessly 
drove my spurs into his flanks. We were 
often cruel in these hard, swift rides, for 
time was precious and peril waited on 
every moment spent between stations. 
We always dashed on at a hard gallop, the 
load of gold-dust in the “catenas” banging 
down on either side of the saddle-bow, the 
reins in the right hand and a cocked pistol 
in the left.

I spurred until the great Spanish spurs 
were streaming with blood from the pony’s 
flanks, but still he would not budge an 
inch in the newly-cleared trail. At last 
gathering up all his strength, he poised in 
the air and then plunged headlong on 
down the bill over the fallen tree. In the 
leap my pistol was shaken from my hand, 
and while I was drawing another from my 
“catenas” there came a raid of lead from a 
company of robbers lying in ambush. But 
the poor pony kept me in my seat, faced 
about for a second,as if to giveme a chance 
to defend myself, and then plunged on 
down the mountain two miles to the ferry. 
There, on the edge of the river, he fell 
dead from a bullet-wound that must have 
meant death from the first, for his nostrils 
were streaming with blood all the way 
down the mountain.

Empress of China, Capt. Archibald, which 
sailed from Vancouver, July 16, is ashore 
at the entrance to this port. All attempts 
to float her have proved futile. It is 
thought she may discharge much of her 
cargo and then wait for the full tide to 
float her off.

Latest Novels Just Received MISSIONARIES AT THE SEAT OF WAR
United States Secretary Gresham Says 

They Will bo Protected.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 5.—Acting under 

instructions tram the executive committee 
of the board of foreign missions of the 
Southern Presbyterian Church, the Rev. 
Dr. W. Bachman, its representative here, 
has called on Secretary Gresham and the 
Japanese charge to ask that measures be 
taken to protect the missionaries of that 
church in the east. Secretary Gresham 
told Mr. Bachman that he did not think 

1 there was any immediate danger to the 
missionaries, but that they would be pro­
tected. At the Japanese legation the 
reverend gentleman inquired into the 
status of the missionaries and was assured 
that they were perfectly safe in Japan.

The Southern Presbyterian Church has 
less than a dozen missionaries in Corea, 
and these, it is believed, can be accommo­
dated on board a United States man-of- 
war should their lives be endangered.

In China there are about 50, some few of 
whom are in the northern provinces, and it 
is regarding these that the board feels some 
concern. They probably will be ordered to 
Shanghai.
