Paris, July 15, 12:30 p.m. — A violent artillery 
duel continues in the Fleury sector, the war office an­
nounced today. A German attack on a trench north- 
west of the Avocourt redoubt was repulsed, the official 
statement asserts, and German attempts to undertake 
attacks in the Apremont Forest were checked by a 
curtain fire.

FORCED ON FROM BEHINDRussian Opinion Favors a 
Separate Peace. London’s internal transportation 

problems have been settled, it would 
appear, in so far as the question 
of service and extensions is con­
cerned.

But there are other questions as 
vital, if not more vital, than in­
creased mileage and double tracks.

Some store fronts in London have 
not had a painter within striking 
distance for ten years. Take a 
glance above the store windows 
some day, you will notice this. 
You will also notice, with gratifica- 
tion, we hope, the ones that have 
been painted. Just as some per­
sons. unenlightened as to the clean- 
liness-next-to-godliness philosophy, 
never wash "below the neck,” so it 
would appear that some landlords 
never paint above the first floor!

Many of the street cars are spick 
and span with varnish and striping, 
but there are others—the original 
trolley inhabitants that displaced 
"animal power” back in 1895—which 
would break through the end of the 
car barns and run amuck if they 
saw the man with the white suit 
and paint pail coming.

Inside, many of the cars are de­
scribed by only one word—disgrace­
ful. Dust lies thick in the spaces 
of the wooden mats, heaps of dirt 
are often piled under seats and 
against stanchions, and when the 
sun shines through a car the air

London, July 15, 2:18 p.m. — The Britisii offen­

sive was resumed today. The war office announced 
that at one point the Germans were forced back to 
their third line positions. More than 2,000 prisoners 
were taken.

The statement from the front, timed 12:50 p.m., 
follows:

“All continues to go well on the British front, and 
at one point we forced the enemy back to his third 
system of defence, more than four miles to the rear of 
his original front trenches at Fricourt and Mametz.

“In the past twenty-four hours we have captured 
over 2,000 prisoners, including a regimental com­
mander of the Third Guards’ Division, and the total 
number of prisoners taken by the British since the bat­
tle began now exceeds 10,000. Large quantities of 
war material also have fallen into our hands.’

GERMANS ADMIT BRITISH GAIN.
(Canadian Press.)

Berlin, July 15.—Via London. The continuation 
of the British attack on the German lines between 
Pozieres and Longuevale, penetrating the German lines 
and effecting a gain of territory, the war office an­
nounced today. The British also have occupied Trônes 
wood. The fighting is continuing, although the attack 
has been stemmed, adds the statement, which says:

FIGHTING IS HEAVY.
“British attacks which followed the first sanguin­

ary repulse suffered by them north of the Somme, led 
to heavy fighting. By his forces massed between Po­
zieres and Longuevale the enemy, in spite of the most 
severe losses, succeeded in penetrating our lines and 
gaining some ground. He also occupied Trones wood.

The attack has been stemmed, but the fighting is 
being continued.”

BERMANS GROWING BITTER
GREATER THAN REPORTS

Disturbance at Big Camp Far 
More Serious Than at First 

Indicated.

Berlin Seems to Expect Ally 
to Surrender.

The statement follows:
"On the left bank of the Meuse a 

German attack with hand grenades 
against one of our trenches northeast 
of the Avocourt redoubt was repulsed.

"On the right bank of the river the 
artillery fighting was sustained and in­

tense in the sector of Fleury. We dis­
persed with infantry fire reconnoitering 
parties of the enemy in Chapitre Wood.

"In the forest of Apremont several 
attempts of the Germans to make at­
tacks were broken up by our curtain 
of fire."

These wounds, although none of a 
serious character, being all abrasions, 
show to what extent the men went

"We were charged with being the 
ring-leaders in the riot, but on the 
other hand were forced into it by To­

The fact of so many wounds having 
been sustained by one soldier Indicates 
that the 170th men were forced to use 
the most drastic measures to quell the 
trouble.

The wounds as exhibited today to an 
Advertiser reporter, were principally - 
on the legs and arms, with one on the| 
top of the head that had removed the 
hair as cleanly as if shaved by a razor.|

The soldier claimed that other mem­
bers of the 161st had received similar 
cuts, but none, to his knowledge, had 
proved serious.

The wounds had all been cauterized 
by the medical officers of the battalion 
to guard against possible infection.

