The jail
should be torn down and the site ter-
raced for a recreation park running to
the river bank and traversed by Thames
street. A big sanatorium, bathhouse or
invalid’s hotel could be located some-
where near or about the mineral
springs, and the river bank near the
forks could be transformed into a place
of rare beauty.

Reference to Marion Brown’s ghost
and the jail yard cemetery evoked from
Mr. Glass a vigornus protest against
the institution of capital punishment,
The Love case was cited as an illustra-
tion of the execution of a possibly in-
nocent man.

Suggests Change.

‘Even if there is only one miscarriage
of justice in one thousand cases, pun-
ishment should not be made wholly ir-
remediable,”” said Mr. Glass,

Discussing the more cheerful subject
of beautifying London, he suggested
either a belt line of street cars running
to Springbank, including a new line for
the north bank, so that visitors could
go one way and return the other. or
else an improved automobile road on
the north bank of the river, The ex-
penditure of any amount of money re-
quired to beautify the river frontage
would be a paying investment for the
city, he believes.

Deputy-Sheriff Ben Watterworth is
also an ardent advocate of the jail
farm idea, and suggests that Middlesex,
Oxford and Elgin counties might ad-
vantageously co-operate in working out
the idea.

Undeniably the old jail is an eyesore
to the west end of Dundas street; it is
anyvthing but modern, and it is very
difficult to keep it in a sanitary condi-
tion. It is no place to keep prisoners
cooped up in the sultry summer days
just because their neighbor gives them
a drink in his woodshed instead of his
front parlor, or they contract cramps
from drinking vanilla extract and some
thoughtless individual calls the police
surgeon to attend them,

Looking iInto Future. o

If any real bad men come to town,
there ought to he the proper kind of
hotel accommodation to offer them, but
some day the city will build a new
police station, and the county could
rent two or three cells for transients for
far less expense than it takes to heat
the 1849 model heating plant at Castle
Carter.

“Down with the bastile”” was the
rallying cry that made France a repub-
licc and ‘“Down with Castle Carter”
tnay be the slogan that will boost the
property assessment around the west
end of Dundas street. Governor James
Carter isn’t worrying any. He has ex-
erted his best efforts every summer try-
ing to make a jail farm pay in the
cramped agricultural area available in
the back courtyvard, and believes that
out on a real farm he could graduate
his guests into regular United Farmers
in a single summer.

Texas Burdell’s History.

Texas Burdell, whose real name no-
body in London knows except Mr. Wat-
terworth, was the son of a prominent
Toronto merchant. At 14 years of age
he was sent to jail, convicted of a petty
theft, and then and there he resolved
to grow up a real criminal, according
to his statements to Mr. Watterworth.

Jails and jail conditions make crim-
inals out of trivial offenders, is Mr.
Watterworth’s contention.

You refer to an item in a Toronto
paper to the effect that you *could
show Mr. Pocock, a member of the

I saw in The Lob-
don Advertiser that Mr. Pocock had
imbibed, as I see it, mistaken ideas
as to J. Ps and others who made
charges on rape cases; then I thought
it only right to, through the paper,
say what [ had found out by actual
contact, not only with the crown at-
torney, but others as well, hoping he
would not depart from the present
conduct of criminal matters without
getting more facts. You have ob-
served that I offered to show Mr. Po-
cock, and this I am ready to do, and
I can do this more euccessfully when
the honorable provincial secretary
furnishes me with a copy of a certain
letter, twice asked for, but which was
declined by the assistant provincial
secretary, dated Toronto, June 12, 1920.

