London, June 21.—Herbert Asquith, 
former Liberal home secretary, speak­
ing at a Liberal dinner last evening, 
protested against the pro-Boer resolu- 
tione at Queen’s Hall, yesterday ev­
ening, being accepted as a pronounce- 
ment of the Liberal party. He de­
clared that Boer independence was 
impossible, and said the Liberals fa­
vored a free federated South Africa, 
on the lines of Canada and Australia.

Mr. Asquith further said that Lib­
erals holding his views had been; 
branded as schismatics, but they had 
not changed their views, had always 
condemned the war policy and that 
they considered it must now be left 
for the judgment of history.

Mr. Asquith said that at the begin­
ning of the war he believed it possi­
ble to restore the status of the twç 
African republics, but that he was 
new a reluctant convert to the neces- 
sity of annexation.

By his trenchant speech Mr. As- 
quith achieved the complete severance 
of the two wings of the Liberal party.

There are no new developments in 
the C. P. R. strike situation in Chat- 
ham. The men are still off duty. 
One man commenced work at Both- 
well this morning. He had been told 
that all of the men at Chatham had 
decided to return to work. He had not 
worked long, however, before be dis- 
covered his mistake and promptly 
Mr. Goodall, the section foreman 
here, had been informed that the men 
here had decided to resume duty, and 
this moning he made preparations for 
a trip up the track. None of the men, 
however, reported for duty.

It is the general opinion among the 
men here that the officials will soon 
conceed to the men’s wishes.

The physical history of the Tsang-Po 
is briefly this: It rises in the extreme 
southwestern corner of Tibet close to the 
sources of the Ganges, the Indus and its 
greet affluent, the Sutlej, at a height of 
nearly 15,000 feet.

MOST SOBER OF NATIONS

Less Alchehol Used Per Head is United 
: States Than in Other Countries

Americans are more temperate in the use of alcoholic drinks than any other 
of the great civilised peoples of non- 
Mahometan lands.

The statistics of drinking in various 
countries are significant of the condi­
tions of the people. The average Amer­
ican not only drinks and spends much 
less for drink than most people, but hie 
taste demands the milder and less pow­
erful stimulants.

The greatest drinkers in the world 
are the French. They drink far more 
and naturally spend more money for 
drink than any other civilised people.

The English rank next in the quan­
tity they drink, but their taste is for 
very much less expensive liquors. 
Germany ranks third In the list.

It is somewhat surprising to find that 
Italy, Norway, Sweden. Denmark and 
Switzerland come next in the scale be­
fore the United States.

The average consumption in the 
United States is less than half that of 
France and considerably below the 
general average of Europe.

The figures themselves are surpris­
ingly large. In France every man, wo­
man and child consumes on an average 
32 gallons of alcoholic stimulants every 
year. Of this 19 gallons are of wine, 11 
of beer and 2 of spirits.-

The average Englishman drinks 28 
gallons a year, and of this 27 gallons is 
beer end but half a gallon of wine and 
spirits.

The Germans do not sustain their 
reputation for beer drinking accordidg 
to the statistics. Each drinks 21 gal­
lons In all, 18 of which consists of beer, 
2 of wine and the rest spirits.

The average American drinks but 12 
gallons in all. Of this .04 gallons is of 
wine, 10.5 of beer and the rest spirits.

The temperance of the American la 
best shown by comparing the equiva­
lent in alcohol contained in the liquors 
he drinks with that consumed by his 
cousins. The Frenchman drinks in a 
year 3.5 gallons of alcohol, the Ger­
man 2.2 gallons, the Englishman 1.9; 
the average for all Europe is 1.6 gal­
lons and in the United States 1.2 gal­
lons.

The average consumption varies 
widely from year to year. During the 
last sixty years in the United States it 
appears that in 1880 the smallest 
amount of liquors was consumed and 
the largest quantity in 1860.

A slight increase has been recorded 
In the past few years In -England 
there has been a steady decline In the 
quantity consumed for more than a 
century. Great as is the drinking in 
England at present, the tables show 
that It is but one-third what it was at 
the beginning of the century. In 
France the quantity of liquor used per 
inhabitant has been gradually Increas­
ing for nearly a century.

The statistics covering the expendi­
ture of various nations for liquor of all 
forms are also significant. As might 
be expected, the French are the moot 
extravagant in this respect.

Here again the temperance of the 
United States appears favorably by 
comparison. Every one in France 
would have to spend about $14 a year 
to pay the nation’s liquor score. The 
next people in point of extravagance 
are the English. The amount per In­
habitant is $11. The average German 
spends only about $7 in the year. Prac­
tically every other country In Europe 
spends more in proportion to its popu­
lation than the United States. Italy, 
Spain, Norway and Sweden average 
nearly $10 per capita. The average ex­
penditure for the American is a trifle 
over $5 a year, although the cost of 
liquors la here enhanced by taxation.

