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Public Works, the Hon. Mr. Tarte, on the subject of an
additional  proposed route by which the grain of Mani-
toba and the North West may be carried over entirely
Canadian lines to meet the occan vessels at Montreal.
The iden, stated shortly, is to make French river navi-
gable for vessels of 18 feet draught from its mouth on
the Georgian Bay up to Lake Nipissing, a distance of
about 50 wmiles, to North Bay, a principal junction sta-
tion of the Canadian Pacific railroad. That compauy, it
is stufed, is prepaved to bring grain and other freight
on large steamers lo run from Tort William to North
Bay, a distance of G50 miles, and then from the latber
point earvy it by rail some 360 wiles to Montreal, if the
Irench river is made navigable for vessels of that elass,
e idea involved in this question is quite feasible, and
not at all a new one, nor need the cost of making the
TFrench viver navigahle he large compared with the ad-
vantages and benefits to he derived from the expendifure.

It will be remembered that when the governinent of-

the Jate Hon. Mexander Mackenzie carnestly sought for

a poliey whereby our branscontinental Canadian railway
could he builf, a system of water stretches was proposed
and partially commenced. T'his presently proposed nse
of the waters of Take Nipissing, French viver, Georgian
Bay and Take Superior, wag one of the principal water
stretehes and a considerable expense was incurred by the
government of that day in surveys which, we well re-
member, pronounced fthe route edsy to construct withoul
any large outlay of money, T all probability the work
would have been done, but. for the upset of the Mackenzie
government, after which the bolder and wiser policy was
adopted of Imilding ab once an all-rail route from: the
Atlantic lo the Pacilic, which has been cavvied out in a
manner that reflects credit on Canada and all Canadians
and has become the wonder and admiration of the world.

It is now made to appear, with some show of reason,
that this particular water streteh may be a valuable ad-
junet to the great railroad and still more a benefit to the

commerce of the eonntey by refaining in Canadian hands |

{he {ransportation of {he bulk of the products of our
greab North West hy the way of the St. Lawrence water
route.  The Minister of Public Works has cvidently
studied out this matter, as he stated to his interviewer
that e intended (o ask his colleagues to place a sum in
‘the Fstimates for this speeial work.  The Minister of
Tubliec Works is often charged with lheing optimistic in
any of his dealings and stafoments with vegard to-the
futuve of the port of Montreal.  Tlig vemark that this
new roubte will do a business analogous to that now done
by the Parry Sound Railway is to the poinf, but ns a mat-
ter of fact it will he more essentially a route for Canadian
produce than is that over the Canada Atlantie from
Parry Sound.

Ottawn and Geovgian Bay waterway prom-
ises to be, ore long, an necomplished fact. ~ AU of these
will be imporfant (eeders to the St Tawrence route and
the Minister of Public Works is fully justified in im-
pressing on those interested in the port of Montveal the
importance of preparing for the largely increased trade
that will flow to it in the near future.

To prepare for this, the Minister
gvows his intention to proceed with his plans for inereas-
¢d accommodation at the Eastern End of the harbour,
which he evidently considers to be a complement of what
is being now done in the central portion: The plan for
that improvement was sent to the Harbour Board a few
Jays ago, and, as we mentioned in the last issue of this
Journal, the Board was to hold a.special meeting on Fri-
day last to discuss it after having the report of the har-
jour engincer upon its merits.

At the meeting of the Board
on Tuesday last the letter was read and the mild rebuke
of the Minister, so far as we are permitted to know, was
taken in good part, with the result that no action was
tuken that is likely to bring out an expression. of opin-
ion hy the Board on the merits of the Minister’s east end
plam, at Teast for some time to come.  Some people will
very naturally ask if that was the imtention when the
pfan’ was sent without any detailed explanations of it?

The amount of insurance in force is now, $1,-
061,871,985, which is.$486,182,336 in excess of the total
in foree in 1891. * 'I'his shows an average acecession of
new business of $200,000 for each working day since
1991, The report of the Superintendent of Insurance
for. State of ‘New York states the Policy Reserve ‘as
$192,024,281.  Not satisfied with this large appropria-
{ion, the company has voluntarily added $3,507,699 to
the Policy Reserve, and -besides this there stands $28,-
862,362 as Surplus Funds ‘voluntarily reserved and set
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aside by the company to’ prov1de d1v1dends payu.ble to
policyholders in 1900 and subsequent years. The New
York Life has a high reputation for keeping all its en-
gagements whether express or implied. Lt 15 & mutual
company, and its management is directed to the advance-
ment of its policybolders’ interests, not those of a hand-
ful of stockholders, to whose sellish schemes for self-ag-
grandisement the interests ol policyholders, in some
companies, are sacrificed.  "The magnificent building

THE MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS.

