Panic set in as students
rushed from the buildings, and
off the campus. Reportedly a
number of students were
hospitalized after being trampled
on as they attempted to escape
from CAB.

John Nicol, secretary to the
Board of Governors, received the
first bomb threat at ap-
proximately 9:15 a.m. A male
voice, who refused to identify
himself, described final exams as

“patently absurd” and “prima
facie ridiculous”, according to
Nicol.

“He threatened to blow up
the Tory and Humanities
buildings if we did not cancel all
exams” said Nicol.

Zemrau was equally
mystified. “I just don’t unders-
tand it,” he said. “I thought we
conducted the campaign and
voting in a thorough and honest
way. Intercollegiate athletics are
what makes this campus tick,
and we intend to insure the
present quality of the program is
tripled next year, even if we have
to fire all intramural ad-
ministrators and sub-let their
offices.”

comment but Captain Archibald
Macduff confirmed that foul
play was suspected.

“It appears that some of the
boys and girls were not prepared
for their exams” said Macduff.

He refused to comment on
the University’s decision to
cancel finals, only adding that “it
would be lunacy to admit the
public on campus for at least
another week or so.”

It appears that all exams
completed so far will stand, but
grades for everyone else will be
determined without benefit of
finals.

A number of students plan
to protest this decision and
Federation of Alberta Students
Executive Officer Brian Mason
announced that his organization
will support their efforts.

“This arbitrary decision by
the university administration is

merely the last in a long line of
examples of university ofﬁcxals
trampling on students’ rights”

“Naturally students should
have the right to decide if they
want to write finals or not” he
added.

“Of course we believe that
the administering of compulsory
exams in any form is repressive
and elitist. Only a system of self
assigned grades will ensure that
all students will be treated fairly
and equally.”

Police officials were unwill-
ing to comment at this time on
whether the bomb threats and
gas leaks were the work of one
individual or some kind of
organized group. They also
declined to speculate whether
there was any connection
between these events and the
bomb threats and fires at Pem-
bina Hall earlier this year.

Controversy reigns
as God is fired

God has been fired and will be leaving the University
Parish in SUB at the end of this term.

The Ecumenical Chaplaincy Board (ECB), who fired
their Anglican, Presbyterian, and United Church ministers
in March, said, “We were wrong when we said the ministers
were incompatible with each other. Actually God is the
trouble maker in our office. The Holy Trinity just isn’t

acting as a team.”

The letter informing God of
his termination said, in part;

“The Board is concerned
that students are not actively
responding to your programs. In
fact we haven’t seen any for
nearly two years.”

“The weaknesses we observe
in your present lordship are
mainly ones of style.”

However, an official of the
ECB said that God had personal
failings that made him ineffective
in motivating student support.
“God, who 1s supposed to be
everywhere, is never around
when you need him. His work is
entirely done by a group of
assistants working from a set of
notes that are almost incom-
prehensible.”

“Frankly, 1 don’t think his
advice is good enough or keeping
up with the times. He gave that
lilies of the field speech to one
poor kid. It was 40° below out!

John Savard, long-time
letter writer to the Getaway, was
found dead in the’ Getaway
offices Monday morning. Death
appears to have resulted from
acid burns to the esophagus.
Empty bottles of developer for
the Getaway’'s AM-745
phototypesetter were found
nearby, and the Getaway’s
typesetter, Margriet Tilroe-
West, has been taken into police
custody.

Mrs. Tilroe-West, as she
was being taken away, was heard
by Getaway staffers to say: “Yes,
Idid it ... and I'm proud of it!
For six long years, I've been
forced to set this man’s inane and
preposterous drivel into print! 1
couldn’t take -it anymore. I
couldn’t take his barging into
Media Productions at all hours .

Mr. Savard is survived by
his mother, Helen, and his
computer (unnamed). The
funeral will be held in several
weeks, after it has been possible
to clean out his office at the
Nuclear Research Centre as a
graduate student.

These were only the
hore outstanding of its many
lictories.

In a Getaway interview,
randy Read explained the at-

traction to potential candidates
of the Acclamation Party. “I
have run six times on the
Acclamation ticket, and it has
never failed me.” Remarkably,
no candidate fielded by the
Acclamation Party has ever lost.

But the most astute
observers of the campus political
scene say that a new challenger is
on the horizon — the Vacancy
Party. In a startling upset this
year, it captured all twelve
student seats on the Science
Faculty Council, and five of the
six Science GFC seats. Science
had become a stronghold for the
Acclamation Party, yet it won
only the two Students Council

seats and one position on GFC.

Superficial  similarities
would suggest that the Acclama-
tion and Vacancy parties are the
result of a schism in the Apathy
Party — traditional rival to the
Services Party. The Acclamation
Party is, indeed, the successor to
the Apathy Party, but the Vacan-
cy Party appears to have arisen
instead from a nostalgic wish to
return to former years when
students had no voice in universi-

“ty government. However, when

questioned by the Geraway on
this, a spokesperson for the
Vacancy Party had absolutely
nothing to say.

Final attendance figures for
Varsity Guest Weekend were
announced by VGW coordinator
lan Fraser today. According to
Fraser, 140,000 guests attended
the University’s open house in
early March.

