Al last, a long felt need ha* been met in the h-in of a spacious base 
ment, modernly equipped. lu thi* we hope to do better work for God and 
the Church than that done under the former condition*. This addition ha* 
i <H'.e**itated many change* in the church property, eo that now we have 
almost a new church.

For all past blessing* and success we, a* a congregation, heartily thank 
theGreat Head of the Church, at the name time trusting in the God of al! 
Power for the future.

It is our earnest prayer that thi* booklet of reminiscence* may lie made 
a great blessing and comfort to all, either near or fur, directly or indirectly 
connected with (he proc< eding* which send it forth.

The church as it appears now
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Historical Sketch
The first meetings held under the Auspices of the Methodiet Episcopal 

Church were conducted in a log school house, situated on the north west 
corner of the village. Mr. Whittaker, a venerable local preacher, was the 
first to hold such services.

In the fifties services were held in the school house situated near the 
hill at the north entrance to the village. The land on whi.'h the school house 
stood was owned by Mr. Peter Degroat. In this school house two ministers 
of the Wesleyan Church, named William and John Wesley Savage, preached 
periodically. These services were held in the morning, and were under the 
supervision of the Methodiet Episcopal Church.

To Rev. W. D. Huston, a Methodiet Episcopal minister, is accredited 
the organization of the first Methodist society.

In 1861 the first church was built. It was a plain frame and unpreten- 
tione building, about 44 by 36 Mr. Lyman Whaley was the architect and 
builder. The dedicatory services were conducted by Rev. Wm. Graham.

In 187ft the church was moved to the present site, repainted and re 
modeled, and new seats installed. This work was done by Mr. Lyman 
Whaley.

In 18«1 the church underwent considerable reconstruction, consisting et 
a slate roof, stone foundation, brick veneered, new window», orchestra, and 
entrance added. This work was done by Mr. Theodore Miller, and tne re- 
owning services were under the direction of Rev. R. J. Gar huff, assisted by 
Rev. Dr. Burns and Rev. Michael Griffin.

In 1WW the church was raised, a basement built, the entire building re­
painted and to some extent remodeled. In connection with the re-opening 
this booklet has been compiled and printed.

“TTHE Rev. Edwin Fessant was 
^ horn in Sheffield, England, 

in the year 183$. In 1842 he 
va me to Canada with an uncle, 
and settled in Guelph. Subse­
quently he resided in Detroit, 
and it was here thr » he entered 
the ministry. In 1857 he was 
appointed to his first circuit at 
Kingsville, Ont. He also !a 
bored at Milford, Collingwood, 
Danville, Leeds, Newborn, Por­
tage du Forte, Sarnia Indian 
Mission. Gorrie, Millhank, Cen­
tralis, Avon, Goldsmith. In 
dian Mission. Walpole Island, 
Ravenswood, and finally at 
Strartbrdville. In 1861 he mar 
rie-t Miss Emily William», who 
died two and a half years ago 
He was superannuated in 1897, 
and during the ptst ten years 
has resided at Sarnia.

^'HE Rev. R. J. Garbutt was born in 
^ Canada, of English parents. In the 
early days they moved to the Queen's bush, 
and took up and cleared a farm in the town­
ship of Peel. His youth was spent on the 
farm, but after coming of age he attended 
college, and entered the ministry in 1891. 
Later he graduated LL.B. at Victoria. All 
his ministry has been spent in the London 
conference, and he is now stationed at 
Petrolia.
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fTHK Rpv. Char U* Crichton wan 
^ horn at Auchinlech, Ayrshire,
Scotland, in the year iK47. ami 
came with lii* parent* to Canada 
in I860. He Was educated at the 
Public School, Woodstock, and at 
Rockwooil Academy and Albert 
College, Belleville. In 1871 lie 
was received as a probationer into 
the Niagara conference of the M R.
Church. His first appointment 
was to the Troy circuit. At the 
end of two years he was ordained 
deacon by the late Bishop Richard 
son. In 1874 he completed his 
conference course of study, and was 
ordained elder by Bishop Carman, 
now general superintendent of the 
Methodist Church.

The following circuit* were 
travelled by Mr. Crichton: Troy,
Brant, Springfield, Nissouri, St.
Mary’*, H mu beret one, Ridgeway, rev. CHARLES CRICHTON
Blenheim, Brantford, Portage la
Prairie, Crystal City, Romney, Goldsmith, Malahide and Avon. While at 
Avon his activities were out short by a breakdown in his health, and he was 
compelled to retire from the ministry.

HE Rev. George Buggin wa* horn in 
England in 832, ami came to Canada 

in 1857. He entered ihe ministry of the 
New Connexion Methodist Church in 1860, 
and travelled the following circuit*: Durham, 
Omemee, Mauvey, Waterford, London, Sea- 
forth, Mount Forest, Elora. Drayton, Mark- 
dale, Tara, Blytli, Wa I lace burg, Brownsville, 
Avon, ami Thedford, embracing a period of 
40 years. He wp,s superannuated in 19(6.

He was educated 
in London, and entered the ministry in 1880, being stationed at Dorchester, 
with the late Rev. J. L. Keir as superintendent. He was appointed to 
Victoria University, Coburg, in 1882, and ordained in 1884. He has held 
appointments at Attwood, We 11 burn, Fordwieb, Bluevale, Nile, Port l-Ainh 
ton, Thedford, and Avon, and is now stationed at Fingal. His wife is a 
daughter of the late William Philp of Mary boro township, and a cousin of 
Rev. I)r. John Philp at one time pastor of the First Methodist Church in 
Ht. Thomas and London.
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'TT'HF Rev. Richard William Knowles was born
