At the head of the respective pages for each month are given the ordinary tables of
the changes and quadratures of the Moonm, The Ist and 2d eolumns show the
mean times of the rising and setting of the Sun. The quantities are only set down
to the nearest minute, the uncertainty of the observed times of the rising or setting
of heavenly bodies on land, caused by the varying amount of horizontal refraction
and the general liability to the intervention of terrestial objects in such observa.
tions, renders a closer approximation unmecessary for ordinary gnctical purposes,
In the 3rd columns, marked “south,” are given the times which should be shown
by a well regulated clock or watch when the Sun is on the Meridian, The 4th
column shows the moon's place. The 5th column contains the mean times of the
rising or setting »f the Moon. The quantities are only set down to the nearest
minute, for the reasons mentioned above in respect to the Sun.

Fruit Room and Cellar—FExamine the fruit in barrels and on shelves,
and the vegetables, pick out and remove the decayed and tainted.

in flower ; arranging them 2o that the dwarf sorts may be in front, and the
taller at the back. Flower shrubs, which have grown too luxuriant, should
be cut and tied up, Catting a shrub entirely down, is often resorted to with
success, when it appears to be dying, after all other means have failed to re-

store it

You may go on putting up and preparing frames during this month. Sow
your melons and cucumbers, for general crop, about the 10th, and transplant
them about the 18th of next month into frames in the open ground. Sow
early peas, radishes, onions, carrots, and winter cabbages. Cut all useless
shoots from gooseberry and currant bushes before the sap rices, Transplant
fruit trees and other plants, and proceed with your pruning. Give air to
your greenhouse and water more freely, syringing is necessary as the heat in-
creases, This is the best séason for propagating, by cuttings from all
green-house plants, Divide and plant the roots of any bhardy herbaceous
plants that are too large. Plant out any half-hardy annuals that are ready;
or, if your soil is stiff, pot them, three or four in a pot, and keep them io s
frame,

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BiTes Axp STiNGs oF REPTHLES AND INsECTS.—The loeal pain produced
by the bites and stings of reptiles and insects, in general, is 'greatly relieved
by the following application. Make a lotion of five ounces of distilled water,
and one ounce of timcture of opium. To be applied immediately.

Burter 10 PReserve.—Take three parts of the best common salt, one
part of goed and ene part of saltpetre; beat them together, and
blend the whole completely. Take one ounce of this composition for every
sixteen ounces of butter; work it well into the mass, and close it up for use
On the top put some salt, and when thut is turned to brine, add some strong
salt and water, Put the butter in glazed earthen pans or wooden tubs, hold-
ing from twelve to fifteen pounds, and they s' ould not be opened for a month,

To Preseave FLANNELS FrROM SHRINKING~While new, put them in a
pail of water, and pour boiling water on them; let them remain in the water
till it is cold.

To Preserve Frourr Tee Waore Yrar Wirnour SroiLing,—Mix one

ind of nitre with three pounds of clean common sand; thex in dry weather,
take fruit of any sort, which is not fully ripe, allowing the %calks to remain,
and put them one by one into an oXen glass, till it is quite full; cover the
glass with oiled cloth tied closely down. Put it three or four inches down
in the earth, in a dry cellar, and surround it on all sides to the depth of
three or four inches, with the above mixture, - Fhe fruit will thus keep the
whole year.

To Keep Swrer Porarors.—The method is simply to throw the potatoes
up in conical heaps of eight or ten bushels to the heap, covering them
lightly with straw, then with tops, or cornstalks, and lastly with dirt, being
eareful to have the ground upon which you make the heap, so elevated as
to drain off all rain water, and the tops of the Leaps so well secured, as not
to admit water. It has been suggested to put them in small heaps of eight
or ten bushels, because when potatoes, put away for winter use, are onee
disturbed by breaking into them, decay is apt to commence very soon there-
after. By having them in small heaps, when once the heap is disturbed, it
being small, you can use it before much injury is done.

The potatoes should always be dug as soon after the first good frost as
can be. Do not suffer too mnch cold to come upon them.

Goop Breap.—The “art” of making good household bread, says the
Maine Cultivator, is one which no person acquainted with the frequent
failures of the good * woman,” in this important department of domestic
economy will be dis‘?osed meanly to undervalue.
