He was first of all Rector of Fredericton, in suc­
cession to Dr. Cooke, and removed to St. John 
on his appointment to the rectorship of the 
parish in 1814. His health soon failed, and as 
he had no curate, the church was for a time 
closed. After a ministry of only four years he 
died on May 6th, 1818, and was buried in the 
Old Burial Ground, where his tombstone

On June 20,1877—a day which will never fade 
from the memory of those who witnessed it in 
St. John,—a most calamitous tire broke out in 
the north west portion of the City .which through 
a raging north west wind became a very liesoin 
of destruction. In so general and wide spread 
conflagration as the fire soon became, it was not 
possible that Trinity Church should escape un­
touched. The fire first broke out at 2.30 p. m., 
and though there is some doubt when Trinity 
Church caught fire, the last hour which struck 
on the clock which had been there for sixty 
years, was 5 p. m. The fire caught the steeple f 
and soon the main building was enveloped in 
flames. We are glad to record that the historic 
Royal Arms were saved, and so were the Holy 
Communion Plate and Parish Registers, as well

that his sermons were telling and effective. He 
was also an able controversialist, and wrote many 
able pamphlets on subjects that then stirred, and 
agitated the mind of the Church. The Sunday 
School was to him an object of great interest, and 
occupied much of his thought and care.

several teachers in the Sunday School at 
present who look back with grateful remem­
brance on the valuable aid he afforded them in 
their work, and on the privilege of being asso­
ciated with him in it. To perpetuate his memory 
the teachers had a portrait painted of him, and 
placed in the room known as the teacher’s 
In 1847 the first Sunday School building was 
erected in the rear of the church. It was a large 
and commodious building, and afforded ample 
accommodation for all Sunday School, and 
other Parish purposes. In 1860, after thirty 
years of work as Hector, his health became much 
impaired, and Dr. Gray visited England in the 
hope that change and rest thus afford» would 
re-establish it. In this he was not altogether 
disappointed, for on his return he was able to 
take part in the duties of the Parish. With the 
aid of a Curate, he continued his ministry until 
the autumn of 1867, when his health again gave 
way, and he was obliged to abandon his work. 
He went to Halifax, with Mrs. Gray, on a visit 
to his son, and never returned. His health con­
tinued to decline, and on February 1st, 1868, he 
entered the promised rest, at the age of seventy 
years, after a connection with Trinity Church 
of forty two years ; fourteen, as Curate, and 
twenty eight as Rector. A tablet was erected to 
his memory in Trinity Church by the corpor­
ation. He was one of the Governors of King’s 
College, Windsor, and Honorary Canon of 
Christ Church Cathedral, Fredericton.

The seventh Rector was the Rev. J. J. Hill. 
He was a graduate of King’s College, Windsor. 
He first assisted Dr. Gray as Curate, and succeed­
ed to the Rectorship at his death. His health 
did not permit him to hold that position 
than five years, and ho resigned it in May, 1873.

'I’llus far wo have traced the history of the 
Church from its earliest commencement. Wo 
have seen how it began with the tiret foundations 
of the City, and liecamo in process of time the 
Mother-Church of four others. Rut its history 
is not yet all told. The Church erected, with 
much labour and sacrifice, and endeared with 
many hallowed and sacred associations—the 
Church within whose walls it is scarcely too 
much to say that every inhabitant of the city

desolation, many felt the deepest pang of sorrow, 
as they heard that “ old Trinity ” was no more. 
In a few hours the work of years was consumed, 
and the sacred site presented the sight of only a 
heap of stones, a few charred timbers, and ashes. 
Rut it could not remain so, and what was its 
subsequent history is reserved for another paper.
