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ONTARIO BANK.

■ In consequence of possible legsl and other 
difficulties, the proposed change in the head 
office of this Bank has not yet been definitely 
determined on. The meeting was awaited 
with some interest, in anticipation of a de­
cision on this subject. Sb ,uld Montreal be 
fixed upon, one result would probably be the 
immediate organization of a new bank, with 
this city as its headquarters ; should Toronto 
be selected, that result might be averted. In 
either case, wo are likely to have an increase 
of banking capital in Toronto.

Mention is made in the Report of the Act 
of last session. It is regarded as s much more 
favorable measure than that of the preceding 
session, and is looked upon as a compromise. 
An important result of the measure will be 
that all our banks will be placed in a position 
of equality.

The profits on the year’s business amount 
to $309,679, which with the balance from last 
year, and a considerable 'appropriation from 
the reserve fund, gives the sum of $344,996. 
Out of this sum two half-yearly dividends were 
taken amounting to $80,000 each, and the 
sum of $175,000 set aside to cover all losses 
by bsd and doubtful debts, leaving a small 
balance. The reserve fund stands at $176,- 
000. The retiring directors were re-elected.

THE COASTING TRADE OF CANADA.

Two acts were passed at the last sessioif of 
the Dominion Parliament materially affect­
ing our relations with the United States: 
the one providing for the protection of the 
fisheries, and the other relating to the coast­
ing trade. It cannot be denied that in both 
these matters Canadian interests have been 
sacrificed by fruitless delay, endured in the

idle hope of inducing concessions from the 
American people.

It appears that, by an act passed on the 
13th May, 1869, it was provided that the 
Legislature of any British Possession may 
regulate the coasting trade of that Possession, 
subject to certain conditions ; and further, 
tli at if no proviiirm is made by the Legisla­
ture of any British Possession within two 
years after the proclamation of the act before 
mevt uned in such Possession, then its coast­
ing* i ide shall be open to the shipping of all 
natios.

It was in view of this contingency, and in 
order to prevent our coasting trade being 
thrown open to the United States, that the 
act of last Session was passed.

The Imperial policy in reference to ship­
ping is of the most liberal kind. In 1849 
the carrying trade between Great Britain and 
her Colonies, and between the Colonies them­
selves, was thrown open for the first time to 
shipping of all nations. The measure provec 
most favorable to American shi}»-owners, and 
alike detrimental to onr shipping. The trade 
between one port and another in the same 
colony has remained closed against foreign 
ships, although it was provided that it could 
be opened to foreign vessels at any time by 
an address to the Crown from the Legislature 
of the Colony. Altogether a most marked 
example of liberality has been set by Great 
Britain ; but how has this been reciprocated t 
So far as the United States are concerned, 
each new concession on the one tide was fol­
lowed by closer restrictions on thejother. It 
wss decided that the voyage from New York 
to San Francisco, rid Cape Horn, was coast­
ing trade ; so that British and all other 
foreign vessels were not only shut out from 
participating in trade along their two thousand 
miles of coast, but were prevented from 
taking goods from New York to the ports 
on the west coast, though the voyage was 
greater than traversing half the circumference 
of the entire globe. They also refused to 
admit our vessels to register in the United 
States, although their vessels may register 
in any port in the British Empire—a privi- 
ege which was taken advantage of in thou­

sands of instances.
The illiberal treatment our ship-owners 

have received in other respects forms serious 
ground of complaint, and shows an utter 
want of appreciation on the part of the United 
States of the policy that has been pursued 
with respect to them. A Canadian vessel 
cannot purchase so much as a spar in an 
American port without danger of seizure on 
her return'. A Canadian vessel, when she 
touches an American port, is charged, in ad­
dition to a tonnage due of 30c. per ton, from 
76c. to $1.20 for clearance, and this, too,

*

often when nothing is landed or received ; 
whereas American vessels are permitted to 
Iiu|d passenger* and freight free of any charge 
for entry or clearance. Canadian vessels 
are not permitted to carry grain from an 
Americas port to a Canadian pert, if its nlti 
mate destination be an American port. Ame­
rican steaimra are allowed to carry pas ten- 
gets from one Canadian port to another 
C#iadian port, evading the strict require­
ments of the law by simply touching at an 
.American port previous to landing the pas­
sengers. Their regulations operate so as to 
enable the Americans to monopolise the fer­
ries. American citizens are allowed to com- 
nupul Canadian vessels, but no Canadian ia 
permitted to command an American veeeel. 
The same privilege is extended to American 

re on Canadian steamers, but denied 
tojCanadisn engineers on American steamers.

TORONTO HARBOUR—ITS DANGER 
| AND PRESERVATION.

