VERDICT,

We, the jury empanelled to investigate
the cause of the Jdeath of Fanny Cooper,
do find that she came to her death by
drowning in consequence of the capsizing
of the steamer Victoria on the 24th ef
May, 1881. We do find that the capsiz
ing of the Victoria was caused by water
in,the hold ; we believe that water leaked
in through a hole stove in her bottom
irom some unknown cause. Wesuppose
that this injury was caused by coming in
contact witha stone or snagin the riv
We arealso convinced trom the evildence
adduced that the boiler was not securely
fastened and that the stanchions sup-
porti the promenade and hurricane
decks were of too slender a nature and
made chiefly o' pine, and not properly
braced. We are alsoof the opinion that
the engineer was guilty of great n
#ence in the discharge of hLis duty,in not
geeing that the hold was clear of water,
and in not conveying in person to the
captain the dangerous condition of t!
boat. Wethink the captain was to blume
foraceepting the dual position of captain
and wheelsman, which prevented him
from giving his undivided attention to
the proper management of the boat. We
are also ‘of the opinion that he was to |
blame for ving Springbank without
makinga proper examination of the boat
us there was undoubtedly water in her
hold at that time.

GREAT FIRE AT QUEBEC.

NiNE THOUSAND PEOPLE HOME-
LESS

42,000,600 Worth of Property Des-
troyed.

SEVERAL LIVES LOST.

Quebee, June 10.—0One of the most
diststrous fives with which this unfort-
unate city Las been afilicted commmenced
Jast night, and is only now under control
at 6. m. ‘The tirst slarm was trom the
corner of 8t Oliviere and St. Clair streets
at ten minutes before eleven o'clock.
‘Ihe whole force of the brigade was soon
upon the ground, The reflection of the
flumes was so vivid that in a short time
Lalf the city appeared attracted to tne
scene, and by hali-past 11 all.theavenues
vound and leading to the fire were so
completely packed with people that it
was next to impossible to force a way
through them. The scene of utter con-
fusion that met the gaze in the vicinity
of the conflagration beggars description.
[1all the people seemed panic stricken,
and turee-fourths of the others were only
adding to the general confusion by run-
ning againstone another, and assisting in
the destruction of property in the
soleinn belief that they were rendering
relief in saving it. Parents, partially
clothed, hurried along in every direction
with infants in their arms wrapped in
bed clothes, and leading others by the
hand. Cows and horses let loose {rom
burning stabies, rushed half maddened
through the crowd, or stood dazed with
the scenes by which they were surround-
ed. Crockery, bedding, trunks, clothing
Stoves, solas, pictures, and every con-
ceivable article of furniture were thrown
or, dragged about, often into places of
eyen greater danger than where they
were taken from, The orgin of the fire
was in a stable on St. Olfvierd stieet near
St. Mary's street. The flames at ouce
spread to the surrounding buildings and
to streets above and below St, Uliviere.
Laturelle, St. Marie and Richelleu streets
were quickly a mass of fire for some
hundred feet of each in extent. ‘The
flames from the other sides of the streets
were overlapping in the middle, and com
pletely closing them to all traflic. The
scenes common to all great fires were
readily discernible at this stage. Even
the police and firemen were to a great
extent demoralized. Daring robbery was
carvied on freely in the full sight of every-
body. Liquorstoresand private dwellings
cked by the flames were ransacked
iquor, which w: s openly drunk by the
specimen of the lowest degree ol socicty
who are common to the locality in quest
ion, and who frequent the low lioles whose
destruction is one of the least regretahle
features of the disaster.  When the fire
spread, as above described, the men of
the brigade lost ald control over any
| portion of it. “Their necessary ubdi
vision into so many parties was weakness
indeed, 'I'he flames swept onward with
alme st lightning rvapidity. A great part
of Dagnillon street west, and St. Geneva,
had been destroyed, when the flames ap
peared in St. John street, a little further
out than St. . Hetherington's baker
At one o'elock the clanging of the bells
of St. John's Church in rapid and alarm
ing tones told of the danger to that pro-
peity. The fire had possession of the
noble structure in an alrost less space
of time than it takes to relate, and the
finest and largest church in the city was
doomed to destruction. Next after the
church came the Friars’ School opposite
and stlll unresistibly the fire swept on.
Asif confident that so majestican edifice
could never fall a prey to any of the ele—
ments, the neighbors around had carried
their houschold goods to the frort of the
church, and there piled them at the very
door of the sanctuary. All wasirretriev

ably lost. The church was worth at least
$100,000, The insurance amonnts only
to $10,000. At the foot of Jupiterstreet,

below Berthelot Market, the flames had
croxsed from the low. side of St. John
street, and from this point they rapidly
flew westalong that fine avenue, keeping
pace with the other division of the con
flagration opposite. Nor was the fire
conlined now to St, John street. At
Jupiter street it spread southward to the
Berthelet Market Place, destroying G

riel and St. Putrick streets as far out ws
there were buildings to be destroyed.
The lower field alone stayed the progiess
of the fire fiend. At Scottstreet the firg
ran upwards towards the Grande Allie at
v terrible rate of speed. “Unly the gap
cansed hy the recent conflagration here
stopped the total destruction of the whole
street.

NINE THOUSAND HOMELESS.

There were eight hundred buildings
destroyed in all, representing some 1,100
families, or nine thousand homeless
people.  The scene of desolation as they
wandered about the city to-day or stood
guard over -their scanty remnant of
houseliold furniture on the fields, was
distressing in the exteeme. Many
were half elad—the childyen especially.

They had beez arounsed from their
slumbers, and kewildered, seized upon
er they conld find., Lucky in

e t to get away from the

district with their lives, for at

least for six persons this was an im
possible task.
