AN ARTILLERY DUEL

From three o’clock until six in the
evening the Ontario Regiment waited
the command to charge and. sang
their chosen songs. The enemy bom-
barded our position heartily, though
our artillery had the better of them.
Fifteen minutes before the attack
was timed to take place two 18-poun-
der guns which had been placed in
the infantry trenches under cover. of
darkness on the instruction of Brig.-
Gen. Burstall, commander of the Can-
adian Artillery, opened fire upon the
parapet of the enemy’s trenc_hes.

One gun under Lt. C. S. Craig fired
over 100 rounds sweeping the -ground
clear of wire and destroying two ma-
chine guns, Lieut. Craig, who was
wounded at Ypres early in May and
again while observing near Guinchy
was seriously wounded after com-
pleting his task here.

Busy Days Being Passed

. London, July 14—The statement
which appeared in the Canadian
papers under date of June 11, to the
effect that every battalion of the znd
Canadian division had safely arrived
in France, conflicts strangely with
facts, derived .from actual observa-
tions.

to guard against casualties in eur own
trenches when it went off.
However, to make sure that the ex-
plosion would reach the German line
so heavy a charge had to be used that
the effects upon the Canadian trench
line were somewhat serious. Several
of our bombers were killed and
wounded, and a reserve depot of
bombs buried under the debris. An-
other bomb depot was blown up by
an enemy shell about this time.
These two accidents made us short
of bombs when we needed them later
on and we had to rely entirely on the
supply of bombs which the bombers
carried themselves. :
The leading company, under Ma].o.r
G. J. L. Smith, rushed forward with
the smoke and flying dirt of the mine
explosion for a screen and met with
a withering fire from the German ma-
chine guns placed in “Stony Moun-
tain.” But their dash was irresistible
and almost immediately the company
was in possession of the German front
trench and “Dorchester,” but those
who were opposite to “Stony Moun-
tain” were stopped by fire from that
fort, all being killed or wounded.
ADVANCED WITHOUT LEADER
The leading company was followed
by bombing parties on the right and
left flanks. Lieut, C. A. James, who

and both parties charged forward to
the second line trench, where the
enemy presented a firm front, al-
though stragglers were retreating
through the tall grass in the rear. The
bombers went to work from right to
left to clear the trench. Many resist-
ing Germans were bayoneted and
some prisoners were taken and sent
back, and later, together with some
of their escort were killed by mach-
ine gun and rifle fire from “Stony
Mountain” itself.

Captain Wilkinson’s company was
followed almost immediately by the

third company under Lieut. T.
Sims, as the other company officers,
Captain F. W. Robinson and Lieut.
P. W. Pick had been killed by a shell
at the moment our mine blew up.
This company began to consolida:e
the first line German trench which
had -een captured, that is to say
reverse the sandbag parapet and turn
the trench facing enemywards. It had
suffered heavily in its advance across
the open space between the opposing
lines, and Capt. Delamere’s company
was the fourth sent forward. Cap-
tain Delamere had been wounded and
the command devolved on Lieut. J. C.
L. Youn_,, who was wounded at ou~
parapet. Lieut. Tranter, who took
command, was killed in a moment.
Company Sergt.-Major Owen then
assumed command and led the com-
pany with bravery and good sense.

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the way until further advance . was
impossible, owing to a barricade
across the trench which had been har-
riedly erected by the enemy.

GUN ON SOLDIER’S BACK

The machine gun crew, which
reached the trench, was reduced to
Lieut. Campbell and Private Vincent,
a lumber-jack from Bracebridge,
Ont., the machine gun and the tripod.
In default of a base, Lieut. Campbell
set up the machine gun on the broad
back of Private Vincent and firad
continuously. Afterwards, during the
retreat, German bombers entered the
trench and Lieut. Campbell fell
wounded. Private Vincent then cut
away the cartridge belt, and. aban-
doning the tripod, dragged the gun
away to safety because it was too hot
to handle.