The fact that the wounds were mere­
ly abrasions rather than deeps wounds 
may be accounted for by the fact that 
in all likelihood the bare bayonet was 
not used, but on the other hand pro­
tected by the leather scabbard. This 
would inflict aniy an abrasion, and was| 
no doubt used so as not to cause more 
serious wounds.

Asquith Will Have Difficulty 

Settling the Irish 
Question.

Accusations of Conspiracy 
Hotly Resented by Officers, 

Men and City.

AUSTRIA’S END NEAR.
[Canadian Press.]

New York. July 15.—A cable to 
the Herald from Paris says: .

The early elimination of Austria 
from the war is now regarded as so 
certain that the chief subject of de­
bate in the newspapers of the al­
lied countries is the policy of Ger­
many in relation to it. That Ger­
many has discounted the surrender 
of Austria is regarded as evident.

The recriminations in the German 
press against the allied empire have 
become so open and pointed that 
the motive for their tolerance by 
the German censorship is freely 
discussed. The fact that news­
papers which, like the Frankfurter 
Zeitung, are considered as semi- 
official organs of the German for­
eign office. should indulge in con­
tinuous criticisms of Austria, and 
even cynical gibes at her, hardly 
can he without a political motive.

Significant,
The most interesting feature of 

the situation is that there is not 
merely an outburst of sharp com­
ment against Austria in the Ger­
man press, but that in the Austro- 
Hungarian empire there are open 
and acrimonious disputes between 
the Austrian and Hungarian sec­
tions. These disputes ere seeming­
ly being fostered by the same semi- 
official organs in Germany, and 
this circumstance is considered as 
extremely significant.

The conclusion drawn among the 
Allies is that, with the Austrian 
"debacle" admited as imminent, 
arrangements already are being 
made in Germany to draw the 
greatest profit from it. With the

OPPOSITION IS STRONG Every self-respecting Londoner 
will resent the latest outbreak of 
Sir Sam Hughes.

New York, July 15.—The London 
correspondent of the Tribune cables as 
follows:

According to information gained to­
day, the internal political situation is 
likely to be exceedingly interesting in 
the next fortnight, the Irish settlement 
and the Mesopotamia situation furn­
ishing two questions of immediate in­
terest to all Britons.

A Ticklish Situation.
Lord Lansdowne's reply to Redmond 

has not improved the already ticklish 
Irish situation. With the help of 
David Lloyd George and Bonar Law, 
Premier Asquith has been able to ne­
gotiate difficult political hurdles In the 
last year, but the best opinion is that 
he is up against a stiff proposition n| 
the latest barrier placed in his path. I 
In any case It is believed that the 
government wil lose no time in trying 
to pour oil on Ireland’s troubled 
waters.

The opposition is forming .ato an 
organization showing the most strength 
since the coalition took the helm. The 
Unionist group, headed by Sir Edward 
Carson, whose health is now fully re­
stored, with Walter Guinness as ac­
tive organizer, and the Liberal fol­
lowers of Winston Churchill and Sir 
Henry Dalziel, are coming together on 
a common ground.

This opposition is commanding the 
attention of the government in both the 
Irish and Mesopotamia questions. The 
latter has awakened a greater public 
anger and apprehension than anything 
else in the war. The known fact that 
the relief force was once within two 
hours’ march of Kut added to the un­
contradicted medical scandals, some of 
which occurred just recently, have 
stirred the whole country to Its depths 
and determined it to insist on a ruth­
less investigation of the entire businss. 
The non-publication of dispatches has 
added to the fuel of popular agitation, 
which, unless dispelled by a satisfac­
tory explanation, is likely seriously 
affect the personnel of the present ad- 
ministration.

Turkish rule in Arabia is making pro­
gress, having resulted In the complete 
wiping out of all traces of Turkish re­
sistance at Mecca, according to a Reu­
ter dispatch from Cairo today.

After the fall of Mecca on June 31, 
says the dispatch, certain elements of 
the garrison continued their resistance 
in forts near the city.

AUSTRIAN LINE IS PIERCED

WINDSOR, July 14.—Four more
suspected cases of infantile paralysis

Ottawa. July 15.—Large numbers of 
Canada’s interned aliens are now be­
ing released. Already a great many 
of them have been allowed to return 
to ordinary life and more of them are 
being released all the time.