There has been a revival of tetanus from such wounds in the United
States of late, especially on the last Fourth. Years ago their seriousness and
the number of deaths brought about the suppression of large crackers, and the
treatment of all Fourth of July wounds with tetanus antitoxin. ;

These measures so greatly reduced the number of accidents and. the number
of deaths that the dangers were lost sight of, and slowly the m‘evontw_e measures
were relaxed: so that children have again been mutilated and poisoned with
tetanus in their efforts to display their loyalty. -

Tetanus antitoxin is made at the Connaught Taboratories in On_tarw. and
supplied free through the Provincial Board of Health to all health offxcors in t‘k:e
province. Owing to the recent cases in Ontario, it is the x.art. 0,f wisdom to sec
that every wound, however made, is submitted early to a ph,\‘sxf_‘.an. and if: in his
judgment, tetanus may have been implanted, the proper gurgical operations to
clean out the wound of dead tissue and dirt, together with the use of tetanus
antitoxin, should be resorted to at once. Usually about nine days intervene frm.n
the date of the wound to the date of the development of the lockjaw, but as this
period is sometimes much shorter, no delay in treatment should be allowed.

LEAMINGTON, Sept. 3.—It begins to
look as if Kingsville and Leamingion
may unite to fight:against proposed in-
_crease in naturaa gas rates on the
ground that tne increases asked for
are exorbitant. Iollowinz the demand
of the Union Gas Company for increas-
ed rates the Beaver Oil and Gas Com-
pany, from whicn the citizens of Lea-
mington secure their supply, is de-
manding higher charges. At Kings-
ville the increase is placed at 60 cents
per 1,000 cubic feet Kingsville owns
a distributing plant, which cost $49,000
to install. This is rented to the Beaver
Oil and Gas Company for $1,000 per
annum. Kingsville has a contract which
has six years to run.

“Just what increase Leamington will
be asked for is not yet known, but
Vice-President Davis of the company
has intimated that it would be in the
neighborhood of 50 cents. This is the
rate now charged tobacco growers for
gas used for curing tobacco.

People in this distriot are much in-
terested in what has happened at Bel-
mont near London, where the gas sup-
ply was cut off on Wednesday and sev-
eral hundred consumers left without
fuel for cooking or other purposes. They
are also much interested in what ac-
tion the people of Belmont are going
to take. If an appeal is maic to the
Government the people of I.caming-
ton and Kingsville may also place
their case before the Legislature. In-
teresting developments in connuction
with the matter are expected.

'WEST ELGIN FARMERS.

TRAVEL 150 MILES

T0 GET NEW IDEAS

Joint Educational and Pleas-
ure Tour of Kent Made
in Autos.

WOMEN  SHARE

Banquet Held At Rondeau
Park—Several Brief
Addresses.

[By Staff Reporter.]

DUTTON, Sept. 3.—More than 100
farmers from West Elgin held a com-
bined educational tour and picnic
through West Elgin and Kent Counties
today. ‘The excursion was heldgunder
the auspices of the West Elgin Agri-
cultural Board. C. W. Buchanan, gov-
ernment agricultural representative for
Elgin County, made the plans and per-
sonally directed the tour.

The object of the excursion was to
show the farmers of West Elgin how
the farmers in the adjacent county
operate their farms, and is an annual
event, held when the sightseers can
see the crops to best advantage.

The excursions prove valuahle by
reason of each farmer handling the
farming situation from a different
angle. One will find that another has
learned, either by expenience Or
through an agricultural college educa-
tion, some new variety of plant or fer-
tilizer, or that he plants his crops at
a different time of the season and uses
a different mode of cultivation. These
facts are passed on from one to an-
other through these educational tours,
which help to make Ontario a pros-
perous farming district.

Want to Know.

Great interest was taken in what
was explained at the farms visited. The
visiting farmers asked innumerable
questions and examined all the crops
and machinery closely, with only one
view, and that was “Will it increase my
crops if 1 do the same.” The farms
visited were those noted for their fine
crops and the way they were laid out.

The male members of the pariy,
however, were not the only people in-
terested in the excursion, and the \(151t
to the farms. The women showed just
as kKeen an interest in all that could be
seen as the men. The increase of wo-
men attending these trips has been
quite noticeable.

Interested in Tobacco.

The tobacco crops attracted the at-
tention of the majority. Kent County
is famous for its tobacco crops, and
this year they excelled expectations. .
All the farmers were apparently vyell
pleased with the prospects of freaping
large returns for their labor.