VIGOROUS 4MEDICAL PRACTICE IN CHINA. $

All Physicians Fare the Native Doctors 
, Have Troubles of Their Own.

Dr. Johnson, a well-known medical 
missionary, who was in New Orleans 
just before the attack on Tien Tsin, 
told some curious and interesting 
things about practice among the Chi­
nese. "They are very trying patients," 
be said, "and make a strong demand on' 
and doctor's Christian forbearance. To 
begin with, no Chinaman can be trust­
ed to tell the truth about the history of 
bis case; he simply will not follow di­
rections. and if possible, he will upset 
the treatment by eating all sorts of out­
landish things on the sly—such delica­
cies as green peanuts, pickled pig’s 
stomach, decayed fish roes, raw turnips 
and Chinese pears, which are as hard 
as a rock and about as nutritious as 
sawdust.

"Our mission hospitals made the 
mistake at the outset of treating every- 
body gratuitously, and the consequence 
was that they were overrun with peo­
ple who were amply able to pay, and 
who had no sympathy whatever with 
the cause. There was absolutely no 
sense In giving away our time and 
medicine to such a class, and at pres­
ent the mission hospitals have a fixed 
schedule of chargee, ranging from 5 
"cash," or about a quarter of a cent, 
for a quinine powder, to 2,000 cash for 
a minor surgical case. The bona fido 
paupers, of course, are treated free. 
One of the large hospitals at Chefoo 
tried the experiment of posting a no­
tice that patienta would be expected to 
deposit whatever they were able to give 
lu a box fastened, to the front gate, and 
a charitable German visitor started the 
thing off by putting in £5. During the 
first month over 900 cases were treated, 
indoors in clinic, and the box was then 
opened. It was as empty as a drum. 
Even the £5 bad disappeared. After 
that the fee system was introduced. 
The missionary doctors are occasion­
ally called in by the wealthy classes, 
and generally charge a good, round fee 
for such service I was sent for last 
spring to prescribe for the mother of a 
rich magistrate, and was informed that 
I would have to feel her pulse by 
means of a silk cord extending out 
from the bedroom. I went through 
the solemn farce, and charged $20 for 
style.’ Subsequently I saw my patient

The horizontal bar in an attic is an 
indoor limb of a tree. Expert boy tree 
climbers will be expert horizontal bar 
gymnasts; yet the clumsiest tree 
climber can learn to work on the bar. 
All he needs Is courage—plenty of It 
The bar should be of hickory or ash, 
two inches in diameter and five or six 
feet long. One end of the bar may be 
fastened In a wooden socket screwed to 
the wall, the other being laid in a hole 
cut in the top of a ’stout pole, which is 
strengthened by ropes or wires at 
tached to rings in the floor.

better to rig your bar too high than 
too low, for your tall friends cannot 
work on a low bar, while your little 
chums can manage fairly well on a 
high one Tou should be able to touch 
with the finger tips of both hands the 
lower side of the ideal bar.

Your indoor tree is planted, and you 
have taken off moat of your clothes, 
opened wide the windows, placed ar 
old mattress beneath the bar, and are 
quite ready to "climb." Walking with 
the hands la a good movement for the 
beginner. Seize the bar, placed at the 
proper height, with both hands, fingers 
and thumbs, not the backs of yout 
hands, being opposite your eyes.

A well set up man does not 
sway when he walks; nor should you.

Piet Retief, May. 10. 1901.
Dear Father and Mother,—

Your most esteemed and interesting 
Tetter of March 21. was handed to me 
by the orderly to-day and you can im- 
agine how happy I was to receive a 

Netter from home. I was also handed 
some from Percy and also one from my 
friend Powers, of Chicago.

We have just arrived here with the 
column to get provisioned for the next 
eight weeks, and the column starts out 

again to-morrow. 1 must say for the 
past two weeks I have been with the 
advance column, we all experienced a 
pretty tough time. We brought in 
with us over 500 Boer families. We 
had tout few casualties, but I can as- 
sure you that the 2nd 1. L. H. certain­
ly did splendid work for such a short 

• time I was glad to read by your let­
ter that you cheer dear mother as to 
her absent son, and dear mother I 
am taking good care of myself and 
eel fit. I captured one of the Boer 
horses on the veldt a short time ago, 
for which I get allowed 50c per diem, 
which makes my pay a little more. 
My term with the I. L. H. expires «1 
July 16th, when I think I will apply 
for my discharge and take a billet in 
Johannesburg, as per agreement I 
signed when enlisting. However, in 
wieasy that there is no billet at that 
time, vacant, I shall try and get 
transferred to Steinbecker’s Horse, 
who pay a great deal more, and after 
serving six months you get an extra 
550c. a day, for the next six months.