The result of the official nominations for Mayor and
Aldermen for the next term of two years, made on Sat-
urday last, is, that twenty of the candidates in various
parts of the city were elected by acelamation, and four-
teen aldermanie seats have to be contested, as has also
the privilege of occupying the civic chair. Mr. Doran
has fulfilled his promise that he would oppose Mayor
Prefontaine and every qualified citizen will have the
right to express his choice at the polls on the 1st Feb-
ruary next.

There has for sometime back been a growing feeling
of dissatisfaction with the management of our civie
affairs. Under the conditions that have prevailed for
the last few years that is not at all surprising. The
financial position, under a vicious system of extrava-
gant expenditure, 1ar beyond income, had necessitated a
constant borrewing of money and the piling up of a
civie debt beyond what, in all other well managed muni-
cipalities, is considered the safefy line. ~ Some four or
five years ago attempts weré made to stop the mad career
of the Council in this matter of over-expenditure, and re-
strictions- were made by the Legislature which were
thought to be sufficient for the purpose. On the face
of them they appeared to be very stringent, but the ma-
jority of the aldermen laughed at them and continued
on in their course, easily hreaking through and over-rid-
riding the legislative enactments.

After the last civie elections—mow nearly two years
ago, some of the aldermen set seriously to work to intro-
duce a better system of management and reforms, and so
far they have had a certain measure of suceess. What has
heen obtained was in spite of the opposition of a hostile
majority. ~ The new charter, although not perfection,
will be a powerful ‘instrument in the hands of thosc
members of the incoming City Council who may desive
to do the right when contending against the wrongdocrs,
Of the twenty aldermen who have been elected ])y accla-
matlon it is not too much to e\pe(t ’chat a considerable
majority of them may be relied upon to cavey on the
the good work: already hegan. Some of the most. \nhmble
aldermen W hose actions are on record have been thus
approved by their fellow citizens and among the new

men, as yet'untried s0 chosen, are some well known citi-

I'rom
what is Hoating in the air there may be dangers in that
direction and any candidate who may be identified with
interests adverse to those of the citizens should not be
elected an alderman.

RETALIATION. :

‘The Michigan lumbermen have heen interviewing the
Washington authoritics in regard to the action of the-
Ontario Legislature, by which all logs cut on the Crown
lands of that Province must be manufactured in- Can-
ada.  The Ontario law, in fact, prohibits the exporta:
tion of saw logs.  ‘Ihe lumbermen feel especially sore
over this, as the saw logs eut on Ontario Crown lands
are cut on portions of those lands which they leased for
the sole purpose of securing logs as raw material for
Michigan mills.  They sought-to have the prohibitory -
law set aside by the Couris, as being a breach of their™
leases, but judgment was adverse {o this plea.

a lease of forests in Canada, this involves the right to

Mr. Marchand has just announced that
the Provineial Government has inereased. the stumpage
dues on pulp-wood by $1.50 per cord, but will give a ve-
bate of the sume amount when the wood is manufactured
tnto pulp in this Provinee. This has heen done to pre-
vent, as mueh as possible, its exportation in an unmanu-
fnctuved state.  ‘he Premier vegards this course justi-
fied. by the amount of additional e lpll.ﬂ which will be in-
vested hiere and bhe inereased employment that will he
furnighed. to labour.  “The old stumpage on pulp-wood
in this Provinee was 40 cenis per eord. The increase
of $1.50 per cord amounts, practically, to an export duty

NOT PROSPERITY. IFOR AliL.

The number of swall- failures which have occurred
Uroughout the Dominion recently might be taken, in
the aggregate, as implying  hat - prosperily was nol
abroad, but only hiding, or held within the grasp of the
large corporations. A few will note the number and
conclude as to the meaning without waiting to hear the

_ insignificant amount of capital involved.