“l know my original es-
timates were considerably
smaller,” said Fraser, “but 1
forgot a zero when we were doing
our final count. The figures were
140,000 all along,”

The attendance  figure
makes this year’s VGW the most
successful ever, easily surpassing
the next most successful VGW,
in 1963, which was attended by
20,000 people.

Fraser says VGW officials
used a complex and precise

statistical means to determine

attendance this year. The
method involves an “informal
head count”™ by VGW

organizers , the volume of water
used in each building divided by
the number of students involved
in student council, and other
statistical data which Fraser said
were confidential.

“l know that, to the un-
trained observer, there may not
have appeared to be 140,000
guests on campus,” said Fraser.
“Many people are not taking into
account the 8,000 who attended
the hockey finals in the ice arena,
or all the caretaking staff in each
building.” Fraser concluded his
statements by saying, “Trust
me.”

New fee
structure

for Ontario

(CUP-OTTAWA)-Ontario
Education Minister Bette
Stevenson today announced a
new differential fees structure for
Ontario Universities. The new
format, to be used in the 1979-80
term, involves a three-tiered
structure.

“First, we want to dis-
courage all jigaboos, kikes,
gooks, rug riders and Albertans
from attending our universities

costs of their education; about
$5200,” she said.

The second tier of the plan
will see non-Ontario Canadians
pay extra for their education in
Ontario universities.

Aside from the occasional squabble over who gets on
top, you don’t hear that much on campus about men’s rights
anymore.

Oh sure, there aren’t that many women who go all the
way on the first date, especially in the professional faculties
and on the academic staff — but heck — that’s getting
better. You can’texpect things to change overnight, after all.

Yes it’s easy to forget about a lot of issues in the cosy
confines of the 1970’s campus. But if you stop to think, the
extent of our apathy here at the U of A is alarming.

For example, a Getaway survey revealed the majority
of male students (and some female students) still didn’t think
they were getting enough.

It’s surprising indeed that a movement which has been
around so long and which has been responsible for some
very profound changes in our society, could have had sucha
small effect on the individual members of our university
community. Or perhaps people here just don’t remember
what things used to be like.

And although the movement has made progress, we’ll
never be able to make more progress unless we're aware of
the issues and have a familiarity with the areas that still have
to be improved.

Women are still treating men as second-class citizens in
many respects.

Despite legislation to the contrary, men are still being
denied equal opportunities in employment and job training.
After all, even at the University, the faculties of Home
Economics and Dental Hygiene are 1009 female-oriented.
Men are also being denied, despite the means to control their
own bodies, access to abortion and birth control pills.
Despite the sexual revolution of the sixties, the double-
standard still exists. Last week 1 sat all night in Darlings, as
any true liberated male would, and 1 wasn’t even ap-
proached once despite my 40 inch chest. But worst of all,
despite the gains of the men’s movement, men are still
considered by most people to be only the equals of women.

Even on our campus, where intellectual pursuits should
consider all aspects of life, there is a shocking and shameful
lack of Men’s Studies courses. If a man is to realize his true
worth, he must have access to such enlightening courses as
“Men in the Soviet Union.”

As students, it is our responsibility to separate

_ourselves from the preconceptions society has instilled in us.

Men are superior to women and deserve better
treatment. Especially here at the university (which was, after
all, built by men), we should try to escape our individual
concerns and consider this issue with the lack of sobriety it
deserves. If we do, perhaps we will then be able to put
women in their place.

The level of m«'e enrollment
at the U of A, as well as the
proportion of male students to
female students has dropped
considerably over the past
academic year.

According to some
professors, this is a result of a
higher dropout rate among male
students. “Males find it is more
difficult for them to please their
professors than it is for females”,
said one professor, who asked
not to be identified. “With so
many male professors around,
i’s not surprising that females
should be given some sort of a
break.*”

Craig Carmichael, a
" professor in the Political Science

. department was more open: “I've

noticed both a qualitative and
quantitative difference in the
work of female and male
students. While the written work
is comparable, women tend to
take on more ‘extracurricular’
work. 1 find their oral work far
more stimulating than anything
I've ever gotten from a male.”
Teaching Assistant Thomas
Barrett was quick to point out
that the differences in grades
between the sexes (women
average a full 0.2 grades higher
than men in first year) is a result
of the different sorts of work they
perform; “I've seen papers that
males have worked on“for an
entire term that earned poorer
marks than females have been
able to get in a single night.”
Fourth year Psych student
Carolle Duvalle confirmed that
it is not hard for a female student
to ‘make the grade’, especially
when professors mark “on the
curve”. “In my experience, its

true that a reasonable able
woman, who is willing to do the
necessary work, has little trouble
doing well in courses. In fac,
with the exception of a bit of
cramming, I've never been really
challenged by a course.” ’

The trend of higher marks
for females is fairly pronounceqd
across campus, although there jg
some deviation - among the
different  departments.  The
degree to which females ar
favoured ranges from very high,
in Engineering (where female
students average 9.0, with the
exception of Ethel ‘Butch’ Bol,
who got only 8.9) to very low, in
Greek studies, where there
appears to be no greater
preference for either sex.

Prominent Greek Studies
professor Archimedes Onassis
explained, “Its no wonder tha
students don’t do that well iy
Greek; to me, they're all just g
bunch of asses.”

The U of A’s Phys. Ed.
department has made public a
startling new discovery concer-
ning male performance in the
field of sports.