Many citizens of Toronto who tre not even 
entitled to the distinguished honour of a 
plate among the pioneers of York, have 
wiewseed the game of nine-pins being played 
at à point on the then peninsula, which is 
now near the middle of the eastern entrance . 
to jtlie harbour. Toronto started with an 
v\ci Hunt harbour, created by,tbe forces of 
naturel and the duty of its preservation to
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whomsoever it belonged, has been very ill 
fulfille<l. The Harbour Commissioners have 
just taken a survey, from the deck of a steam­
boat, of the ruin which has for years been 
going on, in the remnant of the old penin­
sula, now converted into an island. There 
has not been the vigor exerted that there 
ought to have been on a matter of such great 
importance to the city, and country; and we 
trust that some decisive remedial action will, 
without loss of time, be entered upon.

It is now a pretty generally accepted con­
clusion, that the detritus of Scarboro’ heights 
supplied the materials out of which the |>en- 
msula was formed; and thiat their more rapid 
destruction, since the clearance of their 
margins took away the natural protection, 
which the falling of trees produced, is directly 
connected with the deteriorating modifica­
tions to which the harbour has been subjected, 
for some years past. These heights consist of 
two terraces, formed, no doubt, at different 
epochs, in the subsidence of the waters that 
occupied the basin of Lake Ontario ; the 
lowest of which is ICO feet above the water- 
level, and the highest 320 feet. They are 
cbnqxwed mainly of blue-clay, sand, and 
stratified sand and gravel together.

As these heights recede, they remove the 
sheltering protection which caused the mass 
of matter let loose to deposit on a particular 
line—a line originally determined, in all 
likelihood, by the collision of two opposing 
forces : the waters of the lake on the one 
aide, and the waters of the Don on the other. 
At any time, the action of the Don must 
have been by far the weaker force ; though 
it was strong enough to scoop out the rock of 
the Hudson River group to an ascertained 
depth, at die point of the Grand Trunk 
Bridge, of over seventy feet. There are 
bien living in Toronto who tell us tliat, 
within their recollection, the Don disem­
bogued at a jioint considerably above its pre­
sent mouth, and that it deposited its waters 
and its silt in what is now a combination of 
bog and marsh, rapidly growing into bog. 
The formation of this barrier has prevented 
the Dm from exerting a counteracting in-_ 
thiefice to the waters of the lake east of its 
eastern margin. But this cannot be sup­
posed to have had any appreciable effect in 
producing the changes that have been going 
on ; for the vast force of the materials of the 
travelling beach, comprising millions of tons 
of sand and shingle, would in any case have 
done its work.

All along the front of Ashbridge’s Bay and 
the marsh—east of the eastern entrance— 
die Leach haa of late years been visibly 
pushed inwards. Whether the quantity of 
material deposited at this point has been 
lessened or increased, could only be deter­

mine# by a scries of careful ol «serrations, 
mad J from time to time, and we Tear that the 
Harltor Commission has not even taken the 
troul le to obtain this information. With 
the n icelerated abrasion of Scarboro" heights, 
then has been created a vast addition to the 
mate ial of which travelling loaches and por- 
man< at beaches arc alike made. The result­
ing i crease of the forces of nature may have 
had ! lunvthipg to do with the liayoo that has 
been made in the island at the east, while 
then can be no difficulty as to whence have 
comq the materials that have supplied the 

ona tio thi beach at the west. The 
largdjdvposits made to the west of the island 
appelr to be independent of the beach at 
the < ist, for during a period of some sixty 
year previous to the eastern opening l>eing

be on a much more extensive scale. Wo 
have learned [something from the experience 
of this second opening, but it is mainly 
unsatisfactory. What is wanted, as a first 
step, is the best engineering skill that can 
lie obtained ; and when it is determined 
whence the money is to come, there should 
not be an hour’s unnecessary delay. The 
washing away of the Scarboro* heights seems 
to be the root of the mischief ; and if this be 
the case, engineers might possibly think it 
the safest thing to attack the malady at its 
source. But though this might have sufficed 
at one time, the destruction of the poninsula 
has gone too far to lead us to hope that this 
would now be a complete remedy.

A RAILWAY TO THE PACIFIC.