Lieut. Campbell crawled out of the
enemy’s trench and was carried into
our trench in a dying condition by
Company Sergt.-Major Owen, from
Woodstock, Ont.. In the words of
Kingslake, “and no man died that
night with more glory, yet many
died and there was much glory.” The
working parties detailed for the con-
struction of the line adjoining our
trenches with the hostile line which
had been captured, moved out ac-
cording to arrangement, but the
heavy machine gun fire from “Stony
Mountain” forced them back to the
cover of our trench, and all further
attempts to contnue work while day-
light lasted came to nothing

The efiorts of tne battalion werz
now confined to erecting barricades
iust south of “Stony Mountain” and
north of Dorchester, and to holding
the second line trench. The supply
of bombs ran short, and Pte. Smith,
of Southampton, Ont., son of a Meth-
odist minister, and not much mo-e
than 19, was almost the only source
of replenishment. He was, till
Armageddon, a student at the Lis-
towel Business College.

History relatcs he was singing the
trench version of “I Wonder How
the Old Folks Are at Home” when
the mine exploded, and he was buried.
By the time he had dug himself out
he discovered that all his worldly
goods, including his rifle, had disap-
peared. But his business training
told him that there was an active de-
mand for bombs for the German
trenches a few score yards away. So
Pte. Smith festooned himself with
hombs from the dead and wounded
bomb-throwers around him, and set
out, mainly on all fours, to supply
that demand. He did it five times,
e was not himself a bomb-thrower,
but a mere middleman.

Twice he went up to the trenches
and handed over his load to the busy
men. Thrice, so hot was the fire,
that he had to lie down and toss the
bombs (they do not explode until the
safety pin is withdrawn) into the
trench to the men who needed them
most. His clothes were literally shot
into rags and ravels, but he himsel
was untouched, and he explains his
escape by saying, “Oh, I kept mov
ing.”

A GALLANT END

So through all these hells the spirit
of man endured and rejoiced indom-
itably. After all, the supply of bombs
ran out and the casualties resulting
from heavy machine gun fire and rifle
fire from “Stony Mountain” consider-
ably increased the difficulties of hold
ing the line. The bombers could fight
no more. One unknown man was seen
wounded standing on the parapet of
the German front line trench: he had
thrown every bomb he carried, and.
weeping with rage, continued to hurl
bricks and stones at the enemy until
his end came. Every effort was made
to clear out the wounded and rein-

e i

forcements for third battalion were
sent forward, but still no work could
be done, and a further supply of
bombs was not yet available. :

Bombs were absolutely necessary.
At one point four volunteers who
went to get more were killed, one af-
ter the other; upon which Sergt.
Kranz, of London, England. by way
of Vermilion, Alta, and at one time
a private in the Argyll and Sutherland
Regiment, went back and fortunately
returned with a load. He was follow-
ed by Sergt. Newell, a cheesemaker,
from Watford, near Sarnia, and Sergt.
Major Cuddy, a druggist, from Strath-
roy.

Gradually our men in the second
German line were forced back along
the German communication trench,
and the loss of practically all our of-
ficers hampered the fight. The volun.-
teers who were bringing forward the
supply of bombs were nearly all kill-
ed, and the supply died out with them.
The British division had been unable
to advance on the left, owing to the
strength of the fortified position at
“Stony Mountain” and the German
line north of that fort. The Cana.
dians held their ground, however,
hoping for the ultimate success of the
attack on the left in the face of heavy
pressure on their exposed left flank.

The enemy meanwhile had been ac-
cumulating strong forces, and finally
at about 9.30 the remnants of the bat-
talion were forced to evacuate all the
ground that had been gained. The
withdrawal was conducted with de-
liberation through a hail of bullets,
but it cost us heavily. One splendid
incident amongst many may perhaps
explain the reason.

Pte. Gledhill is 18 years of age.
His grandfather owns a woolen mill
in Ben Miller, near Goderich, Ont.
Ben Miller was till lately celebrated
as the home of the fattest man in
the world, for thete lived Mr. )Jona-
than Miller, who weighed 400 pounds,
and moved about in a special car-
riage of his own. Pte. Gledhill des-
tined, perhaps, to confer fresh fame
on Ben Miller saw Germans advan-
cing down the trench, saw also that
only three Canadians were left in the
trench, two with a machine gun and
himself, as he said, “running a rifle.”