Between 1,300 and 2,000 Germans 
and Austrians hi ve been allowed to 
leave Spirit Lake, Que., and Kapus- 
kasing. Ont., the large camp along 
the N. T. R. line. There are now less 
than a hundred aliens in each of these 
camps.

The reason for the release of the 
men is the great improvement in em­
ployment conditions in Canada. In 
the early days of the war when work 
was scarce, large numbers of these 
aliens roamed the streets with noth­
ing to do, and thus promised to con­
stitute a menace. It was this class 
chiefly whicii was sent to the intern­
ment camps, the more dangerous 
aliens being confined at Fort Henry, 
Amherst, Halifax and Vernon. Now 
that work is plentiful and later 
scarce, those at the camps are being 
let go and are being eagerly receiv­
ed by industries which have been ex- 
perlancing a labor shortage

Complaints as to the treatment of 
aliens in Kapuskasing, Spirit Lake and 
other such camps, have been received 
by the Canadian Government. The 
Government was able to assure the 
United States consul, through whom 
the representations were made, that 
they were unfounded. Since the out­
break at Kapuskasing some time ago 
those interned there have not done 
work of any kind. There was a dis­
turbance at Spirit Lake about the 
same time, news of which did not be­
come disseminated, but it was sum­
marily quelled before it reached any 
proportion. A result of the work 
done by the aliens at both camps in 
clearing the ground, villages in em­
bryo have grown up there and 
it is probable that those still at Spirit 
Lake and Kapuskasing will remain 
after their release and make their 
homes there.

THE SUBMARINE MISSION. 
I T IS easy to read into the trip of the 
1 submersible Deutschland to the 
United Stales an attempt to draw 
Britain and America into a dispute with 
the hope that relations may become 
strained, if not broken. Such a result 
of the venture would be considered as 
amply repaying Germany for the 
trouble, expense and risk of the "U" 
boat’s crossing.

According to German reports, the 
submarine is not government property, 
but belongs to a company which hopes 
to establish a trade route between the 
two countries, and carry to the Huns 
supplies which they sadly lack. This 
may be dismissed with a smile, as no 
company would risk its money in such 
a hazardous scheme without a guar- 

antee of reimbursement by the Gov­
ernment.

Then the agents of this "company" 
publish the statement that Americans 
art offering huge sums to secure pas­
sage to Germany on the craft, but that 
no passengers will be carried. Later, 
almost certainly, will come news that 
one American (sufficient for the Ger­
man purpose) is to be taken on board 
as a great favor, and. if such a one 
exists, it is probable he will not pay, 
but be paid a goodly sum for risking 
his life.
With an American on board, the enemy 

craft would quite likely be taken direct­
ly into view of the allied warships, hoping 
that they would fire upon her, and, 
perhaps, take that American’s life. 
Then, the Huns calculate, the fat would 
be in the fire.

There is enough mad patriotism 
among Germans to furnish a crew will­
ing to tempt death for the sake of in­
juring the British-American friendship.

Dispatches say that Washington will 
take no steps to prevent citizens leav­
ing on the submarine, if her status as a 
merchant ship is granted, but the same 
dispatches assert that Britain will re­
fuse to admit this status, and that her 
ships will fire on any German sub­
marine on sight, rather than risk being 
torpedoed by a war vessel, or having 
one get away safely.

In taking this stand. Britain is prob­
ably fully justified, for a blockade of 
the German coast has been proclaimed, 
and any craft trying to break it lays 
itself open to attack and destruction, 

according to international law. Never­
theless. some’hard feeling would doubt­
less be engendered if any American life 
were lost.

In the event of this craft being fired 
on, Berlin will likely declare that it 
considers itself free to resume its 
piratical sub warfare, and will thus use 
the incident as an excuse for breaking 
its promises to Washington, if the lat­
ter does not take up the question with 
Britain in a sufficiently belligerent 
manner to please the Potsdamites.

All the talk of establishing this un­
derwater line with the expectation of 
making big money for the “company" 
before the war ends, is bluff, pure and 
simple. Germany knows that all the 
cargoes carried safely in this manner 
will not pay for the vessels lost and 
captured by the Allies. There is an­
other motive in the plan, and Washing­
ton is threatened just as seriously as 
the Allies, if German hopes are realized.

so boldly challenged. She stood ab­
solutely alone against a powerful coali­
tion of strong nations, and history tells 
us that the event, which I shall at­
tempt to describe, secured for the 
Motherland its splendid isolation of 
today, as it also proved the valor of 
her sons a hundred odd years ago.