Mr. Buchanan left here at 9:30 o’clock
and picked up the members of the
party as he went along, Wallacetown
being the first place passed through,
The excursionists then traveled down
the Talbot road, which will shortly
become the provinccial highway to C.
E. Desmond's farm, known as Cedar
Lodge. The farm is 250 acres and is
well laid out. It reaches from the Tal-
bot road to the shores of Lake Erie.
Mr. Desmond does not grow any pro-
duct extensively, not wanting to mine
the soil. His principal crops consist

!of 40 acres of Wisconsin No. 7 corn,

which is tall and the cobs well fililed out,
It is also free from rot.
Big Bean Crop.

There are 50 acres of beans, which
this vear are yielding a big crop. The
only fear that Mr., Desmond has is
that he is not sure that he can dis-
pose of them. The present demand
for beans is very slow.

A number of acres are also yielding
a fine crop of tobacco. This year Mr.
Desmond planted what is known as
Resistent Burley. He explained that
he is producing this kind because it
is claimed that it is free from root rot
with which so much tobacco has been
affected this year. Up to the present
time he has experienced no trouble
with the rot and expects to have a
sucessful tobacco crop.

Wants Twenty Men,

‘His greatest trouble is labor. He said
that he could place 20 men on the farm
immediately if they could be obtained.

{He has tried the employment offices,

but cannot obtain suitable labor. He
is attempting to employ some Mexicans
to aid him harvesting his crops. His
tobacco crop is ready now for harvest-

1ing,

The excursionists gave Mr. Desmond
a hearty vote of thianks for his hos-
pitality, and then left for Rondeau,
where luncheon was served.
juncheon John Doughty,
representative for Kent County, ad-
dressed the gathering on the crop con-
the future.

Immigrants Worth Little.
M. M. Maxwell, secretary of the
chamber of commerce at Chatham

‘“The immigrants we are getting are
worth very little. When they arrive in
Canada they are picked over by men

when they come to Toronto they again
are picked over, so that when the re-
mainder arrive in Western Ontario
they are not the kind that are capable
of work on farms. What the farmers
of Ontario need to do is to organize
and send a representative from each
county to pick immigrants that are fit
to work on the farms. This is about
the only way that the labor shortage
can be solved.”

_Mr. Pickard, U, F. O. organizer for
Kent County, spoke on the Government
park Rondeau. The park is a natural
reservation and covers 6,000 acres.
There are nearly 600 deer on the place.

Traveled 150 Miles.

After the speeches and an inspection
of' the park the excursionists visited W.
W. Scott's farm at Highgate. Mr.
Scott has one of the finest shorthorn
hercg of cattle in Western Ontario. He
breeds them exclusively. The party be-
came very interested in the cattle. Mr.
Scott conducted the tour around his
farm, and pointed out the fine points
in the cattle. He has at present about
35 head.

It was the intention before conclud-
ing the trip to make an inspection of
the Highate Canning Factory, but owing
to the factory being closed, the visit
had to be postponed.

The tourists left for home about 6
o'clock after traversing about 150 miles
during the day.

BATTLE CREEK, Mich.,, Sept. 3.—
Governor Cox, today made a whirlwind
rush into his western campaign, making
a dozen speeches throughout Michigan,
renewing his attack on Republican cam-
paign contributions and peace policies.

Charges of “a plot to buy the presi-
dency’” were reiterated by the Demo-
cratic presidential candidate in virtually
every address, an intinerary which
kept him on the rostrum of the rear
platform of his private car from before
breakfast until late today.

Local flavor was given by the gov-
ernor to his addresses by constant ref-
erence to the election fraud case of
Senator Newberry, Republican, Michi-
gan. The candidate declared that an
attempt was being made by the Re-

publican econtributions to ‘Newberry-
ize’” the nation.