The struggling reiail dealer of a year ago, whose en-
ergy was devoted to keeping afloat, with vague prospects
ol coming relicf, will find the present period of com-
merelal and industrial prosperity of little use to him in
his business. Lt should not be so, and would not be if
e were dillerently situated. Many who cae to him for
their supplies a year ago on credil, now pay cash, bub
the struggling dealer does not often get it. It goes to
larger stores that entice veady money by offering the ne-
cessary inducements.  "The struggling credit man, with
but 2 small store and uninviting assortmént does not
think of offering inducements for time puyments and ac-
cordingly loses trade. = LI prosperity was not abroad the
credit man would retain his enstomers. Llow can he say
that times are good? They are not for him. He must
fail and his name swells the list which goes.to show that
assighments are numerous because tinies are good.

These small {ailures will occur so long as there are
those willing to extend limited credit to a dealer of too
small means, Any change is liable to break him. Among
ithe weelkly records of sueh petby disasters, seldom show-
ing liabilities exceeding the third figure, are some whow
it is elaimed atbempted Loo mueh on a small capital.
Pradence might have suggested that they go slower.
Risked other people’s goods, it may be said, whereas had
they the eash and paid for them they would not have
ran so recklessly ahead, but ventured carcfully and thus
have avoided failure. There is another side to this. The
careful man who invests a few hundred dollars in a little
stock of groceries, notions, or general fammily suplies, Lor
loeal trade, and positively refnses to buy on eredit be-
fore he is compelled to, is in all probability the wrong
man to have anything whatever to do with the econduct
of a shop of any size.

They are only interested in how he sells them. He does
more business in one day than the other man with a like
eapital does in a week, He draws the other man’s trade
away and holds it, simply because he understands husi-
ness principles and prefers, if he undertalkes husiness at
all on too little capital, to run a fighting chance of win-
ning than to walk into the rut of sure defeaf. 'The turn
fo prosperous times finds this dealer in the best position
to lake advantage of them, for they ave coming diveetly
his way, while the man wlm would not rigk is on fhe ont-
side. '
While no retail husiness &hml]d bhe stavted without suf-
licient cash to pay for the fivst stock in full, including fix-
firreg, rent, insurance,. ete., it is unwise to slep into a
husiness where active oppoition is to be encounterd with-
aut heing able to make as good a showing as the loeality
affords, for among the various attractions to he found in
every town, that of making a big display will always af-
traet 4 crowd and veady cash is sure to voll in the direc-
tion where the greatest invitations are heing held out.
There are many special lines in -which an experiencel
man can engage with less than a thonsand dollars, Jeep
a well selected stock, do a nice, careful eash business and
mike headway,  He can make as large a showing as his
individual Tine demands and keep as foll a stoek as is ve-
quisite for hig loeality.

WAR RISKS BY AN INSURANCE EXPERI.

The Editor of the “Review,” London, is a military offi-
cer of expericnce.  His judgment on war risks is valu-
able ns he has made a special study of the question as
an expert on insurance, military records, cte.  After
some caustic remarks on the lack of strategic skill shown
by British officers: he says: “The Empire is alive with
home and colonial volunteers, horge and foot, yeomen
from the shires, cowboys from the great North West,
bush-riders and stockmen from the Southern Cross hur-
rying to vie with each other in holding high the old (lag.
By tens of thonsands they are coming, nnd the end o['
1899 will he the hirth of a new era for the Anglo- Saxon
race.  After close study of fhe war and the losses of
hoth officers and men, it appears to us that the worst of
hoth is past.  The hutcheries of Magersfontein and
Modder River ave over.  I'he moderate losses of the fu-
ture can he casily adjusted from u preminm-paying point
of view after a present policy holder is dend. The life
offices now kuow the worst.  I'he’best is to come, and a
deduction of the extra risk from the capital when pay-
able will he wise and generous.  We shall be surprised
if the visk on N.C.0.’s and men for the war reaches 1 pei
cent.  In the cavalry, yeomanry, and mounted troops
especially, the visk is very low.  And only two widows
of cavalrymen have tp to now, heen discovered by the
Tmperial War Fund.”  Insurance offices can afford fo
take risks on the rank and file af Jeast.” i '

Tn this conneetion it is notable that President Kruger
some years ago, hefore allowing any life assurance com-

pany to enter the Trfmsvaal reqmred it to agree that
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Boers should .be allowed to engave in war without an ex-
tra premium. - --Such, a stlpulatwn was enough to indi-
cate an intention to engage in war at a future date. The
British companies that fell into the h-r\p, for such it was,
are paying dearly for their confidence in M. Kluver
peaceful intentions; and for the ignorance of the British
Government as to what those intentions really were as
manifested by the Transvaal '\eemmﬂqtnm chormous
stcnes of war materials. :

LIFE ASSURANbE COMMISSIONS.