Prominence has been given by. a portion of 
the English Press, to a scheme propounded 
by Mr. George Laidlaw—who is now in 
England, on business connected with the 
narrow gauge railways—for the construction 
of a r lilroad to the Pacific. The Dominion 
Pacific Railway Company, wliicli he repre­
sents, would undertake the work involv­
ing an expenditure of seventy millions of 
dollars, providing legislative" effect can be 
given to tlieir views. With the construction 
of the road is associated a comprehensive 
emigration scheme; all of which we shall per­
mit Mr. Laidlaw to state in his own words:—

“ The cost of the line would most likely be 
limited to $25,000 per mile. The Govern­
ments would guarantee in proportion to their 

I interests the bonds of the company to the 
I "extent of £15,0è0 per mile. The local Gov­
ernment would give a bonus of 20,000 acres 
lier mile in alternate sections along the route, 
against which and the railway company 
would issue second preference bonds to the 
extent of $15,000 jier mile, enough to make 
up for the discounts on all the issues, and to 
net $25,000 a mile. The company would 
take 10,000 or 20,000 able-bodied labourers 
from the emigration societies, or private 
sources, subject to approval, and on the fol­
lowing terms :-rT<> work for the company 
200,c.m3ccutive days at 2s. per day and bush 
fore ; and then to receive 100 acres of the 
o iinpany’s land fold a free grant of 100 acres 
from the Government, on condition of hav­
ing fulfilled their contract. The cost of the 
emigrants’ passage at a low fixed rate—say 
12 dollars—wvh Id be deducted out of the 
amount paid during his 2Q0 days labour. 
Legislation in Canada would "be necessary to j 
enforce the terms of a contract made in Eng­
land for labour. There would be ho danger 
t>f desertion, as it would be practically im­
possible, neither could the emigrants make 
ho good a bargain elsewhere. The end sought 
for was to find the labour in the United 
Kingdom to build the railway, the product 
of that labour supplemented by the guarantee - 
and the lands to be the basis of a satisfactory
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security upon which to 1 finance’ the Doinin- 
ioi# Pacific Railway and vastly to improve 
the emigrants’ position, while adding to the 
general resources of the Empire. The labour 
of 20,000 men for £2.000 a day was a better 
way of * financing’ than selling £4,000 in 
bonds for £2,600 in cash ”

A railway through to the Pacific is un­
doubtedly an enterprise of great magnitude ; 
in the absence of a survey it seems idle to 
talk of it. Still, there is no known reason 
why it should bo regarded as an impossibility, 
and since it is a necessary part of the Con­
federation scheme, we may regard its con­
struction as a foregone conclusion. Mr. 
Laidlaw has shown that he rightly appreciates 
the nature of the task, and the accumulation 
of labour and capital, which is necessary to 
its accomplishment. Chinese could no doubt 
be had to do every stroke of the work, but 
there are the most weighty of reasons in 
favor of having it done by British labour in 
preference, since not merely the building of 
the road is involved, but the whole future 
destiny of the country. An agitation of the 
subject in Britain will do good, and we are 
glad that Mr. Laidlaw has the discretion to 
bring it forwdrd in the tangible ai*l practic­
able sha|»e in which it has been laid before 
the people of England. - \ 

NEW YORK -IN-THE MUTUAL LIFE OF
TKHESTING DEVELOPMENTS.

A meeting of policy-holders in the Mutual Life 
Insurance Co., of New York, was held in thst 
city last week. From a report of the proceed­
ings, it appears that a numlier of charges have lieen 
preferred against the managers, and the meeting 
was called for the purpose of hearing, and ex­
amining into, the merits of these charges. A Mr. 
James W. McCulloch came'torward and assailed 
tile officers of the eomjwny. , He insisted that al­
though the company was perfectly safe there ought 
to be a change in the direction. In company with 
others who shared his view, he had started an 
opposition ticket at the last annual election, but 
the president and vice-president hel 1 so many 
proxies that the project of reform was defeated. 
The whole ■amber of votes cast was 9,871, of 
which 2;950 were personal votes and 6,921 proxies 
Ogt of these proxies the officers of the company 
cast 6,694—one officer alone throwing no less than 
4,{>50. Certain irregularities were alleged, ahd it 
was intended to bring the matter before the 
Supreme Cohrt. Tliis step, however, was deferred 
pending an investigation by the Superintendent 
of Insurance for New York; It was charged that 
Mt. Winston, the president, lw<f loaned a Mr. 
Hu steed, the sum of $30,090, on stock collaterals 
in violation of the charter ; that Mr. Winston 
loaned to Seymour k Nortlg State «gents, to dis­
burse funds to sick and wounded soldiers, the sum 
of $200,000, in Mr. Winston's own name, in viola­
tion of the charter. There was nothing on the 
1 >ooks to indicate this large transaction.

The Thirteenth Annual Meeting of the Stock­
holders of the Ontario Bank was held at the 
Banking House, Bowmanville, ou Monday, the 

i Sixth day of June. The chair was taken by the 
Hon. John Simpson, President ; and at his re­
quest the Vice-President read the following 
Thirteenth Annual Report of the Directors.