Before he had time to observe
more an invader’s bomb most literal-
ly gave him a lift and landed him
uninjured outside the trench with his
rifle broken. He found another rifle
and fired a while from the knee until
it became necessary to join the re-
treat. During that manoeuvre, whicn
required caution, he fell over Lieut.
Brown, wounded, and offered to con-
voy him home.”

“Thanks no,” said the lieutenant,
“I can crawl.”

Pte. Frank Ullock, late a livery
stable keeper at Chatham, N.B., and
now with one leg missing said: “Wiil
you take me?” ‘Sure’ replied Gledhill.
He got down on his hands and knees
and Ullock took good hold of his
Webb equipment and was hauled gin-
gerly along the ground towards the
home trench. Presently Gledhill left
Ullock under some cover while he
crawled forward, cut a strand of wire
from our entanglements and threw
the loop back lasso-fashion to Ullock
who wrapped it around his body.
Gledhill then hauled him to the para-
pet where the stretcer bearers came
out and took charge.

THREE OFFICERS RETURNED

All this, of course, from first to
last and at every place, occurred un-
der heavy fire. It is pleasant to think
that Frank Ullock is now under
charge of Dr. Murray McLaren,also
of New Brunswick, who watches over
him with tender care in a hospital,
under canvas, of 1,080 beds; a hos-
pital that is larger than the General
and Royal Victoria, and the Western
of Montreal, combined. Gledhill was
not touched, and in spite of his ex-
perience prefers a life at the front to
work in his grandfather’s woolen
mills at Ben Miller, near Goderich.

Out of 23 combatant officers who
went into action only three missed
death or wounds. These are Col. Hill,
who fought his men to the bitter end
with high judgment and courage;
Lieut. S. A. Creighton and Lieut. I.
C. Simms,

Dominion Day, after several days ot
heavy artillery fire, our troops were
relieved and the headquarters movec
to the north Here a trench line
was taken over from a British divi-
sion and here for the present we
must leave them, When Dominion
Day came they remembered with
pride that they were the army of a
nation and those who were in the
trenches displayed the Dominion flag
decorated with the flowers of France,
to the annoyance of barbarians, who
riddled it with bullets, Behind the
lines the day was celebrated with
sports and games, while the pipers
of the Scottish Canadian battalions
played a selection of national airs.
But the shouting baseball teams and
minstrel shows with their personal
allusions, the skirl of the pipes and
the choruses of the well-known rag-
times, moved the men to the depths
of their souls, for this is the first Do-
minion Day that Canada has spent
with the Red Sword in her hand.

FMHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead &
quarter-section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do«
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. HEntry by proxy may be madq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but nof
Sub-Ageney), on certain conditiona,

Dutien—Six months residence upon aad
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinivy.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon ag
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre.

Lansdowne’s speech yesterday in
the House of Lords hit out straight
from the shoulder with reference to
what he termed the present injustice.

“unless I am mistaken, we have
twenty or twenty-three divisions at
this moment in the European thea-
tre.” This means something less than
500,000 men. What of the rest? There
are over two million trained men now
in the Old Land and why? Of course,
there is a reason, but what it is caf
only be a matter of spéculation to the
uninitiated. It seems strange to the
average onlooker that so many should
be kept out of action, and it will re-
main for the future to unfold the mys-
tery. This paper some time back ven-
tured the suggestion that the holding
of them might be preparatory to a
dash at Germany through Holland,
and this may be the case. Then
again, of course it may not. The
only thing at all certain is that some-
thing of importance is back of the
present inactivity.

The use of gas bombs by the Kais-
erites is becoming more and more
general and in this, as in all other de-
partments of frightfulness, they have
evidently been thoroughly drilled.

Speaking generally, matters just
now seem to be comparatively quiet
on all fronts.

The resumed story of Sir Max
Aitken, the official “Eye Witness,” of
how the Canadian forces continue to
fight, is such as will cause a feeling
of renewed pride to thrill throughout
not alone the Dominion, but also the
entire Empire.

KIPLING’'S SPEECH.