He saw at once the signifi­
cance of this fact. The first move in 
the effort to crush the British fleet 
had begun and therefore Cordova's 
fleet must be met, fought, and beaten 
before the allied fleets reached Brest. 
Once there, they had planned to sweep 
the British Channel of every British 
ship, make a descent upon Ireland, and 
end for all time the glory of the British 
nation.

Not a moment therefore could be lost. 
Clapping on all sail, he hurried forward 
to warn the British admiral, Sir John 
Jervis, of what he had discovered.

to make final preparations for the long 
stretch to Brest. This delay on the 
part of Cordova was fatal; for Nelson 
was thus able to reach the British ad­
miral off St. Vincent on the 13th with 
the important news, though again he 
had a narrow shave, for on the night 
of the 12th he sailed unobserved right 
through the whole of Cordova’s im­
mense fleet.

The news that the Spaniards were 
close at hand had an electrical effect 
on the British sailors.

the Excellent that the latter's bowsprit, 
grazed the afterleach of the Captains| 
mainsail. On he rushed with a freer 
sheet and, singlehanded, dashed into| 
the Spanish van. It was a magnificent; 
move, but terribly hazardous. The 
roar of battle was on. The clash of ; 
arms and noise of guns was earsplitting| 
and terrible. He struck the Santissima| 
Trinidad on its seaboard quarter and ! 
at the same minute poured shot and| 
fire into the great huge hulk. The| 
Impact seemed to shrivel up the little 
'74 as it met its giant enemy, but the| 
one-eyed Nelson was in his element—| 
alone in action. In a trice he was 
surrounded. From port and starboard 
he hurled shot and shell.

"Never mind the aim; just fire the| 
guns," was the cry.

It was a desperate fight. Like horn-i 
ets attacking an intruder the Spanish| 
ships sprang at Nelson from all sides 
and fairly covered him with fire. Five, 
some say seven, ships were at him at 
the same time. The little '74 was fairly 
rent in pieces. The wheel shattered to 
atoms, its foremast shot clean away, 
topmasts hanging loose like wild birds'| 
broken wings, stays cut and guns dis­
mantled—not a whole sail left, nor a 
shroud nor a rope, in fact. There was 
hardly a spot on the little ship left un­
touched. But what did Nelson care. 
He had gained his end and checked the 
rush of the Spanish van. Yet there 
was fighting still left in the little ship, 
or rather in the men who manned her. 
Hard a starboard went her helm and 
down she bore on the quarter gallery 
of the San Nicholas. The two gripped. 
"Follow me," cried this intrepid sailor, 
and his first lieutenant jumped into the 
enemy's mizzen chains, while his men 
dropped form their spritsail-yard on 
to the enemy’s deck.

A fight com­
menced, but Nelson’s boarders were at 
his heels and with a British cheer 
drove the party on to the main deck, i 
where they met others from the Cap- 
tain and found Lieut. Berry hauling 
down the Spanish flag. The prize was 
Nelson's, but just then the San Jose 
opened fresh fire and the prize had| 
again to be fought for. The gallant 
Nelson did not hesitate. “Up to her 
sides," he cried, and he himself had to 
be helped up by his chief lieutenant. 
As he reached the main chains a Span­
ish officer called over the quarter-deck 
rail that he surrendered.

FEWER THAN IN 1915

WALL STREET REVIEW.

New York, July 15.—Almost con­
tinuous liquidation of “war brides." 
aided and abetted by a formidable short 
interest, attended the week’s operations 
in stocks, reversals in some of these 
issues forcing their quoted values to 
lowest levels of the year. The decline 
was accompanied by further circum­
stantial rumors of cancellations of for­
eign orders, it being noteworthy in this 
connection that few of the new con­
tracts run into the coming year.

In other instances, such as United 
States Industrial Alcohol Company, 
whose stock registered an extreme loss 
of over 30 points, with only slight re­
covery, more specific and definite 
causes were assigned, such as internal 
differences growing out of questions of 
policy. The break in the motor stocks 
seemed almost inevitable after the 
recent abortive effort to effect a mer­
ger of several of the larger companies.

Rails and other representative stocks 
were but little affected by the setback 
in specialties, maintenance of excellent 
earnings, with prospects of indefinite 
continuance, proving a strong factor. 
Leading industrials, chief among which 
was United States Steel, also resisted 
pressure. Independent steel and iron 
companies show record-breaking earn­
ings, and the important copper-produc­
ing concerns are increasing their out­
put regardless of the depressed state 
of the foreign metal market.