The League of Nations was extolled
by the governor in a speech today. He
declared that “mothers of America’” are
for it, and denounced a separate peace
with Germany. He applied the terms
“stand-patter’” and ‘‘reactionary” to
Senator Harding, his Republican op-
ponent, and, replying to Mr. Harding’'s
recent address in, favor of combining
features of the League of Nations and
The Hague Tribunal, declared the plan
internationally ‘reactionary.”

Accusing Senator Harding of chang-
ing positions frequently upon the
League of Nations, Governor Cox said
The Hague tribunal had “bats in the
belfry and spider webs everywhere.”

“BEducation is the process of changing
children from where they are towaru
where we think they ought to go, and
the great problem is to find out where
they ought to go during their educa-
tion.,” said Dr. S. A. Courtis in his ad-
dress on the ‘“The Individual Differences
as the Greater Factor in Education” at
at the morning session.

Dr. Courtis, with a number of inter-
esting slides taken from charts pre-
pared from scholars of American
schools, showed the advancement under
certain conditions of picked scholars
and from a whole class. The speaker
said that individual differences of the
students in the class at the beginning
of the year should be ascertained, and
then these differences should be re-
spected by the teacher throughout the

DOHERTY MAKES REQUEST

|In Telegram Ontario Minister
Calls On Meighen To “Call
Off His Board.”

OTTAWA, Sept. 3.—(By Canadian
Press).—The board of commerce de-
cided that the order restraining the
Toronto Milk and Cream Producers’
Association from charging more than
$2.70 per eight-gallon can of milk
delivered, shall not go into force until
after the Toronto hearing on Septem-
ber 9. A new order was issued today
by the board to the above effect.

DOHERTY MAKES REQUEST.

TORONTO, Sept. 3.—Hon. Manning
Doherty, minister of agriculture for
Ontario, today sent a telegram to
Premier Meighen at Ottawa, practically
asking the federal premier to upset
the ruling of the board of commerce
on milk prices in this city. The min-
ister of agriculture claims that the
fixing of the price by the board of
commerce is without justification.

In his message to Premier Meighen
the Ontario minister states that the re-
port of the Government milk commis-
sion fully justifies the increased price
of $3.25 per eight-gallon can put into
force the 1st of September.

“Will vou have the board rescind
order suspending prices until after in-
vestigation,” Hon. Mr. Doherty asks in’
his telegram to Hon, Arthur Meighen.
‘“Immediate action in interests of all
parties,”” Mr. Doherty urges, and he
adds, ‘“‘would appreciate early an-
nouncemnt that present prices may
prevail until investigation takes place.”

Mr. Doherty in his telegram to
Premier Meighen claims that the
board’s order ‘‘has been issued without
any investigation on the part of the

b.oard. to ascertain facts as to justifica-
tion in milk prices.” He states that
‘‘all parties concerned welcome the

The distribution wili be in the hands
of local committees named by cham-
bers of commerce or other civic bodies.

The plan will first be submitted to
the Interstate Commefpce Commission,
Attorney-General Palmer and district
attorn§'s in the territory affected. Fol-
lowing their approval, it is expected the
plan will go immediately into effect.
Interstate Commerce Commission order
No. 10 was not modified. Under its
provisions 4,000 cars of coal will still
be shipped to Canada and the North-
west States daily. But at the same
time the public utilities and railways
will get their coal on assigned cars. Of
the coal produced in addition to that
homes will be taken care of first and
then the industries.

The coal operators contended it was
absolutely necessary to maintain as a
minimum the present movement of coal
up the lakes for Canada and cities In
the Northwestern States.

VALIANT POLAND.

There prevails in labor circles in many coun-
4ries throughout the world—thanks to the pro-
paganda of Bolsheviks and unfamiliarity with
actual conditions in Russia—the -belief that the
present conflict is one between reaction and
social progress; between the predatory interests
and the emancipation of the proletariat. Poland
to these individuals is the harbinger of social
darkness, whereas Soviet Russia is the pioneer
of social progress and the champion of lofty al-
truistic ideals.