Reference was recently made in these columns to the
policy pursued by some life assurance companies in re-
gard to commissions on business secured by agents: - In
the past, most of the United States companies have paid
commissions only on the first year’s premium. The
commission,in some eases, has been so large as practi-
cally to leave little or nothing to the company to cover
the risk, when the other expenses were paid. The agent,
or canvasser, for some companies, has, had no interest
in keeping the policy alive after he had veccived his
commission on the fivst year’s premium. The policy
might lapse and the ecompany theveby made table to be
a loser, without exciting the concern of one whose only
interest was to secure his own commission on a first pre-
mium.  The percentage of Japses, consequently, hecame
unduly large, for the general agent or manager eould not
possibly look after each poliey. In the case of some
companies the lapses have amounted to 70 per cent. of
the new business sceured duving the year and the greater
part of these Japses have been of policies on which only
one year’s premium had been paid.

- Life insurance experts are agreed that there are sev-
eral periods in the lifelime of a poliey when it needs
more than ordinarvy. attention. The premium for the
first and second years are the hardest to obtain. Tn the
case of those companies whose policies have a surrender
value after three premiwmns have been paid, the thivd
year’s payments is almost assured. In the fourth year the
policy requirves nursing and coddling to keep it alive.
Some Canadian companies recognised this years ago and
while their policies had a snrrender value only after four
annual premiums had heen paid they beeame the more
anxious to limit the amonnt of lapses. - Accordingly

they adopted the plan of paying a smaller commission-

on the first year’s husiness and giving their agents an in-
terest in the Tife of the policy by allowing a commission
on the renewal preminm for several years. This method
proved very successful and one of the largest companies
in the Dominion has found that its percentage of lapges
compared with insurance in force amounts to only two
per cent. while other companies, which offer no special
inducements to agents to secure annual renewals,.show
lapses of mearly fifteen per cent. of. the insurance in
force. The success that has attended this method.of

eecurmg and holding new husiness has been recognized -

on the other side of the line and now some of the

stronger American companies have adopted, what may

fairly be called, the Canadian system. '
The change only came into-effect on the first of this

month and it is too early yet to judge what effect it WJH:

have on the works of the companies, but the Tocal man-
agers and general agents are _confidently expecting that
it will lead to the employment of n hetter class of agents
and a more permanent business for the. companies.

\[O\TTRI‘AL IN 1819

A re- -print copy is hefore us of the Original \Iontreal
Divectory, published by Thomas Doidge in the year 1819.
The original matter appears in the volume, but it has not
“antiquity’s.pride” in the old-iashioned type, paper and
nalke-up of the first edition. The number of the popu-
lation in 1819 is not given, but, as the Directory con-
tained the names, oceupations, and addresses of about
2,500 residents, we may safely put the population.at 10,-
000. The number of streets named iz 94, of which 65
are explained to be “in what is usnally ealled the sub-
arbg,” which manifestly contained the larger part of the
citizens. The suburbs are named, Quebee, St. Tawrence,
Recollet, St. Anne’s, St. T.ouis.  There is no map given
of the city; we get, however, some idea of its extenrt by
noticing that the highest street mumber is “157 St. Paul
8.7 the next 147 St. Laurent,” the numbers of all the
other streets heing below 100.  We find that the officers
of the 37th Regiment hiad residences near the site of the
present Post Office, a district which was then oceupied
by houses of the wmore prominent citizens.  The Hon.
Jas. Monk, President and Administrator-in-Chief of
Lower Canada, lived at 36 St. Jacques, now St. James
St.  The Cashier of the Bank of Montreal, which was
then known as “Montreal Bank,” lived on Francois
Xavier,.close to the office. David Ross, “His Majesty’s
Advoeate Genernl,”? vesided ot 11 St. Gabriel. © Before
1812 he built what was then the finest residence on the
continent on the Champ de Mars, which is still standing.
Therein may be seen the classic stucco work for the exe-

cution of which he brought out an English artist—crafts--

man—who would not impart to any one the sceret of his
art. 'he Police Magistrate was Thomas McCord, grand-

" father of one of our hest known and most highly res-

peeted citizens, My D. A, MeCord, Q.C. The McCord
manor, extended from Black’s Bridge to McCord street.