•» BKTOBT.
The Board of Directors of the Ontario Bank, 

in submitting their thirteenth annual re(x>rt, with 
the usual statements, shewing the result of the 
last year's business, as well as the present position 
of the Institution, do so with a confident belief 
that it will lx- regarded a* satisfactory Ay the 
Shareholders.

The Policy announced in Parliament "during 
the session of 1869, as the basis ujiuii which the 
expiring Bank Charters might lx- renewed, hav­
ing met decided and successful op|kxiition, was 
eventually abandoned, and legislation on this 
most imjxirtant subject postpalied until the ses­
sion of the present year. Your Directors felt 
that, with tlie doubt and uncertainty that must 
necessarily exist until definite legislation should 
take place, it was clearly their duty to keen the 
Bank prejiarvd for any changes which it might be 
necessary to make, to meet the requirements of 
such legislation. The Bill of 1869, if re-intro­
duced and passed, would have necessitated a large 
reduction in the discounting power of the Banks,, 
and would have consequently seriously ami in­
juriously effected tlie trade and commerce of the 
country.

Fortunately, with the session just closed came 
a change of Policy; ami while the Act lately (His­
sed, establishing a uniform and general Banking 
system, is not in many respects- what might have 
lieen desired, still it has lieeu regarded, by those 
more immediately interested, as much more 
favorable than the previous measure, and as such 
accepted as a compromise.

Vonr Directors believe that under it your Bank 
will be able to conduct its operations cs ‘success­
fully as heretofore, meeting the varying require­
ments of the customers, and securing a fair profit 
for the shareholders. One important end has 
been secured by the late Bill, as undA it all our 
Banking Institutions are placed on terms of 
equality. The loss in the circulation of the 
smaller denominations of ijotes, while of con­
siderable moment to the Banka, is in a measure 
compensated for by their lx-ing relieved from the 
Government Tax on circulation, and from the 
necesaity of holding ten jwf cent, of their Ca(>ital 
in Government Securities. f

Tlie desirability of concentrating the o|xTutioBs 
of the Bank within the limits originally intended, 
and enlarging the capital at the two commercial 
centres (Montreal and Toronto*, has engaged the 
earnest consideration of your Board ; and to ac­
complish this object, two of the oflircs in the 
West, nsinely, Hamilton and Waterloo, have 
been closed since the last meeting. YoOr Direc­
tors lielieve that the policy adopted has reduced 
the general expenses of the Institution, and will 
enable the Bank more fully to meet the require­
ments of its customers, w ithin the area indicated.

As intimated in the last report, an Act has 
beeq. olilained enabling a majority of the share­
holders, in their discretion, to remove the Head 
Office from its present and original, fixation: anil 
in accordance with its provisions, a social general 
meeting has been called for to-day. YoOr Direc- 

• toA are advised, by high legal authority, that the 
amending Act is too indefinite, in many particulars, 
to warrant action being taken upon it ; besides 
which, the transfer of the gefierai place of btisi 
ness of an extensive Bank, is an operation of con 

- siderable magnitude: and can scarcely be success­
fully done without preparation.^ There ia no 

■ provision in the Act for any delay between the

résolu ion changing the place and the operation 
oftba resolution; and your Directors fear that 
many lifliculties of a business nature, and some 
involv ng legal questions, nnist-aris» if any in­
stants irons transfer were attempted to be operated.

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THE NEW BANKING LAW.

The following is thi Act, »s finally jiatsrd at the 
laat Session of the Dominion Parliament, entitled» 
“An Act resjieftiug Banks and Banking," verba,' 
tim el literatim J—

Wiieream it ia important tliat the provisions of 
Law respecting Banks ami Banking in Canada 
should be as nearly as practicable uniform, and it 
is therefore exjwdient to enact certain danses and 
jroviaion* adapted to protect as well the interests 
of the public as of the shareholders, which may 
be incorporated into any ActWeafti r, to be leas­
ed for establishing a New Bant, without its being 
necessary to repeat them in audi Act, and which 
may in like manner, be adopted ae'amendments to 
the Charter of anv existing Bunk, where snch 
Charter require* to he amended:

The
I ta icla, or so called white Silesian Beetroot, is 
c nsidered by many as the last variety for the 
p oduction of Sugar, The mot, as well as the 
o lier varieties, is a biannual plant. The fliht year 
a *r sowing it only produces rootlets and leaves; 
ii the second year of its gmvfth the root be- 
ci mes develojied ; and, were it not that this Vege- 
ti ale cannot very well stand frost, the Inert period 
ft • its gathering would lie in the spring following 
it second winter. This comtitioh, however, ean- 
n t be complied with, and the erbpis gathered in 
tl e autumn. The weight of the crop of roots' 
g tliered from o*r hectare varies, as might lie cx- 
p eted, considerably ; but the following figures