Elsewhere in this issue The Courier
reproduces in large part a notable
speech which Rudyard Kipling not
long ago madz in the Old Country
with reference to the war. Most peo-
ple will agree that it is one of the
most striking contributions yet given
in connection with the tremendous
crisis which now faces the Empire
(and for that matter all civilized hu-
manity) and the duty which rests up-
on British manhood to rise to the vital
demand.

Kipling is a master both of written
and spoken phrase, and he is one of
the prominent men who sided with
Lerd Roberts, when that great old
general was sounding the alarm that
John bull would find himself unpre-
pared with his land forces when Ger-
many deemed the time ripe for casting
her hat in the ring as the signal for a
long, calculated effort to secure world
domination.

Kipling spoke with an authority
based on events when he pointed out
that the horrors which had taken
place in Belgium would be visited to
an even worse extent on the British
should the Kaiserites triumph, and
that talk that insuch an event the
American continent would offer a re-
fuge for the oppressed was
childish, as Germany without even
sending battleships, would have this
portion of the world under her dom-
ination also. We Canadians have not
realized this fact sufficiently, but it is
one which needs to be very sterrly
taken to heart.

The speech is one which should be
carefully read, every word of it, and
then be read again.

THANKS TO BOTHA

Only a very few years back in con-
nection with the Boer war the Bri-
tish learned to recognize General
Louis Botha as the opponent above
all others in that conflict, whom it
was desirable to circumvent. Yet in
the House of Commons yesterday
this same man by jinamious vétc,
proposed by Premier Asquith him-
self, was tendered the hearty and the
unreserved thanks of the whole Em-
pire for his invaluable work with
the forces of the Union of South Af-
rica.

1f any proof were needed of the
broadening and the liberty giving pri-
vileges under the grand old Union
Jack surely it is to be found in this
incident. Right now was the chance
for the Boers to attempt to throw
off the British “yoke” if they telt 1t
to be such, but instead they have
joined hands in the hour of need on
behalf of what they rightly regard as
the blessed privileges which they en-
joy as members of the great Imperial
family,

Two Divisions in the
World To-day Says

Rudyard

Rudyard Kipling, speaking at South-
port, Lancaster, a few days ago, sal
in part: It seems to me unfair and
unbusinesslike that after ten months
of war we should still be raising men
by the same methods as we raise
money at a charity bazaar; but
clumsy _and unfair as that system is,
it is the only one we have, and we
must work it,

We committed ourselves to it in
time of peace when we decided that
we should not endure national service
on any terms whatever. We chose it
because it made us more comfortable
and released us from obligations

our pleasure, and our money. We be-
lieved that in the hour of danger there
would always be enough men ready of
their own free will to defend their
country. ;

. Our belief was justified in the past.
The mistake we made—and it was not
for want of being warned—was that
we did not conceive a war on such a
scale as that which we face to-day.
The system by which we are meeting
that war has shown itself to be gross-
ly unfair, but since‘we chose it of
Xeliberate intent, in the face of grave
warnings, we cannot, now that it is
being put to the test, shelter oursel-
ves behind its defects.

How do matters stana in regard to
recruiting to-day? There is, of course,
a small, pernicious minority who do
not intend to inconvenience themsel-
ves for any consideration, but I am
convinced that the overwhelming bulk
of the men who have not yet come
forward to enlist argue, “Why should
I go when my neighbor stays behind?
Make it equal all round, and I'll go
gladly.” That is a detail that should
have been settled in time of peace. It
is illogical to complain of it now. If
it is changed, and changed soon, so/
much the better, but meantime we
must reap what we have sown.