Domestic monetary conditions showed 
greater importance on the temporary 
rise in call loans to 6 per cent, induced 
largely by the further impairment of 
local bank reserves, which promise 
speedy correction. The increase of the 
British bank rate to 6 per cent, and the 
announcement of the terms of the new 
French loan of $100,000,000 by our bank­
ers, were the outstanding features of 
the international situation.

Changes in the European war failed 
of direct reflection in this market, aside 
from slight weakness In remittances to 
the Teutonic countries.

Quebec, July 15.—A batch of 190 in­
valided soldiers from England reached 
Quebec about 1 o’clock this morning, 
having come over from Halifax on a 
special I. C. R, train. Among them 
were two Quebec boys, a number of 
Montrealers and Ontarians. Optimistic 
and interesting news was brought by 
the invalided men, and particularly 
striking is the conviction of everyone 
that the end of the hostilities is not 
far distant.

Sergt. Richard Boulanger of the 22nd. 
is among the men returning. He is 
coming to take a commission with the 
178th Battalion. He is a Montrealer, 
and has spent nine months in the 
trenches. He was at Ypres and St. 
Eloi, and he particularly mentions 
what he saw at the Ypres salient. 
Boulanger was at the side of Capt. 
Beaubien of the 22nd when the latter 
was killed. He says a shower of 
shrapnel fell all about them, and that 
he (Boulanger), managed to escape 
serious injury. He says that of the 
original 22nd, there remains about 150 
men.

Sergt. Leclerc, son of the assistant 
superintendent of the Montreal water­
works, also arrived today. He was in 
charge of the French section of the 
5th Engineering Company, 2nd Di­
vision. That corps, formed by the L-te 
Mr. Janin, numbered some 40 men. 
There only remains fourteen or fifteen 
men at present. Leclerc was nine 
months and five days at the front, and 
is now returning to take a commission 
in a new Canadian unit.

Most of the invalided men are in ac­
cord in saying that the German re­
sistance in France is weakening and 
that everybody, not by mere hearsay, 
but by deductions, is convinced that 
the war will be over before the end 
oi September.

An Officer’s Denial.
“The trouble arose neither from 

booze, women or London contractors.” 
said an officer who has just returned 
from Camp Borden. “They were not 
to blame in any particular. There is 
little or no booze in the camp. The 
women, well, they are not in the vicin­
ity. As for the contractors, much of 
our stuff was furnished by outsiders 
even when we were in London.

Sir Sam To Blame.
“The disturbance was due to the fail­

ure of Sir Sam Hughes to understand 
conditions. The situation is simply this: 
The men were given hurry-up orders 
to leave London. They worked very 
hard to get ready. When they got to 
Camp Borden, they found the ground 
unprepared for them. It was very, very 
dusty, and very hot. Instead of being 
allowed to put their houses in order, they 
were taken out on parade, to get ready 
for the big review. There was no water 
for them on the march. They were 
tired, and sore, and weary. No wonder 
they got away from the officers.

No Trouble If Treated Properly.
“Had the men been treated like 

humans, there would have been no 
trouble whatever. The review, which 
was ordered for no other purpose than 
to please the vanity of Sir Sam Hughes, 
was the cause of the trouble, and noth­
ing else. Had the men been given time 
to fix their camp up, and get rested, I 
doubt that there would have been a riot. 
As it was, there was nothing else to it. 
London men did not figure prominently 
in the disturbance.”

Contractors Blameless.
“We started nothing so far as the 

riot is concerned," said Dennis H. 
Flanagan, who had the meat contract. 
“The meat has been furnished by To­
ronto contractors for a large portion 
of the time that the camp has been 
here. The authorities must look else­
where for the cause of the riots.”

Other contractors say that they did 
nothing, directly or indirectly, to start 
the fuss.

No Conspiracy, Says Alderman.
“We did not conspire to do anything 

against Camp Borden, or any person," 
said Ald. E. S. Little. “If Sir Sam 
wanted to take the camp away, that 
was his own business.

With Austrian and Magyar pitted 

against each other and reconciliation 
exceedingly difficult, a return to the 
status quo ante bellum in the dual 
kingdom is believed impossible. The 
more warlike Magyar would dominate 
such a situation.