Nothing could be more untrue. It u}
pathetic misunderstanding highly injurious to|
the cause of a nation struggling against great
odds for existence and freedom; a pation which
with the flower of its manhood, is today making
a valiant attempt to shield European civilization
against imminent destruction.

It is no exaggeration to say that the Republic |
of Poland before its dismemberment was the |
most progressive body politic in Europe. In no|
other European country was religious tolerance ;
so broad and personal liberty so respected. Her |
constitution enacted May 3, 1791, surpassed all|
others in Europe in the number and scope of the |
liberties granted her people. It was based on |
the principle “that in human society all power |
comes from the will of the people.” 6

After the partition, consum{uated by three
militarily powerful nations, having as their
motto “might makes right,” the Polish people |
refused to renounce their cl
and have since participated in many s':rugglesS
for freedom in every corner of the globe. Czarist
Ituss,ia was at that time one great vast prison, |
possessing no semblance of liberty as we under-
stand the term today. Her soldiery and gend-;
armerie, at the point of the bayonet, held the |

Regenerated Poland, true to its traditions, |
has since ¢he armistice, become at once one of
the most progressive and democratic of European
states. The executive is vested in the Sejm
(Diet), elected on the basis of the most liberal
suffrage eystem anywhere; which has granted
active and passive suffrage rights not only to
all adult females, but also made possible the
participation in the debates there of minority
factions. As a result of this the majority of
this Polish Parliament is composed of peasants
and workers. In other words Poland is gov-
erned in fact by peasants and workers. The
present premier of Poland is a farmer, Win-
centy Witos, chairman of the progressive farm-
ers’ party. The Polish Diet, a year ago, passed
the land reform bill. This measure provides for
a general readjustment of land ownership in
order that small holders and the landless may
possess or share more generously in this owner-
ship. The eight‘hour day is a law there; also
many other protective laws have been passed
for the benefit of the workers. Such is “reac-
tionary” Poland. What is occurring at the same
time in Soviet Russia? The celebrated “dictator-
ship of the proletari » §s nothing else but a
tyrannical oppression by a clique, who have
again changed entire Russia into one great
prison and great armed camp and a land of ex-
treme misery. The power wielded there is not
based on the will of the people, but on the num-
ber of bayonets. In the worst days of the Czar-
ist regime there never were as many executions
in Russia as there are now, under the rule ot
Llenin and Trotzky; not only bourgeosie and
landowners are led to the gallows, but also many
of the best of the socialist leaders, when they
dare to refuse-to be guided blindly by Bolshevik
tenets.

Emma Coldman, speak.ng
with deep and ed conviction. says she expects
to go to jail for what she intends to say about con-
ditions in Russia later on. For the present she
contents herself with the sententious bhut graphic'
opinion that they are “rotten.”” Emma admits that
“the Marxian theory is impossible, a breeder of
tyranny.”

As between soclalistic or state capitalism she
prefers the evils of individual capitalism, and can-
didly admits there is more freedom in individualistic
America than there is in communistic Russia, ruled
by the whims of a tyrannical bureaucracy.

Curiously enough, Emma still abhors all forms of
government, though she apparently has concluded
that humanity in the mass has not arrived at that

managed without government.

While the world is inhabited by gregariousi
humanity we must have society, and society in the !
interest of all must have laws and government. No
individual can be absolutely self-dependent or a law
unto himself—not even if he betakes himself to the
remotest fastnesses of the wilderness, there to dwell
by himself, Reduced to the most rudimentary
method of existence, the individual must still dependl
upon civilization or organized society for the fulfill-
ment of some of his life necessities.

The proportion of Bolshevists whose convictions
would impel them to live entirely independent of
organized society, and therefore of all forms of
government, is probably small.

The proportion of Bolshevists who will not seize
power and pelt and tyrannize over the. rest of
humanity when the opportunity offers is smaller
still. 1t may safely be assumed that when a Bolshe-
vist, a Socialist or any other 'ist preaches revolution
he and his kind are simply planning to seize power
to their own advantage and to appropriate property
that belongs to others, and for the acquisition of
which they have done nothing but talk and promise.