Such offices as
Royal Iingineers, Commissary-General, Military Store-
keeper, Barrack Master, indicate the city being occupied
by British troops.  On looking over the business oceu-
pations of the citizens, we are struck with the large num-
ber of tavern keepers. ‘Lhey were usually old soldiers
who on their discharge entered this lucrative calling.
T'he fur trade was the leading business of Montreal. Only
two reprc_sentixtives of the 1819 firms are now in that

~trade. We do not find any dry goods merchant as set-

tled in 1819 whose name is now falmhar here in that
business.  The wholesale memh:mts annual sales in

those days'were not equal to' those of dozens of Tetail
‘stores of to-day.

The country West of the city was very

thinly populated. There were only two mails each week

“to and from Upper Canada, now Ontario, a daily one to

and from Quebee, a weckly one for the Ottawa district,
the Talifax mail was sent fortnightly, the United States
mail was weekly. A stage ran twice a week to and from
Kingston, and once a week to St. Andrews and Grenville.
A steamboat service of 7 vessels ran on the tiver, leaving
the city on Sundays, I'nesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays,
and Fridays.  On Saturdays and Mondays there was no
steamboat service, I'he Ferry to Laprairie and to Loi-
gueuil van, “whenever they are rvequired.” ~ The hotels
were, Mansion House, City Tavern, British Tavern,
Montreal ITouse, on St. Paul St., and Clamp’s Coffee
Touse.  The location of the hotels indicates the then
centre of the eity. “The Protestant Episcopal Parish
Chureh?” stood on St. James St. The Chuarch of St. Mavie,
the “Bonscconr,” and “Recollet” were the only Roman
Catholic churches.  The Dresbyterian Church was on
St. Peter St., the site of the Methodist Chapel is niot
given.  There were three Masonic lodges, Union, St.
Paul’s and Wellington, doubtless made up largely of mili-
tary officers, and government officials. The Hotel Diéu
stood on St. Paul St. 'The Directory states that, next
year, 1820, every house will have a water serviee, the
supply in 1819, heing from wells. ~ Mcat was “sixpence
a pound, double the price it felched ten years ago.”

" There was a public Tibrary in the Mansion House Hotel
on St. Panl 8t., containing 7,000 hooks.  Tn this vespect
Montreal has retrograded, as 80 years ago its public li-
brary had an average of one book for each adnlt, while
to-day the proportion is about one hook for each 6 adults.
There were also more newspapers in proportion to the
population than to-day, though their size and quality
were very inferior.  The city had five newspapers, two
Tinglish,” two  French, and one“hoth Trench and Ting-
ligh.” * The Theatre on College St., held 600 to Y00 peo-
ple. = The Champ de Mars was the fashionable promen-
ade.

At the request of & deputation of Montreal citizens, comprising some of the most influential
men in commercial and professional life, Mayor Prefontaine offers himself for re-election to the civie
chair.

Two years ago when elected by acclamation Mr. Prefontaine presented to the public, through
the columns of the “Journal of Commerce,” a concise statement of the reforms and improvements he
should strive to obtain for the city during his term of office. The programme was an ambitious one and
a single_term of office has been all too short for its completion. Some controversy has arisen on the
ground of what is known to civic politicians as * the tacit understanding ” and a good deal of ecriti-
cism—mach of it in very questionable taste—has been directed against the Mayor, for his alleged.
readiness (o over-ride this unwritten law, but it should be borne in mind by all voters that the well-
being of the city is the paramount consideration, and the manifest duty of citizens is to select the
best man available for the position of Mayor. That Mr. Prefontaine himself does not take his critics
seriously is manifested by the sentiments he expressed at Hochelaga on Tuesday evening :—* Rather
than sct the east against the west, or the west against the east, the English against the French, or the
Trench against the English, Catholics against Protestants, or Protestants against Catholics, [ would.
at once forego whatever aspirations I might have for the civic chair and retire from public‘life.”

In some five or six - wards- throughout the city the Aldermanic representatives have been
chosen by acclamation, and "some. voters in those wards may omit to cast their votes for the Mayoral
candidate. It is to be hoped that very few voters will thus neglect such an important duty. By a
full vote alone can the wishes of the citizens be correctly ascertained, and by all indications such a

vote would give an overwhelming majority to Mr. Prefontaine for Mayor.