GERMANS WELL PREPARED

The German has spent quite as
much energy in the last forty-five
years preparing for war as we have in|
convincing ourselves that wars should
nct be prepared for. He has start'ed‘
this war with a magnificent equip-
ment which took him time and heavy
taxation to get together. That equip- !
ment we have had to face for the last !
ten months. We have had to face
more. The Germans went into this
war with a mind which had been care-
fully trained out of the idea of every
moral sense or obligation—private,
public or international. He does not
recognize the existence of any law,
least of all those he has subscribed to
himself, in making war against com-
batants “or non-combatants, men. wo-
men and children,

He has done from his own point of
view very well indeed. All mankind
bears witness to-day that there is no,
crime, no cruelty, no abomination that |
the mind of man can conceive which
the German has not perpetrated, is
not perpetrating and will not perpe-
trate if he is allowed to go on. These
horrors and perversions were not in-
vented by him on the spur of the
moment. They were arranged be-
forehand, their outlines are laid down
in the German war-book. They are
part of the system in which Germany
has® been scientifically trained.. It is
the essence of that system to make
such a hell of the countries where her
armies set foot, that any terms she
may offer will seem like heaven to
the people whose bodies she has de-
filed and whose minds she has broken
of set purpose and intention.

In the face of these facts, it is folly
for any fit man to waste one minute
in talking about what he would do
if our system of recruiting were chan-
ged, or to wait on, as some men are
waiting, in the hope of compulsion be-
ing introduced. We shall not be saved
by argument. We shall most cer-
tainly not be saved by hanging on to
our private jobs and businesses, Our
own strength and our own will alone
can save us. If these fail, the alterna-
tive for us is robbery, rape of the
women, starvation, as a prelude to
slavery. Nor need we expect any mir-
acle to save us. So long as an un-
brcken Germany exists so long will
life cn this panet be intdlerabe, not
only for us and for our Allies, but for
all humanity. And humanity knows
1t.

At present six European nations
are bearing the burden of the war.
There is a fringe of shivering neutrals
almost under the German guns who
look out of their front doors and see,
as they were meant to see, what has
been done to Belgium, the German-
guaranteed neutral. But however the
weorld pretends to divide itself, there
are only two divisions in the world
to-day—human beings and Germans.
And the German knows it. Human
beings have long ago sickened of him
and everything connected with him—
of all he does, says, thinks, or be-
lieves. From the ends of the earth
they desire nothing more greatly than
that this unclean thing should be
thrust out from the membership and
the memory of the nations.

The German’s answer to the world’s
loathing is “I am strong. I kill. I
shall go on killing by all means in
my power till I have imposed my will
on all human beings.” He gives no
choice. He leaves no middle way.
He has reduced civilization and all
that civilization means to the simple
question of kill or be killed.
IMAGINE GERMANY VICTORS.

Up to the present, as far as we can
find out, Germany has suffered some
three million casualties. She can suf-
fer another three millions, and for
aught we know, another three millions
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Kipling, Poet

after that. We have no reason to be-
lieve that she will break up suddenly
and dramatically as a féw people still
expect. Why should she? She took
two generations to prepare herself in
every detail, and through every fibre
of her national being for this war.
She is playing for the highest stakes
in the world—the dominion of the
world. It seems to me that she must
either win or bleed to death almost
where her lines run to-day.. There-
fore, we and our Allies must continue
to .pass our children through fire to
Moloch until Moloch perish. This,
as I see it, is where we stand, and
where Germany stands.

Turn your mind for a moment to
the idea of a conquering Germany.
You need not go far to see what it
would mean to us. In Belgium at this
hour, several million Belgians are
making war-material or fortifications
for their conquerors. They are given
enough food to support. life as the
German thinks it should be supported.
By the way, I believe the = United
States of America supplies a large
part of that food. In return they are
compelled to work at the point of
the bayonet.. If they object they are
shot, Their factories, their houses,
and their public buildings have long
‘ago been gutted, and everything in
them that was valuable or useful has
been packed up and sent into Ger-
many. They have no more property,
and. no more . rights than cattle;
and they cannot lift a hand to
protect the honour of their wo-
men. And less than a year ago
they were one of the 'most civ-
ilised and prosperous of the nations
of the -earth.