It is believed that Austria—at least 
the German part of it—may be drawn 
into the German Empire if conditions 
arise which will make the living of 
Austrian and Hungarian in political 
union impossible.

With Austria as part of the empire, 
Germany would become a Mediterranean 
power. Her empire would be a solid 
barrier across the continent of Europe 
from the North Sea and the Baltic to 
the Adriatic. Her geographical, com­
mercial and political position in Europe 
would be so immeasurably improved 
over what it was before the war that 
the Allies feel that without certain 
guarantees of a most exacting char­
acter the new situation would be of a 
kind to cause far greater concern than 
did the military might of the empire 
two years ago.

Even an innocent visit 
to such offices may have the most un­
pleasant consequences, for the eyes and 
the cameras of the opposing party are 
ever on the watch, and several Rotter­
dam men have long been incarcerated 
in foreign prisons merely on such a 
ground.

Significant in this connection is the 
recent dismissal from the police service 
of two detectives on the staff of the 
chief police bureau of Amsterdam, for 
having entered into well-paid clandes­
tine relations with the German secret 
service. Their "side line" included, 
among other jobs, the watching of per­
sons of different nationalities who had 
applied for passports to enter Germany, 
but concerning whom the German 
authorities entertained misgivings. In­
vestigations are now afoot to ascertain 
whether other police officials in the 
chief cities of Holland may not have 
yielded to German temptations.

Services As Usual.

Haig Holds Firm Against 
Fierce Counter-Attacks.

[Canadian Press Cable.]
London, July 14—11:10 p.m.—Fierce 

counter-attacks, made by the Germans, 
in an effort to reconquer some of the 
ground captured by the British in to­
day’s drive, were completely crushed 
by the British fire, according to the offi­
cial statement, issued by the war office 
tonight.

The text of the statement follows:
"It is now possible to give further de­

tails of the action begun at daybreak 
this morning. Having driven the enemy 
back step by step to his second system 
of defences, the period from July 11 to 
July 12 was mainly spent by our troops 
in bombarding formidable enemy posi­
tions and in making other necessary 
preparations for a further advance.

Launched in Early Morn.
"This morning, after an intense bom. 

bardment, the assault was launched at 
3:25 a.m. The enemy was driven from 
his trenches on the whole front of at­
tack and many prisoners fell Into our 
hands.

“Fierce fighting continued all day, as 
a result of which we have steadily In. 

creased our gains and are now in pos­
session of the enemy's second position, 
from Bazentin-le-Petit to Longueval, 
both villages inclusive, and the whole of 
the Trones wood.

Release Surrounded Men.
"In the Trones wood we released a 

party of the Royal West Kent Regiment, 
who, separated from our own troops in 
the recent fighting, and surrounded by 
Germans, had held out in the northern 
end of the wood for forty-eight hours.

“Two determined counter-attacks on 
our new positions were completely 
crushed by our fire. Later in the day, 
after a fierce counter-attack, the Ger­
mans succeeded in recapturing the vil­
lage of Bazentin-le-Petit, but were at 
once driven out again by our infantry. 
The whole village is once more in our 
hands."

"It was always necessary for me to: 
watch the bar and instruct the bar- 
tenders after 5 o'clock not to give 
whisky to first one, then another, be­
cause of the effect on certain ones, but 
for the last two weeks I have not had 
the slightest trouble in that respect, 
and I hope it stays," said another 
hotelman when questioned.

The hotelmen who wish to return to 
the old order of selling the “hard 
stuff" maintain that as the largest 
portion of the soldiers have gone to 
Camp Borden they see no reason why 
they shouldn't sell liquor again. They 
argue that the time is short enough 
as it is, and with them the idea is to 
"make hay while the sun shines."

Partial Eclipse of 
Moon Lost Nig UlPCoe HE MANIF IS04
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Although comparatively few London­
ers witnessed it, there was a partial 
eclipse of the moon last night. Unlike 
eclipses of the sun, the phenomenon 
was visible throughout nearly all the 
continent. It began at 9:18 p.m., 
standard time, but was not visible to 
the naked eye until 10:19 p.m. At 11:46 
the middle of the eclipse was reached, 
the moon then appearing greatly like 
an ordinary half-moon. The shadow 
left about 1:13 a.m., and the penumbra 
at 2:14, the whole eclipse taking 4 
hours and 56 minutes.

In London conditions were particu­
larly favorable to a good view, as the 
sky was clear and cloudless.