Just as soon as the green apples be-
zin to fall we can have green apple
sauce, and all the good desserts that
can be made with it. We can save all
the windfalls and imperfect fruit, and

store the best of the apples away for
winter use.

i

To make green apple sauce, wash the
apples, cut out bad portions, remove
stems and blossom ends, cover well
with water, and boil as quickly as pos-
sible. The quicker the cooking, the bet-
ter the sauce. When the apples are
thoroughly tender, mash the pulp
through the sieve just fine enough to
hold back the seeds. A very useful de-

vice for this purpose and for catsup
and tomato soup making can be made
by any tinsmith. Get one to pierce the |
bottom oi a good tin milk pan concen- |
trically with circles of holes small |
enough to stop tomato seeds. Fit this |
pan over a large bowl or kettle and |
crush the apple pulp through the holes
with a potato masher. You can do it!
so completely that from a six-quart |
basket of apples you will throw away |
only a cup of skin, seed and tough !
seed case. Reheat the strained pulp, .
sweeten to taste, and boil ten minutes. |
If it is then poured into clean hot jars |
it will keep a week or two. If it is |
poured hot, to overflowing, into steri- |
lized jars, and perfectly sealed, it will |
keep all winter, It is delicious alone, |
or in pies, or with a deep biscuit |
crust, or in tapioca, bread crumb or rice
puddings.

Apples that will not
otherwise go to waste, may be pre-
served in this way, and literally you
can hardly have too great a supply of
canned apple sauce. The flavor may be
varied by the addition of lemon, or
orange, or epices, such as cinnamon,

ON BEING THREATENED.
When a doctor examines a patient
and then announces that the patient is
“threatened with pneumonia,” the doc-
tor is marking time, passing the buck,

treading water, waiting to see what is
going to turn uup. He is not deceiving

the family, understand. He is merely
playing it safe—for the patient and for
himself. Naturally he orders the pa-
tient to remain in bed, and that is
certainly best for the patient.

The reason why it is always best for
one with any acute illness, accompanied
with fever or fevishness, to remain in
bed, is simply because REST helps to
resist or overcome inflammation, exact-
ly as REST of a broken arm helps in
the repair of a bone. To needlessly
work lungs, heart or any other organ
when one is ill with even a mild in-
fection like sore throat or coryza or
any respiratory infection, is flinging de-
fiance to nature and inviting trouble.

Another very good reason why one
developing any kind of respiratory in-
fection, anything accompanied with
cough, sore throat or nasal discharge,
should remain in bed is because these
acute illnesses are all exceedingly in-
‘fectious at the stage of onset—more
likely to spread like wildfire at this
stage than after the illness is well es-
tablished. When the patient is in bed
he is therefore availing himself of the
BEST CHANCE, and he is at the same
time NOT DISTRIBUTING SAMPLES
of his infection among his associates
and people with whom he might come
in contact if he were trying to keep
about and ‘“fight it off,”” as the saying
goes. Those who approach him of their
own accord do so at their own peril
With proper precautions there is no
danger in casual association with one
who has or is developing pneumonia,

tonsilitis, diphtheria, influenza, cerebro-
spinal meningitis, common coryza (so-
called head ‘cold’’), measles, scarlet

atory infection. Let us recall what
those precautions are: 3 i
1. Keep outside the patient’s five-foot |
barrage. In talking or laughing, the
patient throws out an invisible spray
of droplets of moisture which may con-
tain the germs of the disease, and this
spray ordinarily does not carry more
than. five feet. If the patient sneezes or
coughs without covering nose and mouth
with handkerchief or hand or mask,
then the barrage may extend to ten
or more feet, and it is unsafe to be in
the same room with him. Anyone up
and about who perpetrates an open-face
cough or sneeze ought to be then and
there punished for his ignorance and
viciousness.

T0 VOTE UPON |
MAYER'S OFFER.

Brooklyn Transit Strikers
Have Until Wednesday
To Return.