There has been nothing like

and this system is in full working

order within fifty miles of the Eng-

lish coast. Where I live I can hear
the guns that are trying to extend
it. The same system exists in such
parts of France and Poland as are
in German hands. But whatever has
been dealt out to Belgium, France,
and Poland will be England’s
ten-fold if we fail to subdue the Ger-
mans, . That we shall be broken
plundered, robbed, and enslaved like
Belgium will be but the first part
of the matter. 4

NO TERMS POSSIBLE

There are special’ reasons in: the
German mind why we should be mor-
ally and mentally shamed and dis-
honored beyond any other people—
why we should be degraded till those
who survive may  scarcely dare to
look each other=in the: face. Be per-
fectly sure, therefore, that if .. Ger-
many is victoriou$; e&wery :retinment
of -outrage ‘whichrdd within: the com-
pass of the German imdgination will
be inflicted 'on us:in every aspect ot
our lives. Over and above this, no
pledge we' can offer, no guarantee
we can give will be accepted by Ger-
many as binding. She has: broken
her own most solemn oOaths, pledges,
and obligations, and by the vetr'g] fact
of her existence she is boufid .to
trust nothing, and,to recognisé inoth-
ing except immediate superior force
backed by illimitable cruelty. $o you
see there are no terms possible.

Realise, too, if the Allies are beat-
en, there will be no spot on the globe
where a soul can escape from the
domination of this enemy of man-
kind. There has been childish talk
that the Western hemisphere would
offer a refuge from oppression. Put
that thought from your mind. 1f the
Allies were defeated, Germany would
not need to send a single battleship
over the Atlantic. She would issue
an order and it would be obeyed.
Civilization would be bankrupt, and
the! western wdqrld would be taken
over with the rest of the wreckage
by Germany, the receiver. So you
see there is no retreat possible. There
are no terms and no retreat in this
war. It must go forward, and with
those men of England who are eli-
gible for 'service, but who have not
yet offered themselves, the decision
of the war rests.

THE NEED FOR MEN

Let us look at a few figures, Like
yourselves, I have no definite intor-
mation; but, as far as one can esti-
mate, rather more than 2,000,000 men
have joined the Army up to mnow.
This is an impressive record till one
remembers that the population of
these islands is rather rnore than
45,000,000, so that the present pro-
portion works out as about five per
cent. of the total population, and ten
per cent. of the total male popula-
tion. We dn not know how many
soldiers we shall need to end the
war, but we do know that we do not
need ninety per cent. of the male
population to make ammunition and
carry on the necessary work of the
country during the war,

People who won’t look facts in the
face ask sometimes: “What’s the use
of piling in men before one has the
arms and equipment for them.” The
answer is quite simple. You can use
equipment the minute you get: 1t,
but you can’t use a man till he has
been trained. That is why the sup-
ply of men must always be months
ahead of other supplies. And we need
a steady unbroken flow of men—
young and without domestic ties tfor
choice—always coming on into train-
ing.

Once again [ admit as freely as
any of you here the immense un-
fairness of our system, which has
been well called conscription by ca-
jolery; but it is the system we have
chosen, and till we have another we
must work it. Those who believe in
national' service can take comtort
from the thought that if the Gov-
ernment has not yet brought it in,
they must be quicker than the Gov-
ernment—(this isn’t diflicult)—and
bring themselves in. Those who be-
lieve in the principles of voluntary
service nist realize that now is the
one time for them to show what an
excellent system it is by voluntarily
shouldering their responsibilities, -
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the
horror of their fate in all history,

HEROES WITHOUT STRAIN-

In the meantime, public opinion is
hardening every day against the’eli-
gible men who have excuses which
are not reasons for not enlisting.
Public opinion is hardening against
those parents, wives, and relatives
and employers who directly or in-

directly, are keeping these men back. |

Pou can’t expect people who have
given or lost’their own flesh and
blood in this war to be patient or
sympathetic with people whose fam-
Jias are still untouched and unsep-
arated. That feeling may be reason-
able or unreasonable, but it is one
result of our system, and as more
men join it will increase. What's
the good of waiting till it breaks
bounds?

This is for us, in truth, war to the
death against the power of darkness,
with whom any peace except on our

own- terms would be more terrible |.

than any war. Words cannot begin
to do justice to the devotion and
bravery of ovr men who have already
gone up against that power. They
have dealt, almost as a matter of
routine, in battles, any one of which
in the old days would have made

the marvel and the glory of a gen-|

eration. They have endured, as never
British troops have been called upon
to endure, the most amazing devices
of warfare, and the unclean malice
of the enemy. They have proved
themselves through all these things
heroes without strain.