NEW YORK. Sept. 3. — Brooklyn

ing tonight, rejected the strike settie-
ment terms of Federal Judge Mayer,
legal custodian of the company, pro-
viding for their return with full seniore
ity and a 10 per cent increase over last
year's wages.

This action- was closelv followed by
an ultimatum from Lindley M. Garri-
son, receiver for the company, giving
the strikers until noon next Wednesday
to come back to thelr old jobs without
loss of standiug.

There were about 4,000 strikers in
the hall when Louis Fridiger, attorney
for the Amalgamated Association of
Street and Electrical Railway Em-
ployees of Amernca, read the message
from Judge Mayer. The strikers re-
ffused to have it put to a voie.

Cries of ““Tear it up,” We don’t want
it,”” and ‘“We won’t vote on it,”” came
from 2ll parts of the hall. Fridiger was
cheered when he said he would not ask
the men to vote on any proposition un-
less it came through the Amalgamated.

Fridiger aroused his audience when
he told them he had information that
‘“members of the National Publishers’
Association’” had sent out word to every
newspaper in Greater Jjew York to
“color up all the facts in this situation
in favor of the B R. T. to make it
look as black as jossible for the strik-
ers, and to suppress all news of ac-
cidents caused by green motormen and
conductors.”

“I realize,” he said, “that if this is
not true I will go to jail, but I frankiy
believe I will be with you tomorow,
nevertheless.”

CRANE CHAIN SNAPS

FROM LOSS

GOVERNMENT COMMISSION
PROTECTING SPECULATORS

ES IN CANADA,

Whirlwind Rush Into Michi- |
gan From Rear of Car Plat-
form Repeats Charge of
Republican Plot “To Buy
Presidency.”

[Special to The Advertiser.]

OTTAWA, Sept. 3.—The American
department of justice has declined to
come to the assistance of the eugar
speculators of the United States,. who
are faced with heavy loss because of
the recent slump in sugar prices. In
Canada, however, the speculators are
more fortunate. Here the Board of
Commerce is following a theory laid
down by it probably in anticipation of
such a situation some time ago, namely,
that it will be the board’s duty in good
time as it hopes, to as carefully protect
the trader on a falling market by per-
mitting him to average his costs down
as it must now carefully protect the
consumer in compelling the trader to
average his crop up.

While sugar has dropped to 15 cents

price has been fixed at 22 cents and

Price fixing on sugar (or rather limita-
tion of profit) was instituted over a
years ago and then, for no apparent
reason than to teach a ‘dissatisfied
people” the advantages of control, the
board suddenly withdrew its control al-
together.
Control Once More.

Then in July last, control was once
more instituted and Wrices again fixed.
The United States siump has appar-
ently come about by heavy importations
from countries outside of Cuba, includ-
ing Java, Czécho-Slovakia and Argen-
tine. Speculators have been caught on
a glutted market. The old law of
supply and demand has again reas-
serted itself and the justice department
states that so far as it is concerned it
shall take its course without artificial
restrictions.

It was apparently the intention to let
the retailers et rid of ail sugar made
of high-pric®™ ‘“‘raws” upon the public
before permitting the law of supply and
demand to take its course, but the
trouble is that all the sugar now being
retailer in Canada is not the product
of high-priced ‘‘raws.”

Just how far the board intends to
continue its restrictions and just how
far the Government proposes to permit
it to do so is not known.

Functionina Poorly.

The board at the present time is
functioning but poorly, and is by mno!
means a hive of industry. The Gov- |
ernment has apparently forgotten its
existence since the retirement of W.
F. O'Connor, and the later and more
sensational departure of Mr, Murdock.
The present board consists of Capt.
White, formerly secretary to the board:
Major Dillon, who during the war was
connected with the work of internment
of foreign prisoners in Canada, and F.
A. Ackland, deputy minister of labor,
who is still carrying on the duties of
the latter office.

That organization at the outset was
supposed to be temperary, it would now
appear to be perma €:nt.