The counties know, the great cities
know, and the little villages where
they mark the names on the church
door know, what their neighbors and
kin have done.’

men of this mould.

worst of all, we have shoals of mar-
ried men entering the ranks of the
army. Not only married men, but men
with families dependent upon them,
We have permitted this thing to go
on without giving a thought to the
fearful burden of the present and the
future which we are thereby impos-
ing on the country.

“It has been stated that about one-
third of the men now serving are mar-
ried men. That is a terrific proportion
when you think of the number of un-
married men who have not yet joined
the army. Guidance must be given in
recruiting, therefore, and this will
give that guidance. g

NEARER IN ONE SENSE.

“It has been freely stated that
this bill was intended to introduce
compulsory service by a side wind.
The only approach to compulsory ser-
vice in this bill is that registration is
to be enforced. Nothing can be done
in the ‘direction of compulsory ser-
vice. without further: legislation. = In
one sense I don’t believe ' this
does bring us nearer compulsory ser-
vice. For if a compulsory system ever
comes the provisions of the bill will
greatly assist us in introducing it.

“If any one feels this to be an ob-
jection, I would ask him these ques-
tions: Are you able to tell us how |
long this war is going to last? Are
you able to give us a guarantee that
we shall be able to bring this war to
a close without compulsory service?

“During the last few months a
stream of men has been flowing in
greater volume than the stream of
munitions. Are we quite sure how
long it will be before the case may
stand exactly the other way, and when
the stream of men may dwindle to a
small trickle? Should we not, there-
fore be much better off with this bill
on the statute book than without it.
We cannot take upon ourselves to say
when the war will end, and we can-
not take it upon ourselves to say that
we shall bring it to a proper conclu-
sion without recourse to compulsion.
If that time ever comes, the time
when compulsory service will be ne-
cessary, we shall certainly be better
off with this bill than without it.”

~ WITH HUNS

Is For Them to Lick Allies
Says Prominent
Berliner.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, July 14—The Daly Chron-
icle quotes the Berlinger ' Tageblatt,
which publishes an article by Fritz
Mautrasr, headed “Honorable peace,”
in which the writer, a well-known
pubiicist, pleads for a “peace which
will satisfy the sense of honor of the
German soidiers.” He adds:

“If, in spite of their clear superior-
ity over their enemies, a peace is
made which does not emphasize this
superiority, the German soldiers will
be deeply chagrined. Honor to whom
honor is due. .

“The German army is the noblest
army in the world, and it would be a
deep and irreparable wrong were this
not considered, or were it in any way
limited by an unsatisfactory peace.

| The army is the people, the honor of
the army is the honor of the nation |

It is clear that German culture, Ger-
man organization, German public and
private characteristics are pre-emin-
ent and known to all the world as pre-
eminent. The German army and its vie-
tories serve the ethic advance of the
worid, and should the Germans, in

not an honorable and ethical peace,
they wouid be untrue to their princi-
ples.”

London, July 14—The Morning
Post, in an article discussing the situ-
ation of the German Socialists says:

“The Socialist party is now in a
state of apparently hopeiess confusion
and the executive committee has just

to the leaders not to continue a policy
which must conduce to the disinte-
gration of the party. The party lead-

The Boy Sconts of America recently
celebrated the seventb anniversary of
the birth of the organization.

It was
in 1910 that General Baden-Powell
came to the United States and Mr.
Thompson Seton marched his 100,000
“Woodcraft Indian Brotherhood” boys
under the banner of the Boy-Scouts of
America. Boys all over the country
began to shower letters for npplieation
for membership on the heads of the
organization, and today the boy- scouts
in this country number 250.000. Over
these are about 6000 scout masters.
Thousands of the boys in crowded
cities have learndd to ride, skate, swim,
run, use tools and to know the woods
and their ways. Many in their new
scout uniferms have acquired ‘self re-
liance and resourcefuluness for every
occasion.

New York, July 14—Harry K.Thaw
may know to-night whether he is to
be set free as the outcome of his nine
years’ fight to prove that he is sans
or whether he is to be sent back to
Matteawdn asyium as insane. Appar-
ently confident that his long fight for
liberty was about to end in success,
Thaw was jubilant to-day.

The state had closed its case and
there remained only the submission
of rebuttal evidence which it was an-
nounced would occupy only a few
minutes, the arguments of the attor-
neys and Justice Hendricks charge
to the jury. Counsel believed that the
case would be in the hands of the
jury by afternoon and that a verdict
would be rendered before night.

As the jury is acting really in an
advisory capacity the real verdict wil)
be rendered by Justice Hendrick, His
decision may be rendered immediate-
ly after receiving -the jury’s verdict
or may be withheld for deliberation.
The justice has the power to disre-
gard’ any verdict the jury may ren-
der.

It was reported to-day that if
Justice Hendrick decided that Thaw
is sane the state would at once take
an appeal. Application would then
be made in behalf of Thaw for bail
pending decision of the higher courts.

ITALIAN PREMIER

On June 2nd the Prime Minister
of Italy, Signor Salandra, made a
notable_reply to the speech of Von
Bethmann-Hollweg, -delivered on
May 28th in the German Reichstag,
and reported -in the Daily News cf
July 3rd.  Signor Salandra’s speech
was made in the hail of the Horatii
and Curiatii on the = Capitoline, be-
fore the Roman committee of Civil
Organization During the War. Ac-
cording ‘to The Corriere della Sera
the speech made a profound im-
pression on the distinguished audi-
ence present. It is of interest to us
to compare the calm, dignified, ar-
gumentative tone of ' the Italian
Prime Minister with the sneering
and abusive manner of the German
Imperial Chancellor. .We have o
reason t obe ashamed of our ally.

ITALY’S JUSTIFICATION

Signor Salandra spoke substantial-
ly as follows: “We have entersd
this war to safeguard the most an-
cient and elevated aspirations of our
country as well as its most vital in.
terests. It is a prodigious war from
which none of us can escape. He
who does not give his arm to fight
must give his mind, his heart, his
goods and his sacrifices. i

“Those who stay at home must
busy themselves to prevent the in-
terruption of the national life. Ou:
hearts must be brave because our
cause is just and our war a holy
war, (Applause). Itaiians of all
ranks must feel not only spontaneous
and instructive persuasion, but also
a persuasion - which is reasoned and
based on justice. The whole world
must be persuaded of it also. (Hear,
hear.)

“I ‘'speak. to Italy and to the whole
civilized world in order to show
them, not by violent words, but by
definite facts and documents, how
the rage of our enemies essayed
in vain to diminish the high moral
and poiitical dignity of the cause
which our arms will bring to victory.
I shall speak with the calm of which
the King of Italy gave me an example
when he called his soldiers and sailors
to arms. (Applause and cheers for the
king). I shall speak, not forgetting
the place I hold in the nation, and the
sacred ground upon which we are met
to-day..

IMPERIAL INSULTS

“But one cannot ignore the in-
sults written in Imperial, Royal and
Archducal proclamations.- Since I
speak from the Capital and repre-
sent in this solemn moment the Ital-
ian people and Government, al-
though but a plain citizen, I feel
that I am more noble than the head
of the House of Hapsburg-Lorraine
and the medicor statesmen who, in
a spirit of ill-concealed temerity
and wrong in their previsions, set all
Europe in a fiame. Now, vexed
at their last ,and egregious misake,
they express themselves in their
Parliaments at Budapest and Berlin,
in coarse language against Itdly and
its Govérnment, for “the evident pur-
pose of being excused by their fel-
low citizens when these latter are
intoxicated by cruel visions of blood
and hatred. (Applause).

“The German Chancellor has said
that he was filled, if not with hate,
at least with anger, and he said the
truth, for his words were wild like
those of a man crazy with anger.
(Laughter). Even if I would, I could
fot imitate their language, which is
but an atavistic return to primitive
barbarism, from which we Italiaus
are separated by twenty centuries
of civilization'® Their whole argu-
ment is summed up in the words
treachery and stealth on the part of
Italy towards her faithful allies.
